PIONEER OF WOOD PULP
INDUSTRY IS DEAD

A D. Remington, Who First Made Paper
From Wood, Passes Away [n

JUDGE ADOPTS RATHER
DISCOURAGING ATTITUDE

Towards Government Attorneys in Standard
0il Case — Wants More
Evidence.

CHICAGO, Ills, March 8.—Govern-
ment attorneys at ihe re-trial of the
Standard’ Oil €ompany of Indiana for
alleged acceptance of rebates from the
Chicago and Alton R. R. on shipments
of oil from Whiting, Ind., to east St.
Louis, Ill., were told today by Judge
Anderson that unless they introduced
further proof sustaining their conten-
tion that the oil company accepted a
rebate from the Chicago and Alton R.
R., they might as well cease their ef-
forts to convict.

ATter considérable argument by both
sides Julge Anderson admitted tenta-
tively tariff No. 1203 of the Chicago
and Alton and Wiggins Ferry Com-
pany tariff sheets. Before admitting
the document in this way, the court
sroke of the ‘fatal discrepancy’ in
parts of the indictments against the
Stendard Oll Company.

“If the government can furnish no
proof,” said he, '‘in support of its con-
terdions than the tariff sheets already
introduced, it. may as well stop.”

Judge Anderson agreed with the de-
fense that no evidence had been ad-
duced proving connection between the
Chicago and Alton R. R. Company and
the Terminal Ry. Association.

“In the event it is proved that a
joint agreement existed between these
two railroads, the indictment would
stand,” said the court. “It might also
stand if it i® shown that the two com-
panies offered concessions.”

TURKISH CONSUL-GENERAL
DENIES GRAFT GHARGES

Says They are Inspired by His Enemies
and Demands a Full Investigation

NEW. YORK, March 8—DMunji Bey,
Turkish _Consul-General at New York,
denounced the charges of ‘graft”
made against him in the petition for
his removal filed by several thousand
Ottoman subjects with the Turkish
Ambassador at Washington as fabri-
cations, and said he courted a full in-
vestigation of his office here by the
Turkish authorities at the Capitol.
“The petition is inspired by a few ene-
mies of mine, five or six, whose names
I know and there is not a word of truth
in it,” said Munji Bey. "I shal]l give
the names of my enemies to the am-
bassador or his representative when 1
hear from him and request that he
take some action against them, If the
embassador does not see fit to take
action I shall put the whole matter in
the hands of our local authorities in
Constantinople.

“We do net overcharge our subjects
for their passports. as alleged in the
petition, and there is no way for any-
one to graft by taking advantage oi
the ignorant Syriams, Greeks or Ar-
menians in this c2.”

The Consul-General said it was the
first time in his twelve years service
in office that any charges had been
directed against him. *“I am ready
for a full investigation of my office,
fn regard to this matter, and shall in-
sist that it be madé,” he said.

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SWEDEN'S WINTER CARNIVAL

&1

Days of Jolification and Games of Al Kipds—3ki Jumping
the Sport That Most Atiracts the Foreigners,

STOCKHOLM, March 8—8tockhoim
has devoted itself during the past
week to the celebration of an interna-
tional sporting event of considerable
interest, the “Northern Games.” This

uadrennial winter meet hardly at-
tracts the attention it deserves, for the
location is out of the way and at this
time of the year the Ameri€ans, who
are the chief foreign supporters of af-
fairs of this sort, are not in Europe in
great, numbers. .

‘While the [Northern Games are
styled international, it is as a gr,eat
winter carnival that they will interest
and present themselves-to the visitor.
The more visitors and competitors
from foreign parts the merrier, of
course, but it is the residents them-
selves who are out to enjoy themsel-!
ves. The whole week has been given !
up to athletic and sporting competi-'
tions, a number of different events.
each day, and to jollification for every-
body who had. the money, and some
other besides. There were more than!
2,000 entries from Sweden alone, and |
from abroad came some fifty, chiefly !
from Norway, Denmark and Finland; |
but nearly every country sent some,!
even far off Australia. There was|
plenty of choice in. the matter of fea- |
tures; no need of being used to ice and |
snow. Automobiling, swimming, fenc-|
ing, shooting, trotting and steeple-|
chasing, almost anything one could
fancy. Still, after all, the snow sport
was the real thing.

