The church
casts aside the mourning drapery of her widowhood, and
*¢ comes up from the wilderness, leahing upor. her beloved,”

the sun, and terrible as an army with banners.” - Batan and
his emissaries stand appalled and retire. The "**arm of
the Liord” is at'work. ‘The community is'wrapped in'so-
lemnity. The gay youth fleed to Christ, the children find
the Saviour, and ‘the aged sinner i8 at the foot of the cross.
1t is 'spring-time, summer and harvest in'‘one. More good
is done in a little time than for years before. And so far
from being evanescent, such & work has'the dirett and strong
tendency to perpetuate itself.

‘When these blessings are béstowed simultaneously upon
many churches and communities, the triumph for truth and
righteousness is 8o much the greater. The ministers of re-
ligion take courage, the public ‘morals improve, God is
honouted, joy echoes from dwelling’'to dwelling, and from
village to village. The prospeets of the cause of Christ for
generations to come are seen to brighten.

Let us now take a nearer view of some of the more
specific and peymanent results of a genuine, continuous, ex-
tensive revival of -religion. i

1. The effect upon Society would be most happy. Re-
newed, consecrated hearts would, yield willing homage to
thie ‘great Creator and to his laws. The growth of danger-
ous ¢rrogs would bechecked. Seepticiam, the harlot mother
of Univegsalism; would hide ‘ashamed. The claims of time
and ‘@ternity wauld ‘be fairly ‘adjusted, and this world, ‘as
Bdwards remarks, would be'a # thing enly by the by.” Of
the town in which he labored during the great awakening,
b says, **It seemed %o be full of the presence of God; it
wa never so full of love, nor of joy, and yet 86 full of dis-
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tress as it wags thene. A loose careless person eould scarcely
ighbourkood ; and if there was any
one it would be spoken of as a strange thing.”" Dy, Griffin
speaks of the revivals which occurred about the year 1800,
a8 having ¢ Swept from: so large a part of New England. ifs
looseness of dostring and laxity of discipline.” |Those re-
vivals reseued the U, States from that devastating flood of
French infidelity, which at the war of the revolution had
well nigh deluged the whole country. 'And to-day within
the bounds of this Association, the mighty spirit of God is
needed to intercept the stealthy, hostile tramp of infidelity,
radically the same, and of its meaner allies. Under such
spiritual influence, there would be Progress in social reform 3
and legislative virtue instead of being, as too. often it now
is, a poor, sickly, cowardly, foundling thing, would assume
the garb and stature of Christian manliness. We should
sce the last of the dramsellers.  The Sabbath-breaker would
ponder the preeepts, ‘ Ye shall reverence my sabbaths,”
‘ Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy,”— In ‘it
thou'shalt not do any work, thou nor thy son nor thy daugh-
ter, nor thy man-servant, ngr thy maid-servant. That sacred
day would cease to be used for the suring of fish'and: hay,
for the manufacture of cheese and butter, for promenading,
pleasure driving, boating, visiting, trave ling, &c. g -
2. We notice the salutary effect upon Chiristians. Prim-
itive Christianity would experience a resurrection. There
would be more of practical, earnest study of the Bibk,
more faith in God and. growth in grace. Chiistians would
reflect more beautifully the image of their great Teacher )
and model ; their * meat and drink” would be to do_the
Divine Will. There would be Christian wunion. 'The
churches would bid farewell to strife, envies, hatred, and
divisions, The people would venerate a dee religious ex-
perience, a'godly life and thorough faithfulness in their
ministers and be less charmed with the mere tingel and
drapery of language; with loud declamation, or appeals to
their sympathies, feelings and prejudices. Pastors would
less frequently be driven from their flocks by the perverse-
ness an management of small miaghbf-makin&grou 8 in
their congregations. - The closet, the family altar and the
prayer-meeting would be resorted to the whole year round.
Religious conversation, religious sentiment, réligious activi-
ty would> abound,—instéad of rare specimens of Christians
rich in experience and ripe for Heaven, thére would be many
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« adorning their profession,” ready fo ‘sdepart and be with
Christ.” ~ Christianity would become more aggressive.

3. The ministry would be greatly bemefitted. =~ Pastors
would be nerved with fresh life and: preach with more unc-
tion, while the people hung on their lips to hear God's
weighty truth., Feeling the worth of souls, they would
address chiefly the unconverted, and they would have their
reward. Attention would be g’r:en'to the, main and proper
_ business of the ministry, and fruitless controversies, politi-
cal' heat and worldly gain would be less obtrusive. ~Minis-
tors would so love their Master end his cause as seldom to
become party-makers, and ruinously divide churches. . Pas-
ters more content with their lot and more absorbed by the
attractions of the cross than by the attractions of society,
would in fewer cases plan removals every few years or months.
Their happiness would be found in. their work. Aiming
rather to improve society than to live upon its spontaneaus
productions, they: would dream: less of sailing upon: the soft
wings of sympathy, and luxary, and refinement around
them. - The preacher wonld expect by Divine help rather
to make a place for himelf than to find a paradise ready
made to his hand, or to have. the place make him.

The supply of laborers would be greater. In the midst
of a revival, young men just converted: often commence
opea‘king.of the love of Christ; and the church, more alive

the duty of * seeking out” such, discovers their | gifts,
they are induced to spend their lives in the work. Then
also i8 kindled the missionary flame. English and Ameri-
can missions were the fruits of preceding revivals. Whit.
field, Lady Huntingdon, Doddridge, Davies, Edwards and
Brainard prepared the way for Carey, Martyn, Heber and
Judsox. Revivals in the U. S. churches and colleges gave
birth to the F. Missionary enterprises of American Congre-
gationaliste, Baptists and Presbyterians. Many of our own
rs are the fruits of revivale. The full prosperity of
Acadig College and its connected School of Theology is de-
pendant upon revivals. In a good education the mind and
the Aeart go together. Students for the ministry in large
numbers«—patient, laborious, earnest students, not-quickly
tiring of sacved study, but with self-denial," plodding wnde-
fatigably on, or merching boldly forward in their holy work
—these must be the result of revivals.
4. PFinally, Societies, organizatious, plans for extending
the Redeemer's Kingdom originate under revival influences.

To the Western Baptist Association, June 14, °56,

DEAR BrETHREN ; s

In presenting ‘you this annual report of our Board we
would. desire to acknowledge the goodness of God which
has thus far attended our Missionary’s efforts,  We have not,
it is true, to report of numbers baptized and churches
formed ; but we do hope that conversions- to God ' have

“Prejudices we know have been broken down,
awakened among oup Acadian friends, which
are deepening and widening on every hgnd.  Distrust of
the principles and practices that{ﬁjtherto have bound thém,
and reasohable and serious inquiTies into our views of right-
cousness and salvation attend the labours of the Missionary,‘
and greatly encourage all who support it. ' One very inte-
resting case occurr i year of leaving the chugch:
