The street fighting was primarly 
for the purpose of obtaining the 
release of a hundred or so Com­
munist lenders who were arrested 
Saturday night.

Today was the first time that 
the local Communists had risen 
against the government. Tlmlr 
leader Is said to be Herr Tolmann.

Paris, June 16.—(Hava*).—It was 
the refusal of the German 
dis, especially General Von Falken- 
hnyn, to nccept the Austrian plan 
for offensive operations that was 
the underlying cause of the catas­
trophe to the Central Empires, ac­
cording to declarations made by 
Field Marshal Conrad Von Hoet- 
aendorff, the former Austria-Hun­
gary chief of staff to the pres*, 
says the Zurich despatch .to Petit 
Parisian. The Austrhm plan con­
sisted of pushing the war to the 
limit against Italy, which the Ger­
man Generals declined to follow.

Ottawa, June 16.—Mr. D. D. Mac- 
Kenzle, opposition leader, endeavored 
to explain to the House today hie re­
cent speech in which ho said he be­
lieved In protection. The explanation 
however, only worse confounded him 
and is not an explanation that will 
satisfy the West or the country. In 
making hie explanation he made the 
extraordinary declaration, "You must 
trim your «ills according to the dif­
ferent winds." He was explaining 
that It was Impossible for a leader 
to make specific promises as to par­
ticular tariff reductions. He then 
drew a comparison between a political 
leader and the captain of a vessel. 
A captain could not sail ahead with 
full sails. He had to trim hi* sails 
according to different winds.

"If yon go foil sail In a gale neither 
you nor 
declared
same thing holds in regard to mon 
tvho undertake to run governments in 
any country. They most deal with 
matters to accordance with the facts 
end circumstances before them from 
time to lima, always having In view 
the beet interest* of the people and 
the things that are most conductive 
to those Interests.”

Mr. MacKejxzie explained that In his 
prenons speech, 
his protection vl 
with the steel industry, and he made 
a slip of the tongue in 
word protection. He should 
used the word bounty.

Mr. MacKenzle, after saying he 
stood for the policy of Sir Wilfrid 
Laurier, which was well known, ad­
ded that he believed In aid for Indus­
tries which develop our natural re­
sources. He said he favored., for In­
stance, giving aid to such an Industry 
as coal which was required for the 
life of the whole country, If aid was 
required for its development. If tills 
Was Toryism ir protectionism then he 
roust plead polity.

Mr. Mackenzie said he was not 
wedded to the idea of government 
ownership, but he was prepared to ad­
vocate public ownership of transpor­
tation, grain elevators and cold stor­
age plants. The government should 
exercise Jurisdiction over these 
branches of Industry. He accused 
the government of doing nothing to 
reduce the cost of living. He blamed 
the government of failure to settle 
the Winnipeg strike, and expressed 
the opinion that the ministers who 
bad gone West bad taken sides, the 
laboring man as a result bad no con­
fidence in the government.

Mr. Mackenzie's speech created 
consternation in the ranks of the 
Western low tariff Unionists who, 
since the introduction of the budget, 

been carrying .on a violent flir­
tation with the opposition.

/Ottawa, June 1 .—(Canadian Press? 
—The following text of the final reply 
of the Allied and Associât*! Powers 
to the conditions of peace was re­
ceived by the government and handed 
to the Canadian Press, Limited:

Paris, June 16.—The final reply of 
the Allied and Associated Powers to 
the conditions of peace handed to the 
Germans at Versailles, May seventh, 
was delivered to the German delega 
tlon today and made public shortly 
after.

The Germans are allowed seven 
days to accept or refuse the treaty 
as It stands. If they accept peace 
will be signed at once: If not, the ar­
mistice will terminate on Saturday 
and the powers will take such stops 
as may be necessary to enforce their 
terms.

The principle of the original condl 
tlons have been vigorously upheld as 
establishing a peace of Justice, but 
certain modifications to detail and 
many objections of the effect of ex­
ecution, are made. The reply Is In 
two parts, a general covering letter 
of about 4,500 words, and serlatlo dis­
cussion of the general counter-pro­
posals.

