Ottawa, Jan- 27.—(Special)—Despite all 

denials to the contrary, the sale of the 
Canada Atlantic Railway to the New 
York Central and St. Lawrence and Adir­
ondack Companies, is all but completed- 
Dr. W. Seward Webb, who arrived here 
today, confirmed this statement- He said 
that the sale had been completed except 
for a few minor details. This statement 
was made by Dr. Webb after he had inter­
viewed Mr. Chamberlain, the general man­
ager of the Canada Atlantic, and had been 
closeted for an hour and a half with Mr. 
Booth, the principal owner of the road.

To your correspondent, Dr* Webb was 
brief but to the point; “You may state/ 
said he, “that negotiations for the sale of 
the road have progressing satisfactorily 
and with the exception of a few minor 
deails, the deal is about consummated- I 
expect to have the whole matter settled 
before 1) leave here tomorrow. I may say 
that I have been down at Mr- Bootn’t- 
office for the past hour and a half- My in­
terview with him was very satisfactory-’

Water Floods the Ruins.

General alarms brought firemen, police 
reserves and ambulances, and the injured 
were speedily eared for.

Torrents of water from broken mains 
poured into the tunnel shaft, while the 
wreckage was being cleared from the 
street railway subway, and it was feared 
that the street might cave in.

The cause of the explosion and the 
quantity of explosives which blew up are 
not definitely known. Several causes have 
been advanced, but an official inquiry will 
probably be required to reveal the rea­
son.

New York, Jan. 27—The reserve supply 
of high explosives stored at the Park 
avenue shaft of the Rapid Transit tun­
nel, blew up shortly after noon today, 
and carried death to six persons, in­
jury to a hundred others, and serious 
damage to much property which suffered 
from a huge volley of debris and the vi­
bration of the detonation. The irregular 
square formed by the Murray Hill Hotel 
on the west, the Manmhattan Bye and 
Ear Hospital and the Grand Union Hotel 
on the east and the Grand Central sta­
tion on the north was the scene of the 
explosion. The buildings named sustained 
the greatest damage, but the area affect­
ed extended for several blocks in the 
four directions from the centre.

Killed In His Room.

Fortunately the explosion occurred at 
noon, one of the slackest hours in the 
day at the Grand Central station. In the 
smoking room art the southwest coiner, a 
nilmber of men were slightly injured by- 
bits of glaie. Fooir ticket sellers were ail 
cut about the heads and arms by flying 
slivers of glass.

The clerical force in the executive offi­
ces of the New Yoik, N. H. and H. rail­
road, which ocupy the floors above the 
first in the eastern wing of the depot, 
were thrown about by the shock of the 
explosion. A. T. Turner, a record cleik 
in Superintendent Shephard’s office, was 
thrown from bis chair and his hands were 
badly lacerated.

In the next room Chief Despatch er G. 
H. Wtlson and his four assistants were 
scratched by flying glass, but did not even 
leave their chairs.

This evening Epps was practically a 
prisoner, a policeman having been assign­
ed to guard him.

Andrew Murray was locked up at police 
station tonight, though no charge was 
placed against hi

Murray had charge of passing out the 
yticks of dynamite to the men in the tun­
nel who were engaged in making blasts. 
He said there were about 20 sticks of 
dynamite in the shanty when the explo­
sion occurred.

Moses Epps, who was a, powder man in 
charge of the shanty where the explosion 
occurred, is at Mower Ho-pihal suffering 
from contusion -and shock. On going to 
the shanty about noon he found a candle 
which he ‘had left lighted on a shelf, ly­
ing on the floor. Some paper about it was 
on. fire and close to tb s burning paper 
were 13 boxes of dynamite cartridges, 
each box containing from 60 to 75 car­
tridges. Epps threw a pail of water over 
the fire and ran to get another one. On 
coming back with it he saw that the 
flames were close to the dynamite and 
dropping his pail he tried to get away. 
Then came the explosion and the next he 
knew he was a goner.

Official Investigation.
Mayor Low said tonight that he would 

write to Alexander E. Our, the president 
of the Rapid Transit commission, and the 
other commissioners, requesting that they 
immediately ask General Contractor John 
13. McD/nald to ascertain from the suo- 
cohtractors their method of handling and 
storing explosives. The mayor remarked 
that "familiar ty breeds contempt” and 
possibly in hand ing explosives the con­
tractors had become careless as time went 
on, until the accident happened.

District Attorney Jerome visited the 
scene and made an inve-tigation to guide 
him in the official inquiry and the possible 
criminal prosecution which may follow.

All this had worked up the feelings of 
everybody so much that there was a free 
fight in which Mr'. Jerome was struck m 
the face by John Murray, a coroner'* 
deck, who in turn was beaten by two of 
the district attorney’s detectives. Then 
the detectives and Murray had each other 
arrested, but soon better counsel prevailed 
and aid charges were withdrawn for the 
present.

nest and unaffected piety, in his prime he 
was an acceptable preacher, and a faith­
ful pastor, and to the last he retained his 
interest in life and its out-goings. He 
was the author ofl several volumes of ser­
mons and other works of religious nature.

During the vacancy, the Rev. Donald 
Allan Fraser, as supply, ministered to 
this congregation until February 4, 1832, 
when the Rev. Robert Wilson was ap-

About the year 1783 thj Presbyte vans 
resident in the City! of St. Jonn, met for 
the purpose of organizing and taking such 
eteps as might be necessary for securing a 
place of worship. A committee was ap­
pointed who applied to the government 
tor a grant of land for such purpose. In 
answer to this application they received 
the grant of a lot which is now known 
by numbers 1, 2, 3, 4, 5, 6. 7, 8. 9, 10 on 
the north side of Queen street, between 
Sydney and Carmarthen.

