Crops 1n Engl;;d add Ireland.

An English writer who recently esti-
mated the area of the wheat crop in Ire-
land at within 28,189 acres of that of
1872, states that the official statistics
show the diminution to be 52,8569 acres.
The decreased area in the United King-
dom amounts, therefore, t0 165,424 acres,
the aggregate area being 3,661,722 acres,
and the probable yicld, at his estimate of
23 bushels bf 60 1bs. weight per acre, 10,-
500,000 qrs. The total decrease on areas
of wheat,barley and oats is in GreatBritain
118,480 acres, and in Ireland 160,306 acres
—together, 278,786 acres—a healthy sign,
showing that more land is being laid
down in grass and devoted to green
crops, exclusive of potatoes. 'ota-
toes have decreased 88,589 acres, which,
added to the ecrease of 49,359
acres in Great Britain, makes a total
decrease of 137,984 acres, and leaves
a total area under potatoes in Great Brit-
ain of 514,698 acres, and in Ireland of
098,213 acres—together, 1,417,906 acres—
and a product, at five tons an acre; of 7,-
089,630 tons. Potatoes everywhere are
continuing  rapidly to become hlighted,
but an average of five tons an acre will
be saved.

G. Dodd on the Evangelical Al-
liance.

The Rev. S. G. Dodd, one of the dele-
gates to the Evangelical Alliance, last
evening narrated some of his experiences
and impressions of the Alliance meet-
ings. No connected history of the meet-
ings was attempted by the reverend

gentleman, but the hour was taken up
with sketches of the celebrated men who
were present and the most striking inci-
dents. His photographs of the great
English, Scotch, Irish, German and other
divines were particularly interesting.
They were all, he said, fine looking, noble
specimens of humanity ; large-hearted,
Chrisdan men. The Scotch and Irish
dclegates were listened to with great at-
tention whenever they spoke. Their rich
brogue seemed to be thoroughly enjoyed
by the American people, S0 much so that
the advisability of appointing & professor
in some of the colleges to teach the
brogue was suggested by a leading edu-
cationist connected with the Alliance.
A life-like picture was drawn of the con-
verted Brahmin (with an unpronounce-
able name) as he stood with his turbaned
head, and loose flowing Eastern garment,
his fervent prayers and speeches show-
ing a highly cultivated mind and power-
ful intellect. In appearance the hundred
foreign delegates were a finelooking body.
More perfect types of men could not have
been seen than these as they marched up
by twos and paid their respects to Presi-
dent Grant, on their visit to Washington.
The scene under the dome of the Capitol,
when the two hundred and fifty delegates
joined in singing the hymn commencing
A1l hail the power of Jesus’ name,”
to the tune of Coronation, was vividly
described. The most impressive occasion
of all the meetings was that in Dr.
Adams’ Presbyterian Church where the
delegates were invited to the communion
gervice. The Dean of Canterbury broke
the bread, and the large -audience recited
the familiar creed. All denominations
were represented, and the impressions
were such as mever could be forgotten.

After the prisoners in the Police Court
had been disposed of this morning H. T.
Gilbert, Esq., expresssd his regret at the
increascof drunkenness as exhibited by
the number of prisoners seen on Monday
mornings. He seid liguor was supplied
to those persons on Sunday from licensed
bar-rooms and requested the Chief to
make a vigorous onslaught upon them, to
have, if necessary, the whole force on
duty, and to use all means to have these
places reported. He himself would see
that any man who reported these places
was. protected and would do what he
could to stop the Monday morning exhi-
bition. - When the good people of St.
John thought he was doing t0o much, he
was quite willing to give place to some
other Magistrate. He spoke generally on
the subject of intemperance and iis ef-
fects, and said he expected eaeh officer
connected with the Police Department to
eschew liquor and to do what he could
towards reporting bar-rooms and thus
suppress Sunday drinking. His speech

no doubt spur the force up to work hard-
er to report all illegal liquor dealers.
