GALES IN BRITAIN.

YLondon, May 20.—Violent gales have
prevailed all along the coasts, and
the shipping at Hull has suffered con-
siderably. A large vessel was driven
ashore near Port Patrick, Scotland,
this morning. It is feared there has
been great loss of life.

DEATH OF A NOTED DOG.

Berlin, May 20.—Prince Bismarck’s
famous hound, Tyras IL, died at
Friedrichsruhe yesterday from oid
age. He succeeded the historic Ty-
ras, the dog which attained great no-
toriety through his attendance upon
his master at the time of the Berlin
Congress.

FROM RHODES.

London, May 20.—A dispatch to the
Times from Cape Town says that Mr.
Cecil Rhodes telegraphed there that
if he gets a junction with Capt. Na-
pier the rebellion will be broken. He
says that there are 6,000 natives be-
tween the Shangani River, Bombesi
and Thabas, Induna.

BAD FOR THE TRANSVAAL.

Jghannosbupg, May 20.—The mining
and industrial outlook here is wvery
bad, owing to indecision on the part
of the Transvaal Government in fix-
ing the penalties to be imposed upon
the reform committee prisoners. Bar-
ney Barnato has postponed his threat-
enad sale of his mining and other prop=-
erty, pending political developments.

A TANGIBLE SALUTE.
T.ondon, May 20.—The mayor of
Southampton, acco_mpanied by a num-
ber of municipal officers and others,

yesterday visited the United $States
training ship Essex. After the party
had left for the shore in a launch a
salute was fired by the Essex. Some
pellets of burning powder somewhat
geverely injured the mayor and grazed
others in the launch.

THE MISSION OUTRAGE.

Shanghai, May 20.—Details received
in regard to the anti-missionary riots
at Kiang-Yin, on May 12 during
which 'a mission was looted, show
that the disturhance was caused by
the admission of a native child to the
hospital. This caused the assembling
of a mob which demanded the child,
and upon the rcfusal of the mission-
aries to give it up, the infuriated
crowd wrecked the mission buildings
which, it is added, were American
property. The missionaries escaped.

A CHOLERA MIASMA.,

TLondon, May 20.—The Standard pub-
lishes a dispatch from Cairo saying
that cholera miasma similar to that

of 1883 overhangs the city. It Is ac-
companied by a heavy, hot at-
mosphere. The virulent form of the
disease has hardly ever been parallel-
ed at such an early stage. The deaths
are about ninety per cent of the
seizures. There were two cases and
one death on Tuesday among the
troops at Tourah. This has caused
much anxiety, inasmuch as there
are 1,200 convicts in prison at that
place,
IN A MUDDLE.

Rome, May 20.—The party of the
Extreme Left in the Chamber of Depu-
ties, holding that Gen. Baldissera, late
commander-in-chief ©of the Italian
forces in Abyssinia, is answerable only
for the acts purely in connecticn with
the campaign in Africa, have decided
to propose to the Chamber that the
members of the late Crispi Ministry be
arraigned before the High Court to
answer for the general policy of the
campalign. The Left and Extreme Lefit
are the dominant groups in the Cham-
ber. A committee of nine Leftist
deputies has been appointed to formu-

late charges and specifications against
the late Cabinet.

TROUBLE AT CRETE.

London, May 20.—The troubles be-
tween the Christians and Turks on the
Island of Crete continue. On Sunday
a Turkish soldier killed a Christian
gendarme at Vamos. The killing
caused the deepest indignation among
the- Christian populace, and arming
themselves with all manner of weapons
they blockaded the small garrison of
the town. The Turks feared to make
a sortie, and telegraphed to Canea for
reinforcements. A ateamer arrived at
Vamos, having on board 400 troops, t
aid the Turkish garrison. They were
not able to land, however, strong arm-
ed bands on the shore threatening to
fire upon them if an attempt was made
to do so. A few rounds were fired from
the steamer, after which she depanted.
The garrison is still besieged.
GERMAN INTERESTS IN AFRICA.

