THE WAR SITUATIO MUST STRIKE AFRESH 31 
OR ADMIT DEFEAT.

Italian Headquarters. June 20.—(By 
the Associated Press).The, second 
phase of the Austrian offensive, featured 
by attacks to the right and left at Vai 
Stagna, along the Brenta River and in 
the mountains, should logically begin 
soon, now that the effort on the Piave 
has failed. It is felt that if the Aus­
trians do not renew their efforts to 
penetrate to the plains through the 
Brenta region and taking Monte Grappa 
it would be an acknowledgment of de­
feat and their Inability to carry out the 
ambitious plan launched a week ago.

Situation Is Still Serious.
The situation, however, is still re­

garded as most serious, and all prepara­
tions have been made to meet any new 
offensive. Along the Piave. the Italian 
positions are virtually unchanged. The. - 
Austrians are fighting well, according 
to the Italians, but the latter would 
have driven the Austrians back across 
the river before this but for the nature 
of the open fighting, which an American 
on this front said reminded him of the 
Indian combats in the old days. Night 
fighting and bushwhacking methods are 
necessary, although they are not fav­
ored by the military authorities because 
of the confusion and danger of firing 
upon their own men, especially where 
large bodies of troops are engaged. An­
other difficulty has been the similarity 
in color between the Italian and Aus­
trian uniforms. The Austrian losses 
have been extremely heavy. Although 
there is much sharp fighting, there are 
many lulls during which- the only dis­
traction of the armies is watching the 
bombing operations of the rival avi­
ators.

Paris, June 21.—Grave events are im­
pending on the British front, according 
to military experts who see in the in­
tensity of the Germari cannonade at 
various points the preliminary steps of 
a new German attack. It is pointed out 
that the fourth army group, under 
Crown Prince Rupprecht of Bavaria, 
has had leisure for reorganization dur­
ing the three weeks since it was en­
gaged in battle, and is now ready for a 
new effort along the front. It has been 
established that units of Crown Prince 
Rupprecht’s army were engaged in the 
abortive attack on Rheims on Tuesday 
night. This is considered proof by 
l’Homme Libre that the German crown 
prince’s army is tired and exhausted.

HAIG ALWAYS RAIDING.
London, June 21.—Further extensive 

raiding and patrol operations were car­
ried out by British troops last night in 
the Arras region and on the front to 
the south towards Albert. Attempts 
by the Germans to regain the ground 
won yesterday by the British near 
Merris, on the Flanders front, were re­
pulsed, today’s war office announce­
ment states.

London, June 21.—Earl Curzon's 
speech in the House of Lords lost 
night, immediately seized upon in the 
lobby as an indication of a break down 
in the Government’s Irish policy, indi­
cating as it did, the abandonment for 
the present at least of any attempt to 
introduce a home rule bill, is treated in 
this morning's newspapers as a sensa­
tional development, and is made the 
theme of sharp comment.

“Home rule is dead; Irish conscription 
is dead.” says the Radical Daily News, 
“and the whole Irish policy of the Gov­
ernment has fallen crumbling to the 
ground.

"A Wretched Chapter.”
“From the opening to the close of 

this last wretched chapter in the his- 
: tory of the Irish question, the Govern- 
! ment has been consistently disingenu- 
j ous, vacillating and dilatory. Out of It 

all one result has emerged, black and 
unmistakable—the destruction of the 
power of the constitutional party and 
the enthronement of the anarchy of the 
Sinn Fein.

“Apart from military considerations 
the condition of Ireland today is a 
mockery of every profession to which 

‘we give utterance as vindicators of the 
ideals of justice and freedom.”

The Unionist Morning Post in its 
comment says: “The Government once 
more has burned its fingers very badly 
by a mixture of rashness and Incon­
stancy. . . . What will be the effect 
of this abject surrender to the intransi­
geance of Irish discontent and the ar­
rogance of the Irish Catholic hierarchy 
remains to be seen."

BURNING OF BAKERIES
LAID TO CONSPIRACY

London, June 21.—British casualties 
reported during the week ending today 
aggregated 36,620.

