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THE RIEL QUESTION.

An Influential and Enthusiastic
Meeting of Citizens.

A COMMITTEE NAMED TO PREPARE THE
PLATFORM.

Stirring Speeches by Well-Known
Politicians.

The meeting called to organize a solemn
and public prutest ugainst the execution of
Louis Riel at Regina was held Thursday
afternoon at the Cubinet de Lecture on Notre
Dame atreet, and was in every respect s moat
influential and enthusiastic one, and the feel-
ing of indignstion animating those present
was expressed in the pliinest terms. It was
also the first meeting held for the orguniza-
tion of the new National party.

On motion of Hon. br. Beaubien, Ald.
Grepier was named chairman, and dr. J. B,
Rollanda vice-chairman.

Alderman @Grenier mounted the platform
snd thanked the audience for the honor con.
ferred on him, and said that as the object of
the meeting was well koown he would not
dwell upon it.

Hon, Mr. Mercier then moved that Messrs,
George Duhamel and H. J. Clorau be up~
pointed joint secretaries. The motion was
adopted.

Mr. Roy then said that the Seminary had
granted the use of the Hall on the nsder-
standing ti:at the meeting would nnt be con-
sidered ne being u political one. Perconully
he was satisfied that the meeting wonld par-
tske of a national character, (Cheers.)

HON. MR, BEAULBIEN

was the {irst speaker, and he wus loudly
cheered. e =uid they had met fur the pur-
pose of innugurating a friendly and brotherly
action. {llewr, hear,) The nation was in
sorrow and mournjug, and it was the bousden
duty of the inhabitants of the Province of
Quebec to publicly aftirm their rights, and io
doing eo it waa their duty to follow a cousti-

tutional course and be careful not
to give oflfence to =any of the other
natiopalities or provinces {(hesr, hear).

They were united to make Sir John feel that

this province had rights which vould not be,
He usked |

wantonly sacriticea.  (Cheeis.)
them to be ¢alm, but at the same time to be
earnest aud energetic,.  The action they werc
to adopt muat ve u broad and humeane one, 8o
that friends of civilization and humanity
ghreughout the country would rot misunder-
gtand their motive. They as » peaple were
eatitled to b treated with justice nnd respect,
aad  they would see what means
could Dbe adopted to reach this oad,
de sincerly hoped they would sct with
prudence and wisdom in naming  the
committee that would draft the resolu
tions, and it would comprise men of all
nativnalities und all politicul opivions. (Hear,
heer.) This was only the beginving of o
great movement of which nobaedy could fove-
tell the end. 1t had Deen rather hard for
Conservatives to break loose from associa-
tions which had lusted for a lifetime, Dus
they had had eoough patriotism to do ®o
manfully. (Cheers.) T'his wuanot a war of
races, but a movement to secure justice und
avenge & great crime.  (Cheers,) They
wanted liberty und faiv play for all, and eveu
for the Orangemen who had sought to de-
prive them of theirs. (Hear, hear.) In con.
clusion he would move the formaticn of a
committee,

HON., MR, MERCIER

followed and was also enthusiastically ap-
plauded. They had met not to declure war
to eny pationality, Lut to seek a revindication
of their rights and privileges, (Hear, hear.)
They must all unite ng & man to condemn the
exccution of Riel, {Cheers.) Thecommittor
that would be named must be composed of
potriotic men of high standing in all parties
who were willing to sacrifice all partizna feel-
ing on the altur of their country. (Cheers.)
The demonstration that will be made must e
one that will be recorded in history ns the
solunn protest of a whole people. ({heers.)
The resclutions wust ba firm, conatitutional
and patriotic. They must be framed so as to
adm3t men of al) parties and nationulities to
adept them., e would suggest that the de-
moustration on Sunday be held at an early
hour, 5o a to permit men of &ll parties to be
heard. The demonstration wus to be made a
national and brotheriy ope. (Cheers.)
MR. D. GIROUARD,
QC., M.P, for Jacques Cartier, was then
loudly called for and was received with
cheers, He said that if eome ono Lad told
him eight days ago that o meeting such as
this, composed of men of all parties, would be
ealled to condemn n great wrong, he would
ot have belisved tuch o thing possible, The
divxsm_ns which existed nmong the French-
anadicn people a week ngo had now all
dm\mspnred. {Ubeera.) They wero all of
016 opinion, and uphelding one great couse.
heers,)  Previous to the hangmg cf Riel
they lad Leen divided on the question of the
rebellion, its cnuses, and the responai-
bility of the Clovernment. He was the
st member to organize the Conserva-
$ivo coucun which sent the memorable des-
atch to Sir John, repudiating responsibility
for the execution, (Brave) They, the Coo-
servative delegation of Quebec, had been
thamefally deceived by their chiefs at Ottnwa
oud e\pplm\f). When the execution bo-
eemo an necothplished fact, he had not hesi-
1ated for o moment to break all allegiance to
the Cabinet, (Cheors). The telegram which
¥es sept to Sir Jobn was fully mesnt and
would be fully carried out. (Cheers). It
¥as no mecret that Riel had been hanged
oecuuue of the menwuvres of the Orangemen
> Ontario, who had made the unfortunate
80 their vietim (shame)! The despatches
Becelved from Toronto and Obtaws of the

exccution stated that the Urabngemen were
jubilant over the execution (shame)! He
had read an urticle of the Orange Sentinel in
which the Orangemen had said that as loyal
men they were satisfied that the execution
hnad been carried out. What right bud these
Urangemen to speak to French Caaadians of
loyulty ? (Cheers.) The French Capadisns
hud always been Her Majeaty's most loyal
sutjects. (Cheers.) They had been loyul
when the Orangemen had been disloyal.
(Cheers.) The Orungemen had not the right
of boasting of loyalty and submission to the
Iaws, wheu in Montreal they had re-
fosed to egubmit to luws sanctioned by
Her Majesty which declared their association
itlegal. (Cheers.) The time had now arvived
for a great movement. It would be the mast
important one since Confederatina and would
determinc the destiny of the French Cana-
dian people, and he hoped they would he
firm apd law-abiding and constitutional.
{Cheers.) The flag of the Freuch Canadians,
respect and justice, was raised and it was the
duty of all putriots to rally to it. (Cheers.}

There is the same difference be-
tween a political prisoner and a murderer v
there is between un honest and & dishonest
nan,  (Hear, hear.) Canadions bad usked
that justice be done, and they themsclves had
always been just und even generous with el
their oppovente. {(Cheers.) The basia of
their present unin was an honorable and
putriotic oue  (Applause.} Those who had
huaged Rivl had attempied to justify their ae.
tion, but they had failed to de so. (Hear,
hear.) Havicg been deceived and wronged,
it was their duty to rise like one man and =ce
that their rights were .ot trampled upon,
(Cheers.) Their duty was uot only to speck
Lus aleo to wet, (Cheers.) e would wug
yesl that all present would constitute them-
selves a Nutional Committee aud niga their

pamlee on a vegister to be kept. {tlear)
Thi~  would be & practical beginping,
They could then wselect  from  wmony

Whercas, civilized nations have practically
sbandoned vapital punishment for political
offences ;

Cousidering, especially the fact. that Riel
had been recommended te the clemency of
the cour$, by the six jurymen, belenging to a
rees and oreed, [diflerent from hie, and to

| wonsturs nwel menbers for the

whom the State had entrnsted his trial, it
became the duty of the government to wuse
clemency towards him.

