On the Right hand page of each month are the changes
of the moon, its Rising, Southing, and Setting, with the
time of High Water at Charlottetown. The bearing of the
Moon at the time of the changes, the time of Perigee and
Apogee, crossing the Equinoctial and of reaching its greatest
North and South Declination, are given for the purpose of
assisting and testing weather. It being generally found that
the Lunar Equinoctials are marked by atmospheric dis-
turbances, the stronger the more nearly the times agree with
the moon’s changes or Perigee. x x and x x x are
added to mark when two or three of these influences concur
within 48 hours space.

In the course of every lunation the Moon passes each of
the Planets in succession, the Planet being sometimes
hidden by the moon. There will be eleven such
occultations during the year, Mercury, August 22nd, Venus,
February 29th and August 17th, Mars, August 24th, Saturn,
January 8th, Neptune, January 7th, February 3rd, March
2nd 29th, June 2oth and July 17th, but none of these will
be observable here as they will all occur either in the day
time or when the Moon is below the horizon.

This Court and the Exchequer Couart were organized
under the provisions of 38 Vic., Cap. 11.

The Supreme Court has both . original and appellate
jurisdiction—Qriginal, as to (1) habeas corpus in criminal
and extradition cases ; (2) judicial opinions to the Crown;
(3) private bills and petitions therefor referred by the
Senate or House of Commons ; and (4) civil suits in which
the validity of a Dominion or Provincial Act is questioned.
Appellate in appeals' (1) from the Exchequer Court; (2)
from the Provincial Courts ; (3) in habeas corpus cases ; and
(4) in election cases.

THE EXCHEQUER COURT OF CANADA.

The Exchequer Court has original jurisdiction (1) in
revenue cases; (2) in civil suits when the Crown for the
Dominion is plaintiff; (3) controversies between the Do-
minion and the Provinces, or between two Provinces.

The Judges and officers are the same as in the Supreme
Court.
