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THE IDOLS OF EPHRAIM.

[Sermon by Ret. L. ti. Wiseman, id. A., 
President of the h nyiitk Wesleyan Conference, 
preached at lllenheim-iireet Chapel, Newcastle- 
on- Tyne, England, on Sunday, October 30,
1B72.J

Ephraim «hall lay. What have I to do any more 
with idol# * 1 have heard him. and observed him : 
I am like the green fir-tree. From me is thy finit 
fonrd. lioiea xir, 8.

It fell to the lot ol lhe Prophet Hoeea. as it 
ha« I alien to the lot of many another holy and 
noble man, to live in aril day*. Hi* micietry 
extended over a period of perhaps «evenly 
year*, and wa* confined exclusively to lha king­
dom of Ephraim, mentioned in the text, that is,, 
the revolted kingdom of the ten tribes. While 
I Mink, hi* great contemporary, prophesied in 
Jerusalem during a period of sixty years— in 
the day* of Uxxiab, Jotham, Ahaz, Uexekiah— 
I loses wa* prophesying in the cities of Samaria, 
and was comtemporary with him during a great 
part of that period. In the whole of this book 
ol Hoses the reference is to this kingdom : not 
to Judes, but to the revolted kingdom—the 
people who followed Jeroboam, the ton of 
Nebet, by forsaking the national worship and 
setting up two golden calves, one ol Dsn, at 
the extreme north, and the other at Beersheba, 
the extreme south of the kingdom. Instead ol 
going to Jerusalem they went either to Dan, or 
llcersbeba to worship those golden calves which 
Jeroboam bad set up—whose example was lot 
lowed by bis successors. This is the meaning 
ol that repealed clause we meet with in the his­
tory of the kings, when it is ssid they followed 
“ Jeroboam, the son of Nebet, who made 
Israel to tin.” Jeroboam was the first king 
who practiced the idolatrous worship end his 
successors, one after the ortber, imitated hie 
example, namely, in forsaking the worship of 
the Lord Jebevsb, and encouraging a system 
of national idolatry. It was the lot of this holy 
man ef Ood to stand by, a witness of the Lord 
in this national corruption. It is perhaps this 
state of thing which accounts for the gloomy 
and somber tone of the prophecy. Perhaps 
there are few books that are to little read and 
so little understood as this of Hoses. There is 
some reason for this, for it must be confessed 
the writing is so obecore that it requires cai 
ful study and particular acquaintance with the 
circumstances ol the times to enable the reader 
to attach a aatislaetory naaning to the terms. 
Moreover, be is most concise; be expresses 
in fewer words, and wraps up his meaning in 
sentences of such extrema shortness that,unless 
there is this particular knowledge" on the part 
ol the reader, the prophet’s meaning does not 
appear so clearly on the surface. But wh«n 
the book is studied with such aids it presents 
one ol the richest mines, lull of the precious 
gold and silver ol the kingdom of tiod. In the 
chapter before us the prophet assumes a more 
hopeful tone than that which appears in the pre­
vious parts of the book. The previous por­
tions are almost entirely devoted to denouncing 
God’s wrath against the people’s iniquities. 
The sentences ere short and abrupt, like tie 
successive lolling* of a funeral bell, as if toll­
ing the knell of the kingdom in which he was 
born, and ol the people to whom be preached 
the word of Ged ; but in the last chapter of the 
book, which might represent the closing period 
of this great man’s ministry, there is a more 
hopeful spirit manifested. He exhorts them to 
repent, and declares to them God's mercy. In 
this last chapter we have that well-known pas­
sage, which is the delight ol so many preachers 
in every generation, “ I will be aa the dew 
unto Israel." In the words of our text, we 
have a characteristic specimen of the style ol 
this writer. You observe there are four short 
sentences—exceeding short—and each has a 
meaning wrapped up in itself. The most cor­
rect way of understanding the text it to take it 
as a dialegue between two speakers. The one 
is Ephraim—that is, the people of the fen tribes 
—but understood to be in n state ol repentance, 
weary ol bis sine, but resolved to forsake them 
and call upon the Lord. The other is the Lord 
Jehovah. The tour sentences in the text 
make » short colloquy. The first and third be­
long to Ephraim, and the second and fourth to 
Jehovah. Ephraim shall say. “ What have 1 
te do any more with idols ?” Then follows the 
Lord, ” I have beard him and observe him." 
That is, when Ephraim prays, the Lord bears 
the prayer. When he casta away his idols the 
Lord observes him with approbation. Then 
Ephraim speaks, “ I am like a green fir-tree.” 
That is, the I«ord has heard, observed, and for­
given him. Or, as David expresses it. “1 
am like a green olive tree.” Then Jehovah 
speaks again; “ From me is thy fruit found.
As though he bed eeid. Art thou like s green 
fir tree ? Art thou happy f—rejoicing in the 
fruits ol a true repentaoce ? Then Ephraim, 
go on and prosper. Beware of sell-righteous­
ness. Thy fruit is found from me, not thyself. 
Ai d may the Lord grant us light and help 
while we consider these words more fully ! lo 
looking at these lour short sentences separate­
ly, and in th* precise order in which they 
stand, you will observe we have in the first 
place,

1. The language of true repentance. Ephra­
im .hall say, What bave I to do any more with 
idols? Now, in all true repentance several 
qualities must necessarily exist. First, confes­
sion of the fact of our sin. *' He that coveietb 
his tins shall not prosper, but he that confes­
sed aod lorsaketh them shall find mercy." The 
fact is confessed not in any formal language, 
but the thing is there—the essence of repent 
ance. Ephraim, now awakened into repent­
ance, cries out. “ What have I to do any more 
with idols ? " Then he confesses he had to do 
with them. He acknowledged his sin ; he does 
not conceal it. Then again, in all true re­
pentance there is ret only n confession, but so 
acknowledgment of guilt, and also ol the pecu­
liar and special aggravations which attend it. 
You have this also in the language of penitence 
here expressed, “ What have I to do with 
idols ? ” Observe the emphasis—what have It 
As il be should say. The heathen may have 
some excuse. No prophets have spoken to 
them the word of God. The lively oracles 
have not been made kaowo to them, and there­
fore they may have some exease. At all events, 
their following of idols is not attended with ike 
seme fearful guilt. Bat Ephraim shall say, 
•' What have I to do? I have had the law of 
the. Lord. I have had prophets to teach n e

and to point out to roe the right way. I Lave 
had • line upon line, and precept upon precept.’ 
My fathers, and their fathers before them, hive 
been instructed in the knowledge of the true 
God.” Consequently, penitent Ephraim says, 
“ My sin is ol a tearfully aggravated character 
in eousequence of the peculiar privileges the 
Lord has given to me.” Understand the em­
phasis. “ What have / ? " In others the right- 
eous Ju-’ge will see a palliation, and, if • track 
by the band of Justice the stripes will be lighter 
—fewer will be laid on them. Brethren, yon 
see the moral. Our condemnation will be in 
proportion to the privileges we possess. The 
very same sine, or cause of sin, indulged in by 
two individuals will be looked at in different 
lights by tbs God ol justice. The poor hea­
then sins sgsinst a certain measure of light. 
They bave the dictates of conscience. Uut.it the 
same time, the light that shines is so faint, the 
absence of so, thing like religious knowledge is 
so marked, that though there is a degree ol 
condemnation it will bring but few stripes on 
the offenders. But inaay will be laid on those 
who have such superior advantages. You and 
I have been taught not to worship idols ; to fly 
from the first beginnings of evil. Therefore 
this text, so far as it is to be interpreted by 
this congregation lor your own personal benefit, 
is not to be understood of this on* sin ol wor­
shiping idols. There are idols ol lhe heart ; 
money, lust, drunkenness, fame, fashion, frivol­
ity, covetousness, and 1 know not how many of 
these foul images, set up in the temple ef men’s 
hearts. Ephraim shall say, “ W list have I to 
do any more with idols ? " You anil I must 
say. We know better ; we bave been taught 
better ; the law of God has declared plainly, 
” They that do such things shall not inherit the 
kingdom ol God.” Our Saviour says, “ It 
shall be more tolerable for Sodom and Go­
morrah in the day of judgment,” than lor those 
who set under his ministry. “ The men of 
Nineveh shill rise up in the judgment against 
this generation, and shall condemn it.” So in 
the same way, il in the case of Ephraim ol old 
you preceive not merely the fact ol his idolatry, 
but its peculiar aggravations, what tpust be the 
guilt, condemnation, and shame ot preleasing 
English people in the nineteenth century— 
trained up, as most ol us have been, in schools 
and chapels, and having the law of God incul­
cated in ua Irom the days of infancy—it, io 
spite ol the clear light anil knowledge we 
possess, we cherish these idols in our heart, 
instead of having it as a temple for the worship 
ot the true and living God ! Further, in all 
true repentance there-is en intention to abandon 
the sin : '• He that confesselb and forsaketh 
shall find mercy.” It is right to acknowledge 
ysur sins; but you may write the bitterest 
things against yourself without being truly 
penitent. The essence of repentance consists 
in confessing and forsaking. The meaning of 
the sentence seems to be, "I will cast them off 
their pedestals, and there shall be no more 
memorial of them.” The Lord help you and 
me to say and do this :

