JL never see them in these latter times. 

Our eyes are just as slow to mark them 
as were the eyes of those who slew and 
tortured them in days gone by, giving 
them thus the chance of immortality arid 
of a place apart, in calendars. ,

I knew one though, that is, if stripes 
and prisons oft, the scorn of men, a life 
of poverty and a pure nature, with a soul 
afire at all injustice, constitute a saint.
As many of the breed were born in most 
unlikely places and surroundings, so was 
the one I knew, for I feel certain that-he 
was a saint in truth, in deed, and thought 
and life, although no church has canon­
ised bis name. The race has sprung 
before, in palaces, in hovels, farms, in 
armies, convents, and again in towns, in 
country districts, and perhaps in gaols. 
But Cadiz, " Improba Gades,” the laugh­
ing, whitewashed, sea bound, salt-ringed 
town, which rises from the waves and 
seems to float, jqst as a nautilus lies rock­
ing in the trades, does not at first sight 
strike one as a cradle for a saint.

The little town of Hercules, built on its 
tongue of land jutting far out into the sea, 
and with the great black shoal, Las 
Puercas, standing sentinel just in the 
fairway of the port, with its long rows of 
dazzling houses chequered with bright 
green jalousies, its streets in Which a 
crowd is never seed, in which the tramp 
of horses is not heard, sans trade, sans 
manufactures, peaceful, and seeming far 
removed from all the troubles of the 
world, does not seem fitting for the birth 
of one destined to struggle all his life.

Your perfect rebel, and theie can be no 
saintliness without revolt in some shape 
or another against the myriad mean­
nesses that dwarf mankind, makes his 
own struggle, if he but strives against 
himself. Easier far it would have been 
to have sunk into mere resignation (by 
that sin men have fallen deeper than even 
angels fell by pride), and to have found 
all fair,-j|s did the Lord in Eden, till man 
appeared to break the spell. In the soft 
wind-swept, sea-lapped town, where stars 
come out like fireflies, pale, and sink back 
into the sky, and where day melts into 
the night as imperceptibly as if it were a 
tide, it is so easy to forget 

Dressed in his unsubstantial, southern 
children’s clothes, made out of stuff like 
bed-ticking, he must have gone to school, 
to some poor starveling schoolmaster (the 
hunger of a schoolmaster is a stock jest 
in Spain), or some old snuffy priest 
Still, in his youth he could not but have 
showed the promise of his life, just as 
musicians and great painters composed 
and painted as soon as they could speak, 
for saintliness is of the nature of an art.

Even in Cadiz, with its quiet ways, its 
streets so shady in the heat, so sunny in 
the cold, its grass-grown plazas and its 
air as of a woman, fair in youth and yet 
more beautiful in age, the ordinary in­
justices of life must have revolted him.

The overladen ass, girth galled and 
patient, treading its weary Calvary whic.i 
leads it to no heaven, except the rest from 
toil that death affords, must have stirred 
all his blood. ' Cats tortured and dogs 
stoned, no doubt set all his childish nerves 
a-tingling and his sympathies on edge, as 
they do those of many children, but with 
the difference in his case that the in­
dignation lasted all his life, and did not 
settle down into that careless acquiescence 
that makes cowards of us all.

Whether he stood and whispered at the 
grated window, when he grew older, to 

1 some girl half seen, or, standing on the 
pavement, formed with his lips dumb 
words to some fair Gadifana on a balcopy,
1 do not know, but ^imagine that his only 
love was Iris' old mother, and that, al­
though throughout his life he never knew 
the name of fear, with women he was 
tjmid and did not know the worth of his 
timidity in women’s eyes.

Fortune had given him a little manu­
factory of playing-cards,* left by his father, 
whicMn a year or two of philanthropic 
tfffhagement soon went to ruin, though I 
remember now and then, long years ago, 
fo have remarked upon the ace of gold, 
jn Cadiz packs, his name, and to have 
thought the cards were dingy and looked 
jike blotting-paper. This hindrance to 
his life haying been thus removed* the 
way was dear fpr him to run bis course. 
Never again did he own property or any 
fnoney, but what was necessary for the 
subsistence of his mother and himself, 
and that from day to day.

Thus being independent pf the world, 
fie naturally, after the fashion of his 
brother-saints, set out on hi scarcer to 
redress injustices, make things grown 
prpoked, straight, and generally to court 
the martyrdom mankind is ever ready to 
inflict on all who do not put their necks 
beneath its yoke,

How he became an anarchist, that is to 
me unknown ; but probably, - after the 
fashion of his-countrymen, more by ex­
perience of life, than by long poring upon

narrow lane that leads down from the 
Paseo de Apodaca to the house where 
dwells La Barduillera and her nymphs, 
must be a man who cherished dark 
designs ? No Christian ever would have 
taken to his house lost dogs or kittens, or 
stopped light hearted boys from putting 
out cats’ eyes, and pouring paraffin upon 
them and setting it ablaze. Such prac­
tices the Church itself does not condemn, 
at least by precept, for it knows well that 
animals are not endowed with souls, and 
he who seeks to mitigate the torture of 
their lives is a mere heretic and well 
deserves the stake.

we do know that ever since the withdraw­
al of the Viking from that service some 
months ago, the service has been very bad 
indeed. If the Viking is a suitable steam- 
eri the natnral query ia—Why was she 
withdrawn ? If she is not suitable, how 
can her owner expect her again to be 
subsidized for this important mail route?

