Paris, July 17.—German troops
made a strong attack on the French
positions in the vieinityv of The
Teton, but were driven back, leaving
a number dead, according to a state-
ment issued by the war office today.

The statemept follows:

“Intermittent = canWonading oc-
curred on the Aisne front, ‘quite
spirited in the regions of Cerny,
Cavaliers, and Courey.

“In the Champagne the Germans
made another serious effort on The
Teton. Their assaulting waves
caught under our fire, were compell-
ed to return in disorder to their de-
parting trenches, leaving a number
of dead. We maintained our gains of
of Saturday.

“On the left bank of the Meuse
our troops this morning made a
spirited attack west of Hill 304. Ac-
cording to news thus far received,
all our positions which have remain-
ed in the hands of the Germans fol-
lowing the actions of June 28 and
29, were entirely reconquered by us.
We captured prisoners whose num-
ber is not yet known.

Will Lose No Time in, Mobilizing

As a belligerent, Greece is expect-
ed to lose no time .in mobilizing her
war resources and ‘joining effective-
ly in the common allied operations
in the Balkans. The strength of the
Venizelos army is placed at about
60,000 men, and the remnants of
the former regular army, while not
over 30,000 now, has at times been
mobilized to a total of 200,000 men,
and is capable of reaching 300,000
if munitions are provided. The regu-
lars were demobilized by the Allies
when former King Constantine held
the organization as a threat to the
Allies’ rear, but can quickly be call-
ed to the colors again.

Army of 250,000 Assured

While it is understood the new
government has not yet mobilized
this army, the classes of 1916 and
1917, previously prevented by the
allies from being called out, were
called to the colors about two weeks
ago. Commissioner Jonnart, whom
the Allies entrusted with enforcing
Constantine’s abdication, has re-
ported that a Greek army of 250.-
000 will be raised to add to the
700,000 allied soldiers already in
the Balkans.

A Greek mission may be sent to the
United States, not only to negotiate
supplies for the army, but also to
present Greece’ situation as to the
general world reconstruction “after
the war. For the nresent, it is prob-
able Greece will be munitioned by
the Allies, who have stocks already
on hand, but for the future and as
far as general credits are concerned,
it is probable the Athens Government
will ~wish to deal- direct with this
country.

Greek Populace Glad

It is understood here that while
gsome pro-German, anti-war spirit re-
mains in Greece, a great majority of
the people are happy that a flat de-.
cision has at last been made, and
that the perils and uncertainties that
have beset the nation’s attempt to be
neutral are ended. It is realized that
Greece has a splendid opportunity
to strengthen her international posi-
tion, which has suffered through her
doubtful policy throughout the war.
Bulgaria, her traditional enemy. has
occupied an appreciable section of
Greek territory, and threatens to
survass Greece in her power in the
Balkans, while Italy has sent troops
into the northern Epirus to connect
with the Allies at Saloniki and es-
tablish a shorter line of communica-
tion than the long sea route. Since
Greece’s entry into the war, nege-
tiations have been under way for a-
bandonment of the part of this sec-
tion by Italy. ;
~ Greece also has further territorial
ambitions in the Balkans. and a so-
licitation for the 3000.000 Greeks in
Constantinople and the 2,000,000
Greeks which gshe claims in Asia
Minor, particularly about Smyrna.

