His speech
is the strongest thing delivered from
any rostrum in England. He said
the murder of Ferrer was a local
outrage on cosmopolitan feeling.

It means not only the death of one
great worthy man, but was an insult
to the intelligence of Europe he said.
] pelieve the price of Ferrer’s life
will be paid long hence. Ti the heads
of all the kings of Europe were torn
from their trunks tomorrow it would
not pay the price of Ferrer's life. Let
us make no = mistake. If all these
heads were rolled in the dust tomor-
row, we should not have one like
Ferrex s, who by his acts as a royal
son lost his life for the people of the
world. If I had lived in Spain this
last week, I siould have forgotten 1
ever attended a peace meeting.

“Do the Spanish authorities think,
or does Alphonso think, that the
murder of Ferrer has killed the en-
lightenment of Spain ? Calamity will
follow. We have a responsibility here
in London. ‘ Paris has been doing
things. They are made up of spiritu-
al chanpagne there. In London we
are small beer compared to them. If
we had ohly a Hundredth the part o!

Some of the Wonderful Things of
Which it Is Capable.

The camera, which divides time into
thousandths of a sevond and” récords
the impressions of each. makes perma-
nent pictures of events which pass too
quickly for the dull buman retina to
recoguize. It is only thegough tke cam-

| era that the motions of the w ngs of-

flying birds and of the legs of Bwift
running animals bave been apalyzed.
To the camera the fuzzy drivers of the
swiftly speeding locomotives stand
out clear cut and stationary, while
each flying drop of rain in the driven
storm is distinct and seems frozen in
its place. The tarpon fisherman, fa-
miliar with the first wild leap of the;
frenzied fish as it casts hook and bait
fifty feet in the air, sees first in the
finished picture the outstretched gills,
the convulsive opening and closing of
which bad escaped his eye, however
closely be may have looked for it.

Often the eye of the camera will de-‘
cipher documents of which the writing’
had been substantially obliterated by
age, and I have successfully copled
with the camera the utterly faded pho-
tograph of a clissmate of forty years
previous and thereby been epabled to
present to a grizzled veteran a like-
pess of his curly baired youth
Changes in the pigment of the skin
undiscoverable by the eye appear with
distinetness on the sensitive plate, and
it is said that ample warning of ap-
proaching disease has been thereby
given.

By means of the invisible rays lying
beyond the violet of the spectrum ob-
jects may be photographed in the dark-
ness and, with the aid of the so called
X rays, through substances otherwise
opaque. When from the darkness of
night and storm the forked lightning
flashes, the camera makes a vivid and:
permanent picture of each fiery trail.
Creatures that travel by night can be
“caught” in the brief blaze of a mag-
nesium charged pistol, the fash of
which is of too sbort duration for the
oreature to move or the dull bumap
eve to recognize the subject.—A. W.

JAPAN A LAND OF COLOR.

Farms of Two or Three Acres Divides
Inte Many Tiny Fields.

Land is so scarce in Japan and the
people so numerous that a'farm rarely
consists of morg than an acre or two
"These little farms are divided up intc
tiny flelds.

The newspaper spenas a great deal
»f money in gathering news matier.
ihis is servea up under suitable
headlines. These headlines furnish
.he gist of the news. Three or four
vords in the heading will be made
0 tell the same story as a whole col-
amn of text, or serve 1o make the
reader curious enough ~ to read the
whole. > :

A great many men and women do
4ot sit down and read the newspaper
trom beginning to ending as ‘was for-
merly the case. Instead, they read
the -headlines for the purpdse of get-
ting at the news. If they run across a
headline that tells them there is an
item below it whose details’ will be
interesting they read it.* In this way
they read several papers in less time
‘han they used to spend over one.

Supposing then there was a Tocal
murder reported in the newspaper. It
would , appear on ‘the first puge, first
solumn, with 'a heading that_ would
run clear across the page. I that
heading should b&‘anything but “Mur-
der” most of theireaders would con-
sider themselves- gcheated.

Supposing thé editor,
writer should say to himself:
1 want to call the attention of the
people to -this item so I'll use the
headline ‘Stop! .Look! Listen!” ”
you suppose -that would get as many
readers for that-item as ‘the Jogical
headline? ' It is not likely that many
of the paper’s readers will find . out
about the murder. S

Now the advertisement. is merely. a
news item. It may be that it is not

startling as a murder “story”’ but

or headline

5t may be just as interesting to a

great many people. -~ Therefore the
headline of the advertisement should
tell' practically the story of: the - ad-
vertisement, It should tell as much
of the message of the merchant as
possible. :

A great many advertisers among
the smaller retail stores write their
advertisements baekwg They write
the headline first and then construct
an advertisement around it. The
proper method of creating an adver-
tisement is to first select the article
to be advertised. Then write its des-
cription and name the price and
lastly place a headline above ‘it that
will ‘tell the largest number of readers
what the advértisement is about. If
the reader is interested in that article
the advertisement will be Tead from
start to finish. :

“But,” says some advertiser, =X
want people who are not interested in
that article to read my advertisement;
I want to create demand. I want to
sell my goods to people who did not
know they wanted them.’ Very well.
Follow_ this advice:

Take an article of merit; an ‘article
that many persons will be interested
in; an article that = many persons
would find it advantageous to possess;
write an advertisement that will bring
out .its strong points; an advertise-
ment that will’ suggest the numerous
ways in which the article can be
used and a féw.other details and un-
der a headline that suggest the sub-
ject matter of the advertisement and
you will be doing all you can fto
create demand.

The amount of demand or the num-
ber of inquiries from the advettise-
ment then depends largely upon the
value of the newspaper as an adver-
tising iam. :

The headline should be .an_eye-at-
tractor as well as an index of the con-
tents of the advertisement.. This eye-
attracting power cannot be given it
by fancy type and seroll effect. In fact
sometimes the effect striven for is en-
tirely lost on account of illegibility.

Have the headline full. of meaning,
have. it set in good reddable type,. but
not of disproportionate size to the
advertisement and it will serve its
purpose not only as. an attraction to
the advertisement but as an index to’
its contents. -

‘Motor Roads.

Washington, D.C:, Oct. 18.—Alarm-
ed by the great expense it is put to |
in maintaining the highways of the
United Kingdom, the British parlia-
ment is considering the advisability
of constructing special highways for
the use of automobiles. According to
the U.S. Consul General Griffiths in
a report to the Department of' Com-
merce and Lahor, the continued use
of motor cars in Great Britain has
played havoc with the surface of the
railways. It is now suggested th.t
the soeeding autonobiles be given a
road to themselves, and . this is pro-
vided for in a bill now before parlia-
ment. These roads.are to be govern-
ed by a board of five or seven ‘mem-
bers, only one of whom, thechairman
or vice chairman, shall receive a sal-
The board governs the system as
built, but will be empowered to add
to the mileage when it sees fit. Once
these roads are constructed ordinary
highways will not be permitted to
automobiles ‘without special permis-
sion. 'The government likewise will

permit them to indulge in their man-

'ia to their heart’s content. The speed

limit will be taken off. The use of
the motor car has increased so
greatly in the last decade that it has
become not only a detriment to pub-
lic property in certain ways, but a
menace to life as well.
