Wasnington, Jan. 10.—The news from
Iloilo is such that there is a well-defined
belief now that hostilities can scarcely
be averted. ,'I'he report that the United
States troops now confronting Iloilo will
remove some miles away, to Guimaras
Island, between P’anay and Nsgros, is
taken to mean that General Miller, act-
ing on instructions from General Otis,
will not begin hostilities, ~which mean
undoubtedly the burning of the City of

Iloilo, the second oity of the Philippi

Dimittis, *‘Lord, Now Lettest Thou Thy
Servant Depart in Peace.””

TO MEET THE DOUKHOBORS,

Arrangements Being Made by the Domin-
ion Gevernment to Receive Them.

Ottawa, Jan. 10.—The Departments of
the Interior and of Agriculture are mak-
ing arrangements to receive the Douk-
hobors at Halifax between the 13th and
13th inst. After undergoing quarantine
inspection at Halifax, the Doukhobors
will be taken to St. John, N.B. There is
no quarantine station at St. John, and
therefore the steamer will have to call at
Halifax. W. B. Scarth, Deputy Minister
of Agrioulture, is going to personally
look after the quarantine arrangements,
80 that no mistake will be fnade. Quar-
antine is attached to the Agriculture

Agoncillo, through his secretary, Sixto
Lopez, gave a speoial interview to a re-
porter yesterday and expressed most
inflammatory sentiments. The Interview
was repeated to a member of the Senate
chamber on foreign rolations, who said:
“If I were in charge of the executive
branch of this Government, I should
order the arrest of Messrs. Agoncillo and
Lopez to-morrow morning. There is
plenty of warrant in law for such a pro-
oeeding.’’

THE AMERICAN OPPORTUNITY.

The Relations Between Canada and the
United States—The Great Trade of
" China Should Be Tapped by the

New Comer Amobg the
World Powers—Cable
News.

Baltitmore, Md., Jan. 10.—The public
and social relations between this country
and the Canadian Dominion, as well as
the subjecs of American expansion, were
discussed in an interview here yesterday
by Sir James Edgar, Speaker of the Cana-
dian House of Commons. Sir James is
just recovering from a severe‘attack of la
grippe. In speaking of American expan-
sion, he said:

“We in Canada watob with much satia-
faction the growth and succass of the
United States. Thas, perhaps, is one
reason why our eyes are turned upon you
in your present diplomatic ofntroversies,
According to my judgment, the United
States has accidentally been thrust into a
situation which promises to open for her
a splendid list of trade opportunities.

“Let me explain. The Britlsh Kmpire,
by the possession of a fortified stronghold
in China, commands a vast bulk of trade
in ¢hat populous country which no other
force than the holding of She port could
possibly command. Lhis trade with China
is one of the mcst desirable which the
world now offers. The tremendous sweep
of territory embraced under the Chinese
name, covered with a teeming multitude
of people, who are destined to become
large purchasers of the finished produots
from oivilized markets, puts forward a
most inviting fleld of trade, into whieh
any progressive nation might wish to
enter. .

““The DUnited States may have "the eall
in commanding that trade, but if that
trade is to be effactive, the United States
must possess a port almost at the entrance
to the Chiness Empire, one which ships
of trade and ships of war can issue fcrgh
for active labors, or else seek refuge in,
when the occasion requires it

“It must be a port close to the Chinese
Emipire, from which the United Statos
can speak with aggrossiveness. Your
country must be in a position to speak in
that language whose alphabet is figured
in ships of ‘war. When you can do that,
then a boundless trade with the Orient
will soon becoms for you a veritable
treasure house. The accidents of war
have given to your oountry a command-
ing gateway. If utilized to its fullest
possibilities, your future trading will be-
ocome immense.

“The relationship between your nation
and Canada 18 friendly and cordial. This
1s not a mere superficial closeness, but it
is one which grows out of the real
affinity of the two peoples. Aside from
the fact that both are component parts of
the great English-speaking world, there
is a tie of kinship which springs fromr
our neighborly situation, This intimacy,
I think, is destined to become more
pronounced with the gradual opening of
a freer reciprocal trade relationship. t

“What we need is a little more reoi-
prooity in our trade rela%ionship. Our
duties in some instances should be modi-
fled in favor of the Unitod States, and
yours, on the other " hand, should be
modifled for us. I appreciate the fact that
local clamors will be excited on both
sides of the line. Local interests which

WILL SPEND 61,000.000 A YEAR.

Germany Is After a Big Share of the
Commerce of Asia.

Washington, Jan. 10.—A copy of the
contract between the German Govern-
ment and the Lloyd Steamship Line for
tho establishment and maintenance of
postal and commercial communication
between Germany and Eastern Asia and
Australasia has reached the Treasury
Bureau of Statistrics.

