A strict quarantine: has beén ofdered at
all Turkish ports against vessels from Egypt,
in consequence of the cholera epidemic at
Damietta. A regular panic prevails at Alex-
andria, and Europeans are lezﬂng the country
by every steamer.

Trouble is looming up between Austria
and Roumania. The latter has been sum-
moned by the former to officially repudiate
a toast proposed by her deputy at Jassy, in
presence of the King, in favour of the annex-
ation of Bukowina,

The Vatican will notify the Prussian Gov-
ernment of clerical appointments on condition
that Prussia declares the exercise of all priest-
ly functions exempst from prosecution and the
training of priests free from all restrictions.
The Vatican desires to continue the negotia-
tions, notwithstanding Prussia’s violation of
diplomatic usage by passing the Charch bill
while negotiations were pending.

A despatch from Berlin says that the ar-
rest of Krazewski, the Polish author, and
others, has led to the belief that a conspiracy
exists for the betraying of the secrets of the
German military orga, zation. Twenty ar-
rests were made at Beriin and Dresden on
Thursday of persons supposed to be connected
with the couspiracy. Other arrests were
made at Halle, finnover, and Calogne,

The woman, Helen Markovies, who fired a
revoiver at the King of Servia, and who was
sentenced to death, but had her sentence
commuted by King Milan, was found.dead in
the prison where she was confined at
Poscharevatz. It is supposed $hat she com-
mitted suicide, and a commission, composed
of medical men and judicial and other offi-
cials, has been appointed to make a post-
mortem examination.

The long-talked-of removal of the fortifica-
tions of Paris at length seems to be in a fair
way to be brought about, the municipality
having appointed a committee to urge their
destruction upon the general government.
The pressing need for more and cheaper
homes for poor people of Paris is responsible
for the final success of this measure, for the
removal of the fortifications will give a large
area to building lots.

Spanish politics are usually - lively ; but
judging by a threatened-debate in the Cortes,
the great comstitutional qaestions which
usually evoke ringing speeches must be run-
ning scarce. A rumoured faney of King Al-
phonso for a pretty circus-rider.is to be made
the subject of discussion. The Prime Minis-
ter charged that the rumour was an invention
of the Opposition and the lattér resented the
imputation, and so the affair becomies a politi-
cal issue to be fought over in due'form.

The trial of Jews charged with murdering
a Christian girl bas been continued at Nyrre-
ghhaza, Hungary. Raft, a jproprietor, de-
posed that Bary, the Police Magistrate, held
repeated nocturnal enquiries in_the prison ;
that the witness had been terrorized by seeing
a companion struck and maltgeated ; that he
had said exactly what Bary bad told him to
say, although he really knew nothing of the
conveyance of the corpse, as alleged by the
prosecution. .

Miss Booth, of the Salvation Army, is ex-
horting in Paris. The Freunch reporters are
not unanimous in their appre¢iation of her
persoual appearance, which they seem to re-
gard as a more important mdtter than her
teaching. ‘' An agreeable physique,” says
one; ‘‘arather agreeable phyeique” is the
more cautions verdict of another; while a
third will only allow her *a not too disagree-
able physique,” Her French is of the worst.
She seems to believe that all nouns mn the
language are masculine, and she applies her
articles and adjectives accordingly.

Louise Michel, who aspired to be the
modern Joan of Are, quits the scene of her
lawlpssness for six years’ immurement in an
unromsantic prison, ' Nor is prison-hife alto-
gether unfamiliar to this outgrowth of Paris
turbulence.

Superstition in Prussia,

The Berlin Vossische Zeitung reports - a case
of popular superstition which has just been
investigated. In the village of Schonbeck,
in the province of West Prussia, the little
daughter of a cabinetmaker has been
bedridden for three years. The father
became persuaded that his daughter was be-
witched by a woman who had given her
orcasionally apples and pears, He was ad-
vised that the patient would be cured if she
drank some of the blood of the supposed
witch. The poor woman was entrapped nto
visiting a place where some of tne chief men
of the commune were assembled to receive
her. She was seized, one of her fingers
pricked with a needle, and the blood given to
the sick child. The superstitious or malig-
nant participators in the outrage were sum-
mouned before the police ‘mnagistrate, who
contented himself with sentencing them to
mprisonment for three days.

The Pope’s Dispute with France.

