pedo boat destroyers of the im-
proved river class. They are all
to be built in Canada, and as there
are no yerds at present capable of
doing the work negotiations €
in progress with several firms of
British shipbuilders for the estab-
lishment of such yards.

It is caleulated here that it will
take a year for the establishment
of a yard in Canada, and that it
will be three years before the first
vessel is completed. The last of
the ten will be in the water at the
end of six years.

The plans were prepared by the
British authorities.

Both the cruisers and the de-
stroyers, it iz understood, will vse
oil exclusively as fuel.

It is estimated that the comple-
tion of the present naval pro-
gramme will involve an expendi-
ture of $10,000,000.

The main estimates for the next
fiscal vear were presented to the
commons today. The total amount
which parliament is asked to vote
on both revenue and capital ac-
counts is $138,863,200, an increase
