At -present 
the herring fishery is carried on so loose, 
and indiscriminately that large quan­
tities of herring, after being prepared for 
market frequently prove useless. There 
is no other tegular outlet for th:s article 
but St Pierre and should this market 
fail the fisherman are compelled to throw 
their cargoes overboard. At one tune 
when a scientific investigation was made 
ot this mat er, it was found that herring 
r.o the extent ot fifteen feet were strewn 
along the'"snore, the natural result of the: 
improper use of seines, ft is a remark 
able fact that the herring fishery never 
totally failed, and the herring last year 
was more protittc an t abundant *‘

a large number of soft shell fish would 
be taken at the time when the lobster 
cast? its shell. With regard to hose 
questions great ’diversity of opinion 
exists as well as upon almost all other 
subjects connected with the fi-heries. 
Even admitting the former objection 
to the abolition of a close time—lho 
exhaustion of the it>ck of lobsters — 
lie considered it pre!eviable to go on 
aud prosecute the business while they 
may do so successfully and give suf­
ficient employment to the.people t ;eu 
to be working under restrictions -;- 
make the industry quite remunerative.
