‘A GOOD NIGHT'S WORK.

The Killing of Ben Thompson, the Noted
Texas Desperado.

The most notable Englishman who ever
came to Texas was Ben Thompson. But
he arrived there at so early an age and
became so thoroughly Western in his
mode of life that Texans claim him as
their own. I imagine, however, he always
retained some of the traditions of his
birthplace, as there is a story of his stand-
ing with his hat off to talk to an English
nobleman when Thompson at the time
was the most feared and best-known man
inall Texas. The stories of his recklessness
and ignorance of fear and utter disregard
of the value of others’ lives as well as his
own are innumerable. A few of them are
interesting and worth keeping, as they
show the typical bad man of the highest
degree in his different humors, and also as
I have not dared to say half as much
about bad men as I should have liked to

‘do. Thompson killed eighteen men in

different parts of Texas, and was for this
made Marshal of Austin, on the principle
that if he must kill somebody,it was better
to give him authority to kill other
desperadoes than reputable citizens. As
Marshal it was his pleasure to pull up his
buggy across the railway track just as the
daily express train was about to start, and-
covering the engineer with his revolver,
bid him hold the train until he was ready
to move on. He would then call some
trembling acquaintance from the crowd on
the platform and talk with him leisurely,
until he thought he had successfully awed
the engineer and established hisauthority,
then he would pick up hig reins and
drive on, saying to the engineer. “You
needn’t think, sir, any corporation can
hurry me.” The position of the unfortunate
man to whom he talked must have been
most trying—with a locamotive on one
side and a revolver on the other.

One day a cowboy, who was a well*
known bully and-a would-be desperado,
shot several bullet-holes through the high
hat of an Eastern traveller, who was
standing at the bar of an Austin hotel.
Thompson heard of this, and purchasing
a high hat, entered the bar-room.

“I hear,” he said, facing the cowboy,
“that you are shooting plug hats here to-
day; perhaps you would like to take a
shot at mine.” He then raised his revolver
and shot away the cowboy’s ear. “I
meant,” he said, “to hit your ear; did I
do it?” The bully showed proof that he
had. “Well, then,” said the Marshal,
“get out of here,” and catching the man
by his cartridge-belt, he threw him out
into the street, and so put an end to his
reputation as a desperate character for-
ever.

Thompson was naturally unpopular
with a certain class in the community.
Two bar-keepers who had a personal
grudge againstZhim,with no doubt ex-
cellent reasons, lay in ambush for him
behind the two bars of the saloon which
stretched along either wall. Thompson
entered the room from the street in
ignorance of any plot against him until
the two men halted him with shot-guns.
They had him so surely at their pleasure
that he made no effort to reach for his
revolver, but stood looking from one to
the other and smiling grimly. But his
reputation was so great, and their fear of
him so actual, that both men missed him,
although not twenty feet away, and with
shot-guns in their hands. Then Thompson
took out his pistol deliberately and killed
them.

A few years ago he became involved in
San Antonio with “Jack” Harris, the
keeper of a gambling-house and variety
theatre. Harris lay in wait for Thompson
behind the swinging doors of his saloon ;
but Thompson, as he crossed the Military
Plaza,was warned of Harris’s hiding-place,
and shot him through the door. He was
tried for the murder, and acquitted on the
ground of self-defence, and on his return
to Austin was met at the station by a brass
band and all the fire companies. “Perhaps
inspired by this, he returned to San
Antonio, and going to Harrig's theatre,
then in the hands of his partner Joe
Foster, called from the gallery for Foster
to come and speak to him. Thompson had
with him a desperado named King Fisher,
and against him every man in his class in
San Antonio, for Harris had been very
popular. Foster sent his assistant, a very
young man named Bill Sims, to ask
Thompson to leave the place, as he did
not want trouble.

“I have come to have a reconcilation,”
said Thompson. “I want to shake hands
with my old friend Joe Foster. Tell him
I won’t leave till I see him, and I won’t
make a row.”

Sims returned with Foster, and Thomp-
son held out his hand.

“Joe,” he said, “I have come all the
way from Austin to shake hands with you,
Let’s make up, and call it off.”

“I can’t shake hands with you Ben,”
Foster said. You killed my partner, and
you know well enough I am not the sort
to forget it. Now go, won’t you? and
don’t make trouble.”

Thompson said he would leave in a
minute,but they must drink together first.
There wae a bar in the gallery, which was
by this time packed with men who had
learned of Thompson’s presence in the
theatre, but Fisher and Thompson stood
quite alone beside the bar. The Marshal
of Austin looked up and saw Foster’s
glass untouched before him, and said :

“Aren’t you drinking with me, Joe?”

Foster shook his head.

“Well, then,” cried Thompson, “the
man who won’t drink with me, nor shake
hands with me, fights me.”

He reached back for his pistol, and
some one—a jury of twelve intelligent
citizens decided it was not young Bill
Sims—shot him three times in the fore-
head. They say you could have covered
the three bullet holes with a half-dollar.
But so great was the desperate courage of
this ruffian that even as he fell he fired,
holding his revolver at his hip, and killing
Foster, and then, as he lay on his back,
with every nerve jerking in agong, he
emptied his revolver into the floor, ripping
great gashes in the boards ahout him. And
so he died, as he would have elected to
die,with his boots on, and with the report
of his pistol the last sound to ring in his
ears. King Fisher was killed at the same
moment, and the Express spoke of it the
next morning as “ A Good Night’s Work.”

Dr. Jacques, a widower and graduate of
the Victoria School of Medicine, has
founded such & community. A reporter
visited the place and was received cor-
dially by the doctor. “I made a bargain
with the bon Dieu,” began the zealous
doctor. “The year the small-pox raged
in Montreal I visited not less than twelve
hundred cases, and in return God greatly
favored the mission I have in hand, viz:
the adoration of the * Holy Face.’” The
five sisters were found robed in red materi-
al, with a white head-dress falling down
over their shoulders. These girls

yet their medical protector says they are
very learned in things pertaining to the
celestial sphere. They retire at 8.30 and
rise at 4, and although all work for the
house, the greater part of the day is spent
in adoration and prayer. By the side of
a nicely decorated alter stands a post
about 6 feet in height, and upon the latter
hangs an ox chain 10 feet long, the use of
which was explained as follows by the
doctor: “ When Montreal is given over
to carnivals, to balls and parties, this
heavy chain is hung around each sister’s
neck for an hour at a time, while they
kneel in prayer for their sisters of the
world whom destiny has thrown in tempt-
ation’s way.

