Bishop Fabre of Mon 
treal has, we observe, granted per­
mission to all cherche» of bis dio­
cese to say Mas» for the repose of 
Biel's soul, provided that no politi­
cal demonstration be made, and with 
(he farther stipulation that I here 
shall be no ringing of belle, nothing 
but the ordinary church decorations 
used, and that no association 
society attending the Masses shall 
have aay special privilege*.
