In the third century, and thongh its 
first three Bishops died for the faith, 
the good seed grew and flourished, 
despite the perpetual war and turmoil 
of the Middle Ages, until the poor 
man of Assisi was bom.

S. Maria degli Angeli.
The future of Francis was hence­

forth marked out for him. With 
ingenuous trust the young man ap­
plied to the Benedictines, those 
beacon lights of Religioo, Art and 
Science since the sixth century, for 
aid, and he was given permission to 
take over the little Chapel that stood 
in the rich woody plain below, and is 
now known to the world as the Chapel 
of the Portziuncula, which stands 
under the dome of the grand basilica 
of S. Maria degli Angeli (S. Mary of 
the Angels) which the Friars Minors 
have reared above the birthplace of 
the Franciscan Order. Here Jesus 
Christ appeared to Francis and pro­
mised the privileges of the Portziun­
cula indulgence ; here the gentle 
Saint gave his disciples not the name 
of Franciscans but of ‘ Fratres Min­
ores'—the humblest of God's ser­
vants ; here he comforted his follow­
ers when he awoke from a vision on 
the greatness of bis Order, saying 
Take comfort, carissimi, and be not 

sad because we are few, for God has 
shown me that ye shall increase to a 
great multitude, and shall go on in­
creasing to the end of the world.’ 
And in the little stone building, just 
a few feet from the Chapel of the 
Portziuncula, which S. Bonaveoture 
raised over the cell, the Seraphic 
Patriarch had welcomed Sister Death.

Somehow one passes by the mag­
nificent marbles, paintings, carvings, 
even the Pontifical Throne, all 
splendid with mosaic ; for one likes 
to live here with Francis alone. His 
spirit is everywhere. We are lucky 
in being here on the first of August, 
the feast of the Portziuncula, when 
pilgrims in thousands are doing pen­
ance here in the hope of gaining the 
plenary indulgence promised by 
Christ to S. Francis. Religious 
enthusiasm is in the very air. Start­
ing at the door those fsrvent Italian 
peasants, some of whom have been 
walking for days, approach the 
Chapel of the Portziuncula on their 
knees. Many of them in an excise 
of humility and fervour, in spite of 
all the clergymen in attendance may 
say, insist upon licking the floor with 
their tongues as they go along The 
forty confessionals are surrounded by 
penitents eager to lay there the burden 
of their sins and to go forth light 
hearted and free from the tramels of 
iniquity. With devotion they visit 
the cell under one of the altars where 

i Francis lived in darkness until called 
| to hie mission, and they go down

the ‘ Garden of the Rote* ’ behind 
the sacristy to view the spot where the 
Saint once threw himself into a damp 
of thorny rose bashes to mortify the 
flesh. And ever since that day the 
rose bushes have flourished there, bat 
they have no thorns—for the merits of 
Francis caused Heaven to so will ft.

To the honor of the Sons of 8. 
Francis every building, every plot of 
ground, every tree that bas conneoted 
with it any tradition of their Father 
bat been left as they found It. And 
thus one feels gratefbl to them for 
never having built on the green sward 
that lies fn front of the monastery ; 
for, it was there S. Clare, the first 
and grandest flower of bis impassioned 
sermons, took dinner once with 8. 
Frauds and hi* followers? I 
besntffoHy the story runs in the- 
Fioretti di S. Francesco :

