Hang the dress first on
a coat or skirt hanger, and then cover
it with the nightgown, buttoning the
latter to keep it from falling.

When washing tan-colored .clothes
n stockings, or the khaki-colored
suits, put a little brown dye in. the
‘insing water and in the starch. One
en-cent package of dye, dissolved in
)oiling water and then bottled, will
ast a whole season. Add only a lit-
le to the water. Using the dye pre-
rents that washed out look so com-
non to the Khaki-colored suits after
aundering.

To clean white ostrich plumes move
them about in a lather of pure white
soap with a little amonia in it, using
about a quart of water if the feathers
are large. Then press them from
stem to tip between the _thumb and
finger and do the same in the same
amount of clear,. hot water. Repeat
in cold water slightly blued. Hang
them to dry in a draft and shake them
occasionally.

When the window shades have be-
come old, worn and cracked, they may
be made to logk like new and last for
many. years. Lay the shades flat on
the floor and paint them with any
color of oil paint desired. This can
be purchased at the hardware store in
small cans. First paint one side and
when dry turn them over and paint the
other side. When they become soil-
ed they may be washed off.

While turpentine and linseed oil

mixed togetheér in _egual quantities
make an excellent cleanser for floors,

a better treatment when the floor is|_

dirty is to réemove the dirt by means
of a rag wet with turpentine, after-
ward applying the linseed oil. This
oil should be allowed to remain for a
week or more before the floor is pol-
ished. Then the boards can be kept
in good condition by applying a mix-:

Matters Educational.

In perusing the remarks of Super-
intendents Burke and Hanrahan pub-
lished in their last report on R. C.
Schools, we came across certain of
them which particularly attracted our
attention. Both officials emphasize
the importance of adequate training in
the art of teaching.

Mr. Hanrahan remarks that

“Our teachers are, with few excep-
tions, working well, and giving excel-
lent returns to the taxpayers for their
niodest stipends. The disadvantage of
more thorough training in scientific
and practical teaching is, however, as
apparent as it is unavoidable under
our present inadequate facilities for
professional training. In other coun-
tries similar conditions have been en-
countered and overcome (in a great
measure) by the establishment of
Summer Schools, where teachers meet
and combine social intercourse with
professional improvement, through
the medium of lectures and discus-
sions. The result is that the teachers
return to their respective schools with
new ideas, renewed interest in their
work, and a more comprehensive
grasp of what true education really
means. 2

“At present, teaching, as understood
in many of the elementary schools es-
pecially, means going through a cer-
tain routine of book work. Very lit-
tle attention seems to be given to in-
struction in manners, deportment, ac-
cent, and general refinement of the

scholars—the vital importance of
which can scarcely be overestimated.”

Mr. Burke also has a good word to
say for the establishment of a Summer
Schools for Teachers. In referring to
the. additional grant for training
teachers he speaks eulogistically of
the provision made for the training of
teachers at St. Bonaventure’s College
and -at St. Bride’s Academy, Little-
dale. At the former institution he re-
ports that

“While they (i.e. the pupil teach-
ers) have ample opportunity of getting
a thorough grasp of the various sub-
jects mecessary for receiving grades,
they get regular instructions in the
theory and practice of teaching.
Throughout the years of training at
the College, each pupil-teacher spends
some time daily in charge of an ele-
mentary class. By interchange of
class and subjects, practical experi-
ence is given in the course of the
year in the various standards. One of
the Brothers is present, and exercises
a general supervision, hence, the
pupil-teacher has the benefit of the
suggestions of an experienced teacher,
and of seeing, day by day, how a
school may be managed.”

And in reference to this work at
Littledale, he says: )

“The female pupil-teachers are In
residence at St. Bride’s Academy, Lit-
tledale. In former reports, I have re-
ferred to the excellent work this Aca-
demy is doing, and, as I have already
pointed out, the pupil-teachers here
are fortunate in being trained under
a lady, who is a certificated mistress
of method from Mount Pleasant Train-
ing School, Liverpool, England, anq is
a L. L. A. of St. Andrew’s University:
St. Joseph's, Waterford Bridge, is used
as the practising school.”
