Earl Kitchener’s
Statesmanlike Speech.

Earl Kitchener in the House of
Lords yesterday delivered his first
speech as Secretary for War. In
opening he re-affirmed what the
Prime Minister had already announc-
ed in the House of Commons, that he
.had ‘ho parfy affiliation and that he
was serving for the war, just as the
humblest 'velunteer in the army, or so
long as time and circumstances show-
ed it might be advisable to put some
one else in his place. He: was. able
to pay a soldier-like tribute to the
British soldiers in thegfield who had
already withstood for thirty-six hours
the fierce attacks of superior numbers
of - Germans. British soldiers had
held their own in a- position of stress
and diffigulties, behaved with splen-
did gallantry, upheld the best tradi-
tions of ithe service, and the com-
manders$ had shown skill which he
commended. The words of - praise
fromea mam so sparing of praise and-
so exacting of service as Kitchener
will not only stir the blood of our men
fighting at the front, will not only stif-
fen their-bull dog: determination to
hcld their. own, but they will thrill
the Empire and stimulate the Do-
minions to greater eagerness to do
their part. ‘Kitchener tells us that
hundreds of thousands have respond-
ed to the call to join the ceolours.
Seventy = battalions of Territorials
have already volunteered for service
abroad. These seventy thousand men
had only been serving for home de-
fence, but they have determined to
live up to more than their bond and
to offer greater services than they
were bound to do. All this is inspi=
ing. But Kitchener is prudent. He
doés not intend to send battalions to
the front untrained to do their part
in brigade and divisional movements.
He intends to have them trained io
execute, the greater movements with
the skill and steadfastness which the
British Expeditionary forces are
showing in their splendid way in and
“around Mons before he will trust
them on the field. The objective at
- which Kitchener is aiming is to have
and keep at full strength, in spite of
losses and reverses, some twenty di-
visions in the field, or some 500,000
men, within the next six months.
Kitchener talks plainly and to the
point. Heavy casualties must ensue.
The Empire at large will - be called
upon to strain every nerve and every
resource to meet the necessities of
the war.. He points out that Germany
has practically every man« under
arms. She is .utilizing her full re-

sources now and she has no untap-
ped resources to call -upon, What

ghe can do, she must do now, whare:
as the British Empire is untapped and

to win out every man must do his
duty. All this is more assurisg than
appeared at the first blush of the bad
news of yesterday. If only the allies
can hold their own for 4 time, and
the British stand must have a stiffen-
ing effect on our allies, and time be
gained to allow the Russiang and the
British to do their share, the future
will be safe, Our spirit must be that
of the British bull-dog: “Hold on and
Hold Fast.”” Britons hold your own
as the British bull-dogs are doing at
the front.

His Grace the
Archbishop at Placentia

St. John and
Father Sheehan, went'on an'episcopal
visitation to Placentia. The object of
the archiepiscopal visitation was two-
fold, viz., to celebrate the Golden
Jubilee or fiftieth anniversary of the
opening of the Convent schools in the
Ancient Capital, and preside at the re-
ception of a postulant into the Noviti-
ate of the' Convent. Early ‘Masses
were said on Sunday morning.in the
parish church and in the Convent
chapel. At 10.30 a.m. a solemn “Missa
Cantato coram Pontifice” was sung
by the Rev. Father Sheehan. His
Grace occupied the Throne and was
asgisted by the two Monsignori, Rear-
don and St. John, vested in their pur-
ple robes as Prelates of the Roman
Court, giving a very impressive ef-
fect to the function. The music was
of a very high order.

After the Gospel His Grace address-
ed the people.

