NOT ALLOWED TO SAIL.
NEW YORK, Dec. 8. 

Because they were not supplied 
with the new passports required by 
the British Government, one hundred 
would-be passengers, mostly Canadian 
women who were planning to go to 
England to spend the Christmas holi­
days with their husbands in the Can­
adian contingent, were barfed from 
sailing for Liverpool to-day on the 
White Star Liner Adriatic. A new 
regulation compels all British citi­
zens entering England to be supplied 
with passports from their port of em­
barkation.

MONTENEGRO STANDS FIRM.

LONDON, To-Day.

ARMY OF FOUR MILLION WANTED.
LONDON, To-Day.

With the approach of the time limit 
for the expiration of Earl Derby’s 
scheme of voluntary enlistment on 
December 11th, there has been during 
the last two days a tremendous rush 
of new recruits to seeftre the benefit 
of the group system which permits 
recruits to enlist for deferred service. 
Recruiting centres are being besieged 
day and night, so much so that Urg­
ent calls are being made for clerks 
and doctors to meet the rpsh. This 
is not confined to London but is ap­
parent all over the country. Asquith 
next .week will ask Parliament to au­
thorize the raising of another million 
men. making altogether four million. 
He is expected at the same time tq 
announce the result of Earl Derby’s 
voluntary enlistment campaign.

The 
portion of Von Mackensen’s forces de­
scending on Monastir seems to be de- 
vided into two columns, stronger of 
these crossed Vardar River are mak­
ing for Nerokokop.

BIGGER AIR RAIDS.
NEW YQRK, To-day.

When the raid does come it 
will be bigger than has gone before 
and will be repeated night after 
night. The Germans will probably 
send at least terf Zeppelins. They 
are now gathering a fleet so large 
that they can afford to risk the loss of 
three or four in the raid. It was be­
cause they had no airships to spare 
that they stopped these visitations 
this fall. Now they are nearly ready 
again to strike repeated blows and 
to cross the Channel in force as they 
must do to create the amount of ter­
ror they desire, but England has been 
awakened, she knows the game no.v. 
She has learned airships must be 
fought with airships. She is prepar­
ing in the light of what the war has 
taught her to menace the right of way. 
She is building rigid dirigibles and 
when the raiders come she will not be 
helpless. These predictions are made 
to-day by Thomas R. Macmechin. 
aeronautical engineer and President 
of the aeronautical series -of America. 
He recently returned from England 
where a small dirigible which he in 
part designed and which is intended 
to he a torpedo destroyer of the air, 
has been completed by a syndicate 
under official British eyes.

READY TO DISCUSS PEACE.

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The War Outlook.
German and Austrian 
casualties have reached 
such a high figure that it 
is not possible for long 
to make up the wastage 

