The Thames on Fire.
There is a saying in use about “set­

ting the Thames on fire,” when any­
one does anything exceptional. This 
actually happened on June 30, 1861, 
when one of the most disastrous fires 
in the world’s history broke out in 
Tooley St., near London Bridge, on 
that (Saturday) evening. A whole 
street Pt wharves and warehouses 
stocked With valuable merchandise 
was entirely burnt out. The fire raged 
for a month and the damage was es*- 
timated at many millions of pounds, 
thousands of chests of tea, barrels of 
Russian tallow, oil and saltpetre being 
destroyed. The flames as thej^ crept 
along-were carried by the wind to the 
river, and soon many barges were 
blazing. The excitement was great as 
the falling warehouses tufnbled over 
into the river -with repeated crashes. 
By midnight the scene as witnessed 
from London Bridge was one of the 
grandest and most terrible since the 
Greet Fire of 1666, which, curiously 
enough, started within a stone’s throw 
of this one. Streams of red-hot tallow 
poured down the rtbver, and an army of 
thieves shovelled it into barrows, 
raced off with it and reaped a rich 
harvest A score of large, well-stock­
ed buildings were destroyed with 
their contents, homes were plunged 
into mourning, and firms mined. A 
fortnight later the fire broke out 
aga&n, and burned as vigorously as 
previously, four weeks elapsing before 
the flames died down again. Hundreds 
of men lost their employment and 
others who were brave enough to r 
ter the blazing warehouses were never

A Worthy Follower
of Nelson.

Rear-Admiral Sir Christopher Crad­
dock, who lost his life in the Coronet 
seaflght, was bora on July 2nd, }iS2. 
He entered the Navy to 1875 at the 
age of 13, took part In the Egyptian 
war of 1882, and was present at the 
battle of Tokar In 1881. In 1892 he was 
first Lieutenant of H.M.S. "Dolphin," 
and helped to rescue the officers and 
crew of the Brazilian corvette “Almtr- 
ante Barroza.” In 1894 he Jumped 
overboard and rescued a midshipman 
from drowning off the coast of Sar­
dinia. Tn 1900 he commanded the 
Brttisl>/Naval Brigade at the capture 

Taku forts, and afterwards di- 
the allied forces in the opera­

tions for the relief of Tientsin. In 
1911, when the P. & O. liner "Delhi,” 
stranded on the coast of Morocco, he 
rendered valuable assistance. Three 
months after the outbreak of the 
great war he was in oommand of a 
small squadron which was cruising 
off the coast of Chile, his flagship 
being the “Good Hope.” The others 
were the cruiser "Monmouth,” the 
light cruiser "Otranto.” On Nov. 1, 
1914, Admiral Craddock met a Ger­
man squadron under Admiral Count 
Von' Spee, near Coronei, Chile. The 
German ships were the "Scarnhorst,” 
“Gneisenau,” "Leipzig,” “Dresden,” 
and "Nürnberg.” They were superior 
in size and armament to the British 
ships, but Admiral Craddock warned 
off the “Canopus,” which was coming 
up from the straits of Magellan, as 
her speed was insufficient to cope with 
the Germanss, and he ordered the 
“Otranto” to keep out of danger. He 
then, with iris three ships engaged the 
German five for all he was worth. 
Unfortunately, the British ships were 
in a position where the setting sun 
interfered with their aim, whfile the 
Germans had heavier guns and of 
greater range. The result was that 
the “Good Hope” and the “Monmouth” 
were sunk, and the “Glasgok” escap­
ed. Admiral Craddock went down 
with the "Good Hope.” A born lead­
er, and thoroughly trusted by his of­
ficers and men, he faced overwhelm­
ing odds in his last action, joining 
battle in accordance with the best tra­
ditions of the British Navy, and fight­
ing till the last. Five weeks later this 
same German squadron was caught by 
Admiral Sturdee at the Falkland Is­
lands, and all but one of the ships 
were sunk. Thus our gallant Admiral 
Craddock was amply avenged.

In Their Own Hands
It has been stated and re­

stated time and again that 
Newfoundlanders are a practical 
people. Defined, this word cov­
ers anything or person given or 
disposed to action : skilful or ex­
perienced from practice: capa- 

' ble of applying knowledge to 
some useful end, and in the lat­
ter we have the true expression, 
practical, as applied to New­
foundlanders. For there is very 
little under the sun that a true 
Newfoundlander cannot accom­
plish successfully. The history 
of the dominion could be filled 
with thousands of instances 
wherein the sons of Terra No­
va have applied their ideas to 
useful ends, with remarkable 
and creditable results. But in 
many avenues of life and labor 
there is yet room for still more 
application of the ideas that 
seem to belong solely to our 
people. Particularly is this so 
in the cleaning, curing and mak-j 
ing of fish. No one knows bet-1 
ter the value of good fish than 

/ the men who catch and prepare 
it for market, and it must unfor­
tunately be said that no fish 
country in the world has suffer­
ed more of financial loss from 
careless and slipshod methods 
than has Newfoundland. That 
this is so is beyond cavil or chal­
lenge. The methods of conduct­
ing the fishery—the staple in­
dustry' of the island—in the 
near past as well as the far, 
have not been conducive to the 
best results in turning out a 
superior marketable codfish. 
There has been too much haste: 
too great an emphasis has been 
laid on quantity and not quality, 
and the feverish desire to get 
ahead of the other fellow. All 
this has militated against the 
production of a triumph of first 
class cure in dry codfish, and 
competition has now become so 
severe that the old-time hap­
hazard making of fish for ex­
port has to be abandoned and 
more careful attention given

