Such a
question seéms a bit bordering
on the absurd, when the history
of all the gatherings of the na-
tions, since Armistice Day, 1918,
is taken into consideration and
analysed from beginning to end.
Diplomacy does not always
terminate in brilliant successes,
and there has been but scanty
progress made during the de-
liberations marking the many
conventions held by the Powers
since the 11th day of November,
in the year of grace, one thous-
and nine hundred and eighteen,
The sum total of all of them can

‘be determined by .stating that
the world to-day is in a much
greater unsettled condition and
irked by more disturbances than
have been known for a consider-
able period. The latest failure is
the Lausanne Conference more
commonly known as the Near
East gathering of diplomats, in
an effort to conclude a Treaty of
Peace with the Turks, who
should never have been per-
mitted to return to Europe, af-
! ter their forced expulsion from
Constantinople to Asia Minor.

Out of the Paris Conference
' came the Treaty of Versailles,
the corollary to that being the
League of Nation’s Cayenant. So
far as the latter is concerned the
high ideals expected to follow ‘its
inception have not been gpalised.
One of the reasons for thik may
be attributed to the fact that
United States refused to sub-
scribe to the Covenant, or to be
bound either by the terms of the
Treaty or by the provisions of a
separate agreement entered into
between the British Prime Min-
ister, Lloyd George and Presid-
ent Wilson, for their respective
countries, guaranteeing France
against any subsequent attack
by Germany. The whole secret of
United States attitude need not

Heroic Wife’s Ordeal.

How the life gf Mr. Robert Ex-
shaw, an English sculptor, was saved
by the devotion pf his wife as he lay
terribly imjured in the jungle is told
in a letter received from Georgetown.
