From Ottawa.

Mr. Spence is still in Ottawa in
congultation with Ministers about the
contemplated changes in the tariff.
It is expected now that several im-
portant measures have been brought
down, that Parliament will get ac-
tively to work next week, and that the
remaining business of the session will
be disposed of with as little delay as is
oonsistent with mature legislation.

A return brought down as regards
ghe Secret Service appropriation of
$100,000, shows that against this ap-
propriation a warrant issued in favor
of Sir N. F. Belleau for $50,000, and
the amount was deposited by him to
the jont account of the Hon. Attor-
ney Generals East and West, the
Minister of Finance, and the Provinc-
ial Secretary, in acoordance with an
Order in Council dated 6th of August
1866. Of this amount there remain-
ed on 1st July, 1867, and is still un-
exhausted,$8,398.83. The remaining
