fiOT A NEW COAT.

Saw Mill at Elora.—Mr. James Me- 
Bain, who recently sold his saw mill in 
the Township of Luther, has purchased 
a plot of ground in Elora, extending 
along the river from Gilkison Bridge, 
and facing the road connecting with 
Mill street. A boom has been made on 
the pond, which will enable the pro­
prietor to collect logs after floating them 
down from land he owns in Luther. 
During the summer he intends building 
his saw mill, which will be of stone quar­
ried on the ground.

At a thrashing at Mr. Wm. Tracey’s, 
on the third con. Peel., a young man 
named Nicholas Rogers was oiling the 
cog wheels .at the end of the cylinder 
when his hand was drawn in and crushed 
in a fearful manner. Drs. Lutz, of El­
mira, and Varden, of Hawksville, am­
putated four fingers close to the hand, 
as there was no hope of saving them, 
the bones being ground to splinters. 
The young man was in a precarious 
condition, his medical attendants being 
afraid that lock jaw would set in.

Are Comino.—The Alleganians, Voca­
lists and Swiss Bell Ringers, as a Qnar- 
tette, Quintette, and Sextette, (greatly 
augmented with a Ladies’ and Gents 
Silver Orchestral Band), first organized 
twenty-six years ago, and whose name 
has become the household word of tfce 
music-loving people of all nations, and 
whose continuous travels have extended 
to all parts of the civilized globe, will 
appear at the town hall on Saturday, 
March 28, and every one who enjoys 
good home music—music that will take 
you back to the “ good days of yore,’ 
and make you forget dull care, should 
attend their concert.

St. Louis, March 20.—The Globe has 
a spacial from Belleville, Ill., which 
gives an account of a horrible murder 
three miles from Centreviile, St. Clair 
County, Ill. The victime were Fritz 
Stillzineter, aged about 80 years, his son 
and daughter-in-law, and two small 
children, one an infant. The dead 
bodies were discovered about six o’clock 
this evening. The throats of the two 
-men were out, and the skulls of the 
women and children crushed in. Who 
committed the atrocious crime, or for 
what purpose, is not known.

The machine shops of the Atlantic <fc 
Pacific Railway, covering nearly a whole 
block, were burned to-night. A large 
number of valuable patterns were des­
troyed, and three locomotives badly 
damaged. The loss is estimated at 
$100,000, fully covered by insurance.

New York, March 21. — Elizabeth 
Sconce, a farmer's wife near Georgetown, 
Ky., cut the throats of two of her chil­
dren yesterday, aged nine and two, and 
then cut her own throat. The children- 
will probably recover. No cause as­
signed.

The Committee of Erie directors ap­
pointed to investigate the affairs of the 
Company. made a preliminary report re­
butting the statements of Dunan, and 
commenting upon the fact that the state­
ments were put forth and cabled to 
Europe jusj; when the Company were ar­
ranging for a new loan. They add that 
in spite ef all this the new loan is suc­
cessful. They defer the detailed report 
until Watson’s return.

The ladies at Cleveland, Ohio, were 
again assailed by a crowd of roughs 
while out on a praying tour on Thursday. 
A policeman attempted to arrest one of 
the roughs, when a fight followed. The 
policemen were obliged to use their clubs, 
which they did with good effect, and 
made several arrests. The streets were 
crowded with excited Germans, and a 
riot at one time was imminent, but po­
lice reinforcements straightened matters. 
Daring the excitement a German brewer 
organized a procession composed of lager 
beer waggons loaded with beer kegs, on 
which sat a large number of men, drink­
ing as they moved through the streets.

No settlement is effected between the 
Erie Company and the striking laborers. 
The blockade of freight is becoming 
troublesome.

Two Cubans, in attempting to escape 
from Havana,were captured and garroted. 
The Chiet Justice of the Supreme Court 
of Havana is here to study our criminal 
jurisprudence.

