“This would mean that_thé govern-
ment would take over the operation of
the compensation act.-and collect from
the employers of those classes of labor
affected by the act a fund from whiech
the compensation would be paid. Under
such a plan the various classes of em-
ployment would be classified in the
ratio in which they are regarded as
hazardous, extra hazardous, ete., and
the employer under each %“such class
would pay into the government a stated
rate fixed for that class of workmen.
Then when the:accident ogcurred which
,injured or killed a workman, the gov-
ernment would simply pay over promnt-
ly whatever compensation the law pro-
vided for.

“By the. adoption of this principle
the persons entitled to compensation
would receive it promptly, without »x-
pense or trouble, and at the time when
it would do the most good, while the
emloyers’' would be beneffted.«dn that
such a law would save them consider-
able money. This is not a question for
discussion, as the law I speak of has
been in force in the state of Washing-
ton some time, and the result of the
investigation I have made concerning
it has been that I am in poOssession of
data demonstrating that the employers
have paid less under the law than they
did Before for the insurance they car-
ried in the liability companies.

close on to 2,000,000 gallons of water per
day, Khich has been leaking away.

The 'greater portion of the work has

een done in the vicinity of Eleventh
street and Seventeenth avenue.
‘ YWhen the “ice’ goes’ out "and weather
conditions permit, the water reservolr will
be cleaned out and the bottom cemented.
The waterworks engineer has ascertain-
ed that a'large waste occurs in the reser-
volr - dail¥, the water seeping away
through -the bottom.

The whole distribution system. is being
examined and the conditions are very bad
in some places.

In some localities in the vicinity of
Eleventh street, the waterworks depart-
ment has been compelled to dig wells and
install pumps to prevent water ﬂoodln;
cellars; it has been thought that 'this
was - due to underground springs, but
there is a suspicion now that this may
be caused by defettive mains and an
investigation is being made.

The waterworks engineer Wwas rather
reticent yesterday when interviewed by
The Albertan, and would merely state that
several big leaks had been discovered
and were being repaired. A very con-
siderable loss of water is evident, but the
engineer was inclined to attribute this
to-the enormous waste caused by people
leaving faucets open all night in cold
weather.

The city receives 10,000,000 gallons daily
from the gravity line and another 10,-
000,000 gallons from the pumping sta-
§ion; but all this water is not sufficient
to supply the demand, and ‘it seems
reasonable ,to suppose that there is a
waste somewhere.

Former City Engineer Child, who was
in the city yesterday, asserted that there
are leaks in the water mains - which
cause a daily loss of betwéen 4,000,000
and 5,000,000 gallons. He had meters put
on the mains some time ago by which he
ascertained the approximate loss, and in
the annusl report of 1911, he drew atten-
tion to, this fact and advised that the
whole system be gone over thoroughly to
ascertain the location of the leaks.

This report was presented = late in
February, 1912, and shortly afterward
Engineer Child left for the old country
and resigned the job. In the shuffle the
report was evidently pigeonholed, as when
Mr. Fawkes ‘arrived a few weeks ago, he
had no defipite data to work upon. Off
his own bat he began to investigate the
necessity for repairs, and already two hig
leaks have’ been corrected, which, he

H. C. McLeod, Former General
Manager of Bank of Nova
Scotia, Comes All the Way
From Italy to Accommodate
the Committee

PRAISES SOME PROVISIONS
AND CRITICIZES OTHERS

Has Good Word to Say for Can-
adian- System of Banking;
Says Profits Are Not Exces-
sive; Urges. Greater Protec-

.«.:tion for the Depositors

ing and commerce commis-

sion, “wheén consideration of

the-new.-bank-act was taken-
up today hedrd’the evidence.of' H. C,
McLeod, ex-general manager of the
Bank of Nova Seotia and genérally
recognized as a.banking and monetary
expert. Mr. MeéLeod came all the way
from Italy in,response to-a cablegram
to place himself at the disposal of the
committee in order that it might have
the benefit of-his ripe experience. He
made a carefully prepared statement,
covering the various features of the
act, praising some of its provisions,
criticising others,” suggesting new fea-
tures, .and dealing in a general way
with the Canadian banking system.

