The Tendency of Political Parties—Need of

aftrong Wise Voice—A New Party to
Arise @ut of the Old One's Ashes—A
Vision—Twe Strange Bales—Description
of the Auctioneers and the Buyers—
Ends in a Whirlwind —Orange and
Green.§

BY ‘SPECTATOR.

It is a ‘source at once of pleasure
and of gratitude at this time
when ones ears are dinned with the wordy
strife of the partizan press to hear above
all the hubbub, the calm, wise words of
warning of the philosopher . who stands
above the conflicting factions and interprets
the meaning and the tendency of things.
I was gratefal, andI am sure the bet-
ter classes of citizens were all grateful, at
reading the timely words of warning utter-
ed recently by Dr. Goldwin Smith on the
grave evils which have entered into our
political system—like the legion of devils
into the swine—and of the evil tendency of
our party politics. I only regret, and I
believe that regret is general, thaf the
occasions on which we can have the coun-
sels of a man like Dr. Goldwin Smith ace
not more frequent than they are. We
have now reached an important stage in
our social and political developement ; for
our young nation is now as it were forming
her manners which, whether they are good
or evil are likely to be énduring. Most of
those who seem to have talents as writers
among us are drawn along in either the one
or the other of the great party currents, so
that an opinion they may give, or a note of
warning they may sound on a public ques-
tion,may be taken with a fair degree of sus-
picion, Bat Dr, Goldwin Smith is living in |
our midst and while soaring far beyond the
influence of party, knows well all the ways
of party. His opinion upon whatever sub-
ject formed are held first perhaps to
any writer, through Europe, and notably
Eogland. I am not now writing mere
eulogy of Dr. Smith—that from me is not
necessary; but I say at this important time
when principles are becoming subordinate to
party and public homor to a greed for
power and plander the advice of a man like
him to us would be golden. I think, could
Mr. Smith spare the time, it is the duty
now of all aspiring young men who do
not care to walk in the soiled ways of older
politicians, in aiming towards a _higher
ideal, to endeavor to get that gentleman’s
co-operation. I do mnot know how this
could be done in detail, but where the
will is, there also is the way. Since the
suspension of the Caunadian Monthly- so
long s zealous advocate of our higher
thought and literature, a void has existed
in our midst, I see no one stepping into
the breach filled so nebly, with such
heighth of purpose and in the face of so
many difficulties, by Mr. G. Mercer Adam,
Surely that breach is not to be left open.
I do not deny that there are sentinels in
the press who stand above conflicting
parties and sound the alarm, for The
World is a creditable instance in point, but
The World wants assistance in its work,
It cannot shoulder the burthen alone. I
thiok the time is coming on at a galloping
pace when a new party is to arise out of
the old parties; a party instinct with new
life, with distinctly national aspirations,
with young:blood. When Sir Johu’s
earthly usefulness is zone, and in nature’s
course men and leaves have a time to tall,
and cannot survive that inevitable period,
the conservative party becomes a helpless
mob, But aurely the other party have not
the governing stuff. . Mr. Blake is intel-
lectually & great man, but he is wanting in
courage; and his party has within it the
fatal elements of discord, disloyalty to
each other, and disintegration. We want
a new party whose aim shall be nations],
We want an educator, and that we can
only find in a press, in a journal respecting
and understanding the mission of party,
but teaching the duty of the pelitician.
Connected with such a press, or such a

At length
the red-haired auctioneer went upon the
platform and said, ‘Now, gentlemen,
here’s your chance—the orange vote offer-
ed for sale, Capital thing as the elections
are coming on. . Whoever gets it is sure to
win every time. How much am I offered
for it? Then began the most extraordinary
bidding I have ever seen; something 1
could liken to nothing unless the noble
picture of three or four hungry dogs trying
to get possession of & small bone. One of
“the chie! bidders there was a colossal man
whose feet 1ested upon the earth and whose
head was beyond the clouds, He had
glasses upon his eyesand a look of lofty
purity upon his face, He had the ten com-
mandments and divers mottoes about
political purity, the freedom of the fran.

