Griffin, it istmid, drew the con-
clusion that the two men, had concocted the
illicit still yarn as an to acquaint
themselves with the I ty. This story did
not get afloat until late last night, and it
was then too late fggive it to the police, but
it was communicated to-day.

A Remarkable, Pream.’

Among the visitors at-$he Heslop house
yesterday was Rev. W. R. Jlarke, Anglican
clergyman in Ancaster, of \vhose church the
Jate Mr. Heslop was an esteémed member for
many. years. Rev. Mr. Clarke is not a
dreamer of dreams as a rule, in fact he is
noted as a remarkably energetic and practi-
cal gentleman. On the night of the murder,
bowever, he had a remarkable dream. He
had been at a meeting in Hamilton with Mr.
Kenrick of Ancaster, and they returaed at
midnight feeling very tired. went to bed
and fell into a sound sleep, but med that
he was engaged in a struggle with a burglar,
and after a terrible fight he overcame the
man and tied himup, He discovered then
that the burglar was a young manin the
village who bears a bad characte and just
as he was about to hand him ove} to justice

such an impression on him thasv hej ‘ot up to
see that the doors were secured, aji found
he had left the front door open. Ok looking
at the clock it was exactly 2 a.m.—the hour
of the murder. .

An Old Crime Revived.

The murder of Mr, Heslop revives an old
crime, which was committed in Ancaster
about eighteen months ago. The residence
of Mrs. Travis, an old lady who lived alone
near Alberton, was broken into by masked
burglars. They bound the old lady, mal-
treated her and tortured her cruelly in try-
ing to force her to tell where the money was
hidden. The plucky old woman refused to
tell, and the - burglars clubbed her, and left
her unconscious in the house, where she we-
mained for many hours before she was found
by neighbors. The perpetrators. of this
crime were never captured. A month after
she died from the effects of the injuries she
received at the hands of the burglars.

The Inquest.

The Crown Attorney ordered an inquest
yesterday afternoon. Dt. Anderson of Ham-
ilton and Dr. Richardson of Ancaster con-
ducted the post mortem.

Dr. James Anderson said that the bullet
entered about three inches to the rigbt
of the left nipple: and in a line
with it. The bullet traversed the in-
terior of the body ina slanting direction
and lodged two inches to the right of the
spinal column. Inits course it cut the as-
cending aorta, or large artery, from the
heart to the brain, so that deatn was likely
instantaneous. He was not able to find the
bullet. There was a burned markon the
right breast three inches from the wound,
caused by the shirt burning. The shot must
have been fired by some person standing a
little to the left and lower down than where
the deceased was standing when shot. He
could not judge agcurately what the size ot
the bullet was, but thought probably it was
a 32 calibre.

The inquest was then adjourned until Tues-

ay.

The Body Was Petrified.

NEw YORK, Jan, 28.—The body of Andrew
Beck, who died in 1884, was exhumed and
brought to Brooklyn for re-interment to-day.
On the way through the cemetery grounds
the great weight of the casket surprised the
men carrying it, and Mr. Beck, who was
accompanying it, determined to have the lid
removed and the interior examined.. To the
great astonishment of all concerned, instead
of finding a frame of bones they were con-
fronted with the face of the dead man as full
as when in life. The skin looxed like parch-
ment and was thinly jcovered with a damp
dark-brown deposit. The flesh of the dead
man felt as hard as stone.

Bridging the Danube.
[From The London Daily News, Dee. 81.] .
At 10% yesterday morning the Emperor of
Austria opened the new iron bridge over the
Danube at Pressburg. Our correspondent

writes: Before'8 o'clock the town was filled
with dense crowds of people eager to witness
a ceremouy which is of such great import-
ance to them. At the head of thetroops
which ‘had marched out to receive the
Emperor rode Archduke Friedrich. In
reply to an address of welcome the
Emperor declared himself highly hon-
or by giving bhis »name to the
bridge, and then walked across it, address-
ing a mumber of persons who stood waiting
forhim. Itis20 years sincé the Emperor
bas been to Pressburg. The new bridge is a
great boon to the Pressburgers, who in
Wwinter were unable to cross the river until it
was frozen over.  The first bridge was builty
in 1430 by King Sigismund, but for
strategical pvrposes it was destroyed 10 years
iater. Several bridges were constructed in
later centuries for military purgoses,
but the ice or floods made avoc
with them all. In 1825 the Empress
Caroline Augusta presented ’ress-
burg with a solid boat-bridge which was 25
feet broad. It answered the  purpose. ver
well, but:in the beginning of the winter it
had to be taken to pieces. Only once, in
1848, it was laid across the frozen river to al-
low the troops to cross. On Dec. 13, exactly
65 years after its construction, the boat-
bridge was taken to pieces for the last time
and from to-day the Pressburgers cross the
river as freely as vthey do in midsummer. The
part of the city which lies on the other shore
of the Danube will probably now develop
rapidly. The city was beautifully decorated
with pine garland rows of pine trees and
multi-colored flags. The Hungarian nobles,
in their handsome dresses, arrived in sledges
with splendid teams of horses and with Hun-
garian enthusiasm welcomed their i
among them.

