The convention of East York Liberals at
Markham Saturday was unique in one re-
spect. .

Why the Convention Was Called.

President Scott announced that he had re-
ceived a letter from Mr. G. B. Smith,M. L. A.,
intimating that his health was in such a con-
dition that-he did not think he would be

able to be a candidate at the next general
elections, as his physicians had stated that
it was absolutely necessary that he should
take a rest. Upon receipt of the letter he
had consulted with a number of Reformers
of the riding, and this convention had been
decided upon. One reason why it was de-
sirable that a candidate should be chosen
now was that the Conservatives had placed
a candidate in the field; another was that
it was desirable that the candidate should
be enabled to attend the Industrial Exhibi-
tion and the fall fairs now coming on, and
thereby sce as many of the electors as pos-

. sible. ~The judge’s court for the revision of
the voters’ lisy was algo near at hand.

Mr. John Richardson, Reeve of Scarboro,
then stepped on the platform. He ex-
pressed regret that Mr. Smith found it
necessary to retire, after seven years’ ser-
vice. He had no hesitation in saying that
Mr. Smith was the most genial and able
representative that any constituency in
Ontario possessed. He had done more for
his constituents than could be reasonably
expected from one man. Not only had he
looked after the political interests of the
riding, but the churches and .agricultural
interests had profited by his benevolence.
1t was not probable that East York would
ever have another representative who would
accomplish as much. He had kept in touch
with his constituents, had almost lived
amongst them, in fact: so much so that he
was known as an agriculturist: he had
earned the title of Farmer Smith.

Mr. Richardson, seconded by Mr. G. R.
.Vanzant of Markham Village, moved this
resolution:

Resolved, That we, the Liberals of East
York, assembled in convention this second
day of SBeptember, 1893, desire to express our-
sincere regret that our member, Mr. G
Smith, has found it necessary to annouuce,
as we learn by his letter to the president of
the association, that he cannot on account of
ill-health be our candidate at the coming
provincial election. g

We recognize that this constituency is
deeply indebted to Mr. Smith for his able
services in Parliament, from which the pro-
vince, as well as the counstituency, have reap-
ed great advantage, and we desire to place
on record the fact of his loyalty to our late
noble 'representative in the Commons, the
Hounorable Alexander Mackenzie; Mr. Smith
having done double duty while our honored
member, the ex-Premier of Canada, was an
invalid. :

Mr. Smith -organized our forces in East
York so skilfully and successfully that the
seat was beld in the Liberal interest during
the lifetime ~ of our great leader in spite of
the gerrymander and the overflow of the
city vote. He at the same time built up the
majorities for the Provincial Legislature in
East York to such large figures as to render
it a perfectly safe Reform constituency. We
have always found Mr. Smith affable, cour-
teous and approachable, ever zealous in the
interest of his constituentsand the ‘principles
of Liberalism. :

We aro pleased to- know that, while his
health will not stand the strain of an election
campaign during the coming fali and wiater,
that we will bave his valuable services in
the Legisiature for another session. We
trust that in the near future his health may
be such that he wiil feel justified in renew-
ing public life, when the Liberals will wel-
come him with open arms.

It is further resolvad that this resolution
be presented to Mr. Smith to-dey, and that
the president, the secretary, Mr. Robert
Corson, and Mr. T, C. Irving be a committee
to bave it engrossed and illuminated.

Farmer Smith Farewella.

Mr. G. B. Smith was vociferously ap-
plauded on rising to reply to the resolution.
He said:

1 feel the. honor done me in passing the
resolution with such enthusiasm more than I
can express. 1tconveys to me the good-will
of the people, whose good opinicn I have so
long valued and will value so long as I live,
1 camnot convey even a shadow of the grati-
tude 1 feel at the services received at yo
hands the last seven or eight years. ‘When
look around and see these faces—each one of
ther a personal friend, each one a man who
bas done what he could to advance the cause
which we all have at heart—itis with a
great deal of regret, it is with a great deal
of pain, that I contemplate this beginuing
of the severance of a tie I .value so
highly. It 'was only after a great
deal of thought and many sleepless nights
that I decided I must not seek the suffrages
of the electors at the fortncomipg election.
Not that I did not value the honor of repre-
senting this grand old riding, which. stands
at the front rank of the electoral districts of
Canada and is second to none on ‘tbls con-
tinent. To be a rejiresentative of East York
is a proud position for any man to hold. But
1 am pained to say that I am unable to seek
your suffrages again. l

On account of my health, I found on coo-

When Bachelor John Richardson, attired
in a frock coat, black tie and standup col-
lar, stepped to the front with the modesty

that befits his 40 odd years four-fifths of the-

audience applauded. It was evident at the
outset that despite his life of celibacy the
reeve of Scarboro was the favorite candi-
date, the yeomen of East York being
sensible that some bachelors ‘are like
Jeremiah’s figs—the good very gobd.

