BURYING THE DEAD.

New York, Dec. 10.—Saturday afternoon 
the obsequies of the victims of the Brook­
lyn calamity occurred, amid the tolling of 
bells, the display of flags, at half mast, 
public buildings huugwith black , stores 
closed, business suspended, and streets 
filled with a deeply agitated throng,a long 
line of hearses, bearing 100 corpses, mov­
ed towards Greenwood cemetry, where the 
last rites were performed. The military 
were unable to turn out on account of the 
severity of the weather, hut their places 
were supplied by a guard of honor, com­
posed of volunteers for the occasion. The 
procession started in the following order : 
Mounted police, clergymen, in carriages; 
hearses and undertaker’s waggons; military 
guard of honour, under command of Gen. 
Dakin; relatives and friends, in carriages; 
carriages containing the aldermen, super­
visors aud heads of departments. At 
Greenwood cemetry the bodies were con­
signed to the earth a large trench being 
dug for their reception. The clergymen 
assisting in the duty of conducting the ser­
vices made appropriate remarks upon the 
suddenness of death and the lesson of the 
great calamity. The bitter cold had a ten­
dency to give brevity to the services at the 
cemetry, and lessen the attendance.

There have been no less than 15 blasts 
made of this reef during the past few weeks 
the last and most important having been 
discharged on Wednesday afternoon when 
it produced a water spout that attracted 
great attention from the river shores. 
Each of these blasts take 1500 to 1600 lbs.

siderable portion of the surface of the reef.

We have in our orchard quite a num­
ber of trees of the Fameuse, one of the 
most delicious of autumn apples, and 
one of the worst affected by the fungus 
But few years pass when they are free 
enough from the disease to admit of 
barreling, but as they find a pretty 
ready home market, we have retained 
them. This is one of the years when 
they are sound enough to admit of bar­
reling, and it would be very interesting 
to know what influences have contri­
buted to keep off the fungus this year; 
but this, as well as the cause of the 
disease, is still wrapped in mystery, and 
must be classed with pear blight, mil­
dew,and other diseases whose cause and 
cure are unknown.

We have written of the fungus as af­
fecting the apple, but it also affects the 
pear. It has nearly driven the White 
Doyenne,once our most popular variety 
out of cultivation, and has seriously 
threatened Flemish Beauty and even 
Seckel. Verily we have much yet to 
learn about the disease, and the insect 
enemies of fruits.—American Rural 
Home.

Keep them in your 
manure cellars, and throw in your 
coarse material; their noses will sooner 
decompose a sod than all the nostrum* 
of the chemists. Hogs will work bet 
ter than Irishmen, whose trade it is to 
spade and toss up the earth. Hog- 
will work seven days in the week,while 
you must be pretty lucky to find a hu 
man laboror who will serve you faith 
fully through six. If a farmer has a 
dozen head of cattle he may make 
50 cords or 200 loads of excellent ma 
nu re every year. From, say the first of 

j July to Semtember, he must occasion­
ally hand in other materials. Person* 
living near the city may buy manures 
hut those living some 10 miles away 
cannot afford to haul it to their farm*.

The Turkish ironclad navy consists of 

fifteen vesüela rèhdy" for mat, besides two 
r.early completed ' and two building. Of 
the vessels in Commission seven are frigates 
r.nd eight corvettes,they are all armed with 
Armstrong gui s, of which the corvettes 
carry four or five, and the frigates from 
eight to sixteen, giving a total, according 
to the Journal cfer Dccate of 130 heavy guus. 
In addition to these vessels, there are a 
large number of obsolete ships from the 
old screw liner down to the aviso or des­
patch-boat, all of which might be used to 
co-operate with the troops manning the 
two lines of forts before alluded to. The 
Turkish navy musters about 50,000 men ; 
1 hey are ou active service for seven years, 
nnd in the Redif, or Reserve, for five more. 
All the engineers and a large number of 
the officers are English. The total num­
ber of the crew of a frigate is 940 men, but 
the number on board in time of peace does 
not exceed 300 ; the crew of a corvette is 
in war 216 men, and in peace about 140. 
Tne navy is stated uow to be in a very ef- 
fecient state, but before it was in the bands 
of an English Admiral, no discipline exist­
ed, and il was .said to be no uncommon 
thing for Jthef^ratcb of a man-of-war to go 
to sleep, "leaving the lower deck ports
