once much despised and ridiculed, has risen
far higher than its earlier votaries ever
dréamt of, and hasnow become a science equl
in importance, to the kindred study of coins.
In Europe, and more especially in France
and Germany, stamps have been more studied
than. in any other guarter of the globe; in
the United States, although there are a great
number of collectors, yet but little has been
done for the benefit of Philately, for there,
when a person has bought his stamps at a
high price, and stuck them into a printed
album, he thinks he] has gone to quite

.. enough trouble, but never thinks of cxamin-

- ing. them further than to seu whether they

-

are genuine or forged.

But in Canada matters are even worse,
and the whole body of collectors are boys; in
fact we do notJkhow of more than halfadozen
adults who collect stamps, and are dcquainted
with but one philatelist. Therc are in this ¢ity
a large number of excellent ¢ollections of the
rare.old issues, but the ownershave long since
Teft off collecting and although they never
look at their albums, would not part with
them at any price. These collections were
made up when the stamp mania fivst began
in 1861, and we have scen a collection :in
