TRAINING CHILDREN TO TRUTHFUL-
NESS.

Davip seems to have observed the sad pro-
pensity tothe sin of deceitfulness found in many
children ; for he says of the wicked, “ They go
astray as soon as they be bom, speaking lies.”
All who have to do with children—mothers and
narses in homes, and 1eachers in schools—find
the practice of telling fibs, and habits of decep-
tion, most difficult to correct and cure; and
yet, if not eradicated, fatally mischicvous in
their influence upon character, becoming the
root out of which grow the chealings, forgeries,
and general untrustworthiness of full age. We
have heard a mother say: *‘Ican be patient
with all other infirmities and frailties of character,

did when he «add to God, ** Thou desleest truth
i the inward pans.” .

Are we direetly practical enough in our Sun-
day School work, and do we act towards our
class chnldren as mothers act towards the ltle
oncs in the nursery 2 Da we keenly wateh for
the sign« of the untruthful disposition, or the
untruthial habit 3 do we deal with it vigoroasty
and wiscly, and ctush out the cul in it very
b.gmtiings 2

Fhe things of which, as teachers, we should
take due notice are, that the habit of decepiion
1 ooften formed through the children Slay.
Successes in games ate frequently  gained b
schemes, and dodges, and over-reachings, whic
arc acted lics, and the very success bllnds the
children to the moral bascness by which the
success was won, ‘Lhen, teo, children admice
cleverness, and so do grown people ; and both
arc only too ready to condone the moral faults
of clever children, . . .

But the most constant beginning of untzuthe
fulness is fuar of punishment. We somctimus
licar the mothers ot such children as come tuour
classes shouting, in angry voices, to their children
in the street, “ 'l give you somncthing when you
come in,” and we want to say to all such, and to
those who have the care of children, “ Do you
know that you are manufacturing live through
fear ?” anat can the poor, timid, frightencd
children do but fib and hie to escape the prunishe
ments ? T'hete is nothing clse for the little things
to hide benind.

And we may do scrious mischicl to children
by nnwise and over-severe punishracnis when a
child is accuscd of or found out in lying. Aa
cpisode in our own child-hlstory will afford a
suflicient illuatration. A frail child of some
eight years old, we had bren sent to the scaside
to stay with an uncle, who had a litle family,
and hived in a pleasant little cottage, looking
away 10 the fields. Playing in the garden one
day, one of our little cousins fell on the path,
and ran crying into the house, saying that we
had pushed against her, and pushed her down.
We firmly denied that we were cven neat her,
but her word was taken before ours, we were
regarded as convicted of lying, marched into an
upstairs room, seated on a chair, and there left,
rwith a Bible beforc us, opened to the words
Iwhich we had to learn: * And all liars shall have

their pare in the lake which burnetly with ¢
brimstome.”  Neo onif bad ooy ides: ol shin:
durable cruclty of stoly & ot {0 ¥
tive and religiously toned. boy. Butt the
mischie( it did fs showh In the fact that the
association of injustice with that pasuage has
taken every bit of soleminity out of it forus. The
wrong done rankles yet, and such 2 punishment
might have set a child againsi all religion fotever.

t is also especially important that we should
treat children trustfully, never wounding or re-
pressing them, or setting them upon schemes by
the fecling that they are always suspected, and
can neves do right.  Noble character can only
be cultured in an atmosphete of ** trust.”

And we should do everything possible tow ards
correcting the prevailing untruthfe! sentiments
about **keeping up appearances,” and about lies
!being of different colours, the ** white” ones
being permissible, and almost commendable,

We may conclude with a bit of good advice
iven by Dr. Johnson. Giving counsel to an
intimate friend, he said : ** Above all, accustom
your children constantly to tell the truth, with.
out varying in any circumstance.” A lidy pre.
sent impatiently cxclaimed :  * Nay, this i« too
much ; for a lile variation in nanative must
lappen a thousaed times a day, if one is not
petpetually watching.”  * Well, madam,” replied
the Doctor, **and you ought to be perpetually
watching. It is morc Trom carelessness about
truth than from intentinnat lying that there is so
much falsehood in the wortd.”

a regulaton,  That commitiee ¢ould kecr a licen
tiatc out uf any synod as they pleased. 1t will be
found, if this synodical method of worklnyg is to be
adopted, licentiates and ministers must have
libetty to seek employment where they please as
any other man may.  Fhen there will be no need
for this committeo of Assembly. Then why rhou'd
the conveners of the Home Mission Committees
compose the synodical committees? These gentlo.
men have caough to do already. That regulation
must be altered. Other members of presbytery
are as campetent as these brethren for the worl,
We have alteady encugh of the monopoliting of
wotk in a few hands.

