CURRAENT TRADE CUNDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

Itisdifficult to mive a statement of the
lumber market that will show the true
situation, but it may be said with certain-
ty that the tendency of white pine prices
isupwards. Very few manufacturers are
now issuing prce lists, for the reason
that they have not sufficient stock to
offer. Almost every grade is well sold
out, the heaviest stocks, perhaps, being
in mill culls and common pine plank.
Prices of the higher grades have shown a
wide fluctuation during the past wo
weeks, as some manufacturers are ap-
pareatly more impressed than others
with the scarcity of these grades, and are
asking correspondingly higher prices.
This is also true 1n respect to lath and
shingles, asis demonstrated by the fact
that an Ouwtawa valley manufacturer is
asking $3.50 for No.1 lath atthe mill.
‘This figure, however, does not represent
the average market quotation. There 13
consideradle inguiry for stock for future
.delivery, and the trade are inclined to

the opinion that prices next season will
be fully as high as in 1901,

In hardwocds there has been some im-
provement. Carload shipments of elm,
birch ard maple to the United States are
being regularly made by manufaciurers
‘n the Wiarton dastrict, and 1t 1s said that
the mispection has not been as severe as
last vear, thus indicating a stronger mar-
ket, [Itis now certain that fewer hard-
wood iogs will be taken out this season
than last winter, as auilmen are bepin-
ning to realize thatit 1s more profitable
to leave the umber on the stump than it
i5 to sell it as lumber when prices are low
and inspection hard.

QUEBZC AND NE\WW BRUNSWICK.

Late report from the eastern provinces
seem to show that conditions 2:c quite
favorable for spruce lumber, Stocks in
most districts are below what they were
one year ago, while endquiries for next
year’s cut are quite numerous, South
American specifications are much in
favor, and if the demand should continte
large shipmenrs will be made 10 that
country oext season. Full prices are being
asked and will no doubt be obtained, as
the log supply is likely to be small and
insufficient to keeap the mills at work
throughout the season. Cedar shingles
continue strong, on the basis of §3.30 1or
extras, Boston delivery. Ocean freights
have fallen and are dull, while rail
freights to the United States rule high.

MANITOBA AND BRITISH COLUMBIA.

The lumber movement at the present
time 18 confined largely to finishing
material. This is comparatively large, as
building operations in Winnipeg during
the past year were on an extensive scale,
There isa good outlook for next spring,
as retaif dealers are not heavily stocked,
British Columbia mills continue busy,
Several vessels are loading at Chemainus
for Australia. The freight market has
strengthened considerably, the rate be-
ing fully three shilings higher than six
weeks ago. There is an cxceptionaily
strong demand for cedar logs, More
camps than usual are at work, and a scar-
city of men is reported. It is feared that
there will be a break in the shingle mar-
ket owing to the increased production
resulting from the several new mills aboit
to be put into operation.

UNITED STATES.

The holiday season has curtailed the
lumber demand, but :he market has lost
none of its strength. On the other hand,
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the ytar clses with highpricesandthe
cutl ook faveradlefor a continualion o a
fitm and adrancing matket. Ths applies
loakemost everys class of lumber, with white
pine occaapyng the first position, The
upper grades are soscarcethatit isim-
possible 20 find a suficient quantity to
meest the reguirments of the markst,
whidethe lover gradesare gradully be-
tommaing stronger. Itis reported that in
Tomawaredi prices of the lower qualilies
haverncenilybemadvancedquitesharply,
nd dalersare prediting a futther ad-
nnce o wome items swihin the next
mooth, It is estumated that Chitgo
deilert wwho neretofore bought most of
thezr stock at Duluth and Ashland have
poschised &t least one hundred millon
feet of while pine lnmber alinterior mills
to Beshipped totheiryards nest season.
o Cleyeiand deilers are asking an ad-
vancetof from $11o $2a thousand onse-
lect 5, fine commmon ;and No.t and No. 2
shop. INumeross enquines are in the
maxke forhesnlicle luimber.  The base
pice in New Yorle isnowestablished at
$i5, while during the last week prices
have adwvanced in  North Tosiwanda
wtil someiiernsare selling at the bise
pice of $16 ardas highas $17in afew
stances. The hardwood market con-
tnares to show a far degree of activity.
Thertis a good demnd for basswood,
e, ind blackc ash. At ameeting of the
Chicygo Hardwood Lumber Exchange
heldl list  weele, discussion revedled the
faice that firsts and seconds basswood,
birchand ash were extremnely scarne,also
that many of the dealers were selling
swormevaritties of lumber atless than they
ould be repliced. Accordingly, ad-
vapcts were decded upon,

GREAT BRITAIN.

