J CHRISTMAS SERMON,

M. B, RYAN,

‘¢ And she brought forth her first-born son: and she
wrapped him in awaddlin, clothes, and lnid him in
u manger, because there was no room for him in the
inn —LUKEii. 7.

This i3 & very unpretentivus record of & very sig
mticant event,  Weare simply tuld that the child
was bora; that he was properly dressed; and that
he was cradled in a manger for want of better con
veniences.  That is the wholo story.  But it 13 the
story of one of the most momeutous events in the
history of the race. It will be profitable for us to
briefly review the circumstances under which it
touk place, as well as to endeavor to realize its sig
niticance.

The place where the event transpived was the his-
toric town of Bethlchem, about six miles south of
Jerusalem. ‘The name of the place is itself signi-
ficant. “ Bethlchem” means ‘* the house of breaa,”
or “the placeof food.” And on this memorable
night, uf which the record speaks, there was one
born there who was to be the bread of life, and the
foud of heaven, to every one who believes ou im,
Very tender wetnories clustered around this little
town even at that tune, It was very near this place
where Rachacl, the best loved wife of Jacob, had
given up her life, and where she was: buried. It
was in this city where David had beea born, and it
was called *“the city of David,” in honor of the
great king.  In its neighboring ficlds he had, deubt-
less, kept his father's sheep, as other shepherds
were doing on this memorable night; and its streets
and buildings were familiar objects to him.

The time at which this event took place was a
memorable one. It was ualike any age eitnher before
or since. The whole civilized world lay in quiet
submnission at the feet of one man, the Emberor of
Rome. It has Lbeen called the Augustan Age, in
honor of Augustus, the reigning Ceesar of tho time.
Through years of bloody warfare he had succeeded
in quelling all rebellion and subduing all hostle
tribes, until he was able toseat himself on the throne
of Rome as master of the world. About seventy
years prior to this Judea had been subjected to the
Roman power. That power was now vested in
Herod the Great, as king, Ilerod was an Idumean
by birth—a descendant of Esau, and hence akin to
the Jews by blood if not by birthright. Ile was a
usurper in the throne of David. Ilisis one of the
blackest characters on the pages of history. Besides
uncounted other murders durlng his reign, he re-
peatedly imbrued his hands in the blood of his own
houschold. Two brothers-in-law, one the brother
of his wife, the other the husband of his sister, died
at his hands. Then followed his wife’s grandfather,
his wife’s mother, his wife herself, a most beautiful
woman, and three of his sons. Ilow many more of
his kin might have fallen a prey to hisjenlously and
hate we cannot tell, had not death cut short his
brutal career. Can we wounder that such a monster,
conscious of his usurpation of power, when he
heard that a *“ Kiong of the Jews ” had been born at
Bethlchem, and knowing that a rightful king could
successfully dispute his claim, issued the deeree for
the slaughter of the innocents?

The oceasion of the visit to Bethlehem by the par-
ents of Jesus on this oceasion is clear from Luke's
parrative. Rome was mistress of the world. Judea
must do her bidding. A decrec had gone forth from
Caesar that all the world should ve enrolled. This
enrolment was practicully the taking of a census,
and was preliminary to a general taxation.  Each
Jewish family had the record of its pedigree kept,
aud the record was preserved in the ancestral city.
Bethichem was “‘the city of David.” Joseph was ‘of
of the housc and family of David." Hence the juurney
from his northern home witls Mary his espoused wife.
Many others would gather to Bethlehem for the
same purpose. Joseph's journey being long and lus
progress naturally slow, his arrival found the places
of public entertainment full. But une resort was
left. ‘The caravanserie for the beasts afforded a
shelter from the wind and weather. Of this the

waywora travellers avalled themselves. And thus
it came that Jesus was born in Bethlchem although
the home of his parents was in Nazareth, aud that
hie was cradled in a manger, though born in au in-
habited town.

