RAILWAY COMPETITION.

The agitation which is going on in England among ihe .
shareholders of the Grand Trunk and Canadian Pacific Railways
to prevent competition appears to have gained some ground,
but that it should have done so is entirely due {o a miscon-
ception of the stale of aflairs as they exist in Canada. The cor-
respondence which has been published, shows that the inier-
views that took place between the Lwo chiefs of the railwaysin
Canada was barren of eflect, and that the Canadian Pacific have
decided {o build the road {from London to Detroit. The Grand
Trunk offered to subufit the question in dispute to arbitration,
but the Canadian Pacific declined, as they considered the point

‘of disagreement a matier of policy that should not boe so decided.

Compelition there must always be between i{wo companies
having parallel lines for many hundreds of miles, and that
through a country not densely populaled, where the passenger
tratlic ig sparse all the year round and one-half in the winter what
it frequently is in the summer time, and where the freight
traflic is largely dependent upon the agricultural products of the
country—and the harvesls are not always as plentiful as the
railway companies wonld wigh-—t{o keep their lines employed to
i{he capacity they have provided.
