PRINCE CHARLES OF ROUMANIA.
A Contemporary, thus describes the resi-

dence of Prince Charles of Roumania :

Prince Charles of Roumania, one of the Hohen-
sollerns, is said to be an amiable prince, but with-
out any remarkable ability., He has a civil list of
about 208,000 a year, which he spends mainly at
home, thus pleasing the Roumanians. He livesin
an unintereatinz-looking palace in the *red quar-
ter" of Tracharest, except during the summer, when
he goes to the old monastery of Corocerie, on the
right baok of the Dumbovitza, overlooking the
eapital. The statement that the Prince lives in the
ctred quarter of Bucharest is thus explained :—
The city is divided into five grent wards, which are
distinguished cne from another by colours. Yel-
Jow is used to denote the aristocratic or residence
quarter, red the commercial section, green the east-
vro, black the western, and blue the southern
wards. These reepective colours appear on the
barricrs which separate the wards, on the uniforms
of the soldiers, on the collars and cufls of the
policemen, nod on the letter-boxes, lamp posts,
&c.  Although the yellow quarter is considered the
most aristocratic, the red is more beautiful.

THE POPE'S HEALTH.

"The Pope has according 'to the tclegrams,
been so often at death’s door that we find it difi-
cult to give much credence to the alarming re-
ports which occasionally find their way into
the press, We hear from the London Lancet
that

% His appetite is exceedingly bad he being un-
able to eat more than & little soup, wkile he can
masticate, not swallow, a little under-done meat,
The tendency to passiveserious effusion is o mark-
ed that cerebral miachief from that cause is gravely
spprehended. His Holinwss nas far from refresh-
ing slecp at night, and during the day he shows
weariness, only partially relieved by intervals of
slumber, into which he relapsesin thc afternoon
and evening, His mental vivacity coutinues, how-
ever, and at the receptions, putlic or private, which
be gives almost daily, he impresscs visitors with a
stronger belief in his vitalily than his state before
and after these interviews at all justifies. Mean-
while he is watched with the greatest vigilance,
and Dr., Pelagello, his physician, and Dr. Cecearelli
kis surgeon, see him alternately at frequent inter-
vals, and hold consultations every twenty-four hours
4s to the troutment to be maintained or modified.”

AN INSULT TO THE CORPORATION OF

DUBLIN.
Lord Beaconsfield has peremptorily refused to
do anyibing about the Clerical Abuses Bill.
The Dublin Corporation, it may be remember-
cd, petititioned the Imperial Parliament to
enduire into the “Abuses” which the “Clerieal”
bill was expeeted to remedy. Rut Lord
Beacoosfield rcfused. TFortunately, however,
the bill has been defeated. The Nution
says i—

“He (Lord Beaconsfield) was presented with a
inemorial from the Corporation, asking him to use
the influence of the Government against the Italian
Clarieal Abuses Bill, to which he replied that he
could not interfere in the domestic affairs of another
country, although Lord Derby had no such objec-
tion to make when the bigots of Knglaud asked
him some time ago to take action against the so-
calied perscention of Profestanis in Spain; and,

busy with other matters, although it is well known
that he is rendy at any time to receive n deputation
from the humblest municipality, in England or
Scotland.

of water” Evenif we adopt the only possible excuse
for buffoonery of this kind—that ¢ want of decency
is want of sense’—we will be left with a very low
opinion of the intellizence and reapectability of the
English House of Commons.”

THE CEYLON SCANDAL AGAIN.

The scandal of the Protestant endowment in
Ceylon has been before the House of Commons.
We take the following account from the Tablet
and it will be seen how few Anglicans it takes
to make un endowed establishment: —

“The facts are these. The population of the Island
is, roughly speaking, two millions and a half. OFf
these only 250,000 are Christiar, and of thege 250.
000, 190,000 are Catholics. Of the remaining 55,000
or 60,000 Protestants, only 2,197 attend the services
of Anglican clexgymen paid by Government, and 803
the Presbyterian churches. From the revenues of
theieland £14,600 izannually appropriated to eccle.
sinstical endowments, and of this £14,000 the 190..
000 Catholics get exactly £100 a year, all the rest
going to the clergy of the 2,197 Anglican, except a
small proportion devoted to the Presbyterian estab.
lishment bequeathed to us by our Dutch predeces.
sors in the colony. Mr, Lowther argued that Es.
tablishments were good things, and that there was
no hardship, because the inhabitants of the island
only contributed a farthing a head; but, putting
aside the question of the endowment or non-endow-
ment of Christianity, it can scarcely Lo a matter of
surprise that, when of that endowment £13,900 is
given to bodies of Christians numbering at the most
3,000, and £1¢0 to another body numbering 190,000
some people should be of opinion that a more de-
cently equitable distribution would reflect greater
crdit on this country.

THE RUSSIAN FLEET IN THE PACIFIC.

What the Russians means te do in the Paci-
fic if England declares war against the Czar, it
is not difficult to conjecture. The Pall Mall

Guzette says that

- In addition to three heavily armed stcam cor-
vettes, ench manned by 200 or 250 men, there are
three small but useful steam sloops, all lying toge-
ther some thirty miles north of San Francisco.
These Russian vessels have been in their present
position for upwards of two months, and according
to the officers, were awaiting the arrival of four
more corvettes. It is added that the whole squadron
is meant for an attack on Vancouver’s Island, ag
well as to prey upon British shipping, in the ovent
of an outbreak of war between England and Russia,
Whether this is the casc or not, it can scarcely be
contended in this instance that the ships of war
have been sent to San Francisco from the Amecr
to protect Russian interests or to avoid the over-
whelming strength of the Turkish fleet in the
Mediterranean and Black Sea. Our own force on
this Pacific station was notoriously weak until the
arrival of the Shah; and if Russia has all along
counted upon England’s hostility sooner or later to
her settled plan of attack in Europe and Asis, it is
at least a convenient coincidence for her that pro-
bably in no other part ofthe world could so much
damage be done to Dritish commerce in a short
time by a few smart vessels as in the Pacific Ocean,
But then there have been a zood many convenient
coincidences with respect to Russian policy of late.”

WAR SPELLING.

It is curtous and instructive to notice the
changes to which proper mames gre subjected
as they pass through the telegraphic operators
hands. A contemporary reminds us:

When a German, a French, or an English travel-
ler writes of a place cach epells it difterent from
what, the other does. For instance, there is the
jmportant fortified city of Ruschuk. When an
Englishman attempts to  write the name as it
sounds to him he spells i ¥ Rooschook " or * Roost-
chook ? giviug the “ oo” the sound heard in ¢ took.”
The Frenchman in the sume way spells it “ Roust-
chouk”  The valley of Dobroodjs, which the
Lussians will enter if they force their way across
the Danube near its mouth, is spelled also Dobrud-
scha, Dobrodjn, Dobruje nod Dobruzs, A still
worse high mix is observable in regard to ¢ b,"” # £,"
w7 % v, and ¥ w,” all of which are interchangeable
and seem to be used for each other without any re-
straint, Especially is this true of “b)” “f” and
“y ” which seem.to be used with perfect indiffer-
cnce for each other. Thus we have *Sevastopol,”
or ' Sebastopol ;7  Serbir,” or “ Servia ;" # Kische-
new," “ Kischenev,” # Kichencu,” and * Kichinef,”
and 50 on. As the Germans Lave been most active
in contribuling to our knowledge of Russin and
Turkey, there is a prevalence of the German way
of spellicg the names or places, and this appears
on the maps prepared of the country. Most of our
telegraphic news now reaches us through German

‘sources, aad consequently the German way of spell-

ing prevails there, too.

THE IMAMIGRATION QUESTION,

The Liverpovl Journal of Commerce con-
tains the following report, of the doings of the
emigration agents in Great Britain and Ire-
land :

« Wa are assured that one ship would coutain all
the souls brought to Canada since Confederation by
the immediate and direct ngency of the individuals
on the permanent pay list.of the Capadian immi-
gration agency in London, - We do not write in
ignorance of the subject of Canadian, emigration.
Ask the emizrant at Point Levis, ask bim when he
crosses to Quebec, ask him- when there in the
emigrant shed, ask him if you find him ploughing
a field or carrying ‘bricks up to a'scaffold, how he
came to think of goliig out to Canada; and what

‘will behis answer? Either a letter from some

'

successful acquaiutance, a forerunner from a native
village. or a desire to roam, and some circum-
stantial circomstance., He may have been caught
by the agent of one of the steamship companies, a
gentleman working on a gommisrion aud not on &
fixed salary ; and we are {nclined to thiok that the
ugencies of the steamers, .situated as they are all
over the United Kingdom are by far the best
emigrant agencics, though not unfrequently they
find their labors completely frustrated by the agents of
the Dominion Government and those whom they can
influence are sent to the Antipodes, rather than to
Canada. . On the whole, we arc inclined
to think that a large amount of money is expended
by the Canadian Government for an unremunera-
tive purpose, and that the special agencies ate un-
profitable,”

THE CATTLE TRADE WITH ENGLAND.

