Well, we went ; and Jemny was glad enough
10 see us; and I guess ske hankered after Sud-
serry as much as Marthy hankered after York,
At any rate, she was glad to see us. DBut bless
us all, up three pair ot sfeep siairs sne ad her
rooms— nobody has & whole bouse in York—
and up them stairs Martby osed I bad to pul,
and T bad to carrp Marthy’s trunk. What made
it so awful heavy I can’t see; but I found after-
wards she had all her clothes, and all mine, and
then she’d chock’d wn all *round with maple sugar
—and that’s as beavy as the ten commandments
to a hossthiet. But the last paw of stairs Mar-
thy giv’ me a lift, and so we got up. T wasot
sorry afterwards, because Jemimy’s children did
ejoy those cakes of sugar. Dear me, it made
me feel youog again, and kind o> lonesome too,
because, you see, Marthy and me we’d got ne
children of our own ; and it made me feel kind o’
lonesome to see the lttle creetures baving such
a gaod time aver it.

two or three. Gowg! Divil 2 bit of goiog
will they be afther afore moromg brakes over
the say. Aund dinl a wink of sleep will I gt
this blersed might of Saint Patrick.’

¢ Why,” saya I, ¢why dont they put it off to
the next day? That’s the sense on’t.

They laughed again, but I dido’t see what
there was to laugh at, acd 1 doot now. Ifl
waated to dance and work bard, M1 do it in the
daytime, and not steal it from my pateral rest.
That’! wash, that will,

¢ When do they sieep 2 says I.

v Oh,’ says Miss MacBride, * the missvs and
the youcg ladies they never gits up till twelve or
one ; and they dawdles round, and cever dresses
theirselves till most dinaer tune.’

{Lord a massy!’> sags I do they go round
without clothes on ¥ v

+No, no; but they doesn’t put on their trim-
mins, and therr waterfal), and their paddins, and
their boopskirts, and the.r earrings, and therw
furbelows, iill it’s about time for the gentlemer
to come into their dinner. Not never, unless
they’re going to receptions or the hike of that.

¢ But,” says I—you see, [ wanted to draw her
out, so says I—*< but who does the work ?

¢ Oh, Lordy, ladies doesnt do no work, ladies
doesnt. What should they work for 7 (Says
1 to Marthy, softly, ¢They wouldn’t wash, up
to Sudberry ; they woulde’t. But Marthy
didn’t say a word ; she was listening.) ¢ What
should they work for 7 We does the work—the
cbambermaids and me ; and the master, he makes
the money to pay for 1t. What should they
work for, eb

I dida’t know what to say; but somehow I
thought it must be kind of pleasant to have some-
thing to do every day. Why, now, in wiater, I
like to take care of my cows, I do,and get
fences mended up; and Marthy, she’s fond of
making butter, and cookisg up some nice things
for breakfast — nice cakes, or wafles, or some-
thing like that.

¢ Oh, he stays round, and gits his breakfast
when he can. I try to see that the paor little
man has something warm in the morning ; but,
bedad, mighty little breakiast be’ll get from me
the morrow, for I’il stay 1 bed meself, and that’s
the thruth of it.?

Itit hada't been for the cook’s tallung, T
should have gone fast to sleep, for it was ten
o’clock now if it was a mimt ; and I see Marthy
and Jemimy Wwas begunwng to fidget; and then
Jemimy whisperedd to Reubin, and he said,

¢ Well, Miss MacBride, we may as well go
up.? N :

PAud then we did, We zot w through the
entry, and if you’ll believe 1t, there it was full of
bushes, and all along the stairs they stood, and
some of them had flowers on them, though 1t was
dead winter. I never seesucha sight. But
we got nto a sart of back room, and the door
was open so that we could see in.

I never see anything
so supple ; and 1 say, f the truth was knows,
they had Injy-rubber springs on their jownts, or
they couldn’t have kurchy’d down so, and up
again. They did it every time jest the same,

Old Pickles wasn’t anywhere about, not as T
see. Now, if it was lis party, I dida’t under—
stand 1t why he wasn’t there, DBut maybe he
was gettin’ ’em 1sto the front door.

By this time the rooms was swarmin’, and
there was a whole band of music playin® away as
iIf they wes crazy. I couldn’t bear much of any-
thing ; but Miss Mae Bride would p’int ber
finger, and say,

¢ There ! that’s Miss Beown.”

* That’s Miss Peters—that old one with the
ringlets, grinmn’ 50.’

“There comes old Parker’s daugiter— that
fat oue, with the diamonds ov her bosom—she’s
a ketch —warth a million I’

Bless you! I°d rather bad forty of Marthy
than ope like her. Neo catck for me—no, no!

¢ There ! there comes Miss Raymond; and
they say she’s the lovin’est woman i the upper
closses.’

Woeat did she mean by that? 1 meant to
ask her when we got home. I said to her
now.

¢ Is that han'some young fellow with her, her
busband 7

She laughed at that, and dida’t say much,

* T guess she sees enough of m to home.—
He never poes ’rouad with her—~he! bhe! he P
I couldn’t see anythiog to laugh at 1o that,

The rooms was swarmin’ with wimmin, aod a
whole bevy of ’em was as pretty creeturs as ever
T see—young and lithe and pretty. Dear me,
T begun to think otd Pickle’s parly was a sight |
to see. 'To be sure, they was all streaked with
flour, hke Marthy, and they was all naked along
their bosoms and backs and arms ; but somehow
T was gettin® used to that. At first I trembled,
for it seemed as though their frocks would jest
drop off; and then, said I te myself, ¢ What on
earth will they do ¥

But they was smart, them girls was—1I could

see that, They kpew what they was about,
every one of ’em. They wasa’t afraid, nota
bit.

