(a) the delivery, after the cessation of hostilities in any theatre of Wa¥
for relief and rehabilitation purposes, to another United Nation or to an intﬁff‘
national organization, of automotive equipment supplied under this agreemeﬂt"
(b) the transfer to Canadian forces serving outside Canada after the cessjd'"

tion of hostilities of vehicles, aircraft, ordnance or military equipment suppl
under this agreement to the Government of the United Kingdom if such ¥ ol
supplies are required for the use of such Canadian forces and are not requif
by the Government of the United Kingdom for military operations; and
(¢) the return to Canada after the war, if required in Canada for Canadﬁ;
purposes, of aircraft and automotive equipment supplied under this agreem®
which may still be serviceable, due regard being had to the degree of Wast"_'g;
