As this group of new ATCs visits
Western Canada, they will educate themselves on the capabilities,
the new technology and products produced by Canadian exporters.

The ATCs will be visiting manufacturing facilities and head
offices of industries in the following sectors: consumer
products, aerospace, high technology, resource-based products,
agriculture and services. These visits will provide them with a
better understanding of the diversity of eccnomic activities in
Western Canada.

They will as well be meeting with representatives of Western
Economic Diversification Canada, provincial, territorial and
municipal governments, thus providing them with a better
understanding of the needs of each industry and province. This
will result in a closer coordination between all levels of
government in the promotion of Canadian exports.
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The meetings are being coordinated with International Trade
Centres (ITC). Located in each province, the ITCs are operated
by EAITC in conjunction with Industry, Science and Technology
canada.
