THE DELIBERATIONS OF THE DO-
MINION BOARD OF TRADE.

Til TARIFF.

There was mare apparent harmony than
usual in the deliberations of the Dominion
Board of Trade, but w-e own that w-e doubt
very much whether the attempt ta recon-
cile antaganistie viows by an unanimous
vote on a subject on which wicle differ-
ences of opinion are known ta exist ivill
be productive of any gooc. Mr. Macken-
zie, ofl amilton, moved aiesolution which
was unanimously adopted, and whici is as
follows

"That w-hile in the estimation of this
Board the present tariff of 17à per cent,
is fair and reasonable, yet in the event of
its being found necessary to increase the
duties for revenue purposes, that this
Board vould respectfully request the
Government ta conside. the industrial de-
velopment of the country in any re-,adjust-
ment of théä tariff.

This resolution wa's seconded by Mr. E.
K. Greene, ofMontreal,who is known to be

a decided protectionist, but who neverthe-
less by his own admission did not examine
the resolutions critically, and I did not 1
observe how mild it n'as until it w-as too
late." In point of fact the resolution
carried unanimously is essentially arecog-
nition of the soundness of the policy of the
present Government and of the impropri-
ety of altering the tariff unless for strictly
revenue purposes. It would seem from a
discussion on the third day that thec iwas
some misunderstanding, but it is hiardly
credible that any could exist regarding a
resolution couched in such plain terms,
and sa short sud cofnprehensible. Ther
can be little doubt wve presune that the
mover and seconder heild conflicting opin-
ions, and that the resolution w-as intended
as a compromise to secure an unanimous
vote. An attempt'w-as made ta re-open
the debate on the gîiound that the resolu-
tion "l hnd been sonewhat modified wvith-
out the knoivedge of the seconder," but
Mr. Greene himself stated that he "made
an alteration in it, making it more favoi-
able ta protection." Mr. Mackenzie stated
that he had been approacihed by' Mr.
Greene, and that any change was made
wvith the knowledge and concurrence of
that gentleman. We, have not seen the
original resolution. The result, it must be
admitted, has been a triutph for the free
trade party, and cannot but bie highly
satisfactory to the 'G overnment.

EICIPROCITY.

The principal speaker on this subject
w-as Mr. Fraley, of the National Board of
Trade of the United States, who spoke wvith

great moderation, but without leading us
ta hope for any satisfactory action on the
subject in Washington, wheore alono there
is any difliculty as ta the settlement of
the question. Captain Dorr is anxious to
have the laws w'hich interfere Ivith foreign
vessels giving aid-in cases of w-recks,
amended. Heowever, urges Canada to
set the exanIple, under an assurance tiat
the United States ivill adopt a simrilar
policy. Ve nust confess that w-e think
thiat the United States should in tihis case
set the exanple,,thor being no roon for
doubt that Canada w-ill gladly adopt any
liberal measure such as that indicated,
whereas there are very strong reasons f'or
doubting v hetler the United States
w'ould act in a similai' spirit.

THE sUOA' DUTIDS.

A paper was read from the pen of Mr.
Dustan, of Halifax, praying the Dominion
Board of Trade ta use its influence in flavor
ofa readjustment of the sugar duties so as
ta leacd ta the re-establishmnt If the
sugas refineries i the Dominion. The dis-
cussion on this important subject proved

bat there is great divergence Of opinion
egarding it among the members ofi the
Board. Mr. Patterson is reported as hiav-
ing stated tiat '' the i'eduction of duty on
'raw sugars would give the poorer classes
'a cheap but strong sugar, and increase
" its use and consumption in this country."
But the saine Mr. Patterson demanded

the reduction of duties on raw sugars as
the best means of establishing sugar re-
filning as an inclustry in this country and

