The word buttex' is. derived from two
Greelk words signifying cow and cheese,
‘or coaﬂulum. But bemuse the word hut-
ter is derived from the word cow it does
not always follov‘ that the article butter
has also a bovine descent. -On the con-
trary, itis quite safeto say that mach of
the butter used in hotels, restattrants and

boarding-houses is entirely guiltless of"

any connection whatever with milky an-
tecedents. During the past season, how-
ever, the class of butter bheld in city
cellars has partaken so largely of unmar-
ketable summer make, which, from its
beginning, was not of exira quality, and
not: likély to - improve with old age, that
‘the oleomargarine muachines have been
consuming - with rust. . We -wonder if
makers whose butter sells at from 12 cts.
to 15 ets. ever stop. to think that the arti-

ole which brings from 20 ets. to 25 ets. is
