Art. 11.—Any ordinary or privileged member

who shall remove his residence to a greater distance

than 60 miles from Quebec, fall his subscriptions

then due being paid) may give notice to the Secre-

tary of such removal and of his intention not to

make use of the Club thenceforward ;

member shall cease to be liable to pay the yearly

subscription of $20 so long as he shall continue to

reside at such distance from Quebec, and such mem-
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ber shall at any time have the right of again using

the Club by notifying his intention so to do, and pay-

ing the subscription for the then current year.

Committee to account for his neglect.

Art. 12.—Persons holding civil appointments

under the Provincial Government, temporarily resi-

dent in Qubec, shall be eligible for election without

payment of the entrance fee, but sabjcct to the pay-
ment of an annual subscription of i^lO or a serai-

annual subscription of £5.

Art. 18.—Any member whose dues are all paid
shall be at liberty to withdraw from the Club, on

Art. 19.—Any member wilfully infringing the
constitution, or any of the Regulations of the Club,

Art. 36.—No smoking shall be permitted in the

Club-House, except in the rooms set apart for

that purpose.

Art. 3t.—No member is on any account to bring

a dog into the Club-House.

Constitution Art. 38.—Any article of this constitution may bemay be al- •^

tered. altered, amended, or suspended for any length of

time by consent of two-thirds of the members pres-

ent at any meeting specially convened for that pur-

pose
;

provided such alteration, amendment or

suspension, shall have been specified in the notice

summoning such meeting, and that at such meeting

twenty members at least be present.

Art. 39.—The payment of the subscription fee

or the entrance fee and subscription, shall be held

to be an acceptance of the rules and agreement to

comply therewith.
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^iiT.-—40.—The foregoing shall be printed and

distributed to each member.

Art. 41—The Committee of Management arc

authorized to invite His Excellency the Governor

General, or the Administrator of the Province for

the time being, to become an Honorary Member of

the Club.

Art. 42.—That any Privileged Member paying

JEIO per annum may become an ordinary member, in

which case the entrance fee of £20 will be reduced

by the excess they have paid over ordinary members

—say £5 per annum, and provided they give notice

within two years of their election as Privileged

Members, and upon payment at the time of giving

such nottce of the sum of ten dollars.
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RULES AND REGULATIONS

OF THE

STADACONACLUB.

Committee.

The ordinary weekly meetings wiill be held every Wed-

nesday, at five P. M., at which, throe shall form a quo-

rum. In the absence of the duly appointed Chairman, a

Chairman for the day will be first elected, and the min-

utes of the last meeting having been read, the question

will be put by the Chairman, " that they be confirmed."

If the minutes be objected to by a majority of the

Members present, the particular subject objected to, will

be reserved for further consideration, either at an extraor-

dinary meeting, as may be decided upon, and if not objec-

ted to then, the Chairman will affix his signature thereto.

After the disposal of the minutes of the previous meet-

ing, all such matters as require the consideration of the

Committee will be brought before them, discussed and

decided upon.

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For the despatch of business the Committee will, at

each weekly meeting, appoint two of their number to be

called the " Active Committee" to superintend the ordin-

ary business of the Club and submit a weekly report of

their proceedings.

SECRETARY AND MANAGER.
As Manager, he will have the general control and

superintendence of the Establishment, under the Com-

mittee.

As Secretary, he will attend all meetings of the Com-

mittee and Active Committee—note their resolutions,

and minute them in the books of their proceedings.

In all his written official communications he will state

expressly, that they are made by direction of the Com-

mittee.

Besides his attendance upon the Committee, he will

conduct the official correspondence of the Club, draw up

Reports, keep regular accounts of all the financial concerns

of the Club, an account of the wine and other stores in

the Stock Cellars of the Club, an account with the House

Steward for wines and stores delivered, for the consump-

tion of Members, and for the use of the Establishment
j

examine the accounts of the Tradesmen previously to their

being submitted for final adjustment, and will pay the

same when passed by the Committee.

He will ascertain that all goods, and piovisions delir-

correctly charged in the Tradesmen's Books, and will sign

such books.
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He will attend to all comraunicatk as, receive inforraa-

tion upon all subjects connected with the business of the

Club, and particularly all matters relating to tiit-

Members thereof.

He will submit to the Active Committee a weekly

statement of the receipts and disbursements of the Club.

Ho will place before the said Committee for the time

being, the Receipts for payments, which have been autho-

rized by the General Committee at its previous meeting,

with the exception of such as are paid directly by the

Treasurer ; and will pay over to the Treasurer, at least

once a fortnight, all moneys received by him.

HOUSE STEWARD.

The House Steward will constantly reside in the Club-

house, and will have the custody of the Supply Cellar,

Plate, Cutlery, China, Glass, &c. He will have the

general control and superintendence of the Men Servants

in his department, and be responsible for their conduct

and cleanly appearance, and in case of misconduct will

report the same to the Secretary.

He will be charged with all deficiencies which may occur

in the Stock of Wine, Liquors, &c., placed under his

custody.

He will account daily with the Secretary for all moneys

received from the Members for supplies.

He will make the established charges for all Provisions,

Wines, etc., and cast up and receive from the Members

the amount of their Bills.

The Chief Cook will have the immerlidtc direction of

tlie Kitchen department, and of the Assistants therein, as

far as concerns the perforniaJi 'e of their duties ;- -and will

prepare the daily Bill of Fare, tfi^h the concurrence of

tlie Steward, keeping all orders for tht issue of the Kitchen

supplies for daily comparison, with the Dinner Bills, it

being understood that no such supplies shall be issued

without an order.

