One explanation-is that these reduc-

tions show the transmdissicn of de-
posited moneys of the local Italians to
New York, in which case a shade of

CARE DURING THE MOULT.

Thie is the time of year that the
fowls begin :to mouilt and this is the
lbest time’ to'-pick out the birds you |
wish to ‘dispose of and those you |
wish to keep for winter layers or next |
year’'s breeders. Either put them in |
separate pens or leg-band them. ‘Do |
it now, for as soon as they begin %0 |
drop their feathers their combs will
shrivel up and you will not be able
to tell your best birds unless you have
them marked. The fowls that you in-
tend to retain for winter layers should
have a separate pen and be fed to
force the moult. A good way to force |
the moult is to reduce the feeding for
a short time, say two weeks, the first
part of August. This stops their lay-
ing and reduces them in flesh. The
old feathers ripen and fall out. At
the end of two weeks begin to increase
the food gradually until you are feed-
| ing a full ratiom Feed for feather
production. A good ration is wheat,
pats and cracked corn in the morn-
ing and a mash at night. A good
mash for moulting fowls is made Aas
follows:.. Wheat bran, ground oats and
corn, equal parts. One-tenth of the
mash should be beef scraps and for
each twelve fowls add about two table-
spoonfuls of oilmeal. Also feed a pint
of sunflower seeds for each twelve
fowls three times a week at noon.
Feed all the green food they will eat,
such as lettuce, mangels, cabbage, etc.
Not forgetting the crushed oyster
shells and grit. It is also well to give
the birds a tonic .at this time of the
year, and a. very good tonic is the
