President FlMMr Delivers Inter

Charicellor McKay Deliv rs Enter-
taining Talk About Comet,Which
is Now Approaching the Earth.

Chancellor A, C. McKay of McMas-
ster University told a large audience
of Torontonians last night in Bloor-
that Halley's
comet would be seen at its best dur-
ing the first two weeks in May. He
further banighed any apprehensions
they ‘may pave been nourishing con-
cerning possihle disasters that might
attend the meteor's visit. As for
plague or disease effected by sickening,
poisonous gases, there was nothing to
be feared because all comets were shy
of material substance. Their tails
were ver ythin things, so thin that
when they crossed on the earth's side
of planets the latter shone thru quite
clearly. All the material the tafl of
Halley’'s comet possessed was supposed
to be only a few pounds. He hoped
that people would not believe that
comets were responsgible for earth-
quages or wars or national disasters.

In olden times people did connect
epoch~-marking events with the 'visi-
tation of comets, but the advent of
the telescope had made it possible for

\Comet's Doomed,

Comets had a tendency to grow
smaller on each return, They were
constantly breaking up, and it was
this disintegration that caused  the
tail-like appearance. The tail was a
trail of small particles of itself. It
was only a question of time until
they should be entirely wasted away.
Sometimes a comet displayed a tail
and sometimes it did not. There was
no uniformity in their appearance.

The new design is deéclared to call for
‘a structure “‘commonplace in appear-
‘ance and costly to bulld.” The plan
of asking for competitive plans, when

.18 months in preparation at a cost of { (o

$150,000, is also severely ' criticized, In
part, the article says:

“If the bridge is built according o
the proposed plans, it will not only be
of inferior merit, considered from the
bridge engineer's standpoint, but will
‘also be the ugliest bridge of mdnu-
~menfital proportions among those
_ pitherto proposed or bullt. It presents
‘the appearance of a monotonous mesh
~of triangles and straiglht lines, From
‘ghutment to abutment there is not one
graceful line in the whole structurc;
not the slightest ateempt to combine
the beautiful with the useful. The
faulty structure which collapsed had
at least the redeeming feature that the
outlines were structurally and aes-
thetically correct; and altho the Forth
bridge has been made the subject of
much criticism by the artist' and the
architect, it must be regarded as hav-
ing distinct claims to beauty when
compared with the new plans for ‘he
Quebec bridge.

“The lay of the land at the Quebec
crossing is such as to make it almost
certain that a thoroly rigid suspension
bridge could be built more cheaply, |
more quickly and with less risk wf |
faflure during erection. On the other
hand, if a bridge of thegantilever type
is selected, it should be one of the first
duties of the board to see that one of
the contributary causes to the weak-
.ness of the bridge that falled, namely,
its extremely narrow width, is remov-
ed. But, so far from doing this, the
authorities have not only prescribed
eortain limitations of width, but thay
have actually contracted for the new
stone piers upon this restricted
basis; and it is a fact that the widch
is such’' as would put a serious limit
gpon any bridge engineer who uat-
tempted to design either a cantilever
or suspension bridge with the necessary
eross-sectional width to give the pro-
por rigidity during erection, and sub-
sequently when express trains are
erossing- the structure.

In a wide and varied
experience gained in the old country,
Australla, Burope, America and Can-
ada, I have found the very reverse to
be the case.

On the other hand, where the
woman i the petitioner, it hardly ever
happens that the other woman in the
case was 2 pledged friend of the wife.
Rarely does a woman betray a woman
friend. Judas was not a woman, nei-
ther was Peter, and it is only thru the
splendid chivalry of women for each
other, as .evidenced so bravely in the

MODERN FRUIT MARKET WANTED

A better fruit market for Toronto
has been the subject of agitation for
several years, without, however, having
any influence on the city council. To-
ronto has become the leading fruit cen-
ire of the Dominion, not by any as-
sistance from the civic authorities, but
on account of the business ability of
the men who are im the trade, :

There is as much necessity for a fruit
n{arkct in Toronto as there is for a live
stock market. The development of the
Niagara district as a fryit-growing
centre s a continuous one, and the
whole of this section is dependent up-
on Toronto to take its output and distri-
bute it thruout Ontario and other parts 4
of the Dominion, ;

The market which has done service
for so many years is totally inadequate
for the business which is_ now trans-
acted there, and the conggatlon must
grow vear by year. As an exchange,
large returns are received by the city
by reasgon of its having a fruit distri-
bhuting point, and the expenditure for
an up-to-date fruit market is one which
is thoroly warranted by the present
condition of the trade.

There 18 no reason why the house-
helder should not be able to visit the
Toronto fruit market in comfort, but
this is impossible under present condi-
tions. Even the retail dealers have
difficulty in effecting their business
under present circumstances, and in a
short while again it will be demonstrat-
ed how totally inadequate are the pro-
visions which now exist for looking
affer Toronto's fruit business.

BEAMSVILLE, March 21.—A boom
in ‘fmit land real estate has struck the
Niagara peninsula. Real estate men
and prospective growers are falling
over each other in their efforts to grab
the best sections.

fruit than perhaps anywhere else in the
peninsula. The advent of the Dunn-
ville, Wellandport and Beamsville Elec-
tric Railway to St. Catharines and the
building of the new G. T. R. station
there have completely taken specula-
tors by storm.esAll the way from $500
to $1000 an acre is being paid for land
that seven years ago would not bring
$200.

COMGMIDN DISTHT

Operations Are Pushed—Mr.

GOWGANDA, March 18~That the
Gov ganda dist1ict is a sure mining pro-
posttion is turther evidenced by the
recent valuable discoveries made by
several of the mines during the last
couple of weeks, and also by the ship-
ments now ready.

Several new com-
panies will start developing their prop-
erties in a few weeks, so that.the com-
ing summer will see Gowganda a hive
of industry and enterprise. The Hon.
Clifford Sifton, who has large inter-
ests in the Bonsall Company, is here
for a couple of days and is very opti-
mistic regarding the future of the dis-
trict. The néw postoffice is complete
and also the new hotel, Four new
stores are being erected In the town at
present and plans are being made for
the building of another large hotel.

“Clear from Elk Lake to Rosy Creek
seventy miles only from Sudbury,” sayvs
Mr. P. J. Finlan, who has just returned
from a trip thru the Gowganda dis-
trict, “trails lead off the main road
showing where prospectors are coming
and going to do their assessment work.
And there is a good demand for claims
tho the deals put thru are kept pretty
 quiet.”

Mr. Finlan went in by Charlton, and
out via Gowganda Junction and Sud-
bury. He sald that all along the route
the people are confident that Gowgan-
da is going to sée a good summer,

It is-claimed that already this vear
Gowganda has shipped out 900,000
ounces of silver.

There is also a good deal of activity
in the Shining Tree district and sleigh
loads of provisions and machinery are
being taken in to last over the break-
up.
