GREEKS ARENO GOOD.

They Filed Like a Lot of Sbeep Withen!

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STILL MORE DELAY IN THE GAS CASE,

The gas case did not come before the
Oouncil yesterday as was anticipated.
It is difficult to aecount for the indiffer-
ence with which go important & question
has been trented. It looks very much as
it a studied effort was belng made to
sidetrack the case so as to prevent its
being argued before the June sitting of
the Privy Council, if not to gidetrack it
altogether.  We believe the city of To-
ronto is within reasonable sight of the
confirmation of a judgment that will
mean a great deal to every consumer cf
gas in the city. There is too much in-
volved in the suit to throw away our
chances - of ysuccess at the taillend of
the fight. 'fhe Council has akeady puass-
ed a resolution ordering the case to be
appealed. Why, then, are steps not be-
ing taken to carry out the wishes of
Perhaps Mayor Fleming
will vouchsafe an explanation of his ap~
parent apathy in the matter, which is
the more marked when contrasted with

| his ante-election pledge to fight the gas

case to the bitter end. In order that
the public may know just how the case
stands, we will adyert to a few of the
facts connected with it:

One of.the main points decided in the
judgment of Mr. Justice Eerguson wns
that the consumers mentioned in the
Act of 50 Victoria, ch. 85, had a right
to enforce the provisions of that Act
in their favor, as they were mentioned
in it as persons entitled to rights there-
under,

The Court of Appeal has reversed Mr.
Justice Ferguson as to this, holding that
no consumer has a right to enforce the
provisions of the pas to protect
them, and in which they are specinlly
mentioned. ‘

On the subsequent application to add
the Attorney-General, Mr. Justice Mac-
lennan stated that the judgment of the
court would have been different if the
Attorney-General hdd been added as
a party, for, if a comsumer had no
rights, he could not maintain an action
as relator for the Attorney-General.

When the action was first brought the
city was requested to be made a party
plaintiff. The Council refused to do
this, but, as a compromise, offered to
furnish the plaintiff with counsel, which
has been ‘done. The plaintiff took the
risk, in the event of an adverse finding,
of having not only to pay his own but
the defendant’s costs.

After Mr, Justice - Ferguson’s judg-
ment in favor of the plaintiffl the city
obtained a special Act for the purpose
of aiding and assisting the plaintiff in
maintaining the present action. We are
now informed that.the plaintiff offers,
if the city will furnish the necessary
security for entering the- appedl, and
pay. actual disbursements, to carry the
case to the Judicial Committee of the
Privy Council at his own expense; or, if
the city insists upon taking the action
over absolutely and changing the soli-
citor to its own solicitor, that he (Mr.
Johnston) shall be paid the costs al-
resdy incurred.

If Mr. Johnston is willing to have his
costs taxed or adjusted by the proper
officer the city should close with this
offer at once and have the appeal prose-
cuted with diligence. Valuable time has
already been lost haggling over a small
matter ‘which is unwertby of the city,
especially when such large interests are
involved. ~ If Mr. Justice Ferguson's
judgment is restored by the Privy Coun-
cil, which we feel certain it will be, it
means a still further reduction in the
price of gas and the probable purchase
of the gas plant by the city at a greatly
reduced price, and the return to con-
sumers of large sums of money im-
properly extorted from them by the Gas
Ccmpany.

|when a capable official can be found in
Of all the men whose
names have been mentioned in eonnec-
tion with the office none can perform the
duties more efficiently than the gentle-
man who has had the practical manage-
ment of the department for several
years back.  Mr. Forman has the re-
putation of being a faithful, earnest and
capable business man, He is thorough-
ly conversant with the details of the
Assessment Department, His long ten-
ure of office has afforded him a practical
experience in valuation without which
no one can be qualified to fill this im-
portant office. The system of promo-
tion is recognized in all business houses
and in the civil service and it should be
recognized at the City Hall. The pro-
motion of Mr. Forman to the Commis-
gionership would act as an’ incentive to
the officials in the other departments to

_|devote their best energies in the interests

of the city. The publie certainly favors
the appointment of Mr. Forman against
all outsiders whose names have been
mentioned.

INSPREUITOR SMITH’S BOOK,

An Interesting Mistorical Sketch of the
County of Wentworth.

An historical sketch of the County of
Wentworth has the merit of having been
written by a man pecullarly fitted for the
task. Mr, J. H, Smith was born In Went-
worth, received his education In
county, and for nearly 80 years has been
hapector of its Public Schools. He has
had ample facilities for gathering the ma-
terials out of which history is made, and
in his position of inspector he must have
felt the necessity of collecting and arrang-
ing the facts with which the region round
“The ‘Head of the Lake” so fully abounds.

The historical sketch opens with a re-
ference to the discovery of Canada by
Cabot and the travels through the reglon
of Champlain, La Salle and other French
explorers, the story of whose adventures
is always read with renewed delight.

