Russia Wakes Up
ST. PETERSBURG, Jan. 17—The Jap­

anese occupation of the Chen Tao district 
in Manchuria and the annexation thereof 
by Korea is attracting attention in St. 
Petersburg on account oi the proximity 
of the district to Russian territory and its 
strategic importance in a possible cam­
paign against Vladivostok. The Novoe 
Vremya today published a long despatch 
from the Korea correspondent on this 
subject and several other papers calling 
upon the foreigners to support China 
against the pretensions of Japan which 
they declare affect the security of the Vla­
divostok region. The disputed territory is 
275 miles long and from 20 to 75 miles 
wide. It lies between the Lumen river Bad 
its northern affluent and contains valu­
able silver mines. The Japanese conten­
tions are based on a controversy regard­
ing the identity of the Lumen river which 
in the treaty of 1712 was declared to be 
the boundary line. The despatches pub­
lished here assert that the Japanese mili­
tary commander is erecting new boundary 
stones and is

TOKIO, Jen. 17—The diplomatic rela­
tions between China and Japan over th ; 
proposed ISinmintun-Aukumen railroad 
have reached a stage where Japan has as­
sumed a most firm attitude and has as­
sured China that a railroad paralleling 
the south Manchurian shall not be built, 
because it violates both the spirit and the 
letter of the Pekin treaty. A British syn­
dicate has proposed to build the railroad. 
The correspondent of the Àsociated Press 
has been, informed by the ‘ authorities at 
Tokio that under no circumstances will 
Japan permit construction to commence. 
In reply to the question, “what will you 
do about it?” a member of the cabinet re­
plied, “we will stop it.”

That Japan would not permit the con­
struction of the proposed Sinmintun-Faku- 
raen railroad was intimated to China more 
or less forcibly nearly three weeks ago. 
The reason given for this refusal, accord­
ing to despatches from Pekin, are that a 
parallel line would injuriously affect the 
Japanese railroad and CHina’e rejoinder 
that the line would not be built nearer 
the Japanese line than is customary in for­
eign countries is declared by the Japanese 
government to be untenable. This step by 
Japan, according to Pekin advices, exas­
perates Englishmen, who ha4 capital in­
vested in the line, and it was character­
ized in China as another evidence of the 
monopolistic attitude of Japan V in Man­
churia. Shortly after the first announce­

ment of the Japanese attitude exception 
thereto was taken by Great Britain. In 
view of the official aotidh taken by Japan 
that government was considered to have

BALTIMORE, MD., Jan. 16—A young 
Italian, known among hie acquaintances 
as Ernest Douglas, and who is said to 
have claimed membership in a noble and 
wealthy Italian family, was today found 
in his room in the house of his employ­
er, dead, with a bullet hole in hie head.

Tonight police headquarters was com­
municated with by a 1 woman, Carrie 
Snyder, who said that Douglas had been 
murdered. On her information John J. 
Caulfield, son of a saloon keeper, by 
whom Douglas had been employed, and 
William H. Kabemagle, who lives in the 
same , house, were arrested, as was also 
the Snyd
with complicity in the murder Of Doug-

On being “sweated’ ’by the police, 
•Kabemagle said that murder had been 
committed and said that Caulfield had 
fired the shot. According to his story, 
they had all been of a party on a carouse.

HAMPTON, Jan. , 17—(Special)—The 
morning of the-fourth day of the Mcl^od- 
-White Lumber suit was occupied with 
the evident» of witnesses for the defence.

John A. Johnson, sawyer of the Hoar 
mill at Penobsquis, where the logs were 
sawed, testified that the McLeod loge 
turned out about a thousand feet to fifty 
logs. They were small, crooked, of various 
lengths, and many rotten ones among 
them. A- good many were under four 
inches, some down to three. Everything, 
including refuse, was surveyed. He 
in an experience of over thirty yeans, as 
a sawyer,- saw a poorer lot of logs.

