British Captures of Submarines
Equal Censtruction by Germans

New York, June 16—Arthur H. Pol-
ten, an English expert on naval gunnery,
whose articles on Land and Water, are
credited with having helped to force the
re-organization of the British Admiralty,
has arrived in New York to give a series
of lectures on the war.

In an interview, Mr. Pollen said that
the Admiralty was using every means
to overcome the submarine, but whether
the danger was diminished or not would
make no material difference in the final
outcoe.

“From what 1 have been told by those
in a position to know,” Mr. Pollen con-
thiged, “the British Admiralty has cap-
%ured or sunk three German submarines
a week since the beginning of February,
and in one week I believe the average was
one a day. The Germans are putting
on! three new submarines a week, which

.t equals the destruction of the craft
the Britisn.”

BLAMES PUBLIC FOR
HIGH PRICE OF FUEL

Natienal Def;nce Council Member
Alse Says ,U. S. Faces Qil

Famine

‘Washington, June 16—Francis S. Pea-
body, chairman of the coal committee of
the council of national defense, told the
sénate public lands committee that the
country was not producing oil enough
to win the war and that if nothing were
done to develop new wells the reserve
supply would be exhausted in twelve
months and production would be 50,000,-
000 barrels less than the requirements.

While the United States is producing
more coal than ever before, Mr. Pea-
body said, it is possible to increase pro-
duction 100,000,000 tons. Upon the pub-
lic rests tle blame for the high cost of
fuel, Mr. Peabody declared.

“The public has gone crasy,” he said,
“becausse it is afraid it won’t get coal.
Everybody is bidding the other person
up. If the public would leave us alone
it wouldn’t be long until everybody had
been taken care of and there would be a
drop in prices over night. But if the
panic continues. there will be no relief.”

Mr. Peabody appeared in connection
with a bill to permit the government to
lease coal and oil laands.

Rumors of Serious Revolutionary

London, June 16—Rumors of a serious
revolutionary movement in Spain are
given prominence in a scction of the
press. 'There has been an almost com-
plete absence of news from the peninsula
since the appointment of the new min-
istry.

Rumors of something abnormal in the
Spanish situation have been given prom-
inence in the last two or three days in a
small section of the press, and today
several papers print articles declaring
that something important is happening.
One suggestion is that a movement to
bring Spain into the war is materializ-
ing, but the litile information available
is to the effect ihat the crisis is purely
a domestic one and largely due to the
demand for reforms by the rank and
file of the army.

Cleveland, Ohio, June 6 —Walde-
mar Nostitz, sixty-five years old, former
editor and editorial writer of.the
ster and Anzeiger, and accredited by fed-
eral agents with being the perso'nal rep-
resentative of Rauffman of Dresden,
Germany, principal stockholder in the
paper, was arrested here and ordered
interned for the remainder of the war.

The internment was brqught about by
the orders of President Wilson. Von
Nostitz is held on the charge of being
an enemy alien, but the real cause of
the action is publication of articles held
to be seditious. - To this charge Ven
Nostitzs added fuel when, under inter-
rogation, he said:

“] am a subject of the Kaiser. I have
refused to be a subject of the United
States. My allegiance is with Germany
and I have written many editorials ex-
pressing my approval of the sinking o
the Lusitania.”

Von Nostitz resigned his post as edi-
torial writer early in April and in May
rejoined the staff as translator and
proofreader. At the same time depart-
ment of justice reports show a new and
bitter policy of pro-Germanism began
to manifest itself in the Waechter und
Anzeiger. Investigations tended to
prove he was really editorial head of the
paper.

