Governor Lets Lewis, Eight Years in

Sing Sing, Go to Brooklyn

Ossing, N.Y., Dec. 15—Abraham

Lewis is only 80 years old and he has

been in Sing Sing prison for eight years,
but before he was 22 he had married,
made a home for his wife in Brooklyn,
and become the father of three babies.
Lewis talked about his family to fellow-
prisoners and- of his plans for his wife
and youngsters when he should be re-
leased next year, but prison officials

heard nothing of them until this week.

' Germany must try again before her
reace proposals will reccive other than
the most scant consideration from the
Allies. Mr. Bonar Law expressed the
British view wnen he told parliament
and the world that there must be ade-
éuate reparation for the past and ade-
guate security for the future before
Britain will be satisfied. In the mean-
time he asks another war credit of
£600,000,000 and the war office asks for
another million men.
" The expression of views from Paris
and Petrograd is no less certain and em-
phatic. The war is to go on, without
cessation. There will be no armistice,
svhich would enable Germany to
strengthen her defences. The deadly
ressure on all fronts. will be contmucd'
gven if the enemy is able to gain some
further success in Roumania it must be
at heavy cost, and a steady diminu-
‘fion of man-power. In the spring the
Allies will be ready for a more vigor-

ous gemeral campaign, stronger in meht~

and munitions than they were lust
tpring. By that time the feeling of dis-
tontent in ‘Germa.ny, which is already
manifest in the eagerness with which
the possibility of peace is hailed, will
be much deeper and much more demon-
- strative, And by that time the Ger-
man government may be ready to offer
its mext instalment of ‘peace proposals.
The Allies, however, must finish the
job, however great the additional sac-
rifice. This generation should mot pass
on to its successors the certainty of
another great war, but should leave to
them a legacy of peace, secure from dis-
turbance at the hands of the predatory
race of baby-killers now seeking an op-
portunity through a premature peace to
renew at a later date the struggle for’
‘world-dominion.

Commenting on Sir Edmund Walker’s
nppeal in behalf of partially disabled
‘soldiers, in which reference is made to

the wonderful work dome in British

; “Employers keenly eager for capacity
and aptitude, often rejected the middle-
aged through fear as to their endurance
lin the speeding up of modern industry,
should take a broader view with re-

' that the perpetual pressure on the labor
market, which defeats many strikes even
ar time, will be more intense when
the war is ended. The man handicap-
ped by sn injury may displace and keep
“idle another not suffering under any
\ disability. But while employinent is a
i favor the men ,who have suffered for
{ the Empire are entitled to special con-
sideration. The ingenuity of this age
should be devoted, at whatever cost, to
provlde means by which the injured sol-
- dier can earn his own living. This is
an obvious public duty, and does not
‘Jessen the attendant duty te provide
adequate pensions and allowances. There
will still be the call not for charity, but
for honest payment to those entirely dis-
abled. This is merely the . payment of
as much as possible on an honest debt.
The special appeal for the partially dis-
abled should meet with a willing re-
sponse. This will be a benefit to the
public as well as to men who certainly
have a strong claim on the consideration

of their more fortunate fellow-citizens.”