The chief difficulty about arranging
winter games is the weather, but the
Stockholm promoters are game, If
Stockholm won’t do they will transfer
you 200 to 700 miles north and see it
through. Stockholm, however, proved
first rate on this occasion, and the pro-
gramme was carried out without a
hitch. The great rub was the difficulty
to see all that was going on, and it
behooved one to’ single out the most;
interesting events and let others go by
‘the board. The start and coming in of !
endurance racers, whether on horse-
back or skis, for instance, would clear- |
ly have to stand back for ski jumping,
skate racing, etc., that one could watch
in their entirety and which were more
exciting, |

Saturday, February 6, the opening
day, was clear and frosty, and held
out the highest hopes for a really bril- |
liant week. Snbw had fallen in just!
the proper quantity and thousands of
visitors saw a ©beautiful panorama
froni their hotel windows. Most of the
prominent hotels are located along the
wide, usually turbulent streamt across,
which, on a commanding eminence, |
stands the vast and massive royal pal- |
age. The water was now frozen over |
except for a narrow channel kept open
by the ice breaking steamers.

On both sides of the open channel a
vast concourse of people was making
its way over the ice from the city to
the great park Djurgarden, in and
-around which the various competitions
were to take place. They came afoot,
on skis or skates,in sleighs after horses
or on hob sleighs, taking turns at pull-
ing. Children were in the majority and
there seemed to be almost more young
girls and women that men. The girls
too, in their white sweaters and red
caps and red mittens up to their el-
bows furnished a pretty color contrast.

Other routes leading to the sale goal
were equally well frequented, and the
total attendance on the first day was
about 20,000, running wup to 40,000 on
Sunday. The native royalties swelled
out by a number of visiting relatives
and friends among HEnglishmen and
Americans prominent at FEuropean
sporting meets, were everywhere to be
seen. Pair and four in hand sleighs,
whose horses were covered with jingl-
ing bells and large, beautiful lace nets
were driven to and fro, "hundreds of
officers and civilians on horseback and
some ‘hundred and fifty racing sleigh
outfits which were' to take part in the
trotting competitions gave color and
movement to the scenes.

Ski jumping led the sports in excite-
ment and in popular interest. Some
15,000 persons were gathered at the
foot of the hill to watch the jumpers
come singly and in pairs and close up-
on one another, first a tremendous
burst of speed on top.and then sailing
over the precipice like a bird some 50
feet above the heads of the specta-
tors. The length of the jump and the
manner in which they land count.There
are some tremendous spills, and sug-
_gestions of broken necks, but no acci-
dents occurred, except of course brok-
en skis, twisted ankles and the like.
Olsson and Von der Burg, both Swedes
were first, with 28% and 26% metres
respectively. ;

In the more conventional competi- "
tions .two Norwegians, the brothers
Mathiesen, were as expected, first in
racing on skates; Salchow, as usual,
first in figure skating. Twenty-odd con-
tests on skates were brought off, but
were of less interest. The automobiles
daid the 260 miles between Gothenburg
and Stockholm in 26 hours, which is
away below record, but not bad con-
sidering the roads. The trotting was
picturesque enough, the majority of
the races, however, being between nat-
ive bred horses with more energy and
strength than speed. There are plenty
of American trotters here, but they are
reserved for less rough fields.

Of the other events one may note
the forty-nine mile distance race on
thorseback, which was won by Lieut.
Bergengren in the good time of 3 hours
15 minutes. A hundred mile military
race on skies was won by Corporal An-
derson in 16% hours, a very fair result
considering that the roads were shy of
snow in several places, which made
necessary a lengthening of the route by
some twenty miles.

Of even greater enjoyment were the
side shows. Tueaday weas the military
day. One then had the pleasure of see-
ing soldfers bivonacked in real winter
camps. Immense log fires threw black
clouds of smoke toward the sky.
Around the fire were the tents and the
tethered horses, apd despatches were |
brought in and sebt out évery minute
by foot, horseback, =ids or kick sleighs.
One of the methods of transporting in-
fantry at a quitk rate over frozen

country was jlustratéd and proved at

most thrilling affair. A troop of twen-
ty horsemen from the dragoon guards
trotted up and to each horse was hit-
ched an infantryman on skis. Off they
went at a canter, with the men behind
standing bolt upright. Then the speed
was increased to a wild gallop, turning
and twisting, and over hills and vales.
One could barely see the man Hehind
through the whirling. snow. At times
they were almost lying back on their
haunches, then crouching down, lean-
ing this way or that way end straight
up again.

The gala spectacle at the opera was
another memorable affair. 'Stockholm

Apossesses one of the most beautiful

orera houses in the world. The house
was gayly decorated and a lifeguard
band installed in place of the orches-
tra. It played nothing but national
airs while a series of tableaux were
being presented on thé stage. Then
there was singing, drill and the most
original feature—the national dances
in costumes, with fiddlers and all.