Versailles, June 10, (By Thu A. V.) 
—The reply of the Allied uud Associat­
ed Governments to Germany's coun­
ter-proposals to the peace treaty and 
a revised copy of the peace treaty to­
night are lu the hands of Count von 
Brockdorlt-Kanuau, who l« on his way 

Weimar, there to present to the 
German National Assembly the finitl 
word of the victors'in the war.

Few changes have been made in the 
revised peace treaty. The original 
contentions of the filled and Associat­
ed Powers have virtually been main­
tained intact. Five days were the al­
lotted period originally fixed for the 
Germans to answer yea or nay to t\e 
demands of the Allies, but two days 
additional have been grunted because 
of the Insistence of the German dele­
gation that not sufficient time had 
been allowed for proper consideration 
of the revised terms. This will ex­
tend the time limitation to Monday. 
June 21 -

If Germany's reply is acquiescence 
the treaty will bo Immediately sign­
ed; if Germany declines to accede to 
u.o demands, the armistice will be au­
tomatically terminated and the Allied 
armed forces wl> take whatever steps 
they deem requisite to the occasion.

With the revised treaty containing 
Interlinations In red ink, where chan­
ges had been made In it, was a cover­
ing note, written by Premier Clemen­
ceau, president of the Peace Confer­
ence. It hud been Impossible to re­
print the treaty for its presentation to­
day.

Interesting information on the rela­
tive food values of fish is being dis- 
Vributed by the Canadian Trade Com­
mission, which organization, as the re­
sult of careful analysis, finds that 
"certain varieties of fish taken on the 
Canadian coasts are superior in food 

to those secured in foreign 
waters. Accepting the calorie as the 
measure of nutriment in food, it has 
been found that our Bay of Fundy 
sardines, divided into four classes, are 
much superior to the widely advertised 
Norwegian brands. The figures indi­
cate that the latter show 1,314, 1,640, 
1,663. and 1.174 calories respective’/, 
as compared with 1.832, 1.720, 1,469 
and 1.795 calories for the correspond­
ing Canadian varieties. With regard 
to the larger herring similar Informa­
tion has been secured, the Canadian 
brands standing out ahead of the best 
known British packs in food value. 
The finest British product, packed in 
•tomato sauce, contains only 776 cal­
ories. as compared with the four lead­
ing Canadian varieties of 890, 1,061, 
1,081 and 1,024 calories respectively.

Commenting on the three notes sent 
to Clemenceau by the German peace 
delegation, “The Berlin FrelhelV or­
gan of the Independent Socialists, 
wrote :

“The standpoint of the German 
peace delegation on the guilt question 
doee not correspond with the views 
of a large part of the German people. 
The overwhelming majority of the 
German proletariat and numerous 
commonsense bourgeois elements at­
tribute the principal guilt for the war 
to the German government, and the 
imperialistic partiee support it. To 
deny ' this today Is not only immoral, 
but also stupid.”

The above is quoted in 
Dally Telegraph,” which 'also prints 
the following from its Copenhagen 
correspondent:

"More and more people In Germany 
are beginning to raise their voices in 
favor of Germany’s signing the Allies 
peace terms, and this view Is particu­
larly strong among merchants and 
other practical men of affairs, who 
realize that it is the only way to make 
an end of the present situation of 
stagnation and contusion and to get 
the people to work. Eduard Bernstein, 
writing in ‘Vorwarts/ save that Ger­
many must sign peace whatever hap­
pens, and admits that most of the Al­
lied demande are reasonably founded. 
Germany, he declares, has caused mis­
takes which have now to be paid for.”

Washington, June Id.—United 
SUtes holdings In the District have 
increased to such an extent in the past 
ten years that probably not more than 
40 per cent of the property here now 
is privately owned and subject to tax­
ation.