The grant is dated June 29, 1784, and 
was issued under the greait seal of the 
province of Nova Scotia, in which prov­
ince St. John was under the name of 
Parr Town. Service had been held from 
time to time in the meeting house erected 
on the lot on which Mr. John McMil­
lan’s house now stands on Germain street. 
The Rev. Dr- James McGregor, Rev. Jas- 
Weddall, and other ministers giving tem­
porary supply. In 1814 it was thought 
that the ground was not so conveniently 
lÿtuatèd as it ought to be for church pur­
poses, and a committee was appointed to 
proceed with the erection of a building.

The committee consisted of Hon. Wil­
liam Pagan, Hugh Johnson, sr-, John 
Currie, James Gregor, William Campbell, 
William Donaldson, John Paul, John 
Reid, Robert Robertson, Laughlin Donald, 
late mayor of St. John, beifig secretary to 
the committee. They bought the ground on 
which the church now stands, and on 
(March 21, 1814, it was conveyed to them 
by John Lander Verner in consideration 
of the sum of £250 paid 'therefore. Sub­
scriptions wére at once made towards the 
building fund by Pnesby tomans then in St. 
John, which was supplemented by three 
subscriptions of £100 each, givqn by Wil­
liam dripps, James and Henry Cum­
mings, ail of Liverpool, England. On 
January 20, 1815, the building being com­
pleted was opened by Rev. Dr. Weddall, 
father of the laite Dr- Weddall who for 
many years was an elder of the Kirk and 
preached the first sermon in the new 
church* The first reginarly appointed min­
ister was the Rev. George Burns, who 
had been an assistant minister in Aber­
deen, Scotland, a young man of 26 years 
of age and a doctor of divinity. The degree 
rwaa conferred upon him by the Univer­
sity of St. Andrews on the eve 08 his de­
parture to this country, and the new 
kirk was called St. Andrews in compli­
ment to Dr- Burn’s alma mater.

Dr. Burns arrived in St. John on il un- 
day, May 25, 1817, and on that day 
preached in the Kirk, choosing for his 
text the first verse of 122nd Psalm: “I 
was glad when they said unto me let us 

-, into the house of the Lord.” He 
accompanied among others by Alex*. 

Lawrence, father of the late J. W. & G. 
Lawrence of this city, who was the first 
presenter to the Kirk- The first elders 
of the church were Hon. William Pagan, 
William Campbell, Hugh Johnson, sr-, 
William Donald, James Reid, John Paul, 
Robert Robertson and Robert Reid. Mr. 
pagan seems to have -been largely instru­
mental in the building of the Kirk. He 

the first president of St. Andrew’s 
Society at St. John. He died at Fred­
ericton on March 12, 1819.

Rev- Dr- Donald was succeeded in the 
pastorate of St. Andrew’s church by Rev- 
Robert J. Cameron- He studied at Edin­
burgh and was ordained there, 
had formerly been Dr. Donald’s assistant.

In the Spring of 1832, the legislature 
passed an act vesting the property and

up any vacancies that should hereafter 
happen by death or removal of the minis­
ter. In January, J833, Bev- Mr- Wilson, 
of St. Andrew’s church and the other 
members of the Kirk of Scotland, met at 
Fredericton and formed the first presby­
tery in the province.

In 1836 the congregation of St. Andrews 
had increased very largely, and it was de­
cided to establish a congregatian in con­
nection with it somewhat in the character 
of a Chapel of Ease. Accordingly, four 
trustees and other members of St. 
Andrew’s church, purchased a building to 
be known as St. Stephen’s Hall, on the 
northwest corner of King square, the 
first trustees of which were: John Rob­
inson, Thomas Walker, John Walker, 
Hugh McKay and John Wishart, and 
shortly after the Rev. Mr. Andrews, of 
Scotland, came out to take charge of that 
congregation. The congregation thus 
founded is that still known as St. Stephen, 
now worshipping in this city, presided 
over by Rev. Dr. Fraser.

In 1812 the Rev. Mr. Wilson resigned

fortnight previous to that memo­
rable day the Kirk had been undergoing 
repairs; it had been entirely re-painted 
and beautified. The contractor finished 
his work at noon and at 4 o’clock the 
building was a mass of ruins. For several 
months previous to the fire‘_ the ladies of

Th One fruitful source cf trouble Is the 
churn. An unclean churn is sure to 
turn out bad butter, although It may 
appear all right when fresh, says 
Creamery Journal. The germs are 
there and will get In their work, and 
the butter will “go off” In flavor In a 
short time. A blind man should be 
able to tell when the churn is ikept 
clean. There is an odor which giv*s it 
away, and if he has also lost his sense 
of smell he can still distinguish, if he 
has the tactile sense, that of touch, de­
cently developed. If he can neither 
see, smell nor feel, he is out of place in 
a creamery, and so it follows that any 
one fit to run a creamery eân tell 
whether the churn Is clean.

One trouble Is that the churn is not 
always scalded the last thing. It needs 
to be left scalding hot, so it will dry 
quickly. If cold water is even poured 
in and used for rinsing after it is thor­
oughly cleaned and is not scalded after­
ward, the churn becomes musty and tit 
for the propagation of mold germs. • 
Hot weather, dampness, lack of air cir­
culation and lack of light favor bad 
flavors and bad odors, and the cream­
ery man who succeeds is the one who 
guards against them, while he who 
makes firsts, seconds and thirds goes 
on and wonders what is the matter. 
Hot water, the scrub brush and steam 
are the three guardian angels of the 
churn to drive away filth. Scald by 
conducting steam into the churn with 
the churn partially closed, not tight 
enough to spring the wood, but tight 
enough to force It into every crevice. 
Use discretion. Do not eontintie steam­
ing long enough to shrlhk and open the 
joints.