Berlin, May 20.—During the debate
in the Reichstag on the credits asked
for Damaraland, German Southwest
Africa, Dr. Kaiser, chief of the Colonial
Office, declared that in the opinion of
the Government, Germany should never
abandon her possessions in Southwest
Africa, and expressed the hope that re-
inforcements of 400 troops would be
sent there by the end of the month.
Dr. Kaiser denied, during the course of
this debate, that Germany’s action was
intended to aid the British, saying that
it was intended to maintain German
rule there, and was of general political
importance. '

At the conclusion of the debate, dur-
ing which Herr Richter and others OD-
posed the bill, the Damaraland credits
passed their second and third readings.

HONORS FOR W. R. MEREDITH.

London, May 20.—It is announced
that on the distribution of honors on
the occasion of the Queen’s Birthday,
May 24, the following gentlemen will
be elevated to the peerage: The Mar-
quis of Granby, eldest son of the
Duke of Rutland; Right Hon. Edward
Heanage, formerly Liberal-Unionist
member wof Parliament for Great
Grimsby, and Col. Edward Donald
Malcolm, of the British army, retired.
Upon the same occasion Chief Justice
William R. Meredith, of Ontario, will
be created a knight. The Hon. Henry
S. Berkeley, Chief Justice of the Fiji
Islands, and William John Anderson,
Chief Justice of British Honduras, will
be knighted. Henry Neville Dering,
Minister to Mexico, will be created a
Companion of the Order of the Bath.
Sir Donald Smith, Canadian High Com-
missioner in Great Britain, Wwill be
made a Knight Grand Cross of the
Order of St. Michael and St. George,
and the Hon. J. A, Chapleau, Lieuten-
ant-Governor of Quebec, a Knight
Commander of the same order.
PLOTTING AGAINST THE CZAR.

Milan, May 20.—According to advices
received by the Secolo from Moscow
the coronation festivities have caused
renewed activity among the Nihilists,
who for a long time past appeared to
have abandoned their attempts upon
the life of the ruler of Russia. The ad-
vices published by the paper are to
the effect that the police of Moscow
have discovered a mplace in the city
that was used for the manufacture of
bombs. It was located beneath the
street through which the coronation
procession will pass. It is added that
placards have been posted about the
streets calling upon the Deople to re=
volt against the Czar. Several work-
men who were employed in the prepa-
rations making in the Kremiin for the
coronation have  been arrested, it be-
ing suspected that they are {mplicated
in the conspiracy against the Czar.

London, May 20.—The story publish-
ed in the Secolo, of Milan, that a Ni-
hilist conspiracy against the life of the
Czar had been discovered in Moscow
lacks confirmation.

A SPANISH SENATOR ROILED.

Madrid, May 20.—In the Senate Senor
Giron, a Liberal, protested against
the slanders of Spain, which were ut-

tered in the United States Senate. He
intended, he said, to denounce the
intolerable conduct of pirates and
brigands against Spain. The day had
come, he proceeded to say, when we
should have to consider the wretched
acts of interference "of the dollar
princes with the affairs of Spain. He
protested also against the Washing-
ton slanders against the Queen
Regent. The Duke of Tetuan, Min-
ister of Foreign Affairs, replied to
Senor Giron that the Government
might join in the latter protest, but
they could not approve the remain-
der of Senor Giron’s remarks. Presi-
dent Cleveland and the United States
Government had given proof of their
respect for the principles of interna-
tional law, he maintained. The Duke
of Tetuan then argued that the Senate
was not yet formally constituted for
debate, and could not proceed with
the question. The President of the
Senate upheld the position taken by
the Duke of Tetuan and the matter
was dropped.

ROYALTY IN THE RAIN.