Killed or Died of Wounds—Officers, 
235: men, 4,247.

Wounded or Missing—Officers, 1,414, 
men, 30,724.

It Is several weeks since the British 
army has been engaged in any prolonged 
fighting on a large scale, although Brit­
ish divisions were involved in the Ger­
man attack which began the offensive on 
May 27 on the Aisne front. The bulk 
of the casualties now being reported, 
which still are running between 30,000 
and 40,000 weekly, evidently represent 
accumulations of names from the inten­
sive operations in which the British 
were engaged during the heavy German attacks of this spring on the British 
front.

Italians Gain Ground.

Spurred on by their successful re­
sistance, Italian troops are making re­
peated attacks against the enemy posi­
tions west of the Plave. and have 
gained some ground. In the mountains 
around Aslago, Franco-Italian troops 
have reoccupied important positions. 
Wednesday the bag of Austrian prison­
ers aggregated nearly 2,000, bringing 
the total captures to 11,000.

Vienna, in its official statement, ad­
mits that Its troops are on the de­
fensive, and Is content to report that 
all Italian attacks, especially along the 
Plave, have been repulsed. The fight­
ing Is now In Its seventh day, and the 
Austrians west of the Plave probably 
are in a more precarious position than 
at any time since last Saturday.

Austrians Driven Back.
Around Montello on the northern end 

of the Piave line the Austrians have 
been driven back slightly. Their ef­
forts to advance near Zenson, near the 
centre of the Iln„ have been checked 
with severe losses. At San Dona-dl- 
Plave and on the Fosseta Canal the 
Italians have driven the enemy from 
ground gained earlier in the week.

Heavy rains have fallen in the moun­
tains and these may add to the torrent 
In the Plave, which has already wash­
ed away many bridges. With the flood­
ed river behind the enemy the Italian 
counter-attacks are gaining in streng- 
in an effort to wipe out or capture the 
troops which have crossed the Plave 
and have been unable to advance into 
the Venetian plain.

Riots in Vienna.
Riots are reported In suburbs of 

Vienna and 100,000 workmen In Im­
portant war manufactories there are 
on strike. The situation apparently 
is growing beyond control of the civil 
authorities and martial law in the Aus­
trian capital is not unlikely. The 
workmen continue to demand more 
bread, and the agitation Is spreading. 
Advices received In neutral countries 
are to the effect that the present 
trouble Is the most serious the Austrian 
Government has faced and is causing 
grave apprehension throughout the 
country. Germany appears unable to 
help, because it is faced with a serious 
food situation Itself.

Sub-normal fighting activity con­
tinues generally on the front in France 
and Belgium. West of Montdidler 
American troops after a short engage­
ment have cleaned out German 
trenches and machine gun nests at 
Chatigny.

Germany makes claim that German 
troops have penetrated the American 
trenches at Seicheprey. The falsity of 
this report is shown by a dispatch 
from the American front, which says 
that the “penetration” was only an at- 
tempfed raid by 60 Germans.

Announcement Is made of the tor­
pedoing in the Mediterranean of the 
French transport Sant Anna, with the 
loss of 638 Ilves. The vessel was sunk 
May 10, and 1,512 of the soldiers and 
native workmen on board was saved.

SOCIALISTS BLAME SEYDLER.
London. June 21.—Further informa­

tion confirming reports of intense re­
sentment and excitement in Austria 
over the reduction of the bread ration 
is quoted from Austrian newspapers by 
the correspondent of the Times at the 
Hague. Among the subsidiary causes 
of the anger is the fact that notifica­
tion of the reduction was not made un­
til noon Monday, although it had been 
enforced from early that morning, when 
loud and excited protests were raised.

Premier von Seydler is accused by 
the Socialist Arbe.ter Zeitung of Vienna 
of producing a disastrous situation by 
favoring the agrarians and traders. It 
says the situation could certainly have 
been prevented. The paper rails against [ 
Germany and Hungary, and tells the 
authorities they must Immediately 
draw the attention of those countries 
to the fact that the food conditions in 
Austria are intolerable and demand ne­
cessary assistance. It adds:

"The Austrian population cannot 
starve while Germany and Hungary 
have tolerably adequate dations. The 
Austrian Government must be placed 
under tutelage even in matters relat­
ing to the food supply. It has deserved 
to be subjected to guardianship, but 
the population must not be punished 
with starvation for the failure of the 
Government."