Cousidering, that three respites haviag been
grunted and the execution postponod three
times, this duty became all the more imper-
ative ;

Couosidering, also the fact that Riel had
surrendered nt the request of Gen. Middle-
ton; .

Cunsidering, that it is evident that the
Government has wade of this oxecution a
subject of ‘elcction ‘ecalculations, that it has
eoely computed how many ecats would has
won by hunging Riel, and how many wonld
be lost by a pulicy of clemency and justics;
that, finully, in view of giving ctbeot to its
caleulations, it has sacrificed him to the hatred
of fanatics, thuy allowing them to stir up
agsinet one nnother ther different ruces, who
in this sountry, live together under the peo
tection of the Britian tlag ;

Louis Rielon the 16th November, 1835, tae

They would;however,
weaken the javorable effect produted on public
opinion by thase assemblages by having Eng-
lishmen believe that the priests-and the
Purnellites have combined to take away and
forbid ab any convention the usual freedom
of discussion. The proceedings, they “say,
are all governed by the iron rule of machine
politics, in the uso_of which Irishmen have
borrowed some of the worst features of our
-American electioneering processes, ‘

Tt would be worse than useless to refute
these nssertions, Certain it is that between
Mr. Parnell, the Parliamentary party, the
clergy of both orders, and the great body of
voters there is a perfect understanding., The
popular masses are convinced, and they have
the best of reasons to De so, that their
lay and clerical leaders have at heart
the achisvement of a full measure of
justice and  freedom  for Irelsnd,
that tiey are uoanimoutly agreed on the
means of atiaining that end ; and they thus
leave to their trusted guides the regulation of
all the preliminaries for each Convention,
Each Convention, so far, has been an event
which deeply stirred the national hLeart, and
increased the faith of the people in the ulti-
mate triumph of their causa.

I do not think that Americans kave yet
come to understand what a mighty revelution
is taking place in Ireland, and what a unigue
and precicus lesson the Irich are giving to the
world in the truly Cbristisn spirit which
guides them in their struggle for indepeo-
dence, and the liberulity which the Catholic
majority show o Protestanta »f every denomi-
oasion.

The revolztion, hoth political und social,
utterly differs from any of the deep chonges
that havo cceurred in Lurepean countries
withic the i2st century in oue mcst essential
particniar.  In Feance, in Italy, in Spain and
Portugal, avid their vast colonies, the political
changes have either overturned altogether the
Christian religion, or implanted in the educa-
tion i youth and the spirit of the civil cdmin-
istration privciples so heostile to Christianity,
g0 benefui to all religious Delief and practice,
thut i taese countries legislation and govern-
men: are either positively hostile to the
Churc:t.or coldly indiffereat to all religious
interests. Kven in England the radical revo-
lution, which is only in its first stage, will De
pure within the next generation to assume
tcward revealed religion an attitude of bitter
antagonizm. The late extension of the fran.
chise goes for to grant to the English masses
und their representatives the political power

yieided to the Tiers Eta! in  France
when the tw> other constitutional bodies
consented to it in the same hall

with the representatives of the people, and
thus in abdicate virtuslly in favor of the
latter. “Vho that has any political sagacity
or foresight iz ¥szland but must see at the
close of this year of grace, 1885, that both
the House of Lords and the Church of Eng-
land are within ** measurable distance” of
their legal axtinction ? Of royalty I shoul?
only venture to predict that within the same
period it is destined to undergo profound
modificntions. And, while spenking of the
coming revolution iz England, I should also
say that the tranmsfer of political power and
of landed propecty from thie upper to the
lower classes will not, unless 1 very much
miscopceive the pature of thé morel forees
goverping the latter, e uaaccompanied by a
fearful and Llkeody uplieaval. I douot think
that Americ . schelars «nd statesmien have
talken ca i rote of the extent to which
skepticism .o deazight wabelief uve pene
trated, not emy the upper social strata in
Groat Britair, hut the very lewost, those
where religion has neagiectert {o ke it
nfiuence felt, There will be a terrible ro-
action.

In Irelard, on the controry, yoligion cmouny
tiie popular massey hes begy, under all the
wrongs snd never selliclently told sutleringy
of cepnturics, the only sustaining, scothing,

to be able to sever or to weaken,

There was in the revolutionary movemeunt
griginated by Fenianism and in the moral
principles inculeated by its leaders more thun
one danger for the religious faith of the Irish
people.

CHAPTER 1V.

Riggs and Blunt were meking great salfes of
real estate, and they were buying property
which bankrupt planters and dissatisfied
French residents were ready to srll at one
quarter the price of the real valne. 1o men
like Daniel Courtney, who had capital to in-
vest in making them productive, each wus

a good fortune, Persons who looked on
gave the young men credit for
their sagacity in the management of
the estates; it was impossible for out-
siders to compute the wealth of this for-
tunate land owner. Notonly in N — '
but all along the Missiesippi to Memphis, he
owned plentations here and there, that were
profitable and productive, and it was said
thet North or Seuth there could not be found
man eo rich as Daniel Courtney. The
officizla and the various grades of slaves em-
ploved on his vast plantations were like an
anny of vaseals,, vnd they all loved ¢ Magter
Damel.,” In the slave cabins thore vwas no
ead of the number of little ¢ Dans.”
Each mother looked for a present from
Muster through the overseer. No overseeron
the Courtney plantations dared to be crnel,
If such a case occurred, it was known that
he would show no mercy to the culprit, The
overseer was ut once discharged. Mr. Court-
ney encouraged his slaves in every possible
way. When he found a lad who had more
inteliect than was ordinary among the negros,
that boy was taken from manual labor iu the
field, and instructed in the trade for which he
manpifested an inclination, so that the car-
penters, blackamiths, and shoemakers on
Daniel Courtney’s plantations were, in moat
cuges, his own slaves. He allowed these
more privileges and better houses than
the #eld laborers, thus encouraging in
them a desire to rise ahove manual field
labor. Then there were a few of his slaves
whose intellectual tolents had inclined the
master to educate them in higher branches,
and they became usefut in his offices, where
surveyors and cumpetent clerks were needed.
These latter slaves .were, in almost every
instance, mulattoes, and fine looking
men. Mr, Courtney took care to keep
this class socinily distinet from his white
cfficials, They bad their reoms separate from
them, and were placed under the dircction of
the white superiors in order to avoid jealousy
and discoatent among his men, The slaves
were invariably faithful wed honest. They
were submissive to their forced captivity, bus
did nos mown the less over their lore of
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liberty, It  was  amopg  all  clusses
of  slaves  a  subjess  of  tears andt
wailing during the Christmas and New
Year's  feasts: for ot these  tmes

sloven in soushern plantations were bought
aud sold among the planturs; and tho peor
creatlres knew that with New Years, came
tie tline whea mothers woeuld be scut trom
their children and wives from their hushands,
wishout any copsideration for their feclings ;
they were treated like ““dumb driven cuttle,”
and sent fromn one plantation to another,
This was not the ease on the plantutions of

Mr. Courtney. His fatherly care of
his slaves was ane of the few ex-
ceptions. When % could be avoided, he

never separated a family. He kuew that
the family bond was a power to creste good,
and that tho destruction of family ties was a
never ending evil.