The dearest idol 1 have known 
Whale er that idol he,

Hrlp me to tear it from thy throne 
And only worship Thee !

Consider, therefore, brethren, what idol there 
is in yeur heart. Contest it—*i knowledge 
your fault. Strive by the grace ol God to re­
move it this day Cast it to the earth. Dash 
it to the ground, and open your heart as a pure 
aad holy temple for the worship and service of 
Christ.

2. As in the first sentence we have the lan 
guage of repentance, so in the second we have 
the lord's approbation : •• I have heard him 
and observed him.” I have already explained 
the general structure of the text, and you will 
remember, according to the style of the prophet, 
this sentence is spoken by the Lord ; "I hive 
heard him and observed him.” I have heard 
him. And does not the Lord hear all things ? 
Is there a sound in all creation that does not 
strike hie sar ? Is there a thought in the heart 
ol saint er sinner but what is fully known to 
him ? If so, what is there remarkable in the 
fact, •• 1 have heard him," seeing he beareth 
aad knoweth all things ? This remak is per­
fectly just up to a certain point. But in the 
style ol holy Scripture, especially in the Old 
Testament, to hear is often understood to mean 
to hear with approbation. Sometimes he hears 
to condemn and disapprove, and sometimes to 
approve with holy complacency. We have an 
illustration in the last verse of the first Psalm :
• The Lord knoweth the way of the righteous, 

but the war of the ungodly shall perish." But 
where it is said, “ The Lord knoweth the way 
of the righteous,” the word knoweth is to be 
taken in tbia higher sense. He knoweth—he 
approveth. So in the words of the text, •• 1 
have heard him and observed him." I have 
heard and observed with approbation aod de­
light. And, dear brethren, there is no sincere 
prayer but what is beard by the Lord in this 
higher sense—with complacency aad delight, 
with an intention to answer it. There is a poor 
distressed soul coming before the prophet,say­
ing, •• I am a woman ol a sorrowful spirit.” 
Perhaps there is one here this morning, pious 
sincere, well-meaning, with a tender conscience, 
a great tear of sin ; who would do any thing 
rather than wiltully, knowingly break God'» 
law, yet, like Hannah, saying, “ I am a man­
or woman, as the case may be—of a sorrowful 
spirit ; I have offered many prayers, but they 
have not been heard. How ten have my 
poor petitions, in private and ablic, ascended 
to the throne of grace, and I teem littldEefbet* 
ter lor all ol il! I leel one of the weakest and 
uuworthieat ol mankind." This may be, bre­
thren ; but, instead ol my atguing on the point, 
let me urge on you the experience of the pro­
phet Daniel, as you have it recorded in the 
tenth chapter of Daniel, tenth verse. My point 
here is, as to the Lord’s hearing prayer. De­
pend on it, where there is true sincerity ol 
heart ia prayer and penitence, and an endeavor 
to believe on the Lord Jeans, tbet prayer is 
beard. The Lord very frequently hears and 
approves, though the soul that prays may not 
be conscious ot that tact. What an illustration 
of this wo have in the case of Daniel ! He had 
been tasting and praying many days on account 
of his own sins sod the sins ot the net ion. And 
it farther appears that for some long period his 
prayers seemed to meet with ne response: He 
was in a state of trouble and sorrow. At length 
we see deliverance is granted. Read verse 10 :

“ And, behold, a band touched me, which set that Saviour who has sailed me “ oat of the 
me upon my koeea, sod upon the palms of ey darkness into His mnrvellone light." There is 
bands.” He had previously been lying on the a beautiful hymn at ear poet. Charles Wesley, 
earth, lut a hand touched him and be got on eimposed shortly after he bad found peace with 
bis bands and knees. •• And be said unto me, God. 1 have often wished it had loood a place in 
O Daniel, a man greatly beloved, understand oar collection el hymns. Bel he wrote so many 
the words that I spake unto thee, and stand kymna that it ia only a‘portion of them that 
upright : for unto thee am I now sent. And 1 could be included m the hymn book. This 
when be had spoken this word onto me, I stood hymn was written by the poet of Methodism 
trembliog.” Observe the gradation—first he 1 under the title, 11 Rejoicing in having found 

lying on the earth, then be got up on his Christ.” He had been seeking the Saviour tor
hands and knees, nod next be stood trembling 

. “ Then said he ueto roe, Fear not, Daniel t lor 
frdm the first day that thou didst set thy heart 
to understand nod to chasten thysell he lore thy 

I God, thy words were heard, and I am come for 
thy words." Observe be had long been chas­
tening himself; he bad long been afflicting 1rs 
soul, end crying to the Lord ia temptation and 
sorrow; and now a messenger is sent to him 
who tells him to stand upright. The same 
heavenly messenger tells him, “ From the first 
day thy words were beard.” As though be 
•boeld say, "Thou hast been thinking the Lord 
did not hear thee, but the Lord heard thy pray­
er, and I have come to tell thee that, though it 
pleased the Lord lo keep thee waiting, to exer­
cise thy patience, end to show thee by a prac­
tical lesson thy own helplessness and nothing­
ness—though be has kept thee waiting at 
mercy's feel—thou art not to suppose the Lord 
was indifferent to thy prayer. From the first 
day thou wert heard, and now the messenger is 
come at last—the messenger ol peace and 
mercy, and reconciliation and pardon.” Take 
courage, you that are in the same position, if 
you have given up yoursell to seek God. I)oea 
your spirit bear witness that your heart is sin­
cerely desirous to seek the Lord, and find 
Jesus, and walk in bis footsteps ? Is it so that 
the Messenger ol peace and salvation does not 
seem to have spoken with bis sweet voice ? 
He member Daniel. The messenger came at 
last. 1 he Lord had been waiting, no doubt, 
in order to exercise his faith and test bis sin 
cerity, O might this heavesly Messenger speak 
to some waiting heart ! Some of you are ser­
ious ami devout in spirit, bet you have not that 
comlort in the heart that you would desire— 
this inward lile, this sacred peace, the joys of 
salvation. Does not the voice speak to you ? 
I)o you not feel the sacred hand that lilts you 
up, ee that you may stand op and believe ht the 
Lord ? that you may have “ the oil ol joy for 
mourning, and the garment of praise for the 
spirit of heaviness ? ” When your prayer be­
speaks true sincerity the voice of that lender 
heart is acceptable to the Lord.