The people of Deer Island and Campo- 
bello have just cause to be highly indig­
nant with the Postal Department—and 
possibly with the federal Representative 
for Charlotte County—for the manner in 
which they have been treated for several 
months in the matter of mails. And those 
important Islands are not the only parts 
of Charlotte County that are, and for a 
long time have been, subjected to the 
most wretched mail service in the whole 
Dominion. Something must be done, and 
done without further delay, to improve 
the mail service along the whole coast 
from Waweig to Beaver Harbor and be­
yond ; and this can only be accomplished 
in a satisfactory manner by making St 
Andrews the distributing point instead of 
St. George.

Junction, and from St. John to St. George 
by the Shore Line. Fron^St. George, 
pehaps after 24-hours’ detention, it is for­
warded to its destination.

memorable one, not only in actual hostili­
ties and the results therefrom, but as well 
in the Cabinet crisis in Great Britain 
which will necessarily greatly influence 
the future conduct of the war.

The Western campaign resulted in only 
slight changes from the situation at the 
close of the week preceding, though artil­
lery actions were incessant and vigorous. 
No important advances in force appear to 
have been attempted by the Entente 
Allies; and the German attempt on the 
left bank of the Meuse succeeded only in 
the capture of a few front-line trenches.

The greatest interest in the week’s 
hostilities centred in the Eastern cam­
paign, especially in Rumania, where the 
Teutonic forces advancing form the north­
west, west, and southwest succeeded in 
taking the capital, Bukarest, and in com­
pleting the occupation of over one-third 
of the small war-tried kingdom. In Gali­
cia and in the Carpathians west of Buko- 
wina the Russians fought vigorously over 
a front of nearly 200 miles in extent and 
were able to make some progress, but it 
was insufficient to divert the Teutonic 
drive on Rumania.

Cf the Caucasian campaign little can 
be said, as both sides claimed some suc­
cess ; and in Persia the Turks reported a 
minor gain. Nothing transpired concern­
ing the campaigns in Mesopotamia and 
Egypt

From the East African campaign no 
news was received since that of the week 
preceding, when it was reported that the 
Germans still maintaining armed resist­
ance, were making a final stand in the 
southeast of the colony which has now 
virtually passed from under German rule.

The Balkan campaign was prosecuted 
with great vigor" throughout the week. 
In Dobrudja the Russians and Rumanians 
made further progress southward, and 
captured from Von Mackensen’s forces 
the bridgehead at Tchemavoda, on the 
Danube, on the line of railway from Con- 
stanza to Bukarest. This success, how­
ever, was insufficient to prevent the forces 
of ti>e Central Powers trom crossing the 
Danube and aiding in the capture of 
Bukarest In Serbia, north of Monastir. 
at at several points on the Macedonian 
front, the Entente Allies made further 
progress. The situation in Athens, how­
ever, claimed the greatest interest of the 
week in this campaign ; and at the week’s 
close the situation was very serious in­
deed—just how serious not being definite­
ly known, as the telegraph and cable 
service was again in the hands of the 
Greek royalists., Considerable fighting 
took place in Athens, and the royalist 
troops and supporters had abandoned all 
pretence of submitting to the demands of 
the Entente Allies. All the nationals of 
the Allies were leaving Athens for Piraeus, 
and it was manifest that the Allies would

Thirty-four of the crew of the gunboat 
perished.

A few Portuguese were also killed 
aboard the steamers Kangaroo and Dacia 
which were torpedoed, according to the 
dispatch.

" News received from Madeira says that 
54 persons were killed in the bombard­
ment of Funchal.

" The submarines shelled the shore for 
two hours, especially the English cable 
station and other public buildings, but 
only small damage was done.

Almost overshadowing interest in the 
progress of the war, the Cabinet crisis in 
London, long expected, reached the be­
ginning of the end when, on Tuesday, Mr. 
Asquith tendered his resignation to the 
King. The King first asked Mr. Bonar 
Law to form a ministry, but he expressed 
his inability to do so and recommended 
the selection of Mr. Lloyd George, who 
accepted the task. As we go to press we 
have no word of the probable composition 
of Mr. Lloyd George’s Cabinet, though it 
muSB necessarily be of a coalition charac­
ter., .That Sir Edward Grey will be a 
member of the new Cabinet is altogether 
unlikely, for the Foreign Office under his 
administration, especially since the war 
began, has been severely criticized. If 
we might be permitted to hazard a guess, 
it would be that some of the permanent 
officiala-of the Foreign Office will be re­
tired on pension, just as some Generals 
who have disappointed expectations have 
been retired. Cabinet ministers do not 
govern Great Britain, it is the bureaucracy 
of permanent officials which doeg so. 
And undoubtedly the Foreign Office 
bureaucrats haAe much to answer for in 
the-present critical times.

The Right Hon. Andrew Bonar Law has 
been a member for Bootle Division, Lancs., j 
since 1911 and also a privy councillor 
since 1912 and was leader of the Unionist 
opposition prior to the formation of the 
coalition cabinet. His mother was Eliza 
Kidston, daughter of William Kidston, the 
famous Glasgow iron merchant, and his 
wife waa Annie Pitcairn, daughter of Har­
rington Robley, of Glasgow, and who died 
in 1909. He has four sons and two daugh­
ters. He received his rudimentary educa­
tion In this province and later studied at 
Gilbert Field School, Hamilton, and the 
High School at Glasgow. He became par­
liamentary secretary of the board of trade 
in 1902, which position he held until 1906. 
From 1900 to 1906 he was member for 
Blackfriara Division of Glasgow, and of 
Dulwich Division of Camberwell from 
1906 to 1910. He contested Manchester 
N. W. jn 1910. He is chairman of the 
Glasgow Iron Trades Association and is 
as well known in industrial circles in Eng­
land as he is jn political life.

Since the formation of the coalition 
cabinet ip 1915 be has occupied the post 
of colonial secretary and has seemingly 
succeeded in placing his politics aside and 
doing bis utmost for the cause of empire 
and of humanity.