One year
after the new Constitution had been
adopted a well-informed Patriarch
told his suffragans: ‘“We have been
delivered from Dioecletian to fall
into the hands of Julian; may God
have mercy on us!” After the revo-
lution the Young Turks took up the
campaign to make a Turk of every
citizen in the Turkish Empire, that
is to say, a Turk in religion ‘and
language. Seeret societies , weve
formed with a view to establishinZ
constant intercourse with Turanian
bodies of Ural-Altaic groups in Cau-
casia and Trans-Caucagia. War was
declared on the use of Arabic and,
Persian words. )
To Make Constantinople a Centre.
An attempt was made to make
Constantinople the centre of a ner-
vous system which would - set in
motion the Tartars in Northern Per-
gsia, Caucasus, Trans-Caspian prov-
inces, Afghgnistan, Northern India.
Bokhara, Samarkand and Turkes-
tan. One small country barred the
way to the realization of this vast
plan, and that country was Armenia.
Therefore, it was decided to remove
‘Armenia from the map, and that ac-
counts for what has happened to
Armenia since the.beginning of the
war. The persecutions, however, did
not follow immediately. The coprt-
eous' Young Turks showed themsel-
ves to be courteous Young Turks. At
first they made suggestions. They jn~
formed their officials that those who
spoke the Turkish language should
be given preference in the ecivil ser-
vice. Christian schools were sup-
posed to adopt in their curriculum
the ‘teaching of Turkish history, and
it was broadly hinted that mnobody
who was not familiar with Turkigh
history should be given Government
employment. 7

It may be argued that.the senti-
ments of the Young Turks ought to
have been taken advantage of by the
British instead of by the Germans,
and the last chapter of thif contro-
versy has not yet been written. A
passage from the address of the Tur-
kish Government, however, is well
worth reading: It B

‘“How often have the savage Rus-
sians, the traitorous English, the
Frenchmen, born of impure paren-
fage, yet proud in their baseness,
planted their unclean flags upon
our pure and holy mountains? How
often have they seized you by your
lifeless, spiritless feet and hands and
rolled you in the mire? Oh, you
poor, helpless people of India and cof
the Oxus, and. you wretched tribles
of Turkey! Oh, Bokhara and Tur-
kestan, dying under the bloody hand
of Russia! .. . Go forth, ye
Moslems, in the places of blood and
groans! there see the ruined coun-
tries of Islam, and learn a lesson.
Read your history! Look at the des-
pised graves of your kings; "If yon
desire honor, and glory, houris amd

Eternal joys, the gshade of - green
trees, houris, angels-are in the grasp
of your.sword. Cause the minarets
and mountains to resound once more
with the cry ‘Allah! Allah! Holy
war! Holy war!” Oh, Moslems, blow
the trumpet everywhere!”

The Empire assigned to the Turks
by the course of events is, as Dr.
Mingans says, essentially un Turk-
ish. In Arabia, Syria, Mesopotamia
find Palestine the Turkish popula-
‘tion is like the Jewish population in
Toronto. In Armenia and Kurdistaa
they are out-numbered by at least
twenty to one. Only in the villayets
stretching north of Aleppo and Har-
‘poot to Constantinople might it have
been said before the war that they
formed a little more than half the
population. Even in Constantinople
they form a minority against all the
other nationalities combined. The
notion of Enver Bey is that in the
event of a itriumph of the Central
Powers, Germany and Turkey will
divide up the world between them.
Germany taking yvha.t she. wants and
Turkey taking what is left. The point
to which we wish to draw aftention
is that Germany and Turkey are in-
spired by about the same religious
motives.

REGULATIOY OF PUBLIC EXPEN-
CITUTRES :

The following is from The Cana-
dian Engineer.

Brantford’s Board of Trade has
appointed a national serviec commit-
tee, and that committee has forward-
ed to the Dominion govern-
ment number of recom-
mendatinns, at least one of which
appears; to bhear the germ of an excel-
lant idea, viz., the organization of
some central body through which the
government, the provinces and the
municipalities, can co-operate in plan-
ning public works which will ahsorb
a considerable' number of returned
heroes. This is decidedly a move in
the right direction,: and it is to be
~hoped rnot' only that the ‘Dominion
and provincial governments Wil
adopt ' the Brantford idea, but also
that they will go much further and
clothe the central body with author-
ity to regulate all publi¢ work.

There are two reasons why some
broad supervision should be exer-
cised in regard to public works, not
only after the war, but also during
the remaining period of "the war.