1t shows that thg Lloyd Company
agrees to maintaln, for .a space of 15
years, steamship lines running from
Bremethaven or Hamburg. Germany,
by way of a Belgian or Dutch port,
through Genoa, Naples, Port Said, Suez,
Aden, Colombo, Singapore ang Hong
Kong'to Shanghad, China, and back by
the same route; a second main line
through the same ports to Yokohama,
Japan; also a main line through the same
ports to Adelaide, Melbourne and Syd-
ney, Australla; also branch lines from
Hong Kong to Shanghai and from Singa-
pore to German New Guinea and other
ports in Oceanica.

Four steamships are, under this con-
tract, to be bullt for the Chinese and
Japanese service, to be of not less than
6,000 tons, and equal to those of foreign
pations in every respect. Their plans are
to be approved by the Admiralty, and
they are to be running respectively by
Oct. 1,.1899 Jan. 1, Sept. 1 and Nov. 1,
1900.

In the cab of the exoursion train was
James Prendergast, engineer, with bhis
fireman, George Cheshire. They saw the
local as it started on the ourve. With
shrieking whistles and brakes grinding
sparks from the wheels, the excursion
train bore down to what sedbmed destruo-
tion. The vassengers, alarmed at the con-
tinued whistle, opened the windows, but,
before they had time to find out whas
was the matter they were hurled head-
long, knocked senseless, and many were
killed outright. The two engines, now
pilotless—for both crews had jumped—
came togesher with an awful erash. The
excursion train was probably going at
about 15 miles an hour. The loeal engine,
as if tripped in its flight, turned a com-
plete somersault and came crashing down
beside its demolished obstruction of the
first car from Shamokin.

The tender stopped a few ' seats from
the rear door, the car, or what was lefs
of it, reeled over, oarrying with it the
imbedded tenaer, and the fraginedds of a
dozen bodlies and the imprisoned wi _
ed, who had been carried with the jagged
iron on its relentless course through the
coach.

It was in this firat oar of the exoursion
ttrater that all the deaths and most of the
casualties ocourred. The other oars,
though their occupants were badly
shaken, remained on the track.

Engineer Rick of the local was found
on the track so badly injured that little
hope was entertained of his recovery.
Despite the blood that flowed from his
mouth, Rick guMgled out: ‘‘Some one
gave wrong orders, I know how i¢ hap-
pened, but I can’t speak now."’

Action te Annul the Western Unien
Agreement -The Steck Affected—A
Gobbling-Up Transaction,

Montreal, Jan. 10,—The intelligence
that legal proosedings have been insti-
tuted gor the purpose of annulling the
lease of the Great Northwestern, Mont-
real Telegraph and Dominion Telegraph
wires to the Western Union Telegraph
Co. caused a great deal of excitement in
Stock Exchange oircles here yesterday
morning. Some years ago, it will be re-
membered, the wires of the three com-
panies named were leased, a strong
minority of the sharehelders dissenting,
to the Western Union C’smpnny‘ When
the deed was brought before Parliament:
for 1ts necessary ratification a clause was
inserted providing that no forelgn eor-
poration should hold any shares in the
Canadian companies. Yesterday Mesars.
Morrow and Clarke of Boston, hulders of
750 shares of Great Northwestern stook,
entered proceedings in Osgoode Hall,
Torouto, to annul the lease on the
ground that Mr. Dwight, who holds the
bulk of the shares in the Great North-
wastern in his own name, is in reality
merely the agent of the Western Unlon,
the true owner of the shares. This, he
contends, would be a violation of the
Act of Parliament, and would afford
ground for the annulment of the lease.
Mr. Morrow, one of the parties in the
present proceedings, haa been for years
on confldential terms with Mr. Erastus
Wiman. The news of this action got
abroad on Saturday morning, and caused
the stock to drop from 1756 to 171. Yes-
terday the stock was steady at 171. It is
understood to be an attemps by the
Western Union to gobble up the G.N.W.
Co.

RECKLESS HORSEMANSHIP.
Italian Cavalrymen Wonderfully Bx-
pert In Daring Riding.

Although the Italians as a nation are
rather indifferent horsemen, the oavalry
of the Italian army has during the last
few years oultivated the art of riding
horseback to a much greater extent than
heretofore. The improvement was mainly
brought about by the creation of the high
school of equitation for officers of the
army at Toi di Quinto. This institute has
achioved remarkable results. Of course it
is a model riding school, as only such offi-
cers of the army who are already good
The number
is a180 limited to one officer from each regi-
ment, and in return for his instruction an
ofticer haying passed through the course
18 compolled to serve as regimental riding
master for one year. In this way a certaln
number of axceedingly effloient instructors
are secured for the Itallan army, and, as a
matter of fact, the efficiency of the mount-
ed eoldlery has oconsiderably inoreased
within the last few years.