The Pope, in a letter to President Grévy,
complains of the expulsion of religious orders,
the suspensions of the salaries of curates, the
army bill, which militates against the supply
of priests, and the arbitrary changes pro-
posed before the Concordat commission, thus
rendering the Church unable to defend its
rights against the usnrpations of the State,
The Government decided that M. Grévy
should answer the Pope’s letter personaily ;
it 18 understood the answer will be concilia-
tory. In connection with this correspondence,
the Archbishop of Paris has entered a pro-
test against the suppression of the chap-
laincies in the Paris hospitals. He says the
measure is one of cruel intolerance, but not-
withstanding the priests must continue to do
everything possible for the sick. The decree
permits a patient to summon the parish
priest, and the Archbishop says the latter
should stipulate for liberty to visit all pro-
fessing Catholics.

All French subjects were ordered to quit the
capital when the hostilities began, but as
none have arnved at the coast it is feared
they were waylaid and captured.

Are All Birds Flesh-Eaters?

Mr. Grant Allen, in an article in Know-
ledge on the English black-cap, answers this
queetion in the affirmative. Although the
old black-caps eat largely of fruits,
the young black-caps will eat no-
thing but insects. Breeders of the canary—a
seed-eating bird—are also well aware of the
fact that the young must at firs be fed on
animal food, usually given in the shape of
boiled egg. Mr. Allen says that this trait
of the black-cap, common to many if not to
most fruit-eaters, may be put side by
side with” the one noted by Mr. A. R.
Wallace, ' that the young humming-birds,
which  are developed flower-haunting
swiits, will eat nothing but spiders
and small flies. In both cases the facts point
back curiously to the original habits of the
whole race. There can be very little doubt,
adds Mr. Allen, that all birds were at first
carnivorous, piscivorous,or insectivorous, and
the greater part of them probably remain so
to the prasent day. The practice of eating
graios and seeds came later ; while that of liv-
ing umu fruits, or the nectar of flowers, must
have been the latest ot all. Indeed, the de-
velopment of succulent iraits or berries scems
to be a very recent acquisition on the part of
plants generally : and it must have proceeded
side by side with the evolution of fruit-eating
habits in the correlated birds, Hence we find
the young still require to be fed upon animal
food ; and indeed; the adult black-caps, like
many other #imilar mainly frugivorous spe-
cies, cannot get along for any length of time
without a liberal admixture of slugs and cater-
pillars in their faod. ' On the other hand, the
mpst advanced fruit eaters, such as the par-
rots. readily revert to carniverous practices in
confinement ; and one New Zealand species,
since the introduction of sheep 1nto the co-
lony, has become a perfect pest to the
breeders by its partiality for animal dainties,

Nebraska law puts the fee in cities of
a certain grade at $1,000, and at $500
for all other places. The law of Iowa permits
towns to fix the amount, and there is no uni-
form ruie on the subject. In some places it
is as low as §75, and in others as high as
$1,000, while there bas been a large increase
in the average amoun$ throughout the State,
and a considerable reduction in the number
of hiquor-sellers,

The law prohibitin%vthe sale .of intox.
icants in the North-West Territories is
strictly enforced by the Governmient. An
American writing from the end of the track
eays justice is deait out evenly to every man
in the country, He adds with reference ta
the liguor question :—

** Novody is allowed to sell any liguor,
pain-killer, Jamai¢a ginger, lemon extract,
vanilla, or in fact anything that is premed
with a drop of alcohol in it, anless he a
permit signed by the Governor of the N.-W.
Territory ; nor can a person bring into sie
country such stuff without such permit, not
even for his own use. All trains are ex.
amined, and should a man be detected, his
first offence is $50 and costs ; his second, $200
and costs ; hus third, $400 and six months’
imprisonment in a fort with ball and chain.
Now, how do they enforce this law ? When
a complaint is made that a party is dispos-
ing of such stuff four or five mounted police
appear at his door, nne man dismounts, steps
in, and takes Mr, Desler 1 eamp. He *is
provided with a conveyance fo the nearest
fort—it may be a hundred mules or more, and
he then and there, entirely away from any
friends, receives his dose, and you can rest
assured that these police play no favourites,
for, if they do, they get the same medicine
that the dealer gets.”