’sult me, ’cause dem ’pear like mouty
broad hints.”

DESTROYED BY A KINGFISHER.

Charles Cartwright of Lake Salubria,
near Bath, N. Y., although only 9 years
old, had built up a big reputation as an
expert marksman in throwing stones.
What he couldn’t hit at any reasonable
distance with a stone, from a silver dollar,
set sideways on a fence post, to a crow in
the top of a tree, anybody was welcome to.
Some cautious neighbors averred that
they would rather stand up in front of
most anybody’s rifle than to be set up as
a mark for Charley Cartwright’s stone
throwing. The wonderful work this boy
did with stones there is no end of stories
about, but it will be a long time before he
does any more, if he every does any.

Charley thought, of course, the bird
was dead, but it wasn’t, and it came to
just as the boy picked it up, and without
delay it pitched into its captor. It went
straight for his eyes with his big bill, and
pecked the left out clean at the first strike.
The boy dropped the bird, but it flew at
him again, and almost put his other eye
out before he could find his way to a place
of safety. The left eye is entirely gone,
and the sight ot the other eye may be
ruined.

MoNTREAL, June 27.— The mystery sur-
rounding the identity of Thomas Neill,
now under arrest in London charged with
poisoning Matilda Cloevey, is likely soon
to be cleared up through * information
which will back the London police from
Montreal. Evidence has been secured
which directly connects Thomas Neill
Cream, who about 1878 was sentenced in
Chicago for life for the crime of abortion
and of which sentence he served thirteen
years in the Illinois State prisonat Joliet-
te. The first link in the chain of evidence
was supplied by D. Battersby, ticket agent.
Battersby has several letters in his posses-
sion which were written to him regarding
steamship rates from New York to Glas-
gow and Liverpool and signed “Dr
Thomas N. Cream, M. D., Blanchard’s
Hotel, Quebec.” Neill, the accused
poisoner was engaged to be married to
Miss Sabitimi, one of the witnesses against
him in the Cloeney trial. She testified
that after all arrangements for their wed-
ding had been completed Neill left for
Canada, ordering all letters to be address-
ed “Dr. Cream, care of D. Cream, Blanc-
hard’s Hotel, Quebec.” Dr. -Cream was
at the Albion Hotel in Montreal on March
19th last, and from there wrote again to
Battersby, stating that he had purchased
a ticket on the S.S. Britannic, that he ex-
pected a parcel to arrive for him in Mon-
treal and asking Battersby to forward it
to Liverpool by the S. S. Labrador. When
the parcel came Battersby opened it. It
contained a nnmber of printed circulars,
of which the following is a copy ;

“Ellen Dondworth’s Death.
“ To the Guests of the Metropole Hotel :

“Lapies AND GeNTLEMEN :— I hereby
notify you that this person, who poisoned
Ellen Dondworth on the thirteenth of last
October is to-day in the employ of the
Metropole Hotel and that your lives are
in danger as long as you remain in this

hotel.
Yours Respectfully

W. H. Murray.

London, April, 1892,

The black mailing letters that Miss Sab-
itimi wrote at Neill’s investigation, she
testified were signed, “ W. H. Murray.”
Battersby forwarded the parcel of circu-
lars to Cream and received a letter signed
Thomas N. Cream acknowledging the re-
ceipt of the parcel. This undoubtedly
connects Neill and Cream in an unmistak-
able manner.

Dr. Thomas Neill-Cream comes from
Quebec, studied medicine at McGill Col-
lege, Montreal, graduated from there in
1876. ¥is criminal career commenced al-
most immediately after leaving the uni-
versity. He took up practice at Kingston,
Ont., and had only been there a short time
when he was strongly suspected of unpro-
fessional practices. One morning the
dead body of a young woman was found
lying in a shed at the rear of Cream’s office.
The coroner’s post mortem proved that
the woman perished from the effects of a
criminal operation but the evidence was
not thought enough to warrant the arrest
of Cream although public opinion was so
strong against bim that he had to leave
Kingston. He went to Hamilton, Ont.,
and was there arrested, charged with
practicing abortion for a woman who died
under an operation. The case could not
be proven, but Cream gave up his practice
and went to Chicago, Illinois. The same
year that he went to Chicago about 1878
he was arrested for causing the death by
malpractice of a Chicago lady, the facts
were brought directly home to him and
on the testimony of a colored maid-servant
who saw the operation performed, Cream
was convicted and sentenced to imprison-
ment for life, when after thirteen years
Cream was released on account of ill health,
he found that his father had died, leaving
him $16,000 in stock of the Merchants’
Bank of Canada. Cream first went to the
old country and it was there apparently,
under the name of Thomas Neill, that he
met Miss Sabittimi, to whom he became
engaged in marriage. He then came to
Montreal realized on his bank stock and
again left for the old country. Cream’s
motive in poisoning the woman in London
is said to have been for the purpose of
blackmailing prominent physicians who
were familiar with her.

i “SCOTTISH HAGGIS.”

A Dish That Is Highly Esteemed By
Scotchmen.