1S. Francis prepared the mesl on 
the bare ground, as was hit custom. 
The hour of dinner having arrived, S. 
Francis and 8. Clare, with one of the 
brothers of 8. Francis and the sister 
who accompanied the Saint, sat down 
together, and all the other com­
panions of S. Francis were humbly 
seated around them. When the first 
dish was served, S. Francis began to 
•peak of God so sweetly, so sublimely, 
and in so wonderful a manner, that 
the grace of God visited them abun­
dantly, and they all became lost in 
the contemplation of Christ. Whilst 
they were thlis entranced, with their 
eyes and hearts raised to heaven, the 
people of Assisi and Bettoos, and of 
all the country about, saw 8. Msria 
degli Aogeli as it were on fire, as well 
as the convent and the woods adjoin­
ing. But on arriving at the convent 
they only found 8. Francis, 8. Clare 
and all their companions, sitting 
around their bumble meal bnt lost in 
contemplation ; and then they knew 
of a certainty that what they had 
seen was a celestial, not a material, 
fire which God had miraculously sent 
to bear witneea to the divine flame of 
love, which consumed the aonl* of 
those holy monks and nuoa, and they 
returned home with great consolation 
in their hearts. After a lapse of 
time S. Francis, 8. Clare and their 
companions came hack to themselves ; 
and, being fully restored by the spir­
itual food, cared not to cat that which 
had been prepared for them. ’

But a few years later the same 
space and all arouod it saw another 
sight. The prophecy of the Saiot to 
hi» first disciples had come true, and 
here his Order, grown great and 
powerful, even in the Founder's life­
time, gathered to hold its First Gen­
eral Chapter, at which Cardinal 
Uguolino, S. Anthony oÇPadua.aod, it 
is said, S. Dominic were present 
Priests and brothers as they -were to 
the number of 7000. it is said, they 
lodged in huts made of reeds scat­
tered over the broad plain below 
hence the name 1 Storcirum ’ given to 
that gathering.

Life is so short at beet, and the 
world unkind so often that one 
should not miss the opportunity, 
when it offers, of saying kind things. 
Flowers for the deed ere beautiful, 
but kind words for the living mean 
■0 much more. Especially does a 
mother take pleaaore in kind words 
from her children. She does not 
expect her boys to tell her they love 
her and appreciate her kindness. 
They think she knows '.how they 
feel about her, and why eboold they 
take the trouble to tell her ? Bnt 
when she is growing old and life ie 

drab affair at best, a kind word 
now and then, a career perhaps, 
means a great deal, boys, to the old 
mother at home. Don’t begrudge it 
to her. Some children, even grown* 
np men and women, come home 
simply to grumble. They Jhave 
been on good behavior all day, and 
it is a relief to eay what they feel 
like at home. They criticize the 
table arrangements, dieouea the din­
ner if it is not to their taste, and 
seldom say a pleasant word. Mothers 
are used to such treatment, they 
thick, and know nothing of the 
pangs the dear onee may feel, the 
stab that hurts more than a blow 
from a son or daughter. If you can 
pot say something kind to one 
another in the borne, better keep 
silence.—St. Louie Christian Ad­
vocate.

Child Saints.
Many little children imagine it ii 

•o hard to be good that the effort ie 
not expected of them until they are 
older. Yet some of the greatest 
•slots in the Church reached thei 
high degree of sanctity at an early 
age.

St. Peter of Yerona was an elo­
quent preacher at fifteen. St. Oath 
erine of Sienna wai a zealous tertiary 
at the same age. St. Paschal Baylon 
converted the herdsmen of Arragoo 
when he was a lad in bis teens. St. 
Aleyaius was a saintly child before he 
was nine years old When a boy at 
school, St. Dominic sold books to 
feed the poor during the famine then 
raging, and ht offered himself 
ransom for a slave when be was but 
fifteen. St. Louis of Brigoollei 
nephew of King Louis, was devoted 
to the mortification of self at an early 
age. It is recorded of this child that 
he would steal out of his royal bed and 
sleep upon the floor in memory of the 
King who had nowhere ta lay bis 
head.

So saintly was the childhood of St 
Charles Borromeo that his singular 
virtues caused his elevation to the 
oardinalate at the age of twenty-two. 
St. Stanislaus I^ostka was but seven­
teen when be died, after a life which, 
though but short, had its minute 
devotion to God. St L*wrence 
O’Toole was a model of Virtue at the 
age of fourteen, and became Abbot 
before he was twenty-five. St. John, 
the beloved disciple, was only a boy 
when Our Lord called him to follow 
Him. St. Louis, the Crusader, 
King of France, was but twelve when 
be ascended the throne tqc| vojuo» 
tardy vowed to make the defense of 
God's honor the aim of hie life.