WORDS OF WISDOM AND SOUND
COUNSEL.
BSpecial to Evening Telegram.
LONDON, Aug. 25.
“Yesterday was a day of bad news,
and we fear more must follow.” So
the London Times says in an editorial
on the fall of Namur and on the first
phase of the great battle. The Ger-
mans, it adds, appear to have won
ground all along the line, save in the
area held by the British., We" were
prepared for the ebb and flow of con-
flict, but not for the fall of Namur,
We have to face this situation with
unshaken confidence, We have to re-
member that the battle is not yet
over, The Germans have not yet
bupst their way through to France.
We have to remember that this is
only the first great encounter of a
war whiclh is plainly destined to be a
long one. For the allies, it Is a
phase; for the Germans it is vital.
They are dealing their blows with
the ntmost vigor, but the 1issue in
Belgium still ‘hangs in the balance.
In spite of unfortunate events at
Namur, whatever may be the upshot,
Great Britain and her allies will face
the outlook with dogged determina-
tion and continue the war until the
spirit of Prussian militarism is root-
ed out of Europe. Time fights on the
side of the allies. With the Germans
it is neck or nothing, but the French
and English have everything to gain
by waiting' and waging a  delaying
war. While the issue remains un-
certain, we may still maintain the
stoutest hope. Should it go against
us, we may remember that the allies
~have not, like Germany, staked ' all
upon their first venture. Our ulti-
mate success is certain and we will
never sheath our sword until Ger-
many has been finally beaten to her
knees.

GERMAN ADVANCE REPULSED—

Al His Time in Jail
Not at the Front—Doleful Tale of War
Correspondent Under Modern Con-
ditions—In Danger of Being Shot—

Special Cable by International News
By Andrea Beaumont.

Paris, August 19.—Here is a very
brief chronicle of my first 11 days as
a war correspondent: On August 4
I started for the front by automobile,
having’ in addition to my passports,
a special permit from the military
governor of Paris, as well as special
passes for my automobile, to go to
Chalons, Givet, Charleroi, Rocroi, etc.

On my arrival at Rheims I was ar-
rested and taken to the police station,
accused of violating military orders

by entering the zone of the armies.. I

épent the night in solitary confine-
ment.

Next morning I was informed that
I was suspected of being a spy, and
that only the judgment of a court-
martial could set me free. I was
treated with kindness, but could neith-
er sleep nor eat very 'much.

On the second morning two inspec-
tors arrived from Paris and searched
my room at the hotel, afterward
searching me in my hotel. Then 1
was ordered into a motor driven by
soldiers.

“Where am 1 being taken?” I en-
quired.

“Two hours ride from' here,” was
the laconic answer.

I was taken to Chalnax and at the
military headquarters, After a long
wait under a guard, a young lieuten-
ant told me “It’s all settled.” He nod-
ded to the soldier-chauffeur, who or-
dered me into the car again, An hour
later we arrived at Vitry la Francois,
where there is a prison especially
built for unusually dangerous crimi-
nals.

The director of the prisoner looked
very angry and said that a journalist
who tried to get a heat on the move-
ment of the army ought td be shat.
A long conversation, which I was un-
able to hear, then followed betweeéen
the director and two inspectors from
Paris.

I was next removed to the “Violon”
or bolice hole cell, two yards square,
with only a stone to sit on and plenty
of unwelcome accessories.

I offered fo let myself be chained
to an iron pillar if only they wouldn’t
put me in the dismal Teckup.

“That’s a googf idea said a:. gen-
darme,” and in a sécond he had secur-
ed a chain six feet long.

“No, I eannot permit that,” said the
commissary. “It would be inhuman
to our soldiers who are working from
16 to 20 hours a day. I cannot ask
them to sit up all night to watch you.
You must go'in the cell.,”

“I was given a mattress, however,
to lie upon.
The next day I was read an order,

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Norwenian Ship
llere !or Orders.

WAS OVERHAULED BY A BBITISH
" WARSHIP.

The Norwegian steamer Grena, Capt.
Dieson, entered port-at 6 o’clock. this
morning. She is in for orders and
came from Bergen, Norway, in bal-
last. The run was made in eight and
a half days, Originally the ship left
Bergen for Antwerp with a load of
freight, but owing to the state of war
at the latter place the Grena had to
retreat to Bergen to discharge, and
she then left for this side of the water.

A striking example of the activity
and vigilance in which the seas are
being protected by Great Britain is the
fact that while off the north coast of
Scotland the Grena was hailed by a
large British warship and ordered to
stop, which order was adhered to by
Capt. Dieson. Some British officers
came on board the Grena, examined
the ship’s papers, and after a delay
of about an hour allowed the Norweg-
ian to continue her course. ‘“Nothing
of a sensational character occurred
after that,” said Capt. Dieson, who
reported sighting two large icebergs
yesterday about 120 miles N, E. of
St. John’s. The Grena was never
here before, neither was her captain.
She was built in 1912 and has a carry-
ing capacity of 4,000 tons.