to keep their armies at the present 
strength. German losses up to No­
vember 20th were estimated at 3,700,- 
000, with a wastage of 9,000 a day. It 
is clear from this she will have lost 
4,000,000 By the end of the year, and 
she cannot stand an additional six 
months wastage at the 9,000 rate, 
lier army is estimated to be 4,000,- 
000, and the available material out­
side of these two numbers is about 
half a million men. It is clear from 
these estimates that by spring Ger­
many will have no reserve from 
which to draw first class fighting 
men, and that her army must contin­
ue to diminish in the future, if she 
is to be dependent on her own resour­
ces. Hillaire Belloc and other writ­
ers on war topics, are agree*} on these 
estimates. Austria is in no better 
plight. Germany must either obtain 
peace or additional soldiers, or face 
serious setbacks within the next six 
months. Peace now would suit her 
policy. She has many conquests with 
which to bargain. She holds almost 
all Belgium, almost all Serbia, a slice 
of France, and many thousands of 
square miles of Russia. When the 
railway between Belgrade and Sophia 
is repaired, she will have direct com- 
mutcation with Constantinople. She 
lias now acquired all in the way of 
conquests she can hope for. The fu­
ture is against her. She faces a wan­
ing of her internal military strength, 
a withdrawal of her armies from ene­
my countries, and the loss of the 
countries with which to bargain for 
a pëaee favorable to her. That is the 
meaning of the German Government 
permitting the discussion of peace in 
the Reichstag. The other direction in 
which Germans are working is to 
make good the wastage to which we 
have referred by inducing neutrals to 
join them. In this, they have succeed­
ed to the extent of inducing Turkey 
and Bulgaria to join them. They are 
trying to bring in Greece and Rou­
manie. But their efforts are not con­
fined to the Balkans, the same kind of 
a campaign is being carried on in 
Sweden. They have brought into be­
ing in that country a party, the Acti­
vists, whose policy is to intervene in 
the war by the side of Germany and 
attack Russia, and try to bring about 
a rebellion in Finland, and thereby 
cut off supplies to Russia by way of 
Archangel and lessen the pressure of 
Russians in the East, on Germany and 
Austria during the coming year. The 
duration of the war depends on these 
latter factors. The advent of Bulgaria 
into the war has given a lease of 
longer life to the war. But it is only 
a lease and a short one. The advent 
of other countries on the side of Ger­
many will give new leases of life. If 
we can stop this accession of new 
blood, we ought to be able to enforce 
pedee on our own terms before next 
Fall. Otherwise it is a three years’ 
job."

Murder and Joking.
(Cohoes (N.Y.) ‘Republican.’)

No matter how many warnings may 
be given through the newspapers and 
otherwise about the danger, as well as 
imbecility of some “practical jokes” 
the fools will keep at it.

Within the past two years at least 
one person has been killed and two 
injured for life through having “prac­
tical jokers” in industrial establish­
ments blow their interiors up with 
tubes attached to high pressure 
pumps.

At the plant hospital the 
physicians were unable to diagnose 
his case. He was taken to the Ger­
mantown Hospital, where the sur­
geons found that nearly all the or­
gans in his body had been ruptured. . 
The two “jokers” were arrested.

The only way to put a stop to this 
brutal practical “joking” is -to try the 
“jokers” for manslaughter or murder 
and punish them as the law prescribes 
for such crimes.

Germany’s Many 
Powers Growing Thin.

Mr. John Buchan makes these illu­
minating comments on the war on the 
Western front:—

There were two main facts of the 
war which we all know to Germany, 
but which our pessimists always ig­
nored.

“The first was that no machine was 
immortal. Given time, France, Bri­
tain, and Russia could create a ma­
chine quite as good as the Germans,’ 
and when that machine was ready the 
decision would rest, as always in war, 
with the human element.

“Secondly, the human element, that 
of numbers, so far as Germany was 
concerned, was wearing thin. Every 
day the spectre of diminishing man­
power, drew closer and closer to Ger­
many’s side. A machine could do 
marvels, but it could not call the dead 
men from the grave. He believed that 
the Germans had not the number of 
men necessary to create new positions 
behind their third position. They 
needed their reserves in the firing line.

The advance might be slow at the 
moment while we were accumulating 
men and munitions, but the movement 
was going on none the less. Sooner 
or later the next blow would come, 
and then the next, till suddenly Rhe 
steel rod of the enemy’s defence, long 
filed at and often bent, would break. 
In a war of jhis magnitude the views 
of the General Staffs must be long.”

Praise U.S. Red Cross.
Berne, Dec. 1.—Appreciation of the 

participation of the United States In 
Red Cross work in the European war 
is expressed in the latest bulletin of 
the International Red Cross, which 
says that American organizations 
everywhere have held first place 
among the foreign ambulances. In the 
first year of the war the United States 
sent to Europe 71 surgeons and phy­
sicians and 233 nurses. This staff 
worked In France, Belgium, Russia, 
Germany, Austria, and Serbia. .

“In Serbia,” the bulletin says, “the 
American Red Cross contributed most j 
effectively to the extirpation of the 
epidemic of typhus fever.”