When rule of thumb methods 
prevailed in the past and hurry 
was the motto, the big idea was 
to kill a voyage. The making 
of it was of secondary import, 
ance, because Newfoundland at 
that time practically command­
ed and controlled the ‘dry fish 
trade of Europe. But to-day all 
this is changed. We no longer 
control the markets, but enter 
them in competition with coun­
tries which have recognized and 
adopted the best system of mak­
ing fish, thus realising good 
prices and leaving Newfound­
land’s returns poor by compari­
son. Such competition has to 
be met and beaten. To do so 
certain new methods have to be 
evolved and carried out strictly 
and conscientiously. Anything 
that tends to improve local con­
ditions is bound to meet with 
unanimous and unqualified sup­
port The laxity that formerly 
prevailed in curing our fish pro­
ducts must give way to a great­
er display if energy in producing 
first class, always marketable 
cod. To do this there will neces­
sarily have to be much hard 
work. But the harder the labor 
the greater the reward. All 
who devote more care and at­
tention to the preparation of 
their voyages for market will 
have their extra toil sweetened 
by the hope of additional re­
muneration. And not only that 
but there will be the certain 
knowledge that Newfoundland 
fish will once more claim su­
premacy over all competitors, 
and again come into its own. 
The honor of being first in qual­
ity production is a great incen­
tive, but a further and more 
tangible reward is the enhanced 
price. Working for both will 
give the necessary impetus, and 
with everybody co-operating the 
results of improved cure should 
bring about many surprises as 
well as substantial and always 
increasing sales. The cure of 
fish, then, is a prime necessity. 
Not a slovenly, unwholesome- 
looking cure, but a first class A1 
tooth-white picture, dried so 
cleanly and hardly through and 
through that each one can be 
held out by the tail. The penalty 
of poor cure under the new 
standardization regulations will 
regulations will be a poor price- 
Those who make No. 1 fish will 
receive a No. 1 price. Those 
who do not give their close at­
tention to cleaning and curing 
and drying, cannot produce a 
No. 1 article and hence they will 
suffer loss in value. The matter 
is one entirely in the hands of 
the fishermen themselves. They 
will have to make good fish or 
be penalized on the price. Stan­
dardization ensures competition 
and in this competition good fish

Inter-Denommational 
Education in St. John's.
On Tuesday morntnfc at 10 o’clock 

the Inter-denominational Education 
Committee met the members of tke 
Methodist Conference, assembled In 
Wesley Church. The Conference, 
through Its President, Rev. Dr. Fen­
wick, gave the Committee a hearty 
welcome. Mr. J. W, Withers, as 
Chairman of the Committee, Intro­
duced the subject matter which the 
Committee desired to bring to the no­
tice et the Conference, namely: The 
amalgamation of the Anglican, Me­
thodist, Preabyterian, Congregational 
and Salvation Army bodies In respect 
of Education In St. John’s City. At 
greater length Mr, B. Dunfleld 
brought before the Conference the 
various matters that have engaged the 
attention of the Committee during 
the winter months, setting forth the 
disadvantages Under which education 
at present labors, and Indicating 
some of the benefits that would result 
from a combination of forces. He 
was followed by Mr. James J. McKay, 
who referred to the fact that the 
present denominational system puts 
some children at a disadvantage, 
though their claim to an education 
was Just as valid and strong as that 
of any child in the larger denomina­
tions. He referred also to the tact 
that there are many of our children 
fo* whom there Is no school accom­
modation, and who are brought up 
amidst surroundings that will not pro­
duce good citizens. Thé Conference 
listened very attentively and sympa­
thetically, and the following Resolu­
tion was moved and carried unani­
mously:

RESOLUTION.
"That this Conference give hearty 

support to the principle of Amalga­
mation in respect of Education In St. 
John’s City between the Anglican, 
Presbyterian, Congregational, Salva­
tion Army and Methodist bodies, as 
outlined by the Inter-denominational 
Committee;

"That the Conference Special Com­
mittee be authorized to assent, out of 
session, to any practical schepae tor 
the carrying out of auch amalgama­
tion or system of Inter-denomination­
al schools, the details of which com­
mend themselves to the Committee’s 
judgment;

“That the Conference Special Com­
mittee he authorised, if it deem . it 
wise, tc approach the General Confer­
ence .Executive Committee, to obtain 
authority tor any necessary action in 
respect of our College In this connec­
tion; and that should the proposed 
amalgamation be authorised to com­
bine with the other bodies in the ap­
plication to the Government for the 
necessary legislation.”

The members of the Committee re­
mained throughout the disdugslee, 
and upon the passing of the Resolu­
tion the President of the Conference 
indicated the pleasure which he felt 
in communicating to Chairman With­
ers. the result Mr. Withers replied 
thanking the Conference tor their 
valued and cordial co-operation, after 
which the deputation retired. These 
forming the deputation were:

Chairman Withers, and Mr. Dun­
fleld, for the C. E. denomination; Mr. 
J. J. McKay and Mr. D. M. Baird, tor 
the Presbyterians; Col. Martin, Adjt. 
Tilley and Mr. Cook, for the Salva­
tion Army; Mr. H. E. CowaS, tor the 
Congregatlonallsts ; Rev. Dr. Bond, 
Rev. Dr. Curtis, Mr. C. P. Ayre and 
Mr. Arthur Mews, for the Methodists.