London, March 20.—The 23rd regi­
ment of infantry —the Royal Welsh 
Fueileêrs—which arrived at Portsmouth 
from tjae Gold Coast, in the troopship 
Tamar, disembarked this morning in 
the presence of an immense crowd. 
They wore met by the Mayor and corpo­
ration, who presented them with an ad­
dress, and also a regimental goat to re­
place the one that died while they were 
at Cape Coast Castle. Upon the conclu­
sion of the ceremonies, the troops took 
up their march for the railway station, 
where they had lunch before departing 
from the town. The entire route of 
march from the dockyard to the station 
was beautifully decorated and crowded 
with people,who were madly enthusiastic, 
cheer upon cheer greeting the returning 
warriors. There were many affecting 
scenes in the streets. The troops were 
attired in the same uniform they wore 
daring the Ashantee campaign. The 
weather is beautiful.

The steamship Samartian, with the 
returning Highlanders on board, is in 
sight of Portsmouth. They will land to- 
morrow.

The Carlist military agent in this city 
has received the following despatch from 
the Carlist Junta in Bayonne General 
Palacios reporta he is marching in the 
.direction of Madrid with 12,000 men, 
after defeating, with great loss, a Repub­
lican column under Collejo, near Ming- 
lanilla. Note—MinglaniUa is a village 
in the Province of Ouence, 44 miles 
southeast of the city of Cuenca.

Suspicious Characters.—It is a well- 
known fact that all gangs of thieves who 
work at night have advance agents, who 
do their spying out during the day. Per­
sons who sell flash jewellery, cheap 
goods, want*a bite of bread, taste of 
soup, etc., etc., should be well watched 
when they call at houses, and, if -ad­
mitted at all, should not be allowed to 
go into a room where they can see valu­
ables. If you catch them looking closely 
at the door, examining the windows and 
' ‘ taking stock” as it were of the premises, 
be on yonr guard and look out for night 
developments. Some of these people are 
the tools of thieves, and visit dwellings 
during the day and take the '* lay” of 
the house if they get their eyes on any 
thing tempting enough to lnre them to 
steal it. They report to the regularly 
organized gang and the experience! 
members then i arrange the raid, which 
may take place that night. They should 
not be allowed, however, to work to the 
unjust treatment of deserving persons 
who seem desirous to make an honest

The Hudson is clear, and navigation 
has been resumed.

The Lato Outrage.
Chief-Constable Kelly has returned 

from his westward trip along the Grand 
Trunk Railway. He went as far at 
Sarnia, but without success. A switch- 

l stationed just this side of the 
Stratford station says that a man answer­
ing Sullivan's description enquired of 
him as to freight or express trains to 
Sarnia. If this is the same man we re 
ferred to yesterday, it will be seen that 
he has been steadily making his way 
westward, with a day’s start of his pur- 
suers. We fear that Sullivan has suc­
ceeded in crossing into the States, as it 
would be an easy matter for him to get 
into a box oar unobserved, and he could 
cross the ferry at Sarnia in the same 
manner. It is possible however, that he 
may have diverged from the track and 
gone off in some other direction.

The man arrested at Brantford is not 
Sullivan, and has been discharged.