He praised 'Canadian banking ma-
chinery, contending that banking.prof-
its in Canada are not excessive, urging
greater protection. for the depositors,
defending foreign loans, advocating a
rigid and thorough external inspection
of the general management of each
bank, and was of the opinion that the
amalgamation of the banks could only
be made possible’by act of parliament.
In addition to these he macde a number
of other important suggestions and ob-
servations. He said, in part:

Rapid Expansion a Problem,

“I am not in accord with the pre-
vailing idea that banking profits are
excessive, an idea voiced by the press
as well as by the suggestions before
the committee. One of the difficulties
that confront Canada pertains to the
procurement of sufficient banking ca-
pacity to keep pace with the expan-
sion of the trade and the development
of ‘the country. That difficulty would
not exist if banking held out the pros-
peet of good profits. g

“The machinery of the Canadian
banking system is excellent, but in
many individual cases it has been used
without skill, or recklessly used. From
the outset the finance department has
failed to exercise effective control over
the banks. We are told the govern-
ment is afraid to seem to assume any
responisibility, lest attempt to cogserve
the jnterest of the bank depositors
should be constryed as an obligation.
It is not so in other countries.

“Among the provisions that should
be introduced for the protection of de-
positors there ought to be included a
most rigid inspectioh - of the general
management of each bank. A less ef-
ficient inspector, or one where the
smaller banks are i1#Spected and the
larger ones, through influence, go free,
would: be a mockery of the depositors’
rights. The system propcsed in the
bank act is an acknowledgement that
external inspection is necessary, but
only by the utmost activity in the de
velopment of finance can this plan be
made effective. No stipulation is made
as to proper qualifications required
of the auditors, and {t open to any
bank to have its balance sheets duly
signed by auditors that are nothing
more than “dummies” of the general
manager. j

Berlin, April 2-—-The crash of the big
banking house of Gustav Puppe, ‘2t Kus-
trin which closéd {ts doors yesterday, its
liabilities figuring between $500,600 and
$6,000,000, {s attributed to frregular
metheds of speculation \nd the money
string The Imperigl bank.of Ger-

The bank failures at Darmstagt In-
volved two smaller Institutions. At
Munich there was a $200,000 bank failure.

Despite these failures there was a sigh
of relief from German. ﬂne,uct rs that the
end of the first quarter and .the April
first' settlement had passed off succesgr
fully without the crisls and the crashes
that were feared a few weeks ago. The

six failures and the reported crash of a
number of bullding concerns and other
commercial enterprises were set aside in
the general feeling of relief and the suc-
cessful passing of the settlement day.
The drop of one-half of one per cent.
in the money rate was a strong factor in
the widespread feeling of relief ' that
spread throughout Germany. The bourse
vesterday reflected the more hopeful ten-

BILL FOR  INDIGENTS
AT HOSPITAL 15
LIFE SIZED

The city’s bill for indigent patients
at the General Hospital is a surpris-
m%ly large one.

ccording to the report submitted
to the commissioners esterday by
the General Hospital 3‘13 patients
who are too hard up to pay their
hospital bills, have been treated there
since December. Altogether the city
owes the hospital for 6540 hospital
days, mlklnm an average of about
two days each.

From February 15 to March 28, 247
indigent patients received treatment
for an average of from two to three
days each, making 533 hospital days
for which the city pays at the new rate
of $1.26 per day, making a bill of
$666.25.

For the remainder of the patients
the city pays at the old rate of 35c,
making a total of $1501.75 ‘for 8369
patients, or 6007 hospital days.

The total of the bill sent to the city
is $2,168. The amount seems unneces-
sarily large. Saveral of the aldermen
have expresed the opinion that it seems
doubtful there are so many thousands
of citizens, residents of Calgary, who
are actually unable to pay their hospi-
tal bills.

Dr. Lincoln has advised that the city
apply for legislation enabling hospital
bills to be charged up as taxes to all
patients owning land in the eity, as
soon as the new joint board is in-
augurated and it is likely.some steps
will be taken along this line.

* Uncolored Truths About the Provincial T
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COST COMPARED WITH
MANITOBA SYSTEM

Now let us cansider the cost. I here-
with make a careful comparison of
the telephone system of Alberta with
that of Manitoba. Both are provin-
cial systems, and started at the same
time.. I shall .use some figures,
but urge my readers to wade through
them, because they are worth while.
I quote from a blue book published by
the Dominion government, “Telephone
Statistics of the Dominion of Canada,”

and from the “Report of the: Depart- |
ment of Railways and Telephones of:

the Province of Alberta,”
official.

The comparison is hardly fair to
Alberta for three reasons:

(1) ‘Alberta iz a less thickly settled
country than Manitoba, aend has a
much larger non-profitable area. More
than 656 per cent of its lines are rural
lines. In Manitoba only 34 per cent
of its lineage is rural

(2) The telephone system in Albers
ta, with its rivers and mountains, is
more difficult to construct and main-
tain. Besides, the cost of material is
ten per cent higher in Alberta than
in Mamitoba.