The sale had no sooner ended here than
turnipg my éyes I saw another large drove
of people, also eutside the limits of the
auction room, resembling in attitude a flock
of gheep. Over their pen I saw a sign-
board and on it the words ¢ The Irish
vote for sale.” Every now and again ons
of the creaturesin the pen would get ou’-
side the railing ; but there was a huge,
burly-looking Irishman there with a bundle
of inflammatory papers under one arm, and
a pike in his hand ; and with the latter he
would prod the refractory wretch back again
tothe pound. I heard him sayin a loud voice,
“I may tell yez agin that I am here execu-
tin’ his graces’ orders for the good of the
church. Remimber thin where yez come
trom, Down with orange tyranny—vote
for a government that'll give yez fair play,
In to-day’s issue ot my paper you will see
what is best for yez.”

THE TRIP OF THE EDITORS TO THE
NORTHWEST.
——

ncidents of the Journey—Representatives

of Quebec—Favors by the Way.

(From the Special Correspondent of The World.)
WiNNIPEG, Aug. 28th, 1882.

“Mr, W. R. Callaway, general passenger
agent, Torouto, arrived here yesterday
morning in charge of a large party of Cana-
dian immigrants bound for the far Nor-
west:” It wasin this equivocal style that
the local news editor of the Chicago Daily
Herald of the 24th inst, heralded the
advent of the Canadian press association to
that great city of the west. The befogged

-paragraphist had one redeeming fact in his

amusing news item. He was correct in the
name of the obliging gentleman who has
actod thronghout our long journey to this
point as one of the cicerones of our pleasant

E “immigrants” have had a right
f::i?l ti:eh:f it, ::muo they have boin,
and what they have done and suffered—
let this be the theme of my hurriedly-written
narrative.

The idea of a trip to Manitoba, and the
land of rich promise beyond it, was a happy
thought of the executive committee of the
C.P. A. The wholé of old Canada has
been - “‘done” over and over again since,
many years ago, Canadian journalists en-
joyed their first annual excursion together

"ou the bright waters, and amidst the finest

picturesque scenery of lake Simcoe,
The events of the last jiew years have
made Manitoba, its interests and its
people subjects of absorting attention,
and for this the newspaper press
of Canada is largely responsible. It was
only natural, when the chance offered, that
as large a number as possible of its repre-
sentatives should embrace the opportunity
of spying out the land for themselves, and
conveying, with fairness and impartiality,
their impressions te the newspaper-reading
public of the older provinces of the domi-
pion. Already & hundred busy pens are at
work preparing material for future use, and
the result cannot fail to be of immense
service. This will be seen and felt, not so
much the bare words of the trip—although
of this many sprightly narratives will ap-
pear from time to time—as in the enlarged
pews and intelligent understanding of the
condition and circumstances of the country
which will be gained by a personal visit
and free unrestrained intercourse with its
people.  The best sources of information
are being freely opened, and a strong desire

is shown by all with whom we come in

contast tofurnish us with instructive and
reliable” data.

It was on Tuesday, Aug. 22, at 12:30
p.m. that the members of the excursion
party assembled at the Union station to
embark on their long journey westwaid
The party oumbered over a hundred per-
sons, inclusive of ladies, and this was con-
siderably augmented at different points
along the route before we crossed the fron-
tierr The trip was tendered the association
by the Credit Valley railway company,
whose general passenger agent, Mr.
J. W. %eonard. secured the cheerful

co-operation ot the passenger agents of the
other railway lines over which we passed.
The excursion started under Mr. Leonard’s
personal direction. Some delay was caus-
ed at the outset by the late arrival of the
eastern traia on the Grand trunk on which
were a number of intending excursionists
from eastern Ontario, but at 1.30 p m. we
were off via the Credit Valley™ and comfort-
ably quartered in pullman cars. The party
all told was fairly representative of Canadi-
an journalism. Mr. Elder, editor and pub-
lisher of the St. John Daily Telegraph, and
Mr. McCready of Moneton, N, B., repre-
sented the press down by the*‘loud resound-
ing sea.” Old Quebec turued out a talented
contingent of French Canadians as will be
seen hy the following names : Dr. Dionne,
Le Courier du Canada ; Joseph Tasse,
M.P., who represents La Minerve as well as
the Ottawa Citizen, and Messrs. Denvers
and Peltier, Le Canadien ; LeVasseur, L'E-
venement ; Pacand, L'Elegteur ; DeCazes,
Le Journal de Quebec ; and LeMay, Le-
Nouvelliste.