H3 SON-IN-LAW A FORGER.

A WELL-TO-DO AUSTRIAN WHO
LIVED IN TORONTO,

He Fled to America to Bave His Daughter
From Being Disgraced—A Romantic
Story Told .in a Chicago Court of
Peculiar Interest to Queen City
Readers.

CHICAGO, Jan. 28.—There were sensational
developments to-day in the hearing before
Commissioner Hoyne of Gustay Lange,
charged with smuggling diamonds into the
country. It was shown that Lange is inno-
cent, and, moreover, that he Wwas a
man of prominence in . Austria, Wwho
fled from Vienna and took an assumed
name to save his daughter from disgrace.
He is Jacob Kronfeld, formerly an appraiser
for the Austrian Government in the Bank of
Commerce at Vienna, and the father of Dr.
Kronfeld, one of the most prominent physi-
cians of Vienna. Kronfeld was missed from
Vienna about the middle of May, 1890, under
circomstances from which it was inferred
that he had become a fpgitive from his credi-
tors or met a serious’ accident. The disap-
poearance caused a great commotion, for the
missing man was known to posséss a fortune.

Knonfeld was put on the stand this after-
noonand asked why he fled from Vienna to
America and changed his name to Gustav
Lange. ~ “Tosave my daughter,” he answer-
ed. *I had been aware for some time that
her husband had been ferging my name to

THE COKE MINE HORROR.

Only One Left to Tell the  Tale—110
Bodies Recovered—78 of the
Victims Recognized,

Youxewoop, Pa,, Jan. 28,—When the
volunteers entered the exploded mine yester-
day, a sight impossible to picture met them.
Bank cars, mules and more terrible than
all, men were piled in a compact mass
against the ribs or wall of coal, and not a
living thing was in the wreckage. It was
almost as solid as the coal itself, so terrific
was the explosion, This obstruction was re-
movei with difficulty, and they then entered
a chamber of horrors. The first object they
discovered after leaving the main entrance

A
noticeable feature of the crowd at the shatt
was the absence of women. - They had re-
turned to théir little whitewashed
they knew all hope was gone.

Superintendent Keighby said: “No man
livihg knows the cause of accident, and
it will never be known for a certainty. No
safety lamps were used. I do ‘not know
whether or not the fire boss did his duty, but
Jot us be charitable enough to hope 'he did.’

Superintendent Lynch said the Mammoth
mine was long thought to be the safest mine
of the 29 operated by the Frick Gommy.
Mr. Lynch thought it possible that in W=
ing the ribs or pillars some miner had tapped
gas. All lights were open and the gas was
an unexpected thing.

None Left to Tell the Tale.

One hundred and ten men were employed
in that part of the mine in which the explo-
sion occurred-and not one was left to tell the
story of the disaster. While some of the
bodies are horribly torn, burned and mutil-
ated, others were found witht their teeth
clinched on the iron rail of the pit
Others were found- with faces plunged into
the water, and not a few fougd upon their
knees, as if el

gum boots, - His body was scattered about in
a dozen places. - His head was torn from his
shoulders. Both legs were torn off and that
part of his body recovered wasroasted aud
blackened. His left hand, clutching his

£28, of whom 102 were legally executed and
126 lynched. The number of legal execu-
tions was higher and the number of lynch-
ings lower than in any of the five preceding
years. - The proportion of murders_to legal
execntions is'as 41 to 1, and the legal execu-
tions and lynchings combined isas 19 to 'L

The ro
sank deep into the flesh and he was dtterly
unable to help himself. The lower portion
of the body indicated that some wild animal
had been gnawing at him.

Hardly had the traveler passed one than he
came upon another and similar spectacle.
All the way to Abomey hundreds of wretches
were exposed upon ¢rosses, some of them
dying and others dead. Hisguard told him
that all there were
recent raid and punished in this way for re-
sisting Redazin, who claimed to be the lord
paramount of the Egba dountry. In one place
Wwhere a cross had stood was curled up an
immense python, The serpeat had appar-
ently been making some effort to swallow
the man on the cross, for the latter was
crushed to a jelly and the cross lay recum-
bent and broken on the ground.