After expressing the hope that Mr.
Smith’s retirement would be omly tempor-
ary, Reeve Richardson declared that the
caudidate selected to-day would in all
human probability be the next; representa-
tive of East York. He then pointed out
that the Ontario  Government. contributed
$25,000 towards the administration of
justice in York County, gave $75,000 to
support the insane, &3,000 towards
the maintenance of prisoners and
also  aided in . support of the
blind, the deaf and dumb, altogether
contributing $135,000 per annum to the
county, to say nothing of education, thus
saving the county that sum in direct
taxation. As for his candidature, his re-
cord of 18 years in Scarboro and 15 years in
the county was before them. o other
man had held a seat in the council for so
lengthened a period, -and if' legislation
counted for anything he thought he had the
inside track of any of those oo the plat-
form.

Toronto’s Eastern Harbor.

This year witnesses the initial stepsof the
conversion of Ashbridge Bay into a harbor
and port for vessels, Two and a half miles
enst of the eastern entrance of Toronto Bay
another similar channel is being made from
the loke into Ashbridge Bay. It is a
smaller ‘affair than the chaniel into To-
ronto Bay, but it is a good beginning.
Dredges, tugs and scows are now navigat-
ing the waters of the new harbor, and it is
quite possible to-day for the festive stone
hooker to undertake a commission which in-
volves the furling and unfurling of sails on
the plaeid, if pungent, waters of Ashbridge
Bay. Who will foretell the future of our
new harbor? It is in many respecis a
duplication of Toronto Bay. The south
limit of the harbor is formed of a sand bar,
which is but a modified duplicate of
our Island. Ashbridge Bay will afford as
big a frontage for docks as its older rival.
As soon as Toronto begins to make another
spurs ahead the wharf builder will be on
hand driving spiles into Ashbridge Bay,
and the patient dredge will be in evidence
cutiing out & route for the vessels of com-
merce. Coal, stone and lumber yards and
factories of various kinds will find their
way to the new barbor before long. A
little dredging and the building of & wharf
would make it possible to convey pedple to
Woodbine Park by steamer. As soon a#
the cut between the two bays is completed
the smaller stcam launches will be able to
pkirt along tho front of the city, in shel-
tered water, from the Queen’s Wharf to
Woodbine Park, a distance of five miles.
It will not be long, perhaps not later
than next season, before the aldermen
of Ward1l will be demanding an island
service for the East End, a service that will
begin two miles east of the Don and pick
up passengers all the way along the trontof
the city as far west as Parliament-street,
and thence to thé Island, The sandbar in
front of Ashbridge Bay can be transformed
into a place of beauty if the city will lease
it to citizens the same as it hag dealt with
the Island. This sandbar will probably be
useful for no other purpose, and it is a
question whether the council should not
consider a scheme for auctioning off the bar
in '100-foot lots, that is the ‘leasehold.
There must be fully 15,000 feet facing the
lake, and most of this would afford another
frontage on the bay. A character-
jstic  of the various schemes that
have come up for reclaiming the marsh
was the conversion of the sandbar into lots
for summer cottages. That is the only use
$o which the bar can be put, and we cannot
at present see any valid reason why the
city should not lease it in building lots. A
large number of Toroato people puss the
summer on the Island and are greatly bene-
fited by a three months’ contact with the
pure air that surrounds the waters of Lake
Ontario. Others would go if they could get
the houses, There is not room for many more
cottages on the Island. Why, then, chould
the city not open up the sandbar along
Ashbridge’s Bay? We who are living in
Toronto to-day are the ones who should
enjoy whatever advantages Toronto has to
afford. Why shall we leave this bar a
deserted waste when thousands of citizens
might find it & medium for gaining health
and happiness? The King-street car line
makes the whole bar as accessible to resi-
@ents thereon as the'Jsland is to those who
live on it.