E are grateful to- our contemporary the
Chrislian Guardian, for giving a large
space in its culumns last week to the extract
from our article on * The Travelling Evangelist,”
albeit the quotation was n}c:t mu:dc for the
ur of expressing sympathy with our views,
Eutp?:fe setting us r%ght as to Methodist doc-
trine and practice.  We believe that good
will result from the discussion of this most
important subject, and that our Methodist
friends will be none the worse for knowirg our
views with regard to the danger of relying upon
spasmodic effort, and the cultivation of emotion
for building up the Church of God. The
Gwardian has entirely mistaken our position if
it supposes 1hat we are inclined to caricature
Methodist revivals or to throw doubt upon the
general resulis in the conversion of sinners and
the upbuilding of saints which in very many
instances have accompanied thete effonis.  Qur
purpose was to point out the dangers which
seem 10 us connected with all spasmodic cflons
and to watn our own people against them. It
is interesting to us to note on the one hand how
extremely sensitive our contemporary is when
reference is made to Methodist belief and prac-
tice, while on the other we have found it impos-
sible 1o inform it as to the first principles of
Calvinistic theology and can never find 1n it
when it attempts to explain Presbyterianism toits
readers anything but the grossest misrepresenta.
tions. For nearly filty years, as is well known, the
Lhristion Guardian has been holding up to the
Methodist people as the expression of Preshy-
terian belief a horrible and outrageous caricature
of Calvinism ; and when but a short time ago
one of our ministers 1n these columns set forth
the true views of our Church respecting this
system and cleared away the misconceptions
which the' Guardian has been chiefly instru-
mental in raising regarding it, it quietly ignored
his arguments, refused to be enlightened, and
still persists in holding up to 1ts readers the old
picture which all Presbyterians repudiate. 1€

may often fall away, Presbyterians hold that a
man can be converted only ence, that when he
is born again of the Spint of God he becomes a
new creature, that old things have passed away
and al} things become new, and that the Word
of the Lord s pledged to keep him from falling
and tc present him faultless before the presence
of His glory with caceeding Joy. Surely the
Guardian will acknowledge that there is here a
radical difference as to the meaning of conversion
and that we arc justified in speaking of what
Mcthodists consider b{; conversion as distin-
guished from the Presbytetian view. We do
not for 2 moment suggest that there is any dif-
ference between us as to how the conversior s
Lrought about, and as to the signs of conversion
in the life and conduct of the believer; but
there 13 for all that a clearly marked distinction
between our views as to what isimplied in
conversion and as to the possibility of falling
away.

Again, we are taken to task for stating that
Methodists belicve in the advantages of emo-
tional excitement in order to bring about what
they consider conversion. ‘The wtiter in the
Guardian we believe may be quite correct in
saying he has never heard any Methodist mimis-
ter teach that any particular kind ot degree of
cxcitement is necessary to conversion,  We did
not uahcy did so tcach, but we atfirmed that
they believe in the advantage of emotional
excitement, If the writer in the Guardian had
the privilege ot attending in_his younger days
the ' protracted meetings ” which were held in
country places, or has had time recently to help
in the revival meetings held in Methndist
churches in this city and neighbouthood, he
must be aware that great excitement has always
been considered an essential element, and that
the men who have greatest sway over the emd.
tions by reason of their strength of lung and
power of fervent sp?ea\ ate the successful
revivaliste. By way of illustration we may state
that we remember hearing a venerable minister
exhorting a meeting to greater fervour by ctying
out, “Shout, brethren, shout; the kingdom of
heaven suffereth violence, and the violent take
it by force.”

If the Guardiarn should require any direct
proof that Methodists believe in the desiability
of stimulating the emotions with a view to
making-conversiops we would refer him to the
new book just issued from the Methodist Book
Room, Dr. Withrow’s * Life in a Parsonage,”
a book much lauded as affording a vivid picture
of Methodist life and practice. The acenes
therein described of a Methodist camp-meeting
leave no room to doubt that the position we
took as to the Methodist value set on emotion
is unassailable, Dr. Withrow describes with
minuteness the means taken to work up &
“ cyclone of excitement,” details with relish the
case of a young girl who~under the preaching of
an exhotter of * intensely emotional tempera-
ment® fell into a *“beautiful trance or cata-
lepsy,” and how in consequence *‘a deep, mys:
terious awe fell upon the congregution under
the influence of this strange manifestation of
Davine power,” how * scoffers were silencedand
dasperate and hardened sinners were smitten
down befure the power of God," how “‘one old
reprobate [sic] fauly roared for mercy,” and how
“ many souls struggled into the liberty of the
children of God.”  Dr. Withrow leaves us in no
doubt as to his views on the. value of emotion
in producing conversion, for on page 92 he says
with emphasis, * Yes, Methodism i&s an emo-
tional religion.” In this matter we prefer the
testimony of Dr. Withrow to the Grardiax, as
his views undoultedly accord with the known
opinions and practice of the Methodist Church.

It may be well to say here we do not deny for
a moment that when the Spirit of God is work-
ing there mll be tokens of His presence in the
deep solemnlty, and in many cases overwhelm.
ing outbursts of emotional feeling, We heantily
agtee with the Gwardian that when men are
roused 10 a sensc of their condition as lost sin-
ners, there may well be manifestations of decp
emotion. Allwe contend for is that the emotions
should not be relied on either as a means or an

Bit all the more on this account do we consider
it our duty to protest against the dangerous
practice of systematically working up the cmo-
tions of ignorant or excitable people, and to
wam those who tesort to such means of the
inevitable hardening of the hearts of many who
for a time arc carried away, but afterwards find
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1 calmer moments no such change wronght in
them as they were told they had expedenced.