Asustaalar this petiod of the year, the
busiess dong w lumber is of a quiet
charittex, yet the Brinsh market seems
1o betbreakng away from the wea. ness
and ucenanty which characerized it
through the greatew part ol the past year.
Sornt shippexrs have not yet submitted

theit price hsts for next season. The
quesion now seems to be how much
higher prces will go for the first-open-
water stacks. Thi is particuiarly the
cast i ragpect to Canadian lumber,
which is showing marked strength. Con-
sidenable quantities of spruce deals are
saidto have been bought for next year
at high fisures, butevenf freights can
be obtained at the present rates, which
are extremely low, the opening prices are
not lkelyto bebelow those now ruiing:
The stock of spruce in all the Umted
Kngdom portsis abnormally low, espe-
aiallyin Liverpool and the Bustol Chan
nel. A very light stock ot 11x 35 and 9
x 3is held. While pine deals are in
heaver stocle than spruce, theyare rapidly
going into consumption. The stack of
waney pme is very small and the prices
asked for next season's production are said
1o be thehighest ever known. The Im-
portters Stction of the Timber Trade
Federation took noaction at their meet-
ing last week regarding prices, on the
ground that 1t was not practicable to pass
a tesolution "definng any partcualar
course,

SOCKS AND PRICES.

A correspondent writes Tiue CaNamy
LiMBERMAN regranding luabaing vpem-
tions an the lake of the Woods district ay
follows :

Lumbering operations in this district
are much grreater this season than here.
tofore. Thelarge crop in Manitoba has
stimulated the lumber buginesy, and [ am
fooking forward tonext season beings the
most awctive it our history,  There will be
«ui about 35 mibiun feet, boad  ancae ure,
of saw logs. Labor is in good demand
and very fair wages arebeing paid.  The
Canadian Pacific Railway Company has
let coutracts for one and onc-quarter
million ties and about 10,000 piles and
one.quarter milion fence posts. Thisis
much inexcess of former contracts and
ponte: to  rulway construction_in  the
west.  The Northern Railway Company
hias let contracts for  one-quarter million
ties and a large quantity of telegraph
poles and feuce posts. The Northem
Railway, or what is known as the Rainy
River Raslway, 1s groing to open up a
large  territory, well covered  with all
kinds of timber,  Thercis a lacge portion
of the territory on which no sine timber
has been cut,and 1 have no Goubt  that
the smets  approaching when it wil be
sold, asthe danger from fire is so great
alongz the line cf the railway that it
necessitates the disposal of the timber in
close proximity to the line.

Thereis a demand for timber of less
value than heretofore, by reasonof con.
nection with Winnipeg, Cord wood along
the valley of the Rainy River is now
worth $2.50, with a large demand.

THB OTTAWA VALLRY.
(Correspondence of the CaxapA Lussperuan.)
Available stocks are scarce and prices
firm in the local Jumbermarket, Businessis
dull, a dullness atiribul:le to the scarcity
of supply and the cezsaton in manufactur-
ing operations. The principal planing
mills have closed down, to resume busi-
ness about Jan. sth. Al present all hands
aic engagred stock-taking, reviewing the
year's business and planning for the
futus <.

Shingles are not to be had in any con-
siderable quantities, and lath is very

scarce, Good strips and shorts are also
about sold out, and the same may be said
of 1 %, 134 and 2inch sidings  Nearly all
this stock has passed inte third hands,
albeit the builder and other consumers.

Circulars sent from a leading mill on
Monday quoted prices suggestive of the
Klondyke. The prices at the mill ran as
follows: No. 1 while pinc Iath, $3.503
No. 2 ditto, $3.25; No. 1 red pine lath,
$3.25: No. 3 ditto, $S3.00. llis a question
whether these prices can he obtained.
Prices already quoted rule in other lines.
Everything pointsto anupward movement,
however, as the available stocksare small.

Reports froan the limits go to show that
the weather conditions are now more
favorable then they were carlier in the
season.  All ttie larger lates are fit for
traffic and recent thaws have improved
the roads.