The significance of this birth, who can tell? It
was the advent of God among men. Not that God
had not manifested himself to man prior to ihis, or
held any communieation with him. But he now
came to dwcll among men in a higher and better
sense than ever before. Jesus was the *“Immanuel,”
the *“ God with us,” aud in him and through him
God was to reveal himself to man in a far higher
and more complete sense than he had cver Lefore
done. No wonder theheavens were moved, as never
before, and the angels pealed forth the seraphic
anthem, the first and last outbust of heaven’s music
the earth has ever beard.

This birth was also the advent of the ideal man,
The world had long been looking for an ideal man-
hiood. The world still chases after the same thing.
The Greeks of old thought to produce it by their

** wisdom.” The scientists of to-day, many of them,
! expect it as the outcome of evolution. Butaswe stand
by the manger-cradle in Bethlehem we se¢ in em-
byro the ideal man of the ages.  The maanhood of
Jesus was the offspring of no one age or nation.
II¢ was unlike all other men in this. Other men
are moulded by their surroundings. They were at
that time cither Romans, or Greeks or Jews ‘They
are now cither Englishmen, Frenchinen, Germans
or Americans. Their minds reflect the country in
which they were born, the institutions amid which
they are reared, the age in which they live. Not so
with Jesus.,  He was born of a Jewish mother, but
Gentile blood flowed in Ilis veins as well and He felt
akin to the whole of men.  Ilis countrymen loved
Jews and hated Greeks.  He loved atl men. Hisage
pampered the rich and despised the poor, worship-
ped the great and trampled upon the weak; He show-
ed to all an equal sympathy and justice.  Amid in-
stitutions that were strictly wational, His tcaching
and provisious were world-embracing.  Muny men
in many ages have had many good qualitics; e
summed them all up in Himself. A few men have
had but few faults; Ile aloae had none. Ilis weas a
perfect manhood, an ideal character and that alone
is an ideal life which is in imitaticn of His.

Then this birth was the perfect union of God with
man. Ever since the breach was made in Eden,
God had been drawing nearer to mun, a¢ man was
able to bear it. At first in the promises to the fathers
of the race; then jn the angelic messengers sent
to the patriarchs, then in the pillar of fire and cloud
at the Exodus; then in the abiding presence of God
—the shekinah in the tabernacle. But now the
union is made complete. The Son of God becomes
the Son of man. He takes on Ilim the form of a
servant and is made in the likeuess of men. The
babe in Bethlehem is a divine human babe, und the
man, sprung from that infancy, is a God-man. Iow
stupendous, then, the significance of that birth in
Bethlehem’s stable! M

Aud how weighty have the consequences of this
birth been to the world ! With it opeuned a new era
of God's dealing with men. IHitherto e had spoken
to men through Iis prophets, now Ile would speak
to them through Iis Son; and Hisrevelation would
be correspondingly more gloricus, tender and com.
plete. It vpened up a new life for the race. Woeman-
hood is forever exhalted by the motherhood of
Jesus. Iafancy was brightened once for all by IHis
birth and childhood. Manhood was honored be.
yood computation by His assuinption of man’s na.
ture and with this God-man as leader the way is
opened to &' new life forall classes of the race.

May welinger by that rustic cradle, till cur hearts
open toreceive the infant stianger I And once ad
mitted toonraffections, may He become the sovereign
of our nearts. Then will the angelic soug heard at
Ilis birth become a reality in our lives; His life,
ourlife; Ilishome, our eteroul resting place.

CasuMERE shawls are made from the wool of the
Cashmere goat, which lives in the Cashmere Valley
Thibet, and Tartary. Only the summer wool is
used, and this is bleached by a preparation of rlce
flour. For each colored thread a different needle is
used. ‘The process is so slow that when the design
is claborate, the completion of one square inch will
occupy three persons for a day, anda shawl of re-
markable beauty would take ‘this number of years
for its execution. Only the inner side of the shawl
is exposed to the view of the workman, hie being
guided by the pattern placed before him and a skill-
supervisor of the work  Shawls that ave worked
with the needie are, however, far inferior to those
in which the pattern is woven in.