The Scofsman announces that it has sent
out a2 member of its staff to examine into and
report upon all those circumstances of American
agriculture which have any bearing upon the
subject of the stock trade with Britain, The
gentleman sent is the anthor of the Mighland
and Agricultural Society’s prize essays for the
three successive years 1874, 1875, and 1876,
ou subjects connected with the agriculture of
Seotland :—

His mission, we learn, in America is to make the
fullest possible inquiry into everything connected
with the stock-raising department of agriculture,
his whole time and energics will be devoted exclu-
sively to this work, and in order that it may be
effectually done, he is unrestricted as to the time
he devotes to his investigations, or the extent of
their area. * From New York,” the Scotsman says,
“ he will go to Texas. And afterwards our Com-
missioner will traverse for the same purpose the
other States where breeding and grazing chiefly
occupy the energies of the agriculturists; he will
not overlook the important regions in which feed-
ing is carried on in conjunction with arable farming;
and be will probably visit those districts of Carada
fromw the short-horn herds'of which the American
farmers are drafting bulls for the improvement of
their stock. His chief aith will be to ascertain and
to state facts ; his own inferences from thess may
come at a later stage of the inquiry. These facts
Scottish agriculturists wilg’bo able to compare and
weigh for themselves ; and in that way—and in that
way ouly—will it be possible to determine the full
significance of the competition of American caftle-
growers in the British dead-meat market.”

THE STRENGTH OF CONSTANTINOPLE.

The Loundon ZTimes thioks that Constan-
tinople is safe from all danger in the pres-
cnt conflict. It thinks that if the public give
Russia only credit for sanity that there is no
fear of it courting disaster by coming'too ncar
Constantinople.  Russia knows this just as
well as the Times. A slice of Asia Mioor and
the ¢« guardianship” of some of the Turkish
Provinces is all that Russia aims at just

«The Russians have no Jlooger a great arsenal at
Schastopol, a powerful fleet in the Black Sea, or
any other of the most eflective weapons which they
could bave used against the Turkish capital before
the Crimean war. Their flag has been driven from
the Black Sea, and the Turkish fleet holds the
Bosphorus, That in such circumstances n Russian
army could capture it from the Jand side is an idea
almost preposterous for discvssion. Even if we
assume that the Czar's troops had crossed the
Danube, masked Widdin, Rustchuk, and Silistrin,
forced the great position of Shumla, crossed the Bal-
kans, snd rteached Adrinuople, the enterprise
would scarcely be commeunced. The lacd side of
Constantinople would be barred with earthworks
long before the Russians could reach Adrianople, and
the Turks must have strangely degencrated since
they defended Silistria if, aided by their ships, they
could not hold one of the strongest positions in the
world against any force that Russia could mass in
front of its walls. Bat, of course, they would not
defond it alone. Germany could not permit the
gates of the Bosphorus, and thus the freedom of
the Danube to be at the mercy of Russia. Austria
would forbid such a conquest for reasons at least
as percraptory as the motives that would guide this
country. It could not be permitted by powers
which, like Italy and France, have a great naval
stake in the Mediterrancan,”

RIVAL BISHOPS.
There is a storm in the Protestant Church
of Scotland. The Catholic Times of Liverpool
thus describes the state of the ecclesiastical

atmosphere :— :

«The ' Episcopal Church of Scotland’ is in a
peculiar position, It posturcs as the direct and
lineal representative of the pre-Reformation Church,
and, at the same time, is. in acknowledged com-
munion with the Church of England.

RUSSIAN TROOPS.

The special correspondent of the London
Standurd, writing from Jassy on April 24th,
deseribes the appearance of the Russian troops
as they pass in review before the Xmperor.

¢ Hearing on my pasiage down the anube that
the Fmperor Alexander was expected to arrive
shortly at Kisceneff, and would pass in review the
various corps of his Army of the South, I deter-
mined to be present. Punctually at five the Im-
perial tmin, which had been preceded by another
containing the cavalry escort, drow up at the sta-
tion, and from the Imperial carriage stepped forth
the easily-recognized figura of th¢ LZmperor. The
ladies strewed his path from the carriage to the
waiting-room with flowers, and the assembled crowd
greetod him with the well-known Ruesian ¢ hurrah.'
“ $now had been falling, and the rain poured down
in torrents, despite of which the crowd moved off
to the review ground as they best could in the wake
of the Imperial party. The Emperor having passed
down the linc amid the cheersof the army returned
to the saluting point, about a verst from the mil.
way statlon, to witneas the march-past. The Cuzar
might well feel proud of his trocps, fortheir appear.
ance lefi little ta be desired. Though the ground
had become a slippery mire, the movements were
executed with precision, and the marching of the
infuntry was to the most critical eyo faultless. The
field batterics, as well ag those attaclied to thecav-
alry, are cquipped with brass guns, and tho general
appearance, if not showy, was serviceable. The
cavalry consisted of Cossacks, hlans, and Hussars,
well mounted, The total on the field was about
25,000, all told, and 48 gune. Immediately the
march past was concluded, tho Emperor returned
to the station, where Le made a short address to
the generals and their staff, and without more dolay
proceeded to his carriage, when, after taking an
affectionate leave of his son, he left at seven for
Kisehonefl

BISHOP OF TORONTO ON THE POPE'S
JUBILEE.

To the Venerable Clergy, Religious Communities,
and beloved Laity of Qur Diocese, salvation and
peace in Qur Lord :

On the third of June unext the Church of Christ
will give another exhibition of its Cntholicity in cc-
lebrating the Episcopal Jubilee of its head on earth,
our Holy Father PopePius IX. What other sovereign
or personnge in the whole world could be surround-

million of spiritual children, scattered over the en-
tire globe, but Christ’s Vicar on earth, who may be
well termed the universal Father of the TFaithful.
Christians who disown his authority proclaim them-
selves as not belonging to the Catholic and Apos-
tolic Church. .

1t is meet for us to celebrate this festival with
all religious joy and devotion, but as our Holy
Father is in difficulties and in chains for Jesus
Christ, therefore, we must mingle our joy with
prayers and supplications to God for his deliver-
ance, .

A NEW CHURCH.
BLEessING OF A CORNER-STONE AT St. CUNEGONDE.

. This interesting ceremony took place on Tuesday
in the presence of a vast concourse of spectators, in
all aboul three thousand persons Leing present.
The new church is situated at the corner of Bouna-
venture and Vinet streets. The walls are already
raised to a height of 7 or 8 feet. Itis Leing built
of blue limestone, upon foundations of great {hicke
nees. The basement is expected to be finished in
October next, and will then be oocupied for public
worship, It is impossible to say, 25 yet, when the
building will be completely finished.

The dimepsions areto be as follows : —Length, 160
feet ; breadth, 80 feet ; heigkt, 30 feet ; tower, when
completed, 120 feet. The total cost is estimated ot
$30,000; cost of basement, $5,000. The front is to
be of cut stone. Precisely at three o'clack, the time:
appointed for the ceremony to commence, the pro-
cession left the church of St. Cunegonde, in Delisle
street, in the following order : St. Henri band ; Mgr.
Fabre, bishop of Montreal, and clergy; choristers,
St. Vincent de Paul Benevolent Socicty, Members
of the Council of St. Cunegonde acd St, Houri, men
of the congregations of St. Cusegonde and St.
Henri, )

The streets nlong the route of tho procession
were profusely decorated with flage, as were also
the walls of the new structure, On the north side
of the building a roomy platform bad heen crected,
in the centre of which wasalarge evergreen cross,
bearing upon it the insignia of the Catholic Church
in Canada. The procession baviog arrived at the
Church, His Lordship was conducted to a raised
dais nt the left hand side of the platform, sur-
rounded by bis clergy. The proceeding was open-
ed by prayer by the Bisbop, after which addresses
were made by Revs. Louleau end Salmon. The
following was the substance of his discourse:—All
Christians ought to placenl] their enterprises under
the protection of heaven, To-doy 2 mouument was
being erccted which would play an imporsant part
in their future history as Catholics and citizens. In
this temyple would be taught the fear of God, and
the marvels of His goodness would be exhibited.
Here there would be union ot soul, of belief, of
heart, aud there would also be participation in the
sacrements, whether in days of sadness or of joy.
The Sovereizn Pontift' asked that the true faith
should flonrish here together with (he fear of God
and his united praiges. Such was the mission of this
temple in regard to the true faith. e spoke upon
the consequences of the loss of faith in Europe, and
dwelt on the fact that it had saved Canada. The
fenr of the Lord was the beginning of wisdom; it
kept.man in the good way, nnd preserved him from
the evil.

The Rev. Fauther Salmon, in opening bis dis-
course, said that the ceremony which his bearers
had come to-day to witness was both solemn and.
impressive ; it was calculated to re-animate their-
veneration and devotion. The crection ofa build--
ing or temple in which to worship God wns
ono of the greatest ncts which it could be pere
mitted poor fallen mau to do. The bountiful
Saviour whom we shall worsbip within these
walls, had blessed nus with all manner of gond. He
referred to the npproaching ceremonies, aud soid
his Lordship wuuld, in a few moments, deposit the
&tone, and af'-ywards would bless it in order that
Christ miet.t come and protect this houase, and as-
5tst your ru your worship, He shall pray that you
be give ., strength of body and seul, The stone
will 1o placed with the praver that the true fuith
may niways remain and flomish, His Lordship
il thien bless you and the building, aad this will
close this interesting ceremomy. ‘[he reverend
geatleman concluded oy inviting all to contribute -
liberally to the gond wortk.