¢ Certam,’ says I. I thought I’d see how they
did that. '

She took us around to a pantry where we
could see nto the dining-room, over the heads of
the company. The table was really splendid.
I never see such thivgs—flowers ia the middle,
and a kied of pyramid things; and candy fixed
up n queer ways, and frutts and birds and jellys,
and great platters of meat covered over with
jelly, and ice-cream, and sweetneeats in dishes,
and oysters in tureens, and trnied oysters, and
broled oysters, and sandwiches, and puts, and
raisins, and great disbes full of little colored
papers.

¢ No, no,” said she ; ¢ but a mixture of candy
and poetry 15 consoling when you begin to get
old ; that’s the reason. They always has large
quantities to partys, because they’se always a
good many old creeturs that want sweetning”?

{ see there was ne chance for our getting any
thing to eal ; and so, as I beard the music going,
T proposed we should go and get Marthy, and go
home, if we had seen the whole of it.

¢ Ob, said Reubin, ¢ they’ll be dancing the
German now, and that is stupd to all but them
that 1s doing it ; so we’ll get Marthy, and go.’

¢ Bless me, said I.  Then I thought it over,
how I could buy twenty nice cows for 2 thousand
dollars, and T was half a mind to propose to old
Pickles to go mto partnershp with me.

THE POPE'S ALLOCUTION.

The followiog is a transtation of the Papal Allo-
cution delivered in the socret consistory held oa the
2234 June last:—

¢ Venerable Drethren — We should never have
imagined that after the convention agreed to nearly
thirteen years ngo between ug and the Emperor and
Apostolic King of Austria, to the graat joy of all
well-minded men, we should be obliged to lament
over tho miseries and serions misfortanes which, by
the machinations of evil-disposed men, mow afflict
and annoy in a deplorable manzner the O=ztholic
Church in the Empire of Austria. In fact, tho ene.
mies of our divime religion has been unceasing in
their efipria to destroy the said convention, and to
do the greatest harm to” the Chureh, to usg, and to
this Apostolic See, Oun the 218t of December last
the Austrian Government passed an odious law. to
be carried outand strictly observed in every district
of the empire, even in those districts where the s
tholic religion exclusivcly prevaile. That law w-

tablishes free liberty for all opinions—liberty of e
press, of every fsith, no matter what confessior »r
doctrine , it grants to the members of every con'-®

gion the right of esteblishing public seicols aod ¢ o

leges, and mombers of every confession are r:l!oxy»ri
to be admitted on the same footing with the s=neti v
of the State. Although we felt great grief on ber v
informed of the fact, and wished to raise our vo. ©

sgainst it, we nevertheleas gave proof of forbearance,
and we deemed it advisable theu to keep ailent,
chiefly supported by the hope that the Anustrian
Government, lending s docile ear to the just com.
plaints of oor venerable brethren (the holy prelates
of Austria), would retarn to more wholesome ideas
and adopt o sounder determination. Butour hopes
bave been frustrated, In fact the saame Government
on the 25th of May of the present year, issued
another law, which extends 10 ail the subjects, even
tbe Oatholic ones, of the empire, deciding that sons
born of & mixed marriage must follow the religlon
of the father, and the daughters that of the motber.
Moreover, the same law suppresees eutiraly the
validity of the promises which the Ostholic Church,
whict reason acil with 1he greatest justice, exacts asd
prescribes absolutely before the celebration of mixed
marrisges It miakes spostacy itself a question of
civil law, both as regards the Oatholic religloa and
the Christinn religion geverally; it suppresses all
authorities of the Church over cemateries, and On-
tholica are bound to sllow the bodies of heretics to
be buried in the churchyard if they have not any of
their own. Moreove: the same government cu the
said 25th day of May of thia present year, did oot
hesitate to promulgatea law on marriages which en-
tirely cancels all the enactments agreed to in the
conveatjon already alluded to. This law restores
the former Austrian laws, which are contrary to ths
laws of the Cburch; it admits aad even cocfirms
that form of marriage, when tbe aathority of any
confession whatever refuses the celebration of the
marriage ot grousds which are not admitted ns
valid by eivil authorities. By thia law, this same
Goverament has guppressed all the authority and
jurisdiotion o1 the Ohurch on matters relative to
warriage, as alao comperent ecclesiastical trivbanals
on the subject. It has also promulgated alaw on
ecucation which suppresses all the influence of tha
church over educa'ion, decreeiog that the whole
superior Bupervision of edusation {iterature and
science, ag alao the insoection of schoois, appertains
to the atate; which finally dec:ees tbat religious
teaching in the pablic schools must be placed io the
hands of members of each separa’e confession ; that
soy religious society may open piivate or specinl
schoolg for the youth of its faith; that these schools
shall alao be subject to the supreme inapection of the
State, and that the school books sball be eabmitted
to the approval of the civil authorities, witn the ex-
coptiop, however, of such books as are meant for re

ligious instroction—hooks which must be submitted
to the approvol of the competent authorities ¢f each

right to, and all that, I almays supposed that |

confession.