il developing the trade betw-een Canada
Il and the West Indies." Mr. Patterson
likewise advocated "countervailing du-
ties." The great dilliculty regarding the
sugar duties is thbe want of a clear un-
derstanding as ta the object to he accon-
p lished, snd the varions shtades of opinion
among the advocates of change. It must
be borne in mnind that under the piuesent
tariff tie sugar refliers did a considerable
business, and, it is generally believed, far
fron an unprolitable one. The causa of
the closing of the Canadian relineries was
not the iigli duty on ran- sugars, but tite
bounty paid by the United States Govor-
ment on the export of refined sugars.
There is no reasonable ground l'or doubt
that under the operation 'of that systema
the best crystallized Demeirarasuga-rs w'erle
imported inta the United States at a very
low- rate of duty aifter having been artifici-
ally colorei so as to pass as being of a low
quality. The renedy for this state of
things woiuld be a countervailing duty on
all foreign sugars on which bounty w-as
paid. Such a measure, which w'ould be
just and reasonable, would place the sugar
refliners precisely whbere they were before
the diversion of the trade in reflined
sugars. But the sugar refiners ivoulci not,
if w'e understand Mr. Dustan's vian-s, be
satisflied wvith that policy. They vant the
sugar' duties placed entirely on an ad-va-
lorem basis instead of a coibined specific
and ad-valoremi rate. Mr. Patterson, mare-
Ovcr, professes ta desire that trade with
the West Indies should he encouraged,
and that grocery sugar should be adinîtted
into generaI consumption. We have in
forme- numbers explained vet-y fully thte
causes of the dissatisfaction which is felt
in the principal British sugar colonies vith
the Canadian sugalr duties. Tlie practical
effect is that it is hardly passible to pro-
cure in the markets of Montreal or Toron-
ta good cr'ystallized Dcmer'ai'a sugar, an
article extensively consusmed in England,
and vhich those wvhà have used it prefer
very mnuch to the article refined either in
the United States or Canada. This sugar
has been almost excluded fron the Cana.
cian narkts by the present taiffi, and
would be placed it still greater disadvan-
tage by the alterations w'hich Mr. Dustan

THrE CREDIT SYSTEM.

Wo give place to two, outof several
letters on this subject receivedfromssb-
scribersin variou pats ofitheountry
all of then from leadi*ig hou$es in their
respective localities. Thore is some dive'-
sity,.of opinioonol the subjeet bt aill
agree Liiat the practice of dating forwvard
is a great evil. We ficy, however, tihe
easterii wholesale in: are not likely to
enter into any coinbination for eradicating
it, unless there were some: p:ospect tlat
western men and those of other cities
would join and on the basis of an asllowance
of time for' delivery. A great deil 'is
charged to the commercial travellers and
doubtless, in saine instances vit. reislon
enough, but retailors :should renènber
that te root of tho evil, is in the too àc-
tiye comi).etition caused by tiere, bein
too mnany,persons in busine5s. It·isiot
alone the reÚtil business thatis.overdone)
andI "dating forward-' bears the. saie ie-
lation to the vi plessaleir as long and ilîde
finite credit to farnmers does -to the retail
dealer.. The competition of Englishi trav-
ellers for several seasons past in tlieir
at.tempts to sell to the- retailers;of anada,
compelied vholesale hpuses.from Mont.
reai, Toronto, &c., to senditheir mmnut
earlier in tie season, ançi muc h of tihe,
tfoubleIlies at tiedoors of these:Englisl;
jobbers vho ,have.no advantage whatever,
overom oiniporting houses who'bny
as these Englisi jobbers. do, direct froni
the.manufacturers but who have tie-ad.'

Our retail friends comsplain of the per-
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sistence of the "commercials "-whole-