HALL PORTER.
He will enter in his book once a-day the name of crery

Member coming into the Club-house.

Strangers calling to see Members will bo shewn by him

into the R'^ceptix.a Pv m, and intimation of their arrival

immediately ^cnt by Vm to the Member enquired for, if

in the house.

If a letter for an absent Member be applied for by

another Member, who may wish to forward it, the latter

will be required to pay the postage (if any) and to sign

an acknowledgment in the Porter's book of his having

received the letter, in case of any future question.

He will make out orders for the issue of supplies from

the Kitchen, and make himself generally useful in the

Establishment in such ways as the Manager or Stew^ard

may require.

WAITERS.

The Waiters and all other servni't "u 'he Establish-
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meut will be subject to the order of the Manager, a id

under him to the Heads of the different epartments, and

will perform such duties as he or they may prescribe.

YARDMAN.
The Yardman will light the Fires, saw and cleave

Firewood, convey Fuel at proper times to the various

apartments, clean knives, I'oep the Footway in front, and

Yard in rear of the House constantly clean, and perform

all such other duties as the Manager or Steward may

from time to time direct.

GENERAL SERVANTS' REGULATIONS.

No Ofific/^r or Servant will receive, under penalty of

immediate diBraissal, any present whatever from the

Members, or tradesmen of the Club ; and any Tradesman

detected in giving such will be forthwith discontinued,

and never dealt with a^mi.

No Male or Female Servant will absent himself or

herself from the Club-House, without leave from the

Manager or Steward.

No Stranger will be admitted into the Club-House

except on business, and the Servants are strictly prohibit-

ed ft- ;': fc^^iving visitors or followers.

r 5iGr will not be served to the Servants after two

o^clock P.M., except when they are prevented by duty

from attending at the regular hours.

No Linen, &c., will be washed by, or for any servant

within the Club-House,
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Eatables left on the dishes will be taken direct to the

Kitchen, and in no way appropriated by the Servants.

Servants while on duty will not talk to each other,

except on matters connected with their business ; and no

Servant is permitted to address an individual member in

the house on matters either personal, or relative to the

concerns of the Club, all communications of the latter

kind to be made through the Steward to the Secretary

for the information of the Committee.

If any money or articles supposed to be the property of

Members shall be found by the Servants in the Club-House

ihey will be delivered to the Manager through the

Steward.

The Servants' entrance in rear will be under lock, and

the key thereof be in the custody of the House-Steward.

No application for re-instatement of a Servant, who

may have been dismissed, on the representation of a

Member, will be read or taken into consideration, unless

it come through, and be recommended by, the Member, on

whose representation he or she was dismissed.

ENTRANCE HALL.

No Stranger will be admitted to view the house, unless

accompanied by a Member, and then only between the

hours of 12 and 4 in the day.

No large boxes or articles of baggage belonging to a

Member will be admitted into the Hall, and bags or

portmanteaux sent by Members wishing to ^dress will be

conveyed to the Dressing-Room.
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COFFEE ROOM.

Breakfasts may be served from eight until eleven o'clock

A. M. ; Lunches and Dinners from noon until eight o'clock

P. M. ; Hot Suppers from nine to tea o'clock P.M.
;
cold

Suppers up to twelve o'clock P. M. and Liquors, Tea and

Coffee up to one o'clock A. M.. after which no orders of

any kind can be received unless specially authorized by

the Active Committee of the week on timely application

in writing to the Secretary. Members ordering dinner or

luncheon will fill up their dinner bill themselves and not

employ the waiters to do so.

Articles of glass, earthenware, &c,, which may be

broken by the Members, either in the Coffee Room or

elsewhere in the House will be paid for by them.

DRAWING ROOM AND UP STAIRS ROOMS.

No pamphlet, advertisement, or notice of any kind will

be laid on the tables, or put up in the Club by a Member,

but any pamphlet, &c., which it may be wished to make

known to the Club, shall be sent to the Secretary to be

laid before the Committee for approval.

Writing materials will be provided ia the Reception

Room, and Secretary's Room.

The charges for cards will be 2s, 6d. per pack, if new^

and Is. 3d. if second-hand ;
for Billiards, 6d. for the

English game of 32 or for the American game of 50
;
and

Is. for the English game of G3, or for the American game

of 100. Cards will be permitted in the Smoking Room,

and Smoking in the Billiard Room.
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Any Member may introduce a friend to Breakfast,

Lunch, Dinner or Supper, on the terms stated in the 11th

Article of the Constitution, on the same day that the name
of such friend is inscribed on the Books

;
provided the

number of names previously inscribed will admit of its

being done.

No eatables beyond a Sandwich, Toast or Biscuit will

be allowed in any room besides the Coffee Room and

Strangers' Rooms.

No Servant will be allowed to enter the room where a

general meeting is assembled.

DRESSING ROOM.
Any portmanteau, bag or baggage of any kind must

be taken away immediately after use, and not allowed to

remain in the Club-House for future use.

No Servant of the Club will be employed by any Mem-
ber to clean clothes, boots or shoes, or to assist him in

dressing.

No Member, except on special duty, nor servant of a

Member, will be allowed to go down into the basement

story of the house ; nor will any such servant be allowed

to go into any other room than the Dressing Room, and

then only, to assist his master in dressing.

The foregoing may be altered by a majority from the