Throughout the county are ‘to be found
numerous Indian burying grounds, and re-
fies of that rapldly vanishing race. These
Mr, Smith has described at some length
und by so doing has deepened the reader’s
interest In his little volume,

Doctor Johnson once wrote that he comld
have little sympathy indeed with the man
whose patriotism would not gain ground
on the fleld of Marathon, or whose plety
would not grow warmer amid the ruins of
Iona, Any man, no matter what flag may
protect him, or what his natfonal tradi-
tions may be, who Is Interested in a na-
tion’s birth, must read the history of the
United Empire Loyalists, the  Pllgrim
Kathers of Canada, with ever Increasing
admiration e&nd profound respect. They
combine the gelf-sacrifice of the early mis-
sionaries with the patriotism of moun-
taineers, Martyrs to their loyalty, they
chose rather to suffer anew the hardships
of a ploneer life under the Britlsh flag,
and to perpetuate British institutions than
to enjoy the' frults of rébellion and the
preferments of adventurers. To these men,
than whom no nobler ever stood in the
forefront of a nation’s history, Mr. Smith
has pald a fitting tribute,

Tv the War of 1812 considerahle space
is devoted, 'his is as it should be. The
County of Wentworth felt, more perhaps
than any other section, the baneful effects
of that conflict. Within ifs borders the
decisive battle of the war was fought and
patriotic impulses may still be felt on
Buriington Heights and on the hill over-
looking Stony Creek. .

Suiclde And Civilization.

Ten or 12 years ago it was estiinated that
Europeans "were killing themselves at an |
apnual rate of one in 5000, and that, con-
sequently, about 60,000 persons committed
suiclde every year. Amongst savages sul-
cide, as an individual aect, apart from
the customs of the country, is almost un-
krown. Every civilized country pays its
yearly tribute to this terrible plague with
a regularity that is appalling, and the tri-
bute is steadily increasing. Careful study
of statistics for the last half century proves
that sulcide is growing more rapidly thau
the geometrical augmentation of the popu-
jation and the general mortality, and this
result can only be attributed to that com-
plex Influence which we call eivilization.
We may try to fit the explanation to this
theory or that, but the broad fact is In-|
disputable, ' that in all countrfes of the |
clvilized world men are becoming more and
more weary of the burden of life. Nor Is
it the poor, homeless, friendless, or ignor-
ant members of the community alone that
manifest this desire to throw off the cares
and respousibilities of living. No Intellec-
tual endowment, natural or acquired, no
abundance of the world’s goods, is a guar-
antée against this disaster, When we come
to examine the statistics _of the varlous
countries we find that suiclde rages among
the nations most advanced in culture and
refinement with a flerceness. exactly pro-
portional to their mental development. The
Germans, who are the profoundest think-
ers In Hurope, are the most suicidal race,
France comes next, England third, Italy
and Hungary fourth; while Spain, the most
backward of European npations In culture,
Ireland and Portugal rank the lowest In
the suicidal scale,

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THE VENEZUELAN TREATY

The Last Step in the Negotiations Settling
/ the Boundary Dispute With
| Great Britain.

Buffalo, May 8.—A Washington special to
The Evening News says: The report from
Caracas that the Venezuelan Commission
has salled for the United States with the
ratified copy of the Venezuelan arbitration
agreement between this ecountry and Great
Britain is the last step in the negotiations
begun’ nearly two years ago.

The commigsioner who I8 bringing the
treaty to Washington has authority to
exchange ratification with England, and
this done, the special commissioner named
by the two countries will proceed at once to
settle the dispute over the boundary line
between England’s possessions in JBritish
‘Guiana and Venezuela.

Under the terms of the arbitration agree-
ment Lord Herschel and Sir Richard Hern,
Collins, representing England, and Chief
Justice Melville W. Fuller and Justice Da-
vid J. Brewer of the United States Supreme
Court, representing respectively Venezucla
and the United States, will compose the
Board of Arbitration. The,
hold their sessions here In Washington. In
case the four fail to agree, King Oscar of

Bweden may either sit with the board or
name the fifth member thereof,

These three engines use the steam in
series, there being a high pressure, an in-
termediate and g low pressure engine, This
change, bowever, did not Increase the total
welght of the engines und shafts.

Washington, May 8.—The Executive
session of the Seniate to-day was de-
voted largely to the econsideration of the
Anglo-American arbitration treaty,which
is to be voted upon Wednesday., The
nuestion was brought up by Senator
Morgan, who aguin announced his op-
position to the agreement, He spoke ‘at
length, maintaining that it was a mis-
tnke for'this country to énter into sueh
an allinnce with Great Britain as was
invelved.in the ratification of the treaty
even in its amended form,

Senntor Morgan's speech was written
and was a ecarefully prepared plea  in
opposition to the treaty. He said that
in_the present complication of Buropeun
affairs an understanding with the United
States that would assure Great Britain
agnigst any hostilities on the part of
this country would -be of incalculable
benefit to that country for the five years
it-would continue in force. Thewe five
yenrs, the Senator said, would in all
probability constitute a eritieal period
in England’s history, and a- coalition
such as that proposed by 'the treaty
would be equal in its moral effect to
an addition of one-third to England’s
naval strength, He made the point that
this country was under no obligation to
aid England to this extent, %