To Mr. Powell he admitted the price 
paid was poor. Ordinary logs at that time 
and on the line of railway were worth 
ten or twelve dollars, while McLçod s 
price was only four and a quarter. He 
denied ever telling John McLeod that if 
he accounted to Godard for forty logs to 
the thousand with no account of refuse, 
Godard would have no cause for com­
plaint. He swore he did say it would take 
sixty logs to the thousand.

Scott Bryant, Fred T. Gross and Otty 
McFee, surveyora, swore to particulars of 
the tally of the McLeod lumber, the to­
tals of which given were: Bryant, 259,780 
feet; Gross; 154,877 feet, McFee, 204,023

Hiram Godard was re-called to prove 
that the tally sheets and boards were not 
in the camp and destroyed as of no value, 
the surveyors having made up their ac­
counts and handed their survey bills to 
Mr. Johnson himself.

Japan explained further to China that 
her attitude was based on the verbal prom­
ise given by China and which was incor­
porated in the minutes of the negotia­
tions preceding the Komura treaty of 1905, 
namely, not to construct a competing rail­
road parallel to the existing South Man­
churian line.

PEKIN, Jan. 17—The officials of Shansi 
province have received from the Pekin 
syndicate of a British' corporation - all the 
concession rights held by the syndicate 
in Shansi. The long negotiations in an 
endeavor to reach a compromise, were 
closed yesterday by the syndicate agree­
ing and accepting 7,700,000 taels, pay­
ante in four years and quit ithe prov­
ince. The matter of “Rights of Recovery” 
recently, has brought about a revival of 
the demonstrations against the syndicate, 
which hold the sols rights over the im­
mense mineral fields in Shansi. So incens­

The present Franco-Canadian treaty was 
the first that was entirely negotiated by 
Canadian representatives. The lessons of 
history showed him that it was important 
that treaties affecting Canada should be 
negotiated by Canadians. The negotiations 
of the treaties of 1871, the Behring Seal 
treaty and the Alaska treaty showed the 
necessity of this. y

Taking up the statement of Mr. FosteW 
that Sir Charles Tupper conducted ' the! 
entire negotiations of the treaty with( 
France in 1893, Mr. Brodeur quoted from! 
a letter of Sir Charles stating that this) 
was the case, but said Mr. Brodeur thaï 
statement of Sir Charles was not borner 
out by the facts. To establish this thel 
minister of inland revenue quoted from ai| 
report of Lord Dufferin, who was then/ 
ambassador to France, that “Sir Charles» 
Tapper and Sir Joseph Crowe” negotiated! 
the treaty. The same statements were! 
made in letters written to Sir Edward! 
Grey, then eecretary of the colonies and! 
Lord Ripon, foreign secretary. In previous 
letters written by Sir Charles Tupper hej 
also referred to Sir Joseph Crowe having! 
assisted him in the negotiations of the1 
treaty.

Mr. Brodeur next pointed out the de» 
fects of the 1893 treaty.

Mr. Ames replied to Mr. Brodeur, 
pointing out (that Canadians could not be 
expected to export horses at $30 per head. 
Take codfish, which at $4.25 per hundred, 
was about the same as the price of the 
codfish. Canada could not send steel 
rails, etc. He skid tifkt Canada could not 
be expected to do business- in iron or 
manufactures thereof with the exception 
of agricultural implements.

He could not see where Canada's trade 
would be greatly promoted by the treaty. 
The list of articles on which Canada gave 
France an advantage had been carefuBy 
selected by men who evidently knew 
their business and should lead to the in­
crease of sales to Canada. Some of the 
reductions giveh would affect Canadian 
manufacturers. In the case of glazed 
leather the reduction of the duty to 15 
per cent for France would give another 
nation of competitors to Canadian manu-1 
facturera, who are now struggling with 
the American manufacturers. The reduc­
tion of the duty would also seriously af­
fect Canadian ribbon manufacturers, by 
giving them competition with not only 
France, but Austria-Hungary’, Switzerland 
and Japan. The provision for direct ship­
ment would not be advantageous. Ib 
might be of some advantage to Canadian 
ports, but importers who Bad been ac­
customed to get French goods through 
New York, would find themselves embar­
rassed. This would be particularly true of 
interior points. Importers to whom he 
had written had expressed themselves 
against this. • The provision was prema-' 
ture, as Canada had only one line to] 
France, and in winter, certainly, this line! 
would have a monopoly and the steamship 
companies would put on all the freight; 
the traffic would bear. In the case or 
gloves and delicate dress goods, the mer-l 
chants often used express shipments for] 
exepdition.