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WOMAN SUFFRAGE

The woman suffrage bill in the legis—‘
lature goes over until next week. T his:
bill should pass. New Brunswick
should not wait and be the last to grant
this measure of justice to the woman-
hood of the province. Every member
of the legislature knows that action can
only be delayed, and not prevented for
any length of time. ‘“The new house
should mark its first session by getting
{n line with Ontario and the western
provinces in this regard. Nova Scotia
has adopted the principle and at the next
elections it will be a plank in the plat-
form of both parties, if in the mean-
time the legislature does not pass & sat-
isfactory measure. This province should
get Nova Scotia an example. In both
provinces it would only be a question of
organizing the people and there would
be so impressive a demand that their
representatives could not do less than
give women the ballot. The war has
changed the whole situation. The wo-
men who have given their husbands,
sons and brothers to the country, and
thrown themselves into every kind of
patriotic work deserve that their right
to have a veice in future legislation be
granted them. Germeny is a standing
{llustration of a country where women
are only valued for the sons they can
contribute to the armies of the war-
lords. The splendid recognition of the
rights of women recently given by Pre-
mier Lloyd George, Mr. Asquith and
other great British statesmen should be
.pproved and acted upon by the mem-
bers of the legisiature of New Bruns-
wick. Industrial competition has thrown
women unarmed out of their ‘old-time
sphere, and they ought to have the
weapon of the ballot. They more than
men are interested in all matters relat-
ing to social welfare. They would bring
a clean and healthy jnfluence into the
politics of the province. Give them the

vote. —

NEW ZEALAND CONSCRIPTT

There is a special interest just now

in the compulsory gervice law of New
Zealand, which works well and has liv-
ed down the opposition which was at
frst encountered. The New Zealand
act is only enforced after the men have
bheen given one month in which to vol-
unteer. A correspondent of the To-
ronto Globe, writing from Auckland,
gives the following very interesting ac-
count of the law and its working:
_ «“The New Zealand compulsory ser-
Jice law has been well tested. It has
been twice challenged, but on both oc-
casions public feeling showed - itself
strongly in favor of the Jaw and the op-
position proved ineffective. New Zea-
land has undertaken to find 2,250 inen
per month. The compulsory service law
provides that if volunteering falls short
of this number the shortage is made up
by ballot: It has been proved to be a
stimulus to volunteering as well as a
safeguard against- shortage. 5
7 «The act was passed in July, 1916.
New Zealand had then raised 60,000 men.
The total sent abroad and in camp is
now 84,000, of whom at least 78,000 have
volunteered. A national register ‘has
been cogpiled containing the names of
all men between the age of twenty and
forty-six. A man who fails to register
is Mable to civil punishment or to im-
mediate eonseription. Employers may
be fined if they fail to demand from em-
ployes a certificate of registration. There
is little doubt that the register is sub-
stantially compiete. It is divided into
two classes, the first consisting of mar-
ried men and the second of single men.
So far the ballots have been wholly
among single men, and the division is
expected to last until the end of this
yesr.
be balloted they will be divided accord-
ing to age and family responsibilities,
the younpg men without children being
drawn first. There are, of course, many
married men in the force, but they have
all gone as volunteers.

«Por each draft a month is allowed
for volunteering. The lists are then
closed, the shartage calculated, and
names sre drawn by ballot sufficient to
allow for exemptions and medical rejec-
tions. The margin is growing. At first
it was three names for every soldier re-
quired, but as the register contains the
names of all men, including ,those al-
ready rejected, the blind and the deaf,
and as the fit and. willing single men
have already volunteered in great num-
bers, bigger margins are now necessary.
When the law was passed it had a good
effect upon volunteering. A sentiment
went round among single men that it
was better to ‘g0’ than to be ‘sent.” The
August and September drafts were filled
by volunteers. Then volunteering began
to drag again.

Since ‘then there have been regular
monthly ballots to fill growing short-
ages. .This month’s shortage went up
to 1,683, which is the highest yet re-
corded. ‘These men are not, of course,
Included in the totals given above, as
they are not yet in camp and will not
be for two months, that time being al-
lowed between ballot and mobilization

The anti-conscriptionists were encour-,
aged by the result of the referendum !
in Australia to attempt organized oppo-
sition to the law, but it failed. The
coal miners also organized a strike, but
the general attitude of the public was
so strong, and the determination to up-
hold the law so clearly apparent that
the strike was called off. The issue was
carried into the municipal elections,
with no better success, for the anti-|
conscrivtionists were utterly defeated.
Hence the Auckland correspondent says:
“It appears now that we have heard
the end of anti-conscriptionist agitation,
and that our monthly quota of soldiers
will go cheerfully and unchallenged to
camp for the duration of the war.”