On Wednesday took palce the hunt
over the ice in-which some 200 horse-
men and women joined and accom-
panying the cavalcade was a Dposses
sion of 230 sleighs.

COMMITTEE RECOMMENDS
MANY IMPORTANT BILLS

e v

A meeting of the bills and by-laws
committee of the Common Council was
held yesterday afternoon. Ald. Pickett
presided at the meeting which was at-
tended by all the members of the com-
mittee.

The afternoon wae largely taken up
with a discussion of the bill authoriz-
ing the city to dispose of its property
in the placing of the harbor in commis-
gsion. The bill requires a two-thirds
vote of the Common Council.

Ald. Kelley and McGoldrick thought
that in adidtion to this the will of the
people should be recorded in the mat-
ter by a plebiscite and the latter moved
that a referendum be taken.

Ald. Baxter moved in amendment
that a three-quarters vote of the coun-
cil be required instead of a two-thirds.
This upon being put was carried.

A Dill authorizing the city to con-
struct the Navy Island bridge was re-
commended to council as was a bill
providing for the removal of delapi-
dated bulldings.

A Dbill placing insurance companies
having head offices here on the same
footing as those having but agencies.
Another making it permissible for the
water board to charge sewerage main-
tenance into general assessment, and
a bill authorizing the city to proceed
with the construction of the Marsh
aboldeau.

A bill to standardize the weight ot a
loaf of bread was also discussed at the
instance of Ald. Vanwart. It was re-
commended to council. The bill re-
quires that a loaf weigh two pounds.

Ald. MceGoldrick browght up the mat-
ter of the granting of licenses to junk
dealers and a bill was recommended to
council providing that In future li-
censes may be collected from each of
the members of any firm.

A bill amending the city charter in
the ' requirements for candidates pre-
genting themsclves . for aldermanic
honors 8o as to require at least twen-
ty-five signatures to a nomination ra-
per was recommended.

On motion the committee adjonrned.

But the nice quiet woman
on the back street, who is not in need
of philanthropy will not receive her
upon this insolent basis. Yet, of the
two, she needs quite as much.

THE LONELIEST PEOPLE.

“The loneliest people in every com-
munity, town, or city, are the men and
women who are in good circumstances, |
but who have no social affiliations. |
The church no longer affords them. Al
prominent woman-worker in a fash- |
ionable city church recently remarked '
i that she despised to make ‘church
calls’ because such ‘persons’ were so
apt to ‘presume’ afterward. Thus it
i happens also that there is a very large
class of respectable girls, as far ve-
moved as possible from factory or
shop girls, who live at home according
to the old rules of religion and domes-
ticity, prim, stiff, white-muslin-spirit-
ed creatures, many of whom are really
never born at all into the joy of life.
Certainly they have no social life. They
never meet men of their own-class,
honest, close-fisted, hard-working fel-
lows, who have not the money or the
mind for cheap amusements.

“To be sure, such people are not
‘attractive,” but they are durable, and
their social helplessness is therefore a
maitter that should be taken into con- '
sideration and provided for. Their.
worth is to be measured in cubits of
character, not in lines and curves of
fashion. And they are in exactly the
opposite predicament of other people
who are unfortunately socially. For we
know that one horrid peculiarity of
the desperately poor is their social in-
timacy; they gang together because
of mutual feebleness, The sacredness
of personality, the decencies amd deli-
cacies of life, are some of the things
they must learn before the social econ-
omist may hope to break the low herd
instinct to them. They. -know each

| other too quickly, marry without re-

flection and live without enough sen-
sibility. This is why they show the
same disregard for marriage that is to
be observed in the desperately rich.

“One class has been imbruted by
poverty, the other by wealth. One
seek self-gratification because they
have acquired the habit of starving so
often; the other, because they have
acquired the same habit from a sys-
tem of indulgence. They are really
the same kind of people, exercising the
same traits under different conditions.
One class represents the sediment of
society; the other represents the scum.}
—and neither is fit to propagate its.
kind.

WHY “TABBY” CATS ARE SO
CALLED.
—

The word ‘‘tabby” it appears, came
originally from Attab a great-grand-
son of Ommyyeh, of the family of
caliphs, whom Mohammed appointed
A.D. 630. Governor of Mecca. When
afterward Bagdad was buillt and made
the capital, certain lands in the city
were assigned to tiue descendants of
Attab, and became the Attabiyeh quar-
ter. This quarter became famous for
its silk looms, and the goods called At-
tabi, woven in variegated colors of
mixed silk and cotton, were exported
to all parts of the Moslem world and
were imitated in other places, as in
Almeria, Spain, where 800 looms were
kept at work upon it. The material
was sent into all Christian countries,
and its name is found in most Euro-
pean languages. Queen Elizabeth was
dressed in silver and grey tabby when
she received the Venetian Envoy Scar-
amelll in 1602. Dr. Johnson explains
in his dictionary that tabby is “a kind
of waved silk,” and adds that the tab-
by cat is so named from the brindled
markings of its fur.