Thie claim was advanced by mem­

54 Per Cent Exempt 25 Years Ago.

Twenty-five years ago, when he wits 
assessor. Mr. Trimble said, he pre 
pared a statement which went to Con­
gress, showing that at that time the 
government owned more than 50 per 
cent, of the property in Washington. 
This, with other holdings not subject 
to taxation, made a total of 54 per 
cent, of all District property that paid 
no returns to the tax collector.

In 1904. Mr. Trimble continued, a 
report made to Congress showed h 
total of 5S per cent, of all property ex­
empt from taxation. At the present 
time, he estimated, the exempted hold­
ings would reach 60 .per cent or more

Sustains Estimate of 60 Per Cent.

This estimate was concurred in by 
George TT Evans, who referred to 
some of the permanent buildings re­
cently constructed by the government 
in the downtown section as evidence 
of how valuable taxable properties 
have passed from control of private 
citizen to the government.

London, June 14.—The United 
Staten Senate's Irish resolution took 
first place in the English newspapers 
this morning. Columns upon columns 
of editorials on this subject were 
printed.

Washington despatches reveal a 
wide variety of interpretations of the 
Senate’s action, with none of them 
llattering to American political meth­
ods. It is admitted that twisting of 
the lion's tail long has been a favorite 
political sport in America, but some 
observers now assert that where form­
erly this proved harmless enough, afnd 
sometimes even mutually profitable, 
today it might provoke a growl. In 
brief, at the present time the lion dettt 
not like being a cal’s paw.

There are two general groups In so 
far as opinion of the Senate resolution 
is concerned. The opinion of the first 

the pro-American press under the 
leadership of Lord N utiicliffe and Vis­
count Burnham refuses to believe the 
Senate action UuLotcd au intrusion 
into British domestic policy or any­
thing other than a dramatically staged 
protest against President Wilson's al­
leged bartering and weakening of the 
Moneroe Doctrine Also it sees an ul­
timatum to the peace conference that 
there bust be no meddling in American 
affairs unless thoM- of Great Britain 
are similarly exposed. #

The second opinion, under the lead 
ership of the Morning Post, although 
admitting the Senate is perhaps tak­
ing a grandstand position, asserts the 
whole business shows poor tact and 
grave potentialiiu> These observers 
see not only Augio-Amerioan, but 
world solidarity, fading it America In­
terferes with an indefensible affront. 
There are many responsible, as well 
as irresponsible, followers who agree 
with the Thfies and the Daily Tele­
graph, although mindful of possible 
serious consequences, graciously to 
give America the benefit of the doubt 
In an endeavor to explain to English 
readers the ever puzzling American 
political' phenomenon that Is willing 
to knock down a barn just to be sure 
to kill a rat.

Washington correspondents of Eng­
lish journals assert that the Senators 
themselves are the last persons to 
quarrel with England, yet are willing 
to prove a political point. They con­
fess that the latest evidence of pyro­
technics was intended only to frighten 
Wilson democrats rather than to feed 
anti-British flames such as W. K. 
Hearst has been kindling. The Daily 
Telegraph declares there is a distinc­
tion between American international 
and party politics, but Intimates that 
the former sometimes is only a handy 
tool to further the latter. It also as­
serts that Congress has one eye to the 
Irish in America and the other to the 
Irish here, which it offers as "a simple 
explanation of the vote which may 
geem inexplicable of even ungracious.”

London, June 13.—Captain Godfred 
Hansen, leader of the Danish Amund­
sen relief expedition, has left Copen­
hagen on board the Greenland, accord­
ing to a Christiania despatch to the 
Morning Post, which describes the 
plan to aid the explorer.

STRUCK ABOUT EIGHT 
MILES FROM MONCTON

Now York, June 16. — The market

Lowest Oil Sands Ever Reach- 
ed in the Stony Creek Dis­
trict Are Most Prolific— 
Oil Gushed Over Seventy 
Feet.

An oil gusher has been struck at' 
Stoney Creek. This is the first oil 
gusher ever found in the Albert Coun­
ty field. It developed in sands as 
low as 2,622 ft., giving most promising 
Indications of opening up and devel­
oping a most prolific field.