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■ ■HOPEWELL HILL There are several reasons why the 

farmers get tired of patronizing the 
skimming stations, says O. W. Lohn 
in Kansas Farmer; Sometimes we find 
a man at the station called the "oper­
ator.” After having been acquainted 
with this gentleman for some time we 
are forced to conclude that he was 
never cut out for the business and the 
position he fills. He is in the business 
simply because he cannot find anything 
else to do that suits him.

He takes very Uttle Interest In his 
patrons and prefers that they stay 
away from the station as much as pos­
sible. He never goes out to visit them 
and knows so little about the dairy 
business that he could not tell a beet 
animal from a dairy cow.

He has learned barely enough so that 
he can weigh the milk, run the ma­
chinery and do the testing. I will say 
that I would prefer for him not to 
test my milk were I to patronize his

Every person acquainted with the 
Babcock test has been frequently con­
fronted with the question, “What 
makes the milk test vary?” says F. S. 
Cooley of the Massachusetts station. 
Popular prejudice is prone to jump at 
the conclusion that anything so vari­
able is worthless.

wide variations. Among the more com­
mon causes of differing percentages of 
fat in milk are:

Breed.—Jersey, Guernsey and Devon 
milk usually contain larger percent­
ages of fat than Holstein or Ayrshire.

Individual—There is often a wider 
difference in the fat content of the 
milk of two Jersey cows or two Hol­
stein cows than between the averages 
of the two breeds. Each cow has a 
normal quality of milk born with her, 
and, while external conditions may 
vary the proportion of fat somewhat 
from time to time, her milk has a con­
stant tendency to return to Its normal 
fat content, which is retained with 
much constancy through life.

Lactation. — Fresh cows generally 
yield milk with less fat than whèn in 
a more advanced stage of lactation. 
This variation often amounts to more 
than 1 per cent increase from the first 
month after calving to the last month 
before drying off.

Age.—Young heifers usually yield a 
poorer ■ milk during the first lactation 
period than during the fourth and fifth, 
when they reach maturity. Again, old 
cows in the decline of life have been 
observed to give a milk poorer in fat 
than when in their prime.

Feed.—Though always the first thing 
the farmer thinks of when his milk va­
ries, feed appears to have only a very 
slight effect on its quality, A vast 
amount of Information has been piling 
up on this question, and it generally 
points to the conclusion that feed has 
only a pilnor influence on the fat con­
sent of milk. Indeed Professor Hills’ 
results indicate that Its influence Is ex­
actly the opposite of the popular no­
tion. . He finds that the richer the feed 
the poorer the milk.

Trains are met heav­
ily freighted with tihe produce of the 
farm, then the Weffl Stocked stores, com­
fortable houses, Well dressed people and 
up-to-date hdtels indicate prosperity 
among the inhabitants. At Me Adam the 
heavy steel bay press operated by Bohan 
& Co. are turning Out more than 560 tons 
of hay for shipment to South 
Africa, and at Florencevilie H. 
H. McCain, M. P. P„ is shipping as large 
a quantity of bay to the same market.

Reports say that Mir. McCain is doing 
a yearly business frçm $150,000 to "$200,- 
000, all the products of the farm. It is 
estimated that tlhe, products of Oarleton 
county farms this year sent out of that 
county wiffl amount to some $2,000,000. 
Then the hotels, all travellers say, are 
vastly improved. The latest addition is 
the CuruesB hotel at Grand Falls, built, 
owned and managed by ex-Oustoms In­
spector Charles Curless. This hotel was. 
erected at a cost of some $30,000 and was 
opened for business aibout Dec. 1, but on 
Jan. 9 a grand ball and supper attended 
by nearly 100 couples, formally opened 
the house foe business.

The building is four stories, capped by 
a cupola from which a splendid view cam 
be had of'the surrounding scenery. It is 
100 feet long by 50 wide, has 60 sleeping 
rooms furnished in first class style, amd a 
large balcony on second floor.

The 
dining room is on the first floor, 45x55 
feet; sample room, 55x10, and a large of­
fice as well as writing room.

Would try to pasteurize the skim milk, 
so the farmer takes it home fully con­
vinced that the “blame stuff” is not 
worth much anyhow, in which he is 
right after it has been through our 
skimming station operator’s tank. This 
is the kind of men that preside at some 
of onr skimming stations, and they are 
the opes that help to keep the price of 
butter fat down and make it disgusting 
for the farmers to attempt to patronize 
the creamery. It stands to reason that 
it would be useless to attempt to raise 
a good calf on the kind of skimmilk 
that is returned from such a station. 
Such an operator will not be careful to 
examine the cans as they come In, and 
the result is that the cans of tainted 
milk are turned right in with the sweet, 
thus contaminating the whole mess of 
milk. Is It any wonder that the farmer 
stops sending milk to such a station? 
Any onq with good common sense 
would do the same. The large com­
panies frequently make the mistake of 
hiring Just such men as the ones I have 
described simply because they get them 
cheap.
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The proper location for a dairy sta­

ble is one of the most Important con­
siderations in the construction of the 
most important adjunct to the dairy 
business, says a correspondent of 
Hoard’s Dairyman. To be able to start 
right it is necessary to consider the sub­
ject from different standpoints. Fresh 
air and a plentiful supply of pure wa­
ter, good drainage, protection from cold 
winds, plenty of sunshine and con­
venience in regai-d to feeding arrange­
ments are the essential features to be 
considered.

Fresh air and drainage may be pro­
vided by selecting an elevation. Pro­
tection from cold winds is secured by 
planting a tree belt along the northern 
exposure, but it is not always easy ta 
combine with a location of this nature 
the proper water supply, which is a 
Very essential feature. Generally speak­
ing, the elevation also assists in pro­
viding a water supply, as the pumping 
should be done by wind power. A rise 
of ground naturally gives an uninter­
rupted wind approach, as the derrick 
may be high enough to lift the wind 
above the tree windbreak. In no case 
should the water supply be poor, lim­
ited or inconvenient.