Moscow, May 20.—When the Im-
perial train bearing their Majesties,
the Czar and Czarina, from St. Peters-
burg, arrived at the Smolensk station,
midway between the Kremiln and
| Petrovski palace, rain was pouring in
{ torrents. It was not sufficient to dam-
pen the ardor of the potentate’s loyal
subjects, who turned out by thousands
to give him a hearty welcome. The
imperial party stepped from the
train into a gorgeously carpeted pa-
vilion, made bright with handsome
floral decorations. A squad of the
Czarina’s Uhlan regiment acted as
guard of honor on the platform. The
royal couple entered a carriage and
were driven to the Petrovski palace,
escorted by cavalry officers of the
highest rank, and followed by carri-
ages containing the members of the
{mperial household and relatives of the
Czar and <Czarina. The mprocession
through the streets was greeted with
a continuous ovation. The abolishment
;of the usual custom of employing spe-
{ cial constables in civilian dress and
{ double lines of military to guard the
jroute was an innovation which the
{ populace took advantage of to get a
| closer view of their Majesties.

The character of the preparations for
the grand entry is most imposing. The
palace of the Grand Duke Sergius is
especially magnificent. This is situat-
Tverskaja street, along
| which the Czar goes from the Petrov-
{ski palace to the Kremlin on Thurs-
| day. Opposite the Governor-General’s
| residence is a great frame screen built
to mask an unsightly building used as
a guard room for the troops on offi-
cial duty at the palace. Near at hand
‘15 a watch tower of the fire depart-
i :
1ment, which was a clumsy object.
This has been masked from base to top
with evergreens and thousands of
lamps for illumination by night.

|for has been unprecedented. Many
| houses along the street have been
rented at high rates for the whole
year, merely to secure the lessee a
window for the precession. For sin-
'gle windows, fabulous prices have

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THE QUEEN'S BIRTHDAY

Officlally Colebrated in Great Britain—
Parade of the Horse Guards.

TLondon, May 20.—The official celebra=
tion of the Queen’s Birthday, which
occurs on Sunday, took place today,
throughout the country and the empire
in general. On the parade ground of
the Horse Guards there was the usual
attractive ceremony of trooping the
colors, and it was witnessed by a large
crowd of distinguished people, includ-
ing the Prince and Princess of Wales,
the Duke and Duchess of York, Prince
and Princess Christian of Schleswig-
Holstein, the Duke of Campbridge,
Prince Charles of Denmark, and the
Commander-in-Chief, Lord Wolseleye
Her Majesty was born May 24, 1819.

It is said that an undignified squabbls
arose this year between Lord Wolseley
and the Duke of Cambridge about the
function of trooping the colors. The
latter, as ex-Commander-in-Chief, and
Prince of the blood royal, claimed pre-
cedence over his successor, but met
with a positive, obstinate refusal, and
a deadlock was avoided only by the
Prince of Wales stepping in and as-
serting his right as heir apparent to
outrank both. Wolseley made the best
of a bad bargain and withdrew his
claims and Cambridge had to follow
suit.

Much of the attractiveness of the
trooping colors here, however, was
marred by some lively rain showers.
There were the usual Queen’s Birthday
observances at all the garrison towns
and naval stations.

WERE THEY PARDONED ?

Some 59 Transvaal Prisoners Said to

Have Been Released Uncondition-

ally.

T.ondon, May 20.—The Secretary of
State for the Colonies, Mr. Joseph
Chamberlain, had not received any
news this morning of the final decis-
ion of the Executive Council of the
South African Republic regarding the
commutation of the sentences of the
Johannesburg reform prisoners; but
& private dispatch from Pretoria to-
day states that no decision has yet
been arrived at on the subject. On
the other hand, it was rumored c¢n
the Stock Exchange today that all
the prisoners are to be released un-
conditionally.

Another private dispatch received
from Pretoria today states that Presi-
dent Kruger has pardoned the 59 pris-
oners who were condemned to im-
prisonment and banishment and to
pay a fine of $10,000 each. No mention
is made of the further commutation
of the sentences of Col Francis
Rhodes, John Hays Hammond, Lionel
Phillips and George Farrar. N

WILL SOON KNOW.

Pretoria, May 20.—The sentence of
the Johannesburg reform prisoners, as
reconsidered by the Executive Council
and approved by President XKruger,
will be announced some time today,
or tomorrow.

EMBARGO ON TOBACCO.