Meagre Rations.
The weekly food ration in Austria, 

the Daily Mail’s correspondent at the 
Hague quotes the Arbiter Zeitung of 
Vienna as reporting, is as follows:

Twenty-two ounces of bread, one 
pound of potatoes, of which half can­
not he eaten: one ounce of black bran 
mash; one ounce of another mill pro­
duct, an ounce and a half of fat, 612 
ounces of sugar, one egg, seven ounces 
of meat, and a little jam and coffee 
substitutes.

The Vienna newspaper says that the 
meat allowance is obtained "if the ap- I 
plicant waits all night for it."

AUSTRIAN EXCHANGE DROPS.
Amsterdam. June 21.—Austrian ex­

change. which has been declining frac­
tionally daily on the Amsterdam 
bourse, dropped another full point on 
Thursday. All Austrian bonds are 
lower.

Fighting I‘s Severe.
The fighting on the Montello Plateau 

continués to be very severe, since it is 
felt by the Italians that the loss of this 
position would be more important than 
the withdrawal from a few kilometres 
of ground along the Plave.

The conditions there are also bad, 
owing to the wooded hills, which are 
crossed by seventy-two ravines, each 
one of which constitutes a separate line 
of defence. Many of them are still 
strewn with dead, an indication of the 
intensity of the Austrian resistance as 
the enemy was slowly pressed back 
from points he had won on the first 
rush.

The Austrians, early in the offensive, 
had almost half the plateau, but now 
they have only about one-third, Includ­
ing many of their best positions, such 
as the town of Nervesa, which has been 
set afire by the Italian artillery. No 
fear is felt in Venice that the Austrians 
will get there. The correspondent, on 1 
visiting the city, found an absence of 
excitement, and there was no intention 
to leave on the part of the inhabitants. 
Large stocks of bandages, which the 
American Red Cross has on hand, have 
proven very useful to the Italian 
wounded.

Ottawa, June 21.—Fifty-five thou­
sand men of 19 years of age have regis­
tered for service under the M. S. A. As 
indicated, it is not the intention of the 
Government to call any of the men to 
the colors probably before the harvest 
is over. In a number of cases the 
number of registrations was consider­
ably higher than the estimated possible 
registration.

EXPRESS EMPLOYEE WRECK AUSTRIAN BRIDGES.
Italian Army Headquarters, June 20 

—The first American aviators to fly on 
the Italian front went today on a bomb­
ing expedition and succeeded in blowing 
two holes in a new Austrian bridge 
across the Piave River.

The aviation forces on this front are 
displaying the most intense activity.

ITALIANS GAIN GROUND.
London. June 20.—By counter-attack­

ing all along the Piave, the Italians have 
gained further ground on the Montello, 
tn the northern sector of the river front, 
and have also made headway southwest 
of this ridge, says the Evening Standard 
today.

The Austrians here had been occupy­
ing a narrow strip along the river bank. 
The Italians drove in the Austrian 
line and established themselves on the 
bank of the Piave below Saletto (about 
18 miles from the Adriatic).

Through the reaching of the river 
here the positions occupied by the Aus­
trians have been divided.

It is also reported that the Italians 
have regained all the territory between 
Zenson and the Fossetta Canal. The 
Austro-Hungarians, it is declared, have 
been confined to the ground between the 
Fossetta Canal and the Sile Canal, on 
the west bank of the Plave River.

- No Food For Army.
In a trip by the Associated Press 

correspondent along the entire front 
there was found ample evidence that 
the Austrian-hunger offensive had 
failed.