At Christmas all the planters gave their
sluves o week's holiday. In their cabins at
this time there was not, s may be supposed,
much hewrt-joy. They danced und sang, and
played the bavjo, but there was but little
licart in theee amusements ia the mejority of
eabies.  In their plaintive bullads and their
cheructeristic hyrone this could be koown.
They all loocked for a ‘‘gond time a-coming,
and s-coming,” and they sang with il their
strength *“to the God of Zion” to deliver
them. The old slavee, gray-haired wnd bent
with age, had o faith in their pear deliver-
nncs that waes prophetic. Their tearful voices
in prayer at their religious night-meetings
could be heurd far off. The cry wus net in
vain to the Father of all, though these poor
creatures wers scoffed at, thely bondnge was
made the sulject of amusement, and their
piety was nudiculed by many unbelievers,
Not by Danicl Ceurtney.

Once & year Mr. Courtney visited every
plantation belonging to him. He talked
freely with his slaves, and always began his
conversation with ¢ Well Sambo, how do you
do ? Does Auanty treat you well ? Come,
tell me all your troubles now, if you have
any,” A fat, good-natured, middle-aged
woman, with a red and ycllow bandsnna
handkerchief on her head and a home-made
woollen gown and petticont, standing near,
laughed out heartily. Courtseying to Mr,
Courtney, and wiping her mouth with the
corner of & blue check apron, as if preparing
or woanting to greet him aflectionately,
‘¢ Aunty,” as all middle-aged negro woman
were called, looked the picture of happiness
at tho moment which she could not contain !
¢ Why, Mastor Daniel,” she would suy, *‘the
Lord bless us, if you have not come down
on us ol of u sudden, like an angel!
We are mighty glad to aes you, Massa,
Sambe, the nigger, has only onc trouble,
Massn 3 his mouth is too big ; keeps mo cook-
ing Johboy cuke all day, he' ! ha t*

“Treated well all round, Aunty ?”

Then he pasded on to another cabin, wherc

 crowd from several of these tonements had
gothered to welcome the moster. It was

*“Master Duniel ” came round, and the little
urohins had showers of candies and pen--
ries scattered among them, for which the
scrambled pellmell, There was fuil liberty for
any discontented mon or -woman to come for-
ward and atate .his or! hér'grievancs, Tio
‘conigequence was,’It was rarely -that'any com.
plaints used to'be'niade. ' This ‘privilege of '
the sluyes. held the overscers in check, and
the slaves knew that any just complaint made
against them meant, discharge. 1"l gel
you, Cuto, and #end you to Missisaippi,” was
‘& fhreat that istruck terror in their hearts,
They : all knew that: no - other master
living: ‘was like *° Master Daniel,” and
to'leave him waé pupishment enough to make
them promise to be obedient at once.

There was *¢ hoe cake,
with some of master’s eggs and chickens—-—tﬁe
latter that died nobody knew how——and somg
pork and.cabbage ; and at night such dancin
and singing and conundrume as only could be
seen and heard on & happy plantation at the
South in_ those daya.

The housckeeper at the oversecs’s house
usually his wife, knew thut ovcusionally the
chickens were not, ss represviiel, car.
ried off by “foxes,” and that the hews
nests were not robbed by any other thun
human hands. Butitwas no use to w:cuse any-
ove. There is one privilege, it sccms, that
all ensloved people, black or white, consider
their own, and that is, to be untruthful in
some things ; the same kind of idea, 1 sap-
pose, that people have when they smuggle,
They say : * I only cheat the Goverement ;
it is tyrannica), and I am not bound to submit
to unjust Inws if Ican avoid it.” So Sambo
thinks that, as he belongs to his master, what
ever he wants to eat he is at diberty to take
if he can. He does not look upon it as theft.
Bugs of gold could lie before theee men and
not tempt them ; but it may be there is for
this another reason besides their honesty—
that is, the impossibility of their spending it
without detection.

Tne house servants at the Courtaey planta.
tions were trusted and well trested, They
were also well trained. The Southeru negro
cooks surpass all others in America in theex-
cellence of their cooking, The Southercer is
an epicure, and any fuult ot table irritutes
him ; 30 master muat not be disuppointed und
annoyed, This they all well nndersionl.

In good Southern families at this time ger:
vants identificd themselves with the waster
npd mistress and the children, ard they were
koown by the family name,

The slaves enjoyed their Methodist Camp
Meseting mere than any other privilege grant
ed to them, DMlethodist hymns and tunes
pleased them, nod excited their religious
feolinga to n degree, that was not always
pgreenble to those near them of a calmer
temperament—that is, if this same aunty’s
eccount can be relied upon. 1 had heard
so much of negro meetings and of the
peculine  diction of the sermons, oy well
as of the extraordinary scenes ‘¢ when
the  #pirit moved them,” s they
affirmed it did, I was Jed by curiosity to wish
to attend one of these meotings.

4 T would like to go with you to your meet-
ing, sunty,” I eaid one evening.

“\Well, migsus, you can go, sure enongh ;
but I don’t ndviseis. Them niggersget pwinl
excited after the singing hag gone on loud for
n time; rod, firss yor know, whack comes
somebody’s hand on the top of yonr head, and
then o on & sereamin’ * Lord, Lord !' instead
of you.

The humor and good nature of the slaves
when well trentod was universal, and cx-
amples of their gencrosity towards masters
and mistresses when in trouble, purticulatly
in finencial difficulties, would shame the
white race. It was not uncormon for a slave
who had goined hiz freedom to work many
yeara to give hia earnings to hiy master, an
to menntime deny Limself ordinary comforts.

We can well imagine what an attachment
oxisted between Daniel Courtney and lis
slaves, and it is not nccessary to sny that hig
orders were that they should be weoll treated
in every respect. But, liko a good master,
he required that their work should De weil
dowe. Lubin, his own especial peraonal
servant, was » mulatto, whom he hal edu-
catad sufficiently to make him very uscful to
him. He was intelligont and had good judg:
ment, therefore Mr, Courtney often confided to
his management troublesomo mattors, when in-
considerate applcants for favors haa to be
told that Mr. Courtney was obliged to puta
limit to his generosity towards them. Ile
could nlso trust to Lubin to recei® and de-
liver confidential lettors and papers. Ho
knew that no one could extort o word from
him respecting thom if secrecy were necessary,
nor hod Lubin the slightest idle curiosity
aboub the contents of these packages, or re-.

wpecting the persons to whom thoy were ad-
dressed, The ancient mutes weie nof morc
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gpeechless than Lubin when it was his
daty to be silent.’ But mno une could
be more active in discovering the bud faith of
anyone around his master than he was, when
Mr., Courtpey was in danger of being injured
by them. For & Tong time Lubin bad not
liked Captain Donaldson. He thought he
wae hanging about Mr. Courtuey for the sole

urpose of borrowing money from him, He
gg.'d a ship which Mr. Courtney had bought
for him, and he traded between New Orleans

and Philadelphia. Hia profeseions of friend-
ship had deceived his master, and
he had gained such u hold on his
confidence and ~affection that it was

iinpossible to make him helieve the slight
hints that Lubin, i & delicuts way, gave of
his opinicua of the eaptain. .