3. The third ot these briel sentences brings 
us back to Ephraim again. Uilheito, or at 
least in th# previous pert, we base heard the 
words of Jehovah, lie has beard and observ­
ed bis repentant child, and now th t repentant 
child speaks again : •• I am like a green fir 
tree." Here, dear brethren, a few words of 
explanation may be necessary, because the 
etvle and language in thisfplace is altogether 
foreign Irom oer English habits of thought and 
modes of expression. No Englishman, if raised 
out of sorrow into joy—if lilted out ol the hor­
rible pit and miry elay—would express himself 
in that way. It is not our idiom ; but it was 
theirs. We must understand it according to 
their style, and translate it into our own lan­
guage and form of ideas. The tree called “a 
green fir tree,” was found in abondance by 
the sides of I-ebsnon. The Hebrew word is 
roeh ; but we have no English name for it, as 
it is not lound among us. It was a tree ol 
great value. The wood was etceedingly bard 
and the grain fine, and it was wonderfully du­
rable, The shade of the tree was extremely 
ample ; the leaves were thick, the foliage large 
and beautiful, affording a cool retreat Irom 
the rays of the burning sun. The eedar was 
the most majestic, and this tree was next to 
the cedar, and always considered as standing 
side by side with it. That boasting man. Sen­
nacherib, whose boast it was to have corns 
and invaded the country, uses this language :

With the multitude of my chariots I am 
come up to the height of the mountains, to the 
sides of Lebanon, and will cut down the tall 
cedars tbeieof, and the choice fir trees there- 
ol." That was his method of declaring how 
he had ravaged the country and subjugated it. 
Those trees stood side by side, emblems of 
fertility, gladsome aod pleasant. It implied 
that Ephraim was happy, his sorrow was turn­
ed into joy. As though he should ssy •* I an 
content ; He hes heard my prayer and rescued 
me Irom trouble. I am like a green fir tree in 
the forest.” What a blessing it is when the 
heart is made free ! “ How happy the man
whose heart is set free ; the people that can 
be joyful in Thee !" Such a blessing as hav­
ing the Lord for our “ light and salvation ;* 
having the fire burning and tie light shining— 
love glowing in a sanctified, watchlul, and ever 
grateful heart ! The Lord help you and me 
to live in this state, so that we may be able to 
ssy with penitent Ephraim, basing cast nwny 
bis idols, having found the favor ot the Lord, 
having been beard and answered by the Greet 
King, against whom he has so long lilted op 
the arm of rebellion : •• I am like a green fir 
tree." He ia filled with thanksgiving and 
praise. Here is the glory ot the Gospel. I 
can preach to you this morning by God’s 
grace, in a more clear and satisfactory man­
ner than Hoeea, because in bis day the Great 
Light had not appeared. He had a measure ol 
light ; our light is fuller. Belore the coming 
of Christ there was a way ot salvation clear. 
There’s was to believe oa Him that was to 
come. We believe on Him who has come. 
Jesus Christ ia lifted up this |very day in the 
eyes of you nil, that, stricken and stung as we 
are by the fiery scorpion of sin, we may be 
healed. As Moses lifted op the serpent in the 
widemess, so Jesus is lifted up that yon may 
look—'* and whosoever believeth in him shall 
not perish, but have everlasting lile." Your 
tears will not wash sway your sin ; your sighs 
will not bring sanctification and deliverance. 
The praying, humble soul—th* soul sick of 
sin, weary ot the long slavery of unbelief and 
■infnl habits—knoweth the way to glory in the 
doctrine of free grace, light and happiness, 
and salvation ia Jeans Christ. He that be­
lieveth hath the witness in himself, aad ex­
claims with the man of Ged, •• I am like a 
green fir troc." I have found the Lord ; my 
heart is made free. The witness is within; 
and by the grace of God I will try to follow

many years. He had been preaching aod id 
ministering the sacraments, but had not seen 
the simple way ol Inilh. At length he was laid 
on e bed ot sickness, and on that had the 8avi 
our revealed himself. He felt hie heart glow 
with a sense of love and pardoning grace, end 
be took op kie pen and wrote this hymn :

O how happy are they.
Who the Saviour obey.

And have laid up their treasure shore ;
Tongue can never express 

The sweet comfort and peace 
Of t soil in its earliest lore.

That sweet comfort was mine.
When the favor divins 

I received through the blood of the Lamb ;
W hen my heart first believed,

What n joy I received,
What a heaven in Jesus's asms !

I rode on the »ky,
Fully justified I,

Nor envied Elijah his seat ;
My soul mounted higher,

In a chariot of fire,
And the world it was under my fret­

in the fullneee of lore.
I was carried above 

All sin end temptation and pain ;
I * ould not believe 

That I ever should grieve 
Or dishonor my Saviour again.

O the rapturom height 
Of the holy delight 

Which 1 felt in the life-giving blood ;
Of my Saviour possessed,

I was perfectly blest.
As if filled wi h the fulness ol God.

* New we come lo the last clause of our text, 
which brings to ns the voice of Jehovah again. 
Here the idea ii carried forward to its final 
termination. Ephraim has repeated and cast 
away hi* idols, and has been made a partaker 
of the pardoning love of God. He is filled with 
love, and now, to conclude the whole series, 
the voice ol Jehovah speaks once more : “From 
me is thy fruit lound.” With these « 
our subject concludes. You will bear, if you 
have got—what shall 1 call it—a musical ear ? 
No ; a spiritual ear. If you have an ear tun­
ed the melodies of heaven you will discover 
a kind of twofold sound in this last utterance of 
Jehovah. There is a twofold sound; what 
the first ? The first is clearly bright aad jubilant 
loll ol encouragement : “ From Me is thy fruit 
found." Thou art a pardoned child 
ci!ed believer. Take courage, thy warfare'll 
so far accomplished, and thou bast received of 
the Lord's band “ double lor all thy sins.” It 
is true, the world is an enemy ; the devil is in 
front ol thee, and the powers of darkness sur­
round thee. But take courage, “ our help 
uoraetb from the Lord.” Thou const say. 

The Lord ia my light aad my salvation, 
whom shall l fear ? The Lord is the strength 
ot my lile, of whom shall 1 be afraid." Tbos 
the lest sentence seems to ring with tones o f 
encouragement and hope. Bui listen again. 
Is there not another tone in U? I bear a tone 
of caution—ot gentle, loving, tender, wise and 
benevolent caution : “ From me is thy fruit 
found from Me. As if tbs Lord should 
say, “ Ephraim, my beloved son, my pardoned 
child, my happy, rescued prodigal—a prodigal 
no longer, but brought back to the Father's 
boues, and clasped to the Father's breast—re­
member where thy grace is to come from ; not 
Irom thysell, but from Me. Therefore do not 
col ti veto a spirit of self-rightouenees. Do not 
think thyself ovtrwise or overstrong. While 
thou dost rejoice in hope aad in a sense of sal­
vation, cultivate, at the same time, a spirit of 
humility, and remember that all grace is from 
the Lord. “ O, thou wait a poor wretch 
when the Lord first sought thee ! Thou
west a wandering prodigal, indeed, when the 
Lord first had mercy on thee ! Now, forget it 
not. Cultivate a spirit el humility. Remem­
ber whgt a^poor, wandering, ainlul heart thou 
hast, and let it keep thee close to the Lord, 
and prevent thy falling from the same cause 
with the devil and his angels—from spiritual 
pride. Now, it you keep both these tones in 
your ears, and mingle them together—not this 
tone of caution to the exclusion of the cleer, 
trumpet toned voice ol encouragement, but 
blend them as the colors of lbe rainbow are 
blended, and as these tones are blended in this 
sentence j if, strong in fsith.you are at the same 
time profound in humility—then you will go on 
and prosper. You will prosper as individuals, 
as heads of families, as class leaders, er as 
teachers, or, collectively as a Christian people. 
IS you hear this last word—bear it continually 
—and catch both the tones, the caution and 
the lone ol bright encouragement to hope in 
the Lord, tbs utterance of this Divine voice 
will warn, and at the same time it will be like 
the pillar of * cloud by day and the pillar of 
fire by night; If will guide you through this 
long, devions wilderness, until yon reach the 
place where there shall be no longer say need 
of such a guide. So jhat, on the one band it 
will subdue your natural pride, and en the 
other, it will keep you until your fruit is lound 
at hut ripe and clustering, and you are blessed 
forever in the paradise at God.