Second, and perhaps even much
more important, the money resour-
ces of the lending nations and the
bon(l~.’1bsm'l)ing capacity of our own
country should be conserved for the
most necessary work; and an inde-
pendent, impartial board should be
the judge of the relative necessity.
In years past there has been little
Oor no regulation of public works ex-
penditures in Canada, probably be-
cause there was no need to regulate
them. Money was generally most
readily obtainable at low dates of
interest. Any town or city that car-
ed to obligate itself to levy a little
higher tax rate for the mnext
twenty, thirty or forty years could
obtain large /sums without effort,
and dozens of bond houses would
compete strenuously to buy the is-
sue. Investment money that was ac-
cumulating throughout the world
looked upon Canada with favor, and
the bond dealers rarely failed to
find a buyer for any Canadian muni-
cipals.

The war may materially change
the situation for some years to come.
It has changed it already; in fact,
the change started even slightly be-
fore the declaration of war. Central
regulation of public expenditure is
necessary so long as these changed
conditions continue. When money
flows into Canada again without stint
or effort, then regulation can cease,
but that time may not arrive for
several years to come, and mean-
while regulation is imperative. With
Liberty Loans, Victory Loans, Do-
mestic War Loans, etc., dredging the
investment mérket almost to rock
bottom, it is hard for municipalities
to suck up enough to make it wbrth

FRANCE GONE

Germans Take Unholy De-
light In Destroying
Places of Worship

FIRE ON CATHEDRALS

Fire, Carrying Position
In 36 Minutes

FIGHTING VIOLENT
Bombardment Preceding

Edifices Teeming With Sa- |
cred Meaning German
Targets

Quite excluding the many in Bel-
gium, in northern France alone three
hundred and twenty-seven village
churches have been entirely destroy-
ed by the Germans. I have not only
seen some personally, but have exam-
ined official photographs of each and
every ruin, and can affirm both the
total and the destruction as without
an iota of exaggeration.

By ‘“village church’’ I do not mean
in any instance, and therefore do not
include, places of worship in towns
or cities of even relative numerical
importance; but the simple, modest
religious sanctuary of the ‘‘paysan,”
the farmer, the tiller of the soil—th-
consecrated house of prayer where
gathered small congregations, within
327 areas of from one to twenty kilo-
meters—about 327 centres writes
Henri Bozin from Paris. :
These 327 village churches were
modest and without renown. Yet
they were quaintly beautiful, in
great part of ancient pious usage, de-
voted in many instances for three
centuries to the constant worship nf
God. They were quiet sanctuaries
containing family records, records of
birth, baptism, marriage and death,
the exvotos of gratitude, commemor-
ations of festival and sorrow, the
stories in the life history of genera-
tion after generation of the same
line; for all over lovely France
there are families living where their
ancestors settled centuries before.
Simple and unheralded as it was,
the village church of northern
France was thus not only a holy
thing full of ancient recording ana
tradition, but the most beloved and
pretentious building in' many an in-
dustrious home-loving, God-fearingz
community.

The bell in its tower had sounded
the Angelus from a “great while
since,”” the - Angelus heard afar in
beetfield and vineyard, waited for as
a daily part of many a simple, beau-
tiful, pious life, when the laborer,
hoe in hand, ceased toil for a mom-
ent, made the sign of the cross, and
bowed head in praver. He had been
baptized beneath the tower in which
it hung, it had rung his marriage
peal, for his father before him, as it
would for his children after him.