It is a well known specialty of the
school at Tor di Quinto to train men and
horses for work in very difficuls territory.
They make horses climb steep slopes, and,
what is much more importans in case of
war, let them slide down almost vertical
hillsldes or embankments and similar dar-
ing feats. One would certainly question
the wisdom of submitting both man and
boast to the chances of danger to life and
limb that evidently must be incurred

LINCOLN’S ADVICE.

Whut He Told a Committee of Soared
New Yorkers.

Colonel J. V. 8. Paddock, late of the
regular army, tells a story abous Presi-
dent Lincoln v .ich he vouches for as be-
ing absolutely true, The story goes away
back to the early days of the civil war,
when it did look as if the Confederates
wero goiwg to annihilate the north. The
Alabama and the Shenandoah were in
commission and were threatening our
const cities with destruction. There ocer-
tainly was a very lively fear entertained
in New York city that the Alabama was
soon to begin a bombardment, and some

| of the prominent citizens begam$o worry.

A meeting was oalled, and three of the
wealthiost men there as that time, mer-
chant princes, in fact, were chosen as &
committoe to go to Washington and ask
tho president to at once begin fortifying
the harbor.

This committee happened to be composed
of men of small stature, chunky little fel-
lows, but with an enormous idea of sheir
own importance. They reached Washing-
ton and went to the Kbbits House, where
they had brenkfast. It was their inten-
tion to stroll leisurely to the White House,
state the object of thelr visit to the presi-
dent, take him out to lunch with them
snd get back to New York early in the
evening.

Thoe committee reached the White House
about 11 o'clock. They fully expooted to
be ushered at once into the presence of
Mr. Lincoln, but they were not. They
waited out in the anteroom like all the
others, and ot the end of an hour they
concluded that the president had some
business to attend to besides that of & New
York comniittee.

But at last, about 2 p. m., ravenously
hungry and impatient at the delay, they
were ushored In to see Mr. Lincoln. Their
astonishment was unbounded when they
Jonrned he did not know them, but they
took great care he should learn all about
who they were and thelir wealth and im-
portance. The chairman had prepared a
gpecch, but some way, talking up to the
president, who towered above them like a
glant, it did not sound as flowery and
grand as when he had rohearsed 1t to his
collengzues at the breakfast table.

Mr. Lincoln listened to them gravely.
soriously, attentively When the chairman

ad finished and the others had put in the
weizht of their words, he said:

“Wwell, now, gentlemen, I'll tell you
what 1 would do were I in your place. If
I woro as rich as you say you are and half
as scared as you to all appearances are, 1
would go back to Now York and fortify
the harbor myself.”’—New York Tele-
gram

RECKLESS HORSEMANSHIP.

Itallan Cavalrymen Wonderfully Ex-
pert In Daring Riding.

THE BEEHIVE.

I is seldom that if & colony is in proper
condition there is any danger of robbing.

A colony may be very weak, but if it
possess a laying queen and brood it will
protect a large surplus of honey.

If bees have pr ion in some
during the winter, Bo one need be afraid
to let them winter on fall honey.

Italian bees adhere to the comb in a
very quiet condition. It is a rare thing to
find an Italian queen off he comb.

Food given at this time should be of
good quality. Granulated sugar makes
one of the best that can be supplied.

So far as oan be done, bees should be
crowded up in small quarters, 8o as to
economize sheir natural heat during the
winter.

A cellar intended for wintering bees
should not be used for anything else and
care should be taken to see that it is per
fectly dry.

All empty sections and even those par-
tially filled should be removed before
sovere winter sets in. There 18 no advan-
sage in leaving them in.

Combs of all descriptions should remain
unmolested during cold weather. They
aro at that tlme very brittle and will not
stand rough usage.— Exchange.

THINGS TO BE AVOIDED.

Lady’s slipper poisons in the same way
as does polson Jvy. The bulbs seem to be
the most harmful. Lilies of the valley
are also poisonous.

The berries of the yew have killed many
persons, and it 18 pretty well known now-
adays that it is not safe to eat many peach
pits or cherry kernels at once.

The leaves and flowers of the oleander
are deadly, and the bark of the catalpa
tree is very mischievous. The water drop-
wort, when not in flower, resembles ocelery
and is virulent.

There is enough opium in red popples
to do mischief, and the autumn crocus, it
the blossoms are chewed, causes illness.
The lobelias aro all dangerous, their juice,
if swallowed, producing giddiness, with
pains in the head.

Among garden plants commonly in
vogue which possess & polsonous nature
botanists mention the jonquil, white hy-
aocinth and snowdrop, the narcissus being
also particularly deadly, so much so in-
deed that to chew a small scrap of one of
the bulbs may result fatally, while the
juice of the leaves is an emetic.