A correspondent of the Breeders’ Gazette

culty. 1 got this 1dea from a stock-raiser in
Hillsdalecounty, and believe it to ‘be a sure
prevention-of bloat. I find the cattle will
g0 to the straw heap often when first turned
into the clover field, and eat of the dry
straw, which, no doubt, prevents or modifies
the fermentation by absorbing the gases
prodaced by the clover. Whatever may be
tie rationale, I w uld- not dare to tarn cattle
into clover a foot high without this precaun-
tion, and with it I think there is no danger.”
Baron Puschalstein, a German farmer, some
years ago accidentally stumbled across the
cold water cure while conveying some affected
sheep from the field to the pen for treatment.
““They were,” he says, *‘ near a bridge over
a creek, and it happened in the excitement
that some of them were pushed into the
water. To my surprise I saw them swim
ashore, beleh out the air,and go on feeding as
if nothing had happened. fordered a few
thrown intn the water, and when I saw them
do the same thing, took courage and had the
whole flock thrown in, and the resuit was the
saving ot all my sheep without any loss what-
ever, - A second oase was where a lot of cows
had eaten of green clover, and weré much
bloated. My water bath was resort d to. I
emptied it, 8 bucket at a time, over the vacks
of the cows, put some garlic in their throats,
snd in abous ain hour had the satisfaction of
seeing all the animals relieved.” The baron
has practised the water cure for twenty ‘years
and never knew it to fail ; but it would be

SORGHUM CULTIVATION.

During the past few weeks we have re.
ceived several enquiries regarding the calture
of sorghum and its adaptability to.our soil
and climate. In reply to the latter query we
give the statements of gentlemen examined
before the Agricultural Commission in 1880,
when Professor Brown, of the Ontario Agri-
cultural College, said : *‘There seems to be
oo difficalty either in growing what is called
the sugar cane or sorghum. If it will mature
its seed and stalk as it does on the top of our
bigh hill at Guelph, it ought to do so in
almost any other part of the province, so that
anyone who chooses to experimgnt with it
need have no fear of being unsuccessful.”
Mr. Alanson Elliott, of Colchester, E sex
county, in his evidence said: ““ We consider
it a profitable crop to raise, though the de-
mand is not sufficient for us to go into 1t
largely.” .

The above statements certainly demon-
strate that sorghum ean be raised here, but
there are draw acks connested with its cul.
tivation that stould be considereg before any

‘ A Portland, Me., despatch says the hay
and grain crop promises to be the heaviest for
years ; grass land was winter-killed than
for years. Hay will be cut from a week to
ten days earlier than usual, »

Farmers often practise unwise economy b;
sowing too little grass seed to the acre. If
more seed is sown a stiffer sod is obtained,
and there is mueh less opportunity for weeds
to grow. Even twice the usnal amount will
often prove an economical allowance for seed-
ing to grass or clover.

We have found a little salt sprinkled on 4
manure heap one of the best applications both
for summer and winter. - In warm weather 1t
attracts moisture and k the manure from
fire-fanging or burning m excessive fer-
mentation. In winter it keeps the heap from
freezing solid, and at any season it makes the
manure more soluble.

The object of plonghing is not merely to in-
vert the soil but to pulverize it. Old ground
is :ike mortar when plonghed wet, and will
not break up and become mellow ; hence 1t
might as well be planted without ploughing
atall. Sward ground wili be p.rti&ly pul-
verized by the clements evolved by the de-
composition of the grase roots in the soil,

The best test of a good farmer is the
thorongliness with which the manure 1s clean-
ed out from hus barnyard. The odd places
where rich deposits have been accumulating
for years should all be cleared, and if this re-
moves more soil than ean be spared, replace
with sods from the roadside, wnich, when
satarated with manure, are the richest kind
of fertilizer, '

The experience of many farmers this year
shows that corn frozen solid while yet damp
has ite vitality entirely destroyed. The
losses are not 80 great as they would have
been but for the fact that corn was suspected
‘of being poor seed, and shrewd farmers tested
it before planting. Itis probable that un-
noted Josses in (he corn orop occur from this
canse every year.

A farmer who claims to have tested the
matter, says that upon soit ground he can

How to Feed the Nursing Brood Sow.

As all nourishment given to the mew-born
litter passes first through the digestive organs
of the dam, it is of prime importance that the
Jatter be keptin the highest possible state of
health. It is too much the practice to con-
fine swine upon conceatrated food, especially
those not upon “pasture. , This has an sppli-
cation 10 brood sows that farrow in advance
of the pasture season. Itis not sufficiently
considered that the hog, in a state of pature,
is largely an eater of fibrous f grass,
weeds, and - roots, Their dt%e!tive mrans
are adapted to this class of food, and the
health is quite likely to suffer if 1t is with-
held.

The hog, as he is bred now, has far more
fat in his make-up than before the improve-
ment. Infact he had, when fairly fed up,
about the same amount of lean as of fat, as
grass-eating animals in general. The hog can-
not change the original character of the food
heeats, so far as its elements are concerned.
Therefore, if we would build up the muscular
system, thus improving the hog as a maker of
bacon and hams, we must rely more upon
grass and less upon corn, and other rich 1at-
forming foods.—National Live Stock Journal,
Chicago.