The dish of “Scottish Haggis” which is
so highly esteemed in Scotlnnd, and which
was mentioned by her national bard as the
“great chieftain o’ the pudding race,” is
made with the tongue, heart, kidneys and
liver of a sheep, and sometimes, when a
very large dish is required, the meat from
the sheep’s head is added also. The vari-
ous ingredients, when properly prepared,
are boiled in the paunch or stomach-bag of
the sheep, which latter must, of course, be
thoroughly cleansed previous to using.
This is best accomplished jn the following
manner: Wash the paunch well, soak it
for two or three hoursin cold, salted water,
then turn it inside out, scald and scrape it ;
rinse again in clean cold, salted water, and
dry carefully by pressing it gently, and if
there are any thin places or holes in it, re-
pair these with a fine needle and thread
before filling. The following is a very re-
liable and well-tested method of preparing
the ingredients which are to form the
“haggis”: Weigh the meat, then mince
it finely with half its weight in fine bacon,
and mix it with two large tablespoonfuls
of finely-minced onion, a plentiful season-
ing of salt and pepper, a pinch of cayenne,
one tablespoonful of mixed herb powder
and an ordinary sized breakfast cupful of
“medium ” oatmeal. When thoroughly
mixed moisten well with good, brown
stock or gravey, and turn the preparation
into the paunch which has been made
ready for it. Sew it up securely — being
careful to leave plenty of room for the
haggis to swell during the process of cook-
ing — then plunge it into plenty of boiling
water and boil gently and evenly for three
hours. During the first hour prick the
skin here and there with a needle several
times, in order to let the air escape and so
prevent the haggis from bursting —a very
annoying accident which sometimes hap-
pens when the dish is being prepared by
inexperienced cooks. When done enough,
serve the haggis just as it is on a very hot
dish, with a simple garnish of sprigs of
parsley and sliced lemon placed round
about. Good brown sauce or gravy in a
hot tureen may accompany this dish if de-
sired, but in Scotland it is generally serv-
ed quite dry.

Sometimes a haggis is served as a sweet
dish, and when this is the case, bread-
crumbs and beaten eggs should be substi-
tuted for the oatmeal and gravy, while
chopped raisins, well-cleaned currants,
lemon-juice and grated nutmeg should be
used in place of the cayenne pepper, onion
and herb powder. Fine, white sugar and
white sauce may then, if desired, be served
as accompaniments.

When parboiled, a well-made haggis
will keep good for two or three weeks;
one is often sent, therefore, in this state
from Scotland as a present to friends at a
distance.

A CAT ADOPTS A SQUIRREL.

Squire H. C. Dennett of Waldwick, N.
J., has a bob-tailed cat that is showing an
expansive maternal tenderness that can-
not be satisfied with her own feline pro-
geny. The cat’s name is Spotty, and some
years ago she got badly mixed up with a
mowing machine, and left her tail behind
her when she dragged herself away. Be-
sides this, she is different from the ordin-
ary household tabby in another particu-
lar. She does not feed her kittens in the
usual way, but teaches them, from their
earliest infancy, to dally with a mouse or
cruelly claw a bird’s existence out, obtain-
ing both pastime and sustenance from the
victims she brings to them. The old cat
never kills her prey, but brings it living
to her kittens and allows them to be the
butchers.

Last spring Spotty brought home a
young squirrel, and the little cats began,
as usual to play with it. But the squirrel
was quite fearless, and played,to. Itsoon
became evident to the old cat that her
brood had no intention of killing it, and,
apparently willing to humor her family,
she adopted the little stranger. She could
not persuade it to eat mice and birds, and
she was reluctantly compelled to suckle it.
It is now a nearly full-grown squirrel and
hops merrily about the house, playing
with the cats as though it was one of them.
Spotty is as attentive to it as though she
was its own mother, and, though it has
eaten more than one valuable paper be-
longing to Squire Dennett, he keeps it for
the cat’s sake.

PLEASURE IN BEING HANGED.

“I was hanged for a horse thief once,”
said F. H. Stephens, a contractor hailing
from the Sunflower State.

“It was just after the war, stock thieves
were pretty thick, and when caught were
not allowed to waste much time repenting
of their sins. I had just moved into the
State from Michigan. I bought a horse,
a regular old plough plug, from a young-
ster who appeared to be all right, and the
next day mounted him and started to
Fort Scott to transact some business. I
had ridden perhaps a dozen miles when I
was overhauled by a posse of armed men
who were hunting stock thieves. The
horse I was riding had been stolen from a
member of the party, and I was swung up
to the limb of a tree by the roadside with-
out being given a chance to explain.
There was a sharp, momentary pain, a
choking sensation, succeeded by one that
I can only compare to the delightful in-
toxication of the opium smoker, and then
unconsciousness. I would like to experi-
ence that sensation again, but do not care
to undergo the necessary preliminaries.
The party concluded that I might have
confederates, and let me down, hoping
that I would peach. The coming back to
life was a good deal more painful than
taking leave of it. When I got so I could
talk I told my story, but it was not believ-
ed, and they were about to swing me up
again when a neighbor returning from
Fort Scott chanced along and convinced
them that they had the wrong man.”

IS IT HAGGAI'S SIGNET.

A shaft sunk outside the great walls of
the city of Jerusalem, near the southwest
angle, disclosed an ancient pavement 23
feet beneath the present surface, and 20
feet below that a second pavement.
There, amid fragments of pottery and
glass, a gentleman’s seal was found. It is
about the size worn to-day in gentlemen’s
rings, and is a flnely grained black stone,
inscribed “ Haggai, the son of Shebnaiah.”
The letters resembled those employed
during the age of the captivity of Babylon.
The prophet Haggai was one of the exiles
who returned with Zerubbabel. “Heis,”
says Mr. King, “the only one of the
minor prophets who mentions a signet,
and one can imagine him holding the ring
upon his finger before his leader’s eyes to
emphasize the words which close the book

on the prophecy which has come down to
us under his name; ‘I will take thee, O
Zerubbabel, my servant, the son of Sheal-
tiel, saith the Lord, and will make thee a
signet ; for I have chosen thee, saith the
Lord of Hosts.”

SOLD HIS WIFE FOR CASH.

A Transaction That Took Place Not in
China, But in Massachusetts.

The peculiar case of a husband selking
his wife to another man came to light at
Palmer yesterday. About three months
ago Mrs. H. E. Daniels, whose next pre-
vious home is supposed to have been in
Westboro, appeared in town and was se-
cured to serve as table girl at the Nasso-
wanno House. Later Fred S. Snyder
came and began to board at the hotel-
Mrs. Daniels is about 25 and quite comely,
while Snyder is probably not 21, below
ordinary height, aud has a sallow face,
blue eyes, and dark hair. Finally Mr.
Daniels arrived in the town and paid sev-
eral visits to the hotel. He is a very good
looking fellow, 25 to 30 years old,and was
oftenest seen wearing a Prince Albert coat
and a tall hat, but seemed to have no par-
ticular business except loafing. He took
his departure a short time ago, leaving an
unpaid board bill. Landlord H. B. Otis
located him at Warren and he was arrest-
ed there Wednesday evening by Deputy
Sheriff Healey. On their way to Palmer
Daniels was told for a “bluff” that Sny-
der had disclosed his whereabouts.