St Agoes, St Cyril, and a host of 
other child martyrs, gave up their 
lives for the holy faith. These yoqng 
saiqts nççdgd oqt the maturity of 
years to teach them the better way.

Sanctity and genius, though often 
revealed at an early age, are occa­
sionally slow of development. Some 
do oot know themselves until the 
world has tried them. St. ^ranoli 
Xavier, St. Augoatine, St. Ignatius, 
St. Alphonsus wer.e among those who

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Death of Father McCarvill

This community was shock­
ed on Friday afternoon last, 
on learning the sad intelli­
gence of the death of Rev. 
Peter V. McCarvill, junior 
priest at the Cathedral, which 
occurred at the City Hospital, 
about 5.15. About two weeks 
previously he was taken ill, 
with what seemed to be ty­
phoid fever, and was removed 
to the Hospital where he 
gradually grew worse until 
the end came, as above stated.

The deceased priest was a 
son of the late James Mc­
Carvill and Mary Shreenan of 
Kinkora, and was 31 years of 
age at the time of his death.
He was a graduate of St. 
Dunstan’s College, and he 
prosecuted his Ecclesiastical 
studies at the Grand Semin 
ary, Quebec. He was or 
dained priest at Quebec on 
December 22nd, 1911, and
and sang his first Mass in his 
native parish church, Kinkora, 
on Christmas Day. In March 
last he became attached to the 
Cathedral staff, where he con­
tinued zealously to labor until 
stricken with his fatal illness.

Father McCarvill was an 
admirable character ; a man 
of sterling qualities and excel­
lent abilities ; a fine preacher 
and a most zealous worker in 
the vineyard of the Lord. To 
all appearances a life of splen­
did sacerdotal usefulness lay 
before him ; but his Divine 
Master, in His infinite wis­
dom, ordained otherwise. His 
death at the beginning of a 
most promising priestly life, 
is a serious loss to the diocese. 
Deceased leaves to mourn a 
sorrowing mother, one sister 
and five brothers, who have 
the sympathy of the commun­
ity in their sad bereavement.

The mortal remains of the 
deceased priest were borne to 
St. Dunstan’s Cathedral Satur­
day forenoon, where a Solemn 
Mass of Requiem was sung at 
10 o'clock. Rev. Dr.Gauthier 
was celebrant of the Mass, 
Rev. Pius McDonald, deacon, 
Rev. Father Crocken, sub­
deacon, and Rev. Dr. Mc- 
Lellan Master of Ceremonies. 
After the Mass, Libera and 
Absolution, the casket with 
the body remained in the 
Sanctuary until the afternoon. 
During this time the remains 
were viewed by large num­
bers of people, The features 
looked as placid as if in sweet 
sleep.

At 3.15 a Libera was again 
sung, and Absolution given, 
Rev, Dr. McLellan officiating. 
The casket was then taken to 
the hearse and conveyed to 
the Railway Station, for con­
veyance to Kinkora for inter­
ment. The cortege was large 
and imposing, the Catholic 
Societies, »l short notice, 
turning out in considerable 
numbers. The honorary pall­
bearers were : Chief J ustice 
Sullivan, J udge Blanchard, 
Mayor Lyons, Dr. Conroy, 
James Eden and Councillor 
Campbell. The active pall­
bearers were : Councillors 
Riley, Walker and McKenna, 
James Hennessey, John M. 
Hughes and James Me Isaac.