The total expenses of the American 
ambulances in the first year of the

German Agent 
Taken Red-Handed.

The Indian mail which has just ar­
rived contains extracts from a lecture 
on the Mesopotamian operations de­
livered at Simla by Major C. C. R. 
Murphy, of the General Staff.

Upon the arrival of General Dela- 
main’s. Brigade at Bahrein from India 
in October, 1914, orders were given to 
arrest a German named Harling, who 
was the agent of the firm of.Wonck- 
haus there. When his office was en­
tered he was just signing, a letter, 
which turned out to be,a report on the 
strength and composition of force 
“D,” as the Mesopotamian Expedi­
tion Force is termed, addressed to 
the German Consul at Bushire. It 
ended with the remark that so far on­
ly about 5,000 troops had come up 
the Persian Gulf, but that 10,000 more 
were shortly' coming from India.

Among his papers was a copy of 
another report giving accurate de­
tails of General Delamain’s force. 
This report had been written and dis­
patched to Bushire and Basra within 
four hours of the arrival of the Brit­
ish at Bahrein.

Major Murphy went on to give 
some particulars of the rapid rise of 
Wonckhaus. He went to Lingah in 
1896 and started business there by 
buying shell# on the beach. Practi­
cally his entire possessions at that 
time consisted of three wooden boxes 
which he used to place In a row at 
night and sleep on.

By the time war broke out Wonck­
haus had become agent of the Ham- 
burg-Amerika Line, and had business 
houses at Bushire, Bahrein, Lingah, 
Mohammerah, and Ahwaz. The part­
ners were rich men, and every month 
used to remit large sums to the Bagh­
dad railway. Every one, Major Mur­
phy said, wondered where the money 
came from. It certainly was not too 
much to say that the aims of the firm 
were, first, political, and, secondly, 
economic, and that its representatives 
were all trained, intelligent agents.— 
Exchange.

Huge Purchases from Yorkshire 

Mills.

Our Parliamentary Correspondent 
writes:—Mr. T. C. Taylor recently 
stated in the House of Commons that 
5,000,000 yards of cloth which could 
have been made in the West Riding 
had been ordered in the United 
States for Allied Governments.

Runciman has now written to him to 
say that there seems little doubt that 
a large order for cloth has recently 
been given to America by one of the 
Allied Governments to place contracts 
in this country for such supplies as 
may be available. Actually upwards 
of 24,000,000 yards of uniform cloth 
have bqen purchased by the delegates 
Of the Allied Governments from mills 
in Great Britain and Ireland since the, 
beginning of the war.

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Canada Commandeers 
the Grain.

Big Shipwent Bound to Atlantic 
"jftirts Is Held Up.

Cicago, fils., Nov. 29—Action of 
the Canadian government on Sunday 
'night in commandeering nearly 20,- 
000,000 bushels of No.l,, 2 and 3 Nor­
thern wheat in elevators from Fort 
William on Lake Superior to the At­
lantic seaboard is expected to result 
in only slight fluctuations in the Am­
erican market, according to opinions 
early to-day of leading grain dealers 
in Chicago.

George E. Marcy, president of tko 
Armour Grain Company and Jos Ros­
enbaum, head of the J. Tosenbaum 
Grain Company, two of the largest ex­
porters here are among those who do 
not look for quick changes in the 
market.

Mr. Marcy predicted that the Cana­
dian government’s action would re­
lease greater quantities of wheat for 
immediate delivery.

“Evidently the action of the Cana­
dian government is just a move to get 
hold of the wheat and ship it to the 
seaboard before the prices rise and be­
fore navigation closes for the winter," 
said Mr. Marcy. The grain was held 
•by speculators and had to be moved 
out of the elevators to make room for 
winter wheat coming in.”