The History of the Tlchhorne Impos­
ture-thé Basis of the Claimant’s 

rase.
Roger Tichborne, whom Arthur Orton 

has been convicted of personating, was 
the eldest son of James Tichborne, and 
was heir to the title and estates of his 
uncle, Sir Edward, who had added the 
name of Donghty to that of Tichborne. 
He wes a youth of weak character and 
moderate intelligence. He was educated 
first under French tutors and afterward 
by the Jesuits at Stonyhurst. ' He enter­
ed the British army at an* early age, and 
remained three years in that service. 
His home being unhappy, he resided 
occasionally with his uncle, the baronet. 
Sir Edward had one daughter, Miss. 
Kate Doughty, between whom and young 
Roger a deep and lasting attacement 
sprang up. Sir Edward and Lady 
Doughty, however, discouraged it, be­
cause of the intemperate habits of their 
nephew. It was, however, finally agreed 
that the cousins should separate for a 
year or two to test the strength of their 
affections. Chagrined at this arrange­
ment, Roger threw up his commission in 
the army and sailed for South America. 
He arrived at Valparaiso in June, 1858, 
and after visiting several South Ameri­
can cities he embarked April 20, 1854, 
at Rio Janeiro in the ship Bella for New 
York, intending, doubtless, to return 
promptly to England, as he had learned 
that his uncle was dead and his father 
had succeeded to the title and estates. 
The Bella, there is now no reason to 
doubt, was lost at sea with all on boaid. 
The will which he left in England was 
accordlr glyduly proved,and onhisfather’s 
death the inheritance passed to his 
younger brother Alfred, who, also dying 
in the beginning of 1866, left a posth­
umous son to enjoy the baronetcy and 
estates.

Roger’s mother, Lady Tichborne, how­
ever, persisted in believing that her son 
still lived ; she caused advertisements to 
be inserted in English and American 
papers offering a reward for any tidings 
of him. One of these announcements 
seems to have incited the person who has 
just been convicted to put forward his 
claims to be regarded as Roger Tioh- 
borne. This man who is now virtually 
adjudged to be Arthur Orton was then 
(1864) residing at Wagga Wagga, in 
Australia, where, under the name of 
Thomas Castro, he carried on the busi­
ness of a butcher. Orton became ac­
quainted with a sort of attorney named 
Gibbs, who was correspondent of one 
Cubittwho had a missing-friends, agency 
in.Sydney. Lady Tichborne had got 
into correspondence with Cubitt relative 
to her son, but to bo effect until Gibbs 
wrote from Wagga Wagga to Cubitt to 
say that he had “ spotted” the missing 
man. • He was “ spotted” by Gibbs on 
acccount cf having the initials *• R. C. 
T. ” cut upon his pipe. Orton had also 
cut these initials on mantel-pieces and 
benches, and when observed by Gibbs 
was, or affected to be, very much an­
noyed. Gratified at having,as he suppos­
ed, found the lost heir, Cubitt communi­
cated with Lady Tichborne, who aftei- 
ward wrote direct to, as she supposed, 
her son, begging him to return to Eng­
land. While hesitating to leave Aus­
tralia, Orton fell in with Guilfoyle, who 
had been a gardener at Tichborne Park, 
and with Andrew Bogle, the vale of the 
late Sir Edward Doughty. He evidently 
learned a great deal of family history 
frbm these men, and feeling assured that 
there were no serious obstacles to ao; 
quiring the Tichborne baronetcy and es­
tates, he sailed for England, accompani­
ed by Guilfoyle and Bogle, tie atiived 
in London on the afternoon of Christ- 
mas Day, 1866. His first visit was to 
the ‘well-known locality of Wapping, 
where he made enquiries relative to the 
Ortons. After being about a week in 
England he felt equal to seeing Lady 
Tichborne, who wàs in Paris, impatient­
ly expecting him. He reached that city, 
accompanied by an attorney and friend, 
at 9 o’clock at night, but deferred his 
visit to his mother until the morrow. 
Next day he was unwell, and scut for 
her to come to him. He then, it is al­
leged, went to bed, where ho awaited 
her. What took place at the interview 
has never been made public, but the re­
sult was that Lady Tichborne accepted 
Orton as her son and made an allowance 
to him for the support of his family.