(3) In the third place, the service
in Alberta is more complete and sat-
isfactory than the service in Winnipeg.
That is a question of opinion, but one
which I belisve will be accepted by any
person who has had experience with
both systems.

GREAT DIFFERENCE IN
COST OF CONSTRUCTION

With these facts in mind let us ex-
amine the two systems. The total cost
of the Alberta system up to date is
$5,698,848. It has 21,813 telephones.

The cost of the Alberta system
is a little less than $257 per tele-
phone. The telephone system of the
province of Manitoba cost $9,795,-
723. It has 38,797 telephones. The
Manitoba system cost $278 per tele-
phone. TUnder the circumstances that
looks very favorable to Allberta. De-
spite greater difficulties in construc-
tion by the price for material and
sparsely settled country the cost of
construction is ten percent less.

ALBERTA SUBSCRIBERS
PAY LESS FOR PHONES

A comparison of the cost to the sub-
scriber shows that Alberta telephone
users pay much less in Alberta than
in Manitoba. The revenue in Alberta
per telephone last year was $31.20. The
revenué in Manitoba per telephone last
year was $35.80. The comparison
should be stronger in favor of Al-
berta, for of the total revenue, $286,-
862 was long distance and the average
exchange telephone in Alberta cost the
subscriber only $22.40 and the average
rural subscriber paid a little over $9.00.
The Manitoba report does not separate
the revenue and a closer comparison
cannot be made. However, these fig-
ures show that the Manitoba system
charges 11 percent at lesat more than
the Alberta system.

No criticism has been offered, as far
as we can find out, of the maintenance
or of the operation of the company.
The opposition has made complaint in
the house. Mr. Tweedie insists that
in- addition to-the revenue covering
operation, maintenance and interest, it
should allow for depreciation and
sinking fund. There is no need of
that. The province of Manitoba does
not even include interest on the in-
vestment.

It i1s a straight question of policy.
Shall the government raise the rates
and meet this unnecessary item of ex-
penditure or -shall it keep on as at
present and keep the present rates?

If Alberta had the Manitoba rates
last year it weuld have had a surplus
of $162,000. If the cost of operation in
Alberta had been as great last year
as the province of Manitoba, we would
have a deficit of $71,000.

oI IKES IN BRITAIN

Home Secretary Asks for
Change to Mest the Prison
Attacks of the Militants

London, April 2—On moving the
second reading of the bill to circum-
vent “hunger strikes™ dDy militant suf-
fragettes condemmed to prison, Mr,
Reginald McKemna, the British home
seorctary, today urged the house of
commons o give him the powers neces-
sary to deal with the set of new cir-
cumstances brought about by the suf-
fragettes.

Mr. McKenna sald that the terms of
the bill which provides for the tems
porary discharge of the offender whoso
discharge ds desirable on account of
health conditions, would give him
power which would make him very re-
luctant to wesort to forcidble feeding.

The home secretary explained that
under the existing laiw only three
courses ‘were open to those responsible
for doing everything in their power o
keep the prisonens alive. If prisoners
went on a hunger strike they could
either be released, foreibly fed, or food
could be placed in their cells and the
prisoners allowed to die if they did not
take it.

At the present time, said the homs
secretary, he had mo power to releass
prisoners not sentenced to penal servi-
tude without remitting their sentences
altogether.

Mr. McKenna remarked that publcity
was the keynote of the militant suf-
fragette propoganda. Alternately the
suffragettes, he said, shocked the pub-
lic by the wviolence of their outragrs
and attempted to enlist sympathy by
publishing tales of their sufferings in
prison.

The home secretary warnped the house
and the nation not to attach too mueh
fmportance to these terrible tales of
suffering caused by forcible feeding.
These prisomers, he sald, had declared
war againet soolety, and all govern-
ments ‘were responsible for law and
order. :

London, April 24~The lord mayor of
London is making a final attempt to
save theCrystal Palace and the grounds
which surround it, from destruction.
From this purchase he has addressed
a letter to.the city corporation and 27
other public bodies urging their co-
operation with him in this behalf.

The amount required for the pur-
chase of the Crystal Palace and its
ground is £230,000. A fund will be
opened at the Mansion House for the
purpose of raising this sum, if the cor-
poration so desired, the mayor declar-
lng that to have the famous palace
pulled down and its 200 acres built
over would be a loss to the nation, in
view of the enormous and ever increas-
ing pobulation, which makes the pres-
ervation of open spaces, great and
small, & matter of vital necessity.