AN IMPROVED CAR FENDER.

Thorough Tests Prove Its Valune in the
saving of Life—The Robins’
Life Guard,

In the accompanying illustration is shown
a view of the Robins’ life gnard or safety
fender, which gave such successful results
in the public tests recently made at Glou-
cester on the line of the Camden, Glouces-
ter and Woodbury Railway. The picture
shows the position of the electrician of the
railway company, as ke landed in the net
after being struck by the trolley car at full
speed. Notwithstanding that the car was
moving at the rate ot over 20 miles an
hour, this gentleman was picked up safely,
feeling no  ill-effects from the blow of the
fender.

Thbe fender consists of a strong iran

frame, which is boltad to the car body and
extends three feet in front of the platform.
A wire netting covers .the bottom of the
iron frame and extends upward at right
angles a few inches from'the dashiboard.
The netting is connected to the bottom
framework by springs, so as to break the
fall of a person canght up by the device.
Across the front end of the fender is a
heavy piece of rubber tubing about five
inches in diameter. - The' calibre of the
tube is preserved by the use of four  iton
bars, the ends of each bar being provided
with strong spiral springs, which are joined
to the iron framework. By this arrange-
ment the person struck receives no imjury
from the blow, but falls forward into the
netting until the car can be stopped. A
short distance back of the pneumatic tube
is an upright support designed to prevent
ghildren who have been thrown inte the
net from orawling out while the car is in
motion.—Philadelphia Record.

THAT CANAL.

The Gravitation Committee Recommend
That the City Council Endorse the
Rurontario Ship Canal Scheme.

Saturday morning Ald. Hewitt’'s Gravita-
tion Committee met and adopted a resolu-
tion approving of E. A. Macdonald’s canal
scheme in its entirety.

The members present were Ald. Hewitt
(chairman), Lynd, Jolliffe and Leslie.

This is the resolution:

During the greater part of the year your com-
mittee have had under cousideration a number
of propositions to supply the city with water by
‘means of gravitation. After several meetings
and the hearing of different deputations by in-
terested parties and very deliberate considera-
tion your ittee would r d the ac-
ceptancs of the offer of the Toronto Aqueduct
Company as embodied in the draft mewmoranda
of a proposed agrgement submitted herewith.

It is also mmended that this council
memorialize the Li -Governor-i il
to Incor te the company pursuant to their

tition in thas bebalf, and that the City Solicitor

instructed to_urge upon tie Government the
necessity for imimediate action. It is desirable
that no delay should occur in the preparation of
an adoptiou of the agreement by the city and
the ratification thereof by the Lieutenant-
Governor-in-council as required by law, or in the
jssue of the letters patent incorporating the
company.

The above resolution was type-written,
with alterations made in the handwriting of
E. A. Macdonaid, and handed by him to the
chairman.

Following is the draft agreement refer-
red to in the resolution:

The Agreement.

1. ‘'The compauy bave the right to sell
water for power purposes, or electric or
other motive power generated by or from
water to the corporation and inkabitants of
Toronto at a price nolc to exceed omne vent
per horge power per hour,

2. Thocgroporuion to have the éption of tak-
ing water from the company for domestic,
fire protection and other purposes other than
for pawer purposes, for thres cents per 1000
gallons.

8. In the event of the corporation requir-
ing a supply of water for the purposes men-
tioned iv the last preceding section the com-
pany shall suPply the same to the existing
reservoirs of the city, or such other reservoirs
to be constructed by and av the expense of
the company nnder the direction, supervision
and to the satisfaction of the City Engineer,
and also to conneet such reservoirs 80 to be
constructed with the corporation water-
works system of which the corporation shall
at all times retain full and absolute control.

4. The corporatioh-to pass a bylaw vesting
in the company such powers of expropria-
tidn, etw., as are now vested in the city by
any special or general act, to enable the com-
pany to carry out its objects.

5, The corporation to agree to promgqte spe-
ciallegislation ratifying and confirming such
agreemant as may be entered into between
the city and the company, and powers grant-
od or purporting to be granted by the letters
patent incorporating the company, and such
other puwers as may be necessary.

¢.. The company isto have the same rights
as to the laying of eleetric wires orother con-
ductors of heat, light or power as may be
necessary, such powers to be asfull and
complete as those any or all other com-
paniesnow enjoy upon all streets, lanes,
squares and other portions of the city, to be
exercised subject to the same restrictions,
supervision and control of the City Engineer
as other companies.