As to our presentation of facts bging un-
Liotherly, we can only say it was not meant
to be such, and that if we can be “brothaly”
only by refraining from speaking out upon
points of absolute disagreement we had better
give over the use of the word altogether. . The
Guardian has often shown  {ts  brotherliness
by rebuking what it consdders  Prosbytenan
errors, and though it would be a bad thing
toimitate a faultdinding and censorious spitit
for the sakc of mere lmitation, we shall
not hesitate by way of wamng to our own
people to mitate it sa far as to pont out what
we conccive to be the erroncous practices of
other denonunations. Like our Methodist friends
the Presbyterian Church has never suffered from
fach of critics. We Leliese that cven attacks
which are based on misconceptions afterwards
prove helpful and we trust we shall not sesent
them in the spirit of our t:onu:mpor:u{;c

As for our not representing what is best in the
spuit of the Presbiyterian Church, we have only
to say that the I'resbyterian Church allows only
her standards to speak authoritatively on her
behal,  For ourselves, with all charity towards
out neighbours, we shall camestly contend for
the principles taught in these standards, and
wherever we may be found untruc to them by
being unkind or uncharitable we must be ready
to bear the blame of failing to reflect the spint
of our Church. But to say becausc the Gwardian
is displeased wath us that we do not truly repre-
sent our Church is so glarinﬁly impettinent that
we need not further notice this matter.

Reading between the lines of the Guardian
we are convinced that it is sccretly glad that
we have spoken out on the blemishes in the
Methodist system, and that by reproducing our
views it has effectively drawn attention to great
and growing evils which 1t evidently deplores,
but has not the courage to teprobate.

Sedgewick and other
good men, who for many years had bome the
urden and heat of the day and served her faith.

As we intimated last week, the
Church has been called to mourn the loss of
one of her oldest and most eminent divines,
the Rev. James Ross, D.D., rccently retired
Principal of Dathousie College, Nova Scotia
Dr, Roas was personally not a famliiar figure to
the pcople of the Western “section, but he was
well known by tepute as 2 skilled educationist
and o good preacher, a man wotthy of his native

ovince, ‘The following brief sketch of his
ife, as given in the Halifax Chronicle, will be of
interest to our rcaders :—

' Deceased was a son of the tate Duncan Ross, one of
the Scotch Presbyterian ministers who emigrated to
Nova Scotla with the eatly population of Picton county,
He was born at West River on the 28th Joly, 1811, and
was coosequently in bis 76ih m He was eduenied
with his fatner, and at the old ou academy with the
tate Rev. Dr, McCulloch. He married a Miss Matheson,
and ¢wo of his chiklren survive him—James Ross, M.D,
of Monctoa (who [s at present howe in Darymouth), mi
a dsughter, Misa Lelia, who attended her father in his
last [liness.

The Church might well call upon
these six Drinclpals to meet together and formulate a
scheme that would solve the problem vnce forall. And
when they say, ** Show us e plan, and we will conuder
iL" we have a perfect right to answer, “ You arg the
propet petsons to do that work, asd we demand that you,
who ate charged with the educational Interests of the
Church, should see to It that cur tesources are no longer
wasted fo the soppurt of s0 many ill-equipped institu
tlons.”

Al be comieg mecting of Assembly, the Common
Fund, which it was hoped would prove a means of quiet
ing the Church on this question, will be a source of heated
debate. The fricods of Knox believe that her interents
suffes seriously on accuunt of the existence of that fond,
and T bave 0o doabt an sitempt will be made 1o do away
with it, and to allow crery college to forage for lself,
To a large extent the colleges are doing that already ; the
friends of each institution being determioad to secure the
necessary financial suppart for theit own favouarite, what
ever may Lecome of the others.  Just now this general
raiding of the Church, bowever, is confined to the
csabliuhment of ccdowments and the payment of delus,
bot if the Commen Fund be dooe away with every cun
gregation will be distracted by the presentation to them
of the conllicting claims of the varicos colleges. Can
anyone conlemplate such & state of matters with com-
placency? The Common Fund 1 belicve is falling away
simply because the Church is convinced that we have too
many colleger. When we have & tommon college, we
will fiad the Com pon Fund a matked success.

When the Union took place ten years ago, the collepe
difficolty was not faced, and so, while we have had a
barmonices and united Church, we have had all thess ten
years separale and secilona! colleges. Now, if asyone
asks what are the Inseperable barvicrs in the way of the
the anion belog extended to our colleges, he is met with
such questions as these : Wil Queca'sgive up her present
positioa to enter inlo swuch a wnlon 2 Will Knox remove
from Toronto or allow her historic name to iapse for the
sake of unfon? Will Moatreal and Hallfax listen to any
proposals which would interfere wilh theie present righis
and privileges? And when he §s candid ensegh to say
that e does not kaow whether they would or aot, the
conclution is triompbantly drawn that it is gsite uiclas
to speak any furtber of the matter.