A TRAVELER in Australia discovered two toad-
stools which at night gave out an extremely curious
light. When the plant was laid upon & newspaper
it cmitted by night a phosphorescent light which
enabled persons to read tho words around it, and it
continued to do so for several nights with gradually
increasing intensity as the fungus dried up. The
other species was detected some years after-
ward. This specimon measuved sixteen inches in
diameter, and weighed about five pounds. This
plant was hung up to dry in the sitting-room, and
on passing through the apariment in the dark it
was observed to give out the same remarkable light.

At the 14th verse of this chapter the apostle scts
forth the high calling of thosc who are led by the
Spirit of God, they are the sune of God and can
cry Abba, Father.  The Spitit bears witiess along
with their spirits that they are the children of
God—heirs of God and juint hicirs with Cluist, if su
be that they suffer with Iiun that they may also Lo
glorified together,

Matthew, Mark, Luke and John wrote the com-
plete history of Christ that we might believe that
Ie is the Son of God, and that beheving we might
have life through His name  And that we might
be led by the Sprit of God Hu caused Luke to
writo a complete history of Ilim in the book called
The Acts of the Apostles.  Jesus plainly told that
Ile must go to the Father or the Ioly Ghost wonld
not come, but when Ile went e would send 1lim,
and also what tle would do when {Ic came, Tuke
tells us when and how the Sparit eame according to
Jesus® promise, filled the apostles, and through
them, convineed the murderers of Jesus of sin and
of righteousness, ete.  When these were pricked
in their hearts and eagerly asked, what shall we
do, they were clearly told what to do, and obeyed
from the heart the form ot doctrine delivered
Thiee thousand on the day the Spirit came down
from heaven wére then led by the Spirit and became
the children of God  Theso were further led by
the Spirit when they continued steadfastly in the
apostles’ doctrines, in fellowship, in the breaking
of bread, and in prayers, and required his leader-
ship all through the journey of life. That law of
the spirit of life in Christ Jesus will remain in
full force until the end of time, so that as many as
are now led by the dpirit of God are Uis children
and heirs with Christ,

In dwelling on the believers union with Chrisg
Paul speaks of the sufferings and also of the glory
of that union. The sufferings are here, the glory
hereafter, but it is only by passing through the
former that the latter is obtained. 'The future
glory sends back its shadows in such power as to
sweeten all the sorrows of time, to unsting death
and surround the grave with a halo of immortality-
‘With this in view the apostle reckons the suffer”
ings of this present time unworthy to be compared
with the glory that shall be revenled 1n us; for the
earnest expectation of the creaturce waiteth for the
manifestation of the sons of God.  How natural
for Him to look back tothe time when the creature
was made subject to vanity, not willingly, but by
reason of ITim whehad subjected the same in hope
50 that ITe may follow him from the fall in Eden till
the glorious resurrection,

This creature evidently means the Christian, as
uo other can answer the description herein given
1t is only the Christian who waits for the manifes-
tation of the sons of God,and he aloxie has the carn-
ost expuctation of such manifestation  God has
promised that glory to those who are led by His
Spirit, and has also given them the carnest of the
Spirit in their hearts, and with that promise and
forctaste they wait in happy expectancy.

At first the creature was made subject (not to
sin) bat to vanity. From the time God expelled
man from Tden his life was Lut a vain thing. TLe
sentenee of dcath was pusscd on him and it was
liable at any moiaent to Leexecuted.  But Hesub-
Jected the same i hope.  Befure man left the gar-
den to die, the hupe of a better life was inspired by
the promised struggle and triumph of the secd of
the woman  Because of that triumpb the creature
shall be delivered from the bondage of corruption
into the glorious liberty of the children of God
The grave is the bondage of corruption, out of

which the creature shall pass into that glorious hib-
erty.  Jesus, too, was bound by the grave, but
what had corruption for the ¢reature, had none for
the Creator. His soul was not left in hades,
neither did His flesh see corruption  He went into
the grave, not to remain, but to triumph over it
aud ddliver His brethren,  Ie stooped to receive
the fout of the tyrant, but only to carry him into
captivity, e led captivity captive, and reecived
gilts fur men.