MASS ON THE GREAT DEEP. )

At five oo Sunday morning, April 22ud, the altar
was erected in the turward end of the saloon. Priest
after priest gains his first experience of ofiering up
the Holy Sacrifice on the waters.

We thought tha vessel
was “ coviog in' She stoppedabout five hundred
miles from New York, There was mystery and
doubt for a while ; then it was ascertained that the
shaft of the screw was broken. The wheel of the shaft
revolved three hundred timea a minute. No resist-
ance ; the machinery was in danger. We thought
of returning to New York; the wind was not favor-
able, It wasformally determined by the Captaln
and passengers to steer, under sail, for England.
We have two hundred tons of meat on board for
English market ; no fear of want of provisions. Wi
look out far a passing ship to bring the tidings to
our friends. 7The weatheris calm. We are more
silent, but pleagant. Wehope, if adverse contin-
grencies do not arise, to reach Liverpool from New
York in less than a month.

Two o'clock—Exercise as on Sunday. Monday
night—General depression ; fog; heavy sea; little
wind ; two miles an hour or less; ladies perfectly
cool and courageous ; men serious; tacking south-
ward ; officers and crew cool.

POLTROONE,

At 11 o'clock on Tuesday, April 24th, we sighted
a French steamer, about eight miles distaant. We
hoisted our flags; the Frenchman answered, but
then pssszd on.

LECTURE. :

ROME AND HER PONTIFF, ¥
The following is a synopsis of a lecture on
the ubove subject delivered in Pembroke, on
the 10th inst,, in favor of the Convent of Mary
Immaculate in that town, by the Revd. Father
St. Lawrence, O.M.I, Professor of Literature

and Eloquence in the College of Ottawa:—

ment, The large numbers in which you have come
hither this evening affdrd ample testimony of the
llvely interest whick you take in “Rome and Her
Pontiff.” It is highly justand reasonablo that it
should Le go. We lhouid samen and as Christiane
have little kindred feellng with the world at large
did we manifest indifference to the noble objects of
attention which at present attract the gaze of all
mankind. Nor Is the end for which you have been
assembled unworthy of the occasion. Tho charit-
able ladics who in your midst have devoted their
lives to God and hitherto labored to lessen the bur-
then of life for the ignorant and the distressed,
come this evening inthe person of the speaker to
enlist your sympathies and your aid in their own
behalf and to offer for your pleasure a glande at the
city of God’s choice and at the rcpresentative of
His goodness, '

To form a just estimate of Rome and Her Pontiff
we must not content ourselves with that too com-
mon appreciation thercof given in our own day.
We had better take a retrogpective wiew of our
subject and trace Rome from its early position to
its present state,

Under the Ca:sars the Queen of the West was dis-
tinguished for her unrivalled strength, and unity,
and prosperity. Under the Pontiffs her Eternal
City is renowned as the source whence peace, the
offspring of security, and unily, aud happiness flow
foriii to all the world. As Pagan Rome, though of
obscure origin, rose toa height of dignity unequal-
led by any other nation, a0 Christian Rome, found-
ed by an humble apostle, Las attained an cminence
unexampled by any other instituticn, There were
definable limits to the Roman World, or to the
physical dominion of Pagan Rome, but her empire,
—her sway,—her influence wasbounded only by the
extremities of the known world. So bas it been
with Christian Rowme., Whilst she claims certain
nations as her own to whom &he bas extended her
own rights and privileges, and whom she governs
by her own laws, she is endowed with an frresist-
ivle power, by which she acquires foreign territory,
and pushes her spiritual conquests to the farther-
most ends of the carth. Thero are, as there were
to Pagan Rome regions hostile to her power; bat
even therein, she is respected, il not through love,
at least through policy.

By ber physical position in the heart of one of
the most highly favored countries of the werld,
beiog situated in the centre of a land protected by
the Mediterranean and the Alps. Rome is natur-
ally endowed withall the requiremeats of a power-
ful nation. Her rivers became veins by which the
entire system communicated with the heart, and
received all that was needed for Inxurious existence,
They bore into the great artery of the Mediterranean
and thereby distributed to all the members of the
Roman body the social, political and intellectual
efements for which Rome was so distinguished. To
this source may be traced that security for which
Pagan Rome was remarkable both at home and
abroad. Her strength lay in her unlty, and her
progperity was their offspring. Whithersoever
Rome weut, barbarity fled before ber ; forests dis-
appeared, rivers becawe navigable, and cities sprang
up. To this doy monuments of the civilization
which Augustus and Agrippa introduced even into
France and Spain, Lear witness tothe bencficent
influence of Pagan Rome upon the world. The
ruins of Droidism still proclaim how Tiberius sub-
jugated the barbarous Britons and planted in the
laud the standard of Rome and civilization, The
impress of her strength and of her security was
left on that last conquest, and is to-day the char-
acteristic of tho Driton in war and in peace. But
Ronme conquered rather for the benefitof the van-
quished than for the glory of victory. She indeed
subjugated her enemies by her stupendous power ;
but she charmed them by her superiority and ennobl-
ed them by the advautages of allinnce with herself,
She reorganized them and conferred upon them
peace and unity which should reign in their midst
and sccure for them all the blessings of civilization.
Thus was Pagan Rume by her physical power, her
political unity, and her social prosperity the pro-
totype of that Christian Romo whose spiritual power
is frresistible, whose unity is indestractible, and
whose prasperity is supernatural and cternal. Thus
were Caesar and Avgustus raised up by an all-wise
Providence to concuer and rule that they might
civilize the world for the reign of thelowly fisher-
men of Betbsaida, Thus did great Rome in her
pride and her beauty fall; but she fell into the
hands of Christian Rome only to be exalted far
above her former digonity., Thus did Rome remain
the Qucen of the West, the sovereign power and
become the Bternal City. Henceforth was she des-
tined to carry her glorious banners more triumph-
autly under the pastoral staff of the humble Gal-
lilean and his representatives, than she ever bore
them vnder the sceptre of Cicsar and his successors.
Thus in Christian Rome was perfected that civiliza-
tion the rude begioning of which was the glery of
Pagan Rome, Regenerated by the waters of Bap-
tisin and clothed in the garments of grace, she felt
a new life and wore a new beauty that have not
waned with time, but have unto this day attracted
the admiration of men and the blessing of God.
Henceforth shoneout with new vigor the qualities
of Rome. Neither the Elbe por the Tigria before
which her soldiers halted of yore shall be n barrier
to them in the future. Armed, not with the sword,
but with the word of God, and bearing, not the
engles of Casar, but the cross of Christ, she shall
go forth and plant the standard of Salvation upon
every land made holy Dy the blood of the Lamb of
God. Henceforth ber peace shall be, not an inter-
nal security maintained by armies, but a peace
which the world cannot give; her unity sball be,
not & political cohesion of divers states, but a unity
of belief, and of hope, and of love; het prosperity
shall be, nat earthly, transiiory riches, but spizitual
‘and eternal treasures. Ier laws shall no longer be
the code of the twelve tables but the command-
ments of God. Her baths shall bs, not marble
basins luxuriously kept for the health of the body,
but fonts of everlasting life for the soul. Her
places of public resort shall be, not amphitheatres,
the scene of brutal sports, but the temples of tl.xe
true God where gouls shall strive in prayer to gain
an eternal recompense. No longer shall there be
inoumerable shrines, and divinities, but only one
God, and one Church, whose representutive shall be
unto the end, oue Roman Pontiff.

Such, Ladies and Gentlemen, is a faint sketch of
Rome as she was and as sheis. As we attribute to
her rulérs the glory of Pagan Rome, 80 must we
with greater justice accord to the Sovercign Pontiff
the merit of having raised Christian Rome to that
perfuction in which she is theadmired of the world,
Tothe stranger, or the superficial observer, ghe may
seem changed. Yes! It is said that Rome has de-
clined, and thatsne is at present tottering to her
fall. Were she depending upon such strength as
they cnn boast who taunt her so, long ago must s_he
have fallen, But Christian Rome is not maintain-
od by the weak hand of man. She isadivine in-
stitution supported and defended by the strong
right arm of God, When the furious Atilla bch_eld
her clothed in the majesty of her pontiff, he with-
drew in respect from her gates. When'the saorile-
gious band of Bonaparte was raised against her, all
the powers of Europe were neccssary to turn it to
liis own destruction, Is it then rtensonable,even

to thinkithat the ubited strength of Europe which
gcarcely sufliced to vanquish a powerless enemy of
the pontificate, can provail against unconquerable
Rome ; that'the puny instruzent which the secrct
powers of darkneds ars using in the person of
Emmanuel to uodermine the power-"ot' ‘God, can
have any’ other end than ths ignominious destruc-
tion which has ever been the ot of sll inveterate
rebels against the authority.of the Most 'ngb ?
Wherefors are the eyes of the world so auxiously

turned to Rome fo-day? They are watchiug tho
glgantio struggle between heaven and earth, between
good and evil, between light and darkness; but the
light must prevail. Do they not see as of old the
Sun which should long since have sunk below the
horizon of human life by a very miracle of God
stayod In its course? Lo they not know thatthe
Leader of God's people is upon the mount with
hands uplifted in continual intercession for His
people? Do they not geo that already the band of
God has been made visible apainst bis enemies, and
that before long tho night of death and perpetual
darkness ghall enshroud thelr destruction? Both
the friends and the enemies of Rlome are watching
the course of events in that most hallowed spot of
earth ; for, it ig in the holy City itsel( that the bat.
tlo rages most flercely, Her friends look upon her
with admiration, with confidence and with love.
They see in her ranks the noblest men of the human
race. It is rare to find men living in all theirnoble-
ness; but they are fonnd in Rome, At their head
stands the naobleat of the noble of the earth, who is
In mind the master of what is true and of what is
just, of what is good and of what is beautiful, and
who preserves in hisg heart the love of every age for
what is justly worthy of esteem. It is he whoin
virtue of his sacred character governs the minds
aud hearts of men thronghont the world. It is he
who at present warns and threatens the leaders who
walk in dsrkness, aud allow themselves in evil
doing.