* You see, consequently, venerable brethren, how
necessary it is to etrongly condemn those abomia-
able laws sapctioned by the Austrian Government—
laws which are in flagrart cootradistion with the
doctrines of the Catholic religion, with its venerable
rights, itg authority and its divine institatien, with
our power snd that of the Apostolic See, asalzo with
our Ooncordat, already quoted, and with natural
right itsel. In virtue, them, of the care of all’
charches entrusted to us by tbe Lord Jesus Chriar,
we raise our voice in your most illustrious vasembly ;
we reprove and we condemn, by our apostolic aa-
thority, the laws whick we have enumerated, and
everything, generrl or special, in those same laws,
or in matiers which refer to ecclesiastieal right,
which bas been decreed or attempted unjustly, i
any manner whatsoever, by the Austrisn Goveru-
ment or its subordinates, whomsoever they may be.
In virtue of the same authority =uich appertainsto
ug, we declare thog> decrees null aad powerlessin
themselves and their effect in, both as regards the
present and the future. A3 rezards the suthors of
those laws, espocially those who congratulate them
selves on being Catholics, and bhave not feared to
proposs, establish, approve, and earry out the above
laws and acts, we conjure and entreat them not to
forget the censures and spiritual punishment which
the ecclepiastical institutiona aad the decrees of the
(Ecumenijcal Qouncils inflict, as baving been de-
gerved ipto facto by the violators of the rights of the
Church. Meantime, wa rejoice greatly in the Lord,
and we give our well-deserved praise to our venerable
brothers, the archbishopa and bishops of the Austrian
Empire, who with troe episcopal epergy have not
censed to warn their flocka of their duties boldly
to detend and protect by speech a2s well as writing
the canse of the Chorch and the said Concordat
concluded with us. We alzo desire from our hearts
that our venerable brothers, the archbishops and
bishops of Hungary, following tbe example of their
colleagues, will show themselves disposed to display
tte sama z2al and the same ardour to protect the
rights of the Oburch and defend the eaid Concordat
against the attacks which are directed against it. —
Nevertheless, under the calamities which in theze sad
times sfflict the Church everywhera, we do not cease,
venerable orothera with the deepest fervor and
bumility of heart, to pray to God tbat He may upset
all the designs of His enemies and the enomies of
His Holy Church; euppress their impious effarte,
an‘ in His mercy Jead them back into the paths ef
justice and salvation.’

HOW WE GOT INTO MAGDALA—A SOLDIER'S
NARRATIVE.

With the detachraent of the 33rd Regiment, which
on Monday arrived at Portsmouth from Abrssinia,
were the two men who firat forced an entrance. and
turved the gate at Magdala-—namelv, No 3691,
Drummer Michael Mag-er, aud No 949 Private James
Bergin—accompaniad their segiment. The account
given by Maguer of his adventuras thronghout the
engagment are somewhat smusing. He wns at-
tached to General Stavely's staff as a bugler, and ha
ftates that, during the action of the 10th, the gonere!
gave the order * Bugler, tell them to cease firing,’
for the purpose of getting the attackiog party in
order. bugle was wagsounded, and then the general
ssid to his side-do camp, * Saunders, go and tell
those men to unfix their bavonets. Where's your
4thnow ¢ Quick! Those devils ave used to fira,
but if they had all the devila in kell there, they
couldn't stand against them.’ Magoer (under the
ivflaence, a8 ke says, of some excitement) then left
his regiment, ran up the bill, and made a clear
breach through the stockade. He succeeded in get-
ting in, and was followed by Frivate Bergin whom
be assisted. Ensign Copnor then said, ¢ Bugler,
please help me through,’ and that effcer was accor
dingly algo assisted into tho fort. Sowme other
officers followed, acd tbe whole at once gava three
hearty cheers for the Queen, snd were preparing to
hoist the colours, when they were met by some forty
of Theodore’s troops. Fortunately, hnwever, {or
Maguer and his followers, the attention of the enemy
wag at this juncture attracted to the gale, and ozly
& few of the natives prepared to attack tke pariy of
the 33ed. Oano native in particular appeared to be
determined on mischief, and Magnar obsarving that
be was levelling his musket, said. ‘Mr. Qoxnnor,
there's a good shot for you. Shoot that coon, a3 I
bave only thia cheege kunife (refecring to n sword.)
He's got & pood firelock an cartridge bag, and that'll
be of service.! Mr. Conaer sccordingly shot the na-
tive with his ravolver, and Magrer at once proreeded
to tha dead bedy, took possnesion of the firelock and
carteidgs panch, and with these fought against his
snemy. Tho man is proud that ho still retaios these
srticles in his possession, and his comrades are equally
proud that one of their number should be tha first to
enter Magdala. Magner 1 aa Irish men scmewhat
dimioativein stature, and hag been fourteen yoars in
the army. Various opinioue were expressed as to
rhe fate of Theodure, but the majority on board were

#verse to the conclugion that he committed suicide.
*h - King is said to bave been wounded in four placen

*ha legr, chest, month and neck—and when fouund
“a wag on hig face, his horee, which was gorgeously
surorizoned, being by bis side.  In bis hand be was
buding q revolver--t1he gsame that was recently

v oe ted by Her Majesty—and this is now in the

possesaion of the Commander-in-Ohief, and will be
brought to Kngland. Magdala is descrihed by the
troops ag & place with some pretentions to grandeur,
and possessing an-abundance of costly decorations,

particalarly in the chapel, in the rear of which, ia

stone tanks, was a supply of water equal to the de-
mands of Theodore and bis followers tor iz months,

Throughout the whole country the natives treated the

troops kindly, and were ever ready to render to them

the most cordial assistance. A storyis told us al-

ecting the disposition of the troops before Magdala.