-sale dealers miglit with as much cause
make similar complaints, as scarcely a day
lpasses during certain seasons of the year
in which they do not receive visits from
emissaries froi manufacturers both nt
home and abroac. But this does not
compel them te buy, and the retailer has
the sarne option. There are, however,
circumstances which operate against any
regulation of the time to buy and sell
seasonable goods. Many of the leading
wholesale houses employ only about
four travellers, and it is quite impos-
sible that these can be in all parts
of the Dominion just at the time the goods
are wanted. They are, therefore, obliged
te cal on saime custoners earlier than
were otherwise necessary, but he who thius
lias the advantage in an early " pick " of

the goods, lias less reason ta complain
thsan the dealer whom the travellers cean-
not reach till late in the season. As a
rule, a traveller is not able te serve more
than one customer a day, and thle end of a
six -weeks trip occasionally finds him mak-
ing.sales too late te satisfy bis custoners.
Then again our cliumate of late years is se
changeable tiat an early spring or a few
spring-like 'days earlier in the season will
create a demand for suitable goods.
Country dealers wlio choose their goods
early have the option of allowing them
to remain in the warehouse of the whole-
sale merchant till they wish them sent
forward. The suggestion made by "re-
tailersI" that gooIs shouId be dated from
the first of the month following that in
which they are solde, is open te objection-
an objection -hich is apparent te whole-
salers and retailers from long experience.
The falling due on the "first-fourth I" of
the month of all bills, as is also the pre.
vailing-custom in Engliand,often presses
heavily on the merchant, and is not un-
frequently a source of worry to him as to
how he nuay provide for them. Were they
distributed over the month (according as
goods have been bouglt) tley would be
more easily met. We are glad te learn
that many staunch w'holesale houses have
individually initiated a short credit policy,
and are determined that for the benefit of
their good customers as well as for them
selves the " dating forward" systein w-ili
receive little encouragement at their
bands. The man who buys goods at lon-
date need not flatter himself that se much
capital bas been lent him for notlingi on
the other hand,the merchant wiho does no
ask for such favors has no interest, direct
or- indirect, to pay on such loas. We
shall be glad to hear further fron our sub
scribers on this subject.

The word butter is derived fron thvo
Gi-eelc words signifyinig cou- and cieese,
o- coaguluim. But because the vord hut-
ter is derived fr-om the w-ord cow it does
not alvays follonw that the article butter
lias also a bovine descent. On the con-
trary, it is quite safe te say that m1such of
the butter used !is hotels, restaurants and
hoardiigoliuses is entirely guiltless of
any connection whatever with milky an-
tecedents. During the past season, how-
ever, the class of butter held in city
cellars lias partaken so largely of uninar-
ketable suîmmer mnake, nwhici, fron its
beginning, was not of extra quality, and
not likely to imnprove with old age, that
the oleonargarine machines have been
cons insg witi rust. We wvonder if
makers whose butter sells at fronm 12 ets.
te 15 ets. ever stop to think that the arti-
cle whici brings fron 20 ets. te 25 ets. is
made from the saine original. It is al
made from creans, in tise qualities of

which there is but conparatively little
diflerence. Genuine butter is of most
anicient and honorable origin i it is men-
tionsed several timses in the Old Test-
ment.; and H-erodotus, a gentlemen woia
wrote history some years bore the com-
mercial editor of a certain conteinporary
learned to w-'rite butter aiticles, esteemed
sweet, solid butter as a consolation. It
lias at times been mildly intimated that
portions, possibly, of the same cliniiiigs
alluded te in sacred writings, and sonie of
the same rolls mentioned by Herodotus,
had slid down througli the triouglhs of cen-
turies, and found sale in mîodern markets.
and consumption in cheap boarding-
houses, where quotations are possibly
manlufactured. But such intimations
coue undoubtedly from dyspepties whose
mincis have beei temporai-ily derainged
from living during a greater portion of
the twenty-four lours- in the upper floors
of buildings, which had too much oleo-
butterine in their basemsents. It is a
smselancholy fact that fresh butter, fragrant
of the fields, and suggestive of clear
brooks and waviig meadows, is becominîg
such a rarity that it commands almost
any price. A certain class of Danishs
butter brings at retail 4s. sterling per lb.
in Lonîdon, EngIanîd. Canadian butter
lias been sold in New York at retail as
ligh as 50 ets. to 80 ets. a lb., and a fair
or good article could not be hadl at first-
class groceries in Moitreal during the
fall moni ths, for less thai 32 cts. to35 ets.
Some retailers will show- a fine lookinîg