Those
fortunate enough to have bieycles are ablé
to laugh at the spirit which counts it sin
to ride out of town and away along the
lake shore, and off to daisled flelds and
green shady nooks where are resting places

In which to sit and drink In the sights and ’

sounds of lovely things in pature to remem-
ber during the long hours spent in shops or
factories or offices with their dreary rou-
tine,

In a case of this kind the poor In thetr
unlovely homes ought to be a chief consid-
eration by those better situated, especially
during tbe summer, when combined heat
and poverty make life so unattractive; dur-
ing the week they must work, and surely
if a fivecent fare on Sunday will take
even a few.of them away for an hour or
two from ugly surroundings and unsavory
smeils into outlying districts or parks,
where green hilisides and' water and wild
flowers are, it ought to be the supreme idea
of the city to let them have it. And not
the very poor only, but the ordinary, re-
spectable working man, whe works all
week and has his Sunday off, ought to be
able to take his wife and children to any
part of the city at small expense te see
friends and relatives or to spend the
time with his children In the parks, or off
along the lake shore, where they might pad-
dle in the water “or run about on
grassy slopes and gather daisies and dan-
delions and breathe in the life-giving fresh
air which is so necessary to growing chil-
dren,

But no; our well-meaning puritans,
to whom these things are avallable every

[ day, and who as a rule get their bolidays

to & man, think that In the eyes of the
great Father this harmiess pieasuring of
tired women and little chiidren on the one
avallable day In the week, because it Is
the seventh, would be counted sin and Sub-
bath breaking; so the deadly sins of envy,
malice and batred are left unreproved to
work woe in the world, while mere exter-
pals of this kind are made thewmes of su-
préme moment.

Even grey old Glasgow, than which no
city In the world has greater respect and
reverence for the Sabbath, has a broader
and more rational spirit than her lesser
western sister, Toronto; for there not only
do the cars run on Sunday, but the public
baths are open and free to whomsoever
may wish to wash and be clean. But the
Queen City thinks that baths for the poor;
even on week days, are a8 unnecessary as
trams on Sunday, and with fine disregard
of the needs of a very large pirt of her peo-
ple calmly ignores the fact that such ad-
ditions would not only add to the prosperity,
but to the heaith and comfort of the city.

We hear much of_;he selfishness of those

who advocate the cars for Sunday, and of
the disinterestedness of those who oppose

them, but it has to be demonstrated that’

the right is all on the side of the puritans;

and peace and quiet may be bought at the

expense of those whose lives are not 8o
full of pleasure that they ¢an afford to dis-
peuse with any that might be theirs on the

Pr S, That s Sunday ecar service will add to the influence and usefulness of
churches and Sunday schools enabl ing people to attend places of worship

6. That, in the opportunities which it gives for church attendance, for
social and family intercourse, and for healthy and natural recreation, a Sun-
day car service will tend to strengthen rather than weaken the moral tone of

Western Journals Condemn Propesed Ex.
port Tax om British Columbis Galens,

Commenting on an article in The To-
ronto World regarding proposed retalia-
tion for the Dingley bill’s treatment (£
the lead ores of British Columbisg) I'he
Rossland Mining Review remsarks:

“An export duty on lead ore would
be simply insanity. Grantéd that pro-
tection is a justifiable tax in order to
stimulate an infant industry, the infant
industry of mining cannot afford to pay
taxes to encourage smelting, An ex-
pert duty on ore would stimulate smelt-
ing on this side. But where ore can
be smelted as economically on this side
as on the other the difference in trans-
portation charges forms a sufficient pre-
mium. Where ore can be smelted more
cheaply on this side it will be smelted.
Consequently, it is only where the mine-
owner would lose that an export duty
would in any way benefit smelting. It
it were only a question of losing so much
per ton on the ore mined, it might ye
said that the. Canadian mine-owner
could stand it to encourage Canadian
smelting. But freight and treatment

very small difference in the cost of
treatment per ton may mean, and docs
mean, an enormous difference in the num-
ber of tons reduced below the profit
minimum of value. In this way min-
iing "diﬂ'enl from ordinary manufactur-
ng.

STRINGENT REGULATIONS

To be Enforced in British Columbia for the
Protection of Miners.

By the British Columbia mines’ in-
spegtion bill which has passed the com-
mittee stage in the Pacific Province
Legislature, women and children are
prohibited from working under ground,
and in this connection an amendment
‘was inserted preventing the employment
or Chinese or Japanese under ground,
or from being in charge of any m1
chinery for hoisting or lowering per-
sons in a mine, It is prohibited to pay
miners’ wages in a place where whiskey
is sold, and mine owners must for sta-
tistical purposes send in returns to the
bureau of mines each year. . Stringent
1egulations are made to prevent acei-
dents and to inquire into any that do
happen. Provisions, too, are made for
proper ventilation and to prevent ex-
plosives being kept at the mine and to
prohibit using iron tamping rods. Where
mines have a shaft 300 feet and miners
are lowered and hoisted there must be
a proper cage and guides. If a mine
owner allows his men to be hoisted or
lowered he must bear all the responsibi-
lity of accidents in connection therewith.
There must be proper timbering ani
ladders, and penal clanses are inserted
for infraction of regulations,