Mr. Fielding—“If this is true does that 
not answer the argument of Mr. Ame» 
that the treaty will increase the competi­
tion with Canadian manufacturers and in­
crease the balance of trade against 
Canada.”

Mr. Ames asked if that was the object 
of the direct shipment provision.

Mr. Fielding said that the treaty was 
there and Mr. Ames could hardly argue at. 
first that it would promote shipments 
from France, and afterwards argue that it 
would restrict shipments from France.

The bill was given a first reading and 
the house adjourned.

statistics, J_ C. Page, for the year end- 
' ing June 30, 1907, was tabled in the com­

mons today. It gives some valuable and 
illuminating information with respect to 
the operation qf railways in Canada, in­
cluding the questions of car shortage, 
amount of traffic handled, earnings and 
operating expenses, accidents, etc.

The report this year ie compiled ac­
cording to new and more elaborate sched­
ules than in former years, and consei 
queutly contains much more than the us­
ual amount of data for use in solving 
questions affecting the great problem of 
transportation in this country.

The total railway mileage of the coun­
try, including double tracking, sidings, 
etc., is placed at 27,611 miles. The addi­
tion during the year was 1099 miles, not 
including 324 miles of new double track. 
Of the total mileage, Ontario has 7,637 
miles; Quebec, 3515; and Manitoba 3074 
miles. Canada has one mile of railway 
for every 289 inhabitants and every 161 
square miles of area, the highest mileage, 
measured against population, 
lowest, measured against territory, of 
nearly all countries of the world.

The total capital invested in Canadian 
railways is placed at $1,171,937,808, total 
net earnings were $42,989,631, represent- 

jna a rate of 3.66 per cent on total inveet- 
nrapt. The capitalization averages $56,995 
pepbnile. The traffic during 1907 showed 
eubet8ntial 8a>".o over preceding years. 
In freiiftfcjwiifere was an increase of 5,899,- 
422 toni, and the passengers carried in­
creased by 4,147,537 in numbers. The 
total number of passengers carried 
32,137,319, and the total number of tons 
of freight was 63,866,135. The total earn­
ings of the year were $146,738,214, repre­
senting an increase of $21,415,349, or 17.00 
per cent over 1906. The operating ex­
penses amounted to $103,748,672, an in­
crease of 19.07 per cent. The proportion 
of operating expenses to earnings was 
70.70 per cent.

The record of accidents for the year 
shows 587 killed and 1,698 injured. This 
repraents the greatest number of per­
sons, both killed and injured, in the his­
tory of Canadian railways. Of the total 
number killed 70 were passengers and 249 
were employes. Of the total number in­
jured 352 were paseengers and 1,126 were 
employes. Last year one passenger was 
killed for every 459,104 carried, as com­
pared with one killed for every 1,749,361 
carried in 1906. One pasenger in every 
91,299 was injured, as compared with one 
in every 121,168 during preceding 
In addition to the foregoing eleven shop­
men and other employes not engaged m 
actual work of operation were killed, and 
454 were injured, bringing the total up 
-o 598 persons killed and 2,152 injured. 