Of the late Charles H. Lugrin it was

SAYS CERMANS BELIVE
WAR WL END N IR

American Banker Declares They
Expect a Peace Meve Very
Soon While Prussia Stll Has
Chance

An American banker recently return-
ed from Berne says Switzerland is full of
Germans of the financial and commercial
classes, and that they all assert confid-

ently that the fighting will be ended by
June 80. They base their hope on the

influence of Herr Ballin and other lead-;

ing ‘German commercial figures, who are
urging the government to make a peace
move before Germany loses all hope of
industrial and commercial restoration.

On the other hand the German jingoes
are busier than ever in attempting to
convince the country that overwhelming
victory followed by world domination is
in sight. With the approval of the mili-
tary authorities a pamphlet has been
published recently in Prussia, which was
written by a group of university profes-
sors, setting forth the German -~ peace
terms. It is being circulated enormously
and apparently semi-officially.

The pamphlet contains maps of Europe
and of the world, showing that Germany
proposes to take all of western Russia,
including Petrograd, the eastern coast of
the Adriatic, including all of Albania;
nest of Belgium, the iron mining dis-
rict of northern France, and require the
-estoraton of the lost German colonies.
Egyvpt and nearly all of north Africu
aust be restored to Turkey, which is to
become practically a German vassal.

HALIFAX CHILDREN

(Halifax Chronicle)

At last night’s meeting of the execcu-
tive of the Halifax Supervised Play-
grounds Commission which was held in
the Y.M.C.A,, is was decided that dur-
ing the coming season Halifax is to have i
on a large scale a series of properly
equipped play grounds for the yputh of
the city.  Lady Aberdeen says:

“What is needed more than anything
else is the conservation of our children.
We were thrilled when we heard of the
greater need for playgrounds than ever,
in order that healthy children might be
had to fill the places of their elders who
had been called to war. England had in
her first moments of the war forgotten
her children, and the result was in the
ficst year of war that the death rate was
twelve children per hour to nine soldiess
per hour. England is now using larger
sums of money than ever to supply
prlaygrounds for her children.”

The plan of the Halifax commission is
to have three playgrounds established,
one at St. Mary’s Girls’ school, one at
Mulgrave Park, and one on the Central
Common, if the necessary permission can
be obtained.

The: former playgrounds at Grafton
Park, Chebucto and Alexandra schools
will e closed. A thoroughly competent
supervisor from Springfield, Mass., will
be in absolute charge of the work. The
grounds will be opened officially on July
9th

=

The commission have decided to pur-
chase four swing outfits for small chil-
dren, six for the larger children, and four
large steel slides. - Two giant strides will
also be among the equipment, as well
as outfits for volley ball, association
football and baseball for which pastime
there will be three diamonds laid out.

The entire proposition will be carried
out through a system of allotment by
which all the children who will be sub-
divided in three classes will have their
turn at all the apparatus.

Fredcricton, N. B,, June 15—The bud-
get debate is over. By arrangement be-
tween ihe leaders many speeches were
cut offl and after. the opposition leader
finished this afternoon and moved -his
amendment, Hon. Mr. Robinson, in a
brief, concise and masterly speech,
wound up the more than week’s debate.

The amendment was voied down by
a vote of tienty-two to fifteen (several
members were paired), and the motion
to go into supply was carried by the
vote reversed. The opposition asked in
their amendment that the government
explain how they proposed to raise the
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extra revenue necessary and Hon. Mr.
Robinson, in his remarks, told them that
the government proposed to take care of
part of the deficit from the old govern-
ment’s over-expenditure by funding it.
The amount to be so funded will not
include all of the deficit reported by
Price, Waterhouse & Co.

The premier and his colleagues are
averse to adding any more to the bond-
ed debt than can possibly be avoided,
because of floating indebtedness, and
will keep the amount down to the lowest
limit. There will be extra sources of
revenue that will probably be annoeunced
carly next week, and the bills brought
down in the house to give the necessary
authority to impose the taxes.