Condensed So 2 1o Fill a Sult Case—

Supplies in Same Shape.

NEW YORK, March 8 — Medicine
enough for a regiment and surgical
instriments enough to do the work of
an ordinary hospital will pe carried by
Theodore Roosevelt to Africa, all con-
derised so as to flll a suit case. There
are fifteen thiousand doses in the tab-
loids, nearly forty per cent. of them
quinine. The other medicines are to
ward off diseases most prevalent in
equatorial Africa, chemicals to make
swamp water pure and palatable, cures
for snake bites, stimulants, opiates;
knrives and bandages.

These supplies, packed in unbreak-
able and air-tight bottles of a vulcan-
ite composition fit into aluminum
cases fifteen by ten by eight. This
outfit has been made for the Roose-
velt expedition by an American firm,
whose principal offices ‘are in London,
though its plant is in New Jersey .The
firm supplied Livingston, Stanley,
Emin Pasha, Feary, the Duc d’'Abruzzi
and other explorers with ' medicine
chests. i

Major Edgar A. Mearns, U. S. A., re-
tired, medical director of the Roose-
velt expedition, dictated the selection
of the medicines to be carried.

ENGLISH POOR LAW  EVILS.

Shocking State. of Things In the Workhouse—The Young and
Oid, the Deserving and the Criminals, All-Horded
Together— Mismanagement Everywhere. -

LONDON, Mar. 7.—Most Engushmcn’
were probably prepared to find that the
British poor law was the worst.in Bur-
ope, but few; can have more than sus-
pected its utter and complete badness.
Now it is all known. Every detall of
the system has been laid bare in the
report of the Royal Commission on the
Poor Laws issued last Wednesday.
This volume of 1,288 pages is practi-
cally a library of social reference bear-
ing on all the problems of poverty in
the British Isles. It is the work of
eighteen people, men and women, each
an authority of the first rank on some

devpted more than three years Inces-
sant toil to their investigations.

To consider even the most important

points, and that briefly, in this huge
volume would. be impgesible in.an artl-
¢le of mederate length. The present in-
tentton is to deal with the minority re-
port, from which the amazing condition
of things under the present British
poor Jaws can more easily be gather-
ed, .«
The cost of peor relief for the present
year, for England and Wales alone,
without taking Scotland or Ireland in-
to consideration, exceeds fourteen mil-
lon sterling, yet it will be plain for ev-
en a brief consideration of this report
that there is-no clvilized country in
the world where the deserving poor are
so cruelly treated or whers the unde-
serving live in suoh comfort and free-
dom from restraint or the slightest ob-
gservance of any civil or moral duty.
The Lancet this: week, and few journ-
als speak with greater authority on
the subject, thus describes the aver-
age workhouse

“An assembly of miserable persons,
having nothfhg but poverty im com-
mon, coneisting - of old and young,
strong and weak, heaithy and unheal-
thy, vicious and respectable, are all
jammed into one building, which may
be of any character from the unneces-
sary palatial to the positively stinking
Here they can receive little or no help
which will be of any permanent good
to them; here they can get an im-
mense variety of evil impressions, both
physical and moral, which they can
stamp upon the publig during their per-
18ds of rfeedom.” e

The indictmént . Is severe, but the
facts more than justify it, and fully
explain why the average British work-
house is still the supreme dread of
their lives to the respectable poor.

amhe avils of the general mixed work-
house,” says the report, and it must
be remembered that all British work-
houses are geéneral and mixed, “remain
today yery much what* they were at
the beginning of the nineteenth cen-
tury,” It is admitted that the work-
houses of today are not places of
cruelty’ and that their 250,000 inmates
are not subjected to deliberate ill
treatment; But whéther new or old, urs
ban or rural, large or small, they all
exhibit the same inherent defects.

Their dominant note is their abomin-
able promiscuity. There is no classifica-
tion of inmates, and there is no effect-
ive keeping.of the sexes apart. The
bad characters and the:good are herd-
e@ promiscuously together, with the in-
evitahle evil results. The following
passage from the report may seem too
horrible to be true, but no shadow of
doubt can rest upon & word of it;

There are no separdte bedrooms;
there are not even separate cubicles.