There are very few details. In 
brief the statement is that the New 
Brunswick Gas and Oil Fields, Ltd- 
in the course of their drilling opera­
tions In the Stoney Creek field a mile 
and a half back from the main road 
from Moncton to Hillsboro, and about 
8 1-2 miles distant in an air line from 
Moncton, developed this gusher wflien 
deepening well No. 18. The well struck 
the deepest oil sands yet encountered 
in this field at a depth of 2,622 feet.

While" no estimate can yet be form 
ed of the flow of the well, yet it is 
gratifying to learn that when the oil 
came in. it gushed or flowed interim? 
tently for a short while to the top of 
the derrick at a height of over 70 ft.

There are other extensive borings 
being conducted in the whole territory 
about which little k being said at the 
present time. The primary object of 
course is to develop the oil field, but 
It is hoped gas wiU*ateo be found for 
local consumption.

Doctor J. A. L. Henderson who ar­
rived this week from England said in 
conversation to a Transcript repre­
sentative this afternoon: *T was natur­
ally pleased on visiting the oil fields 
yesterday afternoon to discover there 
had come in a most promising oil 
well. We hav&been spending consid 
enable money for sometime in trying 
to teach the lower sands, and in deep 
enfng well. No. 18 we have struck 
the lower oil sands at 2,622 ft. At 
the outset it intermittingly gushed, 
but It will be a pumping well. It is 
too early yet to speak of tho extent 
of its yield, but It certainly look 
most promising. This is the first c 
well in this field which ha* gushed 
The depth of the sands Is about 411 
feet and apparently are rich. Infor 
mation at the present moment natur­
ally Is very limited, therefore, I pre­
fer to say that the well k most prom­
ising and that naturally we are en­
couraged.'' ,

Interest Created 
In Fishing Circles

Queetion Being Asked if 
Canadian Packers of Sar­
dines Will Have to Change 
Name of Their Product.

Will the Canadian packers of sar­
dines have to change the name of their 
product, is a queetion which Is creat- 
ing some interest in fishing circles. 
Some years before the war the French 
congress of sardine packers took ac­
tion in the British courts charging 
Norwegian firms with violating the 
provisions of the iVrchandlse Marks 
Act by applying a false trade descrip­
tion, namely, "sardines,’' to fish pack­
ed In tins with oil. The case dragged 
along in the British courts for years, 
and It was not long ago that the high 
court upheld the French claim, ruling 
that the Norwegians had no right to 
apply the description "sardines’’ 
brislings packed in oy. This has com­
pelled the Norwegians to change the 
name of their pack of brislings when 
offered in the British market but they 
continue to send their product to the 
United States und Canada under the 
name of sardines. The British high 
court found that the name sardine is 
and always has been limited by emin­
ent restauranters and high-class deal­
ers in provisions and canned goods to 
lmant ture pilchard pecked in oil In 
tins. By this decision Canadian and 
American packers must drop the word 
sardines from labels on fish Intended 
for export to cither France or Britain, 
and the question of coining a trade 
name has become one of interest. 
Now that the war is over the French 
interests may follow up thélr legal vic­
tory and bring action to prohibit the 
use of tiie word sardine by packers 
of small herring selling their products 
in Canada and the United States.

On this side of the Atlantic there 
is a branch of the clupea family, 
whose other name Is harangue, com­
monly known as herring, and cannera 
both in the United States and Canada 
have been packing these fish under 
the name sardines, each adopting eudh 
camouflage as suits their taste. In 
Maine they call them American sar­
dines, while in New Brunswick they 
ge the whole way and boldly dub them 
sardines, prefixing their firm name. 
The Department of Fisheries of Cana­
da has a regulation which permits 
the canning of any small coupeoid 
fish as sardines.

Some of the new names which have 
been suggested to designate the Cana­
dian pack of small herring 
dines," "Fundyfish,'' "Fundlings," 
"Acadlnes," "Brur\lets,M Novawicks,” 
"Princelets," "Herringlets.” ‘*Clup- 
llngs.”