In addition to the tree belt a high 
board fence should inclose a breathing 
space. This fence should be well con­
structed and the joints between the 
boards battened tight. If, In addition 
to this, a shed roof is provided opening 
to the south, winter yard conditions 
will be about as good as they can be 
made, provided of course that the 
ground is supplied with proper drain­
age. The filthy, miry condition of so 
many barnyards is sufficient excuse for 
laying so much stress on the impor­
tance of this feature. The abomination 
that Is permitted to exist year after 
year in connection with farm barns 
and stables is little short of criminal.

Lining For Silo.
When a lining is to be put In a silo, 

it is well to use a good quality of pa­
per, as a saving here may mean a 
large loss in silage. The silage will not 
eat out the paper, but as common 
building paper will take up moisture 
and so easily break from any move­
ment of the walls of the silo for this 
reason the acid proof paper, which Is 
stronger and impervious to moisture, 
is better for a lining.

The Indiana station has just con­

structed a silo that holds about sixty- 
five tons, says C. S. Plumb of the Pur­
due experiment station. It is 12 feet in 
diameter and 28 feet high. Studs 16 
and 12 feet long of 2 by 4 pine were 
placed vertically end to end, long and 
short alternating to break joints and 
17 inches from center to center on a 
circular brick foundation two layers 
deep. No. 1 pine fencing 1 inctwJayS' 
Inches by 16 feet was then resawed to 
make boards a half inch by 6 inches by 
16 feet and these dressed to make them 
lay true. These were then nailed 
around the Inside against the studs, 
forming a circle, two men bending 
them into place and nailing on. First 
one layer was nailed up for a space, 
then tarred paper was laid ever this 
layer, and this was followed by qnother 
layer of half inch stuff, breaking joints 
with that underneath. Four doors were 
left at convenient intervals, the width 
between studs and about 18 inches 
high. Boards and tarred paper may 
be laid in these doorways, the ends 
lapping against the studs when the 
silo is filled. No roof is provided or necr 
essary. Such a silo is strong and inex­
pensive and will preserve the contents 
in good condition. This one cost, with­
out boarding the outside of the studs, 
slightly under $60, not Including labor.

Curing Good Silage.
It appears that the curing of good, 

sweet silage is a chemical process In­
duced by the life action of the living 
plant cells, says L. W. Eighty In Na­
tional Stockman. The experience of 
siloists will,. I believe, sustain this. 
When we have a very dry season and 
the corn is wilted and withered, with 
some leaves scorched, or when the corn 
is frosted, thus not having the life proc­
esses all in full vigor, we nearly always 
have poor silage. If we have vigorous 
grooving, brittle, bright green, thrifty 
plafits in the full vigor of life just at 
the joint where all life processes are 
in their greatest activity, the reproduc­
tion of its kind, the perfecting of the 
seed—I say if we have these conditions 
when storing the silage we almost In­
variably have splendid, sweet silage 
from top to bottom.

Whole Corn Allege.
In most sections com for the silo is 

cut into one-half to three-quarter inch 
lengths by running through a feed cut­
ter. It is elevated at once to the silo, 
carefully spread and in some cases 
tramped down, says Farm and Home.
A few dairymen and feeders have had 
much success in putting whole corn in­
to the silo. If. this is done, the corn 
must be cut a little greener, so that it 
will pack more completely.

Don’t Excite Mille Cores.
To rush cows Into the stable from 

the pasture night or morning Is to ex­
cite them sufficiently physically to heat 
their milk to n feverish point, quickly 
undermining its quality. So, in order to 
preserve milk in hot weather, aeration, 
ice and cold water are a mockery un­
less the cows are kept cool and free 
from irritation. For this reason I have 
no uee for even the most intelligent 
dogs to assist in driving cows to and 
from the pasture, says a correspondent 
of Wisconsin Agriculturist.

During the month of July the Kansas 
experiment station realized $8.20 per 
acre from pasturing sorghum, besides 
having the field left to produce a sec­
ond crop.

On July 1 twenty-seven milk cows 
were given all the alfalfa hay they 
would eat and then turned into a sor­
ghum field of 6.7 acres for fifteen min­
utes. The sorghum was eighteen to 
twenty-four inches high. The next day 
they remained thirty minutes, the third 
day forty-five minutes, and so on. In­
creasing fifteen minutes daily until they 
reached one hour and thirty minutes, 
when they were left to run at will. Dur­
ing the transition period the cows were 
given all the alfalfa hay needed to 
keep up the normal flow of milk. For 
the first nine days this amounted to 
nearly twenty-four (founds daily per 
head. After twelve days the cows 
were allowed to pasture the sorghum 
at night as well as during the day. For 
the rest of the month tnese cows con­
sumed less than five pounds of alfalfa 
daily per head.

If it had not been for the sorghum 
pasture, it would have required at least 
twenty-four pounds of alfalfa daily 
per head to keep these cows up to a 
good flow of milk. Thti' wbhld have 
amounted to ten tons. As it was, the 
cows consumed only four and a half 
tous, making a saving of five and a 
half tons. At $10 per ton (a low price 
for this year) this would amount to 
$55, which divided between 6.7 acres 
would amount to a saving in alfalfa 
consumedof $8.20j>eracre. r .

Large congregations were present in the 

Tabernacle Baptist church at both ser­
vices Sunday to welcome their poster, 
Rev. H. H. Roach, who for the last ten 
weeks has been laboring among the 
smallpox sufferers, but who is now at 
liberty to return to his pastoral duties.