Tampa, Fla., May 20.—Gen. Weyler’s
proclamation forbidding the exporta=
tion of tobacco from Cuba after ten
days has caused great consternation
among the large manufacturers in
Tampa. Many of them have large
quantities of tobacco already pur-
chased in Cuba, and they fear they
cannot get it out in the time pre-
scribed. Some firms have enough of
the new crop in Cuba to last a year,
and it is in no condition to be moved,
and will not be for months. A scarcity
of bonded warehouse room here has
caused a large amount to be stored
in Havana, and a fleet of schooners
will be necessary to take it away,
the regular steamers being entirely
inadequate. Almost the entire Span-
ish population of Tampa has forward-
ed a vigorous protest to Madrid
against the enforcement of the pro-
clamation. The move is regarded here
as one intended to throw the cigar-
makers out of work, thereby cutting
off revenue from the Cuban cause, ai
the cigarmakers have been contribut-
ing largely to the fund.

IN A BURNING MINE.

Richmond,Va., May 20.—At 2:30 a.m.

Reasonable Taxation Will Bring
Reasonable Prosperity.

'l'obuymthe\chea.putandueuin
the dearest market is a motto which
eévery man would gladly put into prac-
tice if he was free to do so. No matter
what a man has to dispose of, whether
goods or land or labor, or whatever it
may be, he desires to get the. best
possible value for it; and whatever
he wants to buy or take in exchange
he is just as desirous to get at the
best rates and on the most favorable
terms,

The farmer who has a hundred bush-

if from another he ecan get 76 cents
or 78 cents; and if he wants a pound
of tea he will not pay one merchant
65 cents if he can get from another
an equally good anticle for 62 or 64
cents,

Business success depends on selling
well and buying well; and trade is
always most profitable where men have
the greatest freedom in buying and
selling. If there is restriction of any
kind, if toll or tax must be paid, to
some body,or institution or government
for the privilege of buying and selling,
there is loss to the dealers; the margin
of profit in the trade is smaller by
at least as much as the toll or tax,
besides the annoyance and delay caus-
2d by the restriction.

To be sure, taxation is necessary
wherever government exists, and men
will differ as to the best way of levy-
ing it. But it is one thing to provide
a revenue, and quite another to re-
strict or prohibit trade, The necessi-
ties of the public treasury must be
considered, and if a majority of the
beople of a country are persuaded that
these can best be supplied by taxing
trade, it is right and proper to provide
for them in that way. A tariff for
Trevenue is, therefore, quite a defensible
policy. 1If, however, a tariff is framed
With the object of hindering trade,
without regard to revenue objects, it
does violence to rights which every
citizen should be free to enjoy.

Everyone should contribute to the
maintenance of government, which has
organized and which exists for the
brotection of persons of property
against wrong. As members of the
State, that is the duty of all citizens,
irrespective of age, sex or occupation.
But when a governing body steps be-
yond this plain rule, and imposes a
tax for the special benefit of an indi-

vidual or class, it does an injustice |

to all other members of the State,

which it cannot repair or redress by |

any balancing of favors.

No people or nation can be made
prosperous by taxing them beyond the
requirements of revenue, A few may

be made rich; it is easy to enrich haif |

a dozen or a score of men by the en-
forced comtributions
millions; a dollar levied upon each citi-
zen would make one man four or five
times a millionaire.

Billy Keeler, the crack outfielder ot
the. Baltimores, talking about batting,
has this to say: “I have never been
able to find out what is the cause of
a weak batting streak. It is in my
estimation a case of ill luck more
than anything else.. While I have
been very successful in my hitting,
there may have been times when I
couldn’t hit the ball to save my life.
My eye was clear, and I picked out
good balls just the same as when 1
was hitting safely. But no matter how
hard I hit the ball, it went straight to
some fielder. Then, after a spell of
this sort, lasting two or three days,
1 would again get the ball safe, al-
though I did not change my method
of hitting it.

“Why, sometimes I have gone a
couple of days without hitting the ball
on the ground. I have spent two or
three hours in the morning, and could
hit nothing but fly balls.

AMERICAN PRESEBYTERIANS.