During his tour the correspondent

No less than eight hundred 
letters were written In the Y. M. C. 4, 
on Red Triangle notepaper between I 
o’clock and 9:30 o’clock, and mailed 
from there. The box at the corner on 
Dundas street Is collected ati 
o’clock, but each night after 10 o clock 
the Y. M. C. A. officials deposit right 
In the postoffice the big bundle written 
by the soldiers during the evening. SuD- 
posing a soldier is too late in getting 
downtown to send off a registered letter. 
The Y M. C. A. has been empowered 
and assumed the responsibility of look­
ing after this for him. The Y. M. C. A. 
further, for the convenience of the 
boys, issues money orders after post- 
office hours, arranges to send bundles of 
clothing to the United States for the 
soldiers, duty free, and even cashes 
checks after banking hours.

"We have cashed checks over and 
over again for the boys." said General 
Secretary E. R. Wilson to The Adver­
tiser representative, "and It speaks 
volumes for the soldiers that not once 
has advantage been taken by them or 
this.”

The text of the official order, dealing

Talking of the "comforts of a club, 
and indeed, "the comforts of a home, 
offered to the soldiers by the associa- 
tion, one which is much prized is that 
of obtaining hot water for shaving and 
other various conveniences. Many a 
man has put off his shaving to do it at 
the Y M. C. A. because of the facilities 
afforded there for cleaning up his coun­
tenance properly.

On an average, between four hun- 
dred and five hundred men in khaki 
daily enjoy the privileges of the local 
association. Last evening after 7 o clock, 
there were at least that number and 
many might have been seen there at 
other hours of the day...

Squads of men are marched from 
their quarters regularly for the luxury 
of a plunge bath, the numbers who 
come in these detachments numbering 
from fifty to four hundred.

Since the outbreak of war, much 
talent for entertainment has answered 
the call of duty and donned the khaki. 
The Y. M. C. A. officials keep their eyes 
and ears open for such talent, and from 
time to time arrange concert parties 
among the boys to go to outside points 
and give entertainments for patriotic 
purposes. The fellows enjoy the out- 
ing, and they invariably get a big wel-

MEDALS DISPOSITION.
The following Instructions have been 

received from Ottawa regarding the 
disposal of medals and decorations: 

"The following procedure will be 
adopted for the disposal of decorations 
and medals forwarded to Canada from 
overseas:

“Decorations will be disposed of in 
accordance with Instructions received 
from the office of the secretary of the 
governor-general.

"Medals for presentation to the next 
of kin of deceased soldier will be for­
warded to the officer commanding the 
district concerned, who will dispose of 
same in accordance with the wishes of 
next of kin.

"Medals for soldiers who have re­
turned to Canada before receiving their 
medals will be forwarded to the G. O. 
C. of the district in which the soldier 
is serving, or if discharged, the district 
in which he resides. The G. O. C. 
will then make the necessary arrange­
ments for a suitable public presenta- 
tion. . _"Medals for soldiers who are still 
overseas forwarded to Canada for dis­
posal according to men's wishes, will 
be forwarded to the G. O. C. the dis­
trict concerned, who will forward them 
to the persons concerned by registered 
mail, with suitable covering letter.’

COMMISSION DEBATES IT 0
Interesting Question Raised 

at Meeting Thursday 
Afternoon. PRICE♦

A storm is brewing over the city utili­
ties being extended to residents of the 
county. The first gun was fired at the 
utilities commission yesterday afternoon 
when Robert Fraser, a resident of 
Waterloo street north, protested against 
water being given to residents of the 
north side of Huron street, which 
outside the city.The discussion which his protest 
aroused showed that the commission is 
divided on the question. Chairman 
Pocock said it was good business for 
the commission. It got double rates 
for the water so sold. .

Commissioner Jared Vining con­
demned the practice. He said it was a 
TMso Somerville said: "Let those| 
people move across the street.

Mr. Fraser said that others were to 
have joined him in his protest. He 
urged action. He said that they in­
tended to get after the board of edu­
cation to have county residents pay & 
fee for their children. They are also 
after the commission over the electric 
lights..Cannot Compete.