Captain  Dopsaldaon knew the value of
Lubin's yood opinion, and tried by presents
and fattery to win it. Lubin declined the
former respectfully, and despised him for the
flattery ; 80 & bitter hatred sprang up in the
captain’s hesrt againet the seod servent, und

he did po: fail to report falaehoods against-

him.

At the [{ull there were busy prepsrations
being made for My, Con boey’s return for the
holitaya, and Rigys and Blunt were ready to
altow n great ineresse of muncy in the banke,
as well a3 valuable additions to the real
estate from houses snd shops bought in the
city at wsuction sales, The profits were
almost fabuloues from the plantatiors. In
proportior to this increase his love of money
decreased,

sum which supplied all that hig heart corld

PRICE OF ALLIANCE,

as the alliance with the Irish party ismaintained.

Irish landlerds and loyalists wounld prefer a
solution of the question by a coaservative gov-
ernment, feeling convincad that be:ter terms
could be made for the protection of landlord in-
terests and the political representation of the
minority in the hoiue rule parli- ment,

PROTESTANT AND CATHOLIC.

The nationalists are prepared to give the full-
est guarantees for the protection of the Protes-
tant minority in any scheme of legislative inde-
pendense which will give the complete control
of their domestic affairs to representatives of the
Irish people sitting in Dublin, Five Prates-
tants have already been selected to represent
purely Catholic consttuencies in Munster, This
liberality of the nationalist party has produced
a marked effect on Protestant feeding.  There is
now a movement among members of Protestant
young men’s socicties tonding to bring over the
mass of thie yonnger generation cf Protestants
to the nationalist ranka.

This movement had its ocigin among the Pro-
testants of Cork, and meetings havo alrendy
been beld by them: to consider the advisability
of publicly throwing in their lot with the
nationalists. This threstened Protestant revnlt
and filled the old time conservatives with alarm
and indignation, and every effort will be mad«
to suppress or check it. The members of the
young Protestant party feel, howaver, that they
must throw in their lot with thelr countrymen
or cease to exercise any politieal influence out-
side of half a dozen districts whera the Pro-
testant population is in the overwhelming
majority.

DIVISION OF HONORS. .

By maintainiog the character of a hostile
Anglo-Irish garrison the Protestants would be
practically excluded from all shate in the gov-
ernment of thewr country. Recoguizing this
fact, and also the willingness of tho Nationaljsts
to concede to them a fair share of political
Loner and power, the more intelligent non-land-
lord Protestants are inclined to separate them-
selves from tha English garrison aad frankly to
take up their position in the Nationalist ranks
as Irish citizens. Should this movement acquire
the developmeat which it promises, it is thought
that the Iast argument aguninst the concession
of Home Rule wonld bo removed.” Mr. Prraell
could then speak as the representative of an
almost unanimous nation,

Mcr, Gla ‘stone spoke with_full knowledge of
this important movement in Irizh opinion. Mr.
Parnell’s reply to the Grand Old Man is re-
garded as o remarkable exhibitron of political
fencing, Great curiosity is felt as to whether
BMr. Gladstons, having gone as far as he has,
will not venture boldly to lay & plan for home
rule before the British nation, and to ask a
verdict on it at the polls. In this way only
could he securc the Irizh vote at thegeneral
slections. If the populsr verdict were favorable,
home rule would then be conceded in the firat
gession of Parlinment, and the foundation would
be Inid of g resl union between Great Britain
and Ireland.

RIEL'S APPEAL FOR JUSTICE,

A LETTER ADDRESSED BY IIIM TO THE PEOCLB
OF THE UNITED STATES DURING THE TP-
RIEING.

Louie Riel, the martyred Chief of the
Metis, wrote on the 6th of May last, two days
before the battle of Bateche, a letter which
he sent to the Irish TVorld, of New
York, and which he entitled *‘‘Aun ap-
peal for justice,” It wus addressed
©To the Citizens of the United States.™
The editor of the Irish World, judging that
the printing of this docament might be pre-
judicial to Riel during hia trial, aud whil» Lis
fate was stili pending, hus withoeld it { cm
pablication until now,

The letter is un eloguent protest wgainst
the wrongs that were iullicted on the half-
breeds, and a powerful plea for the symp=thy |
of civilized pations. We cummerd it to the
sitention and careiul consideration of the
Caonadinn public.  Louis izl wrote :(—

FerLow Mexs: The outside world has hieard
but littie of my people since the beginuing of
this war in the Nurthwest, and that little has
becn related by agents and apologists of the
bloodthirsty British empire. As of old,
Epgland’s infernat machination of falsehood
has been employed to defame our character,
to misrcpresent our motives, and to brand our
soldiers and nllies as cruel savages. These
thiogs I learn from American papers, which
come to me through the same channel that I
gend this to you. Theend whick our enemies
have in view is plain, Their object is to pre-
vent good people from extending to us their
sympathy, while they themselves may rob us
in the dark and murder us without pity. * *

Our lands in the North-West Territory,
the possession of which was solemnly con-
firmed by ffovernment fifteen years ago, have
since been torn from us and given to lund
prabbers who never saw the country—and
this after we had cut down forests, plucked
up stumps, yemoved rocks, ploughed and
seeded the soil, and built substantinl bomes
for ourselves and our children.

Nearly all the good available lands in this
Territory (as is the case with the lands east
of the Rocky Mountains) are already in the
clutches of Koglish lords, whe have large
berds ot cattle grazing thereon; and the
riches which these lands produce are drained
out of the conntry and sent over to England
to De consumed by a people that fatten on a
system that pauperizes us,

This wholesale robbery and burglary has
been carried on, and it js etill carried on,
with the connivance of accursed Eogland.
The result is extermnation or slavery.
Against this monstrous tyranny we have been
forced to retel. It is not in human nature to
quiotly acquiesce in it.

In their treatment of us, however, the be-
hevior ot the English is not singular. Follow
thoso pirates the world over, and you will
find that everywhero and all times they adept
the same tactics and operate cn the same
thievish Jines.

It lLas been al-
legedk  that these agencies have been
known to act in  a manner thwt
savors of levying bleckmuil en  houscs
that aro not strong enoungh to resist their ap.
proaches. It hus also beon suid that a little
sunvity in manner and streogth in the matter
of fees will obtuin just what ruting o trades-
mun likes, Those who are curious to know
tho truc inwardness of these alleged reporting
agencies cannot do bettor then atudy a book
writton on the subject not long ago by no less a
p'orson than the ' distinguished Geperal

Meagher. This gives some rather remark.
able axposures. Certain it is that the reports
of the agencies are no uae, und often abso.
lutetymischievons, Not long ago one of the
agencies was mulcted in damsages in Ontario
for having rated a truder as ﬁrat-du.as,‘
wherens he hsd never had money, and
st the time was utterly insolvent. By
this s wholesale houso who weakly con-
fided in the report of the sagency
lost & large sum, and, as this was done on the
strength of the report, sued and obtained
judgment for a coneiderable amount, Bat
the corporation being u foreign one, with its
headquarters in New York, beat the whole-
sale house on the execution, A sound prin.
ciple was, however, vindicated, as it wag
yesterday, by Mr, Justice Loranger. The
commercial community should endeavor
to work witnout these agencies, which
have been plainly proved by the Carsley case
alone to be autterly untrustworthy, mis-
chievous, careless, and, it may be, capable of
peing malicious. To claim that their flimsy
statements, which they, themselves, with
consummate impudence, uffect to decline re-
spensibility for, are to be privileged, is the
height of absurdity, and it is well that the
bubble shounld have received a good pricking
at the hands of the Superior Court.