• from it* stains, te halo its defilement and seek, la ibe glimmering» ol that dawning they are 
deliverance from its curse, to deplore it as ol discovering their darkness, and crying as they 
tensive to God and strive lor freedom from its wake for still more light.

LIFE CDNSECKATED TO CHRIST.

One of the signs of the limes from which we 

take large hop* is the evidently increasing con 
victioo among Christians that the whole life 
must be consecrated lo Christ, not only for the 
personal possession of his favor, but lor the 
advancement of hie kingdom in the eerlh. Th* 
inquiry, “ What wilt thou have me to do ?” is, 
w« trust, coming to beve a deeper significance, 
a broader scope,implying a growing feeling that 
the life which he has redeemed should be de­
voted to him, and looking out upon the whiten­
ed fields, where the laborers are lew.

Much has been said and written ol lain years 
of consecration and entire consecration, though 
be it noted, a partial consecration is really no 
been consecration acceptable to God,which has 
often interpreted aa having reference mainly to 
the personal religious life. It is certainly 
true that it is indispensable to the pardon el 
sin, a prerequisite to nil genuine dieciplesbip, 
end non* the lese it is necessary te all spiritual 
progress. It doubtless often occurs that per­
sons who at the outset solemnly and unprom­
isingly surrendered themselves to Christ, and 
who ran well for a season, com* to decline [in 
spirituality and become more or less like their 
former selves. Their love is grown cold. 
Their seal no longer burns. Christ is a pleas 
ant memory rather then a precious possession. 
Such raligiaus duties aa are not neglected are 
performed Irom the principle of honest duty, 
but without the inspiration, the heartiness, 
or Ibe conscious reward of former days. The 
explanation must be sought in their failure to 
maintain their early surrender te the Lord 
Jesus. Meanwhile, their knowledge of truth 
has been on the (increase, and they are able 
te discern more clearly the great breadth of the 
divine requirement, and the extent of the con­
secration demanded of them. It surely is not 
strange that they connect it with their rester 
•tien to acceptance, or that entire consecration 
is felt to be a duty in order to personal holiness 
The error lies in failing to see that while par­
don and holiness are granted for the salvation 
of him who seeks them, they are a prerequisite 
tor something beyond. Consecration is 
only ol the heart to love the Lord, hot ot the 
tongue to speak for him, the mind to think and 
plan for him, the will to resolve, the foot to 
ran, Ibe social position and influence to exert 
power, the business to make money and th* 
open purse to give if, th* pen to write, 
the lile to gather up it* energies and lay 
them at Jeeu’e feet, to be held subordinate to 
his will and used first ol all .lor his glory. Is 
not this what the Saviour meant when be bade

“ Seek first the kingdom of God ?"
There is nothing selfish in Christianity. Its 

great Author is himself its best illustration in 
this respect, in the infinite love that yearned 
over a lost world and in bis soluntary humilia­
tion even unto death, that be might lift 
out ol their darkness and guilt and bring tkem 
to share in his eternal glory. Haw oppressed 
in spirit we sometimes find him because of the 
wickedness and unbelief hr which he was sur­
rounded !

RE-OPENING OF A WESLEYAN CHAPEL 
AT PORT-AU-PRINCE, HAYTI.

In the Haytian journal, /.a T.uple, we find 
a lengthened account of the proceedings con 
netted with what is called •• The Inauguration 
of the Wesleyan Temple," et Poet-su-Prince, 
on the '.'2nd of August last, from which we 
translate some extracts :—

Tbs reoo ns traction #1 Ibis edifice in an in- 
eteooe of energy, with faith and perseverance 
in n degree rarely seen in llnyti ; yet the menu 
of the Wesleyan Mission nr* fully ackuowledg- 
ed throughout the whole extent of limyts for a 
number ol years as being based upon principles 
truly regenerative for humanity in general. 
With real pleasure, we note that the dedication 
of the Wesleyan Temple in our capital drew 
together the elite ot the city. Not only we» 
there a crowd, but many ware obliged lo rains™ 
without for want of room, in this vast assem­
bly, numbering pHbably 1,200 persons, was 
found the Minister of-Worship; and the spect­
acle presented was all the more remarkable by 
the fact that it comprised an immense variety 
of religious opinions. The Roman Catholic 
was here found worshipping, ia spirit and in 
truth, the same God as his Protestant brother.

The ceremony ol inauguration was perfectly 
simple, and therefore sublime to Ibe last de­
gree. The only pomp on the occasion was the 
spectacle of a truly fraternal sincerity. After 
some music well adapted to the occasion, Mr. 
Holly, the pastor of the Episcopal Church, of­
ten d up a prayer to the Eternal, which well 
expressed the feelings and desires of the assem­
bly. He was followed by the pastor, Mark It. 
Bird, who gave some explanations as to Ibe in­
complète stale of the building, in the course ot 
which be announced that up to the present time 
the ex [lenses incurred amounted to lO-CXAl pias­
tres, the half of which bad been raised by sub­
scriptions, leaving a debt of more than 4JS» 
piastres. Mr. Bird {-erforme l the dedication 
of the temple ; and after having read the Deifi­
cation ol the Temple at Jerusalem byi King 
Solomon (1 Kings viii ), he very solemnly pro­
nounced, in the name ol the Holy and Glorious 
Trinity, that the edifice was oow devoted to the 
worship ef the Almighty. . . . Paster Bird
has been the minister of this Protestant church 
lor thirty years, during which he has preached 
the Word ol Sod in the country. The happy 
effects of the labours of this educated preacher 
in ibe Republic have justly won for hiui the 
highest reputation ; for, since be has been hi 
the vineyard of the Lord, we mark, wilh plea­
sure, the progress made by the worship which 
he professes, seen in the number of young 
students zealous and capable ol preaching to 
the people that evangelical morality of which 
they have so much need. Among missionaries 
whom he has trained, we always sole Bayard, 
at Cayee ; La EoreaU. at Jeremie Catt» Pres­
soir; Paul Lochard Sadriaque Hyppolile, at 
Port-au-Prince; also Pastor J. T. Holly, Dean 
of the Episcopal Convocation in Ham, who 
established aad founded a church six years 
ago, aad has luraisbad to the country six able 
missionaries .7 Watchman.

A glance at the details referring to Nova 
Scotia and New Brunswick in the table 
from which we gather these facte, makes it 
evident to those acquainted with the 
ground, that the persona returned simply 
Methodists in those Provinces, must be 
almost entirely Wesleyan»—that is adhe­
rents of onr own church, and not adherents 
of * separate Methodist body. Doubtless 
they who are returned iu Ontario and Que­
bec as « Methodists ” under the generic 
heading Methodists, belong, some to the 
Wesleyan and some to the Episcopal, 
Primitive, and New Connection Methodist 
bodies.

How much to be deplored it is that On­
tario and Quebec Methodism is broken np 
into so many distinct denominations. It 
fills us with amazement that such a state of 
things should ever have been brought 
about. Setting aside the fifty-uine Cal­
vinistic Methodists, who might very well 
range themselves under the Presbyterian 
standard, the other Methodist communions 
in the Upper Provinces are absolutely one 
in doctrine, almost identical in discipline, 
and their differences in regard to ecclesias­
tical polity seems as nothing in the judg­
ment of any man capable of taking a broad 
and comprehensive view of the just objects 
of Church government. Even these dif­
ferences are likely to grow less and less. 
What an immense waste of spiritual force 
ia necessitated by the exisience of these 
Methodist divisions, which iu a hundred 
localities cause those to be jealous rivals 
who ought within one end the same organi­
zation, to be cordial fellow-labourers. It 
is an outrage upon common sense to sup­
pose that these most unhappy divisions in 
the noble Methodist family are destined to 
continue long. Happily a movement has 
begun in favour of union between the 
probably more than 310,000 Wesleyans of 
Ontario and Quebec, and the nearly 33,000 
New Connection Methodists of those Prov­
inces. Should this movement prove suc­
cessful, we may hope that a larger one 
will be rapidly developed, having for its 
object the consolidation of Canadian Meth­
odism in one magnificent organization.