Asssault Greatest Of
The _War

London, July 17.—Telegraphing |

‘“The first great battle, in Apm.
brought the French over the crest of
the group, but, except Mont Coraillet
the whole of which the French have
held for some time, the northern
slopes of the chain remained in the
hands of the Germans, who. obstin-
ately clung on just below the crest,
in the hope of regaining them by a
lucky dash; and at two. points,
namely, on the saddle between Mont
Blond and Mont Haut, they held
strong positions giving at least a
partial view over the French side of
the battlefield“below. The Germans
had brought three divisions into line,
and -in anticipation of the attack
which was to be made on the whole
five-mile front, they carried out
much work on the shelters and
trenches to the northward, in which
their attacking batttalions -and re-
serves were massed for the assault.
The most difficult part of the enter-
prise, the capture of Mont Haut, was_
entrusted to a Hanoverian division
who had specially rehearsed the ac-
tion.

Furious Bombardment.

“The Germans, whose artillery had
been strongly reinforced, furiously
bombarded the - French positions
night and day until the signal for
the assault was given at 8 o’clock in
the evening. The objectives of the
attacking battalions were carefully
restricted. An advance of 300 yards
on a front of 600 yards was ordered
on Teton Casque. During three or
four hours preceding the attack th2
ground on both sides of the dividing

and faith within, more than the
sometimes marvelous anciedt glass,

the often valuable paintings and ob-

jects of ecclesiastical art, the marb-!
les and sculptured clay, the always'
beautiful and varied stations of the
cross. For these, after all, had a
material side, visible to the eye, res-
ponsive to the touch, as had the long-
lined sacred written records of life
and death "of a whole community, a
far wide country-side.

Tablets were destroyed, too, tab-
lets in the memory that burnish and
brighten in living contaet with the
altar where worshipped the dear,
dead of long ago, and of yesterday.
There is not a province in north-
ern France that has not been so des-
ecrated and saerileged.

With these undamed churches, as
all who read know, have been de-
stroyed more pretentious places of
worship in towns and minor cities;
the mighty cathedral of Arras, of
which Vietor Hugo has written, “It
is the most beautiful and wonderful
example of the Flemish-Spanish ar-
chitecture of the thirteenth century’;
the cathedral of Semilis, the most
lovely of smaller Gothic specimens,
the cathedral of Soissaons, a marvel
of the Renaissance, to choose but
three of the many within the line ot
barbarity’s invasion and retreat.

No house of God is intact that
touched the paths of evil. ‘ihere re-
mains to it put the completion from
afar, of the destruction of the cathe-
dral of Rheims.

For Rheims is still within the
range of German 210 and 170 sweit
from the hills of Brimont and No-
gent-1’Abesse, quite within range of
barbaric fire. And unheralded, this
fire goes on, intermittently, willfully,
savagely. It is only in the multitude

Last Year’'s Weakness. -

But I believe it is but fair to ad-
mit that the White Sox last year were
not a well-balanced ball club. We
were not dependable at first base
and third was a source of much
worry.

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First Vessel From Dominion To Encompass Destruction
Of Teuton U-Boat; Story of Encounter, Fifty
Miles Southwest of Scilly

To the steamer “Meaford” of the
Farrar Transportation Company,
Limited, Toronto, belongs the honor
of being the first Canadian freight
vessel to sink a German submarine.
Official information from the Mar-
ine Department of the Imperial au-
thorities, conveying the circum-
stances under’ which Captain C.
Dusting of the “Meaford” which has
figured in several adventurous trips,
accomplished the act, reached Mr.
George E. Fair, a Managing Director
of the company, yesterday.

So far as known, the “Meaford” is
the only Canadian freighter engaged
in the transatlantic service, which
has sunk a submarine. The “Mea-
ford,” which is of dimension fa-
miliarly known to the Canadian
marine men, as a ‘“Welland Canal
size,” is under charter to the French
Government for twelve months, for
transatlantic service and service on
the Mediterranean.

“Am pleased to report that we
sunk a submarine by gunfire fifty
miles southwest of Scilly in the
Mediterraneaan.” This was the sub-
stance of the report of Captain Dust-
ing, conveyed by the authorities at
Gibraltar to the Imperial authorities
at London, the latter, according . to
the information to hand, having
since officially verified the report.