On the streneth of this and solely to ge
revenge, Daniels told the officer that he
sold his wife to Snyder for $150 and a note
of $500. Later developments proved the
truth of these statments, and the contracta
by which Daniels relinquished all claims
to the woman and Snyder agreed to take
and care for her were shown. These con-
tracts were dated Feb. 7. and were drawn
up at Sherborn. The note was to be paid
when Snyder drew his money from an en-
dowment order, in about four years. It is
said that Daniels was at this time night
clerk in a Sherborn hotel, and had not
been over kind to his wife. Atall events,
the arrangement was entirely satisfactory
to Snyder and the woman, neither of
whom seemed to have realized fully the
criminality of their relations. When
Snyder was arrested at the hotel on Wed-
nesday evening the woman was much af-
fected. Daniels was arrested forsattempt-
ing to defraud a hotel and was held under
$100 bonds. Snyder was arraigned for
adultery and put under $300. Neither
could find the money and both went to jail.

WOMEN’S HAIR IN A LARIAT.

A Fifty-foot Rope Made of the Tresses of
Many Victims of Indians.

Living in the Wenatchee, a narrow val-
ley putting into the upper Columbia river,
at a point called the Mission, because
French priests years ago located there
and taught the Indians, is an old chief,
La Pier by name, who has in his possess-
a remarkable souvenir. It is nothing less
than a lasso of human hair fifty feet long
and of verigated colors. The lasso is very
old, just how old is not known, for old La
Pier, who cowers in his cabin on the
banks of the Wenatchee, is not talkative
to strange callers. Only his priests of the
mission, who have known him long, can
get anything from him regarding the
relic. The lasso, however, speaks for it-
gelf, if one gets his eyes on it. It is un-
doubtedly composed of human hair, and
woman’s hair at that. There you see the
dark tresses of women who once were
doubtless famous, locally at least, as brun-
ette beauties. Further along in the rope
may be noted hair of brown and of auborn,
and in half a dozen places of yellow,
Hair jet black, straw-colored, and even
red is shown, but the saddest of all to con-
template are the long tresses of grey and
white which are twisted yards long in
places in the lariat. Ashad been inti-
mated, old Chief La Pier will not talk
much about the Jasso, but to the priests
he has confided its grewsome history.
The hair was taken by the savages from
the heads of wives and daughters of pio-
neers. Many years has it been in the
possession of the old chief. He will not
sell it, no matter how much he is offered
and it is rare that he will show it to any
one except a particular priest who has
won his confidence. To all others he is
exceedingly reticent. He will scarcely
talk of the rope at all. The lariat has
been used many a time on the trail. Old
La Pier’s savage ancestors used to lasso
buffalo in Blackfoot valley, and when he
got it he increased its length by the hair
of several scalps he had. It is believed
that probably thirty women have been
scalped to furnish material for this fearfu.
relic the taciturn chief has in his cabin.
It has come to be regfrded as very val-
uable. The wily old Indian and his fol-
lowers think there is some occult power
attached to it, and it is rare that it is
brought to the light.

THE ALLAN-HéBDEN ELOPEMENT.

Although the scandal connected with
the Allen-Hebden elopement is gradually
dropping out of the public mind, the re-
latives feel keenly the disgrace that has
been brought upon them. Young Allan’s
escapade has cost him $20,000 a year, that
being his salary previous to the scandal.
He has been disinherited too, and though
he has a little money of his own, it will .
not be very long with his and his para-
mour’s expensive taste before the bottom
of his purse is reached and the guilty
couple are reduced to the painful necessity
of working for a living.

It has been learned that the eloping
pair went first to the Pacific eoast. Dur-
ing their short stay in Southern California
they met a chance acquaintance and im-
mediately disappeared again. It is now
stated that they are in a secluded New
Brunswick town. It was by the merest
chance thata traveller visiting the obscure
place recognized the couple by their por-
traits.

Hebden, the wronged husband, is in
New York with his worse than motherless
children, and, it is believed, should the
banker run across the destroyer of his
home, he will shoot him at sight. He has
the sympathy of all, like deserted Mrs.
Allan who is now in the old country.

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THE TRADE CONGRESS AND SIR
CHARLES TUPPER.

The trade congress has been in session
in London during the week. Sir Charles
Tupper was present, and undertook to
take charge of the meeting and force his
views upon the delegates, but met with a
decisive rebuff which seems to have made
him very angry. Sir John Lubbock had
made a motion favoring a free trade union
of Great Britain and her colonies, to which
Sir Charles moved an amendment favor-
ing differential duties for the colonies as
against other nations. The amendment
was strongly opposed by the English
delegates, who held Sir Charle’s idea up to
ridicule. The sentiment of the mother
country in regard to matters of trade and
commerce, was no doubt adequately ex-
pressed by Sir Thos. Farrar, when in
showing the impracticable nature of Sir
Charles Tupper's scheme, he said:
*“Should Great Britain forego fifty mil-
lions of American trade in order to secure
& problematical eleven millions from
Canada?” Sir Charles amendment was
lost by a vote of seventy-eight to thirty-
four. There is but a small grain of com-
fort here for those Canadian protectionists
who wave the old flag at election times,
and howl about the liberal policy of dis-
crimination against the mother country.

THE BRITISH ELECTIONS.

The British parliament has been dis-
solved and the two great political parties
are waging the fight of the century for
supremacy. There is practically but one
issue in the contest, and that is home rule,
pure and simple. Every other interest
has been subordinated, and every other
question, great or small, has been for the
time cast in the shadow and the people
have been asked to go to the pollsand say
by their ballots whether Ireland is to have
home rule or not. Indeed, so determined
is Mr. Gladstone that this question shall
be settled one way or the other before his
life’s work is ended, that he hasissued hie
ultimatum to the electors in which he
virtually stakes the destiny of his party
on the decision of the people in regard to
this burning question of the hour. In
order that his opponents may not be able
to say, during the progress of the cam-
paign, as they have said, not without good
reasons in the past, that his scheme of
home rule is indefinite and immature, he
has published an outline of his home rule
scheme, and on its merits he has decided
to stand or fall. No matter what one’s per-
sonal convictions on the subject may be,
there is something supremely grand in the
sight of the gr2atest English statesman of
his day, fighting the last great battle of
his life for the cause which he considers
just and right, and staking his own
chances for success as well as that of the
great party he leads on the result.