The remains were taken to 
the home of the deceased 
priest's mother at Kinkora, 
where they lay until Sunday 
afternoon, when they were 
borne to St. Malachi’s Church, 
followed by an immense pro 
cession of parishioners and 
others. The remains lay in 
the Church until Monday 
forenoon, when the last sol­
emn obsequies were held, and 
interment took place in the 
adjoining cemetery. The 
Church was admirably draped 
for the occasion, and the 
casket containing the remains

rested on a catafalque within 
the Sanctuary. The attend­
ance at the solemn services 
was very, very large.

Much praise is due to the 
pastor, Rev. J. J. McDonald, 
for the splendid success at 
tending the solemn funeral 
services.

After the recitation of the 
office of the dead, a Solemn 
Mass of Requiem was sung, 
the pastor, Rev. J. J. Mc­
Donald, being celebrant ; Rev. 
Father Croken deacon, Rev 
Father Murphy sub-deacon, 
and Rev. A. J. McIntyre 
Master of Ceremonies. A 
splendid, appropriate funeral 
sermon was preached hy Rev. 
Dr. McLellan. His text was 
from the 5th verse of the 
LXIV Psalm : “ Blessed is 
he whom thou hast chosen, 
and taken to thee ; he shaH 
dwell in thy courts.” In the 
development of his theme, the 
Rev. preacher unfolded the 
admirable character and shin 
ing virtues of the deceased 
priest, with whom he had 
been associated in the work 
of the ministry during his 
brief sacerdotal career. So 
much pathos did the Rev. 
preacher put into his discourse 
and so deeply affected was he 
himself that the vast con 
gregation were moved to 
tears.

After the Lioera and Ab 
solution,' the mortal remains 
of the dead priest were viewed 
by those present. Then to 
the strains of the Miserere, 
the body was solemnly borne 
from the church to the ceme­
tery, close by. The pall­
bearers were six of his brother 
priests : Revs.

and S. J. McDonald. Here 
in the cemetery of his native 
parish, among his own kin 
dred, the mortal remains of 
good Father McCarvill were 
laid to rest.

Two bands, the 
Catholic .Societies, mounted horse, 
Cade ■<, civic representatives and 
citizens formed in procession while 
flags and bunting were liberally 
displayed along the whole route.

A special platform had been

clergy of the diocese. Addresses 
of welcome were read by D. C. 
Chisholm, town clerk, ou behalf of 
the Town of Antigonisb and by 
J. A Wall, on behalf of the parish 
and the Catholic Societies. The 
civic address, after welcoming 
His Lordship as a citizen and high 
dignitary of the Catholic Church 
expressed confidence in his splen­
did qualities of heart and mind,

Dunstan’s College, your Lordship 
will most readily appreciate the 
deep interest we take in St Francis 
Xavier’s and in Mount St. Benards 
and will realise how intimately 
their welfare and true progress 
are bound up with all our hopes 
for the future.

"Your Lordship is not one 

who will have any difficulty in 
entering with the fullest sympathy 
into the aspirations that have been 
common to our religious leaders 
and to ue. Though coming from 
another diocese and Province, you 
have sprung from and lived your 
life identical in origin and similar 
in circumstances, in habits of 
thought and life, to ourselves. We 
see indeed, in your appointment a 
good omen for 'he future of the 
church in the Maritime Provinces :

Synopsis of Canadian North­
west Land Regulations.

Any person who is the Bole head of a 
family, or any male over 18 years old, 
may homeetead a quarter section of 
available Dominion land in Manitoba, 
Saskatchewan or Alberta. The appli­
cant mast appear in person at the Do­
minion Lands Agency or Sob-agency 
for the district. Entry by proxy may 
be made at any agency, on certain 
conditions by father, mother, son, 
daughter, brother or sister of intending 
homesteader.

Doties—Six months’ residence npon 
and cultivation of the land in each of 
three years. A homesteader may live 
within nine miles of hie homeetead on 
a farm of at least 80 acres solely owned 
and occupied by him or by hie father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sis­
ter.