“Great Britain, it was pointed out, 
is 40,000,000 bushels short of its needs 
as compared with last year, and the 
purchase of 20,000,000 bushels at one 
time makes up half of the shortage. 
No uneasiness for the future is ex­
pressed therefore among grain ex­
porters' who "thought England eviden­
tly intended obtaining the grain fer 
its own requirements and that»" it de­
sired to be sure of it."

The weather is the very starting 

crank of the world’s conversation. If 
there were no weather to talk about, 
half of us would only be able to con­
verse when we found something to 
say, and would consequently be dumb 
a large part of the time.

All weather is produced by atmos­
phere. When the air is clear, we 
have a fine day, and the fact is men­
tioned 1,000,000,000,000 times in con­
versation. When the atmosphere is 

.curdled, we have clouds and rain 
which are just as easy to talk about 
and use up a large vocabulary. When 
the atmosphere moves swiftly from 
place to place we have gales and cyc­
lones and political campaigns. When 
the atmosphere is heated, to a trifle 
below the boiling point by the sun, a 
man will leave his work and walk five 
blocks in order to lean against a 
friend in a cool, dinky place and help 
him say, “Phew!”

The weather accounts for most of 
the variety in life on this sphere. It 
is weather which makes a Hottentot 
content with a suit of clothes which . 
he can fold up and put in his ear j 
while bathing, and it is weather which | 
makes the Eskimo eject the polar bear 
from his warm furry skin and move 
in himself to stay continuously until : 
he dies. It is England's weather and 
the wide range of description requir-"* 
ed to do it justice, which has made the 
nation the literary centre of the world. 
It is the six months of superheated 1 
Texas weather which makes a Texan 
fight in September at the wiggle of a 
whisker, and it is the celebrated tepid 
climate of California which enables 
the native son to reap four crops of' 
tourists â year.

Weather is divided into four sea-, j 
sons in the temperate zone — lig£t 
overcoat, shirt-sleeves, thicker under­
wear and ear-tab weather. Weather ; 
is responsible for a great many mil­
lionaires, including coal men, ice men 
summer resort proprietors and mak-jj 
ers of sneeze cures and throat coolers.1 
But it also unmakes a great many rich j 
men, including circus owners, peach ] 
growers and chicken raisers. Mr. J. j 
P. Morgan was supposed to boss aj 
large part of creation, but he waafl 
small potatoes beside the weather^ 
which exercises a controlling influx 
ence over baseball, crops, th^ 
ing business, parades, picnics 
fairs and summer parks.

CHAPTER X.
Among many conveniences and im­

provements in our general commerce 
which one sees all around our coast, 
perhaps one of the greatest, if not the 
greatest, is that of our banking in­
stitutions which have been opened up 
at most of our larger outports and 
towns. Having travelled the country 
when there was not any banks out­
side of the capital, and having done 
so since these banks have been open­
ed, I know the difference between 
the two existing conditions, and the 
advantages to our trade are so great, 
that I look upon them as an indica­
tion of great advancement, and as 
the forerunner of that wider vision 
which is dawning upon our people.

As a rule our people are inclined to 
be a bit conservative in their ideas of 
banks and banking, and because of 
this they do not avail of the security, 
nor the profit and convenience of a 
bank, aç they might do. This is very 
much to be regretted, as the people 
are the losers by. such narrowness. 
The loss is a sort of two-fold. First 
there is the loss of interest which in­
vestments and deposits usually earn; 
and then there is the loss of know­
ledge gained by the practice of bank­
ing. To keep a bank account is of it­
self an education, and it tends to ac­
quaint the depositor with the current 
rates of interest and with the rates of 
discount, and with the terms and do­
ings of banking institutions general­
ly. And then it creates confidence in 
the trade of the country, and in the 
long run tends towards the better de­
velopment of our commercial inter­
ests.