Returning to London, the claimant 
announced himself as Sir Roger Charles 
Tichborne, and at once instituted pro­
ceedings in Chancery for the possession 
of the estates. Acting with extraordi­
nary effrontery, he travelled through 
the country, collecting witnesses, and 
fathering information respecting Tich- 
lorne affairs. The family failed to 

recognize him, but ho found adherents 
among persons who Were connected in 
various capacities with the Tichborne 
family, and with others who were famil­
iar with Roger Tichborne while residing 
at Sir Edward Doughty’s or serving^ in 
the army. In March, 1871, Lady 
borne died, and the claimant was thus 
deprived of pecuniary support and ot the 
most important witness of all. He did 
not, however, shrink from the ordeal 
which awaited him. The civil suit to 
recover possession of the property began 
May 10,1871, and continued until March 
in the following year. The claimant 
was examined and his evidence was sus­
tained by several witneises of unim­
peachable character. His plausible ease 
was, however, overturned by the long 
succession of witnesses for the defence 
who pronounced him to be an impostor. 
The decisive evidence against him was 
evidently that of Lord Bellew who swore 
that Roger Tichborne was deeply tattooed 
on the arm, and that he (Lord Bellew) 
had done the tattoeing. The claimant

had been physically examined previously, 
and was known to have no such marks 
on his person.

On the order for the third reading of 

the Ballot Bill,

third time and passed.

Hon. Mr. MeKellar moved the second 
reading of the Income Franchise Bill, 
and in doing so remarked hew desirable 
it was that the large class olintoUigent 
citizens whom the Bill affected shod 
be enfranchised. The qualificationx 
for voting, he explained, although (left 
blank in the Bill, would be $400.

Mr. Rykert and Mr. Boultbee, while 
agreeing with the principle of the Bill, 
though the qualification too low.
. The discussion was continued till 1:30, 
when the House adjourned.

At the afternoon sitting Mr. Meredith 
moved thàt his Bill relating to the at­
tachment of debts be placed first on the 
Orders of the Day. The motion was 
carried by yeas 30, nays 10.

The Attorney-General then moved a 
resolution intended to further the pro­
gress of private Bills. .

Mr. Boulter moved an amendment 
declaring that the order relating to the 
Municipal Loan Fund money should be 
disposed of.

.Considerable discussion ensued.
On a division the amendment was 

lost by Yeas, 14 ; Nays, 40.
The original motion was then carried.

. The Attorney-General moved to go 
into Committee on the Administration 
of Justice Bill.

After discussion the House went into 
Committee.

In the course of the discussion the 
Attonley-General introduced two amendg 
ments into the Bill, one fixing the num­
ber of new Judges as three absolutely, 
the other removing any doubts as to the 
constitutionality of the" ^Election Court’ 
established for the trial of Dominion 
election petitions.

At the evening sitting the House pro­
ceeded with the Administration of Jus­
tice Bill. At a little after eleven o’clock 
the last clause was passed, and the Bill 
reported to the House.

Some other business was then dispos­
ed of, and the House at midnight ad­
journed.

March 20.
At the morningjfitting the Orders in 

Council granting aid to railways came 
up fer ratification.

The Order granting aid to the Canada 
Southern Bailway branch from St. 
Thomas to St. Clair River was ratified.

The Order granting farther time to the 
Prince Edward County By .was carried .to­
gether with an Order extending the time 
allowed to the Northlrn Extension Rail- 
ways Company.

Hon. Mr. Crooks moved that this 
House doth ratify the Order in Council 
approved by his Honour tho Lieutenant- 
Governor, on the 16th inst., granting aid 
to the Wellington, Grey, and Brace Rail­
way Company. Mr. Crooks explained 
the grounds upon which the Order was 
made.He showed that those who had con­
tributed to the Souther extension of this 
line had not realised the effects they ex­
pected from it, and, unless some aid 
wei e given, it would fall into the hands 
of the contractors, whose claims the 
Company 4iad not been able to meet. 
The oxpection of the municipalities in 
contributing to its construction were 
that, if necessary, help would be afforded 
by the Government, and if this were 
not done, they would have a good right 
to complain of injustice. He explained 
that the bonus of $12,000 per mile for 
the 15£ miles which tho city of Hamilton * 
had voted was subject to the approval of 
the Great Western Railway Company, 
which had not yet been given. The in­
tention of the Government was not to 
aid the Company nor to add to the value 
of their property. It was simply to give 
the municipalities which had contributed • 
to its construction the benefits of railway 
communication, which they would not 
have, to all appearance, if the Govern­
ment refused the proposed aid.