7. The company to be entirely exempt from
taxation in perpetuitv. ;

8. The company to complete a ship canal
between Georgisn Bay and Lake Ontario at
Toronto within five years, and after the
completion of the works the company to
have the exclusive right, for the purpose of
the company, to use or draw the waters of
Lake Simcoe or those of Georgian Bay or
other sources ol.supply that may be used by
the company, but this section shall not pro-
bibit municipalities in the immediate vicinity
of such waters from using the same for all
domestic purposes other than power purposes.

9. The company shall pay damages to all
persons whose vested rights may be adverse-
ly effected by the company using or divert-
ing the waters of any lake, bay, river stream,
or other source or. sources of supply, and for
right of way or for real estate that may be
necessary to expropriate for the purposes of
the company.

10. The company shall not discriminate in
the matter of tolls, rates, charges, rebates or
otherwise in favor of vessels or ports of any
country or nationality.

11. The agreement and all rights there-
under may be declared forfeited, null and
void by the City Council, subject to the ap
proval of the Lieut.-Governor in-council, if
the work be not proceeded with before Dec.
20, 1893, and at least 5000 persons employed
upon the work of actual construction before
July 1, 1894, provided that the company be
incorporated according to the terms of their
application, on or before Oct. 1, 1893; and
providea that the proposed agreement be
duly execcuted and sanctioned by the Lieut.-
Governor-in-council on or before the date
lust above mentioned.

12. All powers and franchises to be granted
by such agreement or act of Parliament to
be enjoyed by the company in perpetuity.

After the meeting the members of the
committee requested the Mayor to calla
special meeting of the council for the pur-

ose of adopting the resolution. This the

ayor refused to do, but agreed to call a
meeting of the Executive for 3 o’clock Mon-
day.
The Mayor was surprised when he learned
that the Gravitation Committee had adopted
the resclution. ' He said the manner in which
the meeting was called and held was unjusti-
fiable. He furtber said he would do his best
to prevent the council entering into any
agreement by which the city’s name would
be hawked around New York asendorsing
auy scheme of the kiod, until it was clearly
shown that some responsible parties are in-
terested.

Engineer Keating smiled wheu he heard of
the resolution, and said, *“By George, they
are rushing things!” He said it would be
impossible to give any opinion as to the
feasibility of the scheme until he bhad gone
over the ground. He thought the first thing
that shoul i be done was to ascertain where
the immense capital was to come from that
is necessary to carry on and complete the
great work.

A npumber of the aldermen interviewed
said they did not think the resolution would
get past the Executive Committee, and al-

voking spirits. They discussed the situa.
tion, and to them it appeared that a cacal,
sometking like they have on the planet
Mars, would make things go in Toronto.
A canal 110 feet wide divided by a stone
wall, one side for veassels going up, the
other for vessels coming down, a sort of
double-track affair, with a devil’s strip in
the centre. This, they say, will lift the
clond.

REV. T. C. JACKSON ON THE SUNDAY
* CAR QUESTIOY.

He Speaks in No Uncertain Words on the

Stand of the Clergy in the Recent Con-

. test—The Selfishness of Those Who

Eunjoy Advantages Which They Are
Unwilling to Graut to Others.

Yesterday evening in the Forum; the
Rev. T.C. Jackson of the Unitarian Church
preached & most otiginal and thoughtfal
sermon that throughout wasa careful analy-
gis of the Sunday car question, Mr. Jack-
son is one of the strongest advocates of ‘the
Sunday service to be found in the city. ' He
commenced his discourse by  analyzing the
attitude of the city papers towards Sunday
ocars during the recent contest. He said
that The Mail had plenty of space to
attend to insigmificant matters in for-
eign lands, but none to devote to the great
question that was agitating the city from
its deepest foundations. It had been
stated on good authority that The Telegram
would not publish anything against them.
At first The Empire took sides against the
Sunday service, but afterwards it rued its
action when it was too late to range itself
on the other side. The News was wholly
against Sunday cars, while the plucky little
World fought single-handed the  great
battle of the true right of citizenship.