The apostles introduces another party called
**the whole creation © They have some things in
common with the ereature, but lack many mport-
ant features  This party, as well as the creature,
groan and are in pamn together, until now, but
there is nothing aflirined of them indicating intel-
ligence, hope or deliverance. They secem entirely
iguorant of the cause of their trouble, and have no
hope of a deliverance from the bondage of corrup-
tion into any liberty, much less into the glorious
liberty of the children of God. ‘“Tor we know
that the whole creation groancth and travaileth in
pain together until now.” Ilere are groaning, tra-
vailing and pain, but no waiting nor hoping, no
carnest expectation.  The inferior animals groan,
sicken and die.  Death enters inanimate creation,
discase furks in plunt and air and water, It walks
m . darkness, and destroys at noonday. All groan
in pamn together until now. ¢ Not only they, but
ourselves also, which have the first fruits of the
Spirit, cven we ourselves groan within ourselves,
waiting for the adoption, to wit, the redemption of
our body. With this groaning in ourselves, there is
waiting, and a certain hope of adoption, cven the re-
demption of our body: a deliverance from the grave
of the whole body of Christ, which shall be there
and then adopted into the full *glory of the chil-
dren of God  Although the individual bodies of
the saints will be changed and fashioned like unto
the glorious body of the Lerd, Paul uses the
sivgular and speaks rather of the collective body.
‘* the redemption of our body.”

Of this redecmed and adopted body we are per-
mitted to learn some things, while other things are
beyond our powers to describe or imagine.

1st. It will be a very large body 1In it will be
found the saints of all ages and dispensations. It
will have in it all who die in infancy, and all who
were incapable of knowing good from evil, * 4s
in Adam all die, even so in Christ shall all be made
alive.” This body will bave in it all God’s chil-
dren who are alive and remain unto the coming of
the Lord. Paul showed this mystery that we shall
not all sleep, but we shall all be changed in a
moment, in the twinkling of an eye at the last
trump, cte., ete.  With such accessions the num-
ber will be so great that no man can number them,
gathered from all nations and kindreds and
tongues.

3rd The place which Jesus Christ has gone to
prepare for them will be the cternal home of this
body, where they will be with Him to behold His
glory.

But who can deseribe the glory of that body
when even the exalted Lord of angele comes to be
GLORIFIED in His saints. When John and Paul,
the master spirits, with all their cloquence and in-
spiration, attempt a description, it seems too much
for them, John declares: ‘' It does not yet appear
what we shall, but when He shall appear we shall
be like i, for we shall sce Him as Heis," Paul
also refers us to the same: ** When Christ, who is
our life. shall appear, then shall ye also appear
with Him in glory.” Agaiu, asif exhausted in the
attempt, he exclaims of it: ** A far morc exceeding
an cternal weight of glory.” It was cnough to tell
u:. that it was a glory that far exceeded all our

thoughts, and cternudly weighed down everything
that could be put in the opposite scale,

If wo are led by the Spint of God, and are MHis
children, it is most checring to look on to that day
when we will join ¢ our redeemed body and meet
Abraham and Moses and David and all the prophets
and the apostles and martyrs of Jesus  When we
shall meet those whom we loved so muach to meet,
but who have paesed into the grave But above
all, how joyful to meet Him whose Jove to us de-
stroyed our enmity and bound us forever to Him-
self.  As the year of our Lord, 1886, passes nway,
und we are burne into a New Year, it reminds ns
that we arc another year nearer the resurrection,
and the glorious liberty of the children of Ged.
May a merciful Father enable us to be more faith-
ful 1 this year than cver before, so that when
weary and worn in the Master’s cause, we may by
lis grace be ready for the rest that remains for the
people of God. D.C

DR, PARKER ON CHURIST'IAN UNION.

BY B. B. TYLER, NEW YOURK.