In eaying this of Pius the Ninth I but describe
the action of every Roman Poutiff concerniog the
Liberty and Independence of Rome. They must
labor under grievous error who would insinnate
that he has made any innovation upon those
depositorics of truth which are the eternal and un.
changeablo lights bestowed by God to cnlighten
the world. Pius the Ninth upholds to-day all that
the Pontiff of Rome has maintuined in cvery age,
and notking more; viz, the liberty and indcpen-
dence of the Church. He declares what the great
St. Anselm also announced who said that God loves
nothing more than the liberty of his Church. He
malutains what Popes Gregory and Innocent the
Third maintained so heroically in theit gigantic
struggles ngainst princes and emperors who strove
to rob the church of her spiritunl riches, He
defends the liberty aud independence of his tem-
poral dominions, as they strove wha were themselves
the founders of his dynasty. To-day e withstands
the cncroachments of Germnnic despotivm which
would fain reduce Europe to its primitive stato of
barbarism. Bat despite the unwearied efforts of his
enemlies, the aspect of Rome remains essentially
unchanged ; for, she is inseparably one with that
divine Institution of which Christ spoke when He
said—* The gates of hell shall not prevail against
thee.” Rome is stil], as the has ever be>n, and [as
she shall remsin unto the end of time, the repositary
of eternal truth. She still ngserts ag ber right the
same liberty and tho same independence ns she
asserted under her Pontiffs Gregory and Innocent.
Undoubtedly she has atill her ecnemics great,
numerous, and persevering a8 of old ; but Pius the
Ninth has, by divine aid, shown himeself eminently
cqual to the dangers ard emergencies of his reign.
He Las comUatted long and gloriously the enemies
external and internal of the Clinrch, and Rome
stands to-day tbat house placed upon thuv height
which whilst the wind beat it, and the storms
assail it, by its firmness attracts the adwiration and
tho praise of every beholder, AR it is testified, the
bistory of Rome is the Listory of civillzation; the
history of civilization is tha history of Christinnity ;
the history of Chrrstianity is the history of Catho-
licity ; the history of Cathollcity is the history of
the Pontificato, and the Listory of the Pontificate
with all its wonders and its splendors iz the history
of one and every Pope sent by God to solve all
great religiousand social difficulties for the benefit
of mankiud, and in accordance with the designs of
Providence. In keeping with this historic truth,
will you, therefore, Ladics and Gentlemen, expect
to find the character of our great and glorlous pre-
sent Pontilf of Rome, Pope Piusthe Niath.

The arm of God is not ghortened. The Almighty
has cminently endowed the present Pontifi with
the qualitics which should adorn and which have
adorned every representative of His divine Son in
the chair of Peter. That trait of unsbakable firm-
ness, emblematic of {hat falth, strong and true,
which has ever distinguished the long serles of Pon-
tiffs, that have aderned the Church, and, therefore,
Rome by their lives is admirably visible in Pius the
Ninth through that holy confidence, of which his
words and actions have ever been the expressious.
#The Faith,” says he, ¢ accepts no compromise
It is neither vague nor uncertnin, but clear and de.
fined. Itis by its nature exclusive ; but charity ia
expansive, including all” And, again, sceing un.
usunl troubles for the Church, he expresses his con-
victionsin this wise: “ It is growing dark arourd
us; but God will not pennit His Faith, His Justice
and His Right to be destroyed.” Alluding to fur-
ther troubles, ke says: “ Ere lang the Lord will
arise and command the wind nnd the waves, and
then shall ensue a great calm.” In the same strain
he oncesaid, “ 1 may die; but the Pontificate shall
last unto the end of time. St. Peter wag crucified,
but the Popeis living still.* Such is the strength,
such is the faith, such is the holy contidence which
enables Pius the Ninth to warn and to punish even
the Kings and Emperors of the world, Men take
umbrage at his actions, because he alone has the
courage and the power to act 8o uncommonly, Dut
he will not bend to concession. He will make no
comptromigse. No! not even to prevent the loss of
his temporal dominions. He himself alluding
thereto says: ¢ It is pot the loss of our temporal
power which causes us greatest angush, The per-
version of men's minds is our most cruel afiliction.”
Combined with that firmness which no tribula-
tion or persecution can shake, there iz found in Pins
the Ninth, as father of the falthiul, ull the mildnces
and meekness of the best of parents. Were you not
familiar with them I might here cite many striking
instances of such for your edification. DBut suffice it
to say that his every-day life furnishes ample proof
of what I assert. Whilst he withatands the re-
quests of kings and of emperors, he hearkens daily
to the supplications of the needy and the distressed.
These are traits which are illustrative of strengih

-and unity and happiness ; for they are prompted by

the divine virtues of Faith, of Hope,and of Charity.

Behold the condition of his city to-day, Lereft of his
government, and shackled by the presence of an im-
pious usurper! Her wonted peace has fled. Dis-

cord and ¢sime pollute Ler atmosphere and dese-
crate her holy places, The penalty of death con-

tinually paraded before the public gaze is found an

inadequate incentive for the maintenance of social
order. This is the abomination of desolation stand-
ing in tho holy place. How different was the siate
of Rome when governed by the clemency of Pius
the Ninth! He himeelf has eaid that it afflicts him

to tolerate the punishment even of a criminal. Like
His Heavenly Master, he wins men to righteous-
ness rather by tender mercy than by rigorous jue-
tice. By his long experlence he has proved to the
world that the laws founded upon the laws of God
are the only sure means of securing social order,
and promoting the tempors! as well as the eternal
well-being of mankind, And this is the king
whom the world would dethrone ! This is the leader
whom the world would cast aside!” The rabble cry

The world is cuvious of
the spot of earth which is sheltered by the Vatican,
Bat its ravenous appetite shall never by satisfied,
for the temporal power of the Sovereign Pontiff ig
the guarantee of the spiriteal indopendence of the
Church. It is not adhered to for its own sake. Plus
the Ninth has sald, “I am not coucerned about
rqyllty for royalty's sake ; butin the order of Pro-
vidence the liberty of the Church is icdissolubly
allied to the Poutifical monarchy. Aly ambitionis
to maintain amongit my people the spirit of falth,
and the spirit of love to teach them respect and
obedience, and to glve to the princes of the earth an
example of what s right and just, Therefore, it is
that the Pope has need of his kingdom. To that
kingdom no one else can lay claim. Ishall pro-
claim justice and truth to the end.”

The throne which men are #0 eager to destroy
shall never be overturned, Its fall would shake to
th_e ground every throne in Christondom. The
princeg of the world, no doubt, have received their
crowns from God, and shall one day be obliged to
lay them at the feet of the Klog of Kinga. If they
would render a pleasing account thereof to their

They
must, with the entiro world to-day, admire that
calmuess 80 expressive of security, and that peaca
of soul, that Lappiness which ever distinguished
the Poutiff of Rome, {.ike his predecessora he has
Lad, aud has still, untold difficultics to overcome,
and like them ho has succeeded gloriously to the
present, and like them ho will be finally victorious.
Dut as jt ia the duty of the ruler of God’s people to
lead in the battles of the Lord, so fs it the obliga-
tion of his subjects to combat maufally at big side,
and without counting their enemies, to place their
confideace in God, to whom in Ilis justice they may
certainly leok for victory.

the conclusion that O'Donoghue had been treated as he
deserved
Now, sir, you accuse me of being a traitor to the
cause for which 1 have lost everything, but my good
name, and you have, in your mock sympathy, des-
troyed that by representing mo a8 repdy and willing
to play the role of informer, in order to purchage
the privilege of being allowed to return to Canada
unmolested, In my pative country, which is yours

Going therefore, teach all na-
tions! Baptizing them in the name of the Fa-
ther, and of the Son, and of the Iloly Ghost :