The Commander-in-Obief, in giving directions to

Gen. Stavely, intimated that be bad intended to

place the 4th regiment in the position afterwards oc-

capied hy the 33cd : but, upon the General saying’
¢1 had intended to place the 33rd there! the Chief
snid, ¢ Very well ; as you pleage.’ * But,’ said one of
the men, * the result of this was, that while the 4th

were doing nothiog on the plain, we were admiring

Theodors's ruoees ! Several curiosities ware brought
bome in the * Crecodiie, inoluding some . f the shields
gpears, aud other weapons ; but the great object of
intersst was Theodore’s horse, which wss taken from
Magdala by some of the 33:d, and afterwards fouad !
its way into the possession of the Adjutant, by whom

it wag brought to Evgland. It i3 s emall but well
proportioned borse of bay colour, but it was serionaly
disfizored on the passsgs, in consequencs of the sea-
men having pulied ont portiona of its mane for
sonvinir s—a practice which wasresorted to by several -
of the visitora on Monday. The saddle, baraess, aad |
trappings were decorat:d with gold and the bridle |
wasg of cuarigusly wrought silver.  Of the hardships
endured throughout the march the men spoke some-
what reservediy one point only forming a subject of
special remark. After having beex for three days
and nights without water, a heavy hailatorm came on,
and collecting the fallings in their waterproof sheets,
by meins of peggiag them to the ground, the men in
this way srstained life und renewed their march up

the bills. This circums’acce was gerarally regarded
as & providential interposition, and oue which spared
the livaa of & great proportion of the army. The
gcenery from the heights of Magdala is ssid to be
something besond buman conception, tha foliage in
the valleys, and the views on and around the summit
of the sloping mouataioe, combinicg to render the
effect picturesque and sublime. The drummer,

Magner, was not a little surprised upon landiag to
find that hia name had been mentionsd in the des-

vatch from the Qommander-in-Chief ; and whea the
fect was commucicated to him be said, ¢ Weil, now,
that's what [ never exrec'ed at all ; and when I was
cent for, after the battle was over, I thought I was
going to get into the devil's own row for razn’og
away from my regiment !’

HOW POLAND STILL LIVES,

The fuilowing extracts from Russian parera ill-
ustrate the contioncd vitality of the Polish element
in the Polizh province of Russia, notwithstanding
the vigorous effarts made oy the Government to
sup-ess it. The St Petersburg Guzetfe says:—

‘During the late heolidays, tbe peasants of the
Ugited Greek Church a: Miendzyetz gang polish

bsmns in the chneches, which ceused geveral arrests:
The same thing occared, 1t is said, in other districts,
snd the peazants excused themselves by sariog that
they ¢id nat knew how to 2ing Russian, . . A
battalion of the line was seat to the Radzyn distric
to put dawn ths indomitable peasants, 200 of whom
remained for three days without iatermizgion in a
chureh singing Polish bymps. Tbe goverror, an
officera of gendarpe3s who Lad arrived from Warsaw
with gome police agents, soma Ccsaacks, and two
companies of acother battalion, assembled on the
spot, the soldiars surrounded the church, and thean,
by order of the commandant, rushed with shouta into
the interinr of the buildicg  [a en instant ths men
were ceized, baund, and tirown on the ground, ard
the women disappeared, The Governor orderad
those n: the maen who were napitent to bs released ;
they all declared thev would @0 on ginging Polish
hrmog 83 hefore. Numbers of them sre now being
pursued by the govarnmeat, having assembled in the
woods to sing their Polish bymus.’

Io the same vaper we read as under :—*Befors the
Polish insurrection, the Wilna Courier was the pro-
perty of the college of the Wilna robility, and al-
though the paper was official, it was putlisted 1n the
Polish language, and had a sufficiect number of gnb.
scribers, After the iusurrection, dariang the adn
ministration of (deneral Kaufmanu, it came under,
the immediate anthotity of the Governor Gsneral.
In order to make it appesr in the Russian lanusge
it was necessary in tte first place, to provide a sub-
vention of six millions ot roubles from the govern-
ment, besides forcing one thousand persons, among
whom we=e a great number of Oatholic priests, to
subscribe to the paper. Notwithstanding these
marsures, tha Wilna Courier, after an existence of
two years ia its Rossian from, hse only 300 volun-
tary saubseribers who are not gsufficient to make it
pay evan with the assistence it recaives from the
government, . Tt i3 therefore orobable that
the Ruszian official journal of Wilas will have to di3-
appear.’

The Moscow Gazefte contains the following :==
‘It i3 positively stated that the Goveroment has
placed at the dispoaal of the Governor General
of Lithusnia one~fifta of the Orown domaing (coa-
gisting of the confizeated estates of the Pale3), to be
distriouted by him, and «f his own initiative, amung
Ruesinn officials. Tke remainder of these estates
will be algo givea to Russian officials on the recom
meadation of the provineial governors, Itiselso
stated that propo:als of similar distributions. made
by the predecassor of the present Governor General,
are approved, and wili be carried icto effect.’

IRISH INTELLIGENCE,

His Eminence, the Cariinal Archhishop left Dublin
on June 23, by mail train for Carlow, to be present
at the annual academic exercizes in St, Patrick'a Lay
Collagze, in which venerable institution he himself
kad been in early years a student, this being his firat
vizit since his elavation to the high dignity of Prince
of the Church. His Eminence, on his arrival at the
station, was enthusisstical'y received by the ase
gembled thousande, and aa he entered Lis carriege,
and drove beneath the arches of evergresns ard flow-
ers erected in his honour, the cheering was most
vehement.

An extraordiuary spectacle was witnessed on
Sunday, the 28th ult, on St. Brendans Mountain,
Kerry. The Right Rev. Biskop Moriarty celebrated
mas3 on the top of the mountain, which i3 abnut
3,000, feet bigh, and is specially dedicated to St.
Brendan. the patrou saint of the county. Thereis a
holy well at the top which i3 held iu great venera-
tion by the peasantry. An immense congregation as.
serabled from all sides to witness the service, The
people brought refreshments with them, but no teats
wero allowed to be erected.