SrolIl, w-hiih they offer at 25 ets., but the
proof of the butter is in the eatiag.
Stamping the pictures of impossible

cows and absurd ears of wheat or corin on
lumps of ointment, and selling them foi
butter. even at 10 ets. to 15 cts., al fails
to satisfy the growing demand for the
hlonest article. It seems quite as um ea-
sonable to utter lumps of grease to pase
for butter and keep at par with the genu-
ine article as it does infl the United States

to stamp irredeemable rags with the por-
traits of defunct patrint, uiider the
notion that they will in all respects
equal real dollars of pure gold. 'Tlie
ointment with which four-fiftls of the
people in our large cities are now veneer-
ing their bread, is no more like the pure,
palatable article of our early days than
a note o' the Turkish Government is like
an English, sovereign, or a speech on
trade depression by lHon. -David Mills is
like a chapter fron his great naiesake.

And now that beet sugar subsidies are
on the carpet, why cannot somebody asic
for a subsidy for a Canadian Cow Con-
pany te encourage the production of
pure undulterated roll butter? A grant
from the government, say of half the
unsold lands in the Dominion and a
bonus of $500,000 te such a company,
whose duty it would be to produce but-
terat a reasonable rate for the health
and comifort of the people, would be a
national benefit and a great boon te the
farmers, who require some encouragement

as well as the " ravenous monopolists."
Is it not quite as reasonable te encourage
churning and butter-making by a govern-
ment grant as it is te encourage beet
sugarismanufacturing? A bonus wouldbe
necessary in order te enable the Cow
Comnpany te construct tie niecessary
sheds, cow-paths, niîlk-tanks and horse-
power churns or butter factories.

Sir John Mîfacdoiiald should not neglect
this idea. It migit serve for a definition
of the " National Policy " for w'hich the
business mon of the country have been
waiting so long. " There's millions in it,"'
as may be inferred fron the following
table showing the increase i the quantity
and value of butter exported foir several
years past:

IMPORTANT INSURANCE DECISION.

Judgient was 'rcently delivered biy hlie
Court of Apieal in Toronto In the case of
liilungton vs. The Provincial Insuirance
Coniiiny, to which refierence was formerly
Made in these columniiiîs, a case of su limplîore-
tance to hie comiercial vorld and to insuiers
and insuîred tlhat we ficel justified in referring
to il ut some lengilh.

Tlie fiets are thus stated 13y tihe /liifton
Times: Mr. Billinîgton applied to Mr. Suiter,
the defendants' local agent at Diindila-, 0»
Gt), February, 1875, to efct an insurice
agrinst loss by fire for two :ionths to the
anunîîît of $G,000, On agricultural iachiiery
in process of construction. He signed hie
uisuîal form of applicatin, whic, containeid
a direct enîquiry as to other insurances, and an
express agreement oin thepart ofhthe applicaut
fhlat tie application should form a part aniilbe
a condition of tihe contract of insurance. . That
eiquiiry n'as ans viered liy statiîg tuait thre
vere two.otlier insurances, one in the list-

lngs Iiital ofS2,000 and onie in tle Canadian
Mitntal of $3,000 Billingtoi la iin fiac i
policy. vith the Gore NIutiaI for $3,000 whicli
covered the propeîrty nî"ntione in te aibli -
cation to the extent of SI,000. Silier was fhe
agentof the Gore Mutual tlhrorglh wlhom.tiat
insurance iid been effected, auîal at tie ine
of lie applicationfor the defendnts' insiirance
being signed, the einsurance in the Gure Mtuail
vas referred to and Mr. Billingtoi and lie

desired it should be noticed In ic answver to
the enquiry in the aplication, but he cotuld
not at tie hime lay lis hands iipon Uie policy
to sec liow' îmuch of that insurance was upon
the saile property souglt ta be insured with
thie defendants, and Mr. iillington said Saler
stated that lie lad all ithe ,articulais of the
Gore Mnitual policy ut his office. iuter granted
31r. Billingtan tie defe-ndants' -isual interim,
receipt which was ta be in force for thirty
days only, and forw'arded the, application.