"With respect to passengers 26 were kill­
ed and 93 injured in collisions, 21 were 
killed and 127 injured by derailments, and 
10 were killed and 38 injured by jumping 

? on or off trains. Forty-six employes were 
killed and 135, injured by collision, and 12 
killed and 56 injured by derailments. Of 
trespassers on railway tracks, such as 
tramps, etc., 185 were killed and 125 in- 
pured. Of non-trespassers, 70 were killed 
and 88 injured. This sad sacrifice is in 
lsrge measure the story for the year of 
the deadly level crossing. Of the 70 kill­
ed, 48 lost their lives at highway inter­
sections, and at similar points 49 were 
injured. Including both trespassers and 
non-trespassers, 69 persons were killed at 
level crossings, and 67 injured. In no pre­
ceding year has this record been reached, 
in connection with the killing of 34 per­
sons during the year in coupling or un­
coupling cars, and the injuring of 141 em­
ployes from this cause, the report notes 
that the number of fatalities last year 
was more than three times the average 
rate for any ten years before the present 
system of automatic couplers was intro­
duced. Dealing with the question as to 
what proportion of the above railway ac­
cidents could probably be regarded as pre­
ventable, the report considers at some 
length the increasing number of accidents 
from broken rails.

H. Pipe, actuary; V. Morreau, deputy 
chief ranger; and a number of other rep­
resentatives of the order are here today 
interviewing the financial minister and the 
superintendent of the insurance -depart­
ment in connection with the insuran.ee 
bill. The objections of the order to the 
bill have already been published. The in­
surance bill provides that fraternal societ­
ies must adopt the national fraternal con­
gress tables of mortality and that all new 
business must be conducted separately 
from the old. The great objection is to 
a division of the business. The represen­
tatives of the order say that it would 
be creating two organizations and deprive 
the old members from any benefits of the 
moneys paid to obtain new business. It is 
contended that the bill as it now stands 
would mean practically that the society 
would have to go out of business.

The Foresters asked Mr. Fielding to 
hold over the clauses affecting fraternal 
societies for another year, to give the or­
der time to look into them. The finance 
minister said he would consider this. The 
delegation was introduced by Speaker 
Sutherland.

The annual meeting of the shareholders 
of the New. Srimkwick School for the 
Deaf, Lancaster, was held yesterday af­
ternoon in -the ware room? of A. 0.

Mr. Hayes read the financial statement 
for the year. This showed receipts of $6,- 
400, inclhding a small balance from 1906, 
and expenditures about $500 in excess of 
this amount,

Mr Fisher thought that the auditors, 
besides inspecting the accounts, ought also 
to examine the books of the institution.

In the cash book the 
running expenses ought to be kept under 
appropriate headings, while the ledger 
might show interest accounts and bonded 
debts of the institution.

Mr. Hayes explained that he already 
has a cash book and ledger. The accounts 
in the former, he said, might be divided 
up a little more, and he would be glad of 
any hints that would be useful to him.

The chairman said that in his work for 
the Protestant Orphan Asylum he keeps 
a cash book and a ledger. Except in iso­
lated cases he said he never gets an item­
ized account for maintenance at the end 
of the month. He merely gets a memor­
andum of the amount, for which he gives 
a check and then he enters the transac­
tion in the cash book.

Mr. Brown explained that a great deal 
of the business of the School for the Deaf 
had fallen on his shoulders since its com­
mencement, including much of the buying. 
It was easy to keep track of the groceries, 
he said, but au<?h provisions as butter, 
eggs and meat were bought in the open 
market in which cases no bills or receipts 
were given. All these items, however, 
were entered in a pass book, which was 
accessible to the auditors. Owing to the 
circumstances of his business, he said it 
had been hard to keep a separate account 
but he had made arrangements by which 
in future all transactions for the school 
would be entered in his cash book.

Mr. Hayes here, said that all cash which

Prince Edward Island’s winter isolation 
is as old as her history. During about five 
months of the average winter ordinary 
navigation Across the Straits of Northum­
berland is impossible. And yet these 
straits at their narrowest part, between 
Cape Traverse oh the Island and Cape 
Tormentine, N. B., are less than seven 
marine miles in breadth. It is here that 
the telegraph cable lies beneath the yraters 
and railway lines on opposite sides await 
the yet missing link of the tunnel.