The young servamnt out of place, the
prostitute, the feeble minded woman of .
any age, the girl with her first baby,
the unmarried mother coming to be
confined of het third or fourth bastard, !
the senile, the paralytie, the eplleptic, i
the respectable deserted wife, the wid-
ow to whom outdoor relief has been
refused, are all herded indiscriminate-
ly together.

‘“And,” says .the  report,  “the very
mixture of functions—the impossibility
of atteining teelpical excéllengs, or
indeed, of achleving any recogmizable
success, in any of them haes, we have
repeatedly noticed, a subtle deteriorat-
ing effect upen the persons appointed.”

The inevitable result is said to be
the development among the officials of
complate indifference to suffering they
cannot alleviate, to ignorapce which
they capnot gnlighten, to virtue which
they cannot encourage, o indolence
which they cannot ocerrect, to -wvice
which they cannot punish, The one at-
tribute in an inmate which they ap-
preciate is instant obedience passing
into servility.

Conslderable space is devoted to the
subjett of outdooer relief, on .which
some four millions sterling are spent
annually. “Slipshod inquiry and sooth-
ing dole” seem to be the leading fea-
ture of each district’s system, and the
result of the whole system i» summed
up as semi-stapvation, for the relief
given is practicilly never adequaet for
healthy sustenance.

The boards of guardians give this
miserable assistance without condi-
tions, and while & minority of the out-
door poor are sither réspedtable decent
people whose Hotnes are generally-kept
clean, -or old and: sick, theré is & third
lar(e_!;lals “to whom Boards of guard-
ians persist in giving outdoor relief
without requiying any improvement.
They represefit the most demoralized
and ‘diseased of the population. They
include sane epilepties, imbeciles and
cripples of the loweést class. Their
homes are in the poorest quarters
where pepulgtion is densest. Cleanll:
nesg and ventilation are not considered
of any aceount.

“he atmosphere is offénsive, often
fetid, and the clothing of the individ-
uals, old and young, is ragged and fil-
thy. Bankrupt in pocket and character,
this class look to the rates to support
them and are never backward in
making application. The children are
neglected. The men are drunkards,
gamblers,  workshy boys’ and often
criminals, The womeén are too often
immoral.”

In other words, thére is absolutely
no control over the expenditure of
outdoor rellef money and‘'mo distinc-
tion'‘is made between honest poverty
and the wotst forms: of blackguard-
ism. The darkest featuire of all is the
condition of :the 170,000 ehildren who
are supported by means of this out-
door relief.

The report divides thée mothers .of
these children into four classes: the
first, good; the second, mediocre; the
third includes ‘‘the slovenly and slip-
shod, women of Weak intentions and
often weak health, not able to make
the most -of their-resources,” and the
fourth, “the really bad, people of wil-
ful neglect, sometimes drunkards or of
immoral character, * * * unfit to have
the charge of children.” In Bngland

‘ and Wales alone there are more than
1 30,000 children in the third class and

20,000 in the fourth, where the home
is demonstrably wholly unfit for chil-
dren. /

One of the most appalling chapters
in the report deals with birth and in-
fancy. The number of children born in
workheuses probably exceeds- 15,000 a
year. Of these it is estimated that
about 30 per cent. are legitimate and
70 per cent. illegitimate,

The conditfons under which . these
children are born are frequently
shocking. ’I;}xerre is usually no classi-
ficatjpn whatever. “The young girl
awaiting the birth of her first child
finds herself ih company with the ab-
ondoned women who come in again
and again, and the complete demoral~
izatipn of the jpunger women follows
almést as a ma;tter of course.”

Moreover in many districts it is be-
coming a common practice for the
wives of respectable but unemployed
working classes to resort to the work-
house for their lying in. The majority
of these meothers remain a very short
time in the weorkhouse, often only ten
days. They are not dllowed to pre-
pare even theé clothes of the children
that are to be born nor to take any
part in the care and management of
them when beorn.

“The whole nursery,” Bays one Wo-
man guatdian;, “has oftén been found
under the charge of a person actually
certified as of unsound mind, the bot-
tles sour, the bables wet, cold, and
dirty.”

As to the feeding of the children, in
one worhouse children of from 10
months to.2 years were seen dining off
“large platefuls of potatoes and.min-
ced beef,” in another, little children
who were weaned but unable to feed
themselves, were placed in a row and
fed with one spoon from one plate of
rice pudding.