Large quantities of the Canadian 
sardines have been sent across thb 
ocean during the war for use by the 
troops, British and Canadian.

QUARTERLY MEETING 
HELD YESTERDAY

Municipal Chapter I. O. D. E. 
Heal’d Interesting Report 
of National Chapter Meet­
ing—Question of Raising 
Money for Scholarships 
Discussed.

The first quarterly meeting of the 
Municipal Chapter I. O. D. E. was held 
yesterday afternoon, the regent, Mrs. 
Hugh Mackay, in the chair. There 
was a good attendance, every chapter, 
with the exception of Lady (Roberts, 
being represented.

Mrs. Mackay gave a most Interest­
ing account of the meeting of the Na­
tional Chapter, which met at Mont­
real, and her report was listened to 
with the closest Interest. The matter 
of obtaining a room for municipal 
headquarters was discussed and It was 
decided to open this as soon as poe- 
sible.

The question as to what part the 
St. John chapters should take in the 
effort to raise the money for the es­
tablishing of scholarships, along the 
lines of the Rhodes scholarships at Ox­
ford, and later to found a fellowship 
at the same institution, was talked 
over and It was decided to await fur­
ther information before taking action 
but a concerted effort in which all the 
chapters will take part, will be made 
during the fall to raise funds for this 
object. The proposition as It now 
stands Is to raise $500,000 to give nine 
scholarships, one for each province.

GOVERNMENT AND
THE WATER POWERS

Intimation Why Bill to De­
velop Water Powers of the 
Province Was Withdrawn 
Without Any Explanation.

It is no* intimated that the reason 
why Premier Poster after Introducing 
a bill to develop the water powers ol 
the province into the legislature with 
drew It without any explanation may- 
have been that he believed the federal 
government would take up the work 
If he waited long enough, ltecently 
It has been announced that the fed­
eral government is taking steps to as­
certain the possibilities of further de­
velopment of the water powers of the 
country, evidently believing that Mr. 
Footer cannot be trusted to provide 
the necessary Information or take the 
necessary steps to put this province 
on the water power map.- In this 
connection it is Interesting to note 
that with the exception of the United 
States Canada has more available wa 
ter powtfr resources than any other 
country. The United States Is estl 
mated to have an available -water pow 
er of 3g.000.000 horse, and Canadn 
has 19,000,000 Austria-Hungary U 
third with 6,*00.000 horse power. The 
present per capita power developed in 
Canada Is larger than in any conn fry 
except Norway, the principal develop 
ments being in Ontario and Quebec.

UNEMPLOYED VETERAN PROBLEM 
ASSUMES LARGE PROPORTIONS

Returned Officers Claim There Are Nearly Three Thousand 
Veterans in St. John Out of Employment—Some Men 
Are Offered Positions at Small Wages—Men Are Said 
to be Living Only on Theirj Gratuities — Something 
Must be Done.

"Huh, St. John le proud of you," 
read a returned officer of the expe­
ditionary forces, as he sauntered up 
King street yesterday afternoon. 
"Well, St. John may be proud, but 
she surely restrains her feelings 
marvellously. What good will the 
grand old civic pride do a soldier who 
wants a Job? Does this welcome stuff 
go down any further than the surface; 
or any longer than the day we return 
home?

"Do you know," he continued, ‘‘that 
there are nearly three thousand re­
turned war veterans in this city who 
are absolutely without work of any 
kind, living on their war gratuity and 
positively without any other means 
of support?

"What is going to happen when 
that gratuity is spent? It won’t last 
forever, and a man must live some 
way or other.-

"Every day and every hour of the 
day, soldiers, returned men with their 
war records clean and straight, some 
who have served four years and more 
overseas, many of them maimed, are 
seeking in stores, offices, warehouses 
and industrial plants for work; the 
right oi every man to earn a living 
for himself and his family. Does he 
get work? Not always.