It will be remembered that Rev. Mr. 
Roach offered his services when the board 
of health decided to permit a minister! to 
work among those afflicted with small­
pox. On Nov. 13th he isolated himself 
and since that time has been working 
earnestly at his self-imposed task.

Yesterday morning he took as his 
theme, “Abiding in Christ,” as found in 
St- John’s gospel XV, 7-16. He drew sev­
eral strong lessons from the theme and 
pointed out that to abide in Christ liter­
ally meant to leave, obey and serve Him.

In the evening his text was chosen from 
St. Matthew VIII, 9—The Secret of 
Power as found in the healing by Christ 
of the Centurion’s servant. The Centur­
ion understood, said the speaker, the se­
cret of obedience and power, virtually the 
exaltation of Christ above all else- By 
the miracle the Centurion had learned the 
secret of Christ’s power and was satisfied.

At the conclusion of both services many 
members of the congregation expressed 
their individual and collective satisfaction 
at having their pastor once more among 
them.

Tabernacle church has not gone through 
the smallpox ordeal and came out un­
scathed. Several families in the congre­
gation have suffered loss thereby and they 
all feel deeply Rev. Mr- Roach’s devotion 
and the unflagging zeal with which he 
worked for the amelioration of their con­
dition.

When the Rev. James Burgess was in 
the middle of his sermon in the Carleton 
Predbyberian church Sunday night and his 
hearers were deep in thought, there was 
seen to be an. uneasy stir among some of 
the congregation and in a few moments, 
all eyes were directed to the north side 
of the church. The eight that met t-heir 
gaze was terrifying to same excitable wo­
men, for through the church windows 
could be seen large tongues of flame shoot­
ing skyward and looking at first to be 
dangerously dose to -the church, while the 
immediate vicinity of the church grounds 
was brilliantly’ illuminated.

With outstretched arms the reverend 
gentleman implored the congregation to 
remain in their seats and then turning 
to the choir asked the singers to sing a 
hymn. It was a few moments before some 
of those in -the choir could calm Jhem- 
selves enough to sing, so excitable were 
many pf the people in the congregation 
and so loud was the noise. Finally a few 
of the less excitable began a hymn and as 
the whole choir sang “Jesus Lover of My 
Soul,” the music seemed to soothe the 
audience, but before quietness was ob­
tained a large portion of the congregation 
had lef-t the church.

Last evening a Telegraph reporter vis­
ited Mrs. Duffy, of Sheriff street, and was 
informed of the following facts:

As long as 30 years ago Miss Doherty 
and Mrs. Duffy were friends. For a long 
period Mies Doherty and her brother lived 
together on Sheriff street. He was also 
unmarried. Both parents were dead and 
their nearest relative, a sitter, was a Mrs. 
Steeves, of Salisbury. In tune the brother 
was obliged to become an inmate of the 
almdhouse. Mrs. Steeves died and, left 
alone, Miss Doherty found it necessary to 
earn her own living. At times the prob­
lem was difficult of solution» but through 
the assistance of friends and Mrs. Steeves* 
-children at Salisbury, she managed to se­
cure a fairly comfortable living. Of late, 
however, -her actions at times dearly 
demonstrated that her min^.was affected. 
A few years ago she was confined for a 
short period in the Provincial Lunatic 
Asylum, font recovering, she was permitted 
to leave the -institution. The Steeves 
family at Salisbury were dheerfnlly willing 
to care for her but the thought of a fixed 
residence found disapproval in Miss 
Doherty’s eyes,

from town to town. Frequently she would 
come back to Sheriff street and for a while 
her home was in Mrs. Linton’s house..

This was shortly 
before the commencement of winter, but 
before long Miss Doherty) once more an­
nounced that she was about to leave—-this 
time to Portland, Me., where, she alleged, 
certain people who were indebted to her, 
resided.

“I concluded that, having in some way 
learned that Germaine had invested five 
thousand dollars in stocks, he conceived the 
means for effecting his ruin—by manipulat­
ing the bank’s books—without the least 
fear that hie business would be discovered. 
This impression was strengthened by my 

ing that he had promised Germaine to 
settle his bail if he would leave the United 
states, which he refused to do because it 
'would indicate his guilt and his fear to 
stand a trial.”

To shorten my story—already longer than 
I had intended it to be—confronted with 
the evidences of his criminality, James 
Williams confessed that everything was as 
I imagined.

The affair was settled up, without any 
publicity of the “facts,” and Germaine re­
instated in his former position on an in­
creased salary, while X was liberally com­
pensated for my services.

Eventually, it became known that the 
five thousand dollars were intrusted to Ger­
maine for investment in his own name by a 
woman, resident in a far-away town, who 
wished an absolute secrecy concerning the 
matter in order that her dissolute sou 
might not learn that she was otherwise than 
poor, as he supposed.

Yes, Germaine married the idol of his 
heart, and the two are as happy as need be.

“Do yon think that a person’s features 
indicate his character ?”

w-ae only one civil cause tried, but it was 
quite important and lasted several days. 
An ususual amount of interest was taken 
in the case by the residents of Hopewell 
and vicinity, the body of the court house 
being constantly filled with spectators, 
while a large number of ladies were regu­
lar occupants of the gallery.

The action was for malicious prosecu­
tion brought by Samuel Dunvitle against 
Henry J. Bennetit, both parties being old 
and prominent residents of Hopewell. The 
circumstances were peculiar. The plain­
tiff and defendant hnd been for many 
years quite intimate friends until about 
two years agp, when the defendant, learn­
ing that the plaintiff had circulated a 
story about his (the defedant’s) son being 
expelled from Sackville Academy, which 
.was untrue, the defendant, in presence of 
the sheriff of the county, stated that the 
plaintiff had stolen a bell from the brig­
antine J. L. Tye while she was lying in 
Pye’s Creek after being launched,
34 years ago. For this statement the 
plaintiff brought an 
against the defendant, which was tried in 
January, 1901. On that trial the defen­
dant stated that the bell in question had 
been brought from St. John in a «mall 
schooner, which came into «the creek and 
lay alongside the J. L. Pye and, with 
other -freight, had been landed on the 
deck of that vessel, from which it had 
been stolen.