Dr. Smith’s Case May Arise Again—The
General Assembiy Gathering.

New York, May 20.—The 108th Gen-
eral Assembly of the Presbyterian
Church of the United States of Ameri-
ca is to begin its sessions at Saratoga
at 11 a.m. tomorrow. The scheduled
business of the assembly is the con-
sideration and furtherance of the be-
nevolent and missionary work of the
denomination. Intergpersed among
these regular orders is consideration
of other incidental matters which have
great interest to many who are out-
side as well as inside the church. An
attempt has been made tbo agitate for
the restoration of Prof. Henry Pre-
served Smith, D.D., formerly of Lane
Theological Seminary, who was sus-
pended from the ministry two years
ago on a Zharge of heretical teaching.
It is reported that the conservatives
have threatened to complete the pro-
cess in his case by deposition unless a
stop is put to this movement, and it is
said that Prof. Smith mwould prefer
such action rather than to remain
longer under suspension. Amnother re-
port that will be awaited with interest,
is one deallng with the relations of
the Assembly to theological seminar-
ies. Many other matters wof interest
that will fully woccupy the ten or
twelve days of the Assembly’s sessions,
though in the absence of siuch cases
as those of Dr. Briggs and Smith, the
body ought to be able to adjourn even
before the usual time—noon of the sec-
ond Tuesday. Tailk as to the moderator
is already rife, but most of the elec-
tioneering and caucusing will be done,
ag usual, on the train that brings the
lage delegations from the West. The
home mission interest seems likely to
center on Dr. Thomas L. Sexton, of
Seward, Neb., the well-known synodi-
cal missionary of the State of Nebrast
ka. It will not be the first time that
the home missionaries have dictated
a moderator for the Assembly. The
straight-out conservative party seems
to be divided, but the majority of that
vote would probably go to Dr. David
Breed, of Pittsburg, rather than to
Dr. Frank C. Montfort, of Cincinnati.

The Cuban Edict Will Not Affect City
Cigar Factories,

Enough Leaflin Stock to Last for Eightecn
‘ Months to Come—W1iil Not Push
Business.

Cigar factories are closing down in
Chicago owing to General Weyler’s
edict against the exportation of Hav-
ana tobacco from Cuba. The Chicago
factories use Havana wrappers, but
the majority of the factories in this
city use Sumatra wrappers. A visit
to a number this morning elicited the
fact that the manufacturers here have
been expecting the turn of affairs for
a year past, and have laid in enough
Havana tobacco to last them for a
year, and in some cases eighteen
months to come. In doing this, they
had to pay a high price, but they
think by the time their stock is used
the Cuban trouble iwill be settled. If
not, smokers will have to cultivate a
taste for other brands of tobacco.

The cigarmakers, in estimating the
time their present stock will last, base
their calculations on the present vol-
ume of business, and they /will mot be
at all anxious ‘to increase their trade
until the tobarco smoke clears away
from the vicinity of Cuba.

Brener Bros. make both filled and
wrapped Havana cigars, but they have
1,300 or meore bales of tobacco in bond,
which will last them for a year and a
half at least. ©Other manufacturers
have proportionate supplies.

Told by a Canadian Girl— Says She
Murdered Lawyer Gibbs of
Buffalo, for Which Others
Were Hanged.

S ——————

Buffalo, May 20.—The Enquirer prints
today a strange tale of the killing of
Montgomery Gibbs by a Canadian girl,
Minnie Allen, now in prison at Wau-
pun, Wis., as confessed by her to a re-
porter for that paper. A portion of
her story is very interesting, whether
true or mot. She says: “I was born
on April 4, 1866, near Owen Sound,
Ont., Canada. My correct mname is
Minerva Clarke. ‘All my brothers and
gisters are alive today. They are Mrs.
John McKinnon, Mrs. A. Savage, Mrs.
Angus Campbell, Samuel J. Clarke,
John G. Clarke, Stewart Clarke and
Benjamin Clarke. Shortly after my
father's death the family moved to
Nottawassaga, where I remained until
I was 18 years old. Then I went to
live with the wife of Mr. James Beat-
tie, who resides at No. 327 Church
street, Toronto, a friend of the family.