Mr. Fraser said there were eight| 
houses on the north side of Huron 
street which had gas. electric light and 
water with a pavement to the doors. 
He had a house, on Thornton avenue 
the taxes on which were $170. People 
on Huron street paid $45 with the same 
privileges. In Broughdale they were 
selling land at $30 a foot. Opposite the 
Ryerson school there was land standing 

$22 and no takers. The residents 
of the city, he said, could not stand 
this They could not compete with the 
people in the county who get all the 
privileges. He said that the taxes on 
property near the Ryerson school with 
interest on the investment stood at $2 
a foot He contended that the water 
belonged to the city, and the city should 
Nr. Pocock said that district would 
soon be in the city.Mayor Somerville replied that the 
city wanted no further extensions of 
its boundaries.

200 In the Country.
Mr Vining said that he had a list 

of county residents getting water and 
he estimated that they numbered a 
couple of hundred. He said that it was 
unfai Pocock said he did not think 
there were near that number. He 
thought that 40 was more like it.

This phase of the question will be 
resumed at the next meeting, when I 
Mr. Vining will have his list present.

Mr Fraser told the commission that 
the practice had to stop. "We are not 
through," he added.,There was a similar discussion when 
residents of Woodward avenue. West 
London asked for electric lights 
Residents of this street are in a novel 
position. Both ends of the street are 
inside the city limits and the middle is 
in the county. It presented a difficulty. 
Mavor Somerville said that if one resi­
dent in the county was given light, all 
had an equal claim. It was decided to 
refer them to the hydro commission.

Yet another phase of the situation 
came up when a Knollwood Park resi­
dent asked for a water main extension 
that will cost $550. He would guarantee 
a return of $55 a year, equal to ten per 
cent on the investment. Of course, he 
would get his water for this amount.

Over Estimates.
The estimates allowed for $2,000 for 

water main extensions this year. Al­
ready $3,000 has been spent.

Some of the members of the com- 
mission favored granting it. Others 
did not. Finally it was decided to meet 
with the request.

Mavor Somerville said that these 
people are being encouraged to build 
all over and the city was chasing them 
with the water mains.

The board of health's letter re erect­
ing cement walls around the water-col­
lecting ponds at Springbank showed 
that Mayor Somerville and Commis­
sioner Vining were strongly in favor of 
some action being taken. Commissioner 
McFarland was more or less on the 
fence. Mr. Pocock opposed it

Mr. Vining said that he had thought 
some action necessary for many years.

Mr. Pocock said it would cost about 
$15,000. He did not think that on the 
head of 40 years’ experience the work 
was necessary.

Manager E. V. Buchanan reported 
that in his belief the trouble might 
come from a bush near one of the 
woods. This was a defect.

Mr. Vining moved that he remedy this 
at a cost of about $200. If this does 
not remove all troubles the discussion 
re the walls will be resumed.

Not Charging Enough.
Manager Buchanan said that they 

found that the charge of $1.50 for re­
pairing water meters was not suffi- 
cient. During the past year many 
meters were frozen. This was due to 
carelessness. They had not been pro­
tected. He said that an adequate 
charge would be $2.50. Mr. McFarland 
moved that it be $2. Mayor Somerville 
said that the charge should cover the 
cost. Mr. Vining said that if Mr. 
Buchanan found that the cost was 
$2.50, that should be charged. It was 
adopted.

Mr. Buchanan said that already 
$20,000 has been set aside for deprecia­
tion reserve in the electric light. This 
left $15,000 of a surplus for the half 
year. He estimates the gross profits 
for the year will be $80,000, or a net 
profit of $50,000. The department also 
has a surplus of about $4.000 on the 
store sales, equal to about 8.8 per cent.

On the water, he said, the six 
month surplus was $35,000, and the half 
of the year passed was the lean one 
for revenue and the heavy half for ex­
penditure. He estimated that the 
waterworks department would have at 
least $72,000 surplus.

Proposes Additions.
Chairman Vining, who asked for the 

report on the cost of water, gave notice 
of motion for some additions which he 
would have made to the cost of water. 
Some of them are interesting and will 
bring about a decidedly interesting dis­
cussion at the next meeting of the 
commission.