REDRESSING THE GRIEVANCES.

The Hon. Thomas White, the new Minister
of the Interior, has been travelling in the
North-Wast in order to become acquainted
with the people and ascertain personally what
are their wants and grievances. Addresses
and petitions trom tho while settlerain all
parts of the territory were showered ugon the
Minister as he advanced on bis jouracy. The
petitions =all contain shout the sume sumber
and kind of grievances, and al) put forth the
same claims for justice and fair-dealine,

Theso white settlers want rriluay ;ommw
nication with thie larger centrcs of businees
und un outlet for their produce; they want
control over their ownlucal ullsirs ; they wunt
the odd sections of land now reserved by the
Government thrown open fur rettiement and
homesteading, They want the remission of
timher dues, more frequent and more rapid
muil connection, and a better system of postal
delivery. They want the officers of the
Civil Service to bs appointed from com-
petent local men, and not from strangers
snd foreigners imported from abroad. They
want o supply of seed grain, as their creps
were killed last spring and autumn by the
severe frosts and by the rebellion.. They
want reform in the administration of justice
ond trial by jury inatead of by half a jury,
and all the priviliges of Habeus Corpus. This
last claim actually astonished the Minister
for, notwithatanding his extensive knowledge
of public aflairs, it waa not until he arrived in
the North-Weat that he learned the fact
that the people there are deprived of what he
termed the ** inalienable right ot every British
¢ aubject in every part of the empire.”

From every section of the country the
people are ananimous in their demand for
representation in the Dominion Parliament.
They are not particularly in love with a sham
system of government through a Northwest
Council, the majority of whese members are
appointed by the Federal Goverpment, and
who ere neither mors nor leas thun meachinee
for registering the forerone decreca of the
Miniaters st Ostawn, The ({on, Minister
symputhizes with all their claims, and assures
them that they are in proces: of i ttlement,
and that they will have repreeentation in the
next Iarliament,

Now, is it not passing etruuge that these
claims with which thé Government, throngh
ita responsible Minister, acknowledges to-day
and is actually engaged in settling, are the
very same in sumn and substance ag tiose
made by Riel in his famous * Bull of Rights”
on tehalf of his oppreased countrymen? And
yet becanse ho dared, after repested peace-
able attempts, o draw the attenrion of the
Government to these glaring grievances in
the only way which seemed te him and
his people calculated to make the Govern-
ment listen to them—he was hanged as a
criminal, a malefuctor, and a murderer. e was
invited to surrender and led to believe that
he would Le honorabiy treated with as an
aclnowledged belligerent. The (Goverpment
took possession of all his papere, thep, Judas'
Iike, betrayed him, refusing even to produce
the papers during his triul lest they might
prave favorable to the prisoner and show
that he was forced into tho position which he
occupied.

T'o the fanatics wha are blaming the French
Capadian people to-dsy for their disloyalty
in eympathizing with a rebel, we commend
the calm consideration of the following facts
from an suthority on North-West matters,
than whom there is no higher in the Dom-
inion.

The Lev., Pere André, Superior of the
Oblate Fathers in the North-West Territories,
says the rebellion is chargeabie to the abpor-
mal system of government %o which the
conntry hnd been subjected- He aflirms that
if there had been o reeponsible goveroment
with suthority snd power to remedy tic
grievances of the half-breeds, there would
have heen no rebellion. He nmintains that
the réle played by Riel in the rcbellion wus
forced upon him, Listen to Father Andrés
own words :—

Tt car, in all truth, be stated, and the

o trary will oot destroy the fact, that itwed

QObeyicg the dictates of conscience of jus-
tice and right, Tl FosT stoed by that great
Frish national movement through those dark
days, unttl to-day we hove the satisfaction of
geeing the entice Lrish Hierarchy, & larce
section of the Awmnerivan Episcopate and clergy,
snd, we are proud to add, s good num-
ber of the most eminent  prelates
and respected prieste in Canadn enrolled io
the ranks of the National League and aiding
the National movement by pen, voice, and
pocket. Thus hus time brought us & swift
and eloguens justification of the course
adopted nial purtued by Tur Post,

1ill history repezt itself ic regard to the
present movement, which has been inaugur
ated by the people of Canada to punish &
Mipistry for » grea$ crime, but which has
been condemned in pretty etrong and warm
terms, aa will be seen by o rcference to
another columao.

Yes, we think history will repeat iteelf.

Our reasons for so thinking are few, but
they are funcamental and fusuperable,

In the first place the movement is a juat
and legitimate owe. The people who elect
the government are the ones to pass judgment
upon the actions of the Government ; that is
their right and ¢hat is tho essence of the con-
stitutional systed: under which we live, We
don't suppose there is any intention of die-
potsessing  or preventing the people from
ueing ®uch » right ns they deem fit and
proper. .

Now, the present government, known as
Sir Jobn A. Maudonald's, has, in the course
of its administration of the offnirs of the
conntry, sent a man to the gallows whom his
judges had recommended to mercy, for whose
life civilization and humanity pleaded ie
every shape and form, whose grace had been
petitioned for by the immense moajority of
the Canndian people, bub whose head was de-
mumled by o tloodthirsty and fanatical

secsion of the cemmunity.

That execuijon, like ony othier act of the
Governmint, say, for instance, Sir Joha's
telegram o another 810,000, brcomes a
subject fur the pecple’s approval or disap-
proval, And who is going to assert and rold
that ouly this or that portion of the people
arc interested in parsing judgment upon the
conduct of tbe Government? Still we are
told that the KEnglish, the Scatch aud the
Irich people of Canada have nothing to do
with the hanging of Riel; that it is poue of
their funeral, and that the French ought to be
left to themeselves to settle the question.

Against this doctrine we must protest
moat emphatically, Thisis a most pernicious
and unconstitutional proposition to lay down
in a coufederation like ours, and where the
pululation is so mixed, both s regards creed
and nationality.

It amounts to saying that the Canadian
peeple, as a whole, should not take
united action for cr against a palicy or an
act of the Covernment, that this section
or that sectien of the country, that this por

. tion or that portion of the population only
should act as the government’s conduct
aflects it. Thas, if the people of Ontario
suffered from ony mearure of theGovernment,
the people of Quebec and the other provinces
should not bother their heads about Ontario’s
suffering, it did'nt concern them.

Huch a political doctrine is ag absurd on the
face of it ns it is mischievous, As the body
ennnot afford to liave any of its memiers
harted with imypuuity, so the Confederation
cannot afford to see any of its provinces un-
justly dealt with, When one is touchcd the
others must come to its rescue.

So that far from holding and teaching that
the Trench-Canadians, or the Province of
Qrebec nlone, should be left to deal with the
Government in this Riel matter, we say and
hold that i% is the duty of all citizens of this
Dominion, irrespeetive of creed or rice, to
organize and halp to onst a Government that
hay so basely diseredited itweil.

acter and object of the Riel movement. There
is absolutely no guestion of race or religion,
or national party, in the sense it is used,
at the bottom of the movement. Wo are
more than surprised, that any should have
been led into such grievous error concerning u
great public movement, and owing to
that error, and to the want of reliable, full
and authentic informstion concerning the
true .character and aim of the movement,
should be led to pass an unjust and un-
deserved condemnation upon it and those who
support it.