In Nova Scotia and New Brunswick, 
Methodist» are almost entirely grouped to­
gether in one denomination. There are a 
few congregations ia these Provinces, com­
posed of colored people, connected with the 
British Episcopal Methodist Church. We 
wish them well. We eotertertaiu the kind­
liest feeling toward them. We hope they 
will prosper. But to us it seems extremely 
absurd to establish a Methodist Church ou 
the thin distinctive basis of colour and 
«hades of colour. We do not believe in 

" differentiating Christian people by their 
complexion. In Jesus Christ there is 
neither White nor Black, nor Red nor 
Brown, nor Yellow nor Olive, nor any 
other particular colour whatsoever.

The management of this scheme was, te 
large exteet, in the hands of the Hon. 

Oakes A aies, s member of Congress from 
Massachusetts. The slock of the Company 
was so manipulated as to yield the stock­
holders seven or eight hundred per cent on 
their investment». The vast property 
which should have been held by the Union 
Pacific to meet its engagements, passed in­
to the hands of Credit Mibilier. That is, 

j property ceased to form part of the 
asset» of the Union Pacific, but at the seme 
time became the property of the partie» 
who were the officers aod managers of the 
Union Pacific.

As it waa obvious that trouble was in 
store for the Union Pacific, and that it 
would need friend» in Congrees, an effort 

as made by Mr. Aroes to bribe influential 
Congressmen by placing slock in their 
hands. This act was successfully accom­
plished. During the late Presidential can­
vass one Col. McComb, a member of the 
Credit Mobilier, quarrelled with his part­
ners about the assignment of the names of 
some of the shares. He exjosed the fraud, 
and pidilished the names or some of the 
more prominent members of congress who 
bed been recipients of Credit Mobilier 
Stock.

The investigation has disclosed some of 
the corrupt ways by which influential com 
paeiee secure favourable legislative action 
The public mind doee not seem shocked by 
lbe knowledge of the fact that bribery and 
corruption extensively prevail in the most 
important legislative body in the Republic 

that seems to be considered as a matter 
of course. What seems most astounding 
to the nation ia the fact that the names ol 
tbs outgoing, aud incoming, Vice-Presi­
dent» of the United Stales, and slso the 
names of other men, biiherto widely dis 
tioguished for many excellencies of charac­
ter, should be more or lees involved in the 
disreputable affaire of Credit Mobilier.

CREDIT MOBILIER.

Aq investigation of some of the doings 
of what is known as Credit Mobilier has 
recently occupied, to a great extent the at­
tention of the United State» Congress, and 
the reading portion o£ the whole country. 
The Credit Mobilisé of the United States 
was copied from tire Credit Mobilier of 
of Paris ; which was a banking institution, 
established about the year 1850, in Paris, 
to assist in the construction of railways, 
canals, and other large public works. The 
Credit Mobilier of Paris rendered important 
services in advancing public interests, by 
guarantees, or by the purchase of shares, or 
the assumption of contracts, or by loans, 
until finally it came to be recognized as a 
dangerous speculating concern, and at 
length won the reputation of being the most 
gigantic gambling bouse of the day.

When the builds ng of the Union Pacific 
Railroad was being considered, the Con 
grass of the United States provided assist- 
taoce oo a most magnificat scale. Beside» 
a lean to the Company of Government 
Bonds to an immense amount, and on very 
favorable terms. Congress also gave a land 
grant of more than twelve thousand acres 
per mile. So large an undertaking requir­
ed the raising of enormous sums of money. 
The money could not be procured without 

high rate of interest, and without the 
prospect of the holders of slock obtaining 
most extravagant profits.

The difficulty was overcome by an ar­
rangement for Credit Mobilier to build the 
road for the Union Pacific Railroad Com- 
>any. An old Pennsylvania Charter, 
teown as the “ Fiscal Agency,” waa pur­
chased for a small sum, and the name 
changed to “ Credit Mobilier of America." 
The men composing the Credit Mobilier 

for the moet part, the same men who 
Cniotconstituted the Union Pacific Railway

Company. The Union Pacific Company,

in this community, and one of the objects 
the Alliance has in view, “ being to correct 
the immoral habits of society," it has been 
thought advisable to draw up and publish 
the following protest against the evil in 
question, which the Alliance trusts may 
operate iu the way of eulighteument aod 
restraint upon the public mind.

The evil against which they would 
roenetrate is a system of lotteries which has 
been introduced in'o the community under 
the name of “ gift enterprises," whereby, 
the law which exprersly forbids such of­
fences against public morals and decency is 
sought to be evaded. No one can deny 
that to all intenta and purposes these enter­
prises are nothing but lotteries under 
smooth name, aod they have eonneeted a ieh 
them all the evils attending the vice of gam­
bling. They foster the desire to be rich 
without labour, and without giving any real 
equivalent, and ia addition to covetousness, 
idleness also and unhealthy ambition are 
encouraged by their instrumentality. If a 
blank be drawn the iesue is disappointment 
and discontent ; if a prize, especially one of 
considerable amount, the result 1» most pro­
bably atill worse, and it ia well if it do not 
lead te the destruction of the drawer’s hap­
piness »nd usefulness in this world and of 
hia eternal welfare in the next.

The Divine blessing may be confidently 
looked for, under one form or another, by 
every man who industriously follow» hia 
lawful vocation, in the fear ef God, but by 
resorting to unwarranted expedient» for 
getting rich, men tempt Providence and 
may expect even should they attain their 
object that their apparent success will be 
frowned upon by the Almighty and ptove 
a curse instead of a blessing. “ They that 
will be rich fall into temptation and a snare 
and into many foolish aad hurtful lusta 
which drowa men in destruction and perdi­
tion. For the love of money ia the root of 
all evil, which while some coveted after, 
they have erred from the faith and pierced 
themselves through with many sorrows."
1 Tim. VI, 9, 10.

Christiana also are solemnly warned in 
the Word of God to “ have no fellowship 
with the unfruitful works of darkness but 
rather reprove them,” Eph. 5. 11, And 

that no man put a stumbling block or an 
occasion to foil in his brother’s way." 
Rom. XIV. 13. Again they are told to 
“ abstain from all appearance ef evil.” 1 
The»». V. 22, and it behoves them “ not to 
be ignorant of Sstan’a devices, of which 
there can be no doubt the evil in question 
is one. Set ,2 Cor. II, 11.