The ‘“Meaford” was on her way
from Swansea to Bona on June 12,
when the crew of the vessel sighted
a submarine some distance off. The
sub. gave chase, and while maoeuvr-
ing for position the gunners on the

treacherous nndersea dog down to a
watery grave before she had time
‘to retaliate. The vessel reached
|Bona the following day and = dis-
charged her cargo.

According to official reports, the
“Meaford” figured in a battle on
May 5, while en route from Bona to
Swansea, the report. of the captain
being as follows:

“The ‘Meaford’ was fired upon by
an unknown vessel at about three
)miles range. Some of the shells
exploded mnear the ‘Meaford.’ We
returned fire and the third shot
seemed ‘to find its mark.” No other
details .were given concerning this
engagement, except that the vessel
reached Swansea safely and without
being damaged.

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DELICIOUS CHOCOLATE PIE

To one cup of hot water add 1-2
cup of grated chocolate and 2-3 cup
of sugar: dissolve 2 tablespoonfuls
of cornstarch in water: add the yolks
of 2 eggs and cook all till it thick-
ens: remove from fire: add nearly a
teaspoonful of vanilla and a piece of
butter frost with the whites of two
eggs: bake crust before filling,

One quart milk, 1-2 teacup rice, 4
eggs, 4 teaspoonfuls sugar, pinch
salt, 2 teaspoonfuls extract vanilla.
Put the rice into the milk, add the
salt and steam for 1 hour. Beat the
yolks of eggs, add sugar, stir into the
rice just before it is taken off, mix
well after adding the flavoring ex-
tract, beat the egg whites to a stilf
froth and gradually add powdered
sugar enough to make frosting. Put
the rice in a pudding dish and heap
the frosting on top. Set in the oven.

Today the same gquantity may be
bought for a couple qf cents, or even
less. The cheapness is due to the fact
that all matches are made and most
of them are dipped by machinery.
In making matches by one process, a
cylinder of pine wood the length of
seven matches, which has been soak-
ed in water to make it tough, is plac-
ed in a sort of lathe anmd as it re-
volves the circumference comes in
contact with a sharp blade which cuts
off a- continuous shaving the thick-
ness of a match. As this shaving com-
es away from the log it is cut into
seven trips, each as wide as a match
is long. These ribbons are cut into
lengths of about eight feet, and one
hundred and twenty or so are piled
on top of each other, and fed into a
cutting machine which cuts as many
gplints at each stroke as there are
ribbons in the pile. Rapid as this pro-
cess of making splints is, it has been
displaced in- America by another
method in which very little hard
work is required. In this case the
raw material is received at the fac-
tory in the shape of two-inch white
pine plank. This is sawed into blocks
the length of the match.

The blocks are then fastened by
means of chains to the bed of the ma-
chine, and cutters groove out a set
of splints from the surface. The cut-
ters do not turn the entire surface
into splints at one impact, but’ ecuts
them one-fourth of an inch apart.
The ridges left between the places
from which the first set of splints
was cut, are then worked up, and so
on until the whole block is consum-
ed.

As soon as the splints are separa-
‘ted from the blocks they are seized in
iron clamp plates, which form an
endles chain. The chain carries the
splints across a steam-heated drum,
which warms them nearly to the tem-
perature of the paraffin, into which
they are next dipped. From the par-
haffin bath the splints move on con-
tinuously to the rollers that carry the
‘““heading mixture” — phosphorous,
chlorate of potash, etc.—and, as the
matches are carried past the rollers
each one receives a red or blue head,
as the case may be. From the roilers
they continue on through a room
swept by a blast of cold air.

The matches move.on until just be-
fore they reach the starting point
again, an automatic punch thrusts
the matches out and places them side
by side in a box, put in at the right
time, by another endless belt. It is
estimated that the nations of the
civilized world use, in round numbers
three million matches a minute.