THE REPORT OF THE FARMER
DELEGATE.

After a long delay the povernment has
brought down the report of Mr. McQueen,
the Scottish farmer delegate who visited
the maritime provinces a year ago. Mr.
McQueen was instructed to report upon
the agricultural prospects of the maritime
provinces, ang their desirability as a
field for emigrants from the mother
country. It will be remembered that the
government delayed bringing down the
report, and it was then stated that
its unfavorable and adverse criticism
upon the trade policy of the government
was the real cause of the delay. The fol-
lowing extract from the report speaks for
itself.

“ Farming has for a number of years
(but more clearly since the McKinley bill
came into operation) been on the down-
grade and in a very depressed state.
Nearly all the young people are leaving
the old folks on their farms and going to
the States; the land consequently is
badly farmed and getting run down.
Houses and buildings in many instances
are falling out of repair. Any number of
farms can be purchased at very low
figures, often for less than the houses and
buildings on them cost. A large number
of farms are heavily mortgaged. The
output of coal is increasing very slowly
and the iron industry is not developing
as it ought to do. The census returns
issued some months ago showed that the
increase of population in the maritime
provinces during the last ten years was
small, not at all commensurate with the
natural increase of population and the
number of immigrants coming into the
provinces.

“The question naturally ariges: What
is the cause of this depression, and can I
recormend brother farmers, laborers or
artisans to emigrate to the maritime
provinces ?

“In answer to the first question, from
my own observation and from all I could
hear and learn, it is from the want of
better trade relations with the United
States, the natural market for their sur-
plus produce. Some may say, ‘ You have
nothing to do with this question, it is out
of your province and touching on politics.’
But I hold that it is so closely associated
with our misgion and the object of our
report that we are bound to bring it for-
ward.

“In answer to the second question, as to
recommending emigrants to go to the
maritime provinces, until there is unres-
tricted reciprocity with the United States
so that the farmers shall have a better
market and be able to command higher
prices for their produce, I must decidedly

say, No. I went tothe provinces unbiased
and unprejudiced and have endeavored to
give an honest and just report.”

THE BAPTIST ASSOCIATION.

Considerable Important Work Done—
Reports Submitted.

The N. B. Baptist association held a
session on Saturday afternoon and after
reading of minutes adjourned, giving place
to the N.B. minister's immunity association.
The board of management brought in its
report which was adopted. Officers were
elected as follows: Rev. W. E. Mclntyre,
president; Havelock Coy, secretary; A.H.
. Randolph, treasurer, and a board of
directors. After other routine business was
transacted, the meeting adjourned.

The evening session was opened by prayer
by rev. 8. McC Black, of the Messenger and
Visitor. Report on home missionaries was
then read as follows:

Some sixty-two fields have been assisted
in maintaining ministerial labor during the
convention year, many of those for the
whole year, others for part of the year.

The reports received show 620 added to
the churches by baptism, 138 by letter.
Three churches have been organized on
ground where we had no place before. In
the case of one of these churches five
stations have been opened up so that an
entirely new field has been organized.

Theexpenditure for the year will probably
be about $9,000. At the present time we
need about $3,600 to bring us out clear of
debt.

The following fields in the N. B. west
association have been supplied and assisted
all the year: Nashwaalk, Cardigan, Rock-
land, TFlorenceville, Aberdeen, Andover, To-
bique and St. Francis. Repeated attempts
were made to settle men on the Canterbury
and Queensbury fields, but without success
till a few weeks ago, when a young man was
sent to the Queensbury field whom it is
hoped will remain with them a year; and
the Canterbury group is filled by an efficient
student supply. A young man has lately
been sent to the Wakefield, Simonds, Avon-
dale and Bloomfield churches in the expec-
tation of having those churches worked as
a group. The New Jerusalem and Wick-
ham churches are at present cared for by a
worthy young man in connection with
Greenwich Hill church. Brother Young,
general msssionary, has spent considerable
time during the year in labor among the
weak churches of the association.

An attempt has been made by the sec-
retary of home missions to group Grand
Lake 1 and 2 and Range churches under
the pastoral care of one man, but without
success. An attempt at the same time was
made by our secretary to group the little
church at Wiggins Cove with Mill Cove,
but without success.

Your committee would suggest that the
association recommend to the churches
this plan of grouping where considered ex-
pedient by the secretary and request them
to be willing at least to give it a fair trial,
as it has been found to work so well in
many instances.

This we think upon the whole may be re-
garded as the best year in the history of our
work. Therulelately introduced to employ
but few men for short missions is working
well, and as a result we have more men set-
tled over fields than ever before.

Signed on behalf of committee, M. P.
King, J. W. A. Young.

The secretary of the home mission board,
speaking on the work of that institution,
said that the work of home missions is that
of preaching the gospel to the poor of our
own land. As this is the work, it should
be the work of the demonination inasmuch
as Christ gave us evidence of his Messiahship,
that to the poor the gospel is preached.
Further,the law of Christ requires that they
who arestrong ought to bear the burdens of
work., The different churches of the three
provinces constitute a family of about 200
members or groups of churches. About one
third of this number are dependent or need
the help of the denomination. This help
they may receive through the Home mission
board. To render the help they need the
board should have $1,000 per year, whereas
it has only $300.

The work has been blessed, and during
the last twelve years upwards of 6,000 have
been added to the churches through the
efforts of the missionaries, supported in
whole or part by the Board. Thirty-two
churches have been organized by the efforts
of these missions during the time named.

The year now drawing to a close has been
a very prosperous one, over 750 have been
brought into the churches. All the mission
fields of the association are at present sup-
plied by laborers, and our hope is that most,
if not all, will remaif on the fields for some
time.

All departments of our work are depend-
ent on the home mission work. If the de-
nomination is to become strong to carry on
the foreign mission work, it must push on
the home mission work. As we can make
our weak churches strong and multiply the
number of the churches we become strong
in every department of our work.