In certain dietricts a homesteader ill 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter 
section alongside his homestead. Pries 
$3.00 per acre

Duties—Mast reside upon the home­
stead or pre emption six months in 
each of six years from date of home­
stead entry (including the time required 
to earn homestead patent) and culti­
vate fifty acres extra.

A homesteader who has oxhaneted 
his homestead right and eannot obtain 
a pre emption may enter for a purchas­
ed homestead in certain districts. Pries 
$3,00 per acre. Duties.—Must reside 
six months in each of three yeers, 
cultivate fifty acres and erect a house 
worth $300 00.

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Monaco And Genoa.

(Prom a letter 10 The Monitor, Sin 
Francisco. )

Nice bae its history too, dating 
back so lar as 360, when it was 
founded by the Mjssalues, taking its 
name Irom the word ‘ nike' (victory) 
in honor of a battle won by the 
Phoenieiana against the Lignrisna 
Then cime the Roman», and Nue 
became an important port. It has 
suffered pillage and destruction til 
the hands of barbarians, in toe in 
rasions of the Saracen», in the Italian 
ware, in the French revolution. But 
todiy it is so prosperous and th iv- 
ing aeity, with its olive oil and its 
petfu&i#, but chiefly ite tourists, 
that the memory ot its checkered 
career is well nigh forgotten. It is 
the seat of a Bishopric and has t 
modern Cathedral as well as numer­
ous churches, both new and old.

From Nice we went to Monaco, 
and thus passed out ol France. We 
had entered another foreign land, 
but not a very exieneiye one. Ite 
total population is only about 16,- 
000 ; it does nil eoter 300 acres— 
the aies of a lit i le ranch I And yet, 
to look at it, one would be sure that 
here, if never any where else, they 
had so much land they had to stack 
i,i for Monaco’s 300 acres is mostly 
straight up and down.

Here at last, then, was one of those 
little principalities, the like of which 
novelists delight in inventing for 
purposes of romauoe and imaginary 
advantage, a distinct and separate 
country, despite its diminutive size 
It has its prince and its palace, its 
army,—full force on royal review 
days, 63 officers and men 1—its navy 
—the Prince’s private yacht ! One 
cannot help smiling when be goes to 
to Monaco. Perhaps that is why its 
people are so good-natured — they 
smile at themselves•

However they have other reasons 
to smile. They pay do tax I Aud 
lately—but they had to frown to ac­
complish it—they vote and have a 
hand in the pie of their own govern­
ment, without paying a cent for the 
privilege 1 So went the train gossip. 
An ideal country to live in ! How do 
they manage it Î Not by very com­
mendable means, 1 am sorry to set 
down (if the train gossip still holds); 
the gambling palace of Monte Carlo 
foots the bills, in return for the pi ivi- 
lege of ‘ keeping the lid off.’

The Capital of Monaco, the City 
of Monaco itself, presents a sight so 
wonderfully picturesque, one has to 
rub bis eyes to make sure he is not 
gazing at a picture painted Irom 
imagination. The oily stands on a 
cape which Is nothing but a great 
impregnable rook. It is a walled 
city, with 1 mighty ramparts,’and its 
stately palace,—a beautiful and im­
posing edifice some seven hundred 
years old,—rises in graceful and 
solid lines above those walls. It has 
ils cathedral, its college, spacious 
public gardens, and altogether the 
air and appearance of a very impor­
tant place. Monaco is rnled by the 
Grimaldi family; its reigmg prince 
is a scientist ard eluded cf oceano­
graphy

In the valley between the capitsl 
and Monte Carlo, which is the secnnd 
important city of Monaco, lies the 
third and lait city of this taxless 
nation,—Condamme. Condamice is 
where the people live—in contredis, 
tinotion to Monaco, wheie tne Prince 
lives, and Monte Carlo, where no 
One lives, but where all the world 
comes to throw away its money.