One of the drawbacks from which 
Newfoundland suffered in the past 
was that of its financial limitations. 
The truck system was in vogue too 
long; and not only did it entail pen-' 
nry upon the working classes, but it. 
also resulted in enormous loss to titi'r 
merchants. I have heard it said that 
the truck system was chiefly respon­
sible for the failure at Hr. Grace, 
some forty-six years ago, of the great 

"firm of Ridley & Sons. The custom 
was for laborers to get paid on_Fri- 
day and Saturdays. Their pay was 
three shillings currency per day; 
which equalled sixty cents of our 
present exchange. Some twd hundred 
persons,- including men, lads and 
boys, worked on the premises, and 
all those were paid weekly. Their 
week’s wages amounted to eight, or 
ten, or twelve, or fifteen, and eight­
een shillings each. On their names 
being called each laborer would ' re­
ceive his order on the store, and in a

or food. In clothing the same home­
liness existed, and canvas, wincey, 
moulskin, printed cotton, blay calico, 
and common tweeds, were the leading 
textiles for daily use. To expedite 
the task of paying such a lot of people 
the measurements in the delivery of 
molfitses were hot exact. The pun­
cheon was opened at the head and {he 
liquid was di,pped out with a small 
bucket, known as a spudgell; and in­
stead of properly emptying the spud­
gell, it was dipped back into the pun­
cheon and hurriedly turned out into 
the can or bucket of-the customer. In 
the delivery of pork and meat, the 
same loose, careless custom was 
practiced, and whatever the piece or 
junk at hand would weigh, so as it 
was any way near the mark that 
would do, and off went the recipient.

With such a system of business, 
and with such carelessness in the de­
livery of goods generally, it is not to 
be wondered at, that the firm which 
was the victim of such extravagance 
went down. But it could hardly be 
otherwise. There was but a limited 
medium of exchange. The banking 
system of the time was meagre and 
conservative, and the entire country 
was dependent upon the banks at St. 
John’s for currency. Thus cash was 
scarce, and to get it was often con­
sidered a very great compliment. The 
outcome of this was detrimental to 
the public welfare, and the stagnation 
of trade which it entailed is felt to 
this day in many parts of our fair 
land. y

In looking back at those undesirable 
conditions it is indeed a Just cause 
for congratulation that branches of 
our banking institutions have been 
established at so many of our princi­
pal towns. To those banks which 
have manifested _ their faith in the 
country in this manner we say “Well 
done.” The venture entails no little 
expense; and every encouragement 
should be accorded such enterprise. 
In this particular venture the Bank 
of Nova Scotia seems to take the lead, 
and its able manager, Mr. Anderson, 
has devoted much time and toil to the 
work. The venture will mean more 
business for the banks, more con­
veniences for the public; and will 
create a greater confidence in the 
monetary system of our time. The 
earnings of our people represent their 
labor, and everything which increases 
its value Is worthy of encouragement.

facility with which 
Dominions can raise funds even in 
these troubled times, we feel sure of 
one fact and that is the confidence 
of the people in their own respective 
countries, and we are brought right 
down to the answer to your question. 
Our local Government have not been 
able for the past two years to bor­
row a dollar from the public of this 
Colony, and it is common knowledge 
that the loans they have asked- for 
have been financed in other quarters, 
and while our Savings Banks are at 
present holding over ten millions of 
dollars on which the owners are sat-. 

1 isfied to take 3% interest, not a dollar 
of this money if offered to the Govern­
ment. Why should such conditions 
exist here?—simply because the peo­
ple of the colony have no confidence 
in the ability or the integrity of their 
present rulers. There is no other 
answer to it. They have seen the 
conduct of public affairs for the past 
six years in the hands of a lot of 
reckless spendthrifts, and it is not to 
be wondered at that they tighten up 
their purse strings and await the in­
evitable end, if the Government of the 
Colony is not soon wrested from them. 
Only within the past two months a 
local Corporation asked for a loan of 
One hundred thousand dollars, and 
within three weeks of the application 
the amount was over subscribed by 
twenty-five per cent, and yet if the 
Government of the Colony made a sim­
ilar application at the present junc­
ture they would not get a dollar in 
response. What a commentary on 
the condition of our public affairs!