Mr. Gibson contended that sufficient 
aid was not given to this’class of rail­
ways, and thought that this ono should 
at least receive the minimum amount 
granted to roads passing through settled 
portions of tho Country—viz, $2,000 per 
mile. This railway passed through his 
county, and he knew its circumstances 
very well,

Hon. Mr. Crooks said that in accord­
ance witnthe principle laid down by the 
House in regard to aiding railways, the 
grant had been made as large as possi­
ble.

Mr. Rykert said he was not prepared to 
allow this resolution to pass without pro­
posing an amendment showing that he 
did not believe the Government had a 
right according to the Act to make this 
grant. He therefore moved in amend­
ment that all the words after “that” in 
the original resolution be struck out, and 
the following words be inserted in lieu 
thereof :—** That while this House is per­
fectly willing to grant aid to the Welling­
ton, Grey & Bruce Railway Company to 
the full extent of the Railway Subsidy 
Act of 1872, by which this House is em­
powered to give the same ; yet this House 
cannot consent to ratify any Order in 
Council which authorizes the payment of 
8194.40 per mile for twenty years, to be 
computed fiom the 1st of January, 1872, 
said Act not having passed until let 
March, 1872, and there being no provi­
sion therein that the Act shall have a re­
tro-active effect."

Hon. Mr. Currie thought it came with 
vefy bad grace from the hon. member for 
Lincoln, who last year got $250,000 to 
aid railways in hie own county, to come 
forward with a resolution this year which 
praoticallv shut out the peopk) of the 
West from reaping tho same advantage, 
especially seeing that the part of the 
country affected was a newly settled one.

Mr. Hodgins contended that the Act 
was in force from the beginning of the 
year when it was passed, and $100,000 
per annum had been set pside for the 
whole year in which it was passed andwhole year i 
ever since. . , ..

Mr. Sinclair held that if the resolution 
were passed as proposed by the hon. 
member for Lincoln, the railway miques-
tion would not be aided this year.

After a few words from Mr. Lauder and 
Mr. Boultbee, and Mr. Rykert having in­
sisted upon a division, the members were 
called in.

The House then divided, and the am-

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The Party of Obstruction.
The Ontario Opposition deset re 

to be called the party of obstruc­
tion. It has been their policy all 
through the session to place every 
obstacle in the way of the Govern- 
ment, and retard the public busi­
ness as far as it lay in their power. 
A notable instance of this obstruc­
tion policy occurred in the House on 
Friday. While the estimates were 
being passed in committee of supply 
they opposed every item, contested 
every grant, and bÿ their factious 
course seriously delayed the busi­
ness of the House, and prolonged 
the session beyond the ordinary 
time. One would naturally have 
thought that after they had done 
their utmost to defeat the Govern­
ment, and to fasten some charge on 
them of extravagance and waite of 
the public money, they would have 
been content to allow the estimates 
to pass unchallenged when they 
came up for concurrence. But no, 
the same .factious course must be 
pursued to the end. Not satisfied 
with being beaten once, they must 
renew the fight, only to be beaten 
again. On Friday they opposed con­
currence in every item that came 
up. They moved amendment after 
amendment, every one of which was 
lost by large majorities, and they 
only ceased to,show tight when all 
the items were passed, and there 
were no more left to amend. Among 
other things they tried their hands 
once more in endeavoring to fasten 
a charge on the Government in,con­
nection with the Central Prison, but 
Mr. McKellar boldly met them, and 
administered a timely lecture, to 
Messrs. Boultbee, Lauder an^ Rykert, 
Who had pursued him with a relent­
less hate during the session. He 
prophesied that these three worthies 
would be elected to stay at home in 
consequence of the foolish course 
they had pursued during the session, 
especially in reference to the Central 
Prison. We only hope the prophesy 
will come true.