Mr. Jackson then proceeded to
draw lessons from the recent contest.
The first great lesson was that men were
stall willing to attempt to'tie their brethren
instead of using their energies to promote
the vital mission of Christianity. In this
they acted as did the Pharisees of old. He
thought he heard Christ say to thése men :
“Ha, at your old purposee again!” Chriat’s
mission was to relieve people of their bur-
dens, and one of these was that strics,
rigid, useless Sabbath that lay so heavy
upon them, Why must the church ever
waste_its precious time in little things?
Should not the pulpit have a message filled
with innate fire Lo hurl againss those em-
ployers who pay their employes Jess than
Fwould keep soul and body together, and
who thus drive many to prostitation in
order to live and to keep the outward sem-
blance of r tability? Has the churth
no message for those men who store huge
sums in banks and live in selfish indifference
while their fellowmen around them rot and
starve? Has the church no efforts to put

4 | forward for the relief of the down-trodden

poverty-stricken masses bf our city? Would'
not Christ have indignantly disclaimed
those who sedulously attend and constantly
shut their eyes to the great and vital ques-
tions of life?

We claim superiority in morality and
hold Toranto up to the world as a model city.
But must not there be some great moral
weakness since we are afraid to trust these
most moral ‘and righteous people with a
Sunday transit? The fact is that Toronto
is not much better nor muach worse than
other cities. Human nature is much the
same everywhere, and Toronto is uot yet
become quite angelic. ~Two noted divines
last winter exerted all their talents to show
up the iniquities of the hidden dens and the
open and secret vices of the city. And yet
they say we are the most moral city on the
face of the earth.

As to the Church.

The preacher contended that the church
has ever been in the rear of every great on-
ward movement. The priests of the day
called Galileo a heretic, Newton an infidel,
and it had nothing but evil 10 say of Dar-
win, and its whole strength was vsed to
oppose the inspired - ideas of these gifted
men.  The church has opposed that true
biblical criticism that has restored to us
the beauties and divinity of Christianity.
And it has fought against the study of com-
parative vheology which has revealed the
tact that there is » great divinity that ever
moves in the hearts of men. 1In its aetion
against Sunday cars the church is-only
maintaining its ancient attitude of opposi-
tion to all progress. %

The ministers of the church had said in
this question, as in many others, “We will
be the Judgment day.” He felt that it
would be a happy time when the church,
ceased to take its views from an antiquated
past-and to live in the living present. An-
other great lesson was fhat superstition
was ever obstinate. When we ha¥e out-
grown any view and stll cling to it that is
superstition. This view of the Sabbath
that the city of Toronto holds was anti-
quated 20 centuries ago. 1s not this super-
stition? The law that forces us to observe
one day-in seven upon religious grounds is
but a relic of the union of church and state.

One other great lesson is that men will
resort to almost any unfair methods to
carry their prejudices. The anti-car people
held up to their hearers Cincinnati, Cleve-
land and Chicago, but took diligent pains
to say nothing about Philadelphia, Poston
and other moral cities. They vilified the
street car company, which had given ns a
good service, and’ which had mnot been
established for benevolent purposes, though
you would think that was their particular
business to hear the voices from the pulpits
of the city. And all this came from those
whose religions charity thinketh nb evil.

The last lesson was that all people,
even churches, are selfish. Those people
who ride in their carriages  and
refuse cheap transit to their less fortunate
brethren are the quintessence of selfishness,
Did not the great vBte against Sunday cars
come from those who lived 1n the suburbs,
along the railway lines or close by the
parks? ‘These men virtually said they
would have things as they wished them
and those who lived in the congested parts
of the ¢ity might stay there. The ministers
had by their vote and influence said: “Yon
must go to church or stay at home.” He
had not much faith in forced attendance at
churches. In all great questions the
minorities had ever been on the side of
right and progress, and yet such move-
ments.as the Protestant Reformation grew
and, waxing strong, burst its bands. Mr,
Jackson believed that any question that
did not touch injuriously upon the morality
of the people should not be left to the
mercy of majorities or minorities. This is
the only line of march onward. Why
should 973 men prevent 13,000 moving
about the city on any particular day he
could not see. He saw already the signs of
another coming conflict, which he prayed
might result in the trinmph of reason,
sympathy, charity and love,

The First Sunday Street Car,

Pedestrians in King-street yesterday
afternoon were surprised to see a bob-tail
car running down the street. There were
no horses httached, nor was] any electric
power used. The down grade ‘did the
busimness, and the car was crowded with
small boys. They tound the car on
Bathurst-street and wanted a ride, and
pushed it down to King, where the grade
was sufficient to bring it to King and
Yonge.