Joseph Parker, D. D., was born in 1830 in Nor-
thumberland in England He thinks that his train-
ing for the ministry began when he was seven yeats
old. After a thorough training in the ancientlan-
guages and mathematics he studied logic and morat
philosophy in the University College, London,
After that he was for a short time pulpit assistant
to Dr. John Campbell of the Whitefield Tabernacle.
Then he was settled five years in Banbury, where
he built & new chapel, after which he succeeded
the learned Dr. Robert Halley in Manchester,
where he labored with increasing success and dis-
tinction until he was called to the clurch in the
Poultry, London, 1869. More and more as a preacher
and author he became known to the public. He
projected and built the City Temple, a noble strue-
turc at one end of the Holborn Viaduct, far from
the fashionable quarter of London, and removed
from even the plainer portion of dwellings, but in
the heart of what is technically called *¢ The City.”
This great church cost $250,000, and such men as
Dean Stanley and England’s great Prime Minister,
Mr. Gladstone, bave spoken in it. Dr. Deems, of
this city, pastor of the Church of the Strangers, to
whom I am indebted for some of the foregoing
facts, says that Dr. Parker is a voice, a fire, &
herald, an orator speaking in Ileaven's name and
strength  This bout the man, Not long since he
preached a sermor on Christian Union.  His text
was John xvii. 20-23. ¢ Neither pray I for these
alone, but for them also which shall believe on Me
through their word, that they all may be onc as
thou, Father, art in Me, and I in thee, that they
also may be one in us: that the world may believe
that Thou hast sent Me; and the glory which Thou
gavest Me I have given them, that they wmay be
one, even as we are one: I in them, and them in
Me, that they may be made perfect in one; and
that the world may know that Thou hast sent Me,
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and hast loved them a8 thou hast. loved Be.”
good textl

In answor to the question, © What is Christian
Unity? Dr Parker said that ¢ it is not an affair of
regulation, compromise, concession, toleration, for
the sako of gond neighborhood, and ensy socinl
and ccelesinstical movement  That view of Chris-
tinu unity certainly receives no support from the
Lord’s intereessory prayer.  The deepest meaning
of Christian unity is union with Christ, oncness
witit the Son of God, identitication with Chuist in
spirit, purpose and Iabor; and coming out of that,
a8 n cause avd aun inspiration, union of Christiauns,
genuine brotherly love and trust, a love that sces
the Christian in the man, and that sees Christ in
the Christinn  Cheistinn unity is living sympathy
with Christ; it is being co like Christ as to be al-
most ITimself; itis to be under the sweet dominion
of passionate devotion to the blessing and all
blessed Cross of Christ.”

This was certainly the naturo of the unity which
existed among the disciples of Christ in the early
days of Christinnity. The historian of the Apos-
tolic Church says that ¢ the multitude of them that
believed were of one heart and soul: and nat one
of them said that aught of the things which he
possessed was his own; but they had all things
common ”  With such a unity among these who
lived by the faith of the Son of Gond, the divinely
inspired apostles with great power testified to the
resurrection of our Lord Jesus Christ. During
this most delightful experience, first of unity with
Jesus, and second, as coming out of that genunine
brotherly love and trust, the Word of God in-
creased: and the numb vof the disciples multiplied
in Jerusnlem exceedingly; and even a great com-
pauy of the priests were obedient to the faith The
union for which our Lord prayed was such a union
as that which exists between the Tather and the
Son, and certainly this was not a compromise, a
concession, a toleration.

Knowing that men-
tal food determines moral character, every lover of
man should raise the tocsin and call a halt, if pos-
sible, to this wild rush for the sensational that is
so manifestly destroying the manhood of man,

The noble Bereans well understood the need and
strength of the soul, and suited the action to their
nceds by scarching the Seripturcs; thus making
the Word of God the oracle and touchstone of truo
greatness, The Bereans made a daily work of
scarching the Scriptures.

Those who study the Scriptures, and meditate
therein day and night, will have their minds filled
with noblo thoughts, fixed to noble principles, and
formed for noble aims and purposes.

Dear reader, do you desire this noble life in
Christ? Are you satisfied with your present attain-
ments in divine life? Do you suppose it is pos-
sible to reach the homz of God unless there is a
constant feeding on this food divine?