I have commanded you; and behold I am with
you all days, even, to the consummation of the
world”—did He then fully explain the Mystery
of the Trinity. No! The Mgystery of the
Trinity is in the keeping of God alone, Man is
incapable of understandingit. All that man can
be brought to realize is that the Trinity cxists,
he cannot fathom the whynor the wherefore,
God would be no longer infinite, if he could
be understood by man—if ¢ the paragon of ani-
mals” could grasp in his feeble brain all the
mysteries of Ilis divine intellect and will.
Reason can never attain the power of under-
standing this great mystery, in which the most
strict unity in one God exists, with the most
distinet Trinity of subsisting persons. To
give man the power of understanding this great
mystery would be to make mana God, and
sceptics of every hue wonder that this is not
done. Christ himself tells us, in Matthevw, that
man cannot understand the Trinity,. and men
such as Ramsay and Abelard, who affirmed
that it was demonstratable to the human mind
must even have no method in their folly. The
mystery of the Trinity isin God's keeping, it
is impenetrable to man, and can never be re-
vealed to him, until he enters his futurz state.
Still we are not without some knowledge of
what the Trinity is. It is so far revealed that
we are cnabled to understand the incarnation
of the Son of God, and the mystery of our re-
demption, which form the basis- for the funda.
mental artioles of our faith. Tn the mystery
of the Trinity we arebaptized ; in the mystery
of the Trinity our missionaries are sent forth
to “teach all nations,” and in the mystery of
the Trinity we are made Christians, the ¢ light
of this glory and the figure of this substance.”
But still we cannot explain what the Trinity
is. Ve know it, yet we understand it not,
‘We know there are not three God’s but only
one God—three in one—distinct, yet not dis-
tinct—and equally infinate, co-eternal,—each
omnipotent, yet baving but one undivided
will, and understanding, What then is the
Trinity? Theologians know; and yet they do
not know. They know the Trinity exists yot
it baffles man’s comprehension to understand.
Tt is likened to the soul, which possesses three
distinet faculties, the will, memory, and under-
standing, and yet:there is but one substance,
It is likened to the sun, for init are light, rays
and heat, all coeval to the sun itself, but the
simile becomes in;perf&cgr-upop & moment’s con-

sideration, -No.gimile can explain, no figure
oan illustrate this great mystery of the Trinity
" —three divine persons having all one individu-
‘al essenco or nature: ~ It-is-a mystery of
" mysteries, as the prophet Jeremiahi said, *it is
+ the mystery of the incomprehensible Trinity.”
! This ineffable mystery is thus closed 'to ‘man.

It is God's will that this should
be 8o, and all that Catholics can do is to bow
before the awful Presence— and when like
Christian men we face the grim " terrors of cer-
tain death, we may ¢ go forth Christian soul,
in the name of the Father who created thec,
of the Son who suffered for thec, and of the
Holy Ghost who sanctified thee,”

NOT EDUCATED!

We rejoico to notice that the Irish Catholics
of the Dominion are awakening to a sense of
their political ostracism, We notice, here and
there, symptoms of a good time coming, whea
Irish Catholics will make a long pull, and a
strong pull, and a pull altogether. Union is
becoming the watchword everywhere. 1lle-
formers and Conservatives are being alike
shewn up, and the Irish Catholics are exclaim-
ing * a plague on both their houses.” Between
the two stools the Irish Catholics have up to
this come to the ground, They have been
used by both parties just to answer the contin-
gencies of the hour, They have been treated
here just as their fathers were treated by the
Imperial House of Commons—they have always
been right good fellows to the Opposition, Dis-
raeli out of officc denmounced the coercion laws
as being the ¢ most cruel in Europe’’— Disraeli
in office, when reminded of this merely said
that «things had changed since then.” Like
father, like child; as it is in Eogland so it is
ia (‘anada,—Pat is a very good boy, to the Up-
position. He gets plenty of promises but few
of rewards. Before the law he is of course
¢equal,” in the region of hard fuets he isa politi-
cal pariah, a very leper with every man’s hand
agaiost him. To-day, however, we rejoice that
both Reformersand Conservatives arc coming
in for their share of theiadignation of the Irish
Catholics of the Dominion. From the first
moment we took the editorial management
of this journal, we have done our best to in-
culcate this very feeling which is now hap-
pily finding expression in the ranks of our peo-
ple. We have been schooled in British poli-
tics and we koow how much Liberals or Con-
servatives care for anything that is Irish and
Catholic. Wegrant that noble exceptions from
time to time come to the front, but take them
all in al), it is almost six of one and half-a-dozen
of the other. Neither one party mor the other
give political equality to the Irish Catholics
of the Dominion. There is indced equality
before the law, but there is none in prac.
tical life, 'The letter we publish from Mr,
O'Hanly of Ottawa furnishes an illustration in
support of the arguments we have been for nearly
five months advancing. That letter sustains us
in our views of the ostracism our people suffer
in Protestant Ontario, where upwards of
200,000 Irish Catholics are without a
a singlo representative in the Parliament of the
Dominion. The Globe and the Gazette admit
that we have not our due share of representa-
tion. It cannot be denied, but it is attempted
to explain it away. The Globe says that our
people are ¢ not educated,” and that that fact
alone is the cause of their ostracism from poli-
tical power. 'This is the only reply the Glode
has made to Mr. O'Hanly'’s letter. OQur re-
ply is this—Will the Globe imform us if Mr.
O'Hanly or Mr. Waller are educated up to
the requirements, and were they not objected
o, not because of their want of education for
that could mnot be advanced, but bLecause
they were Irish Catholics. Here are two gen-
tlemen of position, education and ability, plain-
ly told that they would not get the Protestant
vote—remember—Ubecause they were Irish Ca-
tholics. How does the Glole account for that?
Are there no educated Irish Catholics in Great
Britain, where 2,000,000 of our people are with-
out a representative in the Imperial House of
Commons, Ilow will the Globe account for
that? Was not Lord Robert Montagu an
educated man and a member of the Imperial
Parlinment for an English Constituency before
he became a convert, and was he not kicked
out-because he became a Catholic ? How will
the Globe account for that ? It is an insult to
our people to say that it is because of their
want of edueation that they are not properly
represented in Parliament, and if we were in-
clined to retaliate we could name some repro-
sentatives who are not Irishmen, snd who
neither bring dignity nor learning to the Coun-
cils of the Dominion. Of course the Glole
professes friendship to the Irish Catholics, that
is it wishes to sccure a continuance of their
support.- But we think the temper of the times
predict another result, and Irish Catholics will
no longer allow themselves to be hoodwinked
into a blind support of party when principle is

Wo are not treated as Cana-
dians, but we are treated as Irish Catholics,
and as Irish Catholics we have a right to treat
our opponents to measure for measure, We
would rejoics at the extinetion of race and ereed
hostility in this country, but that extinction
never can take place until the Irish Catholics
are practically as well as theorotically treated like
the best men in the Dominion, But it is not
only the Reform party, for it is the Conserva-
tive party as well that treats the Irish Catholics
thus. If Protestant Cutario sends our people
to tho right about, Catholic (Juebeo is not free
from blame. We cannot forget that out of a
Legislative Council of 26 members, there is
not an Irish Catholic in the number, and here
“ education” canuot be pleaded as the cause.
There are at present three vacancies in the
Leégislative Council, and yet no Irish Catholic
is appointed, while six Protestants represent
the P’rotestant minority. What then are the
Lrish Catholics to do? Cut off by Reformers
and Conservatives alike, there is, in our opinion,
but onc manly course to adopt—and that is
where we can, to form a party of our own.
When these questions are brought up, both
Reformers and Clpnservatives should be put
aside, and our people standing under one united
banner can wrench concesssions from their
opponents, This is the policy we are forced
to adopt, and it is, we are assured the only
means by which we can bricg the two parties
to their renses,

FRANCE.

For the past few days the alarm bell has
been sounding in the press, and France has been
declared to be, for certain, on the verge of
another revolution, The President of the Re
public has thought it proper to accept the resig-
nation of his ministers in consequence of a let-
ter thatdispleased them. Then the cry went
forth that McMahon was an enemy to the Re-
public and desired to overthrow its institutions,
Meanwhile a new ministry, principally of Mon.
archists is formed, Paris becomes agitated, the
boulevards are scoured all day and all night
with troops, and the Communists look joyous
over the expectant distribution of ¢ Liberty,
equality, and fraternity,” But what was the
President to do? The Ministry of the Left
resigns, and he forthwith calls for a Mioistry
from the Right. 'This is Constitutional usage,
and cnough is known of Marshal 3MeMahon to
warrant the opinion, that he is a Constitution-
alist above all, We may rest assured that
whatever happens there will be little or no tur-
moilin France. McMahon has won the con-
fidence of the army, and with that he is mas-
ter of the situation, and it is well for France
that he is so.

THR WAR.