The Catholics of Nenagh bave presented a beavy

Over the whole exrent of Arpyleshire, mninland

The chapel bouse at Campbelton i3 misernble ; the
site bad, drainage worge ; but the chapel itgelfis a
handsome edifice, and exhibits conziderable taste,
baing of the modern Gothic; and very chasta in
design. It was built at a total cost of £900, and is
free.from debt. It was eracted sud paid for by Rev.
Michael Condon, now of Greeaock, and opened by
the late Right Rev. Dr. Murdoch, on the 24th Feb,,
1830,

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NEWS OF THE WEEK.

We learn by telegram that Lord Stanley
stated m the House of Commons, on the 1£th
inst., that the British Mmistry had informed the
Umnited States Government that they were ready
to accept the American view of neutral:zation,
but that the question was still under considera-
tion, and, besides, there was no time to pass a
bill this session. From Ireland we regret to
learn the secious iliness of His Eminence Cardi-
nal Cullesn; we can only trust that it will be of
short duration, as his loss would be heawily felt
by his country at this moment.

On the 19th inst., an immense popular de-
monstration took place in Hyde Park, Loodoas
in favor of Parliamentarv measures for the aboli-
tion of the Irish Church Establishment. Several
speeches were delivered strongly protesting
aganst the recent vote on that measure n the
House of Lords, snd resolutions unammously
carned sanctioning the action of Mr. Gladstone.

TIn the city of New York, the daily
deatbs from the effects of the sun are numbered
by hundreds; whilst n Montreal the mortuary
list reached the fearful number of 209 during the
past week.

aud if the latter therefove leguslate on the Sab-
bath at all, it follows that the Btate assumes to
itself the nigbt of interpreting God’s revealed
faw, and of regulating,10t only man’s relations to-
wards lis fellow-man »ut.lus relations towards

God. I other woids,n Upper.Cavada Church
and State are one, and the latter is that one.—

dered, a theoeracy. -
Where will this iofernal tyrapny stop? or

| Puritan fanaticism on the one bacd, and the con-

cessions of a superstitious and priest-ndden. po—~
pulation on the otber ? Men and boys are fined
and {mprisoned for fishing on Sunday, for playing
a tune on the violin on Sunday, for ather wau-
merable conventional aoffences of man’s devising
~—the offspriog of an anile superstition ; carry out
the principle which underlies this legislation, and
there is no reason why ere long the pilory and
the whipping post should not,as i the olden
times, and 10 the glorious days of Protestant
Ascendency, be the doom of the so-cailed Sab-
bath breaker ; why motbers should not be again
scourged on Monday for kissing their babes on
the Sunday, or why the gallows should not be
erected for the profane contemaer of Biue Laws
who dares to recreate bimself on Sabbath alter-
noons by a stroll n the fields, or lake shores. Iif
the State per se have the right at all (o define
what constitutes Sabbath breaking, or bow Sun-
day s (o be observed ; if 1t have the right to ia-
fict any penalty bowever slight for violation ofits
decrees on these heads it has the right to enforce
its decrees by what penalties 1t pleases,it is incon-
sistency bound to enforce them by such penalties as
shall by experience be found most efficacions.
Thus is the logical deduction from the prisciples
laid down by the Globe,and accordmg to its
logic, po one has the right to speer at the theo-
cratic despotism which it advocates:—

« A great deal of foolish talk is often indulged in
about doing as one likes, and about any interference
with individual action beinz an infringement of li-
berty. For the thousandth time it has to be sa1d
that the very idea of soc’ety is incompatible with
sush claimsg, and that for the sake of certan advan-
tages, every one,in becoming a member cf a civilised
commupnity gives up a portion of what he might
claim and exercige wers he perfectly alone. The
regulations made by these communities may be wise
or foolish, just or upjust, bnt those aggrieved have
no alternative but to leave tkat community alto-
gether; or submit, and seek to have these laws
changed by arguwmen, or resist, and ecdeavor to
bave them changed by force.”

We fancy that the Glzbe would change its
tone were the Catholic majority of Lower Can-
ade to enforce by law upon the Protestant min-
ority the observance of their peculiar helydays,
and to pumsh violations of that law by fines
apd imprisonment.

No one 15 injured
morally or materially, by another man’s fishing
on Sundar, or by another playisg ¢ The Last
Rose of Summer™ on his violin 10 his owo room,
and if the sole legitimate function of the State
be the prevention of imjuries—in these matters
the State bas no right to 1aterfere. But the
public blasphemer, but the itmerant vendor of
heretical and obscene works, spurious ibles, and
geditious treatises, who like our Upper Canadian
contemporariss whose pages are on one side de-
voled to the preaching of a high morality and oo
the otber side to the dissemination of useful in-
formation about abortion medicines, and certain
% Female Pills” peculiarly suited to married
ladies—(see advertisiog . columns of Giabe for
instance)—well know how to reccacile the ser-
vice of God and Mammon—but men like these
we say are offenders against man as well as
agamst God—doing not only to the latter foul
dishonor, but to the former grievous and irre-
parable injury. Rightly therefore does the State
step in to punish the scoundrels, and to protect
it subjects.