Tle de.fendants Board
accepted the risk and issued a certificate stating
flit %Ir. Billington )vas insured unîder, snd
subject ho, aIl the conditions of their palicies, of
which the assured -admits ognizance. A
firc took place on 9tli Mardi 75.
Tie insura.nce ccmpany reused ta pay the Ias
incurred, ibeeupon-Mr. Billington-sicd them,
and the deidants set up 'thàern sîîd condi-
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tiens of the policy as to further insurances, and
the suit resolved itself substantially into a
qiestion of ftle plaintilP"s riglt to bave the

policy reformied by endorsing thereon the instar-
ance in the Gore utuel.

Chief Justice Moss in lis judgmient said,-
"The plaîtiitf' right to recover being depen-
dent on his right to a reformation of the
instruient, the question is whether le can,
consistently with the established doctrines of
equity, obtain. that relief. I take it that flhe

principles upon which thu Court auts are clear
and well defined. Thuey have been amiply
illustrated and explainîed in muoderi cases, but
they were long since enuncinuted wi th^coisider-
able precision. Before the Court will assune
to rectify an instruimient it iunust be satisfied
beyond ail reasonable doubt that there was a
conmonintention, difreren t fron t.he expressed
intention aid a comnion mistaken supiposition
thal it wavs correttly exîpressed. If is essential
tiait clear proof should be adduced ot a reali
agreement betiven fle parties different frein
the written agreemuenf. If it appears that the
instrunent was executed under a conmnon mis-
take as te ils contents, but no reail greement
lad ever been concluded between tlhe parties,
there nay be rescission but tliere is no flinda-
tion ir rectification. 1In order tiint a decree

for reforming the instruient muay be inade the
plai tif mliust prove that net only by inistake
flu wrtiten agreemueut does net correctly repre-.
seLt the real agreement, but tiant tiere was a
ntual binding aissent by hini and the othier
Party te a.complete agreement

Ilis Lordship, after quoting fron authorities
euthoese points, says,-These authorities leive
nie room fer uncertainty as tethe principles lupon
whichi this remîediial equity should he aduîi-
îistered. Let us endeavor te apply thcmn te
the facts of.this case. The plaintifl' is bounld te
prove clearly taiit there %vas a reai agreeuent
between him and the defundants, different froni
that expressed. in. the policy. le munîst show
tht ticie as a uittauial assent to the ferlis
which lie says slouild be expressed in the policy.
Iii order te succeed hie iniist show tiat there
wlvs an assent by tlie COpGintîy te the insertion
ini the policy of the existence of the, $,000
insurance in the Gore lutual; or, to put it in
the broadest aînd most liberal anner for the
plaimiff, an agreemîent mautually assented te
that lie slouli be insured froni the 6thu FebrUary
unfl ihdii April, notvitlstauding the exist-
eLce f this other insurance. Now', whien did
the Compauy enter into such an. agreemfent?
ilev or by <vieni vas their assent given to any
such terni ? Tle ansver giveris, by tue agent,
Stter. But this seeus te me te rest un an entire
mtisappreiension of his functious, eitlîer actuel
or assuined. He neither, had nor pretended to
have autliority .tgive the Coupanys assent te
Ray contract of insurance for two uîontis. î le
did not undlertak'e, oither expressly or ihmpliedly,
tat tho policy siould.b eissted ina cerftain foriî.
or eibody certain terms for he did nt tundertake
tiit a policysiouldbe.issued at ail. The plain-
liff did net suppose t iant ini wbat fdok piace be-
tiveen.lîni and Suter the latter vas binding the
Coeimlny t such a contract as tiat wbich lie ow
seeks to enforce. He knewt flat Suter;wasnot
assutniig te do more tisuin te forward his appli-

cation for file consideration ofrthe Board,and te
insure huai întil lie wis advised of the resulit,,
or fer thirty days atm îîost. He .as îîerfectly
Well aware that the proposal to which the Board
was askedt te assent <vas lis written applicationi

ui1id lis owii stateient, already quoted, sliows
tiait lie wvas fully alive to the imeportance of the
Ilppliciation containiig correct iiiforieation as te
existiig insurances. Concediig that tlie cvi-
dence estiablisihes witi suilicient cleariess tlat
Suter hiad notice of the fact that the pairticuilar
property iu question was insured in thle Gore
Aulitual, that does not advance the plailititl's
case.