The Island rather reluctantly joined the 
Dominion on July 1, 1873, six years after 
New Brunswick and Nova Scotia were fed­
erated. She did so under the express agree­
ment that Canada should relieve her win­
ter disabilities by providing modern means 
of communication all the year round to 
and from the mainland. This provision emi- 
bodied in the terms of union is as follows^

“The Dominion shall assume and defray 
all the charges for the following services, 
viz: Efficient steam service for the convey­
ance of mails and passengers, to be estAb- 
liahed and 'maintained between the Island 
and the mainland of the Dominion, winter 
and summer, thus placing the Island in 
continuous communication with the Inter­
colonial Railway and the railway system 
of the Dominion.”

At fif*t the Dominion made no effort to 
fulfil this vital agreement. Then for twelve 
years from 1876 a feeble and utterly inade­
quate atempt was made by means of the 
wooden steamer Northern Light, built in 
Quebec. .

The people grew indignant; the Island 
government remonstrated from year to 
year by petitions, memorials and delega­
tions sent to Ottawa, but all in vain. On 
the part of the Dbminion it was contended 
that no steamer could do the work, especi­
ally in midwinter. This is true as I shall 
show later. In tfce meantime the late Gov­
ernor Howlan, then a member of the sen­

He es­
timated the cost of a tunnel sixteen feet 
in diameter with approaches lined with 
brick and cement, at $9,859,000. His es­
timate for a smaller tunnel ,eleven feet 
in diameter, to carry only the Island nar­
row gauge cars, and not those of the In­
tercolonial, was $5,376,000.

The agitation for the tunnel was still 
going on when the Conservative govern­
ment went out of power, and the winter 
difficulties of the Island people were very 
great.

William Gilmour, ur., aged 34, of Mont­
real, Canada, a printer, who on July 1, 
1905, leaped from a St. Lawrence river 
steamer in an attempt to rescue John A 
Moorhouse, aged 10, who fell from the 
third deck; silver medal and <1000 to pay 
mortage on his house.

John Bibby, aged 29, mate, of Graven- 
hurst, Ont., Canada, on October 31, 1905, 
rescued James Jamieson, aged 40, and a 
companion who were thrown into Muskoka 
lake when a storm capsized their skiff; 
silver medal.

William Raymond, aged 38, a teamster 
of Lindsay, Ont., Canada, on Feb. 27, 1906 
rescued Victor Henry, 10 years old, who 
broke through the ice while skating; 
bronze medal and $300 to pay mortgage 
on house. Raymond had been ill and sus­
tained setback through exposure.

Of the sixteen cases favorably consid­
ered twelve of the scenes of heroism were 
laid in Massachusetts and Connecticut. In 
addition to distributing $10,050 in cash, 
the commission introduced a new feature 
in paying annuities to widows and orphans 
of the men who lost their lives while per­
forming acts of heroism.

Chestnut, president of the Fredericton As­
sociation ; Hon. W. P. Jones, Hon. C. H. 
LaBillois, Hon. 0. J. Osman and J. M. 
Lyons, general passenger agent of the 1. 
0. R.

The president then read his report. He 
referred to the development of the asso­
ciation and to the subscription list being 
a reoerd one. After touching upon the 
success of the sportsmen’s shows in Bos­
ton and New York, he drew attention to 
the game receipts, showing an increase of 
$1,500 and to the approval and support 
which had been given to the Fish, Forest 
and Game Protection Association. In 
closing, he stated that, as it was often 
supposed that hotels alone benefited by 
tourist# he wished to show that many 
other people gained by their coming to 
the city. He then read a list showing 
that the total expenditure for current ex­
penses at the Royal Hotel for the year
1907 amounted to $97,080.12, and that 
among the items were: Wages, $15,844.44; 
lighting, $3,42639; fuel, $2,798.25; paint­
ing, $1,804, and advertising, $1,200. He 
claimed that a large eum of money 
distributed through the community by 
this means.