Here is a picture of the workhouse
baby’s afternoon sleep. |

The babies of 1 to 2 years were seat-
ed in rows on wooden benohes In
front of a wooden table. On this table
was “‘a long narrow cushion, and when
the bables were sufficiéntly exhausted
they. fell forward upen this to sleep!”

Even_ in the great worhouse palaces
of London the nursery. infants ‘‘sel-
dom or never get info the open air.”
The nurserles are perhaps om the
fourth or fifth story of some gigantic
building and there-is no.one. to take
the children for an airing. In some of
these workhouses it was “frankly ad-
mitted that the babies never left their
own quarfers.” L M

Among the greatest scandals in con-
netc¢ion fvw'lth‘tﬁa present British poo¥
law is_the freedom with which the in®
corrigible loafer of either sex may
take advantage of it. How.this acts
in the case of outdoor relief and how
baneful are the results for the children
has alreadysbeen noted. The same evil
exists with regard to the use of the
workhonse Ly this class, the children
suffering to a simllar or even greater
extent. i

Any workshy loafer, scaked in
drink and crime, may use the werk-
house as a hotel whenever he cares to.
The tasks are light, no questions are
asked, he recelves precisely the same
tredtment as the honest and respec-
table poor. With him he may take his
children, the “in and out” children,
who come and go “like buckets on a
dredging machine, pessing in and out
of all sorts ‘of horrible places - and
scenes of vice.”

Parefits unhappjjy have the right
to take their childrsn with: them when
they leave the workhouse, though only
too often these parents are the very
seum of thé earth. The following pas-
sage from the report exemplifies the
kind of thing that is happening every
days - e
The man or woman may take the
children t6 & succession of ecasual
wards -or the-lokvest common lodging
houses. There may be no prospect
whatever of an honest livelihood or a
decent home. The parents may go out
with the intention of usini the .child-
ren, half and blue with cold, as a
means of B g;iy ‘from the soft heart-
ed; or théy g0 out simply to en-
joy a %y"s 1jferty from workhouse re-
strictjons andé find the children eonly
encumbrances; . to: be meglected and
half starved. .. .. EE e i o

One famjly of children at Wands-
worth used to be taken to the common
in rain or shine and left there without
food for the day. Another family -of
childrén uked to ge out with their
father and follow. him from one public
house to another till evening; when Heé
woujd hand. them 'his .workhouse ad-
missién. ‘order -and send them back.

As the porter would not adisit them
without their father they would walt
about until late, and then find' a po-
liceman; who would take them to the
gates .and - have. them -aginitted. The
father would return later when the
public houses were closed.

There is much more that is equally
shecking, but enowgh has been said to
show tHat whatever form the poor law
of this country may assume, in its
present spirfit and methods it is doom-
ed.  Both - mafority -and-‘minority re-
ports agree on'the abolition of the gen-
eral workhouse and the boards of
guardians; separate-treatment for the
aged, the weak, the able-bodied unem-
ployed and the loafer; detention of the
vagrants.in ¢élonies; the institution of
labor exchanges, and the discouraging
or prevention of boy labhor. :

The majority wish to remodel and
the minority to revolutionize the spirit
and working Of the présent system.
The former apparently desire to con-
tract and the latter to expand the
scope of Governmental action and the
ares of individual independence upon
public support, but both agree as to
the defects of the present system, and
the immediate ‘attention the ‘reports
have received should make it certain
that those defects shall -be the object
of speedy reform.

It went partly
over the town of Baddeck for a dis-
tance of ore and” a half miles ~and
over the same course, making a
making a circular turn came back
splendid landing ‘within a few fecet of
Aerodrome shed. It covered over
twelve miles in several flights and waa
under complete control at all times.

.
Law Relating. to Fraternal

Companies to Remain

Unchanged

OTTAWA, Ont., March 8—The in-
@urance bill, as amended from the ori-
ginal draft of last year, to meet some
of the valld objections raised by the
companies before the special commit-
tee of the commons which had the bill
under consideration last session, was
introduced in the House this afternoon
by Hon. Mr.’ Fielding and was given
a first reading. The bill shows some
very important modifications from the
bill drafted according to the recom~
mendations of the insurance commis-
glon, and in its present form should
from the standpoint of. the insurance
companies at least not prove a very
contentious measure.