"In the offices and the banks and 
the stores, where the boys of 19 and 
20 turned out during the early days 
of the war and answered the call of 
the colors, there are now girls doing 
the work, or young fellows, or aged 
friends of the "boss" who want to 
occupy their leisure time. When the 
war veteran, sometimes a former em­
ploye, applies for a Job in such an in­
stitution he gets the reply, ’No posi­
tion open now,’ or ‘Smith has 
job now and his four years' experi­
ence at it makes him a more valuable 
man than you would be,' or ‘you can 
have the Job, but the salary to start 
is $15 a week; we don’t pay more to 
beginners.”

In the factories where girls have 
been employed, they have been re­
tained, to the detriment of the men 
who went overseas to fight for their 
liberty. In the stores staffs have been 
reduced, or girls taken on at reduced 
pay. or young boys retained who 
were hired during the war time labor 
stringency.

Three thousand men make a big 
crowd. When it is also considered 
that fully 40 per cent, of these men 
are married, with families, the unem­
ployed veteran problem assumes large 
proportions. There is nothing on the 
civic programme which is large 
enough to satisfy the labor" need of 
such a number of men; the work of 
the provincial government is equally 
futile.

"The city of St. John will receive 
something over two millions for the 
harbor," declared a military officer 
yesterday.

"Why cannot the city fathers take 
a portion of that, say, $500,000, and 
use it to develop the city lots In East 
St. John? This amount will build 250

good comfortable workmen’s homes; 
It will give employment to over a 
thousand men, and it will mean a solu­
tion of one of the biggest probldtns 
before the citjBat the present time, 
namely, comfortable, sanitary housing 
accommodations.

“It is time the city and the prov­
ince did something. It is all right to 
•wave flags and cheer and have a ferw 
words from the dignitaries when the 
boys come home. But the boys can't 
live on that, neither can their wives 
and children. It is time for a show­
down."

"How about this fanning Idea?” he 
waa aaked.

"Farming? How can a chap go out 
on a farm with only two hundred dol­
lars between him and the poor hefttee? 
The soldier who takes up farming un­
less he is pretty well fixed in experi­
ence and finances, starts off with a big­
ger load than an Atlantic liner."

"How about construction work?" 
was the next question.

"Not much chance there," he re­
plied. “Nearly all the construction 
jobs are being manned by foreign la­
bor, men who can and do live in con­
ditions which the average Canadian 
would despise. The pay is not high, 
runs around $3 a day, and who can 
keep a house and family in these days 
of high prices on $3 a day?"

"The way it looks to me," the officer 
went on, "is the plain, blunt fact that 
the retruned veteran Is looked upon 
as a parasite. The day after the ar­
mistice was signed all the glory, gla­
mour and gratitude fell away from the 
man in kiiaki. He is looked upon as 
a necessary evil.

"I know some oi the boys have ad- 
ded to their burdens by marrying Eng­
lish girls and bringing them over here 
before they knew what they were up 
against, but even the single young fel­
lows, the young, bright ambitious and 
studious chaps who left a promising 
career to carry on ‘over there,’ are in 
the same boat
chap who didn't care whether school 
kept or not

"One thing this lack of employment 
is doing is that it is swelling the ranks 
of the regular army. Every day appli­
cations are being received at the ar­
mories from veterans who want to 
sign up with some of the permanent 
forces—the North West Mounted Po­
lice, the Royal Canadian Horse Artil­
lery, the Royal Army Medicals, the 
Royal Canadian Regiment, and other 
units. Here, In the life that some of 
them have learned to love, they can 
rest free from care, secure in the 
knowledge that the wolf will never 
howl at the door, that they can have 
the ‘maklns’ when they want it, and 
that the dependents can have a certain 
position lu society, with friends who 
are real friends.

"I don’t want to talk like a Bolshe­
vist or a pessimist—one is as bad as 
the other—but what I have told you 
is a plain statement of fact and any 
returned man will tell you so. Idleness 
breeds mischief and unless these three 
thousand or so returned men get worts 
before their wav gratuities run out the 
situation will not be a rosy one."