The defendant's further evidence waa 
that, in consequence of information which 
he received, he taxed the plaintiff with 
taking the 'bell; that he admitted taking 
it, and returned it next day to the iplace 
from which it had been taken. The de­
fendant promised to say nothing about it 
and did not do so for 30 odd years, and 
not until the difficulty above mentioned 
occurred about two years ago.

The plaintiff denied the occurrence in 
tdto, swore he never heard of the bell and 
also swore tholt while the J. L. I*ye was 
lying in the creek no schooner had come 
alongside of her and discharged freight as 
alleged by the defendant. In this the 
plaintiff was corroborated by Mr. Pye, 
who was at the time master of the brig­
antine J. L. Pye. On this evidence the 
plaintiff obtained a verdict in the slander 
suit, the defendant’s plea of justification 
having been found by the jury not to 
have been proved.

Shortly after that trial the defendant 
learned that there were two men, still 
living in Albert, who could prove that a 
soliooner came into the creek and lay be­
side the J. L. Pye as he had sworn, one 
being Charles W. Newoomlbe, of Hopewell 
who had worked on the brigantine, and 
Oapt. Baiser, of 'Hillsboro, who was master 
of the schooner.

Having obtained this knowledge he laid 
information against the plaintiff for 

perjury before Stipendiary Magistrate 
Blight, of Hillsboro, who after taking the 
deposition, committed the plaintiff for 
trial, and, being of opinion that hé had 
no power to grant 'bail, sent him to jail, 
where he remained three days until dis­
charged on bail by a judge’s order. Sub­
sequently an indictment for perjury was 
laid 'before thq grand jury, who found no

They Will Return to the Cape to Hunt for 
Gold—How They "Sized Up" Kitchener 

• i—Net in Love With Jam as a Diet.
North Transvaal Now Reported Clear—Cecil Rhodes to & 

Premier oLCape Town Again—Why Scheepers Was 
Executed—Parliamentary Discussion.

»

.nasalsA man in travel-stained khaki with a 
companion in plain clothes arrived here 
on the Halifax express Wednesday after­
noon en route from the conflict in South 
Africa to their homes in Alberta and As- 
siniboia.

Bach have seen almost two years’ san­
guinary campaigning against the Boers, 
each have shared the common fortune of 
the battlefield, and each with a fortitude 
born of their extensive sojourn on the 
veldt, underwent the ordeal of a news­
paper interview at the depot.

They were Sergt. Major Stephens, for­
merly of the Canadian Scouts, and Trooper 
McKinley, who for the past two years 
has been attached to Kitchener’s Fighting 
Scouts. Both originally belonged to C 
squadron, Canadian Mounted Rifles, and 
with that battalion proceeded first to Af­
rica in the winter of 1900. They partici-. 
pated in all the engagements of the sec- 
ohd contingent—Vet River, Zand River, 
Diamond Hill and others of minor im­
portance.

In the latter contest Sergt. Stephens 
was hit in the knee with a fragment of 
ehell. It was not serious; he soon re­
ported again for duty and with his com­
panion, who had escaped injury, remained 
with the force until it was mustered out 
of service.

Not feeling disposed, however, to re­
turn to Canada and being partial to a 
continuance of warfare, both joined irre­
gular bqdies of horse—Stephens, the Cana­
dian Scouts; McKinley, Kitchener’s Fight 
ing Scouts, and up to a few months ago 
they were with their respective corps, but 
through illness and the consciousness that 
enough fighting had been done to warrant 
a rest, they succeeded after convalescence 
in rejoining each other and left the Cape 
for England on the steamer Bavarian, 
again taking ship at Liverpool to reach 
Halifax recently on board the steamer 
Corinthian.

It iç their present intention, after about 
six months’ vacation, to return to the 
Transvaal and take up gold prospecting— 
a field in which they believe there is much 
promise.

To a question about the gold outlook 
and the condition of the country from an 
intending settler’s point of view, Sergt. 
Stephens said:

“There is gold—millions of dollars worth 
in the mines around Pretoria. This is 
contrary to general opinion, for it is 
thought the richest mines lay near Johan­
nesburg. Indeed the whole land in the 
vicinity is studded with -the metal. A 
prospector may hit it and there ie also 
an equal chance of his not doing so. How- 
ever, we’re willing to take the risk. And 
while we speak of hitting, there’s also 
every, possibility of being tapped with a 
Boer bullet. There are no prospectors 
going about yet nor will there be until 
the war is finished, which may not be for 
a year, possibly two.

“There is magnificent farming ground- 
in short, the country is all right for immi­
gration—but, and 1 put particular em­
phasis here, it is no use going out now

civilian—you can only get up country
soldier. If you attempt it as a ‘civy’ 

you won’t travel at all. You’ll be turned 
down every time.

“What do you think of De Wet ?”
“He’s not as good a fighter as Delarey, 

and for this reason: De Wet is the best 
strategist—he’ll run away and squirm and 
wriggle and slip through, but with De­
larey—well, it’s different. He’ll fight; in 
fact he's all fight and, unlike his asso­
ciates, he will take the aggressive side. 
Qur scouts know this to their cost. If 
the British catch him he’ll be treated like 
a man, but in regard to De Wet the boys 
‘believe he’ll never be trapped—that is, 
alive,”

“Have you seen Kitchener?”
“Yes, and had an hour’s conversation 

with him in camp at Pretoria. He speaks 
quickly, almost autocratically, you might 
imagine, but to one in his position the 
importance of being implicitly and unques­
tionably obeyed is the first consideration. 
He is all exactness. There must be no 
dilly-dallying and ‘playing the goat’ or 
shirking what you are expected to do. If 
an order is given and its accomplishment 
is in the range of human possibility why 
then it has ‘got to be done.’