“One afternoon a tall, well-built man
passed me on King street and smiled at
me. He looked so pleasant that I couid
not help smiling back. This was Mont-
gomery Gibbs. His street fiirtation
vas followed by several clandestine
meetings, at Kanlon’s Island, the Hor-
Gardens and elsewhere.”

While on a visit to her mother in
Clencairn she met Richard Allen, who

afterwards she eloped with and mar- |
{ ried in Toronto.

The service, she says,
was performed by Rev. Mr. Cameron,
on Pembroke street, and afterwards
they went to the Hotel Royal at Ham-

dalized the neighborhood. My famlily
were all terribly mad at me. My hus-
band went to Colingwood to look for
work, but finding none he returned to
Glencairn and them went to Orange-
ville, where his parents reside. Some
of my sistérs had married by this time
and had gone to Michigan, and my
mother concluded to go there to live.
80 she went to East Harrisville, Mich.,,
where Mrs, Savage, my sister, lives,
and where both she and my mother
are still residing. I prevaliled upon.my
mother to allow me to accompany her,
for my husband had not found any
work., I wrote to my husband and he
canie to Michigan and got a position at
scaling lumber.”

Later, she says, he deserted her,
end went back to Orangeville. Then
she received a letter
from Gibbs, and in answer to it went
to Cleveland, where she stayed with
Gibbs for a time. He left her, and
she drifted back to Toronto, where
she says: “I found that Katie Beat-
tie had been married to Attorney
Snow, and I could not get along in
Toronto, so I worked long enough to
my fare out of town and went
to Winnipeg. I then went from place
to place, staying in one place only
long encugh to get money to go to
the next. I worked my way to Van-
couver and thence to Portland. In
the latter place I stayed at the Port-
land House. I knocked about this
section of the country for quite a time
until I was taken sick and had to be
sent to an asylum near Tacoma.
When I was discharged I went from
Tacoma to Chicago and opened com-
munications with Gibbs, who came to
Chicago to see me and spent quite a
long time with me. Then I heard my
husband was killed in Michigan
woods by a tree falling on him. As
soon as I heard of it I wrote Gibbs
and told him that I was a widowwe and
free for him to marry, and urged him
not to delay the ceremony. But he
gaid he could not marry me, and I
had to go to the city hospital in Chi-
cago, where my daughter Annie, of
whom Montgomery Gibbs is the
father, was born on March 9, 1889.

The rest of her narrative tells how
che left her baby in Muskegon, Mich.,
and came to Toronto, where occas-
jonally she saw GCibbs, and on each
occasion renewed her demands for

im to legalize their offspring. These
failing, she says she came to Buffalo
in April, 1894, and met Gibbs on Dela-
ware avenue by appointment. After
some words she shet him. She says
she came here'again when Sadie and
Clarence Robinson were being tried
for the murder, but did not give her-
self up because she thought they
would not be convicted as they were.

The general opinion of the police
and newspaper men of Buffalo is that
the confession of Minnie Clarke Allen,
in so far as it relates to the Gibbs
murder, is a lie, told to secure her
release from prison and perhaps with
an insane desire for notoriety.

PCLLUTION ‘OF THE THAMES.

i )

The Causes of the Death ef Fish to be
Investigated.

Ottawa,May 20.—The River Thames
has for years past been polluted per-
iodically by immense quantities of
dead fish floating in its waters. The
Board of Health of Chatham became
so impressed this spring with the ser-
jousness of the puisance, both In re-
gard to the public health generally
and to the water supply, that they
have applied to the Department of
Marine and Fisheries to deal with the
dificulty. But the department will
probably await the {nvestigation of
the local board of health, as the opin-
ion prevails that the death of the fish
is due to the pollution of the river
by mills located up stream. Prof.
Prince, the commissioner of fisheries,
has had brought to his notice a num-
ber of similar cases in other localities,
both in the great lakes and in Quebec
water, and thinks the cause is mnot
really chemical pollution of the water
as generally supposed, but is
due to the high temperature of
the water and to the presence in
it of minute organisms which destroy
the fish by choking their gills. The
result of Prof. Prince’s investization
will, however, be looked for with in-
terest.