The additions, four in number, follow: 
That to the cost of delivering water 

to the consumer, as shown by the gen­
eral manager's report, there be added 
the following items:

1. Twelve thousand five hundred dol­
lars. representing the amount that 
ought to be paid to the city for taxes.

2. Interest at the rate of six per cent 
per annum on the value of the plant, 
less debenture debt against it.

3. Such an amount for depreciation 
and replacement as, after a full con- 

, sideration of the points raised in the 
general manager's report, the commis- 

C sion may determine.
1 4. Ten per cent of the cost thus ar-
irived at, to provide for contingencies 
- and emergencies.

Many District Men in Big 
Party Welcomed Thursday.

Workers in Factories Will Be 
Sent to Farms. ceers VIMnA party of returned soldiers, num­

bering 31, all hospital cases, arrived in 
London yesterday at 5:30 p.m., via 
Grand Trunk. The men traveled in a 
special military hospital oar, and were 
met at the station by a large crowd, 
there being several local men in the 
party. The returned heroes were con­
veyed in autos to Princess avenue 
school, the Canadian Garrison Regiment 
band leading the parade. Upon arrival 
at the school the men were entertained 
at luncheon, after which James Gray 
welcomed them on behalf of the city. 
Ensign Snowden of the Salvation Army, 
and Ed Lance, secretary of the Soldiers' 
Aid Commission, briefly explained their 
respective organizations to the soldiers, 
after which the necessary documents 
were filled out and the men allowed to 
proceed to their homes on furlough.

From 63rd Battery.
Among the party was Gunner G. Shir­

ley, whose home is at 502 Elizabeth 
Street. Gunner Shirley was a member 
of the 63rd Battery, and is one of the 
first of this unit to return to London.

A campaign for emergency help to 
save the hay crop and harvest of 1918 
has been launched by the county coun­
cil, the board of trade and the Ontario 
Government employment bureau. Ap­
plication blanks will be sent out to the 
farmers through the representatives 
appointed by the township reeves to 
look after this work.

The plan is to secure experienced 
farm workers from large factories in 
this city. These men will be sent to 
places where help is absolutely neces­
sary to save the crop.

A standard wage has been fixed at 
$3 a day, with board and lodging. On 
the application card the farmers are 
asked if they own an automobile, and 
if they can send to the city for their 
help, and also bring the men back to 
the city.

The men who are needed to work on 
the farms will be released from the 
factories when the hay and harvest 
is ready. ,

It is pointed out clearly on the appli­
cation cards that this campaign is one 
to help the farmers; that the workers 
could earn more money in the city, and 
that the factories are making a sacri­
fice, and in some cases the machines 
will lie idle while the men are away 
helping with the crops.

“The movement began there as it has 
here—small and because of the urgent 
necessity,” he said. “Organization of 
farmers really began in Indian Head, 
Saskatchewan, with the meeting of 
fourteen homesteaders to consider the 
question of abandoning their western 
homes and returning to Ontario. 
Monopolists had heaped burdens on 
their head too grievous to be borne. 
After hauling their wheat possibly 30 
or 40 miles they were offered 70 cents 
per bushel, when it was worth at least 
$1 in the open market. Oh, yes, the 
operators were always very polite. The 
farmer was told that he was not com- 
pelled to sell to them if the price was 
not right. He could take it home over 
40 miles of western roads and feed it 
to his cattle. This alternative was not 
told him in so many words, but that 
was the inference.” As a consequence 
the farmers could not prosper and the 
country was nearly bankrupt.

Conditions Changed.
"Conditions in the west have changed 

as a result of that little meeting. They 
decided to organize and they have.80€ 
moplished miracles. They market their 
own wheat through their organization. 
Proper credit is not given them. It is 
largely through their efforts that the 
west is prosperous today. What has 
been done by the western agriculturist 
can be emulated by his eastern brother.

"The get-together movement 80

Referring to 
the stories told of Quebec farmers be­
ing illiterate, the speaker said he would 
never believe any such tales again 
after meeting the delegation from that 
province at Ottawa. "They were quite 
the equal of any others at the capital. 
The speaker took a slam at the mem- 
her for South Oxford for his reckless 
inferences that German gold was the 
cause of the farmers' movement.