The movement is in no way exclusive ; it is
not directed agaioat any claes or race of «cit
zung, for it embraces them all. There ia no
intention of the French riding it rough shod
over anybody else, All that is sought for,
all that is demuanded, is the overthrow of a
Government which the people consider, and
have a perfect right to consider, did net con-
sult the best interests of Canadam in hanging
Louis Riel.

A DEMAGOGIC LIE.

IT was not to be cxpected that the Mont-
real Gazette wonld abandon the Government
and party in which its fortunes are so inti-
mately bound up ; but the public have =right
to expect from it that there will be no wilful
deception or falschoods about the avents that
are developing in the politioal world, When
the Gacetle calls the movement inaugurased
on the Champ de Mars one ‘‘for the forma-
tion of & French Cupadian party,’” it
premulgates a demagogic lie,—a lie calcu-
lated to embitter one section of the poople
against the other,—a lie calculated to
fan the flames of a war of races.
The movement is not for the formation of a
Freoch-Capadian  party, it in solely and

other scction of the people that might have to
resent an injury done them by the govern:
ment, and then we would as willingly and
forcibly invite the rest of the citizens to co-
operate with them to attain their object. Is
the Gazetle preparing to follow in the steps of
the Toronto Afail, which is excitedly talking
about French domination, after having been
maintained in power for nearly s quarter of a
century by the spame French people? If the
Gazetie cennot be honest and truthful, it
ought, at least, to be careful.

The Montreaal Gazette of this morning says:
‘ An eveniog contemporary, which professes
¢ to speak on behalf of the Irish Catholics of
¢ Montreal,” Our morniog contemporary
has discovered at a rather late hour of the
day that it is only a matter of profession
with its *“evening contemporary” when it
speaks on behalf of the Irish Canadian
peoplc.

The peculiarity zbout the Gazette’s dis-
covery is, that us long as the “evening con-
temporary,” to which it now denies the
right to speak in  the nume of the
Irish people, supported the Goverrment
of Sir John Macdonald, its measures and its
men, the Qazetre pever feund any fauls with
the * evening contemyporary” for speaking in
the neme, net only of the Irish Cutholics of
Montresl, but of the Irish Cuatholics of the
Dominjon.

The
bapging of Louis Riel and the maibten-

than once, and by men of undoubted weight
of character and experience, been called in
question, Bat still he wae hanged.

But not, mark you, for his puri in tho late
insurrection ; he was hanged hecause of the
execution of Scott at Fort Garry in 1870, For
this crime he had already sutfered the severeat
of punishments, banishment from his own
country and people.

THE NEGLECTED GRAVES OF AN HIS-
TORICAL CANADIAN BURYING
GROUND.

The writer recently paid a visit to the old
Protestant burying ground un the Papineau
Réud, the last resting place of many of the
Peotestunt dead of Montreal, and of Canada,
of « pust generation. 1t is now nearly four
svore years since this old burial place was first
spcned. It wasthen far out on the outskirts of
the city, being tully three miles distant from
the parish church of Notre Dame, but at the
present day the city has stretched over a mile
cactward of it.

1t is now over forty years since the new
Protestant burying ground—Mount Royal
Cemetery—was openedpand o large number
of the bodies huve been removed to it, but the
remains of those who had or have no living
friends here still lie neglected in the old
ground.

On entering that old home of Montreal and
Canada’s almost forgotten dead ones, the
words ot the poet came forcibly and appro-
priately to mind :—

" Perhngn 1in this neglected spot is lald
Some hieart once pregnant with colestial fire,

Hauds that the rod of empire mighd Lave swayed
Or wake t0 exstavy the living lyre '

This place, doubtless, seventy years ago,
was & 8pot of benuty, n well nttended to home
of the dead, having flower-decorated graves
carefully looked after by living, loving rela-
tions, with handsome headstones and costly
tablets erected to perpetuate tneir memories,
und neat iron railings enclosing many of the
graves,

What a sickening sight now presents iteelf !
It has the appearsnce of un '‘ carthquake’s
spoil,” ag if it had Deen the scene, on gome
past day, of a battle fiedd! Fublets displaced !
Heudstones and railiogs broken and scattered
Lere, there and everywhere around, remem-
beriny one of the ravages of hostile urtillery !
Opencd awd still untilled graves, from which
thie remnins have been taken and removerd to
Mouns Royal Cemetery, presenting & ghustly
sight !

Tuiy old neglected spot is very dear to
mazy of the present generation—purticoliarly
to Scotchmen ; two-thirds of the sleepers
there bear Scotch pumes ; many of them have
now vo relations in Montreal, being senttered
ull over the Dominion of Canada, many others
of them never had relutions liviug here, being
young men—>Scoteh lade, who came over at
that early day to seck their fortunes in
Canada, lie buried there! No kind eye to
watch or look after their last resting pluce!
Their friends or families in Scotland holding
burial certificates, showing that this and that
one ot their friends lies buried ia the Protest-
ant burying ground on the Papinenu Road, in
the city of Montreal, Caunda. But were such
relatives to visit Montreal at the present doy
it would be a sorrow{u! sight for them to wit-
ness the desecration there! They might as
well seek the burial place of Moses on Neho's
Mountain Slope as to tind the spot of earth
covering their dead here.

The writer's family was early connected
with the destinies of Csanada, and while
searching amid the surrounding desclution
aad desceration of this old burying ground,
he came across the headstone erected over the
lust resting place of his paternal grandfather
und three members of his family, bearing the
following inscription :—

This headstone records the dentha of four
of the family—ths writer's family, but of this
family, paternal and mateinsl, kearing the
same name, it may truly be said of them :—
“ Their graves are severed far and wide.”
Some of them are sleeping on battlefielda in
far Indin. Several fell during the American

tcvolutionary war, One died around the
lost Fat recaptured cannon on Lundy’s Lane.
Another, & West India Planter, fills a grave
sever scen by any of bis family. And, stiil
apvther, a Chief Factor in the Hudaon Buy
Company, lies buried on a Iacific slope of
the Rocky Mountaing, the epot being only
known to & few hunters of the Buflulo and
traders in furs. The whistle of the railway
may nuw be heard newr his lost vesting place,
but he heeds it not!

The head of the family, as recorded on
thiz headstone, visited Cunada over one hun-
dred years ago, in 1774, then quite a youth,
This was while the United States were
Colounies of Great Britalo. e was in Boston
Harbour the next year {1775) on board of a
British maag-of-war, during the battle of
Buuker’s Hill, and was an eys-witness of that
battle. Twenty-five years later he became a
permanent settler in Canada and was one of
the Hrat Scotchmen to cut down a tree in the
then wilds of Argentenil.

Hugh Fraser, the sleeper in that lone grave,
far away from his-netive hills, No blooming
heather nor blue bells of old Scotia to mark
the spot, was born about the year 1750, in
Iaverness, Scotland. This was a few years
after the Scotch rebellion of *45.  His father
snd all his fathes's relatives were in the
Fraser Regiment on fatal Culloden, fichting
for Jioyal Prince Charlic! fis mother, with
hundreds of other Scotch women, was in the
F'ragser camp, follawing the fortunes and mis-
fortunes of the ctan.  The dread echoes of
Culloden sounded in her enrs ! She was un
eye witness of the aweep aud the trewp of
Cumberiand’a proad horse rs they parsued
and unmercifuiiy cab down the brolen nnd
gentlerad elans !