So sensible likewise are the Legislatures 
of the Mother Country and the United 
States, as well as that of our own provinces, 
of the evil tendency of gambling that laws 
have been framed and penalties enacted for 
its suppression, so far as the state of society 
will admit and yet with etrauge inconsist­
ency there has sprung up a system of lot­
teries ioto which the public are systemati­
cally drawn by a thousand artifices ; and 
even Christian churches, it is to be regret­
ted, have to some extent, at least, ineon- 
sidsrately contributed to this unhealthy con­
dition of things by their modes of raising 
money for charitable purposes, so that 
where a paseiou for gambling scarcely exist­
ed previously, or, at least, lay dormant, 
such a disposition is engendered, or ia 
aroused and cherished by every possible 
stimulant. Thus by means of these “ gift 
enterprises’* persons of all sorts are tempted 
to gratify their passion for gain, by having 
held out to them the allurement of an enor­
mous prize, together with other prizes of 
less imouot, whereby many will ^publies» 
become infatuated with the vice of gambling 
and be led ea step by step to a miserable 
and wretched end. These perished is it 
would seem, because they have been led 
inte sin by those who ought to have sat 
them a better example, but who by sanc­
tioning the adoption of such expedients have 
incurred the fearful responsibility of bring- 
ing ruin upon others. True it is that the 
sinful and miserable are accountable before 
God for their own sin, and the misery con­
sequent upeo it ; but othere,therefore are not 
exempt who by tlieir acts, or by their omis­
sions are the guilty causes of the wretched­
ness they loath, or the depravity they con­
demn, especially if they have opened the 
door to sin by multiplying the soift-ces ef 
temptation, or by an example which, if not 
abeelute evil in iteelf, is sure to be perver­
ted to it. It ia in the hape that this matter 
may be seen ia » truer light the! the Alli­
ance have ventured to send forth this pro­
test, to strive to cheek the further progress 
of the evil they deplore, and thereby to pro­
mote the iotereeta of morality and religion.

The 
Baptists above enumerated are grouped 
within several Church organizations, as are 
also those called Brethren. The greet ma­
jority of the Methedieta are, however, 
known as Wesleyan Methedieta ; of the 
Presbyterians as the United Presbyterian 
Church, aod of the Baptists ai Calvinistic 
Baptists.

The sum of $2600 ot the above has been
contributed to the " Publication Fund " The 
very liberal sum of 21100 *»-« given by one 
friend of the cause for this obj. ct. Another 
gave $300. A number more give $100 each, 
etc. Had it not been tortbe giest stringency 
in money the receipts from this source would 
doubtless have been considerably larger. The 
same cause with other adverse circumstances, 
retarded progress in all the departments of the 
Society's work.

The gratuitous circulslion of publications 
amounted to $2 204.55, l pwanls ot $900 

orth wete given away by the Society's Col­
porteurs. All lami ies tound without the word 
ol God were supplied gratuitously.when unable 
to pnrchsse. if willing to receive a copy. Of 
the 30.000 timilies visited bv them, none were 
left destitute on Account of iosbility to buy ; so 
,160. with respect to religious books.

Many thousands of Trsca have been placed 
in the bands ol sesmen through 'he Shipowners 
of Yarmouth, the Y. M. C. A. ot Halifax 
and Pictou. snd the Society 's Colporteur, la- 
booring in the city, who regularly visits all the 
•hipping in the harbour.

The destitute masses in the city hsve been 
supplied through City Missionaries and other 
Christian labourers. The benevolent and 
humane institutions hive received occasional 
supplies. Sabbath Schools throughout the 
land have been liberally aided in procuring 
Libraries at reduced prices.

“ Large numbers ot Tracts are distributed in 
connection with the Society through the Col­
porteurs and .various other channels. But it 
is exceedingly desirable that this work should 
be uniertskeh and prosecuted systemetirally, 
in the cities, towns aod rural districts. If this 
were done it woeld, without doubt prove a 
great blessing to the Churches, as well as be­
ing a means ef much good to souls.

“ About 40,000 pages ol Tracts on systemat­
ic beneficence have been circulated. The to­
tal circulation during the year amounts to $29, 
000, and the circulation ot Sabbath School and 
ether cheap Periodicals Irom the Depositoiy 
are annually iecreesing.

The present monlblv circulation is upwards 
ol 30,000. Among a population of nearly I, 
090,000 or 200,009 families, in these Imwer 
Provinces, the circulation should be more than 
fivefold what it is now, the total number of 
Periodicals circulated during the year is 287 ,- 
000.

•• Twenty-nine Colporteurs were employed 
during the year, the whole or part of their time 
The aggregate lime of their service is equal te 
that of one man for fifteen year», two month» 
and twenty-two days. They travelled 26.877 
miles, and made 31,247 family visits. They 
distributed by sal# among those families, Bi­
bles and other religious publications to the 
amount ot $15,506.41; and gratuitously to 
destitute lamiliee, *3., $908,47."

of evangelisation.”

Addresses were delivered by tbe ltevds. 
John Campbell and J. Read on the sub­
ject of “ tract distribution,” by the Rev. 
C. B. Pitblado, on the “ Periodical Press,’’ 
and by the R-v. Canon Cochran on tbe 
good influences excited by these and similar 
societies. The addresses were interspersed 
with singing, and the meeting waa eon- 
eluded with the benediction.—Tht Citisen,

BRITISH AMERICAN BOOK AND 
SOCIETY.

The filth annual meeting of the “ British 
American Book and Tract Society ” waa 
held in Temperance Hall on Tuesday even­
ing. Comparatively few persona were 
present.

The President, T. A. Brown, Esq., oc­
cupied the chair. After the opening hymn 
and prayer he delivered a abort introduc­
tory addrees. Next to the « living voice 
of the minister,” be said, the p redact» of 
the press, were, in these days, the most 
powerful organa for tbe religious enlighten­
ment of the people ; aod such societies as 
this are among tbe powerful instruments of 
“ bringing souls to Christ.” He then went 
on to show in what meaner the money sub­
scribed to aid the work of the Society had 
been spent. This will appear to oqr read­
ers, from tbe following abstract of the Re­
port, which, when tbe President bed con­
cluded bis remarks, Mr. McBeao proceed­
ed to read : —

'• Tbe Receipts of the year ending Dee. 31, 
1872, have beea, in donations and subscrip­
tions, $3,327.73 ; for store sales incleding $3,- 
734,70 for periodicals) $11,698,35 ; Colporteur 
sales, $15,196,90; other sources, $171,68. 
Tout resources of the year, 389.67 balance in 
the Treasury at tbe beginning of tbe year. $30, 
605.23. Tbe expenditure! have been for pub­
lications, $18,458,58; for Colportage, $6, 
378, all other expenses, $5,295.27, whi<A 
leaves a balance in the Treasury of $473,38, 
aod an increase over the receipts of 1871 of 
$230,66.

“ The sum of $1,563,94 ia donations or sub­
scriptions, collected or pledged during tbe 
year, has been received since the closing of the 
accounts December 31. This iu cream the re­
ceipts tram the free contributions to $4,911, 
67, being en advaooe over the proceeding year 
of $2,019,91.

Ottawa, March 6,—Tbe following is tbe 
full text of tbe Speech ot his Excellency tbe 
Governor Oeocral, Lord Dufferin, at tbe open­
ing of Parliament this afternoon :

Hon Oentlsmen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :
In addressing, tor the first time, tbe Parlia­

ment of Canada, I desire to express the satis­
faction 1 feel in resorting to your advice snd 
assistance, aa well as iny deep sense ol my own 
good iortune in be ng permitted to associate 
myselt with y ou in vour labors and aspirations 
for tbe welfare of the Dominion.

I rejoice to think that my assumption ef office 
should have taken place at a period wken tbe 
prospects ol the country appear ao full of pro­

se : when peace andamity prevail amongst all 
neighboring nations ; and when so many indi­
cation» are afforded ot tbe success with which 
Canada herself is consolidating her political 
unity aod developing her material resources.

In accordance with the decision ot l’arlis- 
ment, aod to carry into effect tbe legislation ot 
laat session, I have caused i Charter to be 
granted to a bodv ol Canadian eapitalists lor 
the coeatrection ol tbe Peoific Railway. 'ILe 
company now formed has given assurances that 
this great work will be vigorously prosecuted 
end a favorable state of tbe money market in 
England affords every hope tbit satislsclory 
arrangements msv be made for tbe requind 
caidtal. The papers and correspondence re­
lating to this subject will b) laid before you.