J. W. 8. Young, general home secretary
for the Maritime provinces, followed.

Monday morning’s session opened with
prayer by the Rev. W. J. Stewart. Revs. B.
H. Thomas and T. Todd were elected mem-
bers of the N. B. educational society. Rev.
Dr. Day submitted report of committee on
temperance.

The Rev. 8. D.Irvine then introduced
the following resolution: Resolved, that
the Western Baptist Association of N. B.
express as its opinion that the proposed sys-
tem of giving Dominion Government grants
to various denominations on a per capita
basis for mission work among the North-
west Indians is unwise and unsound as an
economic principle and should not be car-
ried into effect. Holding as we do, the
principle of entire separation of Church
from State, we hereby urge upon the notice
of the Dominion Government the danger of
leading Christian bodies into a jealous con-
flict over their respective rights and claims
for mission schools. This resolution was
received, discussed and adopted unanim-
ously.

A resoiution respecting the outlay of pub-
lic money for special teaching in schools,
especially in reference toj the Bathurst
schools, was adopted.

The afternoon session was an interesting
one. Rev. Mr. Thomas read a paper on
the sphere of pastoral labors. There were
reports on Sunday schools and foreign
missions.

After a very pleasant evening sermon
the convention closed to meet next year at
Jacksonville, Carleton Co., Rev. Mr. Crawley
will preach the associational sermon.

SPRINGFIELD.

The air in the vicinity of the Post-office
is resonant with the joyous voices of chil-
dren and the tread of impatient feet from
three to five, six and eight o’clock every
Monday and Thursday afternoon as the
weary people wait patiently for Her
Majesty’s tardy mail-carrier. This tardy
delivery of the mail is a great inconven-
ience to the community and a perfect
nuisance to the post-master.

AROUND THE WORLD.

The Week's Events in Brief—The Cream
of our Exchanges.

Potato bugs are reported to be swarm-

ing in all sections of Prince Edward Island.

The electric railway in Yarmouth is
expected to be ready for traffic by the 15th
July.

Articles against Prince Bismarck in the
North German Gazette have caused a great
sensation at Berlin.

The Joggins railroad and coal company
have closed a contract with the I. C. R.
for 60,000 tons of coal.

I. E. Stewart, at St. Marys, Ont. aged
ninety-two, on Thursday, while walking
in his barnyard, was attacked, killed and
partially eaten by hogs.

Hon. Edward Blake sailed Sunday for
Queenstown. The home ralers of the
ancient capital gave the future member
for Longford a good send-off.

The state department is informed that
yellow fever prevails in Honduras, and
that the steamer Dorian has gailed for
New York without a bill of health.

Mrs. Humphreys, wife of the Vicar of
Warwick, was yesterday sentenced to
three months imprisonment at hard labor
for brutal treatment of a servant in her
employ.

The Post’s Paris correspondent says the
encyclical will propose the canonization
of Christopher Columbus, on the grounds
that his discovery of America was a divine
inspiration.

The Executive of the Scottish Home
Rule Association are dissatisfied with the
vagueness of Mr. Gladstone’s utterances
regarding the establishment of Home
Rule in Scotland.

Bishop Courtney administered the rite
of confirmation in St. James’ church St
John, Sunday morning, to twenty-six
persons. Quite a number were confirmed
at St. John’s church, Wolfville.

The royal commission on prohibition is
now completely organized and regularly
at work, daily sessions being held in Sir
Joseph Hickson’s office. The meetings
are not yet opened to the press.

A despatch from Colmes Mills says
that three negroes who confessed to
having assaulted two white women near
Spurges, last Friday, were shot to death
the same day by fifty masked men while
being taken to jail.

While Mr. Gladstone was driving on
Saturday to address a meeting at Chester,
a woman threw a piece of hard ginger-
bread which struck Mr. Gladstone on the
nose, bmising that member and causing
it to bleed slightly.

The Duke of York was formally com-
misgioned commander of the cruiser Mel-
umpus on Friday. The Prince of Wales
and other members of the Royal family
bade him farewell on board the ship be-
fore he started on a two months’ cruise.

It now appears that Cream, now up in
London charged with poisoning,is no other
than Dr. Thomas Neil Cream of the McGill
medical class of 1876, amongst whom were
Arthur Starrs of Cornwallis, N. S, and a
great number of Quebec and Ontario
graduates.

Monday evening an Italian merchant
named Joseph Cornelli, aged seventy-five,
worth $70,000, left home at Montreal to
take a walk and this morning his coat,
hat and umbrella were found on the
wharf. It is certain that he has commit-
ted suicide.

The quantity of lumber hung up at the
Aroostook falls 18 about twenty-five
millions. It will require a great rise in
the -river to break it, the recent rains
having had no effect whatever on the
water up in the northern part of Maine
and New Brunswick. Part of it came out
on Thursday.

The second annual Exhibition of the
Montreol Exposition company will be
held from the 15th to 23rd September.
The grounds have been enlarged and
extensive alterations and improvements
have been made. Increased -facilities
provided. Reduced rates on railway and
steamboat linas.

While Harry Simonson, son of James
Simsonson, of Jacksonville, and two men
were swinging a boom in Colling’ mill
pond at Boundary Line Wednesday after-
noon, the boat upset and threw them into
the pond. The others swam ashore, but
Simonson who could not swim, sank. It
is thought he took a cramp.

Telegrams received in London from
Mozambique and Zanzibar report the
death of Capt. Stairs. The despatch from
Mozambique says: “The Katanga expedi-
tion has arrived at the mouth of Zambesi.
Capt. Stairs, who was in command, died
on his way down the river. The expedi-
tion will shortly sail for Royuma.”

An attachment for $100,000 was flled
Wednesday with the registrar of deeds
by the deputy sheriff for Lippman Toplitz
of New York against the B. Q. Benard
Manufacturing Co., Westboro, Mass.,
manufacturers of straw goods. This is an
action to recover $80,000 said to have
been advanced defendent to conduct the
businegs.

A few days ago Mr. David Brown of
Carleton, roadmaster on the C. P. R., was
thrown from a train which collided with
a cow near Hoyt and had his collar bone
fractured. The cow was instantly killed
and two cars went off the track. Mr.
Brown was standing on one of the cars
and was thrown quite a distance. Dr.
White of Carleton is attending him.