At Monte Carlo souls as well as 
fortunes are lost—as I realized with a 
•hiver when onr special policemen 
‘ detailed to watch for suicides ’ were 
pointed out to me. And Monte 
Carlo is a place so beautiful, so en­
dowed by nature with the most 
alluring attractivcess, such an ex 
qnisite grouping of sheltering moun­
tains, of bine sea and jutting rocks 
of flowers and palms aud singing 
birds, a place so beautiful that it 
seemed to me nnearth y and weird, 
lovely with the blighting glory of 
Lucifer himself.

I watched the gamblers at play, 
and in some faces, end in some long 
nervous fingers, sod in some feverish 
eyes, I saw not the beauty, but the 
blight ss plain as day. Others played 
care-free, 1 for the fun of it,’ toying 
with fire. There was young and old 
there, all intent on the cards or the 
roulette, while over all the place 
hung such a deathly sileuoe that it 
pressed and not all the brightness 
and gandinees of the magnificent 
Casino oonld charm away the hor­
rible sense of evil that brooded 
there.

It was then that I thought that I 
would rather live elsewhere and pay 
taxes than be a citizen of Monaco.

After Monaco we toooh French 
territory again, but it is a rather 
curious community we enter. Bean 
•oleil it the place, which, lor its an 
eient history, dates baok to the year 
1905. Beausoleil is just seven year» 
old, and it owes ite origin to the 
growing prosperity of Monaco,which 
‘ran over,’ a» it we e a few 
years ago, its population overflowing 
ite boundaries, tradesmen and work, 
men being forced to establish a new 
town for themselves, since there is 
no more room in Monaco I Thu» we 

have Bean«oliel, on French territory, 
but constituted by the Monacans, 
and governed by the Gambling 
Cat f of Monte Carlo whom they

call 1 mayor.’ Whether or not they 
pay taxes is not recorded.

We were now on our way to Italy* 
which soon we entered and in a little 
while the rich and well kept Riviera 
disappeared, and at first glance a 
country that looked poor and run 
down and rather bedraggled greeted 
us. The difference was very maked. 
Here Italy undeniably seemed poor, 
especially in comparison to those 
prosperous sections of 9raooe 
through which I had passed. But 
before long the scene changed again, 
and what could be viewed when we 
were not plunged in the darkness of 
tunnel after tunnel, unmistakably 
denoted industry in the place of 
tourist travel. There seemed to be 
miles of ship yard», where wooden 
fishing boats were being built ; and 
then, as we neared Genoa, we came 
to great shops where steel crafts 
were being constructed. We had in 
fact, left the flower garden and en­
tered the mill and the factory. We 
reached Genoa late in the afternoon .

Genoa was a happy surprise. I 
hardly know just in what spirit I ap­
proached it. It had not been ' boost­
ed,’ it seemed to me, like many other 
cities on the route. I thought of it 
only as the city of Christopher Col* 
umbos. But happily I found it not 
only well worthy of its association 
with the great discoverer, but alto- 
getber so interesting and so sttractlve 
a place that I regretted 1 could not 
tarry there a while. When I go 
abroad again I shall get better ac­
quainted with Genoa.

If the Rue St. Dizier in Cannes is 
narrow, so are the streets of Genoa I 
And they twist and turn and ollmb 
bills and dart down into what seem 
lost abysms, and have no sidewalks, 
so that horses and man pick their 
way along the level,—they do all 
this in a manner so charming ind 
antique, and they are so clean and 
well kept despite their meagre mea­
surements, you cannot help falling in 
love with them. And then when,from 
those streets you oatoh glimpses of 
beautiful columned courts snd grot, 
tos and fountains, onesfter the other 
all within a hand’s touch ; and look­
ing np at the old,walls in front of 
you, yon realize that you are gazing 
into the old time palaces of the 
Genoese — then Genoa begins to 
speak 1

As for narrow streets,—well, there 
are streets in Genoa so narrow that 
thiee persons cannot pass in them. 
Yet I recall one such street, deeper 
and darker than any bsok alley we 
ever had at home, but so well kept, 
so lighted np with the windows of 
clean and inviting shops, that it was 
a pleaenre ard a delight lo just walk 
down its steep cobbled grade, and 
climb up again.