Aid to the AV. G. & B. Railway
It will be seen by our report of 

the proceedings m the Legislature, 
that the Order in Council granting 
$2,000 per mile to that portion ot 
the Wellington, Grey, & Bruce from 
Palmerston to Wingham received 
the sanction of the House. The 
Hon. Mr. Crooks explained the po­
sition in which the road was placed, 
and moved the adoption of the 
Order on the ground that without 
the aid proposed it could not be 
opened for traffic, and the Munici­
palities interested would suffer 
greatly thereby. In justice to them, 
therefore, the Government made the 
giant. Mr. Rykert opposed the 
grant, arguing that it was in violation 
of the statute, and moved an amend­
ment to throw it out, but it was lost, 
only thirteen voting for it.

The grants to other railways were 
also passed, and i*n extension of

Reduction of Crime in Ireland.— 
The London Times' Dublin corres­
pondent shows that a continued im­
provement is taking place in the 
moral condition of Ireland. In some 
circuits there was no criminal busi­
ness, whilst in others the judges con­
gratulated the grand juries upon the 
lightness of the calendars, and the 
absence of any disturbances of the 
tranquillity and order which they 
observed with pleasure at recent as- 
sizes. In the counties of Meath and 
Clare there were only a jew crimes 
of an agrarian character, such as 
firing into a house and sending 
threatening letters.Tliis is a wonder­
ful change for the better as com­
pared with a few years back, when 
professional hafi^men followed the 
judges around the circuits, and their 
Honors had to be guarded from one 
county town to another by troops of 
dragoons in order to protect them­
selves from being shot at.

The Kingston Whig gives publicity 
to a rumor current in that city that 
at the caucus of his friends held on 
Saturday, Sir John Macdonald ex­
pressed a desire to resign his seat 
tor Kingston and withdraw his defence 
to the protest. It is said that the 
possible object of this reported man­
oeuvre is to escape the penalties of 
the Election Law and to enable him 
to present himself for elec­
tion in a safer constituency, 
whose representation a friend is 
willing to resign.

The Ontario Opposition are cer­
tainly making out a queer case as 
thechampions of workingmen. A 
few days ago Mr. Cameron said that 
criminals were increased by the 
arrival of emigrants, and 
on Thursday morning Messrs. 
Rykert.and Boultbee opposed the 
$400 clause in the Franchise Bill, 
because it would give a vote to lab- 
oers and other common fellows only 
earning a dollar and a half a day.

The Montreal Herald states that it 
is evident the mercantile "com­
munity is somewhat anxious about 
the course which the Government 
will pursue with regard to the tariff 
at the approaching session ot Parlia­
ment; and says, in conclusion, ° We 
do not think there is any probability 
of unnecessary delay, although the 
Government have had but very short 
time in which to shape their policy 
on this matter. Commercial houses 
need not be alarmed.’'

A Government investigation into 
the management of the Montreal 
Post Office was opened on Thursday 
morning before Messrs. Honore Mer­
cier, St. Hyacinthe, chairman; W.G. 
I’armelee, Waterloo, and John Dewe, 
Post Office Inspector,Mr. E. S. Freer, 
Postmaster, was examined, and gave 
evidence, as to the staff and the gen­
eral method of management. The 

.investigation promises to be very 
prolonged.

me that his sister had oeen betrayed and 
ruined ; that she was now dead, and 
that she had died with her babe unborn. 
This, you may well understand, M’Leod, 
increased my amazement. There was 
vile perjury, wicked lying, somewhere, 
and I set myself to consider who was the 
liar. I believed my son to be honorable 
and trye, to be incapable of deceiving 
me ; and yet, what motive could this 
man have in speaking to me as he had 
done if he knew that what he said was 
false ! I turned away mournful and sad 

• at heart. Where, then, was my son ? 
' Where was I to seek for him ? I think I 
must have turned crazed, for I have no 
recollection of going thither ; but the 
next place I found myself was at the 
olachan of Kinloch-Ewe.

found.