'qow THE PEERS WILL DEAL WITH
THE MEASURE,

Mr. Glad ‘s I 1 of
His Party Becoming Very Restiess—
Domestic Legislation Demanded—
Wales Determined to Have -Disestab-

lishment—Tactics of the Oppositien.

LoxpoN, Sept. 2.—The personal enthusi-
asm of Mr. Gladstone has carried Home
Rule through the House of Commons.
This great triumph is, however, gravely dis-
counted when it is remembered that his

- success has been achieved by the Irish vote | iF

alone, and that but for the application
of the gag, a powerful minority, backed
by a majority of the voters in Great Bri-
tain, would have worried the measure to
ieces. . Moreover, it is perfectly well-
nown thit the bill is hateful, even to
some who voted for it. In truth, .they
would not have given it their helphad itsfate
not been foredoomed by the Lords, and had
not Mr. Gladstone bargained m return to
support their faddist-schemes of legislation.
Three aspects ot the measure stand out at
this stage of its progress as glaring failures.
Th formists, pecially the Wes-
leyans and Presbyterians, are greatly dis-
appointed at the opportunities which the
bill gives for the aggrandizement of the
Roman Catholic Church. They have labor-
ed to destroy Protestant ascendancy till
not a shred is left, but the bill leaves a way
open for the more arbitrary ascendancy of
vhe Roman Church. Earnest Radicals and
workingmen also have their grievances.
They are indignant that the ninth clause
fastened the irish millstone more tightly
round the neck of the Commons than ever,
and that the bill will increase
British Taxation For Ireland's Benefit,
They had been led to expect that the
granting of Home Rule to Ireland weould
relieve Westminster of the Irish ogre and
allow the legislative machinery to spin
around unchecked in the turning out
of brand ‘new measures according to
the spirit of this go-ahead hge.
Then there is another disappointment. As
‘ the crowning promise of finality, Mr.
McCarthy and Mr. Dillon may profess
ratitude and accept the bill with joy,
ut the English electors regard them as
only opportunists. The Irish demand
never originated with them, but with the
Parnellites, and what says Mr. John Red-
mond as chief of the Parnellite party ?

Hoy .ar he will
succeed will depend on whether he
chooses contentious or non-contentious
issnes. The factions are already struggling
at his feet for the help which be promised
in return for their Home Rule vote. Mr.
Gladstone will, of course, choose only those
planks of the Newcastle platform which
will briug the most votes at the next gen-
eral election. In  truth, the labors
of the . ministry are now much
more concerned with pleasing the consti-
tuencies than with any other subject. In
the negotiations whizh have been opened
up with the Irigh leaders for dealing with
the work of the autumn session next year,
it has been pointed out that the interests
of Bome Rule wiil be bound upwith the sue-
cess of the present administration whenever
the next appeal is made to the constituen-
cies. In order to prepare for that appeal
some British legislation is now necessary.

Ocherwise the British elector may
become dangerous and restive. Iy
is currently reported that the Irish
party have graciously consented
to give Mr. Gladstone a helping
band with whatever proposals he may take
up to please hisRadical and Non-conformist
henchmen; but they, of course, impose a
condition. It being a foregone conclusion
that the Home Rule bill will be thrown out
aext week by the Lords, the Irisn leaders
require that the bill be again sent to
the Upper House next summer. Meanwhile
the old parliamentary hand is to fabricate
some scheme for stifling fresh discussions of
the measure and the obstruction and waste
of time which the ordinary method of leg-
islation would involve. How Mr.
Gladstone is to accomplish his new
task is beyond comprehension. He
is very resourceful, as every-
body knows. His latest achievement
shows this his hand has lost none of its
cunning, for no cne but himself would have
conceived the idea of not taking the appro-
piration bill immediately he had attained
supply. Instend of adopting that
usual course and proposing
tion when the Commons adjourns this
month till November, he 1s credited
with the intention of deferring appropri-
ation till the end of the session, just before
Christmas. He will thus deprive the Op-
position of one of the most customary
stages of legislation for criticism and op-
position till an hour when ' everybody will

be wanting to go home for the holidays ati

the end of an exhausting session.
These tactics are very clever and character-
istic, but they do not dispose of
Gladstone’s immediate troubles. There
are signs ot a furious quarrel among the
faddists, who have supported him, for pre-
cedence in his favour.
Welsh Disestablishment,