People wonder at the slow progress of the
Rumian troops. In Europe they have not yet
cromed the Danube, while in Asia they have
not yet completely invested Kars. Ardahan
bas indeed fallen into their hands, but the Cir-
castians are in rovolt, and the Black Seaisa
mere Turkish lake. But we think the progress
has not been s0 slow at all, Tho Russians are
operating in a hostile and a diffiealt country.
Kars will, in due time, be completely invested,
and the garrizon will bo starved into submis-
sion, IRusia should bo abls to spare enough
men to do this and to iavest Trebezund and
Erzeroum as well. We must remember that
only e portion of the IRussian troope are in the
field, while Turkey is draining her resources
to the last man. In Asia the work of cogquest
will, we think, be pretty certain, butin Europe
there is a far more difficult task to accomplish,
The Danube will, no doubt, scon bo crossed,
but when crossed the IRussians have to reduce
Rustchuk, Silistria, Varna, Shumla, which
form tho TurkishjQuadralateral, and which, if
capable of a good defence, must seriously re-
tard the Russian march. But even here, if
Russia brings all her forces into the field, she
should be able to hold the garrison in check by
formidable earthworks, while the main army
could still push on to the objective point,
Adrianople. Russian troops might not be able
to reduce the Quadralateral, but they could
safely iovest it, and oncejat Adrianopole, the
goal is reached and the war would be at an
cand. These contingencies we think are not
only feasable but they are likely, and if Russia
is able to put a million and a quarter of men
in the ficld, the chances arc that they will be
carried out, Turkey may give Rlussia a good

Turkish victory.

It had, preceding Confedor-
ation, been represented in the Legislature success-
ively by Messrs, Johnson, Stewart, Scott, L..c-
Lachlan, Fielding, Protestants; Scott, Catholic;
Currier, Protestant; St. Jeap, Catholic, In the
Local Legislature by Messre, Scott and O’Donoghue
Catholics. No Irish Catholic here, though we’
should never have a member in the Commons
wished ta deprive the Protestants of their member §
all they wanted is that he should be a Liberal instead
of a Conservative, They set to work to get one.
They were allowed to manipulate the thiug as they
pleased in their own fashion, we aiding thqn by
our suggestions they utlerly failed in getting n
candidate, and were ubout abaudoning the contest
when some proposed, rather than let the election
go by default, that no Irishman should be run ; and
they were met with the declaration that oo Pro-
testant Dleformer could be got to vote for him,
although in ult the Protestant Reformers cousist of
not more than one-sixth of the whole Liberal vote,
Like the dog in the manger, ¢ they will not eatthe
hav nor let the ox eat it.” .

Let us now consider on what presumptive right
these pretensions are founded. Previous to the
well nssured fall of the late Government, there was
not for the preceding twenty years o baker's dozen
of Protestant Reformers in this city, so far as they
could be detected by any outwasrd manifestation.
Sir John A. Macdenald'’s famous declaration in 1872
thata #Clear Grit” could not be elected evenasa
pound-keeper in Ottawn was literally correct; and
he might have added, that if the generous impulse
scized the good people it would be hard to ¢ seare
up” the Grit. But 50 soon as they found Sir John's
ship sinking they deserted in droves, as they \\5111
agnin Mackenzie’s when they smell disaster, which
they can with as delicate an instinct asa vulture
carrion, These pseudo-Liberals aided in the election
of Dr, St. Jean in 1874, But, true to their instinct,
with nll their might they opposed Mr. O'Donoghue
in 1875, although Mr. Mowat's pronounced candid-
ate, ‘I'his is tho alpha and omega of their clain.

Contrast this with the generous treatment of Peo-
testants by Catholic communities. Nor have we
far to travel for un illustration; just to cross the
Suspension Dridge into the Irovince of Quebec,
There we find the counties of Ottawa and Pontiag,
coustituting the Inkerman division, of which ac-
i:ordlng to the last census the population is as fol-

been represented by a Cathqlic, and the county of-

Ottawa rarely. What an ioscrutable power ‘the
deep water channel of the Ottawa River possesses!

Hie thee now across the Atlantic waves, and ob-.
serve men and . things. ~ Protestant Great Britain
(England, Scotland, and ‘Wales) with & representa-
tion ¢f 553 mombers in the House of Commons, has
not one Catholic.among the number, although her
Catholic- populution exceeds two- millions,” Now,
Jjump across the Irish Ses,and contrast things there
with the mighty nstion you. have just left behind.

Protestants are about.three-quarters of a million,
and they have about half the representation in the
Commons and I believe the whole in the L ords.
(Lord save us from such despotism!) Again, com-
pare Catholic with what is, by a misnomer, called
i Protestant North"'—for an absolute majority of the
people of Ulster is Catholic, although an odious law
::;vetts the minority into a majority of the electo-

Ulster never sent a Catholic to Parliament. It is
to me a sincere caure'bf gratulation that Catholic
Ireland (Munster, Leinster, and Connaught) hasa
better record, and that she sends many Protestants
to Parliament, often from constituencies of which
scarcely one per cent, s Protestant, Did she other-
wise I would be ashamed of my country, Moreover,
I doubt if there ia a Protestant constituency in Ire-
land which since the Union has sent a Liberal to
the House of Commons, while the Catholic ones
sends none other. There is an exception at pre-
sent. Gallant Tipperary kas, owing to the opera-
tion of an abominable law, the honour of now be-
ing represented by a miscrennt of that persuasion
(Tory). I deliberately call him by that name, for
had ke a particle of hononr or manhood in his bru-
tal carcase, he would not for an bour sit for a con-
stituency which he has no more maral right to re-
present than you have.

Yet, in the face of this testimony we are told ad
nauseam that the Irish have no principles. 1f it is
true that they are led by the priests, it cannot be
deniced that the Irish clergy are Liberals in the best
and broadest acceptation of the term—the noblest
in Europe, Again, turn to Catholic France. "W
find that a considerable number of her deputies are
Protestant, nud why should it be otherwise?
Wherever there is real liberty, that is cquality, it
fss0  Why woald she be so insane as to deprive
herself of the eminent services of her Protestant
children ? They belong to her as much, and being
in a minority they stand most in need of her mater-
nsal protection,

It is clear then that Protestantism is at the root
of this ovil, particularly Scotch Protestantism.
None can accuse me of any bias against the Scotch.
My wife is a Scotch-Canadian, of the best blood of
Scotland, too—alineal descendant of the **Keppoch”
of Culloden. But much as I respect the Scotch, 1
love justice more. Hear what Buckle says on the
Scotch character. New edition, London, Longmans,
Green, & Co,, 1872, vol.iii,, p, 470 :—

“ Knowing that these words will be widsly read
and circulated in Scotland, and averse as I am to
bring on myself the hostility of u nation, for whose
many sterling and valuable qualities 1 entertain
sincere respect, I do, nevertheless, deliberately
affirm, that in no civilized country is toleration go
little understood, and that in none is tho spirit of
bigotry and persccution so extensively diffused. *
* ¢ * ¢+ That there runs through the entire
country a sour and fanatical spirit, an aversion to
innocent gaiety, a disposition to limit the enjoy-
ments of others, and a love of ¢enquiring into the
opinions of them, and of interfering with them,
such as is hardly anywhere else to be found ; while,
in the midst of all this, thero flourishes a national
creed, gloomy and austere to the last degree, n
creed thatis fall of forebodings and threats and
horrors of every sort, and which rejoices in pro-
claiming to mankind how wictched and miserable
they are, how small a portion of them can be
saved, and what an overwhelming majority is ne-
cessarily reserved for excruciating, unspeakable,
and eternal agony.”

Space will not permit any more extracts.  Who-
ever wishes to see further can consult the author,
Now a few extracts on the intolerances of Frooch
Protestantism from the samu nauthor. Vol. 1I,
pp. 56, &c.—

¢ They, (the Protestaut clergy) were not content
to exercise their own religion unless they could
also trouble the religion of others, Their first
step was to call upon the Government to limit the
porformances of those rights which the French
Catholics Iiad long revered as emblems of the na-
tional faith. For this purpose, directly after the
death of Henry 1V, they held a great assembly at
Saumur, in which they formally demanded that no
Catholic processions should beallowed in any town,
place, or castle occupied by the Protestants. As
the Government did not seem inclined to countene
ance this monstrous pretension, these intolerant
sectaries took the law into their own hands. They
not only attacked the Catholic processivns when-
ever they met thewn, but they subjected the priests
to personal Insultg, and even endeavored to prevent
them from administering the sacraments to-the
sick. *.* * At La Hochelle *+ * * they
would not permit the Catholics to have even a
single church ia which to celebrate what for cen-
turfes had been the sole religion of France, and
wasg still the religion of an ¢normous majority of
Frenchmen. * <+ < When Louis XIII, vieited
Pau, he wus not only treated with indignity, as
being an heretical prince, but he found that the
Protestants had not left him a single church, not
one placc in which the King of Frauce, in his own
territory, conld perform tkose devotions which he
Delieved necessary for his futkre ealvation.”

“Pnis was the way in which the French Protest-
ants treated the first Catholic Government which
abstained frora pursecuting them ; the first which
not only allowed them the free exercise of their
religion, but even advauced many of them to offices
of trust and of honor. All this, however, was only
of n piece with the rest of their conduct.  They
who in intellect and numbers formned & miserable
minority of the Freuch nation, claimed n power
which the majority had abandoned, und refused to
concede to others the toleration which they them-
selvesunjoyed.”