Beresfords 2 'What has become of Todd Magee
and the other uncompromsing cliamptons of the
blessed Establishment? What has become ot
pous Plunkett, and the otber mighty men who
were the pillars and most secure foundation of
that Establishment in €ays of yore. Alas! we
bave fallen upon evi! times. The arguments
that were - considered perfectly satisfactory and
conclusive 1 defence of the cause, are now
scornfully rejected, not osly by the Enghsh peo-
ple themselves but by every nation on eaith.—
Public opimon bas become too strong far the
vampire robber that has so long been sucking
away the hearts’ blood of a gallant, generous, and
faitbful pation. The fial has gone forth—this
State Machine—this willing wstrument of venal
Premiers—tiis purchased support of tottering
Cabinets—this headless, handless, stupid, power«
less Dagon of state-craft—this boast of petty
squires and smecure parsons—this rotten bulk
tbat tried to float upon a sea of soup, the souls
of the true-hearted Catholies of freland, into the
devilish breakers of heresy— this Church is about
to fall,

Thank God! it has come at last! 1t was
tardy ; but the cause had to pass through the
weary Chapcery of bigotry, prejudice and
hatred.

To Mr. Gladstone there 1s a certain qualified
meed of praise due., We say qualified, for not
so much to him as to the peculiar circumstacce
of the times, is due the preseat almost unzmimous
movement agaipst the great wrong. We are
afraid that if those eircumstances were other than
they sre, neither that able man, nor any other
English statesman, would defend the right for
mere justice sake. Public sentiment 13 aroused
i opposition to the Establishment. To take
advantage of this, is Mr, Gladstone’s object. It
happens luckily to run counter to the State
Church w Ireland. Tf 1t expressed itself upon
any other subject, in the same mauner, it 15 pro-
bable he would throw himzelf into the foremost
ranks, and become an ardeot advocate of what-
ever the people desired. And this he would do,
not so much through affection for Catholics, not
so much from antipathy to the Establishment in
Ireland, as from a spirit of opposition to Disraeli.
The successfol audacity of the latter statesman
has aroused in Gladstone and the party he repre-
sents a fierce antagomsm. The trickery and
cunning which the Israelite Premier displayed in
maoeeuvring the hard-earned laurels of cihers
mto his own bands, in the late measure of Re-
form, rankles io Giadstone’s breast. The latter,
in advocating the disestablishment of the State
Machine, 1, 1o reality, attempting the overthrow
of bis clever antagonist, Were Disraelt down,
we suspect that Gladstone would not find so many
good reasons for rejecting Disraeh’s proposition
for posfponing a discussion of the question. He
fully understands the object of the Premier’s ex-
treme aoxiety for defay. That purpose 1s to so
work upon the passions and prejudices of the
Eughsh people, by vague allusions to the Throne
and Constitution—to indulge in such dark fore.

a reaction may set 11 which may effect the ma-
jority of voters and thus enable him to appeal to
the country with the certzinty that he should
carry the election m his own favor. Mr. Glad.
stone is fully acquainted with the fickleness of
the larger portron of his supporters, hence his
eagerness to push forward, without delay, s at-
tack upon the State Church 1 Ireland. While
we preice him for his advocacy of the right, we
must not forget that be does so simply becanse
such a course 1s under present circumstances,
the most effective way to everthrow Disraeli,
Tadeed, it must be perfectly apparent to any
one who gives himself the trouble to study the
matter, that Irish Cathohcs have very little rea-
son to applaud either Wing or Tory for any con-
sideration they may receive. If English policy
demands that concessions should be made to Ca-
tholice, they will be made. No question aftect-
wg Irish Catholic interests favorably, is ever
discussed ﬁpon is ments alone, no matter what
political party may be w power. Truth, right
and justice are made subservients to the trinmph
of party. The moment that the Irish State
Mackine ceased to be a political weapon, Eog-
lish statesmen began to prose eloquently about
wjustice and the dangerovs irritation of oppres-
girn. Slaves of popular opigion, they care liitle
whether a cause be good or bad, so long as they
cap please the people. Like the Times news-
paper, they do not lead that opinion, but dex-
terously follow 1t while pretending tolead. The
crowd cry ¢ [njustice,” and forthwith statesmen
fall to morahizing, and tickle the public ears with
solemn disqumsitions on the enormity of not treat-
ing others as we would be treated ourselves
Another mob shouts %It is not injustice I’ and
lo! wise men begin to scan the political beavens
with gloomy brows, and indulge w oracular anti-
cipations of the destruction and ruin that must
surely follow any departure trom the well-tried,
time~hooored principles of our forefatbers, &e.
Advocacy or opposition depends solely upon the
relation of a question to a majority of the
“ masses”’—not upon its relation to right and

Justice. The remark applies to public men in

bodings for the stabiity of Protestantism--ihat,

general, although there hare beeo, and are, mavy
honorable exceptions.

Itis not to be supposed that the present move-
ment agarost the State Church of Treland does
not excite the most rabid opposition. Fearful of
losing therr fat berths ard sinecures, the parsons
are m a state of frantic distress and fear. Itis
pot, they say, because their livings are endan-
gered that they are disposed to howl so loudly
aud piteousty, Disinterested men of God, they
are far above apy such mercenary motives, The
past testifies so stromgly to the truth of this as.
sertion, that further reference to therr pious plea
i15 altogether uzpecessary. The sole cause of
their anxious wailing arises from the considera-
tion of the dreadful Ganger fo which the Throne,
Xec., 15 exposed. We are creatures of that
Throne, they argue, (it oot in words, by umpli-
cation), acd what is an attack upon us but a
covert onslaught upon the fountain-head of our
order, digmty and benefices? Poor, dear gen—
tiemen, their care 1s very touching, indeed /—
That such sensittve loyalty should be so buffeted
about by justice and common sense, is certamly
very aggravating,especially when taeirs is no
abstract loyalty but a real Simop Pure article,
fouaded upon substantial motives of pounds, shil-
lings and peace, DBut alas! to what refuge
shall they fly, when even the Royal Lady,—who
is the object of their holy, urselfish eff:ction—
snubs them as did Her Most Gracicus Majesty
a short tim¢ pge? Such a cringing, fawning,
whipped spamel sort of petilion they got up—
such mean, contemptible, Eastert: idolatry they
hisplayed. Such a whinng, writhing pack of
Uriab beaps they were, that every honest Pro-
testant must blush for shame at such an exhibi-
tion of helplessinanity and terror. O, glorious
days ot Ascendancy! how are the mighty fallen !
—once 50 proud : pow © so very umble.” The
cause which once counted a Whately and Usher
amongst 1ts defendants, is now so fallen that it
receives comfort from the support of an Ogle R.
Gowan, or the recowned Billy Johnson of Bally-
killbeg. But, in spite of all their efforts, the tide
is setting in that shall overwhelm (he poisonous
fuogus of an Estabhishment that has s- long
cursed 20d darkened the existence of a great
people.