On the 10th of Feb-
ruary, wlien tue Board aîgreed to insure the
pliiiiti' for that period, they acted îîpon the
written application · ind tupon it alune. If,
appears that it was after seume liesitation they
accepted the risk. The Court is net at liberty
te assuiie that it Ivouild have beeu acceptel iad
the Boia-d becl aware of the additional insuar-
ane. Indeed, this Case [appears te nie to in-
volve Irecisely the saine considerations as led
Sir Jolmî Stuart to refuse relief in FowlIer v.
Scottisli Eujtifabîle, 28 L. J.; ch. 225.

I veirature te thinik thai the prinîciples whici
underlie the judgmîent I have formued:in fuis
case are neither iharsh norii nreasonable. IL lu
the duty of Ceonrts to give effect te the riglhts of'
insurance coipanîies, as .vell as te protect the
just inîterests of lie assured. This is a nere
truisim, and perhaps on thtt accouant is in dainger
ofseinetimnes beiiig treated withl neglect. It nay
bu reasonable and proper te holil a compiny
boînd even witi loose dealings w'ith, or inforial.
nolices te a local agent aifuthorized te grant in-
terinm receipts so far as inay be niessary te
suî>port flic interin asuiratice. The coiipaiiy
lias accredited hiu te the p ublie as tlcir re-
presentative for the purlese of minaliiig those
temuporary isitirances, and for that purpose lie
may fairly be treated as tue fuil equivaleit of
the copaluny.

soigal services in ail branches of labor, it lias
employcdi a fair representation of' lte mind and
irais etf the commiiuiinity. In the precise scien-
lific form f ils' plans and mlethods, in thic ab-

solute eqity of its priiciples, ina the rigid fiuait-
ationt mhicli the law of trusts imposes un its en-
terîrise, and in the beteficenceof its aimis0t. tiths
peculiar educational influences for good on the
nindis trained under it, and peculiar safegmiuris
against wrong. IL also lias teLiiiptaitionis iid
dingers whici are pecnliar, the worst of iwhich
colite irfii errors in law and ii lpublie senti-
utment. But wlien malice speaks of this lro-

If ite general attention and wvatebfulness whicli
it las noW atiracted liave their utroper effect,
they w i induce Wise tand hionorablet managers
to enbrace a great oppurtunity; and in the
educ dtet convictiois of the people to lay a
sctîre fouîndatioi for the future of tLie iristitu-
lion. For this purpose it is net necessary tIiat
etch Coinpany Should sacrifice in any degree its
owi iîîdeîîepîdence, its ovn methoids o business,
ils conrtol over and responsibility for iLs fundi
and contracts But te comparties have within

thnsele alae tatforainied ad'thougitfui
tti calutphib of mst varied intellectal work.
Ttiey have blitherto prodicei in this service a
bady u' literature, ful of force and ingenuity
iut confine aImost violly te three classes
first, teèhulical atd professlonal vritings which
are often .cotribIitions to science, but iaie no
publie beyoni 'ite profesiiu Second, el emeî-
tari papers, tdesigiied te explain tha matbena-
tîcall;riuciples 0f tie business to the coinmn