The secretary then read the report of 
the executive committee. After referring 
to the fact that tourist travel in 1907 
was heavier than in former years, the 
report went on to note that the subscrip­
tion list has been materially increased but 
called for still further support from the 
public in order to make the season of
1908 successful. Bead® printing and dis­
tributing 75,000 booklets the usual adver­
tising in the magazines and newspapers 
was carried on. ,

The tourist season was backward in 
starting and it was not till the middle of 
July that any great number of strangers 
were seen in the city. The information 
bureau was well patronized and many ex­
pressions of gratitude for the manner in 
which the secretary, Mrs. Scovil, treated 
the visitors were heard. The river trip 
to Fredericton was taken by a large num­
ber of these strangers and the different 
points of interest about the city were also 
visited.

The him ting season for 1907 was said 
to have been exceptionally successful. The 
following figures were given: Number of 
licenses issued to residents, 4,448; to non­
residents, 354. The receipts for these li­
censes for 1907 were $29,168.80 as com­
pared with $27,663.19 in 1906 and $102 in 
1890. fine man who registered at the 
office of the association in June was from 
Alabama. He said that he anticipated a 
trip into the woods next year after moose.

The total receipts, including $1,- 
531.56 cash on hand Jan. 1, 1907, amount­
ed to $6,608.62 and the expenditures to 
$6,066.84, leaving a balance on hand of 
$541.78. Mr. Robinson called attention 
to the association each year having to 
spend money out of its capital, a condi­
tion of things, he said, which should not 
be. He hoped the receipts would be large 
enough in future to meet the difficulty.

The mayor, in moving the adoption, 
said he hoped the receipts would be more 
satisfactory and that through the pub­
licity given in the press to the good *work 
of the association and the need of sub­
scriptions many citizens would come for­
ward.

W. 8. Fisher, in seconding the motion, 
referred to the associations in Vancouver 
and Victoria receiving a grant of $5,000 
from the government who appealed to 
recognize the advantage to British Col­
umbia of catering to touriste, Ne# Bruns­
wick had even greater opportunities, being 
within 500 miles of an immense popula­
tion and he thought from the increase in 
fees from $102 in 1896 to $29,166 in 1907 
that the local government could afford to 
be more liberal. Referring to hotel ac­
commodation, Mr. Fisher said this prov­
ince seemed a little behind Nova Scotia. 
They wanted more hotels up the river 
and inducements of all kinds. Visitors 
would not live on climate and scenery. 
In this respect the province was not ad­
vancing in proportion to its needs.

E. A. Schofield said it was rather hard 
on the merchants that members of the 
professions were not in the lists of sub­
scribers. He suggested that the press call 
attention to the association being willing 
to accept contributions from all classes.

The report was adopted.
Dr. G. U. Hay spoke in favor of estab­

lishing a wild park where tourists and 
sportsmen could hunt and fish. He in­
stanced Scovil’s Brook, near Ononette,and 
the game regions above as a suitable lo­
cality and suggested that if the stream 
could be obtained a carriage road might 
be built. If practicable be thought it 
would be a most attractive feature.

Aid. Bullock epoke briefly with refer- I ence to the city’s grant to the associa- 
! tion being deferred until other applica- 
! tione had been received.

Douglas Clinch urged that the bounty 
on wildcats should be restored and ex­
pressed the opinion that they killed more 
game than the hunters. He also urged 
the advantage of a charge on all green 
heads taken out of the province as a 
protection tp local taxidermists.

W. H. Allan, ex-president of the Guides’ 
Association, in response to the chairman, 
said he was present to show his apprecia­
tion of the work of the association. Re­
ferring to the successful shows in Boston 
and New York, Mr. Allan said the guides 
would prefer to gd in future through the 
association and not of their own accord. 
There was no better way to advertise the 
province.' He had nineteen non-resident 
sportsmen last season, as against twelve