In its principal features, with respect
to publicity of returns by the com-
panies, the restriction of securities in
which the funds of {insurance com-
panies may be legally invested, limita-
tion of expenses of management and
provision for the representation of
policy holders of the boards of direct-
ors, the new bill follows largely the
lines of last year's bill. But consider-
ably more latitude .is glven to the
companies in respect to investments in
company bonds and securities, and in
this respect the bill is not nearly so
revolutionary and drastic as the first
draft. Ome of the most important fea-
tures is the omission of the proposed
new laws respecting assessment or
fraternal insurance companies as con-
tained in t former bill. There will
Ye no chanfe from the existing act
with regard to these companies. The
government believes ' that they are
steadily strengthening their position
and conforming to adequate acturial
tables by raising their rates and that
no further compulsion is needed.

With respect to the investment
clauses of the mew bill it may be
stated broadly that there is some tight-
ening up of the restrictions of the ex-
dsting act and a much more reasonable
latitude allowed than in the bill of last
eession. i

Some of the principal changes may
be briefly summarized as follows:

There is no change with respect to
investmrent in government guaranteed
debentures, bonds or other securities.

In respect to the investment in bonds
of any company secured by mortgage
to a trust company or otherwise on
real estate or other assets, the former
bill required that the bonds should be
outstanding for five years.
present bill the time provision has been
dropped and the investment need not

be restricted to bonds of companies in- |

corporated in Canada.
In respect to investment in company

debentures the previous bill required’

that these debentures should be of
seven years’ standing without default.
In the new bill it is simply provided
that the company must be of five
years' ‘standing and have made no de-
fault in payment.

Last year’s bill provided that invest-
ments oould be made in preferred or
guaranteed stocks of any company
which had paid at least four per cent
dividend annually for seven years. The
present bill removes the four per cent
dividend restriction and makes the
time limit five years.

With a view.to preventing the ctea-
tion of subsidiary companies last
year's bill restricted the investment of
the funds of an insurance company t.
a maximum of 20 per cent of the com-
mon stock of any company. ‘While this
restriction is retained im the present
bil} the companies are left free to invest-
also in the bonds of any company.

An additional fleld of investment is
provided by allowing insurance com-
panjes to invest in mortgages on real
estate, ground rents and life and en-
dowment policies.

The objections of the insurance com-
panies to the clauses of last year's
bill compelling them to dispose of any
securities not within the authorization
of the new law inside of five years is
met by allowing them to dispose of
any such securities at their conveni-
ence.

The limitation imposed in the bill of
last year on the expense of getting
new business is replaced in the present
bill by a limitation of expenses gen-
erally. This limitation is to apply at
once to all companies of fifteen years
stapding and to new companies a®
goon as they have been ten years in
existence.

Provision is made for an equal di-
vision of directors in each life com-
pany among shareholders.  and policy
holders, eight being elected by share-
holders and eilght by policy holders,
two of each class retiring annually in
rotation.

Ingtead of making the table of the
institute of actuaries of Great Britain
the standard for use in the valuation
of pelicies, thg new bill substitutes
the British life office table which has
come into general use.

There is practically no change with
regard to the clauses requiring pub-
licity of the returns of life companies
and prohibiting rebates by agents.

With regard to the distribution of
profits it is provided that there shall be
an annual ascertainment of surplus by
each company and that profits shall be
distributed to policy holders at inter-
vals not greater than quinquenially.

Ottawa Folice Telegraph New
York He’s in Hands of
Confidence Men

A PAIR ARRESTED

NEW YORK, March 8.—A telegram
from the chief of police of Ottawa,
Canada, was received at police head-
quarters at 1210 o'clock yesterday
morning, asking police protection for
a business man of Ottawa who was
headed for this city with a big bundle
of money and in the company of two
men who might have designs on the
money.

The man from Ottawa was Joseph
Wadsworth. He had $4,000 in cash
and letters of credit for $6,000. The
telegram said the picture of one of his
companions could be found in the
rogues’ gallery at police. headquarters
in this and various other cities in this
country and Burope. The original of
the picture was credited with being an
artistic wire tapper and all around con-
fidence man.

“Use all means to protect Mr. Wads-
worth from robbery,” said the dis-
patch.

A description of the men was given,
The confidence man was said to have
a flat nose that made nim easily recog-
nizable. The flat nose was found in
the gallery and the records said its
proprietor had been arrested often and
convicted once of robbery.

Another telegram from Ottawa ar-
rived an hour later, saying the men
were in the Montreal express, which
was due at the Grand Central station
at 7.80 o’clock yesterday morning.

Detectives Dietsch and Dale met the
train. They spotted two men in con-
versation, one of whom had brought
the registered fiat nose with him.

*“Hello Mines! Where's the sucker?”
Dietsch said to flatnose.

“Nothing doing; honest,” the man re-
sponded.