“Big, bronzed, straight as a lance, 
square-shouldered, square-cheeked—that’s 
Kitchener.”

“How about the Boers generally—what 
is ychlr impression of them as a people?”

“I’ve only got one opinion, which is that 
I believe them to be similar to our North­
west Indians, as far as education and in­
dustry goes. They will not work as we are 
accustomed to consider work. They have 
not taken advantage of their opportunities 
in agriculture, commerce or mining. It 
was their choice. There appears to be 
about only one thing they can do and 
that is fight. I don’t want you to mis­
understand me, for the Boers—can—fight.”

“How about rations? Were you sup­
plied in full?”

“We’ve had no reason to complain 
whatever—mutton, beef, vegetables, fruit, 
biscuits—all good material and plenty of 
it.”

lhd you have jam? solemnly queried 
the reporter.

“Don’t talk,” came the rejoinder, with 
a deprecaitory gesture and an expression 
of mild disgust, “to me about jam! We 
had it whether we wanted it or no. Straw­
berries, currants, raspberry, peach, pine­
apple, plum and golden syrup by the 
crate. Everybody got it. There was no 
stint and I think I can speak for the bat­
talion when I say that I will not object 
if I never see such an article of food 
again.”

And then the train pulled out.

The evasive reply of the government 
leader was taken to be a confirmation of

London, Jan. 25—The Daily News has 
published the following despatch from its 
correspondent at The Hague, who it 
daims has been very accurate up to the 
present time, the despatch being taken 
from private advices received at The 
Hague:

“News from South Africa has reached 
military circles here to the effect that the 
power of the Boons over Cape Colony is 
increasing daily, that the rebellion is con­
stantly spreading and that the colonists 

joining the Boers in steadily increas­
ing numbers. The executions of Command­
ant Lobter (October 11, 1901), and Com­
mandant Scheepers January 18, 1902), 
have had the result of deciding the Loyal­
ists to join the Boers, whose position is 
persistently reported to be more favorable 
than ever.”

The same private advices assert that the 
British suffered a dozen defeats from 
September to November, 1901, continues 
the corespondent, of which no mention is 
made in Lord Kitchener’s reports.

The Daily News commenting upon this 
despatch confesses that its statements are 
probably exaggerated, but is of the opin­
ion that the denials of Mr. Balfour, the 
government leader in the house of com­
mons, that there had been any Boer over­
tures for peace, points to the fact that 
the Boers believe their position to be less 
desperate than is generally supposed.

London, Jan. 24—The war secretary, 
Mr. Rrodriok, was asked by William Red­
mond, Irish Nationalist, in the House of 
Commons, today, why Commandant 
Scheepers (who was captured by General 
French in October last), was executed last 
Saturday, at Graaf Reined,, Cape Colony. 
d)he secretary replied that Scheepers wee 
shot because ihe had been 'convicted of 
various offences against the usages of war, 
including seven cold-blooded murders of 
natives end the flogging of a white man. 
Mr. Brodrick added that the fact that 
Commandant Scheepers was a prisoner 
of war carried no exception from trial 
for murder er other violations of the rules 
of war. .

Mr. Balfour, the government leader in 
the House, partially parried an interest­
ing question, put by Mr. McLaren, Lib­
eral, as to whether any proposals in be­
half of the leaders of the Boers, with the 
view of bringing about a settlement of the 
war, had been received by the government 
since thé negotiations between General 
Kitchener and General Booth.

“No proposal of that kind,” saad Mr. 
Balfour, “has reached us on the part of 

able to speak for the leaders of

Credit.the reports that proposals had been re­
ceived from the Boer delegates in Europe, 
but had been rejected.

Pretoria, Jan. 24.—The northern part of 
the Transvaal is now almost clear of 
Boers. The only commando there is that 
of Beyers, which is in the Waterberg dis­
trict. His men do not appear to be in­
clined to fight, but are wandering around 
aimlessly rim search of ‘food, as they have 
been doing for weeks- Food is becoming 
scarce in the Waterberg and Zomrtpans- 
berg districts. The Kaffir population make 
it impossible for the Boers to move with­
out information reaching the British. 
Meanwhile -the Kaffirs are an important 

of the British food supply. Mealies 
in large quantities, purchased from them, 
are brought in every month.

London, Jan. 24.—According to the 
Daily Mail’s Cape Town correspondent, 
the arrival of Cecil Rhodes, who is ou his 
way there from England, is eagerly await­
ed. The carrespondemt says that Mi". 
Rhodes is certain to receive a call to head 
affairs in the near future. The Progres­
sives regard him as the only man who can 

the colony from the difficulties 
that will surely result from the war, 
while the moderate Dutch will follow him 
rather than any other Progressive. If, 
as it is believed, the Cape parliament 
assembles within about two months, Mr. 
Rhodes will be almost compelled bo ac­
cept the premiership.

Ladyhrand, Orange River Colony, Jan. 
23—Colonel Seath sent a patrol of men 
from Mcqualings Nek on Sunday night in 
the direction of Belmontdbeng, 20 miles 
north of Ladybnand. At dawn on Monday 
a patrol captured a hundred horses, 
three armed and four unarmed Boers, 
Later, a small detachment with some na­
tives were sent to cut forage, sown by 
the Boers on a farm at Lindeque’s Rust. 
Two wagons were taken along. The escort 
consisted of 25 Yeomanry and one officer, 
the main patrol going in an other direction, 
thinking that the country near the farm 

clear of Boers. As the detachment 
passing through the hills they sud­

denly encountered 150 burghers, who, 
springing from their hiding places, headed 
them.