MORE TROUBLE.

A Newfoundiand Vessel Seéized and Held
by Venezuelans,

Halifax, May 20.—Chief Officer Sulli-
van and three sailors of the British
schooner Newday, which was seized at
Venezuela four weeks ago, left their
vessel and came north by the British
steamer Taymouth Castle. The New-
day is owned by <Capt. Slocumb, of
Parrsboro, N. 8., but is mot now a
Canadian vessel, having transferred to
a Newfoundland register, and is there-
fore outside the jurisdiction of the
Canadian Government.

The crew declare that the Venezue-
lan customs officers acted in a most
high-handed@ manner. They examined
the ship thoroughly, also the mani-
fest, and compared it with the cargo
{landed. They did this at the captain’s
| request and found no discrepancy any-
| where, as they themselves admitted,
{ but said that they had instructions
{to seize and détain the vessel and
| had no discretion but to carry out
{the orders from the central authority.
| The Venezuelan officers were very
insolent. <Capt. Baxter, who was in
command of the Newday, made ar-
rangements to leave for Halifax with
his crew, but at the last hour before
sailing Capt. Baxter was detained, and
he still remains in Venezuela. The
Newday is in charge of the customs
officers.

RAISING THE FENOES.

Proposed Restrictions Against Emigra-
tion toths United States.

Washington, May 20.—Yesterday the
debate on the immigration bills was
opened by Mr. Bartholdt (Rep., Mo.).
The bills were four in number. One,
known variously as the Bartholdt,
McCall or Lodge bill, provided an
educational test. It excluded all male
persons between 16 and 60 years of
age who cannot read and write Eng-
lish or some other language.

Another bill provided for the in-
spection of immigrants by consular
officers and their certification that the
immigrants do not belong to any of
the classes of immigrants excluded by
existing contract labor or other immi-
gration laws. This bill was offered
as an amendment to the Bartholdt-
McCall bill.

The Corliss bill, offered as a sub-
stitute, applied wholly to the Cana-
dian border, and made it unlawful
for any alien to enter the United
States (except to teach new arts or
industries) and engage in any me-
chanical trade or manual labor. The
provisions of the bill do not apply to
sailors on the Great Lakes.

The Mahany bill, also offered as a
substitute, made all contracts by
aliens to perform labor in the United
States illegal. It also makes it a mis-
demeanor for any person to perform
labor in the TUnited States who has
become a citizen of the United States
and returned to a foreign country to
make that his home. Those provis-
ions strike at the conditions on the
Canadian border.

MR. STRATHY'S SLAYER

Granted a New Trial on the Ground of
Misdirection to the Jury by Justice
Armour
Toronto, May 20.—Michael Brennan,
under sentence of death for the

murder of J. A. Strathy, of Barrie,
has been granted a new trial, on the

{ ground of misdirection to the jury by

Chief Justice Armour.
Q.C., appealed on Brennan'’s behalf
to the Divisional Court. The judg-
ment of the court rests entirely on
the ground that the learned judge at
the trial should have .left it to the
jt_u'y to say whether there was suffi-
cient provocatien to reduce the crime
from murder to manslaughter.

Chief Justice Meredith says: “It
was for the jury so say whether the
act of the deceased in putting the
prisoner out of the house was accom-
panied by more violence than was
necessary.”

Mr. Justice Rose says: “There was
evidence to go to the jury that Mr.
Strathy was not doing what he had
a legal right to do. If the jury $o
found, it was then for them to say
whether this was such provocation
to the prisoner as to deprive him of
the power of self-control.”

Mr. Justice McMahon says: “The
learned trial judge held that it was
a question of law, and withdrew from
the jury the question whether more
force than necessary was used in put-
ting the prisoner out of the house,
whether this force deprived the pris-
oner of self-control, and whether he
fired the pistol shot while in that con-
dition. These questions should have
been left to the jury.”