Mention was also made of the 
arrangements which had been made by 
the county council and the board of 
trade to secure help for the harvest 
period.

Probably the gossipers 
would have fared about the same had conditions 
been reversed, had they been absent, and had the 
gossiped-about been present. But it was so wholly 
wrong to pick the petty, mean, easiest, spiritless 
thing to say about men.

QUEBEC LOYAL AND TRUE.
[La Patrle, Montreal]

A Toronto newspaper was astonished the other day to 
find that for some weeks past the province of Quebec was 
ahead of all the others in the matter of enrollment. The 
patriotic spirit which has been manifest of late amongst the 
young men of the University of Laval provoked the admira­
tion of parliament. The new spirit, as the statements of 
our Ontario confreres call it, is not, as a matter of fact, 
new. We have always affirmed that the French-Canadians 
were loyal to Canada and the Empire, and that they are 
amenable to the law. An irreconcilable hostility almost 
arose between the two races because our English fellow- 
citizens misunderstood the real sentiments of the province 
of Quebec. At the beginning of the war our province fur­
nished a good number of volunteers, and generously contrib­
uted to all demands of the war. The French-Canadian 
ladies manifested an admirable zeal in the Red Cross, the 
Daughters of the Empire and the Aide a la France. How­
ever, the sincere co-operation of our province remained 
misunderstood, for instead of appreciation the English prov­
inces covered us with reproach, claiming that we had not 
done enough.

French Storm Positions.
Fresh forces on the Asiago plateau 

stormed the Austrian positions at Ber- 
tigo and Pennar.

Italian troops succeeded in capturing 
Costa Lunga, the statement adds.

The text of the statement reads:
“From the Montello to the Zenson 

the battle is continuing bitterly with­
out pause. Yesterday evening we drove 
the enemy back to the north of the 
Monte Belluno railway and made him 
withdraw his whole front of attack 
somewhat towards the northeastern 
salient of the Montello, capturing 1,226 
prisoners and taking numerous machine 
guns.

Grim Struggle on Plave.
“Along the Piave River the struggle 

is fluctuating fiercely on the front lines. 
It is being carried out by the enemy 
with decision and hardiness and sus­
tained by our troops with great stub­
bornness and bravery.

“The enemy on the afternoon of yes­
terday, launching to the attack fresh 
and numerous troops, succeeded at first 
in gaining some ground in front of 
Zenson, but was promptly checked and 
afterwards was forced to retire by our 
reserves which immediately arrived.

“Our troops with energetic counter­
attacks succeeded in greatly reducing 
thé fighting sector to the west of San 
Dona di Piave. Prisoners to the num­
ber of 513 remained in our hands. {

Czecho-Slovaks Vallant.
"Czecho-Slovak units have valiantly 

given their first tribute of blood to the 
general principles of freedom and in­
dependence for which they are fight­
ing on our side. The 25th infantry di­
vision, in the course of five days of 
glorious fighting, without pause, the 
Bisango brigade and the 209th and 
210th Regiments were able yesterday in 
repeated counter-attacks to bring out 
all their valor.

“On the Asiago Plateau. French ! 
units by a successful surprise opera-, 
tion carried the positions of Bertigo 
and Pennar, capturing 102 prisoners. | 

Costa Lunga Captured.
"Our troops completed the gains 

with the capture of Costa Lunga, tak­
ing another hundred prisoners.

“Enemy attacks on Corno were re­
pulsed.

“From dawn to sunset our own and 
allied airmen and the seaplanes of the 
Italian royal navy were all active in 
chasing and not allowing the enemy to 
approach our lines for observation or 
for other aims. Our machines carried 
out bombardments, attacked the enemy 
with machine gun Are and participated 
uninterruptedly and effectively in the 
battle.

“Fourteen enemy machines were 
brought down. One of, our airmen did 
not return. Along the whole front our 
observation balloons co-operated use­
fully and courageously."