We muy here note that arelxtive of his
fither's wes the standard-Learer of the Frusee
fiag on Culloien. 1Te maved his hmnver by
leaping w dyke wiich o pursuing Camberland
harse csuld not clenre ! but receiving from the
dragoon o sabre sl-sh, na a farewell parting,
on his right feg.  That same maa—ihirteen
yesrs latep—zareied that sune banuer under
Sir Simon Frazer, in tae sama regiment, in
Wolfe's army, rad plented it in the royal
cange, on the plias of Abraham, at Quebee,
on the 13th of September, 1759,

Loxpox, Nov. 2l.—A Parnellite mani-
festo eigned by Mesers. T. P. O'Connor,
Jua}in MeCarthy, Sexton, Healy, Redinond,
O’Kelly and Biggar has been issued to the
electors of Great Britain and Ireland. It says
the Liberals are appealing to the electors for
support under fulse pretences. 'L'hey bave
flagrantly violated their solemn pledges made
to Ireland. It denounces the coercive
practices resorted to under their regime aud
says the manner of their enforcement of the
Coercion uct has been most brutal. Juries
have been packed with unpreoedented shame-
lessness, and innocent men have been hanged
or sent to a living death of penmal secvitude,
I'welve hundred persons have been im-
prisoned without trial, and ladies have been
convicted under an obsolete act directed
ugainst the degraded of their sex.

It has been decided to transfer the
hendquarters of the executive committeo of
the English branch of the National leugue to
Liverpool for the remainder of the campaign,
Mr, T, P, Q’Connor, president of the British
branch, will, however, remain ia London.
whenee he will direct the Irish campaign
throughout Great Britain. The Parnell
manifesto hus infused new life_into the Cor-
gervalive purty management, Lord Randolph
Churehill, Sir Michael Hicks-Beach and llon,
\V. H. Smith, war secretary, are devoting
their entire energics to the Tory campaign
work. To.day they issued an urgent appeal
to ull those London Conservativo clectors
who usually spend November out of town to
return if possible at once and take part in
the campaign work.

NATIONALIST CONVENTION IN DUBLIN,

Duprix, Nov. 21.—Mr. Parnell presided
at a confereuce of
czndidaten for Parliament held here to-day.
It was decided to adopt uniform clectoral
tactics, with the view of avoidirg lisbility
under the stringent Corrupt Practices Act.
The Nutionalists will employ a few lawyers
to advise them, but will rely chiefly on volun-
teer counsel. They will ulso issue placards
explainiog the chief provisions of the
Corrupt Practices Act, so that cause shall not
be given for petitions to set aside elections
on the ground of intimidatior. DParnell an-
nounced the receipt of the additionnl sum of

MOURNING FOR RIEL.

Enthusiastic Meeting of French Canadlans
in YYareester.

WORCESTER, Nov. 15.—In response to a
hastily issued call, between 400 and 500 Freecl
Conudians met in St Jean Baptiste Hall to
protest against the action of tho Cana-
dian government in the execution of Louis
David Riel. P. H. Lanpgleia presided and
spoke Uriefly, The other speakers were
John G. Crawford, late United States consul
in a Capadian city ; Mr. Arthur Churland,
of St. John, Que., formerly editor
of a  Holyoke paper; Victor IBel
anger, editor of the Courier de HWorcesiér,
and Henry Boland, a Yarisian j surnalist. The
speeches, which, with the exception of Craw-
ford’s, were in French, were strongly denun-
ciatory of the hanging cf Riel, who was
alluded to as the John Brown of Cenada, and
the action of the Capadian government wus
contrasted with the generous treatment ex-
tended by the United States te the leaders of
the rebeltion. They prophesied that the
hanging would prove to be the Waterloo of
the Macdonald Government, The resclutions
drawn by DMr. Boulanger recite that the
Csnadian Government, in granting the rights
to the hulf-breeds for which Riel fought,
have virtually condemned themselves for
hanging him, that the jury which convicted
Riel conuisted of omly »six men, that his
indictment was not muade under oath, that
this jury recommended him to mercy, and
that the deatb penalty is not now applied by
civilized nations for political offences. They
condemn Macdonuld and his ministry. The
meeting adjourned with cheers for Riel's
memeory and groans for the Canadian minis-
try.

Reciva, N. W.T., Nov. 16.—Among the
poapers left by Louis -Riel is one entitled
“The Prophecy of Regina,” which is as fol-
lows:—

¢ Seeing that King Charles IL of England
kad the right of Government in the North-
West, he was bound by the nature of these
rights, and a8 o Christian Prince, to see,
saith the Lord, that not only the possession
of the territory should be advaatageouns to
his realm, but also that the Enoglish
domination should be wuseful to the
North-Weat. The duty of the Royal office
was to adjust between the Eoglish on the
one side-and $he tribes of the North-West on
the other the balance of their interests, saitlh
the Lord, and to cause to De given, the one
to the other, that which belonged to them,
I remember the sense and significance of the
churter that the King of Epglsnd gave in
1670 to the company of traders of Hudson
Bay. I have judged the spirit of Pagan
pertiality with which it was worded, saith
the Lord. That charter, establishing the
English adventures as absolute masters of the

commerce of the . inhabitants, without
guarantee, without restriction, without
any remedy, without the least com-
petition, as an entire and complete

violation of the principles of equity, it is
necessary that I arrange myself, saith the
Lord, apd that my justice shounld take in the
Government of the empire the sum of the
retribution it demands, This commercial
monopoly of the Company of Hudson Bay,
founded on no right, based on tae solitary
caprice of a brigand king, calling himself
¢ Britunnic Majesty,’ has never had any au-
thority, has never had, saith the Lord, uny
moral hold on the North-West, and has
existed there only by tke

charter which is most false and odious in my
eyes, saith the Liord, is that it accorded to
people without principle, and remaved from
all control, rights, magisterial and govern-
mental in the North-West.

Of tho amcunt snbacribed
towards the [mprovement Fund, §692 84 hud
heen expended in erecting pionacles und con-
fessionals, 8596.89 for puimiing the chureh,
8562 80 for ove chuteg, ete., and $140 for
sdvertising for tenders, makiug a total of
$1,992.33. The rev. gentieman nlso stated
that masses wers offered up every weck by
the bishop snd the preiats of the divcese for
the members of the congregativn who con-
tributed.

A PHILADELPILA DISASTER

SERIOUS RESULIS OF AN OIL TANK EX-
PLOSION—MANY MEN KILLED O Iy
JURED—BOME SAD SCENES GF SUFFED-
ING—A BRAVIS MAMNS ACT.