Daring the past year tbe surveys for the im­
provement and extension ol our system of 
Canals, for which appropriations were made 
lest session, have been in active opiratioo, 
aad I am glad to inform you that tbe plans 
»od specincations for tbe enlargement of tbe 
Wellsod and tbo construction ot the Baie Verte

Gm
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surveys lor the St. Lawrenen -Canals will, I 
am assured, be finished in time to commence 
the work at the beginning ot next year. This 
will insure the completion ot all thee# grant 
undertakings at the same parsed.

It is gratifying to knew that the efforts made 
to encourage immigration have met with a 
great measure ot suCceas, and that the numbers 
seeking a borne in Canada have been greatly 
augmented during the last year. I do not 
doubt your readiness to make ample provision 
for the steadily increasing stream ot settlers 
that may hereafter be annually expected to add 
to Depopulation, wealth and strength of the 
Dominion.

The compilation of the first ceosus of the Do­
minion approaches completion, and this would 
therefore, seem a fitting time to provide for the 
establishment ol a proper system for the accu­
rate collection and scientine arrangement el 
•latisticaijoformation. 1 commend this subject 
to yonr attention.

It is important that provision should be made 
1er the consolidarfoe and amendment of the laws 
new in force in the several Provinces,relatiag to 
the representation ol tbe people io Parliament. 
A measure lor this purpose, and one for the 
trial ol controverted élections will be submit­
ted 1er your consideration.

Your attention will be invited to measure» 
for the amendment of the laws relating to 
Pilots, to Salvage, and to the Trinity House* 
ol Montreal and Quebec, i* well as for the un- 
nrovement of the laws generally affecting our 
Merchant Shipping.

Experience has shown that tbe duties new 
performed in the offices of tbe Secretary of 
State and the Secretary for the Provinces, 
may be readjusted with advantage to tbe public 
services. A bill on tbe subject will be laid 
before you.

Among other measures,hills will,be presented 
to you relating to tbe criminal law ; te weight* 
and measures ; and te the amendmeat and con­
solidation ol tbe Inspection Laws.
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

I have given directions that accounts of the 
past, and of the first six months ol tbe present, 
financial year, iball be laid before you without 
delay. You will be gratified lo learn that tbe 
finance» ol tbe Dominion are in a prosperous 
condition, and that there is no reason to doubt 
that the revenue will be lufficient lo meet all 
contemplated chargee upon it.

Tbe Estimates lor the ensuing year, which 
Will be submitted to you, have been prepared 
with as much regard to economy as is compati­
ble with the efficiency ot tbe public services, 
and I venture to hope that you will be ol opin­
ion that the supplies which my •overumenl 
will ask you to vole can be granted without in­
convenience to the people.
Hon. Gentlemen of the Senate :
Hon. Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

Many of the subjects I have enumerated are 
ol the gieatesl importance. It is with lull con­
fidence in your patriotism end wisdom that 1 
commend them to your consideration ; end 1 
trust that a gracious providence may guide your 
Counsels in whatever way may best promote 
the happiness ol tbe people of Canada and the 
welfare of the empile at large.

ALICE AND PHOEBE CARY.

BT LVELLA CLARK.

Probably few books will be more widely or 
eagerly read than the “ Memorial ol Alice and 
Phcebe Cary," by Mary Clemmer Ames. Tbe 
story ol these singers’ lives is told by one who 
knew aid loved them well, and, among the 
whole boat of their admiring friends, probably 
not one more discriminating, more apprecia­
tive, more thoroughly fitted by a long and inti­
mate friendship, and a loving understanding of 
their hearts and lives, could have been chosen 
to ibis delicate and difficult work.

Whatever testa the critics may apply to this 
book as a biography, it does not matter. It is 
as fresh as any romance, from tbe first words 
of tbe first chapter, •* In a brown house, ' low 
and small.’” to the closing lines of tbe last 
poem Pfairbe ever wrote, which ends tbe book. 
A friend bad sent her, during ber last illness, 
a basket of freshly cut flowers, and though they 
found ber lying on ber coach, ill and exhaust­
ed, she declared, after looking at them a few 
momenta, that she waa well, and twenty min­
utes later, bad finished her last poem, ol which 
these are the closing stanzas :

“ And when my soul considers these,
Tbe sweet, tbe grand, the gay,

I marvel bow we shall be clot bed 
With fairer robes than they.

“ And almost long to sleep and rise,
And gain that fadeless shore.

And put immortal splendor on,
And live to die no more.”

In that “ brown house,” so often referred 
to in tbe poems ef tbe sisters, Alice Cary was 
born April 26, 1820 ; and PLirbe, September 
4, 1824.

Pbcrbe says of it: “ The house was small, 
uopaimed, without the slightest pretensions to 
architectural beauty. It waa one story avd a 
half in height, the front, looking toward the 
weal, and separated trom tbe highroad by a 
narrow atrip ol door-yard grass. A low porch 
ran across tbe north of the bouse, and trom the 
steps ot this a path of blue-flag stones led to a 
cool, unfailing well of water, a lew yai ds dis­
tant. Close to tbe w-lls, on two sides, and 
pushing their strong, thrifty boughs through 
tbe little attic window, flourished several fruit­
ful apple aod cherry trees ; and a luxuriant 
•waet-brier, tbe only thing near which seemed 
designed solely for ornament, almost covered 
tbe other side of tbe house."

Of this dwelling Alice says, in her •• Order 
for a Picture:"

“ Low and little, and black and old,
Wi'h children a» many as it can bold.
All at tbe window open wide,
Heads and shoulders clear outside ;
And lair young laces all ablush--

Perhaps you may have seen some day 
Hoses crowding the self-same way,

Out ol a wilding, wayaide bush.”
Robert Cary, tbe father ol the poet sisters, 

emigrated with bia lather's family, in 1802, at 
the age ol fifteen, from Lyon, N. J , to Ohio, 
living on a I arm, in Hamilton County, eight 
miles north trom Cincinnati. He afterward 
married Elisabeth Jessup, and of their children 
there were nine—Alice the fourth, Phœbe tbe 
sixth. Tbeir lather was a man ol superior 
mind, bus limited advents, as, and tbe consci­
ousness ol bis incomplete éducation made him 
diffident and reining.

He waa fond ol reading, but had lew books 
and little time to spare trom bis daily toil ; for, 
during many years, the shadow of heavy debt 
rested on his lile, shutting out Irons it, both 
tor himself and family, much ol its brightness.

The mother was blue-eyed and beautiful. 
Alice writes :

had there been more, there waa no chance 
learn but in tbe district school-bou: e down tbe 
road. 1 never went to any other- sot much to 
that. It bas been a long struggle. Now that 
I can afford to gather a lew beautiful things 
about me, it is too late. My leisure I must 
spend here [turning toward ber pillow]. 
you know [with a pathetic smile], 1 seem to 
my self like a worn-out ship, laid up from fur­
ther use. I may be repaired a little, but I’ll 
never be seaworthy again."

The mother died in 1835, and in 1837 the 
lather married again. Between the ste| 
ther and these yoang girls these was nwsympa­
thy ol tastes or purpose». The woman 
cultured, utilitarian, commonplace. Tbe sis­
ters ardent, unworldly, eager lor knowledge, 
and aspiring to a place in tbe wonderful world 
ol society and letter», of which they I 
little and dreamed so much. Kept all day long 
at household drudgery, and at night studying, 
writing poems, reading what lew hooka and 
papers they could get bold of; often, when 
candles were denied them, by the light of a rag 
dropped into a saucer ol lard ; and an, strug­
gling and aspiring, they passed ten long, lonely 
years, and then their prospects began to 
brighten.

They began to be heard from in tbe corner» 
ol newspapers ; letter» of appreciation and en­
couragement came to them trom generous, dis­
cerning sou's, tbe poet Whittier among 
first, la 1849, Horace Greeley viaited them, 
and wrote long afterward : “1 found them on 
my first visit to Cinc-nnati, early in the Sum­
mer of 1849, and the afternoon spent in 
tidy cottage, on College Hill, seven mile 
of the city, in tbe company of congenial spirits 
since departed, is among the greenest case» in 
my recollection of scenes and events long since
P**1” » -, ^

In November, 1800, Alice went to New York 
•ilk hole money, hut with » determined will 
strong enough to brook any difficulty or dis­
couragement.