The semi-annual meeting of the Sunbury |

county council took place Tuesday.
Warden Geo. A. Perley called the board
to order. The only absentee was'‘Councillor
Grass of Lincoln. The secretary-treasurer
rendered a bill of $18 expenses incurred
in removing the safe from the office of
the Jate secretary-treasurer to Oromocto,
which was on division passed. Little else
was done and the council dissolved.

An English detective has arrived at
Quebec and is engaged looking up Cream
alias Neill’s record, an account of which
will be found on our first page. From
his record in Quebec he expresses the
opinion that the charge of poisoning girls
in London, for which Cream is now un-
der arrest, will be prosecuted with fresh
vigor, and the crimes undoubtedly brought
home to Neill. The case is exciting much
interest all over the province and every
day fresh evidence of the man’s depravity
is turning up.

Louis Cyr, Canada’s strong man gave a
remarkable exhibition of strength in Hull,
Ont., Monday afternoon. Cyr had two
horses harnessed, each of which weighed
over 1,200 pounds brought and attached
by straps to either arm. Cyr folded his
arms and stood with one horse on either
side of him pulling in opposite directions
g0 as to get his arms extended from his
body. The animals were then whipped
up each in his different direction.
Though they strained themselves under
the lashings of the whips Cyr kept his
arme folded. The horses could not ex-
tend them. On one occasion one of the
horses, a large grey, the stronger of the
two, drew both Cyr and the other horse
after it, but did not make the strong man
lose his grip.

Last Saturday was common motion day
in the supreme court, and amongst the
motions imade, were several for rules to
bring up convictions made for violation of
the Canada temperahce act. No matter
how dall business is before the court, these
Scott act appeals, like the poor, we have
always with us. Amongst the convictions
sought to be get dside was one from West-
motland,where the defendant was a licensed
vendor under the act, and the only sale
proved against him was one made under
the protection of a certificate of a physician
ordering a patient a bottle of gin, or to use
the vernacular a ‘“square face.” The
judges were in a reminiscent mood, and the
prescription in question recalled to Mr.
justice Tuck’s mind as he said, the case of
a Fredericton physician who wrote a pres-
cription for a patient, Mr, ——~, Please
give Mr. 80 and g0, a bottle of whisky, and
4s many more as he may seem to require.
The chief justice recalled a case where a
doctor wrote a prescription for a gentleman
for “ three gallons of brandy,” which was
duly presented to the licensed vendor, the
suffering patient remarking to the druggist
‘“that he had no idea he was so bad until
he read the doctor’s prescription. Refer-
ring to that portion of the act which per-
mits the sale of liquor for mechanical pur-
poses as for bona fide use in some art trade
or manufacturing; Mr. justice Palmer re-
lated a case where a gentleman presented a
duly executed certificate from two justices
of the peace, calling for two gallons of
whisky to be used for mechanical pur-
poses. When interrogated by the vendor
as to the purposes for which the liquor was
wanted, the applicant laconically answered
‘““raising a barn.”

Another gentleman called to mind a story
relating to the sale of intoxicants to Indians.
An Indian on one of the western reseryes
appeared out of breath before the agent,
and asked for three gallons of whisky, giv-
ing as a reason for the demand that one of
the babes had been bitten by a snake.
Being asked by the agent if he did not
think three gallons a rather large dose he
replied, ‘‘ Ugh —snake very-big.”

The opposition calf that roamed the
government pastures till it got treacherous
and was suddenly weaned now attacks the
Canada Eastern Railway.

The ‘“‘Gleaner” of the 27th inst., had a
half-column article on the mismanagement
ofthe Canada Eastern Railway. It is inter-
esting to see the paternal anxiety this paper
manifests in the interests of this road. Of
course, we would not for a moment assume
that this is caused by the withdrawal of the
roads patronage from the * Gleaner ” office,
although there are people, no doubt, who
might be unkind enough to attribute its
motives thereto. On an examination of the
time table referred to we fail to see the
numerous inaccuracies alleged by the

has been hoaxed by designing friends. We
have also failed to hear the complaints about
the unjust treatment Fredericton isreceiving
from the management of this company.
The present time table announces an express
daily between Chatham and Fredericton,
making the distance in five hours, and a
freight train daily each way thus giving the
patrons of the road an extra train daily,and
a much faster service.

Patient
tintiring industry will have its perfect wotk
in the garden or farm as in all other spheres
oflife. 1t thay lu':e timeto do this, evén
years, but it is sure to come,
“ Will it ever cease raining ?”’ all are now
asking. ‘ Yes, be patient.” In another
section, all are asking, ** Will it ever rain ?”
“Yes, be patient.” ‘‘Can I ever subdue
the weeds?” * Certainly, by patient indus-
try.” “Can I ever kill all the insects that
are killing my industry?” “ Certainly, be
patient, and don’t acknowledge yourself in
warfare inferior to a worm.” “Will my
plant ever bloom, or my tree ever fruit?”
“Yes, certainly; if you do your part, al-
though it may take time, even years.”
There has been much deserving praise
given to the city lately in regard to its ap-
pearance, but much improvement might be
made it the friends of beauty and neatness
would remove lots of old board fences
which the frost has lifted half out. They
seem to keep in barbarism and keep out
civilization. It is the fence that shelters
weeds, snakes and all uncleaness and does so
much to shorten our vision and cumbers
and belittles our city.
Another mistake, nine times in ten, peo-
ple become so fond of the existing order of
things that they resist any change — I mean
in regard to trees. Usually when trees are
planted they are planted too thickly to re-
main and are eventually crowded to the des-
truction of their greatest beauty. Trees ina
city arein a great measure like a crop ofany
thing else, they need thinning out or they
do each other injury. A tree should have
room enough to show its individuality,
form and beauty. Therefore, a judicious
general thinning out is much needed. Per-
haps there is no bettet petson than road
master McKay to superintend the work,
being a practical man and one of good
judgment.
Therefore, I ask that many old, croooked,
high, -board fences be removed to make
fuel, a few posts and a little barbed wire
would mark the line, or even keep in cattle.
A judicious thinning oftrees would brighten
many homes and be a means of admitting
the sun shine to gardens and yards which
are now unproductive and unwholesome.