Of coarse, there are open squares, 
plazas,—1 piazzas,' they are called in 
Italy,—fronting oburobes and pnblio 
buildings ; and there are fountains 
fortho Old World loves its fountains 
and cherishes the pure sound of fall­
ing water, and knows also its excel­
lent sanitary value. But the widest 
streets I saw in Genoa would be too 
narrow f r us.

The old palaces are beautiful. I 
spied one marble columned court, 
with greenery and a fountain at the 
end. and I ventured in ;for they are 
as free and open as the day . And 
what a sight greeted me ! A colon­
naded conn, whose yellow walls 
were bright and warm under the 
blue sky above ; a grotto, all mosey 
and dripping ferns and ivy framing 
a marble Apollo, the clear water, 
trickling and running in a dozen 
streams and crystal sheets over the 
green rocks, and falling with a musi. 
cal splash into an ancient marble 
basin. The cobbled paving of the 
court slanted to a little drain in the 
center. The whole place was so 
quaint and primitive in its air, yet 
so rich and splendid in its coloring 
and lines, it seemed the perfect si', 
ting for st me bright garbed gather­
ing of courtiers ont of the middle 
ages I; was a bit of ' Sbakrsperian 
Italy,’ preserved in all its grace and 
mellow colouring—a place for Beat­
rice and Benedick to tease, for 
Romeo to sigh.

Ah, those palaces of Genoa I There 
on the old Via Nuova,the handsomest 
street in the city, and dating fiom 
1652, is a double row of th ee gor­
geous and romantic edifices—seven

St. John the Be 
pr dish used at 
The Church ol thé Aonunziate has 
a gorgeous interior of gold and fres­
coing. In the Ohurob of St. Ambrose 
(S. Ambrogio) I saw two paintings 
of Rubens, and there I began to rea­
lize that I was indeed in Italy, the 
land ot art treasures.

A walk through the magnificent 
colonnades of the chief business 
street on the evening I arrived gave 
me a new light on Genoa, I could 
not move for long among thoee bright 
busy throngs without realising 
that I wee in the city where push 
and enterprise sre in the very air;

A Protestant Visitor! Triknto To The 
Heroine.

There is no character in history 
whose story is at once so beautiful, so 
heroic and so tragic as that of the 
young Lorraine girl who saorifioed 
her life for France—Jeune d'Aro.

It appeals alike to the young and 
to the old, to the learned and the un 
learned, to the peasant in the cottage 
and the prince in thepalaoe, and few 
there are who have not felt the tears 
start as they read the life of the 
young heroine. France sacrificed its 
saviour, but today no other of ite 
heroes and beorinee, save Napoleon, 
is idolized and revered more then the 
poor shepherd girl of Domremy. 
Her name is a household word and 
her statues are found all over French 
But nowwhere does the maid seem 
so real, nowhere does she so appeal 
to yon as she does in the little vil­
lage of her birth.

Domremy lies in the northeastern 
part of France, in the hilly depart­
ment of the Vosges. It is off from 
the main routes of travel, but 
visited every year by thousands of 
tourists who go to spend a day at the

Domremy is like going into the 
Middle Agee.

In the middle of the village stands 
the uburoh, the same church that 
Jeanne attended, a large, barn-like 
structnre, with a square stunted 
tower surmounted by a cross. The 
tower baa a clock in it, and to the 
left of the entrance on a high pedes­
tal is a bronze statue of Jeauue. It 
represents her in a half-kneeling 
posture, and is not so striking as the 
sta ue of the heoric maid at Rouen. 
Above the main entrance is a great 
allegorical painting on oanvas,tnoked 
against the wall Among its figures 
is that of Jeanne in her white irmor, 
with saints and warriors in various 
guises, which is somewhat oonfns 
ing in their significance end mean­
ing.