The Welsh members met yesterday and
solemnly warned the Prime Minister that
unless he promised to place Welsh
disestablishment in such a./place in
next year's program as to enable
it to be carried through all stages
of the Commons, they would take an inde-
pendent course. The revolt of 30
members at a period when the
Irish will certainly not atfend Par-
liament with all the ' zeal they have
shown during the Home Rule debate will
produce a serious condition of affairs, and
yet to take up Welsh disestablishment is
about as big a task as Home Raule.

Temperance People Also Restless.

The temperance members are also want-
ing their veto bill pressed forward, and the
Radicals, as well as a majority of the cabi-
net, desire to gerrymander:s the con-
stituencies, with the registestion bill, a
first-class, nay a gigantic measure. There
are likewise Employers’ Liability and Parish
Councils’ -bills, each supported by-
many claimants, both within “as well
as without” the ministry, Amidst all
These claims for Mr. Gladstone’s favor
and before he can decide thrm there will
come a fresh demand from the Opposition
that the Government must go to the coun-
try on the Home Rule issue.

New Yomk, Sept. 2.—A special to The
Sun from Columbia, S.C., says: ‘‘The State
published an interview with Gov. Tillman
on the money ’%ueet.ion, in which the Gov-
ernor says: ‘The condition of things only
shows the viciousnessjof the financial policy
adopted by the Republicans and now being
perpetuated by the Democrats. The
currency of the  country will have
to be decentralized arnd put out of
the control of a few hundred capitalists and
bankers in New York, Boston and Phila-
delphia, with power to contract and expand
the currency at will.  The only way I see
to accomplish it is by issuing fiat money so
called. They are now fighting to reduce
the metallic currency one-half by making a
gold standard. It’s the most gigantic
scheme of robbery ever attempted and
the people ought to rise in their
might and put a stop to it, and hang some
of the men who are causing it. They de-
stroy the debt-paying power of one-half the
coin for the benefit of the debt holders,
bondholders and capitalists, and then tell
the bankrupt people who contracted these
obligations under the bimettalic standard,
that this country is entitled to as good
money as any other country. The panic
crisis is serious and I cannot foretell the
tuture.”

THE ARGENTINFE—-BRAZIL DISPUTE.

President Clevelaud Requested to Act as
Arbitrator 1n the Matter,

Cuicaco, Sept. 2.—Estanislaos Zeeballon,
Envoy Extraordinary and Minister Pleni-
potentiary of the Argentine Republic to the
U.8., is in the city. He is on his way to
Washington to request President Cleve-
land to act as arbitrator in a territorial dis-
pute between the Argentine republic and
Brazil. The trouble 1s serious and unless
arbitration is resorted to will probably lead
to war between the two countries. . Minis-
ter Zeballon will do all in his power to
induce President Cleveland to act as
arbitrator.

BURIED BY FIFTIES IN A PIT.

The Death List at Savannah Reaches
1500—~Coffins are Unprocurable,

New York, Sept. 2.—A special from
Savannah, Ga., says : 8. Fielding says that
at least eight hundred persons are drowned
in that vicinity, and that when all reports
are in upwards of 1500 will be found to
have perished.

Up to yesterday the coroner had held an
inquest on three hundred bodies, thirty-
seven of which were buried in one pit, and
fifty in another. It is impossible to procure
coffins. The aggregate loss at Beaufort
will exceed $500,000.

The phosphate industry near Beaufort
has been ruined, and the crops on the Sea
Islands are a complete loss. Unless imme-
diate relief comes the suffering will be inde-
scribable.

A LUNATIC DROWNED,

He Escapes the Viligence of His Keepers
and Jumps Overboard.

HawminroN, Sept. 2.—Several hundred
men and women, inmates of the Hamilton
Asylum, were given an excursion this morn-
ing down the incline and “electric railways
from the mountain, and on the steamer
Mazeppa to Hamilton Beach. In spite of
the utmost viligance exercised by the
attendants who accompanied the patients
an insane man named Lundy Lafartune
jumped overboard from the steamer and
was drowned. Lafortune comes from Port
Royal, Ont., near Port Rowan. The body
has not yet been recovered. y