“Into ather matters, and even into thdse cou-
nected with the ordinary functions of government,
the Protestants carried the same spirit, although
they formed so small asection of the people, they
attompted to control the sdministration of the
Crown, and by the use of threats .turn all its acts
into their own favor. They would not allow the
State to determine what ecclesinsticnl councils it
should recoguize; they would noteven permit the
King to chovse his own wife:" - ‘ ¢

By way of niding all this, and with the view of
exaaperating still further religious animosities, the
principal Protestunt clergy put forth a series of
works which for bitterness of feeling have bardly
sver been equalled, and which it would certainly
be impossibie to suspass. . The intense hatred with
which they rezarded their Catholic countrymen
can only be fully estimated by those who have
locked into the pamphlets written by the IFrench
Protestants” *  * ‘ * - :

#The rebellion thus raised by the zeal of't.he
Protestants was soon putdown, ¢ * * The
gword had now been drawn ; and the only ques-

This is a curious study—the study of Protestant
intolerance ; and any one wishiog tu pursue it far-
ther had bettar réad Buckle. Even when Protestants
are forced by necessity to make coucessions, they
do it in such a niggardly manner as if they wished,
as far as possibie, to neutralize the beneficial
uffect of the concession. Whenever they take up &
Catholic, théy select the'least worthy or competent,
ng much as to say, * We'll take good care to keep
the best and ablest in the back.ground ;

would faithfully reflect their views, must be ostra-
cised.”

.- The consequence of speaking- thus plainly are
well knawn to me. Iknow that whosoever ventures
to expose thisbigotry and intolerance will be stig-
matized as a fanatic, an enemy of mixed soclety, a
disturber of the peace and harmony that shoald
subsist in a well organized community, just as the
startled burglar shouts  stop thief.” If indifference
constitutes an essential qualification in forming a
verdict, 1 have that quality in o pre-eminent
degree. There does not exist—there cannot exist
—a human being more indifferent to thereligion of
his neighbour than I. Though my oldest son is in
his twentieth year not one of my children ever
heard, or shall hear, me make an invidious distine-
tion between Catholicand Protestant, Mahommedan,
Jow, or Pagan. In my opinion it would be a less
crimo to teach them to pick pockets or rob hen.
roosts than anything subversive of the great moral
precept, * Love one another.” .

If the Reform party is the party of bigotry par
excellence, then there is no room left for me in that
camp. Inmy pamphlet of 1872, on the #I’olitical

Status of Irish Catholics in Canada,” the following:

passage occurs :—* If they (the Reformers) do not
come forth from the ordeal pure and of full weight,
like puro gold tried in the fire, then condemn them,
ana I will heartily join in the condemnation.” You
will probably say that Mr. O'Hanley himself fur-
nishes a complete refutation of his argument, He
coundemns the whole Reform party for the acts of
men whom he knows to be sunshine Reforwers,
aud who would be Tories again to-morruw with o
change of Government. I would notact so illogically;
but the evidence of dissatisfaction is accumulating
day by day, until it has become so overwhelmiog
that the conclusion is inevitable, There is not un
Irisb Liberal from St. Catharines to Cornwall.—men
who hrve grown gray in the ranks of Reform—ex-
cept two, who has not independently come to the
conclusion that there is not room for him in the
Reform camp. I have been amazed, startled, at the
unanimity which exists. I had at oue time thought
that the Jris/ Canadian was only airing the views of
its own fireside, but I am convinced it is the reflex
of the ideas—not the language—of the whole Irish
Liberal party of Oatario, and I might add, Quebec.
You can well couceive that for one like me, who
firmly believes that the moral, social, and material
progress of the human race depends onthe diffusion
of Liberal principles, it is no light matter to have
to turn his back on the party of his chéice, whom
he selected to spread these principles, and whom
he bas faithfully and unswervingly supported in the
face of temptations to most men irresistible for
the Inst twenty-three years—the best of his life;
that it is not complaisant to hiz sagacity to be
forced to confess that all his bright bopes have been
doomed to disappointment, and that the party whom
he thought wortby of his support antl contidence—
a support and contidence unalloyed .by one selfish
consitleiation—he has in the day ot trinl found
wanting, and that he, a poor man—poor because of
his connection with them—tells them to-day, in
the zewnith of their power, and when sycophants
from all quarters of the compass are flocking to
their standard, that he can no longer be one of them
becnuse of ignoting the fundamental principles of o
Liberal party in doing injustice to his own race.
There is not to-day a man in this Dominion, no, not
one, who hins made more racrifices for the sake of
his principles than I. Indeed, 1 have sacrificed
everything—nawme, reputation, wealth, popularity,
everything but honour—that only heritage of an
Irishman remaine, like the escutcheon of my native
city, intact, nntarnished —urbs intacta menct Wategford.
I have been abused, slandered, vilitied, calumniated
to an extent to which few, if any, in my humble
sphere have ever been subjected, und all because,
and only becanse my slanderers conld not have me.
To find tbat after all T was ouly following & myth,
pursaing an {ynisfutuns, is a sad, a puinful confes-
sion.

LATEST NEWS.

Roumania on Monday definitely declared her in-
dependence, and war against Turkey.

Political excitement in France still continues.
The Chambers, after the present recess, will pro-
bably be further prolonged.

A column of one of Martinex Campos’ division
commanders was recently surprised by a Lody of
Cuban insurgents, and almost anaihilated.

The townspeople of Mallow, county of Cork,
Iroland, fell foul of some militia recruits on Mon-
day, and seriously damaged eleven of the military,

The revolt against Russia in the Caucasus
strengthened by Turkish co-operation, has neces-
sitated a concentration of a large body of the Im-
perial forces for its suppression,

The Russian advance in Wallachia has received
a check, in the fall yesterday of the railway bridge
over the river Aluta, flowing south into the
Danube, opposite Nikopol.

Great Britain, it is statcd, has nddressed a note
to theg Czar, in regard to Constantinople aud the
Suez €anal, on both of which poiuts, it is asserted,
a satisfuctory understanding is likely to be arrived
at.

Several rumors, more or less probable, were afloat
on Monday, one that a triple alliance was in pro-
cess of negotiation between Eogland, Austria and
Germany, and another to the cffect that peace was
being talked of among Russian ofticers,

A direct cballenge has been thrown down to
Andrassy by the probibition of navigation on the
Danube. Count Andrassy is to take measures to
oppose this immedintely, as its consequences on a
large portton of the Hungarian trade would be dis-
astrous,

The number of men locked out from the Clyde
shipbuilding yards is 1,600, which, it is sald, will
be trebled as soon as contracts at present running
in the yards are completed, when tho rest of the
men will be discharged, unless the arbitmators to
whom the dispute i8 referred, can settle tho matter
satisfactorily, :

A mutiny occurred Monday on board the Ameri-
can ship, “Kate Davenport,” at Liverpool the
chief-ofticer was shot and stabbed ; three men were
shot ; the wounded were taken to the bospital ; the
ship will be detained,

Lxcuasp a¥p Ressia.—ZLe Tempr, which has ocen-
sional communication from the Russian agency,
says our private information confirms the fact that
a note has been communicated to the St Peters-
burgh Cabinet by the English Embassy on ques-
tions conuected with Constantinople and the Suez
Canal now and hereafter. This document is
couched in conciliatory terms ; wo are assured that
au understanding 18 alrendy arived at Letween
Russia and England, both in substance and in form
as regards the Suez Canal,nud ia substauce s re-
gards constantinople.

Excuaxp axp Ecver—It is stated ja PParis that
England has given notice to Turkey that she will
ppose everything which might hamper the passage
of merchant ships or men of war of neutral powers
through the Snez Canal.  In conscquence of this,
a rumour has circulated that in exchange for tho
capitalization of tigyptian tribute paid to the Porte,
the latter is disposed to cede to England its right of
sovereignty over Egypt.

at present does not appear to have veached the
working classes.  Germany is watchiug anxiously
the outeome of the crisis, which, it is stated, is the
result of intrigue.

Twkish and Russinn accounts of the recent us-
saults on Ardahan eod Kars diffee gomewhat, but it
appearsevident that the Russtang met with no great
success, und were compelled to fall back, Since
then, they have been gatheting for s more decisive
engagement, und the “ great battle” which has been
threatening for the past day «r two, it is thought,
from a Batoum telegram, dated yesterday aftersoon,
has at last commenced.

On Sunday three weeks, bis Eminence Cardical
Howard tool{ possession of his church—that of 8,
John and St. Paul—and was received by & densely
crowded congregation, He took advantage of the
occasion to deliver. an able discourse, in tho
conrse of which he alluded to the fact that tho
eminence on which the buliding was placed
had become Ilargely identified with England,
It contained the church from which the iflus-
trious Cardinal Archbishop of Westminster took
his title of “1he cardinlate; aund it was from St,
Gregory an avchhishop came who first gent mission.
aries to Eogland. His eminence paid a warm tei.
bute to Great Britain for the liberty and happiness
ghe accorded to her Catholic population, and com-
mented with satisfaction on the daily disappearing
prejudicea of the majority. England, he said, had
progreesed wonderfully since tho days of Adrian
the Fourth. Then her entire population did not
oqual that of Portugal, while &t this moment she
had more Catholic sn‘)jectl alone than Spain and
Portugal combined. A large number of those pre-
sent during the fervice were uon-Catholics, who
had [been attracted by the high reputation of the
new Prince of the Church for every quality that
can adorn a great ecclesiastic.