Let us be thankfu!, thep, that the day has come
when prejudice begins to waver and to admit
that Ireland, n this respect, at least, bas just
cause for complaint. As this lideous moaster of
state-craft becomes more and more exposed to
view, so shall the execrations of 1ndignant civi-
lization increase and deepen, up from the un-
known graves of mynads of a stricken race,—
wherever one of the oppressed people of Ireland
has laid down Iz weary head to rest, there
shall arise a glad cry of rejoiciag, For, 1t
robbed them, and then sceered at their poverty ;
it drove them to bay with ijustice and cruelty,
and then murdered them in vindication of out—
raged law and loyally ; 1t deprived them of
education, and then quoted their 1gnorance as
the necessary result of their faith; and, as if all
this were not enough, it broke sacrilegiously tnto
the sacred temple of conscience, and strove to
elevate, above the ruins of the Cross, the fithy
satye of Pride, Lust and Falsehood, called Pro-
testantism.

E:rthly legislators may abohsh, but the in-
justice, the heartless cruelty, the cynicism and
appalling record that tine Establishment has fur-
nisked the world, have yet to pais before that
Ali-Wise Legislator, Who bateth iniquity and
loveth justice. The sophistries which now deaden
the gmity conscienres of the Pbarisaical para—
siles of a monstrous wrong, shall be: subjected to
the test of an awlful philosopby of which they
have pever dreamt. Before that Tribunal mil-
lions of the sainted dead of Ireland are liftwg up
their baods, praymng for justice. They petition
Oor Who is mindful of the widow’s tears and
the orphan’s cry—One, Who was Himself 2
man of sorrow and acquamnted with wfirmiiy,—
One, Who, through weary centuries, has looked
down, with infinite sympathy, upon the poor, suf~
fering, faithful Catholics of Ireland,—One, Who
Knoweth bow to avenge.

WitL THE GarrisoN CHurcH BE Dis-
ENDOWED ?—Without pretending to discuss the
Justice of the case in this simple and momentous
question, we may stil be allowed to speculate
upon the chances, — for, after all, it 1s but a
matter of chance,— that a Garrison Church
ought to he disendowed, its very structure
proves. A bayonet ic at all limes but a poor
prop, be it for an Establishment, or be it for a
Dynasty. It may do well on the tented plane
or ou the bivovac. Tie snowy canvass stretched
upon an improvise-ed triangle of bayonets makes
oo mean shade for thwsty and footeore aund
weary soldiers ; but after all ’tis at best but an
improviso—a prop—to be blown over by the first
rade blast aod can never form a permanent or
stable stay for any edifice. Cobristian faith bag
ever symbolised the apostles in the pillars of the
material fabric of the Church. That as the
foundation of the true Cburch is Christ, so the
pillars are the Apostles. How different all tixs
is in the Garrison Church, 1s seenat a glance.—

Bayouets for pillars shew the truly nomad char.
acter of the edifice, and 1ts utter want of claiy
to aught of permaneacy. And tbe inconsistency
of its advocacy (for, gentle reader! there ar;
men found inconsistent enough for this advocacy)
is in nothing more clearly seen than in this : that
whilst the Protestiog world is declaiming foudest
agamnst the mawtenance of Papal temporalitieq
by French bayonets, as the phrase has 1t, thig
same Protesting world 1s battling bardest for 1t
own Garnson ! Church.  Perhapst is with them
after all oniy a squabble for the temporalities
and could these be but retawed,all the rest might’

go without a sigh.

We have said that the dJiseadowment of (he
Garnison Church is but a matter of chance ; and
if the resultant of innumerable and unequal apg
unknown forces may be said to be chance, then
it 1 g0, The different interests of the combat.
ants are so many and so various, their mollvea;
of action are so dissimilar, that 1t is impossible
to calculate the result. Ooe thing however g
cerfain ; jostice and right will never be copsi.
dered in the struggle. They may perhaps te
made a political shibboleth by Eaglsh radicals,
to be used by canting bypocrites as battle cries,
Sut though the searf be on the arm, depend upon
it, the heart will be far from the ladye fair,—
Justice and right m the scramble for power wili
be found tbe least appreciable un:ts of the future
and at present unknown resultant.