The iur-
chaser of insurance ieeds tu know morlaity
tables atid val tuationts no more litaii the purca -
ser of a house to kn'ow the cost of bricks, or the
consumuer of breai to be ait exiert in bankers'
%ages. The fitiey that thiis ha le kidil of>
knowleduge!to guide an insurer can be disîlellei
only by giviiïg hiinu (lic owledlgeut thiti is a suire
and final guide. Each reader nuuîst be instructed
in the îîriiciples, relations, and facts of the
blisinîess, se that lue cin aunswer for hluiself lie
questions : Do I ined inîsturtice ? If soi how
muea? Upol iiat liait ? Wiit ire niy riglhts
and obligations, tus ut purchaiser, un this plan?
Wiere can I obtiui iL muîst safely and clieaply ?
The proper answers t these qulaestions imellde
aeh lihat the public careî to know tipon the suîb-
ject ; and a communuiiity in wvhich thL mass oft
men are gable itelligepil:y tu atiswer themît, cncli
for hiiself, will be the puradise of Life Iiistur-
anice. Public opinium,î reformed i tlie only
uîsefuil .wayi by the instruction of its componîen t
tinds, Will becomne tle discriuîiunating critie of,
all compamies, and the indestructible sîuppor t
of goud ones; and its faithful organ, the itews-
palier piess, will cease lt view Lite business as
a black art, wviose mnystery mtakes it dloubly
Suspicious, and tt i heariiily join i raisig and
nainîtamîing the statidard of the geineral ietlDI-

higence. It Were foolish to wuli that the ide-
tenIdent press should b the ally of any chIss of

corporations, wiose inLterests or tainns tire distinct
frointhe public welIfare ; or that it shouid ever
regard lthe possession of corporate powers with
etier thait a jeatlous eye, watciung agitintst the
begimnugs of encroachimtent otn riglts or of
deiation froin liaum. This woltild be o wish
destruction to a mami safegtuard of society. But
if the compauies whose every tise of' their trait-
cuises li strictly limitei by the benîeficenit pir
poses for vhich they have bueen granted, will
resolutely bring forwmard in ublie discussion
every principle and detail of thteir worlk, illus-
trated. by' the *kiown'î truths of human life, of

* finance,-economîy, and law', but ftew years will
pass before these principles wil beconie a part
of the ceunumoI stock of ttougiit, acceptei aud
assyrnud in ail turrent deusàionof the subjeet
as fully as are Lte uestomls of or retil trade,

or the eleientary rights of citizenshiip. 1Ii a
free coniniiity it, is itot stilllicti ttat the ad-
iiinistration of a public trist be perfect-it
mu ust be transparent also.

This is tie first ruierin leeded n the con-
duct of Life Insurance. Public criticism hit,
oftlen beeni ignoraint it las beei fbit to be
rude iitd oppressive ; the teiptation has often
been irrcsisiible to deal witi it s with i at
cieny. It muist be welcuncd as a frieud, antd
instrited so tiat it shall bu a tiseftil elicek aiti
competent guide. lauy have SuIfLrel su much
fron widespireLd preie ani misdirected cuit-
sure, thtat litey witt deelare this course hopelen,
Yet to the mlitnt that is accistoid to walel
the ilner forces which control society, it doe
iiot scell h0 iopieless to-day as it seeied
twetity-live yenrs ago thiat the French ialtion
ctuild ever niidersflaîid and acquiesce ini lite
principle of freedoni iu tride as it sceitied te
yeirs ago Litit Bri-tish public opinion woiuld
ever conipreiend and act tîpon the dity of
stubitlLtiniiig hie Alabainla, c llais to natioinal gali-
tration as it seemed fotir ttis aigo tliat the

ruling party in sote of the Suithern States
would qutietly give tilt faction to patriotismî. To
despair of atiy set of truths, wlîether theu-

titinubers of theit gs cantou t be triade aitdwaysltttd
te all it is iov plain that in tLese ways the end
will never be reached. Tle most perfect nia-
ageient ever knowti will fail te satisfy,
utles s nierits tire utide and leept platin iid
beyond dispute ; the largest concession whicl
recklessness itself cati grant Will oily excite
Lu further deinands tLiose who do net comre-
bond te mli wlich their'riglits as a cltss
impose tipon their intereëts as iiidividuals.