The detectives arrested Mines, first
name Bdward. They-also took charge
of his companion, who said he was
William Buckingham of Hamilton,
Canada.

Wadsworth was not on the train.
Mines said he had got off between Al-
bany and this city after getting at
Albany a telegram which probably
told him he was in the fiands of con-
fidence men. The detectives searched
the prisoners to see if they had $4,000
or any letters of credit. There was
only $100 between the two.

The prisoners were taken to the
Yorkville police court, where Dale told
Magistrate Steinert that he didn’t ex-
pect any complainant to appear. They
were then discharged without waiting
for Wadsworth to show up. Mines
expressed the Intention of sailing for
Europe this week if he could raise the
money without violating the laws of
his country.

She also gave M. Lepine’ a
check for $30,000 to establish a fund for
the rescuing of young girls who have
taken the first false step. Mme. Rous-
seau, daughter of the director of the
depot, is the administratrix of the
fund, and M. Clemenceau has accepted
the honorary presidency.

Jacques Worth Insists Paris
is Still the Creator of
Fashions :

PARIS, March §.—~News of the re-
volt of the American dressmakers
against the “dictatorship of Paris” is
received with amiable skepticism
in the Rue de la Paix.

M. Jacques Worth, head of the firm
which made the wedding dresses of
Lady Granard, smiled when asked for
his opinion on the attitude of the
United Ladies” Tailors’ Association of
America. “Americans,” he said, “have
for years tried to exclude Paris-
made gowns from the United States by
means of prohibitive tariffs. The only
result so far is that instead of sending

4 dresses across the Atlantic American

ladies come in ever-increasing num-
bers to Paris to buy them here. We
cannot build ‘skyscrapers,” and don't
want to, but we can make dresses bet-
ter than any one else.

“To produce the creations which
have made the Rue de la Paix famous
you must have Paris artists and Paris
workgirls. Americans have neither.
They might import them, but six
months after they have left France
they have lost the ‘chic’ which makes
the Paris gown superior to any other.

“You have tried the experiment in
London, and I know that the uvess
made there by French workgirls, even
if materials and model be identical, is
not the same as the dress made here.
It is the artistic atmosphere ot Paris
which gives the dress made here its
‘cachet’ Americans have not got it
and cannot get it. '

“As soon as the models for the sea-
son are ready representatives of the
leading American houses flock to Paris
to make their selection,” and M.Worth
led the way upstairs to a room where
a score of ladles with transatlantic
accents were passing in review the
fashions for the coming spring and

summer.

Policeman Hughes gave evidence
that after the break had been reported
to him and Policeman Marsball, they
went to work on the case, Witness met
ghe two defendants about 12.40 o'clock
on Market Place, near King street.
The men had come from Prince street.
The two men in answer to a question.
said that they resided at 206 Guilford
street and were relatives by marriage

Coles said that they walked round
from the city. Witness asked them if
he had not seen them standing on
Duke street corner about half an hour
before and they denied having been
there. 'Witness, however, said he be-
lieved them to be two men he saw
there. Coles wished to know if the
witness had a right to question him.
Witness had been told that two re
volvers had been stolen and when he
attempted to search Coles the latter
questioned the officer’s right to search.
He bolted and ran to Duke street,
where he throw one of his mitts away
so that the witness would stop to pick
it up. Coles went through a vacant
lot, over t.wo fences and then through
three more lots towards Union street.
Witness finally found Coles hiding be-
hind a fence. When taken to the lock-
up Coles resented being searched. Oh
his person were found sixty-one cart-
ridges. When asked why he ran away
Coles said because he had a revolver
on him and that the magistrate was
hard on any person who carried a gun
and he did not want it found on him
so he threw it away. Officer Marshall
joined in the search and at the place
where Coles had been hiding he found
a large 38 calibre revolver and a pa-
per bag containing some more cart-
ridges. In all ninety-one cartridges
were found.

In company with Officer Marshall
witness went to Ald. Baskin who was
shown the revolver and box of ammu-
nition, which he said was his property.
A visit was then made to 2068 Guilford
street. They found Robt, Bwing in bed
about two o’clock. Ewing was asked
where the revolver from Baskin’s store
was, and defendant sald that if any of
Mr. Baskin’s property c¢ould be found
on him the officers were welcome to
arrest him. Ewing was then arrested
and when they reached the strest Ew-
ing sald, “If you come with me I'll get
you that revolver”” They went
to Lancaster Helghts and Pwing pick-
ed up the revolver alongside of a pic-
ket fence, and handed it to the police.
In answer to Coles witness sald that
the defendant had been drinking but
could run pretty fast.