The item of $200, however, which went 
to the Co-operative Farmer for publishing 
minutes, etc., will come up again under 
the head of new business.

B- W- Chipman, Nova Scotia secretary 
of agriculture, detailed the work that his 
department had carried on during the 
year. A lengthy discussion followed as 
to the organization of a regular depart­
ment of agriculture presided over by a 
minister and was spoken on by Mr. A- 
DeWolfe, Hon- T. R. Black, Col. 8- Spurr, 
Hugh Fraser and other». The discussion 
did not bring out any definite action on 
the part of the association.

Prof. F. T. Shutt, of Ottawa, was warm­
ly received and took up the subject of 
Soils. He spoke of principals, but hiTSaid 
ithey would have to be varied to suit; the 
conditions of various localities. In refer­
ring to the advancement that had been 
made in agriculture, he said it had only 
been accompanied by individual efforts- 
He thought there was nothing so elevat­
ing as the study of agriculture which re­
sulted in bringing out of our soils (which 
are practically nothing), something. He 
dealt at length with the origin of our soils, 
the proper understanding of which assist­
ed much in their study- On account of 
another excursion today to the experi­
mental farm at Nappan, the discussion of 
this subject was laid over to be taken up 
in the afternoon.

A goodly numbfer of the members of the 
association had been over to the farm 
yesterday and on various other occasions.

J. R. Wyman, of Yarmouth, brought up 
the question of an agrioultural college by 
reading a resolution to the effect that this 
association recognizes with gratitude the 
action of the government looking towards 
the establishment of an agricultural col­
lege in the maritime provinces.

This resolution was spoken favorably 
upon by Prof. James W. Robertson, Ot­
tawa; Prof. F. T. Shutt. Ottawa; Alex. 
McNiel, Ontario; Prof. J. H- Grisdale, 
Guelph ;Mr. Simpeon,1 Rennie, Toronto; 
Hon. T. R. Black, Amherst ; Mr. John 
Donaldson. Port Williams; F. E- Sharp, 
Midland, N. B., and M. G- De Wolfe, 
Kentville, N. 8-, after Which it was unan­
imously carried.

A resolution favoring the better ventila­
tion of steamers carrying fruit to Eng­
land was read by R. S. Eaton, Kentville, 
seconded by J. 6. Starr, Starr’s Point, N. 
S., and carried without discussion.

The meeting then adjourned.
We noticed in the audience today M- J- 

Tompkins, of Grandmiér, N- B. He will 
remain in Nova Scotia for a few days.

The interest at the afternoon session of 
the association was good, 
continued his address laid over from the 
morning session, dealing chiefly with soil.

The first 
speaker was Professor Grisdale, who dealt 
with the matter of farm management- 
Humus, he considered as essential ir all 
our soils in order that it might be proper­
ly managed.

OttWwn.Jan. 26—(Special)—In view of 
the extraordinary rapid growth of the 
Canadian Northwest in the recent years, 
culminating in the harvest of 1601 which 
yielded more than 00,000,000 bushels for 
eoeport, the public will be quite prepared 
to learn that tile president of the C. P. 
R. has asked the dominion government to 
approve of a resolution authorizing the 
board of directors with the sanction of 
the shareholders to increase the capital 
■took of that company to the extent of 
120,000,000 for the purpose of enabling it 
to build new locomotives and cart, lay 
heavier rails, arrange in due course for the 
doable tracking of certain sections and, to 
provide such other improvements a* may 
be found necessary to cope with the large 
increase in traffic which has already taken 
place, as well as with the still greater in- 

confidentiy looked forward to in 
the immediate future.

The amounts to be applied to each of 
the betterments are as follows: For new 
polling stock, *9,000,000; double tracking, 
*6,000,000; new plants for construction of 
rotting stock, chiefly at Montreal, $1,600,- 
000; new elevators, improvement of ter- 
miaus, $3,000,000; miscellaneous improve­
ments, $500,000; total, $20,000,000.

The government on its part has been 
qgrte willing to approve of the issue of 
stock. It is clear to, the ministers, as to 
every one with knowledge of the North- 
rwaht, that the constantly growing busi­
ness of the Canadian Pacific will involve 
inoraiaed outlay on capital account, other­
wise the interests of all concerned, of the 
farmers and merchants, no less then of 
the company itself, must suffer front con­
gestion of traffic and from the impossi­
bility of meeting the requirements of the 
multitude of new settlers going in every 
year, Chiefly from the western states.

This, it is believed, is the first time in 
the history of Canada that a Canadian 
railway has been financially strong enough 
to ■ rawe additional capita] by setting its 
common stock, but to ensure that every 
dollar of the stock issued dhnll be repre­
sented by a dollar of cosh in the better- 
merits of the railway, ministers have stip­
ulated that none of the stock aha! be told 
below par. To further safeguard the pub­
lic interests, the ministers have asked 
the company to agree and the company 
has agreed, that in droulating the 10 per 
cent which, by the terms of its original 
contract with the crown, must be earned 
iby the railway upon the amount of its 
actual cash cost before parliament or the 
governor-in-council can interfere with its 
tolls, this new stock and the proceeds of 
it shell not be included in the actual cash 
cost af the railway.

The double tracking of a portion of the 
road will be an undertaking of consider­
able magnitude, notably on the portion 
of line between Winnipeg and Port Wil­
liam, but the company in its own interest 
will make haste to complete it and here, 
too, the large expenditure involved will 
benefit Canadian interests. It is confi­
dently believed that the arrangements here 
outlined will meet with approval. If the