PriLapeLruis, Nov. 18.—The explosion of
a tank of o1l ut the Philadelphia Lubric com.
pany’s works this morning resuited in the
death of n man and the protiable death of o
boy, the serious injury of others aned ti:. hartial
destruction of the establishment. The victimg
are : Alex, Banks, sged 40, burned tou eris
he was superintendent of workmen and }mi
recently comefrom Pittsburye; Chas, Murghall
sged 12, at work with men under the tank
cannot be found ; Jossph Kobinson, maried
aged 35, boiler-maker, entire body :-arribl);

MecLeun, of this city, aged 24, single, hurned
about head and extremities, probably will not
recover ; Arthur Grueber, of England, aged
28, single, entire body terribly burned, will
die. The works have been running io their
full capacity, and early this morniyg a gang
of mep, numbering about ffteen, were set at
work to repair the stone foundarisn under o
Iurge iron still which contained 130 hoirels of
crude oil. The repsirs had icen partiaily
completed, and several of the mca were in
plustering up tho interior wa when the
man-hole of tne still was blown ofl, seiting
the oil on fire, tilting over the still, and
cansing the burning oil to fali en the men
below. The exploston was followe) o few
secondas later by a second report, and a dense
volume of smoke

THE UTMOST CONSTERNATION ENSUED

among the workmen, Several rauin differ-
ent directions to sound an alarm while the
remainder assisted in cariny for these who
had been injured. In a remarkoshly short
time nfter the explosivn the works were sue-
rounded by a large crowd of men, women
and children, and when it becanme known
that & number of men had been killed or
badly injured great excitement ensued, Con-
siderable time elapsed beforc any of the fire
uppuratus reached the scene, by which time
the oil, which still remained in the tilted
tank and the portion which had flowed to the
ground, was burning fiercely. Within « few
minutes after the explosion Superintendent
Strain called all the employees togsother and
the work of rescuing the injured was com.
menced. An elderly man whose name could
not be obtained was found lying aguinsta
fence which surrounds the works, about
seventy-five yards from the exploded turk.
He wus unconscious and was terribly buraed
about the head and face. Joseph Licbinson
wus discovered lying on the ground close to a
poel of burning oil.  Kis clothing was satu-
rated wish oil and part ofit had been burned
off. He was picked up and carried to the
company’s works, where o portion of the
flesh of his right leg dropped off. Mex.
Banks was working iminediately under the
tank when the explosion took piace. While
the rescuing party were searching avound for
the victims his body was observed as the
wind carried the smoke away lying on the
ground close to the foundation walls nnd sur-
rounded with blazing oil, Michael Cava-

and notwithatanding the proteats of hia com-
panions crawled along on the ground after
one of the firemen had saturnted his clothing
with water. When withic reach of the un}
fortunate man he grasped his right foot, and
when he made ap effort to draw the Dody ont
the man’s foot parted from the bedy. Cavy
anngh dropped it and hastily reached a place
of sufety, leaviag the body to the flames
Cavangh's fuce nnd hoands wore badly burned
by coming in contact with the blazing oil]
A few minutes sfter Cavanagh escaped th
tenk fell and Banks was hid from view
Charles McLean snd Arthur Grueber were
also found lying olose to the burning still, the
former being uaconzcious and hoth terribly
burned. Several other men who were work-
ing close to the still at the time of the ex-
plosion were also burned, but their injuries
were comparatively slight. The injured were
taken to tho Pennsylvania hospital where
their wounds were dressed. Soon after the
exploston oceurred the burning oil, which had
run from the still when it careencd, flowed
along the ground, communioated fire to threo
adjoining tanks, and ot onoe time threatencd
the destruction of the entire eastern end of
the works, This danger, however, wis
averted by the hard work of the fire depart-
ment and ut ono o'clock the firo was under
control, Loss, $30,000. The body. of the
misging boy, Charles Mitchell, was finally
recovered. 'T'wo more victims, Joseph Robin-
son and Arthur Grueber, died this afternoon.

THE GOUNTRY'S PROTEST.

Sime Oontario papers had szaid that French
Canadians had no right to assemble to
discuss this matter, but he would say that
they had s perfect right to do so and that all
pationalities admitted the Meiis of the
Suskatchewan had been unfairly treated.
(Cheers.) Ricl had fallen the victim of a
judicial murder (cheers), and it was the duty
of all nationaiities to see that such a crime
was not repeated. (Cheera.) This was a
free country, and not even the Government
had the right of committing judicial murder.
{Hear, hesr.) It was eaid that Riel had
died according to the sentence passed upon
him, and that that sentence was just and
deserved. (No, no,} It would be said the
sentence was truly given according to the
law as it stands in those territories, but
the carrying out of the .sentence was a
sanguinary outrage., (Cheers.) There were
many judicial wurders in history which
had been perpetrated according to law,
but which did not remove the opprobrium
which rested on the shoulders of those who
had committed them. Mary Stuart had
been judicislly executed, but her murder
was a stain on Elizabeth’s historical record.
(Hear, hear.) When the head of Louis
X VL fell under the guillotine his trial had
been ¢ arried on according to law, but,
nevertheless, the judgment of history has
been adverse to the Government of the

Revolution, and the act has been con-
demned by all friends of liberty and
humagity.

M.P.P, for St. Hyacinthe, and leader of the
Liberal party in the Province bf Quebec.
The hon. gentleman received a perfect ovation,
and large numbers Hocked from the other
stands to hear him, Hesaid:
Compatriots—Riel, their brother, was dead,
a victim of the tanaticism of Sir John A.
Mazdonald and of the treason of three
of their people—(Shame)—three who, to
save their wretched portfolics, sold
their brother. (Sbame.) Riel died on the
acaffold like the patriots of 1837 ; Lie died
like a hero and a Christian ; in the face of
death he gave his heart to Canads, and, like
the Saviour, he forgave his enemies. There
was no fear in him at that sublime moment.
The martyr bequeathed his widow
and orphans to his country; they are
now the mjopted children of Canadians.
In the hanging of Riel the Government had
struck a blow at justice and humanity, and
this is why the Franchm-n who had been
esemies before met as iriends to weep for
the man whose death raised a ory
of pity frem the hearts of .l
civilized people. The three French min-
isters of the Cabinet were hiding in the pur-
licus of Orangeism, and Sir John Macdonald
was hiding his shame on the waves of the
ocean, so that the curses of a whole people
would not reach his ears. But the curses
of the 50,000 people assembled on the
Champ de Mars that day would follow him.
The speaker did not hate Chapleau, Lange-
vin, and Caron, but he deapised them.
Mr. Mercier then said that four days before
Riel was executed he wrote a lotter to Mr.
Chapleau persistently calling on him to resign
and Riel would be saved from the scatlaldl.
He also told him if ae resigned his aeat in the
Cabinet he would resign the leadership of the
province of Quebec in his favor. The
speaker said he koew he made a
sacrifice in making this offer, but Chaplean
was in the Cabinet lo-day and Riel was
dead. This death bad united all French-
Capadians, The Conservativea wore guilty
of frasricide indirectly by their past policy of
associating with Sir John Macdonald, He
hoped the union of the Fremch Cunadians
would be now ccmented, and he believed it
would, for he saw one platferm, uader
the presidency of a Libersl ulderman,
Mr. Beaubienm and Mr. 1rudel, and on
that platform he was speaking under «
Conservative president and along with ex-
Judge Coursol, M.F., and Mr. Bergerou,
who had heen Conservatives, Iu this move-
ment the French did not wish to attack the
English, nor did they wish to rebel, for one
crime would not justify another. This was
a movement not to break up Lut to coneoli-
date the interests of the country, but he
hoped that his Conservative friends would
oot te annoyed if he snid that this was the
last of the damned alliance betwecan the
Orangemen and French Conservatives.