Early in tks next Spring aha wrote to her 
sister to join ber ; and, in April, Phirbe and 
her lovety young sister, scarcely twenty years 
el age, went to Alien.

About her going to New York, Alice said, a 
year before ber death : *’ Ignorance stood me 
in the stead ol courage. Had I known the 
great a or Id asl hare learned it since, I should 
not have dared, bet 1 didn't. Thus 1 came.”

Tbe «stars net earnestly to w< rk to earn a 
living by tbeir pen, and succeeded, as every 
body knows. Tbeir borne was very modest, at 
first, and tbeir living Irugal, but it was a borne, 
aevertbeless. Horace Greeley says of it :
“ To tbe mainleaance of this home they 
brought industry, frugality, and a hatred ol
debt. If they had mouey but tc | a crust, 

intiexi-

| U* A lady, the loveliest ever the sun
Looked down upon, you must paint lor me.
O. it I could only make ; ou see

Tbe clear blue eyes, itie tender smile,
The sovereign sweetness, tbe lender grace, 
Tbe woman'» soul and tbe angel lace

" From their lather," says the author, “ the 

slaters inherited tbe poetic temperament, the 
lova ol nature and dumb creatures, their loving 
and pitying hearts, which were so large that 
they enfolded all breathing and unbreathing 
things. From their mother they inherited 
tbeir interest in public affairs, their passion for 
justice, their devotion to truth and duty as they 
saw it, tbeir clear perceptions and sturdy com-

“ In 1832, by persevering industry and fru­
gal living, the farm was at last psid for, and a 
new end more commodious dwelling erected 
tnr tbe reception ol the family, grown too 
luge to be longer sheltered by the old root- 
tree. It cost many year» ot toil and priration, 
this new bouse. We thought it,” *id Alice to 
» friend, in tbe Autumn ot 1869," the begin­
ning ef better times. Instead, all the sickness

pay lot
then a crust must suffice. With thus» 
ble integrity, they believed that they had no 
right to more till they had money to pay lor 
that more. Thus, from the beginning to tbe 
end, they always lived within their income. 
They never wore or had any thing better than 
they could afford.’’

As years went on, tbeir circumstances im­
proved, and every body bas heard about tbeir 
own pleasant dwelling oa Twentieth Street, 
wtich is here so vividly sketched that every 
reader ot the book has g clear photograph ot 
it. Hall, library, parlor, and tbe working- 
rooms of the busy sisters—they are all here, 
with their furniture, pictures,- ornaments, 
books, every tking. . One sees the very eoloia 
ot the carpets, and the bright sunshine tailing 
upon them irom the windows •• hung with lace, 
delicately embroidered, free which Wire loop­
ed back curts in» ol pale green brocatelle, lined 
with white a ilk."

One ol Ike moat iateiwstmg chapters is de­
scriptive ol their home life and habits ef work. 
Thsy were both early risers, Alice being often 
at her desk at five o'clock, usually before six ; 
so that, at breakfast, she bad frequently a fin­
ished poem to report, sometimes more than 
one. Tbeir work-day waa a long one, ending 
only at twilight, when one ol the sisters went 
to the room of the other, where tbe day’s work 
ol each was reported, and where, with folded 
hands and subdued voices, they talked of the 
friends who were gone, but who were ever 
present to tbeir spiritual vision, and tbs 
thought ot whom mingled in all tbeir daily 
work and in the dreams ol tbe night. Late in 
li'e, Alice said : “ Lucy was golden-baired and 
blue-eyed, the only one who looked like our 
mother. I was not fourteen when she died ; 
I'm most fifty new. It may seem strange when 
I tell you that 1 don’t believe that there has 
been an hour ol my lile, since her death, in 
which I have not thought of her, and mourned 
tor her. Strange, isn't it, that the life and 
death of a little child, not three years old, could 
take such a hold of another's lile ? I have nev­
er lost the consciousness ol the presence of 
that child."

Another chapter tells us ol their Sunday 
evening receptions ; of which, who baa not 
beard ? and which, who does not wish he bad 
seen, once at least, before the doors were 
closed, tbe shutters drawn, the lights out, ai d 
tbe gentle voices of the sister singers hushed 
forever ?

Sad, to make one weep, is tbe story of 
Alice’s last Summer, when she found—ales ! too 
late—that she bad long needed change and 
rest for overtaxed nerves and weary brain; 
but no repentance could avail ber now, though 
she sought relief in country air, and tbe dear 
•igbta and sounds ol nature ; and after month* 
ol intenses! suffering, she passed away, tinging 
ber sweet songs to tbe very last :
“ As tbe poor, panting hart lo the water-brook 

runs.
As tbe water brook rune to the son, 

earth's laiming daughters and

sriully impressed with tbe conviction that there 
must be other inhabited world*. Insignificant 
sa our earth undoubtedly is when ber dimen­
sions a*e compared with tbs toagaificent pro­
perties* ol many of 'he other plant ta. and 
•till more when considered with reference to 
tbe grandeur of the solar system itself, we 
have a tar more startling contrast to cootem 
plate when we compare the sola» system with 
the dissensions ot tbe siderial scheme. From 
tbe nearest ot tbe fixed stars tbe orbit ol Nep­
tune would bave an apparent diameter scarcely 
equal to one-sixth ot tbe moons, and the orbit 
of tbe earth would be but aa a point. Even 
the gigantic body ot Neptune would seem to 
be bat as a point, as seen Irom many ot the 
•tars which shine conspicuously in our heavens. 
But the lucid stars, tar off aa they are trom us, 
are quite clone m comparison with tbe stars 
which come into view under tbe searchirg eye 
of the telescope. It bas been calculated that 
some ol tbe stars seen with Lord Roaae's tele­
scope shine Irom such an enormous distrnce 
that the light takes upwards of 50,000 years in 
travelling from us to them.

Now consider tor a moment the flight of 
ray of light trom a star at this distance on one 
aide of our system to another aa tar off on tbe 
opposite aide. For 100,000 years tbe light 
•peed» onward— each second sweeping over 
nearly 200 000 miles ; past stars and system» it 
rushes on but far away on every band are other 
•tara and other systems to which it comes not 
near. During 3000 generations of mortal men 
—it one can conceiv^jhat our race could out­
last that time—the pulsation* of the ether are 
transmitted along tbe tremendous line which 
separates tbe two stars. Yet during all that 
time—it we are to accept the opinion of those 
who bold that our earth is tbe only inhabited 
world—the onward rushing light never ap­
proaches a single spot where sentient beings 
are to be found save one tiny glebe, around 
which it cc eld circle eight time* in one of the 
seconds which make up the vast period of its 
flight.

BREAKING STEERS.

A writer in the Country Gentleman says : 
Steers I handle and yoke up Ae first winter 
belore they are a year old, and during the fol­
lowing summer, to accustom them to Ae yoke, 
and to walk aide by side evenly together. Tbe 
second winter 1 put them to • light sled, and 
pul a small rope around Ae nigb one's bead, 
not to guide Aem by, out to secure them from 
running away from me by some sudden fright 
or some other cause. I then, with • light, 
abort whip, proceed to teach them to draw, to 
go forward, to atop, to haw and to gee. I use 
few words wiA Aem, and few mottoes of the 
whip, not trying to teach them too many 
things at once. When they are a little older, 1 
teach them to back by choosing a piece ol de­
scending ground for that purpose, with tbe 
empty sled or cart for a load. I never try lo 
plow wiAoul a driver till the steers are four 
years old.

Wet or damp clothes should be instantly re­
moved. “ Why ?" Because they rapidly chill 
the surface el the body, tbe heat being carried 
off by evaporation.