To-day the quest would end, and into
Beryl’s face had crept the wistful yearn-
ing that was a reflection of that strange
blending of patience and longing which
made her so beautiful in her husband’s
eyes ; so strong in faith, so serene in wait~
ingresignation. Suddenly the monk drew
rein, threw up his drooping head and
listened. Clear and sweet as the silvery
chime of bells ringing in happy dreams,
floated through the crystal air the sound
of the Angelus, and fainter and fainter
fell the echoes, dying in immeasurable
distance. Low bent the shaven head, and
through brown fingers stole the conse-
crated beads, while with closed eyes the
prayers were uttered, and in the pause
the guide made the sign of the cross, and
Mr. Dunbar instinctively took off his hat.

“8ix hours’ steady climbing is a severe
tax.

So vividly did the scene recall that

ACROSS COUNTRY.

Over the C. E. Railway to Bolestown.—
A Sportsman’s Paradise.

No railway in the province has such a
grand assortment of trout and salmon
streams to offer to the angler as the C. E.
R., from it leaves Gibson crossing brook
after brook, each of which will afford good
sport. For twenty miles it runs along the
Nashwaak, then follows the course of the
Cross Creek for several miles, till it breaks
away in a straight line for Taxis river,
down which it follows to Boiestown.

To the lover of scenery the ride across
the Nashwaak—Miramichi watershed is
peculiarly entrancing. Here on one side
is the old red sandstone formation cropping
out at intervals along the road; on the
otherside of the watershed is a flinty grey
sandstone showing many fossil remains.
The level meadows and intervals, the
wide spreading fields and pastures, the
rocky hillsides, holding cultivation at
defiance, the comfortable farm house with
the neat barns and their well-fed oc-
cupants, all of these may be found on one
river equally with the other.

The C. E. R. runs through a land that
may be claimed as the head centre for
lumbermen—the portion of country which
has produced the men which have made
lumbering a life work —the Gibsons,
Richards, Welshs, Swims, Fairleys, etc.
the men upon whom the fate of the ¢ountry
depends; for were the lumbering done,
there would be no people or very few at
least.

On the C. E. R. a grand idea may be
formed of the land that constitutes the
principal part of the province.

The Nashwaak flats have grown crops
for fifty yearsand are productive yet. The
new land at Williamsburg, Greenhill and
along the portage is equal if not superior
to that of any new settlement in New
Brunswick. Between the rivers, on the
ridge of the watershed, John Gibson of
Marysville has a farm that proves the
highland there very fertile. This unim-
proved land can be got under the labor
act at one dollar per acre.

Leaving Gibson on the St. John, the
road follows the Nashwaak, a few
minutes sufficing to bring the tourist
to Marysville which is too well known to
need description. The trains follows on
the north or eastern side till about a mile
above Marysville when the river is crosseds
the remainder of the route being on the
south or western side.

Nine miles up the brakesman calls
“Nashwaak Village.” The village can be
seen . from the train, it is across the river
and is side tracked, so to speak, by the
railway. It was quite a stirring little
place in the days of the old stage coach
regime but its glory has departed.

Then Durham Bridge, Zionville and
Covered Bridge are reached and soon the
call is Cross Creek where we leave the
famous Nashwaak, a stream whose name
has gone all over the world with that of
one man, Alex. Gibson.

At Cross Creek the stage connects for
Stanley and all the surrounding villages.
This section of country does not appear to
feel the depression that is so prevalent;
the farms are productive and there is
plenty of work to be had at lumbering
and stream-driving.

Then through the woods, passing many
noble specimens of the forest primeval, we
are hurled for twenty miles or more till a
faint streak of silver glimmering through
the trees tell- us that some stream is near.
It is the Taxis, one of the principal tri-
butaries of the South West Miramichi.
We follow its course for a few moments
and then sweep out of the woods onto a
level flat where is the well known lum-
bering centre of Boiestown, and rolling at
its feet is the shallow but swift Miramichi,
the stream of fabulous trout yarns, big
salmon stories and Indian and bear com-
bats innumerable, almost rivalling the
Mississippi.

Boiestown was for many years a head
centre for lumbering but the paying off
place is moving up river and some of the
old time bustle and noise is lost from the
village. Wm. Richards has a grand little
rotary mill here, there are stores kept by
McCloskey, Saunders, Fairley, Campbell,
Whelan, an hotel by Duffey, blacksmith
and carpentersshops and all the necessary
accommodations required in a railway
town. The old McMillan stand is yet
firm and substantial well known to most
of the people. Just across the Taxis, Justin
Fairley has his home, in sight of the house
where he was born. Mr. Fairley is one of
the men who made this country, and is
yet hale and hearty, with a strong arm
and a staunch heart. On the river from
Boiestown up stream there are many fine
farms and homesteads, but our space does
not allow any special mention. Stores
are kept by Thibideau, Norrad, and
Wilson. There are several fine churches.
Alex. Moir keeps a farm hotel where food
and rest may be obtained. The spiritual
instructors of the people are in the hands
of Rev’s Messrs. Wass,Porter, Montgomery
and a Rev. Father from Neripis.

At Boiestown all parties either for fish-
ing or hunting leave the train, Alex.
Clearwater or Stephen Hovey taking them
to the brooks or salmon streams as guides-

Very few compartively know the plea-
sure of a week’s fishing on the Miramichi.
One thing especially noticeable, and that.
gives much pleasure, is the almost endless
number of sparkling springs that roll and
trickle down the hillsides, a treat indeed,
especidlly to those who have to drink
river water with a piece of ice in it to
freeze the bad taste to death.

There is no scarcity of salmon here and
trout can be got in numbers. A few miles
from the village all the fish can be
got that one cares to carry.

In the fall partridges are very numerous
along the hill sides while no better chance
can be got for a snap shot at Caribou than
here. The large herds of these animals
feed from this section to the head waters
of the Tobique and Upsalquich. Leaving
Fredericton at noon. a sportsman can be
comfortably tented on some of the streams
within reach of Boiestown by dark, and
may have a grand lot of shooting and
fishing and get back to the city within a
week.