The church, in preparation for the ccremonial,
had been magnificently draped and decqratod.
Hangings of silk, velvet, and gold cmbroidered
cloth depended on all eides. The high altar was
almost burried in flowers, which Baron von Hoff-
man had contributed for the occasion. On cach
side of the altar hang gorgeous screcns bearing the
arms of the Cardinal, and the motto Sola virtus in-
victa, and portraits of bis Holiness the Pope. A
Drilliant Jight blazed over all. The Cardinal was
received on eatering tho basilica by the Iassionist
Fathers, who conducted him to the throne, and
then read the bull conferring upon him his dignity
aund tifle. The general of the order, spoke a con-
gratulatory address in Latin, to which his Emio.
ence responded briefly. Taking the ccene a8 a
whole, it was one to keep o longand vivid hold on
the memory.

The exposition of offerigsto the Pope already
ot their destination, is n fine forctaate of what the
foll display will be when all the gifts have arrived,
At this moment there are coneiderably over a thou.
and works of art of all kinds, amongst which muat
be specially noticed three hundredaltars contributed
by the people of Belguim. The significance of this
magnificent and thoughttul generosity wilt be best
appreciated when it is remembered that, after the
jubilee celebration, his Holiness will be enabled to
benefit 8o many poor missions by bestowing thealtarg
upon their churches, It will not be out of placo ta
state bere, though the factisalready known, toat the
Holy Father has paid 200,000 fraucs to the Italian
Government to cover the customs duties on_tha
articles that have been and may be sent to him,
The act was consistent with his policy from the be-
ginning. There were two simple ways of escaping
any tax of the kind. In the first place the Law of
Guarrantee freeg him from all such imposts, and
under this law he is entitled to unrestricted reccipt
of goods consigned to him. In the next place—
supposing he merely declined to exercise his own
privilege—the Ambassaders of the various Powers,
who enjoy it as well, could have received the par-
cels from their countrymen and delivered them at
the Vatican. But the Pope would not avail himeelf,
directly or indirectly, of any distinction from the
Quirilna, and 8o he paid his charges inadvance into
the custom house.

Cardinnl Ledochowski lodged in the apartments
of the canons adjoining the sacristy of St Peters,
It was here he found refuge and rest.from the per-
secution that was his lotin Germany. Bat Bie-
marck was not content. He wanted to try counclu-
sions once more with the intrepid prelate; and
Italy is not made of the stuff that affords sanctunry
to the distressed if a powerful bully is llkely to Do
offended thereby Reports floated about pretty
to the effcct Lthat the extradition of the Cardinal
was under demand, and we know thata citalion
was served on bim from Berlin, but up to the pres-
ent ibere js no certninity of its anthenticity. How-
ever, in order that no surprise may be possible, and
n0 coup de main be succesful, his Holiness has pro-
vided Cardinal Ledochowski with lodgings under
the roof of the Vatican. Thereho will be safe from
molestation, The Italian Government cannot ac-
comodate the persecutors in Germaay by touching
him on ground made sacred by itself, and the pre-
late is likely to enjoy the immunity he has carned.

The agitation provoked in France by the com-
plaints embodied in the Allocution iscansing much
uneasiness in Italy, The Diritlo looks upon the
movement as by no 1ncans of secondary importance,
and accuscs the ecclesinstical authorities of foment-
ing it for their own ends and in the hope of com-
pelliog the Italisn Government to withdraw the
obnoxious bill. But the paper goea on to Bay, no
such feat sball be ascomplished. The Ministry of
the Kicg have acted from a consciousness of duty
and necestity, and intend that his Law of su pposed
Clerical Abuses shall be the first of a series rendered
obligatory by the course of ecclesiastical policy,
Nous verrons.

The outbreaks of Socialists, though by no means
formidable in themselves, bave caused a great deal
of aaxiety in'responsible quarters, Their perform-
ances were neither as audacious nor as serious A
we have been accustomed to observe in the brigands,
and it was found more easy to rout or capture them,
Nevertheless, there is perturbation, for the simple
reason that their very existence and impudence tes-
tify to a wide discontent in the ranks of the people.
Political unity bas not secured domestic rtrength,
nor has tho concentration of administration brought
prosperity. Despite the legerdemain of Finance
Ministers, and the rosy hopes professed by paid offi-
cials, emigration is carrying away the industrious
and seditioh spreading amengst thelazy iseasilyin-
famed. It appears from the numerous complaints
mads to the chief bureau that the military and police,
in executing their orders to suppress the ontbreak,
have been utierly reckless as to persons or evidence,
and large numbers of innocent pgople, many of
them strangers, suffered arrest, interruption of
their business or voyages aud in many instances
detention in prison, It may be takenasa fact that
wo have only seen the beginning of popular disorder,
and that critgesl times are in store.

My Lorp,—

Wherever a Bishop of the Catholic Church may
go, or whatever land he may travel, there will always
be found loving hands outstretched and willing
volces raised to bid him welcome. His character,
as one of those who are culled * to rule the Church
of God,” would be at once his claim to the respect
and his passport to the hearts of all who pride them-
sclved in being children of the Ons, Universal
Church. His name might be unknown, his race
and tongue widely different from theirs, but he is
bound to them by closer ties than kinship or coun.
try knows; and he is made welcome because he
rules, and they serve, in the Church of God.

If, then, my Lord, under any circamstances your
coming amongst us would be a matter of rejoicing,
our gladness is increased almost beyond our power
of expreasion, when we remember the special char.

the most faithful love. His ambassadors are not
sent forth with all the pride and pomp which be-
long to this world; but they go forth bearicg the
peaceful olive branch, their only aim to unite, if
need be, in closer bouds of union and love those
who are already one in the unity of Christian Faith,
To them may be applied the words of Holy Writ :
« How beautiful upon the hiils are the fuet of those
who bring tidirgs of good things, of those who
briog tidings of peacu”—for they are the messen.
gers of Him who is the Prince of Peacc.

And it is anadditional joy to us,my Lard, an ad.
ded motive {o make our welcomé the best we can
give, that the first official action of your Lordship’s
mission should take placein our City of Halifax,
oo 50 auspicions an occasion. Thero are other Sees
in tho Dominion older than ours, some even over
which is shed the glory of centuries ; but while to
them Piue IX has been guide, counsellor and friend,
to us he hag also been the tender ¥ather, who has
given to ue, by the establishment of our hierarchy,
the fullness of spiritual life. It seems, then, most
fitting that he who called Into existence the Metro-
politan Sece of Halifax, should, in the person of his
ambassador, renew into spiritual life by the conse-
cration of our beloved Archbishop. And it will be
remembered through long years, with pride and joy
by us all, that the first Delegate from the Apostolic
Throne to these lands across the seas has, with
grace and kindness, done us so great an honor.

‘We, therefore, my Lord, the clergy,and laity of
the city of Halifax, unite with one voice to thank
you for your gracefol kindness in acceding to the
request of our Archbishop, and, for your own sake,
for the sake of your office, most of all for the sake
of him, our Holy Father, whose ambasgador you are
and whose person you represent, we beg, with the
most earnest and decpest feelings of our hearts, to
bid you a thousand welcomea to our shore. We
trust, nay, wo confidently hope, that our greeting of
to day is but the fist among many; that your pro-
gress through the Dominion will Lo marked by
every maunifestation of loyalty and affection, and
tuat the beautics of our Indian summer may be but
the type of that gladness which your presence will
infuze into every heart.

And when, my Lord, the days'of your slay amongst
us draw fo » close and other duties call you hence,
when you kneei once again at the feet of the Holy
Father to render the account of your mission, may
we beg that yon will caxgy to him the assurance of
our deepest love, our unfaltering fidelity in all
things to the See of Poter, and outr heartfelt sym-
pathy with him in his sufferings and his sorrows.
We could have wished in these glorious days of his
Episcopal Jubilee that it had been given to us to
join thoss faithful ons whosalove and devotion ave
carrying them from every land to pay their homage
in person to Pius IX; but, though such a hapin-ss
heas not been ours, yet our hearts go out with them
across the sea, and our thoughtsgoup with theirs
to the T'hrone of God in earnest prayer that, if it bo
His Holy Will, the Sovereign Pontiff may yet live
to see the stormn-clouds pass away and pence once
more be given to the Church.

And we would ask too, my Lord, a blessing for
ourselves, Qur people have kept tho Faith through
mauny days of loncliness and trial ;iu the solitude of
tha forest, by theopen sem, or inland lake, they
have beeu true and steadfast, wourishing with
jealous care those seeds of truth which they had
brought with them from older lands. And now that
the winter scems past and gone, and brighter days,
like the first dawn of spring, are coming upon us,
we would ask that o father's blessing may descend
upon us that we may hand down, stainlessand pure,
that faith, that love of Holy Church, that loyalty to
Peter's See, which we ourselves ‘have reccived and
which we desire to guard us our dearest treasure,

Again, thanking you, my Lord, for your kindness,
and bidding you with all our hearts welcome to the
land of your mission, .