There is one phase of tlis adrocacy of the
Garrison  Church which is not aniwerthy of a
passing notice. The most gealous defenders of
the Establishment-~those precisely, in tact, who,
enjoying its revenues, may be said to be most ig-
teres‘ed in its preservatioh—~oppose its disendow-
ment on the principles of justice. * You are da-
stroymg vested interests.” When we hear thg
plaintive plea our riind rrresstibly falls back o
few centuzres in our ¢ovetry”s history, sod heags,
or fancies 1t hears, the fanit echoes of the voice
of some grey -ha:red prigst 6f God’s Catholic apd
Apostolic Churcl declaiming from bis pulpit, at
the risk of s head, against the spoliation of
God’s Church by Eoglani’s myrmidons—Crom.
well’s samts. We have even looked upon tie
prineiples of justice as immutadle and iovariable ;
as independent of the gross aceidents of time 5 ag
one in all ages and in all chimes. 1If, then, it be
robbery to alienate tbese temporahties %6w, how
much tnore was it robbery 1o aliepate them
then? 1t the voice of the whining and pam.
pered smecurist be to be heard n0w, how much
more ought the warmng voice of the priest to
have been beard then ? The voice of the priest
was the voice of fhe servant, claiming and de-
feoding his master’s goods, that master a divine
master. 'The voice of the moderu interloper is
the voice of the thief, -calliog *right! right?
when he lumself has never respected mght. It
1s 2 maxim of morals, that an upjust title can
vever be made good by lapse of time. Where
then s the right toat ean ever be acquired in
this spoliation ?

Were we to declare our belief that the
Church Establishment 20il] not be disendowed,
it would only be declaring,in as many words, our
behet in anotber and a cognate proposition—that
Eoglish bigotry will be too strong for the occa.
sion. 'We know the justice of the czuse, and
we know the proverbial love of our countrymen
for fair play ; but there 1s a justice, too just for
English bigotry—a  fair-play, too fair for Eng-
lish constitutions to stomach. An Eoglishman’s
love of yustice 13 mdeed all but universal, extenc-
Ing, as 1t does, to NMahometan, Jew, and Athewt,
but stopping short alas! at Papist. That the
radical element in Euglish poltties 1s all but
supreme, we admit; that the praciples of Re-
form are essentially opposed to a State Church
we likewise admit, but there 15 a principle in-
stilled into the breast of Englshmen — sucked in
with their mother’s milk—engrafted 1n their very
nature, which will, when duly evoked, overnifeal
this and turo n due time this lover of fair play
and justice. Tt only requires the No-Popery
cry to transform the stade Enghshman mto 2
Danton or 2 Robespierre, nto the flaming fire-
brand and howling fanatic. Let it not be sad,
that Englishmen are now-a-days too enlightened
for all tis, that tuisis the picture of the Eng-
lishman of tormer years. That Englishmen now-
a days are better educated and better read, and, §
consequently, raised above the petty quarrels of R
sectarian strife.  How much the Eoghshman of
the present day 1s superior to his brother of
former days, when the No-Popery cry is beard
io the land, may be seen by comparing the Mour-
phy riots of to.day, with the Liord George Gordon
riots of former years—the rejection of the Bill,
for the Repeal of the Ecclesiastical Titles Bill
with the solemn mockery of justice in the court
of Judge Jeflery.

ANNUAL DISTRTBUTION OF DIPLOMAS AND PRIZED

The 2nnual distribution of diplomas aod prizes
of the Jacques Cartier Normal School took place
on Tuesday, 11th inst,, at 3 o’clock, at the old
Edncation office, Notre Dame street.

The rooms were tastefully fitted up for the
occasion, the front displaying the French and
British flags arranged on either side of our na-

tional hero, Jacques Cartier, who 13 also the

traditiona! patron of the Tustitution., On the
sides of the hall were the philosopbical charts of
the Normal school, geographical, geological,
hotanical, znological, &c.,—those of Prof. A,
Jobanson, of Edinburgh, being used, whichare
probably the most excelleat 1n exwstence, and are
used on the direct recommendations of Mr.
Chauvean himseif, The room was well filled
{:ng before the appointed hour of assembling,which
plamly shewed that the words of the impartial
and undoubtedly patriotic Superintendent of
Education for Quebec, spoken on a similac oc-
casion at the MeGill Normal school, bad ot
fallen altogether on listless ears. There were
not, however, so mauy of our Eoglish friends
among those interested in education present as
we should have desiced. Those who were had
certainly no reason to complain of the liberal al-
lawance of good grace that was extended to them
by those of our French compatriots to whom 1t
fell to do the bonour of the occasion. We can
only give a very brief resume of the very pleasant
gathering, which certainly inspired the best hopes
and feelings. Into the musucal part of the en-
tertainmect, which we doubt not, we will be
allowed to eall 1t, we suppose we need not enter.
The band of the 16th regiment, by kiod permis-
sion of Col. Peacock, was present. It would not
be gracious to say that they were properly out
of sight, Out of sight, they were, though, and
the admirable overture, and otber meces sung by
the students were none the worse for thew invisibil-
ity,as they were gracefully ranged around the front
offthe room in a quasi orchestra ; quast, of course,
1o the best of senses. There were a good many
ecclesiastics present of various grades, all of them
- -venerable enough, not in its modern, but in its
literal sense,—although, here .and there, a little

too exuberant good nature was vimble, by no
ineans, detrimentally to the general effect. The
Principal united the qualities, rarely seen ia vaton
of diguity and energy,—~a true Roman preceptor
—also a young man. Xlis address was atten-
tively listened to. There were, of course, the
usual congratulations at re-uniop,—review of past
years, concluding with an affectionate address to
those who bad been under his care, and exhorta-
tions to them to obey, after they bad gone forth
from their own family, as it were to be obedient
to the gumdance of their spiritual motber, the
Cburch, The rev. gentleman also retouched
the various educational exercises they had under-
gone during the past year.

After the eloquent Pricciple’s address, the
chorus ¢ Quel transport, quel delie’ was suag by
the pupils, The Revd. Principal then addressed
a few brief words to those present, after which
the Superintendent of education distributed the
diplomas, the prizes baving been previously dis«
tributed by the Hon. C, S, Cherrier.— Gazette.

Telling the truth may shake Governments, but
withholding 1t destroys them.