Dear Sir, We have read vith inîterest yourî
report of tie Meeting c.llCd by tie whiolesale
mîerchanîîts of .oitreal, for thre pirpose of coin-
inîg ta, an agreeeitnît ta reduce the teris of
credit fron 6 ta 4 iontlhs. W'e have also
noticed your conmients on tie samle, and gatler
from the tone of themi that you' concllde the
viole argiinent is on tie side of tie wholesaile

dealer. To this ive cainot agrec, aid on belialf
aF the retailers, bg to draw your attention to
soine of their grievances.

It l is well known thiat spring retlil trade be-
gins fron Ist ta 20th of Marci according to
the state of tie weather and tie l.caity, thiere-
fore, so far as the retail intereC is concerned,
they do not require any' goods uiitil the lat
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-%,eek of Februnry or first week of Matrch and
even tiheni ouly a-smail portion of their sprirg

.piichatses Js rcquired. With the month of
Ajril springtrade fatirly opens, and by the 15th
o April reti lers in al the- owns aund smaller
cities, (suchi as Kingston, ielleville, Brantford
and St. Cutharies) rëqiiire to have thiri stock
about complete.

Now'it is a well-knowvn faet tliat retail buyers
do' nt personally visit li wlolesale markets
ttiuak'e spriug -purciasea before tlie 0tI of

nch a tie great nmjority not itlil hie last
wecks of Marh and first weeks of A iril.
'Tiën /iwoii and ilher'e tre the goods bot glît,

whicli our Montreal frieids wan dated, 4 mnuitilis
Ist-iarch. The answer is this: They aie
bbigit fron swvaris of coenircial travellers
vlo ronm orer the couiïtir and bave become a

regiular nuisance to tle retailer.
When do these Il commercial travellers "

(sont àut b' our Montreai wliolesalers) start to
make sales for the spring trade? Why tley
nttiually make' tiheir appeu-artce in Ontario in
Ducember, olfering to date goods t'o'wird
almost any iength of tine tie retailer asks.
The relailer dons not want to buy so t'av in

'advance, and tlls tlie traveller so: lie repîlies,
"rwhat, dilference dues that make, we .will date
themn forwardnfor you." But with al this it is
in nrine cases out of ten an injiry to the retail
deier to.luly gonds three or four montis before
hewants them, still le caunot resist the con-
st.nt laimmering at hin. Day after.day these
" commercial" call upon him, lie must by,

*his neiglibors are doing it. The goods will be
sold out and can't be relaced," all sorts of
arguments are uised, and iimaniy cases, to get
rid of lic traveller, the retailer buys, buys flrte
months before lie requires tite goeds. The
'goods are'shipped ,two montts before lie needs
'them.

Atthis point the shoe begins to pincI tlie
'wh'olesale mserchant, le loses the two
months' lime, but tlie retailer dois not get thie
Ienefitof it; the goods romain piled ui ln his
shop or penrhaps unpacktd in hlie cases, util
the season cornes around to sel them.

To cure tiis state or thîings'does not requtire4 enîmbination." Combintsions ln trade geoer-
ally. break down, Ieavitng mttters worse tian
they 'were. lu our opinion lite whoIsale mer-
chants should keiep tiheir travellers atîhome un-
-l tise last wreek in Febriary; or lirst week in
Mlarclh, and let ali gonds bu sold as in England,
to date from first of following montlh. Let the
wholesalers keep their stocks butter assorted
during' tie season, so that retailers can get
new'lines at any lime.

As i is now tlin wholesaler gets niarly ail
his stock lu during 'Janiury and February, in-
stead of havirg a large portion oft arrive dur-
irig March'a'n'd April (we mean goods which are
only-required for sumne wear ' . We may add
that the smue thingll pilies to ItIl transactions.
Travellers are aroum , selling wiinceys, flannels,
and tweeds, (for falil ànd' iwinter tse) ini May
and JIule. 'The cure of lite evil is in tie hands
of the wholesaile men. They slould seil goods
in season, and do no dating forward more tuan
ve itaru nntionied. Tue wholesale merchants

will be benelited, lite retailers equialIy' so,
there will be-fewer insolvents, and lite niew
system will materially assist iîi liting tite
coutury ot of its preseut depression.
